FOREIGN. 
AMERIOA,-Mr. Thomson, of Hull, has fa. 

voured us with the following extract of a let­
ter just received from a baptist minister in 
America.-" At Warsaw, about twenty miles 
from N ewYork, the Baptist, Presbyterian, and 
Methodist ministers were, this last summer, 
baptizing at the same time, in the same 
river, and all in the same manner. One of 
them was not quite pleased that he had to 
do so." He adds, " Our people have just 
had another 'donation party,' as they call 
them, and which are annual. They have 
brought in about 120 dollars worth of one 
thing and another. The young people 
brought me a suit of clothes - my wife a very 
neat cloak, &c. &c.-my boy, boots, cloth, 
&c. &c. The farmers brought hams, butter, 
cheese, apples, wheat, ( about seven bushels) 
wood, &c. One of the members has made 
me a Life Member of the Hamilton Baptist 
Education Society, by paying on my account, 
the sum of twenty dollars." 

JHIAICA.-Mr. Knibb, writing to Mr. 
Srufery, says-" I have again dismissed 
about 300 to form another church, and 100 
more have been dismissed to other churches 
by change of residence. Thus in fourteen 
years, and three of those interrupted by 
martial law, there are seven churches 
where there was but one ; and still, though 
not crowded, we have generally a good con­
gregation at Falmouth. and a very good one 
at Refuge. We have in all the churches 
much to try us, but ,ve h,we what all such 
churches have not, much to cheer us; and 
I hope that still a kincl and gracious God 
\Vill watch over us for good." 

DOMESTIC. 

BAPTIST M1ss10Ns.-In India, a greater 
nnmber of converts (viz. 177) have been 
ad<lecl to the churches than in any previous 
year of the mission; the schools are greatly 
increased, anti 47,2!7 copies of Holy Scrip­
ture circnlate,!. In the Ealtamas 521 have 
been bnptizecl. To Trinidad and Hayti 
missionaries are to be sent. The Jamaica 
members now number 33,044. 

JuvENILE MISSIONARY MEETJNo.-We 
have an interesting report from "Fidclle," 
of one of these pleasing gatherings of the 
young, at Bury Rt. Eclmuucls, where about 
200 met, in the gnrclen of one of the teachers, 
with the pastor llll!l about thirty teachers 
aml other friends. The weather and the 
scene, the buns nncl the singing, and the 
emi!ing happy foces of the children, are nil 
described as delightful! They nfterwarcls 
retired to the chnpel, where addresses were 
deliverecl. Since 1841, twenty-five pounds 
have been collected. 

ScoTLAl!ID,-Tbe village of Catrine in 
Ayrshire, contains upwards of 2,600 inhabi­
tants, who are mostly employed in the Cot­
ton Manufactory. Besides myself, there 
are four others who, upon a profession of 
our faith in Christ, have been baptized in 
His name. The controversy in the United 
Secession Church on the Nature and Extent 
of the Atonement, has stirred up many to 
search the scriptnres. In consequence of 
this, a number haV'e met together in a room 
weekly, who have been supplied wiili 
preachers from Mr. Morison's church, Kil­
marnock, which is in connection with the 
sect sprung from the above mentioned con­
troversy, and is called the " Evangelical 
Union." In this weekly meeting, in the 
course of reading the word of God, the sub­
ject of baptism came before us, and some 
were led to see that observing it was a per­
sonal thing; but for fear of destroying 
the harmony of the meeting, which had 
come to the decision of being formed into a 
church in connexion with the Evnngelical 
Union-an,! before the heresy conlrl spread 
further-the leaders sent for Mr. Morison, 
who came and preached eYery evening for 
o.bout a fortnight, aucl thus, for a time, we 
expect, put down the heresy, having satis­
fied the majority "that their being sprinkle,\ 
in infancy is a clear proof that they are in­
terested in all the blessings of salvation." 
The Saviour himself says, "If any man will 
do his will, he shall know of the doctrine, 
whether it be of Goel, or whether I speak of 
myself." I believe that the gospel is the 
power of Goel unto salvation; still it be­
cometh us to fulfil all righteousness, and to 
testify our Jove to the Saviour by our obecli-
ence to his commauclments.

THE BAPTIST UNION met this year on 
the new n1ission premises, in l\'Ioorgnte­
street, April 18, l\Ir. R. Roff, baptist minis­
ter, of Cambridge, cha.innau, nud consisted 
of 102 members, and fifty-two visitors. In 
992 churches, 11n increase was reported of 
5240 members-the increase in nil the 
churches woulc\ thus be nbout 10,000; 
giving an inc1·ease of six to each church. 
Sixty-two churches were added to the Union. 
Twenty new chnrches have been formed JusL 
year, arnl forty-two plnces of worship built 
or enl1trgecl. The subjects discussed were, 
"The Library"-" Government interference 
with Education," which was protested 
against, and the British system recom­
metulccl-u The Re9ium Donum./' against 
which o. memorial to goverument, a.ml n. 
petition to pn.rlinmcut were agreed ou, nnd 
the bttptist agents of its clistribntion were 
requested not to touch it-allll "The Auti­
State-Chmch Conference,'' to which two 
delegates were appointee!.
