Th Bishop of' Ugand'_ (Dro J. Jo Willie) has sent us an important letter explaining the 
proposals adopted t the oom'ereno ot East Afrioan missionariea held at Kikuyu last Juno~ 

The obj et of that oon£erence was to discuss the question of a possible federation be­
tween the different missionary bodies working in British E&st Mrioa·. It had in Tiew, not an 
impr cticable attempt to amalgamate existing Churches or m1sa1onary'soc1et1es, but an ulti= 
mate union of' nati e Christians into one na.tiYe Church, & '1 t sought means, not for remo•ing 
existing di£f'erences, nor £or watering down the distinotiTe characteristios of the differ= 
ent bodies, but ~or &Tarting dissensions between nat1Te Christians barely Tisible as yet o 
the hori~on.... • · 

The conferenoe waa not the fruit of a sudden enthusiasm, but of a moyernent dating at 
least a ~ar baok as 1907. The opening of the Uganda Railway has awakened the nat1Te tribee 
f'rom the sleep of' centuries, i. with the new -d.emand .for education the people turn r-atwrilly 
to the missions. It is an unexampled opportunity. East Africa is still emphatically pagan~ 
but ite paganism is weak, inYertebrate, & readily forsaken$ Mohammedanism, on th~ other he.nd 
ie strong and def'inite, but its strength lies almost entirely on the ooaat •.• o 

The quest.ion really is whether, ln view of a united Roman Catholisis:rn & a united, Moha.r•­
meda.niam, Protestant Ohriatia.nity is to be represented by a dozen di~ferent types, indepen 
0£, if' not opposed to, one another; or whether it may be possible to work in harmony and 
along converging lines, avoiding unnecessary overlapping.
