sons heard the word Secondly, we
then proceeded to Kachunpore, where
we saw that the people had set up three
Images, Clamar-Ka)ee, Lukshme, and
Peirasur. Here we read the divine
word, and prayed iu the name of Christ,
when all the people of the village aban-
doned the gods, and cried qut, «“ Let us
break down these places of the gods, that
the gods may never come into this place
agaii.” Agreeab!'y to these words, they
broke down with their feet these places
of the gods. After this, we arrived ag
Dinagepore. A few days afterwards,
we crossed the river Afrace, where, at
the Varoonee festival, crowds of people
assembled ; and here Nidbiram and
Pudmulochun assisted we in pablisting
the good newsof our Lord Jesus Christ’s
death, and ia distributing many tragts.
While thus employed, ] met with Goluk-
Mukooyya, a bramup, who said, « Q
brother, I do not serve the gods!
Brumha God, lethim be blessed: I serve
him,*” [ replied, #* Q heahmun; God
hears not the prayers of sinaess ; but
they who through the atoning death of
our Lord Jesus Christ pray, their wordas
he hears. For except the justice and
love of God can embrace each other,
sinners caanot be saved; but ia the
death of Christ these 1wo are united: on
which account, God has appointed Jesus
Christ to the wurk of g Saviour. There-
fore they who have laid hold of the
death ot Christ by faith are saved.” He
then said, “ I have an elder brother, if
you can visit him at Raneegunj, he will
be glad to see you.” We assured him
that we would visit them on Lord’:-day.
We accordingly went, and | read trom
the third of Jolin thie account of the uew
birth. He, hearing, remained iu silence,
but convinced, and at length prowmised
that he would go to the Saheb at Dinage-
pore, and bear from him these words.
We next proceeded to Shikmorod
fair, and, on the first day, perived ap Sar
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damuhul, and staid there three days,
Quring which tifre 1 held meetings for
prayer and worship, and visited the bre-
thren and sisters from house to house,
teaching them the doctrines of the gospel.
We then went forward to the fair, where
I proclaimed the glad tidings, and gave
away tracts. On the 29th of April, we
left Dinagepore, and came to Katavave,
where I made known our message,
reading the first of John. All the vil-
lagers were assembled, and they asked
us what they should do with their gods.
I told them to believe in the atoning
death of Christ, and they would obtain
salvation. They then requested that I
would give them some instructions from
the holy book, and leave them in writing,
I then wrote some passages from the
twelfth of the Romans, * ¢Brethren, [
beseech you, by the mercies of God,
that gye present your bodies a living sa-
crifice to God, which is your reasonable
service,” &c. Whosoever believes in the
atoning death of our Lord Jesus Christ,
upon him the gods can have no power,
but he shall obtain salvation.”” I added,
* They iato whose hands these instruc-
tions shall fall, after reading them, must
copy and send them to the three next
villages, or stand charged with guilt in
the world to come, of the ruin of all those
soals.*

My health has been very indifferent
lately, and I should uot wonder if you
see me cre long, perhaps about May
next, sceking health in your cold cli-
mate: brother Carey enjoys pretty good
health, and brother Marshman still wears
uncommonly well.

JUGGERNAUT’S CAR.

Ox the 5th day of July, the annual
drawing forth of Juggernaut’s car took
place at Muhesha, near Rishera. On
these occasions, Juggernaut is placed in
his car, and drawn about two miles to
Bullubhpoora ; when he is let down from
the car by means of ropes, and carried
to the temple of his brother Radha-
bullubh, about two miles distant. Thera
he remains eight days, enjoying, accord-
ing to the natives, the delightful society
of his brother and sister. The influx of
worshippers on these days is immense,
Women who never appear in public on
other occasions, visit the tewnple and
present offerings according to their cir
cumstances. Three or four hundred
boats may be seen on the river, passing
and repassing with’ crowds of females,
some of them from a distance of two ot
three days’ journey. On the ninth day
Juggernaut leaves his brother, remounts
his car, and is drawn to his own temple,
amidst the enthusiastic shouts o the
people.

The rich native to whom the car be-
longs, (the idol is the property of the
lord of the soil on which the temple
stands,) had recently buile a house near
the temple, for the convenience of his

family on these occasions, The earth

before it had been turned up, and having
imbibed the rain which fell incessantly
a day or two before the festival, was ex-
ceedingly soft. When, therefore, the
car arrived at this spot, the whecls sunk
into the earth, and every cffort 1o extri-
cate them proved ineffectual. A heavy
shower, which fell at the seme time, dis-
persed the crowd, and the car, instead of
proceeding nearly two miles, as.usua!,
remained only fifty yards from its or
ginal station. The proprietor of thecan
standing before it, lamented in bitlef
terms the ruin which this event entailed
on his ancestor who had built the ca™
The Hindoos imagine, that a man co
tinues immortal, as lopg as any great ";

continnes to flourish : thus the H_llld"""I
cateew Valwiki as still enjoying immor
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1ality, because hia work is now in con-
stant cirrulation among them. The
stopping of the car defeated the purpose
for which it wae built, and plainly indi-
cnted that his ancestor had fallen from
his immortality. .

On the second day the people again
npplied their shou!ders to the ropes in
vain; the car was 1mm_oveable, and I_he
whole multitude exclaimed that nothing
but the presence of his brother Radha-
pullubl_ would induce Juggernaut to
move. Messengers were iminediately
dispatched  for Radhu-bpllnbh, who
héving come to a certain distance on the
shoulders of his priests, they declared
that he would proceed no farlher_; that
he had never gone farther_ from his own
temple on any other occasion; fmd that
he would not deviate from his usual
course. This was, however, as the
reader will easily “perceive, merely a
trick to obtain money. An eager de-
bate now arose between the proprietor
of the car and thé sacerdotal proprietors
of Radha-bullubh, and after much litiga-
tion, -the priests consented for ﬁft_y
rupees to allow him.to pass the limit
prescribed by their avarice. The money
was counted dowm on the spot, and
Radba-bullubh proceéeded towards the
car. .Enthusiasm pow redoubling the
efforts of the multitude, the car began
to move. This propitious e¢vent was
universally ascgbed to tbe s'alisfnctwn
of Juggernaut on beholding his brother,
It however again remained stationary
after proceeding but a few yards, and
Radha-bullubh was obliged to return
without his brother,

In two or three days the priests of
Radha-bullubh began to feel the effects
of Juggernaut’s absence ; the visits to
the temple were few, and the offerings
inconsiderable. These offerings bad
been previously farmed out for 232
rupees, ‘and the farmers plainly saw,
that unless Juggernaut could be brought
to the temple, they should lose, not
enly the profits which they usunlly made
above that amount, but be unable to
realize even that sum. Afier various
consultations, therefore, between the
Priests of both temples, Juggernaut was
silently conveyed to his brother’s on the
evening of the ihird day.

The misfortune which liad happened to
u“’-c“l‘.beingnlmos'.|.|nprect’.demed,ﬁlled
the minds of the multitude with anxiety.

hey atiributed it to various causes. Some
%aid, that the proprietor of the car had,
Contrary to his usual custom, partaken of
9%0d before the car was drayn forth.

* Atthe temerity of one of the proprictors,
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who had touched it while yet impure
from the defilement of the dead body of
a relative : while others maintained that
the wrath of Juggernaut was excited by
his having silver and not golden haads
given to him. [nthese, and sirilar con-
Jectures, did the deluded multitude in-
dulge. To have said that he could not
move his own car, would have been a
rude slander on the *“ Lord of the world.”
To save his power, therefore, they
charged him with passion, not consider-
ing that the attempt to secure to him the
possession of one autribute, degraded
his character in a worse degree. But.
one brahmun seemed to aim at something
more dreadful: he dreamed, or pre-
tended to dream, that the god had ap-,
peared to him, and told him that his car
would not move, unless a number of
human victims were immolated by being
thrown under the wheels. Hearing this
rumoured, and aware that the deluded
multitude were capable of believing this,
if urged on them by the bramnuus, the
missionaries at Serampore drew sp and
printed a tract of eight pages, in which
they laid open to the multitude the
true reason of the car’s stopping; and
begged them to consider what they
could gain by worshipping so helpless a
log of wood, pointing tbem at the same
time to the true “ Lord of the World,”*
as waiting to be gracious to all in every
nation, who turn to him through his Son.
This was quietly circulated among the
people; with what effect we are unable
to say; hut nothing more was heard of
the immolation of human victims.

On the last day of the festival, the
weather being favourable, the deluded
people drew the car forwards to the
temple of Badha-bullubh, though-it was
not customary to do it on the last day,
and seating Juggernaut i it, carricd him
back to his. old residence.

CALCUTTA.

Egtract of a Letter from Mr. Adam to
Mr. Dyer, dated
Calcutta, Sept. 26, 1818,

On coming to Calcutta, I commenced
the study of the Bengalee, and two
months after, the Sungskrit. I ¢ontinue
to prosecute both, and begin to feel my
ground in the Bengalee. From the close
affinity that subsists between them, the
one facilitates the acquisition of the
other; but a perfect knowledge of either,
particulatly of the Sungskrit, is not the
work of & few months, or even of a few
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ddrs { bat tle tnbounded @eld of use:
fihiress which is presented in this im-
hensely populuus eity, after tlie acquis
sition of these languages, especially if
joined with a knowledge of Hindost-
hanec¢ and Persian, will most fully com-
pensate for the time and labour that
must be expended on them. You will
not, hotever, suppose that a missionary’s
usefulness here does not commence till
De has acquired one, or all, these lan-
guages. 1 hope soon, with the blessing
ot God upon my sindies, to be able to
suy a few words to the natives, although
every uttempt of this kind, for a long
time, must nceessarily be very impetfect.
Brethren Eustace Carey and Yates are
eminently useful among the natives, in
preaching in Bengulee. Besides their
Iabours every Lord’s-day, both in Ben-
galeeand in English, they go out amongst
the natives every Wednesday, Thursday,
and Friday motumg, and occasiontally in
the evenings, which is as much as their
wealk state of health will permit them to
do, and more than most Europeans could
bear. I have just formed a plan, which
I hope 1 shall be able to carry into cf-
fect, of going out with a native brother
on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday, and
Friday evenings. This will greatly assist
me ih acquiring the langunge, and it en-
tirely depends vpon tlie continudnce of
good health, for which ] have great rea-
son to bless God, and on my having a
native brother always to accompany me.
Alone, I am, aod muost be for some time,
a mere cypher, because I do not know
the lamguage; but by sccompanying
him, I both do good to myself, and ob-
tain for him a more respectful and atten-
tive hearing.

September 28.-1 have been out this
evening with brotlier John Peters, in the
very heart of the native population. We
had neatly 200 people around us, to
whom he dec)ared the way of salvation.
They received with the utmost eagerness
the tracts which we had brought for dis-
tribution, and requested that we would
return to the same place to-morrow even-
ing, which we promised to do.. They
heard with the deepest attention, and
acknowledged the excellence of what
was said. Some turned away in con-
tempt; it was enough to underatand
that these were * the words of Jesus
Christ ;* but most Jistened with great
seriousness, The harvest truly is plente-
ous ; the fields are white, and only wait
for the sickle to be thrustin. T bave no
donbt that the Lord of the harvest will
bless the labouors of hisservants, und give
“them souls for their hire,

Benares, November 4, 1817.

Oun brother Smith appears very ac-
tiycly engaged in makipg known the
gospel at Benares. From his Journal
for the month, we have selected the fol-
lowing extracts:—October 3d. Went to
a pundit in the town, who received me
very kindly, and conversed for a consi-
derable time on the gospel. He after-
wards sent his servant with me for 2 copy
of the scriptures.—4th. Went out and
collected 8 good namber of people on
the public road, who appeered much af-
fected. Brother Shiva-Chundra preached
o a number at Sicrole.—5th. Lord’s-
day. Preached at. Sicrole, afterwards
brother Shiva.Chundra addressed the
¥ord of life to a good. number of :men

who were reading the Ramayuna: on
hearing the gospel, they closed the
Ramayuna, and paid great attention,—
7ih. A number of persons called for in-
struction.-—8th. This morning several
Mouluvees called, and digputed fora con=
siderable time, They afterwardsreceived
afew copies of the scriptures in Arabic,
to compare with the Koran.—~10th, Ad-
dressed the word to about one hundred
people, opposite to a Hindoo temple, At
the end of my discourse, a respectahle
pundit took me to his house, and reason.
cd for a long time respecting divine sub
jects..—16¢th. This morning two respects
able musulmans called, and one of them
expressed a great wish to embrace the
Christian religion ; assnring me, in a loug
cunversation, that he was convinced that
JesusClirist was the onlySaviour appoint-
ed of God, or able to save men. He
informed me that there were others of
the same opinion at Lucknuw, but that
they were afraid to declare themselves.
I gave him a Persian New Vestament,
which he thaukfully accepted, and went
away rejoicing. In the atternoon went
out and preached to a large congrega«
tion by the river-side, who appeared
attentive.—19th. Lord’s-day. The mu-
‘sulman who expressed a wish to embrace
the Christian religion called, and con-
versed with me for a considerable time
on the gospel. Brother Shiva.Chundra
preached at Sicrole.—20th.” The same
musulinan called again to-day, and after
much conversation took leave, intending
to visit the missionaries at Serampore.
Went out to Dussasoomare’s ghat, where
about five hundred people assembled to
hear the word of life: several brahmuns
appeared in favour of Christianity, and
one among them exclaimed, that the an-
cient brahmuns compdsed these supersti-
tious ceremonies merely to get their
living.—27th. Several musulmans call-
ed, who had received the scripture, and
reasoned with me for a considerable
time upon different subjects.—28tl.
This morning & sipahee who attends
worship, called, and said with tears,
g My conscience is alarmed in conse-
quence of my sin, but I know without
Jesus there is no salvation.” I endea-
voured to comfort him, and read and ex~
plained a part of the scripture, with
which he appeared much affected. Se-
veral brahpuns called, who listened to
the gospel with much attention.—29th.
Several musulmans called, and conversed
with me on different passages of the
scripture, and begged for a cowplete
copy of the Hindoost’hanee Testament,
which T gave them.

Nov. 3d. A brahmun called and es-
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pressed & grent wish to embrace the gos-
pel.  He said, that by reading the scrip-
eore, his conscience was slarmred, and
he was astonivhed at the folly of hea-
thenism, M which ke had spent his
whole life. 1 talked to him for some
time.—5th. A sunyasee called and said;
# Ever since I heard the gospel at Chati-
gunj, my heart is very mmely inelined to
know mrore of these traths. I lope,
therfefore, you will teach me the way [
am to besaved.” After 2 good deal of
eonversation he took leave, and called
again in the afternoon, ard waited ontil
worship, conversing on the gosprl.—6th.
Fhis morning the smmyasee called fot
worship, and took 8 New Testament to
tead at home. Several brahmuns also
called, to whom I read and expounded
the scriptare.—10th. Went with brother
Shiva-Chundra to a garden, where a
Yarge conzrcgation had assembled: After
addressing them I went to the jail, and
preached to tbe prisoners. A Mouluvee
dispeted witlr me for sonre time, but at
length gladly accepted the four gospels
in Hindoost'hanee.—%?th. This morning
brotker C. ©C. Aratoon arrived; with
whose coniversation I was very much de-
lighted. Weafterwards went out amongst
the natives, and brother Aratonn con-
versed intwo places with a few Hindoos,
who sppeared much pleased.a=28th.
Received two boxes of different sorts of
books.—28th. After going ont witli bro-
threr Aratoon, in the evening held a
meeting ; after hearing the expetience of
a brabmen named Lukshmuna, 1 gave
ki the right hand of fellowshipin the
wartre of the church of Christ. My eldest
daoghter Elizabeth, and BMrs, Smith’s
adopted daughter Mary, were proposed
for baptism.—30th. Lord’s-day. Brother
Aratoon preached at Sicrole, in Hin-
douvst’hanee. After worship we walked
to the river-side, where, when brother
Aratoon had preached, we sung @ hymn
and prayed, and brother Lukshmuna
end myself went down into the river,
where 1 baptized him in the presence of
many people. Inthe evening we par-
took uf the Lord’s supper, brother Ara-
toen, and brethren Ford and Deare, of
the artillery, with several other friends,
being present.

ALLAHABAD.

Allchabad, October 10, 1817.

Tug flank battalion companies of sol-
diers assembled here from four different
corps, marched from this on the 7th of
Oclober to take the field, wherefore I
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am now deprived of the oppottunities
wed to enjoy amongst those whom God
was pleased to draw to himself for his
service, fromthat scene of iniquity which
tommonly abounds in the barracks, On,
the 6th, I had the last und a highly
pleasant prayet-mecting with them, for
the gencral spread of our dear Re.
(eemer’s kingdom ; nearly forty attend-
ed, although it was a busy evenmg, from
their preparhig to marchr next morning.
About twenty days prior to the above
ven leaving this station, the small new
plantation irt the 14th regiment of N. I,
also was removed from this to Prutah.

I intend to
visit them as soom as you czn furnish me
with a stock of the scriptures and haoks,
especially Hindee.

. Weltevreden, Oct. 13, 1818,

I uave lately seen an instance of the
sovereign power of God, and of the in-
utility of my service. A poor man, who
had heard me preach some huudreds of
times, and yet never seemed to fecl bims
self a great sinner, was taken ;ll abouta
month ago. A few days after, hc sent
for me, in great distress of mind. I have
visited him several times, and he seem$
to be a true penitent. His conversation
pleases me much, and should he diein
this state of mind, I shall hope well of
him. There are several others of whom
I hope well. Faur of the men engsge
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in prayer by turfis, on a Monday eéven-
ing; and they hold a prayer-meeting
among themse|ves on a Thursday cven-
ing. There is, I think, an increase of se-
rionsness in my litde congregation, and
some manifest a greater desire than ever
to hear the word.  On the whole, [ may
add, that my prospects of success were
aever S0 fair as at present.

WESLEYAN METHODIST
MISSIONARY SOCIETY.

THE First Report of this 8o-
ciety has just appeared, contain-
ing accounts of their Missions in
various parts of the globe, The
number of missionaries is stated
to be 103, the greater part of
whom are engaged among the
heathen. The amount of sub-
scriptions, donations, and collec-
tions, for the last year,is £18,434.

In the island of Ceylon, copsi-
derable progress has beem made
in establishing schools among the
natives, The number of youths
already under instruction is said
to amount tonearly four thousand.
.. From Colombo, Mr. Harvard
gives the following account of an
awful instance of superstition,
which had fallen under his own
observation .

Ar Amblamgodde, about sixteen mies
from Galle, I had an opportunity of wit-
Nessing-the performaiee of one of their
incantations. {t was about eight o’clock
“In the evening ;. the moon shone very
steadily ; and our attentionbeing arrested
by repeated exclamations in a very loud
tone, and hearing the cause of it, we re-
paired to the spot. It was only about 50
yaeds from ‘the magistrate’shouse, where
e were staying.-—Brother Clough and
Mrs. Hurvard were with me, We found,
at the door of e Cingalese hut, a small
shed had been erected, in which the
Capua (devjl-priest) was performing bis
Operations. There was the image of a

arge devil, six or seven feet high, with
£ye-balls as large os a tea-cup, project-
Ng. from his forehead ; nnd a tongue
which curled out st buth sides of his
mouth, like two snakes. Fe was sur-
#ounded with lights and Ruwers. Before

Jsimage sat,on a low stool, a poor lame

ap, wity » string in his hapd, e eud
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of which was connected with the devil.
On the tight hand side stood the Capna,
with a lighted torch in one hand, which
he wawed constantly over the image,
ringing a small bell “with the left band ;
while hé used the utmost distortion of
countenance, and assumed every atti-
tslde expressive of earnest intercession,
singing over a certain form of words. Af
the left hand side of the door stood an
assistant, who constantly supplied the
Capua’s torch with oil, lest it should go
out; while, at the feet of the old man
was Iying one ot his relatives, who, by
way of response, called out the name of
the particulur demon, as loud as possible,
atthe end of éach senience of the incan-
tation. I suppose this call might be
heard a wile ortwo. On our approach,
they appeared much honoured by
our notice, and procured chairs for
us to sit down; which we declined,
and remained in sient expectation
for some minutes. But on the Capuas
applying to us for money, I spoke to
him of the sinfulness of his condact,
told the people, medicine and the bless-
ing of God were the only means of cure;
and, after a short exhortation, left them,
The ceremony was to cure the old man
of a lameness jn one of his legs; and I
suppose it was carried on till the morn-
ing. It is yery common thus, in the
country partsof Ceylon, on a clear moag
and star-light night, to hear the name of
somedevil echoing in this manmer throngh
the cocoa-nut graves. Q@ that the time
may cowme, when it will be as common far
the evening breeze to waft alang the
name of our adorable Jesus!

“ I have understood, that if a man
should happen to recover efter one of
these incantations, of course the Capuais
rewarded, and his system extolled ; but
if, in a dangerous case, after exhausting
the resources, and wearying the patience
of the family, the sick man contiaueg
under his affiction, the Capua, to save
his credit, progounces him incurable and
urclean, and {rom that momeat his near-
est relatives will not touch him ; and, te
avoid the spread of his uncleanness,
sowe low characters are hired to carry
the sick inan into the jungle ; where lie
either expires through hunger ot disease,
or is torn to pieces and eaten alive by
jackals, Ugers, and voracious.erows.”

AMERICA.

By the kindﬁess of a eorres-
pondent at New York, we
Lave beeu favoured with a copy
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of the Iast Report of the American
Board of Missions, the oldest
Missionary Society on the West-
ern Continent.

The operations of this Society
appear to be gradually extending.
Its income for the year amountc.d
to 35,000 dollars, (between 8 and
9,000/.) contributed for the most
part by Auxiliary Associations, of
which there are not less than 500
in connexion with the Socicty.

The stations already occupied
are as follows :

Bomunav.—Here Mcssrs. Newell, Hall,
end Bardwell have been fixed for some
years ; and have laboured with exem-
plary diligence in the work of the gaspel.
Vartous parts of the scriplures have been
translated into Mahrana; and schools
have been formed, under the direction
of the misstonaries, in which between
%00 and 800 children receive instruction.
In March, 1818, two new brethren ar-
rived, Messrs. John Nicholls .and Allen
Graves; of whom the former was sta-
tioned at Tannah, in the island of Sal-
gette ; and the latter at Mabim, a large
town, :ix miles from Bombay,

Cevion. — Mesers. Poor, Warren,
Richards, and Meigs, arrived in -this
island in the year 1816 ; and after being
usefatly employed for six months in Co-
lombo, they settied in the province of

Jaffna, occupying there the two stations |

of Tillypally, and Butiicotta. Declining
healih, liowever, rendered it necessary
for Messts. Richards and \Varren to
qnit the island, and proceed to the Cape
of Good Hape, where the latter peace-
fally finished his couvse,

Among the natice tribes on the Ame-
fican Continer: t, two stations are occupied
by this Society. Four missiomuries,
Mescrs. Hall, Chemberlain, Butrick, and
Hovt, ate settled at Brarveno, in the
distriet of Chickamaugah, among the
Cherokee Indisns; end the Heport of
their proceedings is highly encouraging,
Anotliet station, whick bears the appro-
priate neute of Evtrot, has been formed
among the Choctaws, one of the largest
trihes in that quarter. Three mission-
arics, Messrs. ng*bury, Cornelius, and
Wiltiams, lave fised thetr reudence
here, and they are assisted io their work
by Messrs. Peter and Jolin Q. I(auuuxe,
snd Moses Jowell

Besides these vigorous: efforts

in sending the gospel abroad, this
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Socicty has founded o very useful
seminary, denominated the Fo-
reigt Mission School, forthe edu.
cation of destitute heathen youth,
of different nations. The Rev,
Mr. Dagget presjides over this In-
stitution, which already countains
20 pupils, of whom cight have
been admifted to church fellow-
ship.  These pupils have literally
been collected from the east and
the west, the novtlrand the south,
At a late cxamination, orations
were delivered in the Chierokee;
Choctaw, Otaheitean, Owhyhee,
and Chinese lﬂnmudnes' besides
extracts in Ennhsh from the no:
blest parts of Hall's {(of Leicester)
and Dwiglit’s serinons, ¢ bt was
inte |cstmu * observes the rclater,
“ to hear these gmnd compo-
sitions prouounced. - by. tawny
youths, ‘but lately rescued from
the forests, and the islands inha2
bited only by heathens.” :Te iy
hoped that this Institution -wilt
ultimately furnish missionaries, of
the most dasirable description, for
the respective conntries to which
the pupils belong. :
