CALCUTTA..
Estractof a Legter from Mr. Adam to a
‘ “Friend in Bristol, duted

Calcutta, Nov. 7, 1818.
M’x VvERY DEAR BroTnER,

The brethren have built three Benga-
lee chapels in. different parts-of the city,
where the. gospel is statedly preached.
We have it'in prospect to build three
qthers, and to commence a native station
on the extensive boundaries of the native
population.  This last will be a most in-
portant step, and nttended, I trust, with
the most happy consequences, [kt is in-
tended to rent, (it would be ultimately

Gheaper to purchase, if we were able,) a |

piece of ground, which we have already
examined and approved, in the imwe-
diate viginity of the native part of the
city, on which to .build. a bungalow, as
much in the native style as possible,
where one or other of us shall constantly
teside. The mearer a DMissionary can
tome into contact with the objects of
hjs labour, the better. In this way he
gels acquainted with their modes of
speaking, and of living, and of thinking,
to an cxtept which he could never other-
wise ajtain, but which is of the utmost
importance to him in preaching the gos.
pel, by enabling him to meet their pre-
Judices, aud their reasonings, und to dis-
grininato with the greatest safety true
ffam {alse pretensions of religion. But
the very Irame and texture of European
soctety iy utterly hostile to his familiur
Lutercourse with the patives of Indis, and

to all the advantages that result from it.
To doour duty to the natives, therefore,
it is uecessary to retire as much as possi-
ble from intercourse with Europeans, and
to reside nearer the natives, an end
which will be gained in a good measure
by this native station we ate about to
form. We shall have the whole nalive
city guite within our grasp, and possess
the means of subjecting to the most sa.
tisfagtory scruting those who wish to
embrace Clristianity. The brother thag
resides at this station his week or month,
will itinerate into the thickest part of the
city, supply the regular chapelsthat may
be built, and receive and instruct those
that come for information respecting the
gospel, while those that remain in the
other part of the city will carry on the
English and Bengalee preaching, in
which all are at present engaged. =
Yates, Carey, aud myself, have, since
the commencement of the cold season,
been likewise engaged in alternate week-
ly itineracies. It was in taking my turn,
in one of these, that I first attempted in
a public manuer to recommend the gospel
to the heathen, and ] have to-day come
menced another week’s lubours of the
same kind. [ feel mueh delight in the
work, but great emptiness fur it: ap
enptiness arising both from the stare of
my mind, and from my very impestect
acquaintance with the language.” Wlo
indeed is sufficient for these things? I
feel the force of these words of the
apostle, and of the remarks which Mr,
Morgan, of Birwingham, made upon
them, in & sermon which he preached
belore the Buptist students when 1 was
at Bristol Academy. Dunng the week
that 1 was ouy, I every evening wade a

few remarks on paper, respecting the
transactions of the day s for the want of
something more interesting, 1 will tran-
scribe a few of these remarks, .

Monday, November 16, 1818. —Went
out to-day, accompanied br a nephew ol
our aped brother Sebuckram, named
Panchon, who has of late been encouraged
to preach the gospel to his countryinen.
We had opportunitics of addressing three
different congregations of natives, at three
different places. The gospel seemed to
be news to them all, but few of them
considercd it good mews. The first con.
gregation did not amount to more than
thirty people, most of whom were either
children or bramhuns, who listened with
great contempt; one young bramhun
during almost the whole lime making it
his principal object to draw away the
attention of the rest, by his contemptu-
ous smiles and grins. Here, for the first
time, I attewmpted to make known the
gospel to the heathen. 1 can derive
no hope of success from my own fitness
for the work ; my only hope is, because
God hath chosen the foolish things of the
world to coufound the wise; and the
things which are not, to bring to nought
the things which are. Our second con-
gregation was almost entirely - Mussul-
men, in 2 part of the city where we did
not expect to find them: but the truth
is, that Calcutta, as a field of Missionary
labour, is as yet unexplored. Panchon
preached to them in Hindoostanee, and,
after reading part of 2 tract written by
Mr. Keith, one of our Independent bre-
thren, 1 said 2 few words in Bengalee.
Tbhat part which I read respected the
hope of a Christian in death, and, when
I asked thew what was their hope in
death, it was truly affecting to observe,
by the significant shake of their beads,
that they allowed themselves to be with-
out hope in tbe world. The third con-
gregation we Lad, amounted, I suppose,
to one hundred and fifty people, some of
whom attempted to turn the whole into
ridicule, but most listened with attention.
At the end, several bramhuns invited us
inte their house, and made some inquiries
respecting the nature of God. They pro-
fessed to embrace the views of Ram
Mobun Roy, and to despise the popular
superstition, while, at the same time, I
found by inquiry ihat they encouraged
and supported it by Lheir example. I
endeavoured to show them the necessity
of more light than tley possessed, and
the guilt they incurred iu assisting to
Leep the people in darkuess when their
own cyes were opened. They listencd
with aitention, and thanked me for what
1 e2id, Thbe conversation I Lad with

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them was i_n English, which they onder.
stand, and imperfectly spcak. When we
were leavjng thew, to go home, scveryl
fpllowed us for books, and one made pare
tigular inquiries where we lived, what
was involved in embracing this new wa
if it was necessary to eat different food'
to wear different clothes, aud to engag:
il a”different employment than he had
been accustomedto? We assured him
that none of them was necessary, hut
thAt he was only réquired to believe in
Jesus Christ, and to depart from alf
iniquity. ) ' )
Tuesddy,~—Brother Pcarce and I being
unable to obtain any native assistance,
went out glone. The . first.congregation
was by far the best :, the whole street in
whicli we' made our stand seemed to
send forth its peoples. We wére first
invited by some bramhuns to sit down at
We sung the hymn trans.
lated into Bengalee,
 Come, ye sinnefs, poor.and, wretcbed ;"
after which, brother Pearce addressed
the people. They listened at firse with
considerable atlention, but .a disciple of
Ram Mohun' Roy’s proposed several
questions -in ‘a light and trifling- way,
which dissipated' all - their seriousness,
The success; of Ram Mohun Roy’s
opinions shakes the fabric of superstition,
but the reception of them ‘does not by
one iota increase’ the seriousness with
which religious subjects ‘are- exiumined.
Levity is the great-vice, of. the native
mind, when' emnployed on religion. They
profess to believe that there is only one
God, but they do not helieve that he is
the rewarder of them that diligently seek
him, - It is only those views of the cha-
racter'and government of God that are
furnished by the cross of Christ; that can
renderthe mind truly serious, and subdue
its native pride. The ‘second congregas
tion ‘amounted lo nearly one hundred ;
they listened with. attention, but ‘would
receive no books : the vubject was strange
to them. The third stand we: made wag
qutside of a large bazaar, from which the
people came to hear. Here brother
Lawson’s Life of Futik, containing cuts
of three of their debtas was greedily re-
ceived. :
Wednesday,—To-day I was accom-
peuied by Panchon and his brother. The
first stand that we wiade was in & very
populous part of the city, where, alter
singing a hymn to the. praise of Christ,
Punchon addressed a congregation which
he reckoned at five hundred. They.
listencd nearly three-quarters of an hour,
apparently with serious attention; but
some objection being started, their seris
wusness was dissipated. A bramhun de-
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elared himself to be God, and nble to do
ovory thing. I required him to give us
a proof of his almighty power by per-
forming o miracle. He raged, and went
away, scouted by the multitude. After
remaining some time longer, we left them,
many requesting us to come back again,
and (o bring ‘more bovks than we were
able then to give them. The next con-
gregation, amounting to two bundred and
fifty, also heard with aitention, and
willingly received books frum us. The
last congregation did not amount to more
than twenty: they heard with attention.
Being all of a very low cast they could
not read, and consequently received no
books. » .

. Thursday.—To-day, John Peters, Pan-
chou, and I, went to what is called the
great bazsar, At two different places,
where we were somewhat removed fromn
the bustle and disiractioy of buyers and
scllers, they preached the gospel to
crowded and attenlive audiences. At

the first place we distributed. a great |

many books ; at the second, none at all,
to-silence the uproar that was occasioned
by the eager desire to obtain thein.  Re-
turning home, we obtained the permis-
sion of an Armenian merchant to occupy
the door of his shup, which was some-
what elevated, from which brother Pe-
ters addressed a congregation of one
hundred people. Their apparent atten-
tion must have been a surt of gaping
"apathy, for they almost to a man refused
the books that were offered them.
. Saturday.—Yesterday I did not go
put, as there was- no one to accompany
me, and alone .l shoyld not have been
‘2ble 10 do any thing, through my igno-
rance of the langyage. To-day brother
Peters went with.me: at the first place
where we stood, we had a large and at-
tentive audience. We were obliged to
remoye from the second and third places
‘through the unacenumodating disposition
of the shopkeepers ; butwere afterwards
’iuvi_tgd.hy a respectable bramhan to oc-
.cupy the area in front of his house.
‘When we came to his house, he, after
conversing with some other bramhuns,
gent a servant to invite us into the inner
aren ;- but perceiving a wish to exclude
the populace 1 would not enter. Brother
Peters then preached the gospel to them,
and, after answering sore objections, we
withdrew. A great number followed us,
amongst whom was the bramhun who
had accommodated us. He endeavoured
to disswade us from going about the city
88 we did, assuring us, that if we would
Jet the people alone, they would in ten
ears all become Christians ; and that
Ry preaching the gospel, we enly
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strengthened their prejudices and ex-
cited their-opppsition. In this way, the
bramhnns endeavour to present us from
preaching the gospel, and when they
cannot succeed with us they, as I have
shown above, endeavour to exclude the
common people from its benefits.

The above, my dear friend, T lLope
you will read with candour, and not
blame me for saying so much about my-
self. The truth is, indeed, that when
alone amongst the natives, 1 can dolitle
or nothing, although 1 hope that, by the
blessing of God upon my studies and
opportunities of improvement, that I
shall, in a moderate number of years,
stand on a level with the natives theme
selves, aud be able to present the gos.
pel tothem without any of the disadvan<
tages of unusual idioms, and a foreig?
accent,

ten villages, sitnated in the neighbourhood
of Cape Cumorin, in all of which are
schools and places of worship. « At
each of’ these places,” he observes, ¢ the
word of God is read every Sabbath-day
by a native catechist, who preaches like-
wise, as well as his measure of light
enables bim. 1t is the aim of the DMis-
sionary to instruct the catechists in the

first place, to give them one idea of the

gospel atatime, and then send them forth
to communicate it 1o those who have oot
even one. By degrees we hope the rays
of divine truth will spread over this dark
country.

up, beloved by their parents; and the
face of things is marvellously altered, so
that we rre constrained to say, * Thisis
the Lord's duing, and it is marveilous in
our eves

Reading is become general among
this people, and they are diligently
engaged in teaching each other. Tiiree
thousand copies of Luke have been
printed, and sold for three gallons of
cocoa-nut oil each copy. Many thou-
sands are sadly disappointed that
there are no more: we believe ten
thousand might have been sold in ten
days. We hope ta get on printing and
publishing the Sacred Scriptures.

A greal concern is wanitested for the
§slands around us, and those who were
thought 10 be ont of the reach of Mis-
sionaries, are graciously and very provi-
dentially brooght under the influence of
the word. The fame of the Gospel has
spread by means of the natives them-
selve. The inhabitants of some of the
Yow islands to the eastward have cast
eway their idols, and many of thein are
smong us learning the word of God. The
sound has reached Tubuei, and the
high islan.s called Raivavae, and the
people are desirous of Missionaries. 1
am sanguine in my expectations of the
Marquesas, some ot whon have learned
to read with us; | have also some hopes
of the Sandwich islands, as the American
brig, Clarion, by which 1 send this, is
bound thither, and takes passengers,
some natives of those isla. ds who have
been learning the word of God here,

3 and contluding with the Lord’s
prayer. In declating afterwards bis
motive for desiriuig {o becotne a Chris:
tian, aird tobe bajiized; he said, * Massq;
thut tinie them white people bring me ifi
& big vessel to this countiy, fae no sabby
what place them cdtry nie; me think me
inust he slave 4ll iime. Well, that titné
me no sabby nothing; me no hear no-
thinng 6f God: me see by and by mé
can work for meself-~—me tan sell what
grow in ‘mé own liggard—rié free. Well,
that cair'’t enough—God bring mé to this
place—me must ledrn save mie soul-—me
hedr all this palaver long tinie—that time
Mr. Butscher live heie, Mr. Garnon, and
this tithe' you, Me believe what you suy
tioe~-thdt book true! Me come hert,
me 1o want 1honey—nie fio want nothing
ol this world—that can’t help me soul.—

His puor wife is the vpposite character—
the most noisy and quarrelsome in the
whole town, I had, nat long ago, to go
down the niountain in the night, ¢n
gccount of the roise she made, and the
crowd of people she gailtered, in quar-
relling with her peacesble and patient
husband, for bringing her meat instead of
fish from Freetown-market, because the
fresh fi-h weie not yet brought on shore.
I was on that occasion astonished at the
man’s coolness of temper, and reasonable
way of talking to her.~— Sally, ’pose
fou go mavket another day, me want
ittle weat, you bring fish ; me can eat
’em-—me thank God for that—that good.
*Pose me want fish, you bring little meat
«<<all same—=me can eat that—me no
dan talk for that.”” Thus the good man
went on, endeavouring to calm the angry
tempest; but in vain, She cried the
Jouder, for his spending the money for
what she wanted not. I then reproved
her for her loose tongue and wicked
‘heart, threatening her, that if she could
not let us sleep in peace, I would send
her intojail.  « Jail ! (eried she,) pray,
Sir, for whom is jail made? Isitnot
‘made for people to live in? Me no
-mind jail I  When the head man of the
town heard that, he said to the people
she must be flogged. I told him, he
might make preparation as if- he was
about to have her flogeed ; but not pro-
téed to do so ‘actually. He promised
that he would have her quiet in a minute
without burting ber, and that I should
retire to rest, assured that there would be
"m0 noise agnin. Before I was up, the
mountain was all quiet.

This country presents a scene to the

instead of beholding houses dedicated 1o
the worship of God, and being surrounded
by dear Ehristian friends, a gloom is spread
over it; our minds are filled with melan-
choly by viewing innumerable pagodas to
the memary of Gaudama, and thousands
who pay superstitious bomage to them.
Sometimes I can scarcely realize, that in
a few months so great an alteration has
been effected in my circumstances, pros-
pects, and parsuits. [t js not fong, how-
ever, before | find myself awake to the
certainty of it, and am, I trust, enabled to
rejoice in afl the privations, toils, and
privileges which result from so great a
change. Though we have left the bosons
of friendship and liberty, for that of en
mity and despotism, we feel that God is
not contined to places. Even here, amidst
the darkness that covers the land, and the
gross durkness that covers the people, we
are permitted to enjoy vome sweet com-
munications of 1:is love; some seasons of
refreshing from his presence ; and to look
forward to the time when numbers of
these captive souls will be liberated from
their chains, and made kings and priests
unto Ged. Our arrival at Rangaon ap-
parently afforded much diversion to the
Burmans, A sight of eight foreigners, and
four of them newly arrivéd. was sufficient
to collect most of the inhabitants together.
Had you been a spectator of our meeting
the dear friends bere, I think you would
have congratulated each ot uy. Brother
Judsen and brother Hough were waiting
at the shure to receive us.  Atter being
searched at the custom-heuse, they con-
ducted us to the mission-house, our tong
long anticipated home. The situation is
rural, and delighttolly pleasant. I need
uot assure you that we experience the
greatest possible gratific:tion in enjoging
the company of our iriends, and that we
daily offer unto God our thanksgivings
and praises, that we are bruught 1o this
heathen land. Our wuited desire is, to
be useful to the souls of this perishing
people. This is the object, the only vhject
for which we left our native land. ~ Yo
accomplish this, we trust we constantly
have your prayers, and the prayers of all
the dear people of God. For Zion's
sake may Clristians not hold their
peace, and for Jerusalem’s suke way they
notrest, until the vighconsness thereof
go forth as brightuess, and the salvation
thereot as a lamp that burneth ; until this
desert shall rejoice and blossoms as the
rose, and streams of Lving water, fiom
the river of Go:, retresh this perched
goound  Since cur armval, we have en-
Jjuyed the privilege of meetmg aroutd the
sacramental board, und commewurating
the dying love of our ascended Reueemer;

angd it was indeed a precious season, The
Saviour's fruit was swect to our tasle, and
his banner over us was love. In this be-
nighted region, the ordinances of the
gospel shine with redoubled lustre. Every
thing around s calculated to inspive uswith
gratitude and love to our heavenly Father,
and to incite us to activity in his blessed
service, From recent communications,
you have probably received some infor-
ration rtespecting the late difficulties
here among the Roman Catholic priests.
Being represented to the King as spies
for the English, they were instantly or
dered out of the country. .They, however,
remain in Rangoon, thirough the favour of
the present Viceroy, and undoubtedly
will continue to remain here, as their
friends have eollected a large sum of
yroney, and sent it to the King, with a
petition. It is now generally understood
that the order is countermanded; and
will soon arrive here to the satisfaction of
the petitioners.  Had they been banished
from the comntry, it is very likely that we
should have been ordered away too. Un-
der a tyrannical government, in a land
filled with every abomination; among a
people destitute of Lhe common feclings of
humanity, we feel ourselves safe only in
the hands of God. An assurance in our
own souls that he is indeed our Fatlier,
and our Friend: that he regards this
Mission, and in bis own ume will
bring some of these poor deluded Bur-
mans to a saving acquaintance with him-
self, renders us happy in the midst of
surrounding dangers, and is a constant
incentive 1o exertions for their eternal
good. How inexpressibly happy should
we be, if, within the narrow limits of our
knowledge, there was but one Burman
whose heart had been regenerated, upon
whose mind the celestial rays of the Sun
of Righteousness beamed, and wlose
thoughts and conversation were daily in
beaven ! Though we are wholly un-
acquainted with the manner and time in
which God will display his glory in this
part of the world, yet to him the precise
way, the exact time is perfectly known,
The period must arrive when Jesus shall
take to himsclf the heathen for his inhe-
ritance, and the utiermost parts of the
enrth for his possession; when all nations
shall worship him, and his npme be

adored from the rising to the setting sun. -

To persevere in the rugged path we have
befure us, we need a spirit of self-denial,
large supplics of Divine grace, great hp-
mility, and more ardent piety. That we
may enjny these invaluable blessings,
permit e again 10 ask you to be impor-
tunate at the throne of mercy on our
behalf; and be assured, that, thopgh a
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fathomless expanse rolls between us, you .
are daily remembered with much affection

information it contains, and the
spirit it breathes, will render it
highly acceptable and encouraging
to the friends of the Redeemner.

: New York, Feb. 1, 1819.

The efforts. for the cause of truth. and-
godliness in this country, that are res
duced to any thing like syster, may be
comprised in the operations of Bible
Societies, Missionary Societies, and So-
cieties for the education of poor and
pious young men for the gospe} ministry,
This last object is one of vital impertance
to the souls-of men, and has been lost
sight of by all Christendom. Much has
been done hoth with you and. with us,
butnothing compared with- the exigencies
of the church,nothing compared with what
might have been done with ease and suce
cess.. The population of the United States
may be estimated at about nine mitlions ;
and yct the number of competent ministers
of all denominations does not exceed
2,500. ., It we_ assign 1000 souls, upon -
an average, to each minister, which,in
ordinary circumstances is enough for the
pastoral care and watch of any one man,
we shall have 2,500,000 of our populge
tion sppplied with competent religious
instraction ; leaving 6,500,000, or enough
for 6,500 congregations destitute. If we
assign 2,000 to each minister, 5,000,000
will be sypplied, and 4,000,000 will still
be left as sheep without a shepherdd:
What a melancholy picture, even of this
highly favoured country ! But the United
States is but & little speck on the fuce
of the globe. «The field is the world.V’
If the unevangelized portion of the globe
be estimated at 600,000,000, to supply
every 20,000 of these with only one
spiritual guide, -would require no less
than 30,90Q Missionaries ; and yet, after
all the cffurts which have been made ta
send Jorth labonrers into tlis vast harvest,
no more than 357 are now in the field.
Whint is the duty of Britain? What is
the duty of the American churches?
Cannot young men be found, and draggesd
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Yrom the ‘arvil, and the awl, and the
counter, and the hovel, to whom God has
given grace, and who wait only for means
to becomne the precursors of Millenial
‘glory? The ¢hurch must look to the
cottages of the poor for the greater portion
of her future Missionaries and Pas-
-tors, - You will forgive these remarks.
I will endeavour to lay my hand upon
‘sonte documents, which shall inform you
‘of the measures we are adopting, with'a
view to this momentous dubject.. I .am
“convinced the plans are wise, ‘and will
‘prove efficient, and may perhaps be
thou,,lxt of by oor brethren on the other
side the water. Nb ordinary exertions
‘can compass the end. Something must
be done hitherto unattempted, or the
“Church is to see ages of mourning.

*Your favour contains an intimation on

“the subject of “ Revivals of rcligion,”
“which imposes a daty on me I am not
‘competent to dischkrge. There is no
~doubt of the reality of these seasous of
‘mercy. It is no uncommon fact for con-
-gregations to be visited with very gencral
“effusions of the Holy Spirit, so that the
-zesult is- the hopeful conversion of from
80 to 150 in the course of three, or six
months. - When I'say hopeful conver-
.siop, 1'mean such a turning from dark-
-ness to light,- from sin and Satan unto
God, as is evinced by a subsequent life
of visible holiness.

‘« The public instructions that have been
-evidently owned of God to produce these
‘revivals, have been those that have

“dwelt more on (he daties than the con-

-forts of piety; mere ou the immedidte
duties of sinners, than the sorrows and
complaints of God’s own people. Con-
-gregations that have been favoured with

the peculiar smile of Heaven, have been
well indoctrinated in the prluc:ples of
‘the Christian faith; the infinite majesty

-and holiness of God; the spiritnality,
-extent, and obligation of the Divine law ;
the exceeding sinfulness of sinj” the total

idepravity of the human heart; the ne-

-cessity of regeneration, by the mighty
power of 'God; of justification, not by
works, but treely by the grace of God,
through the redemption that is in Christ
Jesus; the mdlspen!able necessity of an
dinterest in atoning blood, aud of ‘that
holiness; without which no man shall see

the Lord 5 are traths which have been

.often brought into view, and strongly
urged. If I were to particularize still

‘more minutely, I should say, that

the- govereiguty of God in the allot-
‘ments of the rightecons aud the
wicked, the disimcresled nature of true

weligion, in opposition to the spurious

- giety of the supremely selfish heart, and
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the present unalterable weighty obliga-
tions of wicked men to become holy,
enter into the most of that course of
publi¢ instruction which has heen so
eminently useful. It has been almost
uniformly found, that trauths the most
unwelcome end humbling to the carnal
mind, are the truths which in the bands
of the Divine Spirit, have done the most
execation. Men who are dead in sin
have evidently felt the difference be-
tween being treated as mere machines,
and- as' moral agents; between being
addressed as beings, whose only duty was
to be passive recipients of Divine grace,
and to wait till they received it, and as
men who were bound to repent and
believe the gospel independently of the
grace of God; and who, if they neg-
lected this momentous duty, must be
eternally damued for neglecting it. So
far as it regards the agency of means, it
has appeared to me that the grand secret
has been so to -preach, as to make the
ungodly feel the tremendous weight of
obligation ; to seize and hold their con-
sciences by the thought that they are
bound, irresistibly bound, to become
holy. Nor is tlis strange, for it is in
this one thought that all the weight of a
moral government consists. You mighs
perhaps suppose from what [ have said,
that T have left out of view the agency
of the Holy Spirit in these conversions;;
or, at least, that I am disposed to place
too great a reliance on human instru-
mentality. Let me not be misunderstood.

Perhaps no conviction is deeper on the
minds of Christian ministers and Chris~
tian people, in such seasons of refreshing,
than that the work is all of God. The
chief rmeans which are attended with a
blessing, therefore, appear to be the
spirit of prayer among Christians. In.
deed, iu the instances which have come
to my knowledge, revivals of religion
have begun with the people of God.
They have been deeply impressed with
a view of their apathy and declension,
deeply impressed with the awtul con.
dition of ungodly men: this hasled
them into their closets: this has led
them to maltiply ' their meetings for
conference and .prayer; and with aun
exclusive view to the outpouring of the
Divine Spirit upon themselves and
sinners around them; to pray for this
blessing, not as a malter of course,
but as a purticular, distinct, and most
desirable object.  Eveniugsareset apart
fov this object; the church is divided,

male and temale, into little associations
for prayer; days of prayer and fasting
are also devoted to this blessed employ.
ment ; and with how wuch aweetness
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end Clisistian love, and blessing to the
souls of men, another world only cun
disclose. Just previous to the commence-
mentof a work of grace, the eyes of
belicvers seem fixed on the throne. For
Zion's sake they will not hold their peace.
Most decply do they feel that Divine
power and grace must be engaged in be-
half of his sinking cause : and I need nat
say, that if Christians perscvere in this
spirit; if they are not weary ; if they
wrestle till break of day, and will not let
the angel of the covenant go, until he
bless them : that ¢ he is faithful who
hath promiscd.” No, 1 never knew, I
never heard of such a spirit without
* multitudes turning to the Lord."”

It is not to be denied, that in some,
though 8 very few of our revivals, there
das appeared somcthing of extravagance,
But it has been owing to the ignorance
of the people, or the waut of Christian
wisdom in the minister. Almost univer-
sally the subjects, though not without
great power of feeling, have been frce
from the appearance of wildness and
enthusiasm. The seasons of worship are
sacredly still and not tumultuously vio-
Jent. The speechless agouy of multitudes
who have been brought to see their sin-
fulness, and danger, and duty, has been
more the effect of truth, bearing down
upon the conscience, than that transient
and violent emotion, excited by natural
fear and cherished by animal feeling,

It is with great diffidence, my dear Sir,
after these general remarks, that I venture
to give, without descending to minute
detail, s brief narrative of what God has
been pleased to dp in my own congre-
gation. I have abundant reason to he
thunkful and humble that he las been
so kind to the people of my vows, and
to so unworthy an instrument as he has
been pleased to muke use of in the mi-
nistry of his dear Son.

God has fuvoured us for a number of
years. We have not often been without
very considerable attention among our
people. Scveral times antecedent to our
revival, the cloud secined Lo linger.in our
sky, and Jeave a few drops of .mercy.
During the year 1816 the day spring
from on high visited us. Seven months
of the year proved the times of refresh-
ing from the presence of the Lord. At
our quarterly clurch prayer:meeiing,
previous to our communion in Septem-
ber 1815, I well recollect there were
some tokens jor good. These however
apparently suhsided, and the mf')nlh of
Nosember was a season  of increas-
¢d and slarwing stupidity.  But Dless-
ed be the God of grace and power,
it mas when we saw thaet the waters
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of the sanctuary ware ot the Towest
ebb, that we felt they must begin to
flow. We had sunk too fow, not to {ce]
that wo must rise.

A Saturday evening prayer-meeting,
which had been established for more thap
two years, for the special purpose of im.
ploring the eflusion of the Holy Spirit,
and composed chiefly of youug men,
began to be deeply affected with a view
of our stupid and desolate state, and to
beg the Lord to arise and plead his own
cause. In the mean time, the people of
God, throughout the church, began to be
encouraged, Very many helieved that
the Lord was near, Our Sabbaths began
to be more solemn; our weekly lecture
to exhihit symptoms of still greater so-
lemnity ; and particalerly a weekly
exercise of young people, who had been
in the habit of assembling as a kind of

-theological class, began 1o he unusually

serious. Nothing, however, of a very
marked characler appeared, till a prayer.
meeting, held on the morning of the new
year, 1816. It was a meeting for the
express purpose of entreating the Father
of Lights to appear in his glury, and bless
the year. And God was with us of 3
truth. Il was 2 season of great pearness
to the mercy-seat. Jt was the time of
Jacob’s trouble, but it was the time of his
relief. Those who were present, then
entercd into a solemn and public engage-
ment with God, and each other, to be
more holy, more waichful, more prayer-
ful; and particularly did they engage
to meet each other at the throne of
grace, at two o'clock every Logd’s-day,
each in his own cloget, 10 wrestle with
the hearer of prayer for the out-pouring:
of his Spirit. It is worthy of being re-
corded, that God appeared.tp smile upon
this solemnity, and wes pleased, I had
almost said, to seal it with his visible
presence. No soonar was this engage-
ment formed, thun every eye was suf-
fused with tears, and every heart ani-
mated with hope. The glory of the Lord
filled the house. From this bour we
expected an out-pouring of God’s Holy
Spirit.  The spirit of prayer began to
increase, and faith to fasten on the pro-
mises of hipw that cannot lie, I can
truly say, that we had never before felt
the import of hat life-giving sentence,
“ Oh thou that hearest prayer.’ Soon
ufter this we began to hear of several
instances, in which fovmer impressions,
that hud teen effaced from the minds of
the impenitent, were revived, Five or
six cases of newly awakencd sinnecs also
came 1n nur knowledge, 1 need not tell
you that we had bren looking out for
this; we were dissppointed that we suw
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o more. It pleased God, however, to
show us that there was an awful weight
of guilt upon us as a church, We saw
the black cloud that hid the Sun of
Righteousness from our view; and it
pleased the same God to put it into the
hearts of about twenty of our members,
privately to set apart a day of fasting,
humiliation, and prayer, to inquire of the
Lotd wherefore he coutended with us,
and why he withheld the larger mani-
festations of his presence. It wasonthe
third Thursday of January, a day never
to be furgotten, so long as God is to be
honoured for the fulness of his mercy.
Blessed be his name! there, in a little
upper chamber, he manifested himself to
us as he does not unto the world, and
shewed us why he withheld the brighter
manifestations of his glory. The sius of
the cburch and congregation bore with
distressing weight upon the meeting;
and it was traly a season of humiliation
and self-abasement. It was the begin-
ning of days of puwer. With deep self-
abasement, there was also great boldness
of access into the holiest of all, by the
blood of Jesus; and great confidence that
God would notsend us away empty : nor
was one of our hopes defeated. The
fromise was verified ; ¢ Before they call,

will answer; and while they are yet
speaking, I will bear.”” The same even-
ing was to assemble us at a weekly lec-
ture; and what deserves to be men-
tioned, we- separated to convene in our
place of worship, with no doubt, witb not
the least peradventaré upon our own
rinds, thet it would be our privilege that
very evening, to stand still and see the
salvation of Gad. )

Nor did otr expectations sustain the
least disappointment. ¢ Marvel not
that I said unto you, ye must be born
again,” was the subject; and that very
evening did tlie Lord appear io his glory.
No one could account for it,except those
who had scen it in that upper chamber,
by the eye of faith, but not a child ot
God could enter the lecture-room, with-
out feeling that God was there. Never
before, perbaps, was tlie house so full;
never so deeply solemn; never was it s0
elearly seen that the arrows pf the King
were sharp in the hearts of his enemies.
More than onc hundred, so far ay we
can jm}ge, were brought low on that
evening. There was a shiaking anid the
bones of the valley: great fear came
upon every soul. The whole assembly
was as evideutly moved ut the presence
of the Lord, as the trees of the forest are
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shaken by a mighty wind. From that
period the work assumed a more marked
character.  God had so evidently taken
itinto his own hands, that all exclaimed,
« This is the finger of God.”” Our reliv
gious assemblics now put on the appear-
ance, not 30 much of excitement, as dee
and motionless solemnity. We felt it
an early duty to pay particolar attention
tothe young. On the following Sabbath,
an evening exercise was appointed ex-
clusively for them, at which about two
hundred were present; and from which
period, numbers of whom, now hopefully
tbe children of God, date their first im-
pressions. This exercise was deemed of
such high promise, that it was repeated.
On the second evening the house was
tilled exclusively with youth ; and at the
close of the service, upwards of one han.
dred remained to inquire, What they
should do to be saved ?

This fact was the means of diffusing
the spirit of deep concern over thé
whole people, It was within ten days of
this period, that the solemnity was almost
universal. Scarcely a family, oran in-
dividoal in the congregation, it is be-
lieved, who did not think seriously of the
concerns of the eternal world. God was
thus pleased to continue with us untit
toward Midsummer. Indced I mway say,
these showers of mercy were protracted,
sometimes in large effusions, and somne-
times in gentle droppings, but for the
most part soft and still, ll the months
of August and Septembher. Of the uctual
subjects of this work of grace, we shall
never know till the last day. I have
supposed they were more considerably
than two hundred. Not unto us, but to
thy name, give glory, for thy mercy, and
tby truth’s sake.

As it respects the present condition af
my people, I can also say, I am much
encouraged with the hope, that the time
is not far distant when I can tell you
greater things than these. I am thirty-
three years old, and have been nearly
nine in the ministry; and shall hope to
see better days the longer I Jive. I have
lost time enough, and been sinful enough,
1o redeem my time now, and grow in
grace, as fast as I have beretofore grown
in sin.  Bat, alas, my dear brother, this
will never be. I hope I shall have your
prayers. The night cometh. Let us
keep our lamps trimmed, and burning,
and count not our lives dear, so that we
may finish our eourse with joy, and the
ministry we have received of the Lord
Jesus.

The state of our Missionary funds
is such as to render it alto-
gether impracticable, even were
it deemed expedient, to furnish
any aid froms that quarter; so that
our expectations must rest on the
Cliristian liberality of those friends
of the Redeemer, who are desirous
that these sons of Ethiopia should
possess a house, in which they
may ‘ stretch forth their hands
unto God.,” We have great plea-
sure in acknowledging the liberal
assistance which Mr. Coultart has
received for this case from several
of our churches, but still a consi-
derably greater sum ‘is required,
or the object cannot be attained.

From Mr. Kitching.

Jan. 24, 1819.

I nave heen once at Spanish Town.
The people are few and poor, but very
friently. I could not preach to them,
yet I talked to them about Jesus Christ,
read the scriptures, and prayed. They
are very desirous to have a minister
placed among them, and very desirous to
kuow when 1 should go, Last Lord’s.
day morning, | haptized sixteen persons
in the sca at sun-iise. [ felt happy in the
work, and hope it is an earnest of what
the Lord intends me to do for him in Ja-
maica. 1 think 1 can trace the footsteps
of Divine Providence in bringing me to
the «olony; anv, the Lord be praised,
my healih. as well as my wife’s, is much
better than it was ju Britain, We have
made somc alterations in the chapel, in
order 1o procure uore air,  The chapel
is crowded every Lord’s-duy,  Many are
obliged 1o go away, who cannot get in,
aud such as stop are very attentive, and
hiear as lor eternity. My dear Sir, do not
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forget us in your prayers. We have
much need of prayer ourselves, and we
are conscious we need thie prayers of all
the fricnds of the Redeemer. O for o
humble, pious, patient; and forgiving
frame of spirit—for an increase of love to
Josus, and the souls of men!

April 16.

It gives me great pleasure to have to
announce to youthe safe arrival of Mr,
and Mrs. Godden. They landed on Sa-
turday last, and are in perfect health
and good spirits,

I mentioned in my last letter to you
my having procured a license, and that
we had made an alteration in the ehapel,
in order to procure air. But we have since
been under the necessity of enlarging it.
Our congregation still continues to in-
crease, and it paincd us to see so many
people go away, who could not get in.
We liave, therefore, procured a quantity
of deal boards, and nailed them together
in their rough state. We shall now be
able to seat about 250 more than we
could hefore, and we expect that all these
boards will be found useful when the new
chapel is erected. Since I wrote to you
last, I have baptized twenty-two persons,
I heard the experience of them all, and
wasmuch gratified.

From Mr. Godden.
Kingston, April 14, 1819

WEe embarked on February 25, and
sailed from King Road on Lord’s-day
evening, the 28th. A strong gale

1 hurried us in less than a week within

sight of Madeira : and if a calm had not
detained us some days in its neighbour-
hood, most likely we should have ac-
complished our voyage in less than thirty
days. However, I feel very grateful
that we did it in thirty-nine.

We came to at about 3 P.M. of the
9th inst. between Kingston and Port
Royal, and ss soon as the land wind
served we sailed to the wharf. Eadly
the next morning Mr. T. came on board,
and kindly offered us his services; and
while we were speaking, brother Kitch-
ing hailed me from the wharf, and we
disembarked, I trust, under the influence
of unicigned gratitude to the Author of
all our mercies.  Sister K. received vs
very aflectionately ; and Deth lierself
and husband coniinue to manifest the
most Cliristian like concern for our wel-
fare and comfort.

The next day, (being Lord’s-day) I
heard brother ~Kitching preach to 2
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crowded audience, the most attentive I
ever saw, and nppnremlythc most devout,
With some exceptions, I was bighly grati-
fied, and I could not avoid heing deeply
affected. Their natural passions are very
lively and vigorous ; but I believe much
religious feeling was wingled in their de-
votions. Such is the stnte of this Society,
that were it fully known in Brituin, [ am
persuaded there is searcely an individual
in the kingdom, that has any regard for
morality itself, who would not aid, to the
wery utlermost of his ability, towards the
erection of a place of worship for them on
a lavger scale. :

Brother Kitchen and I went to Spanish
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examined several houses, and chose one
as a place of residence, which is the
cheapest, and for the present the most
convenient in the town unoccupied. It
was also strongly recomrended by some
pious friends living on the spot. It is sie
tuated near the extremity of the west end
of the place. The reutis £40 per annum.
The outhouses are in a ruinous condi-
tion, which I am to repair, and deduct
the costs from therent. I have taken it
for one quarter. It is mv sincere desire
and religious determination to put the
Society to as little expense as possible ;
but I fear I must exclusively depend
upon it for support during the wuole of
the succecding twelve months at least.
