AUXILIARY SOCIE’FIES.
THE

Committee have ‘heen

favoured with a number of in-

teresting communications from
their ' friends, connected ' with
Auxiliary Societies in different
parts of the kingdom, in'reply to
a Circular transmitled a few
weeks since by the Secretary.
The plans detailed in these com-
munications bear, as it was na-
tural to expect, a near resewn-
blance in their general features ;
but many of them contain highly
important suggestions, resulting
from experience, in reference to
this subject, the principal of
which we shall now subjoin.

1. Many concur in urging on Collectors
the necessity of being regular nnd pune-
tual in calling for subscriptions at the

times in whiel they are considered due.
Attention to this point scems to bave
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been, n]most'universully, the chlcf means
of' presarving the vigour and efficiency of
n Soclety. .

4. A very strong testimony is borne to
the value and great imporlance of Fe.
male aid,  Associations formed and con-
ducted by our Christian sisters, have al-
ways boen urmong the most productive, in
proportion (o thelr extent,

3. It is stated, that much bhenefit
would result from the regular,  prompt
and cfficient clrculation of Missionary in-
telligence, by tliose friends, in difforent
districts, wlio receive the Heralds, &e.
from the Secrstary. An iatelligent friend,
who feels a'lively interest jn the canse,
has remarked, that the Conimittee of each
Auxiliary Society must inglude some one
individual, :at least, who wauld willingly
cliarge himself with the specitic duty of
puiting thie " various publications into the
hands of ‘the vespective persons for whom
they are designed, as sgon as poesihle
after their arrival ; and recommends that

each Soclety would appoint sppue active |

and cdlmpetent person’ expressly to this
office.

4. Experience amply testifies that
the cordial and affectionate concurrence
of our ministering brethren is essential to
thelsuccess(of Auxiliary Ilnsﬁlulions ;.and
that wherc their influence is prudently
excrted, it will invariably be seconded by
the zeal and liberality of their people.

5. Prayer Meetings, for Uie express
purpose of supplicating a  blessiug on
Missionary exerlions, at which short ex-
tracts from the Herald, and similar pub-
lications, " have . been read, are found
highly useful.in clicrishing and perpetua-
ting a Misslonary spirit.

"6. Finally, an esteemed Correspondent
from a,cemral county remarks, that if our
ministers who reside in the . prineipal
towns were to visit the smaller churches
in their respective neighbourhoods, and
explain the nature, objects, and progress
of the Mission, much interest would be
excited, and considerable assistence re-
ceived, which is now lost for want of
some channel in which it might be con-
veyed,

On the whole, the intelligence
which the Committee have re-
.ceived, tends to confirm them
in the persnasion that, amidst all
the commercial difficulties which
are so generally complaioed of,
there is much more money which
wouid be cheerfully devoted to
the cause of God among the hea-
then, if vigoroud and cowbhined
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exertions were made to collect it.
Feeling how much these exertions
arc required, in order to enable
the Society to meet ils present
expenditure, we solicit the atten-
tion of our friends, in the first
instance, to a set of Resolutions,
which are recommended for
adeption in the formation of Aux-
iliary Societies; and, then, to a
Plan for * Missionary Unions,”
designed to combine and en-
courage exertions on a larger
scale, so as to include a district
of such dimensions as local con-
venience may dictate.

REsOoLUTIONS recommended for
adoption at Meetings assem-
bled for the Formation of
Auxiliary Societies to the Bap-
tist Mission.

penses, shall be annually remilted to the
Trcasurcr of the Parent Socicty.

6. That any person who s%mll obtain
six Sudscribers, of One Shilling per quar-
ter, or upwards; or subsoriptions to the
amount of Sixpence per week, or up-
wards, shall be entitled to become a
Member of the Committee,

7. That the Missionary Herald, toge-
ther with such other of the Society’s
publications as may be found necegsary,
shall be reguluﬂg for\\'ar’(led to cach
Member of the Commiltee, for general
Jrculation among the Subscriers, and
such as may be thought' friendly to the
objeet. . .

8. That whenever persons shall prefes
subscribing to the Translations or Schools
separately “from the general objects of
the Mission, a distinct accognt shall be

. A suocoesstox of afflictive Provi.
dences hns had the effect of affording us
opportunities.of personal commupication
with several of our Missionary fricnds
from this station, oflate. After our June
Number had boan prepared for the press,
our widowed sister Randall, of whose al-
fecting beresavement soni¢ accounts were
given m the Heralds for Maroh and May,
reached her pative shores in safety, ac-
companied by her only child; end on
the 31st of May, arrived, in the Han.
Company’s ship Carnatic, oue oldest fe-
male Missiongry, Mrs. Marshman, after
anabsence ofsomething more than twenty-
ono ycars. Nearly (bu whals of this pe~
riod liaving been occupied in the labori-
ous, duties connected with the saperin-
wndence of & large school, the health of
Mrs, M, has bocome so much impalred,
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As to render a yoyage to Europe abso-
lutely necessary. She has brought wirh
her the younger part of her family—two
daoghters and o son—who will probably
remato in England for a time after their
mother’s retor. It may be properto re-
mark, that the whole expense of these
F0yapges is borne by our Serampore bre-
thren, .

It will gralify the friends of (he So-
ciety to learn, that, at the period of Mrs.
M.s departure from Bengal—the larter
end of Januarg—both Dr. Marshman and
Dr. Carey were in good health; and, it
is almost superfinous to add, dillzently
oceupied in their important labours. The
printing of the Chinese Bible is appraach-
ing to a termination ; several additional
portions of this great work bave been for-
warded by the Carmatic. Thirty-seven
pupils have entered the College, eand an
examinalion has taken place, in which it

| appeared that the stadents bad made con-

siderable proficiency. We expect that
the Report of this Arst Annual Nfeming of
the College, will saon be circulated among
the subscribers.

CALCUTTA.

Mr. Adam’s Journal con-
cluded.

July 5.— The interest at Boronagur
still contioues considerable; we bad a
large congregation yesterday morming, al-
though they were rather wanting in se-
tiousness, which was occasionod by tha
levity of some young men who {infected
the rest. Amongst all the kinds of reli-
glon with; theiy various divisions and sub-
divisions, idolatry is, Lbelieve, that which
is mast, Atted for thoughtless inconsiderata
mag,  ‘There are many forms that false
religion assumes, that will not permit a
man to live in a complete want of meo~
tal exertion. Covelousuess is one specieg
of idolatry, yet the miser bas his mind
occupied wil a great degrea of intense-
ness upon bis darling money. But he is
tha. finished idolater, in, whose mind one
sexious thought cannat claimy a resting-
place, and; this alaa! is the point of per-
fection at which almost every Hindov has
artived.  Hopco an iwportant advantage
will be gained, when serigus inquiry is av
all generally excited.

6th.—Y (sterday afterncon went out gn
the Chitpore road, catered a large lemple
of Secb, which [ found in ruins and in-
habited by a few iiserable Byroggees,

Extracts from
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who spend thelr timein begging.  Stand-
ing on a picce of ground unear the
temple, which is a little elevated
abuve the road, we collected a large au-
dience by singing a hymn, afler which we
addressed them respecting the gospel.
Proceeding along, we came to au'ol%cr
temple, into which we inquired if thero
was permission to enter. We were ns
sured by a Brambun, who had accompa.
nicd us from the formcr temple, that
there was nothing to prevent us,  Assoon
hiowever, as the proprictor of the temple
perceived us approaching, he darted out
of his hoose, and pouring imprecatious
upon us, commanded 03 to bo gone. Af-
ter remonstrating with him for some time
to no purpose r:\%)oul his intemperate lan-
guage and conduct, we quietly departed,
At n short distance we collected au su-
dicnce of uearly thrce hundred people,
to whom we preached the gospel; and
were afterwards invited by a Baboo into
his house, that we might explain our ob-
ject to him in what he had seen us doing.
After he had raised many objections, 1
concluded by assuring him that 'he was
unable to judge of Christianity until be
lrad read the Bible, to which he very wil-
lmngly assented.

21st.—To-dey, s person came with a
profession of faith in Jcsus Christ as the
only Saviour, but after learning that he
must not remain idle, that he must work
with his bands and eat his own bread, he
left us—be came in qoest of the Joaves
and fishes. "Another inquirer -of a more
pleasing description, reads the scriptures
with Panchou almost every day. - 1 have
given him all those portions of the scrip-
tures which I bave by me, which he reads
at home, end whenever g doubt ¢r a dif-
ficulty arises, requests an explanation.
To-dsy be read with me the account of
Abraham calling Sarsb his sister, to save
his life. I asked him if Abroham b
this committed sin or not. ' He replied,
that if he were to judge by the rules of
the Hindoo shastras he was not to blame,
because for the preservation of life they
permit a man to tell a lie. That alie in
every circnmstance is a sin, was quile a
new idea to bion

23vd.—Have not been able to go out
,as usual on account of the illness of
Panchou. 1 was greatly afraid to-day
that we shou)d have lost hiro; his mind
seemed composed and serene, and decply
affected wilh the love of Christ. Not
being able to obtain any Buropean me-
dical assistance, I sent to bim o Bengalee
doctor, who hed called on me wiih in-
quiries about the gospel, bat Panchou re-
fused to Jiave any thing to do with him,
Tle ceason I afterwards discovered was,
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that when o natlve practitioner pre-
scribes, ho invokes in the car of his pa-
tient the nuime of soma delty, performs
many other nbsurd cercmonics, and ns-
cribes the virtue of his drugs (o (e
blessing obtained by these means,

25th.—Had the  four usual services of
the Lord’s-dag. In the morning it was
with the utmost dilliculty we could pre-
vail on nny ounc to enter the place of
worship froin the road; but when (wo or
three had the courage to appruuch,
many followed their example. On some
occasions they are very backward through
an undefined suspiclon of what the
do not know, and not l_ml'rcqueml they
are very forwatd and iotrusive, {n' the
evening, although the worship was con.
ducted” not' in the” chapel, Lul in the
house, there was an attendance of elght
or ten respectable natives; and, al-
though their copduct was somewhat light
and irreverent, 'yet there is, T think; great
ground for expectinyg, that by steady per-
severance, for a few ycars, we may suc
ceed in collecting an” audience even of
nncouverted natives, who will rather listen
to Christian iostruction, ' than attend to
the'old detailrof house-chat,. or idolatrous
ceremonies.’

27th.— After ‘the worship tbis 'morn-
ing, which was very well attended, I
led  the hearers into an examination’
amongst themselves, of tho qualifica-
tions of their gooroos to instruct them,
They all conclugnd, that the gooroos had
no other object than to get their money,
and never aimed at leading them into, the
way_of salvation. This paturally mgdo
them inguire whether "(hey " trusted in
their gooroo or in the incantation which
he pronounces in their ear, and they lcft
me disputing about this. I was strongly
reminded of the poiut which I have heard
warmly conlested in my native country,
whether or not the preaching of the gos-
pel, the Lord’s Supper, &c. are nulli--
fied by the irreligion of the preacher or
administrator, In oncimportont respect,
lowever, the coses are very dissimilar—
the incantation docs not convey a single
idea to the mind of him in whose ear it
{s pronounced, and in whose memory it is
stored. I was uduced to comverse with
the people op this subjeot, begouse a per-:
son called onme last Sabbath, who stated-
that e was the gooroo of fourtcen hun-
dred booses in differeut puris of the.
country, that from them he collc_cled ane
nually about scven thousand sicea ru-
pees, of whicki fourteen hundred were
Lig own, aud the rest hie sent 1o his supe-
rior gooroo, He described n complote
system of espiopage. The chief gooroa.
uppoints two subordinute ones, und une
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der .thom are scveral servants, who go.

about. the country and ohserve the con-
duct of; tho disclples. Those who of-
fend .are threalened, beaten, and if at
lust they prove refrnctory, they ‘sre ex-
communicated.  Poor crentures! they
have {teod themselves from the tyranny of
bramhuns, and thrown away the chain of
the cast, only, I am alraid, to put their
neck under a harder yoke.

‘MOORSHEDABAD.

Letter from Mr. Sutton, to Dr. Marsh-
man, dated

 Moorshedubad, July 19, 1819.

I s exceedingly obliged for your kind
letter. The expectations which both you
aud myself have formed of this station
are not likely to be disap?oinled. On
the contrary, every day the Lord ap-
pears enlarging my borders, and iao-
crensing my expectalions with lopes of
an .abundant harvest. Pray for me, my
brother, that.my ideas of the divine
. blessing may be realized, and that I ‘tnay
have all that wisdom, zeal, spirituality,
and purity, which are necessary to make
me a faithful messenger of God, .

. I should have answered your letter {he
day it arrived, but I have boen out fora
short time upon a wissionary *and hap-
tizing trip, and am only this morning
returned. 1 believe you are aware, that
at Deudpore, about eight coss from Ber-
bampore, " brother Wympass, o steady
pious map who, has been baptized many
years, resides, and also Mr. H. an in-
digo planter. Mr. H. I believe you
have before heard of. I have likewiss
been informed muchisbout him since my
residence here. There bas also been a
native with me for some time from this
Place, and Kureem has heen down to
Daudpore severnl times. Letters have
also passed between Mr. H. and myself
respecting lis religious feelings; and last
week I was eatnestly requested to visit
Mr. H, os there was evidently o work of
God going on in both families. I went
down, and never do I think I enjoyed
three days of such conlinued devotignal
excreises before. It was a Bethel to my
joul. Our hoarts were full—we had no
time to think of the world or its con-
¢erns; hut only of what Jesus hard done
and suffered on our beholf. And after
brotlier Wympnss and myself had exa.

aud

mined attentively the citcumstances of
all the candidates for baptism, and were
agreed in scntiment concerning their
spiritaality of mind, and their depen-
dence alone- apon Jesus for solvation,
I haptized Mr. H., Mrs. Wynipass (the
wife of brother Wympass,) Hurrynaut,
a Brahman, and Bosor, a Mussu[man-~;
and on Thursday evening administered
the ordinance to them. Our brother H.
hias been brought through a dark and in-
tricate way, but our covenant Father
has led him home at last; and 1 attri-
bute both his change and that of Dlrs.
Wympass, in o great weasure, to the
steady, mild, Cbnst-like conduct of our
brother Wympass. I think if ever [
saw the clear indications of the work of
the spirit, it is to be seen iu hrother H. B

and I have little doubt he will be of

great assistance to me; for his circum-
stances are good, his education snperior,
his  acquaintsuce with Seripture
very considerable. You would be con-
ferring a very great favour on me, and

it would be gratifying to him, if you

would, from the multiplicity of your en-
gagements, write a line to him, and in-
form him of your joy in hearing of his
being on the Lord’s side.

I feel fully persuaded, my dear -bro-
ther, that this is only the ﬁyrsl fruits of
my lobouwrs here, and that if the Lord

‘should spare my life, many more will en-

rol themselves under the standard of the
cross, I expect somn to come forward
shortly at Berhampore; and I have six
natives now near me who have expressed

{their earnest wish to seck the way of

salvatiun, and of some of them my hopes
are great. If we labour for God aad
have a singleness of eye for his glary,
we shall no doubt be hlessed in our mi-
nistry,  Brother Carey remarked to me,
when ot Serampore, (bat in whatever
place we lahour we shall ind a few
whom the Lord bas already prepared to
receive the word in the truth of it, al-
though an extraordinary success may uot
attend our labours: and this remark I
have found fully verified In my experience.

The society aud schools go on as well
as can bo expected. I of course meet
with some difliculty in establisling
schools in a proper manner; hot perse~
verance and the divine blessing will en-
able me to overcome uvery opposliion.

I enjoy a good state of health, and [
hope this is the case with every mambor of
the family at S.and that the work of Gad
is abundaully prosperiug in your hands,

of Dinapore, wirere sho has the most
flourishing Native School for Loys that
we have. She has boys bronght to: our

Bungalow every Wednesday, 1o undergo

an examioation; and it is maost encou-

raging to see what rnpid pragrese they
make. On these occastons, the: greatest
proficients in cach class obtain chinte
caps, as rewands; and these fine caps
prove a powerfulstimulos: such retum
home with a great deal of glee. Her fe-
male department is reduced to one native
woman, who comes daily to her, toleam
to read, and to work with berneedle. She
ioteands letling things remaiy in their pre-
sent state, (il we see what is likely to be
done in our neighbourhood respecting

Native Schools,  Shonld there be a pros-

pect of getting » regular supply of pecu-

niary aid, I hope she will be able to set

up a Female School, that shall prove a

blessing tomanyaronnd @s. She has lately

written a Hindoosthanee spelling.book, on

the plan of Murray’s. The master abd

boys of her Nauve School are murh
pleased with it, and 1 intend getting it
printed, if I can. I am much pleased
with a Native School we have near
Bankipore. Tbe Zemindar (land-bolder)
refuses to accept auy thing - for school-
rent, and he-and bis family are very de-
sirous of being instricteds  Some of the
boys frequently come to Digab to see
me, though they live abottt four miles off.
1 fesr I shall not be’ able to set up a:
school on the other side the Ganges this
aold scason, as I intended ; my funds
will not admit of my doing it.

Mrs. Rowe has- [ately received an in-

teresting letter from sister Judson, dated

July 8. I will give you an extraot. * Qur
prospects begin to lock a- litile brighter
than formery in this Mission. Mr. Jud-
son preaches publicly in a building,
ereeted in one of the most public roads.
He spends all his time (here, from morn-
ing 1ill night, in talking aud preaching to
ol who call.  Last Sabbath was a- pecu-
liarly interesting dey o us. The first
Burman inall this great empire was bap.
tized, iu the presence of mauy of his
countrymen, who seeoied to wonder at

the strangeness of the ordinance. He hds |

given good evidence of having been re-
newed, and is a great comfort to us in
this gloomy counlrf. We confidently
hope that others will follow his erample
shortly, aud that the religlon of Christ

will take deep root Licre, and tiat nothing |
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will be able to destrny it, The old hing
died last month, nad .his eldest graudson
is uow pencenb{iy seated on tha throne,
Two of three of lis uncles vevelled, ang
were put to, deatl, togethet with (hejr
famnilies and ndhereits,  The young king
is sald” (b’ e ominble and enterprlalug,
O that highenrt may be prepared to re-
ceive th"pospel on his first hearing it
preacheds  Mr. Judson infended going
to Ava some time in (he present year,
before lie hicard of the king's déath ; but
we hardly know what to do now, as the
mind of the young king is'so entlrely oc-
cupied with state affairs. We must wajt
the openingy of Providence, and we shall,
I have no doubt, he dirccted.” ‘
Sister W. is safely arsived at Agra,
and intends doing all in her power (o
promote ‘Native Schools. One ‘of our
native bretbren went up with her.  She
writes, that on their way up, thousands
of the natives fistened to hiim with the’
greatest attention, and that he distributed
many books. ) L
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LerTEns hive been recéived'frim oy
‘brelhreil Evans and Burten, ‘whicli an-
vounce their safe arfival av St. Helens,’
after a pleasant passage, on the 7th of
March. They speak in high terms of
the'kind' and respectful atténtion 'which
they had redeived from the' coptain and
officers of the Londan ; and of the Chris-
tien hospitality shich "tHey had . expe:
riended from the Rev: B. J. Vérnon,'
joujor Chaplain of tlig-island, his lady,’
and other pions frierids. It wasexpccled
that tlie siip would rénsin’ at St. ‘Helena
for some weeks ; and indeed jt appears to'
have been somewhat providéntial that
tlicy had to: rouch at this inlermediate
port, fot on examining the ship's timbers,
it wiis discovared' that they were infected
with the dry rot—a ciroumstaince whick’
might have rendered the latter part of
.tieir voyage dangerous. Mrs: "Burlon'
and Mrs. Evans had both heen' much in-
disposed, but Lad derired considerable
henefit from being on shore.
