Lister’s chapel in Lime-street, on Tuesday
gvening, the 11th of July, by the Rew.
William Ward of Scrampore, from Mark
xvi. 16,He that believeth and is buptised
shall he suved, but he that belicorth mot
shall be damned. DMr, Ward preached
agnin the next evening, aL the &csloyun
Chupel in Brynswick-street, which jiad
been most kindly lent for the purpose,
from. Psalm lxxiv. 20, Have vespect unto
the covenant ; for the dark .places of the
earth are full of the habitations of cruelty.
dAnd on Friday evoning, the 14th, a ser-
mon was dellvered ~ ut Byrom-street
Meeting, (Mr. Fisher's,)) by the Rev.
John Birt of Mauchester, from Rom. iii
1,2, What advantage then kath the Jew:?
Or what profit is there of .circumcision 7
Much every way: chicfly, becanse that
wnlo-them were committed the oracles of
-God.

Deld an’ Thursdny evening, the 13th, at

Lime-strent Clmptl, and was very aume-
Tously and regpectably attended. William
AHopa, Exq. the much.respocted Treasurer
0ol the Society, was called 10 the Chair,
who brletly expluined the object of the
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meeting, and called on the Rev. William
Hargreaves of Ogden to engapge in
prayer. A statement of the objccts, la-
hours, and success of the Missionaries,
was then made, at some length, by Me.
Ward; and various apprupniate resolo-
tions were muved and seconded, respec-
tlively, by the Rev. Dr. Steadman, and
Rev. P. S. Charricr; Rev. Christmas
Evans of Anglesea, and Rev. Jobn Dyer,
Secretary of the Parcat Sociery; Reve
John Birt, and Captain Pudaoer; Rev.
Williom Dyer of Bacup, and Rev. Robert
Philip; Mro Samuel Hope, and Mr. Wil-
liam Rushton ; and Rev. James Lister,
and Rev. Moses Fisher. It was stated
that the receipts of the Society for the
year had been about £650, one lum-
dred pounds of which was a liberal dona-
tion,  presented by several friends of
the Independent denowmination in Man-
chester. DMr. Hope kindly compiied

‘with - the request of the meeling to

retain the office of Trensurer for the
yeat ensuing, and Rev. Juhn Birt of
Mancbester was elected Secretary, in
consequence of the resignation of Rer.
Willlam Stephens of Rochdale.

Oun the following Sabbath, sermans
were preached, on be‘hulf of the DMission,
at the Seotch Church in Oldham-street,
at Rev. R. Philip’s, Newington Chapel,
aud at Rev. Thomas Raffles’s, Great
George-stireet, by BIr. Ward; end at
Rev, P. S. Charrier’s, Bethesda Chepel,
-and Rev, Dr. Stowart's, Gloucester-street
Chapel, by Mr. Dyer. The readiness
with which these various places of wor-
ship were granted for aur accommodation
was completely in unison with the spict
of hrotherly kindnessand Christian fricnd-
ship, displayed, on this pleasing occasion,
by vur brethren of other denominations.

Sermons bad been preached, on the
preceding Lurd's—du{, in the chapels be-
longing to our Welsh friends, by Rev.
Christvas  Evans from Anglesca, and
Rev. Juhn Edwards of Ruthin.  The
various collections amnunted to about
£240; and it is eanestly hoped, that
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the lively interest excited hy this mecting,
will lead to rencwed and zealous efforts
in behalf of the Missionary cause, through-
out thnat extensive district comprehended
in the sphere of this Society.

SERAMPORE COLLEGE.

First Eramination of the Students.®

Ox the 24 of Angust, the Students, to
the nmmber of seventeen, who have com-
moenced the study of Sungskrita in the
College cstablished last year at Seram.
pore, were cxamined respecting the pro-
gress they bad made in the grammar, by
Dr. Carey, the President, in presence of
a namber of Pundits resident at Seram-
porc. They were divided imto three
classes; those who are in the verhs;
those in the nouns, adjeetives, and pro-
nouus, (in the Sangskrita grarmmar classed
together, as following precisely the same
regimen ;) and those who are committing
to memory the Sundlhee, the rules for the
Junction of the varions letters.

The first class included four; three
Christian youths, and a young Brahman.
The first of these was the native Christian,
Komula, ubuut eighteen. On examination
it appeared, that in the last six months
this young imon had committed to me-
mwory 2 hundred and twelve pages of the
Moogduboodha :.aud that, in this whole
period, he had not owitted a single lec-
tore.  The second in the class was Tara-
chundra, another Chastian youth, about
sixteen years of age. He had comnmitted
to memory nearly ninety pages of the
Suvopgskrita grammar [n the Jast six
months; and had been absent from ten
lectures. The third was the Brahmun,
Eeshwar, about nibeteen, who having
been admitted into the Native School at
Serampore aboat three years before, in a
few wonths made sach proficiency in the
newly adopted plan, as, in the manage-
ment of the Schicol, to surpass the old
Teacher, and to be within a year entrust-
ed with the sole care of it, as meationed in
the First Report for Native Schools.

® At this examination, thirty learned
Hindoos, mostly Brahmins, from all parts
of India, speaking different Janguages,
stood round Dr. Carey, ss spectators.
What an interesting spectacle at the very
first examination of an Institution so fitted
for diffusing light and happiness (hrongh-
out the Continent of India!
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Soou sflter the institution of the College,
he entreated permission to attend it, for
the suke of farther wproveqent, while be
still discharged his dutles in the School,
This request being grunted, he immedi-
ately - commenced the study of Sunpskrita,
Tt appeared on exawmination, that he had
committed to memory irty-three pages,
which he repeated with the utmuost readi-
ness. The fourthin this class was Jeevuna,
ubout twelve years of age, the son of Ram~
mohuna, who for filteen years has vninter-
ruptedly supported the character of an
upright and sincere Christian. This youth,
although much interrupted hy sickness,
hud made a sufficient progress to evinee
his ability to learn : es he had commenced
the study of Sungskrita more than a year
previously to the instltution of the Col.
lege, he has committed to memory the
grealest part of the Sungskrila grammar,
notwithstanding his tender age,  To par-
ticularize farther is unnecessary. Suflice
it to say, that several of the Christian
youths llave committed to memory above
three-fourths of the Sungskrita grammar
in the space of one ycar; and that the
progress of the greater part of the rest
affords almost equal hope. The metbod
adopted in examining them ‘was such as
to preclude the concealment of non-profi-
ciency 1 the Examiner, having ascertained
how far they bad advanced, opened the
hook casually,and pronouncing thefirst two
or three words, thie Student immediately
went on, repeating page ‘after page, " till
the President told him to cease ; the Ex-
aminer thep turning to another part, began
in the same manner ; to which the student
responded as before, going forward. till
told to stop. This was ropeated dll the
President bad fully satisficd himself re-
specting their proficiency. * In-this mode
of trial only one failed in repeating Lis
exercises readily from memory, and he
had been previously absent above six
weceks, chiefly on account of sickness.
Of those thusexamined in Sungskrita, twe
wore Brahmun youths, two of -the Writer
cast, one a Sikh, two Khasee youths; and
two of Burman extraction, one of them a
Christian. The rest were Christinn youlls.
The view of these young men from vari-
ous parts, thus laying a solid foundation
for that cxpansion of mind, which may
enable them hereafter (o ‘become the
means of diffusing light within their
respective circles, with that of nine Chris-
tlan youths, making so Lnppy a begianing,
the very first Kenr of the College, ina
language which forms the key to all the
science and literature of India, filled the
miads of the Commitlee with scnsations of
pleasure and hope which (hey caunot
casily describe.
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Extract from the First Report,
JUST’ ARRIVED.

“Tue Commiltee ore fully ennvince
of the importance of supporting native
youths who are not Christians, while they
Pprosecute their studies, as well as those
who are. This will be attended with lit-
tle disadvantage. As a hrahmaun cannot,
without losing cast, eat with a soodra, nor
evon under the same rool with a brah-
mun of another province, all youths who
are not Christians must live separately,
and of course without the walls of the
College, in order to preserve inviolable
their own ideas of cast, which it is not the
design of this Institution to coustrain
thera to vivlate in any degree.  An Insti-
tution which nught to combine within it-
self every advuntage for iustruction,
onght to be as fiee as the alr; and no
native youth ouglht to he deprived ol its
benefits, for having the misfortune to he
boru and brought up within any particular
circle ; no barrler to admission ought to
exist, excepl the inability of its funds to
support and instruct more.

“ They are equally convinced, that no
nmative youth should be constrained to do
a single act as the condition of his enjaying
the benefits of this Institution, to the doing
of which he atlaches any idea of moral
evil. Asit can be no crimeia any youth
that ke did not regulate the circum-
stances of his birth, aund of his frst re-
ception of ideas, to make it the condition
of his receiving certain important literary
advantages, Lthat he shall he constrnined to
do what he bimself deems wrong, or to
hear books read which he deemsit wrong
to hear, is the ready way to corrupt the
moral principle Implunted in his mind by
natare. While, therefore, the Committee
are aware of the necessity of guarding
agninst the omission of College duties
from more idleness, under the pretence of

-conscience, they are firmly convinced,
that to compel any native youth to vialate
his sense of right and wrong, would be to
teach him to act against his conscience
. for the sake of advantage; and that to
deprive him in the least degree of the
benefits of the Institution for refusing it,
would be to turn & desire to nct rightly
into o crime, snd to be guiity of the most
flagrant injustice.  n their view, nothing
bat inconigible negligence, or immoral
conduct, can form u just rcason for de-
priving any youlh, whatever be his reli-
ious prejudices, of the ndvantages of Hus
astitation,

* They ulso feel the prapriety of in-
troducing into this College, all the science

now posscased by the natives themselves,
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To an Institation intended to convey su-
perlor information 1o native yooth of the
highest casty, it i3 desirable that there be
that respectability attached in the eyesof
the most learned among the naiives,
which shall prevent theie undervalning
the instruction conveyed, because it
is not what they have. All the science
they really have, ought to be preserved,
and not a particle of it lost. [fthey have
carried the study of any branch ot know-
ledge beyond us, this circurstance ought
to be acknowledged and improved ; if they
have merely trodden in the same path, a
kuowledge of the science Lhey really
have, will enable us to take it op where
they fail, and carry it to its proper ex-
tent: while the ideas they now possess,
and the terms in which they express
them, will' facilitate the commuuication of
saperior ideas. This particularly applies
to Grammar and to Astronomy, which
latter science, from its connexion with
their religious festivals, is coltivated by
ther with pecuoliar eagerness.”

The' following are the concluding re-
marks of the Committee:

« The plan of the Institution, thus fully
developed, they respectfully leave heture
the public. If India needs enlightening
beyond almost any other blessing, ns is
universally acknowledged, this, if it be
ever effected, must be attempted by sait-
able means; and to be done efficiently,
it should be attempted through the nutives
themselves, as Europeans are too far re-
moved from them, and too little adapted
to the climate, to hecome the immediate
agents to any extent in this important
work ; but if il must be done by native
agents, what rmethod more likely to effect
it, thau that of collecting youths from
every tribe and every part of India, and,
restraining them (rom nothing but idleness
and positive vice, to imbue their minds
with the love of study and investigation,
lay open to them, by means of an ample
library and abie teachers, the various
stores of lenrning and science {urnished
by the western as well as the eastern
world, and give them leisure and oppor-
tunity to pursue their reseurches, free from
interruption and distracting care, till
they ultimately return to their owo pro-
vinces, not- corrupted by unrcasonable
expeciations, but traught with kuowledge,
to become o blessing, in their own sphere,
to the cund of lile? LYo accoiuplizh this,
however, sowe spot is necessary, secluded
trom those allurements tv vice which
abound in eastern capituls, together with
a library und upparatus, the collection of
which, with suitable buildings, and the
support ol able professors, involves too
great an oxpense to be provided jn many
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different places at the same timen OF
the snitableness of Serampore for this pur
pose, safliciently near the capital of Indin,
and yet perfectly retired—and the fitness
to accomplish this object, of the plan now
so fully explained, the Committee leave
the public to judge. They merely mid,
that these idvas are the resalt of many
years devoted to the considaration nf the
state of Iidia, and the most cffectoal
means of promoting its best interests. To
this complele disclosure of them they
have nothmg to ndd, baut that every ha:
nefaction to ‘the Institution, whether in-
tended a5 a donation for the general
purposes of the Institmion, or %or the
support of particular native students,—o¥
wheiher it be in the form of annual cou.
tributions for a few years, will be reccived
with the waripest gratitude, and appliéd
with the utmost cousideration and .faith-
fulness.” :

Eutract of a Letter from Dr. Carey, dated
* Scrampore, January 20, 1820,

Wr bave an inquirer in Calentta of a
singular -character.  He had resided at
_Kalee Ghaut for four years, having en-
gaged in a vow of perpetual silence, which
lie had kept &l that time. After that, a
wract, 1 Lelicve from Mr. Townlay, fuund
its way to him, which opcoed his moath,
Yhen [ first saw him, he had as many
goperstitious ideas as ever I knew o man
have; bul now heappears lo trast wholly
on Christ, and Las nearly ported with all
bis nostrums. When he- first walked op
Calcutta with John Peter, ssyeral of the
principal persons came down from (their
houses, and prostrated themselves ut his
feet; but they soon discovered their
wmistake. He wore a number of Mahs
(oecklaces) ‘made of snake’s bones; ail
of which, wilh every otlier oxterpal ap-
pearance of superstition, he has cast off,
and. I tbink is truly a partuker of the
grace of God. Chittagong is still without
p pastor. At the stations things go on
well, Williat lias baptized several, bro-
ther Smith sevemml, brother Fernandez
sevcral, and 8 whole villuge in . Jessore
gre desirous of Leing called Christians,
Krishno went there, s hitilo tima ago, and
baptized ous man, and brother Thomas is
now, L suppuse, with them, and will pro-
bably baptize inore. ‘Ihus you see that
ye Liave sume things at whickh to rejoice.
T'irust the Loed is on bis way.

Tas translation of the vacred seriptures
into Sinilmlcsq.is still advanciug: when
tie Bouk qf Gaouesls was cpmpleted, the
Colombo Auxiliary Bible Sogialy put inte
our handy the Book of Psalws, Liie transla-
tion of. which, and the Proverbs, is comr
pleted, We gre. now going og with the
Excdus; .of which abqut.one-half is
htranslated.  The printing has been at a
stand for some months for want of paper
in consequence of this, the wholu of the
Uook of Psalms is not. yet printed. I'stil}
conlinye to lahour considerably in the
work of preaching, but I feur with, very
linle sucegss : and espectally in the lan,
guages of this country.,” I preach three
ties on Sabbmh-duys.‘ 1o the Fort, at
nine.A. a1. in Portuguess; and at a quar-
lg{ pastsix. p. 3. iu English, In the Pet.
tah, al balf-past seven r. a1, in Portugnese,
On Monday eveniug we huve a prayers
meeting in tho Fort; at which I endear
vaur tg .be. present, snd deliver. an .exs
hortation,. Wednesday evaning, Jprench
in Portuguese in the Pettali; Thursday
afternoon tu the hospital in the Fort; und
ut half-past six in the Fort meeéling~
house, -hoth in English, Friday evens
ings L preach at the Grand Pass, in
Portugaese and Singhalese alternalely;
and ou Saturday eveniugs wo have a
prayec-meeting in the Fort; on which.
oceasions I generally dellver an exhortas
tion, These labours, together with. iy
shgre in the translating, visitiog the
Sohools, and farily cares, as you may
suppose, keep me far enough, through the
whole week, from any thing like lejsure. -

My labours are at present considorably:
impeded by o heavy aflliation. witk
which this conntry Is visited. - The dis«
ease is the swull-pox, Flve thousaud, 1%
is said, have been carried off by it in
Colombo: and it still rages. Many who
bave been vaccinuted, have taken it;
und died, Ourlittle congregation at the
Grand Pass is, for (he presont, quite
broken up, in copscquence of it; and sa
is one: of our Schools. ~ All of them [ecl
the effcts of it. T have not hieard of nay
Europeans being affgcted with it, which
perhaps is owipg to their huving been
properly effected wilh vaccine inuculas
ton. . It is termed in  Singhalesey
maha leda, (the greal sickness;) und no-
thing is so mueh dreaded by the inhabite
ants ,of Ceylon as this disesse,  Among
them, especially in villages, if u person
appesrs (o bo alfected witl it, every oney
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even his nearost relations, nbaridon him,
.and- the house where he is, and leave
hint to bis fate.  Oue-reavon assigner] for
this 18, that the smell ‘of this disease is pe-
cullarly attracting to the tigers; andthat
the persons affected with it are nlniost
surc to be carrled off by them. DBrother
Siers told me, that & pour woman whn
died witli it at Hangwell, was dragged by
the legs, by one or two persons who had
previously been uffected with, and se-
covered from the smwull-pox, and so .thrown
into Ler grave, and the house she died io;
as I saw myseli, was burned down. Thete
were seversh of my Singhalese acquaint-
ance desirous of juining our church before
the small-pox broke out; and concorning
two of them, I thouglt there was much
reason to hope the bestj but, at present;
among tho natives, cvery thing of: this
kind js at & perfect stand, and . sevoral
plans T lizd begun to form relative to.the
Schools, &e. have been enmpletoly dis-
concerted. The baildings "at Hangwell
have been so much hindered, that tivugh
they might otherwise lave Loan finished
months ngo, they are not eompleted yeor.
1 have now ULound the person down who
sgperintends them, to have the place of
worship ready for tiling by the 8th of
next month, and I hope he will accom-
plish it.  But brother Siers has becn able
10 do but very little yet towards instrnot-
ing tlio natives. +He informs me, how-
ever, that he .has latcly commenced an
exposiencesmeeting, made up of himself,
Mrs, Siers, and two Singhalese young
men; one of them the Hangwell school-
master. ‘The other is a yourg man, wlo,
as brother Siers thinks, might be employ.
ed, to good purpose as a reader, in Lhe
villages. Ha thinks the Lord has mode
Lis preaching o blessing to his soul.  But
though things at present are much ac.a
stand smong the natives, I hopea little
good is apparcnl among our own country-
men here. Those of the 734 Reguuent,
who remain in~ this isiand, weur well,
T'wo of thom, Serjennt G. and Corporal
G. writn me letters from-tima to linwe; that
affurd me, much solid satistaction. During
the stay of the 59th here, we had a
good litle society.  Those who took their
turns in leading the worship at prayer
feetings, were, at one time, no less than
twenty-one in number. The society in
the 59th were wmade tha meaus of bringing
forward a small nuinber from the 83d.
Aud (ron three or four that they loft in
communiou with ns, I hope the nuwber
from that regjinent wiil soon be increased
toten or (wﬁvc. The 43th Regiment is
newly arrived liere; we have a few hear-
ers, aud one member from that atso, .

-Had Itime I would informn you all 1
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Island. Our Wesleym {riends and I
hold our, monthly meetings, as formerly, ~
nltermatoly ineach other's places; and live
in all respects like servants of the same
Master. They print any thing I have to
print on the most woderate terms. The
linle book and tract, of which I send
you copies, as you will see, have been
printed at their press. The Catechism,
Mr. Clough, withoat my’ making the pro-
posal, kindliy offered to print, on conditlon
of my merely nllowing them to print some
for thie use of their own schools, :
With the American, and with the
Charch Missionaries, you knaw 1 have
ever becn on the best terms. 1 am sorry
to inform you, that Br. Poor does not
enjoy good health; but Mr. Richards, g
our no smali astanishment, is sill in the
land of the living ; and so far recuvered,
n to be af some use o the Mission. DMy
Lambrick conrinues at Kaody; Mr.
Blayor is forming a station at a village
not far from Galle. Mr. Ward has {eft
Calpentyn, in consequence of ill healtl,
and is gone to join Mr. Koight in Juffna.’
N.B. Intelligenee has since Ueen received
of the death of Mry. Chater at St. Helena,
m her way to this country.  Farther par.
ticulars will appear-in our nest Number.

Ertracts of a Letler from 3. Burton ta
' ' Bl¥. Dyer, dated
St, Helena, March 24, 1820.

My veny pean Sim, -

Own our arrival at this place T embrace
the Sest opportanity of forwarding you &
few~ lines, to Inform you of our present
stute, and give you o few particulars red
lative to our voyage thus far. As we
came to an anchor here vij the 7th inst:
I hoped tv have been able 10-do tlus at
ap carlier period, but no China ships, re<
tuming to England, having put in dlf
yesterdny, it was imposible. The Wa-
terloo, by which 1 hope to dispatch this,
and ns many more as time will permit me
to get rendy, is expected to leave here
to-morrosw or utxt day,

With ull our movements aflter we part-
ed fromr you in London till our sailing
from Gravesend, you huve, no doubry
been made fumiliae by -Mr. H. whose
kind, and more than brotherly attention,
it possible, 1o us on Qur depasture, have
left 8 very deep impression on all our
winds. 1-trust his fervent supplicativns
ofered in our little cubin just before he
left w3, were heard and answered by oue
Licavenly Fothier, The day after we went
on bowid; ) left the vessel to get some

kngw relntive to other Missions in this Llhings It the inn at Graveyend ; the
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morning being very frosty I took a bad
cold, and got my (ace mflamed, which
contined me to my bed tor lour days in
much pain, during which time we went
down the Channcl in & gale of wind, 1
just recovered in time 10 go on deck as
we passed Land’s-end, and to take a long
farewell of old England. I must not
omit wentioning, that my confinement to
bed at the commencement of the voyage,
quite Yrcsrrvcd me from every thing like
sea-sickness. 1 am happy to add, that
none of vs suffered o much from this as
we cxpected.

The captain has more than equalled
our cxpectativns, We are at his table,
and lhis conduct towards us has been
marked by ail the respect, kindness, and
attention, we could possibly wish: Lo
would never leave a want unsupplied if
he kunew it, and tbe ship could afford to
do it. There are thirteen officers on
board, besides’ the surgeon, surgeon'’s
mate, purser, and caplain’s clerk, viz. six
males and seven midshipmen. They all
secru respectable young men, and are ever
willing to show us every atiention in their
puwer.

The two first Sabbaths that we were on
borrd, the weatber was so upsettled that
we,bad no service on deck ; but we met in
brother Evans’s cabin, vread a hymn,
prayed, and read one of Dr. Owen’y ser-
mons. I need not add, that we felt inore
thap ever the worth of those privileges
we had relipquished; though we lrusi
that He, wbose presence forms the glory,
and gives all the utility and happiness to
your larger asse.nblies, was with us of a
truth, and that to bloss ns. After this
the captain asked us to read prayers on
deck, and we readily complied, hoping
that it might be an introduction to some-
thing mure: this we conlinued for three
Sabbaths, without suying any thing aboat
preucling.  But finding the attendance
on worship a)most universal, and particu-
larly orderly, and secing that the caplain
countenanced ys all in his power, we now
ventared to sk his permission (o read in
futore 8 sliort sermon, which be granted
with much apparent pieasure.  For this
purpose we selecied frum Mr. Jay’s short
discourses, Lhose we considered the most
pointed and appropriate ; they were list-
¢ned to by all with very great altention,
and I hupe not without advantage. 1
know few sights more interesting than a
fine ship’s ccrpany, all cleun and neat,
aud the officers tn unifurm, listening with
sttention 1o the words of eternal life,
After we Jeave St [lcdena we hope to
cotue more immediately in contact with the
sailors between decks, than we have yet
through variops circumstances been able
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to do. Qur attention bay bitherto been
almost exclusively conflined to the sick,
We have distributed a (ew of our Bibleg
and tracts, but much in this way is not
wauted, ag cach mess, consisting of saven
or eight meu, s supplied with one of the
former, and many of the laier by the
various socicties,  Oue Sabbath evening,
when visiting a sick mao, we heard (with
how much pleasure you muy suppose) ihe
clief of one of the messes reading the
third of John to his assvciates.  Sivce we
sniled we huve lost one mnu Ly death.
During lhis illness one or other of us saw
him every day ; be seemed to know some-
thing of the gospel from bLaving auténded
Mr. Stollery’s ministry in London during
his youth ; but of late ycars he confessed
that he had lived a very profligate life,
We have reason to helieve that our vi-
sits- were attended with some gool; we
found him, on our first visit, in almost a
despairing state ; lic appeared to have a
deep conviction of sin, and brokeuness
of heart on account ol it; ond when we
directed Lim 1o Huim who is “ uble 1o
save to Lhe uttermost,” he implored with
rmuch seeming humilily and surrow an in-
terest in the Redeemer’s merits. His
prayer, though presented at the ¢leventh
hour, I helieve was heard, and I hope lie
is now in glory. It is true we can never
speak very confidently respecting a death.
bed repentance: but He, who had cum.
passion upon the poor thief whilst sus-
pended upon the cross, is still full of
grace and mercy.

On the moraing of the 8ul inst, brother
LEvans and self came on shore here with
your letler to Mr. Vernon, intending, if
possible, to procure lodgings in the coun-
try, where we loped to live at less ex-
peuse, and in more comfurt than at St,
James's Town. Mr, and Mrs, V. receiv-
ed us in o most affectionate mauner, but
told us it was quite impossible to procure
lodgings any wherc but in the town, and,
if in a regulur way, ot a less rale than
thirty shillings each per dny. We then
made up our minds to liveas we could
on board. Mr. V. however, would not
hear of thiy; lie therefore coutrived to
get for us two emply ruoms to slcep b,
which we furnished from the ship, und
kindly invited us to live by day at his
house; this truly friendly ofler we of
course thankfilly accepted.

Both Mr. atd Mrs, V. scem excellent,
pious humble Christians: they show us
all the kindoess und attentlon of old
friends.  Here the distinction of Boptlsr,
Independent, Churchmun, &e. ureall lost
in that of Christian, amongst those whe
have felt the power of divime grace. When
a vesse) comes Lo an anchor iu this hat-
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hour, the first inguiry amongat them is,
whether or nut there ure any of the dene-
mination of Christfuns un bourd ; if so,
every other distinction is lost, (yea, not
even asked or spoken of,) and he is re-
ceived as a hrother in Christ. ~ This you
will suy is o truly delightful feature in
the place ; and you will Eelicve me when
1 say, that uothing appears to-us so weak
and pitiable in our native country, at
this distance, as Lhe strife and conlention
among different denominations of pro-
fessing Chliristiauns—this must be a work
of the devil. .
You are awnre that there is n tnan
here, named Nichol, belonging lo the
661h regiment, who was ordained pastor
over the church in that regiment by the
brethren at Serampure. Since we have
beeo bere brothier Evans and self Lave ge-
nurally officiated for hlm, and Mr. Vernon
obtaincd Teave-from the Governor for us
to preach in lis room on Sabbath afier-
noons, when - there is no service in the
church ; this we did for the first time last
Sabbnth, and the attendance was as good
as we could expect.  On Lhe other three
week evenings, there are meetings held
jo Mr. Vemion's (i.e. cburch) vestry,

’
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times there. The number of persons who
assemble in the cliurch vestry, is usually
between thirty and forty, Upon the
vesiry table is placed a missionary box,
lo receive donations for the London Mis-
sionary Society. During the last sixteen
months, there had been deposited in it,
by the soldiers and slaves who attend,
upwards of forty-eight pounds! Yester-
duy week they formed themselves into an
Auxiliary Society in aid of that Mission,
ot any other that might require their assist
ance more. On 1this occasion they re-
quested that ooc of us would give them a
short address, which, of courée, was most
readily complied with. After the address,
each person was usked how much lie
could afford to give. The lowest sum re-
ceived was sixpence per weck. I think
there was but one subscription under one
shilling. When nll the names were
down, they reckoned vp how much the
next year’s subscription woald be, at the
rate they had begun at, and found the
sum to be ninety-fve pounds! To have
seen the cumpany, (nlﬁoor with very few
exceplious, slaves, or soldiers with no
commissios,) you could not have sup-
