A. Cox of Hackney was requusted by the
Committee to visi that interesting, 1thongh
distant county, in order to pramote the
objects of the Baptist Misstan, In the
first part of bis tour he was accompanied
by the Rev, Jenkin Thomas of Oxford,
who was supplying the charchin Morrice-
square, Piymounth-dock. The fiest mect--
ing wos held in the Bapust Meeting,
Falmouth, on Tuesday, 15th of Angust,
when the Chair. was taken by Joseph
‘Bantfield, Esq. a respoctahle Magistrate.
of the town, On this occasion 2 County
Auzillary Society was established, deno-
minated the Cornwall- Missionary Saciety
Sn aid of the Baptist Mission, .af which,
James Dunn Trevosyo, Esq. of Falmouth,
was appeinted Treasurer, and Rev..
Xdmund Clarke of Teuro, Secretary..
After the Resolutions had beun passed,
establishing the County Society, o Branch !
Association for Falmouth was' likewise
formud. The mecting was addressed by
the Rev. Messrs. Cux, Thomas, Lang,
Dore, Green, Clarke, and Hart; and also
by -Captain Manderson, Messrs, Cluisto-
phers, MDowell, Read, Bllis, and. Edg-
come;and by.the deop impression prodaced
in favour of Missionnry exertions, it.was
evident the presence of the Lord was thera.
Ou Wednesday, 16th, Mr. Cox-preached
at tha Methodist.Chapel, Helston, hindly
offered for the occasion; ond on the
same dny Mr. Thomas preached at the
Baptist Meeting, Redruth, from Daeniel
vil. 14.—O0n Thuraday, 17th, Messrs. Cox
and Thomas preachad s double lecture at
the Baptist Chapel, Penzanee, from Luke
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xxlv. 47, and Acts xv, 26, where 2 Mijs-
sionary Society had been for some fime
established, and which will now be cope
sidered-a branch of the County Society,
On Friduy, 19th, a public mecting was
held at the Town-bnll, Helston, Mr. Cox
in the Chair, in the absence of H. M.
Grylls, Esq. who had kindly and [berally
engazed to preside, hut was unavoidably
prevented by public business. Several
interesting and animated addresses were
delivered, and a fervent iaterest was ex-
cited in favour of the Branch Socicty
established on the occasion for that town.
Oa Lord’s-day, 20th, Mr. Cox preached
in the morniag at tlie Baptist Meeting at
Falmouth; in the aftemoon at the Pit,
near Redruth, from Psalm Ixxii, 18-20, to
. wost attenlive and interesting congrega-
tion of {rom 8 to 10,000 persons, who
were assembled, in very favouruhle wea-
ther, both on the outside and inside of
this curious am%henme; and io the
eyening, at the Mg Sdist Chapel, Truro,
to n very crowded congregation, from
Psulm cxix. 180. - On the samu ¢vening,
Mr. Green of Falmouth preached at
Chacewater ou behalf of the Mission.

On Monday, 21st, a poblic mecting was

held at the Metbodist Meeting, Redrath,
when p Branch Association was establishied
for that town and nelghbourhuod ;—seve-
tal interesling speeches were made ou the
accasion. OQn Tyesday, 22d, a public
meeting was held at the Methodist Cha-
pel, Truro, which on this, as well as on
the former occasion, was cheetfully lent
for tbe purpose, when u Branch Associp-
tion was formed for that town, The in-

terest of the mpeeling was hy no meaps

inferior to that of fprmer “meetings; and
in gach case was greatly increased by the
kind assistance of var Methodist and In-
dependeat brethren.  The congregations

.wure on all the occasions numerous, and

contributed 1 considgrable swn at the dif-
ferent collections,  We sincecely trust,
that these meetings and Sociedes will vot
only assist the cauge ol the Missiou ia the
county, but waterially promute the iu-
texests af raligiou in genernl,

March 7, 1820.

Tars worning I baptized two soldiers
from the Fort; and we have now two
others, not soldiers, to be received, one of
them a son of Bonner, the blacksmidh.
Four others, three of them Hiodoos, will
probably come farward next month; pne
of them is the brahmun T mentioned, who
kept a vow of silence at Kalee ghaat for
four years; the other three are brah-
mans, who had their education ia the
Bepevolent Institution.

MOORSHEDAEBAD.

Ertract of a Letter from Mr, Sufton to
Mr., Ivimey, dated

Moorshedabad, March 8, 1820,

- I nave now been twelve mouths at
Moorshedabad, and when I (ake a retro~
apect of the past year, my sonl is filled
with juy and thenksgiving to the Author
of every pgood. I settled here under
many unfavourable circumstances. The
Missionary who was here before mey left
it chiefly because be considered it an uon-
bealtby and lonely station ; neither did I
expect to find a friend or a religious per-
son in the whole neighbourhood; but
thoogh I was slone, and had but an im-
perfect knowledge of the language, yet I
considered it my daty to fill up such an
important slation, knowing that I might
expect strength equal to my day; and I
soon found my reward for so doing. Spi-
ritual blessings followed me in rich suc-
cession, and are still surrounding my
path. Ina few days after my arrival,
the 59th Regiment arrived at Berbam-
pore, and the brethren in the regiment
sent me o pressing invitation to come and
break the bread of life unto them.  After
this I was introdoced to several gentle-
men in the neighbourhood, who liberally
came forward for the formation of a
Bchool Socicty, and this was followed by
finding a religious femily at the distance
of about 15 miles, with whom I have en-
joyed much spiritual communion, and
nnogled my tears with theirs while speak-
ing of e love of Clrist, Trom wy com-
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munion with this family, T have been
cnabled to gain intercourse with severnl
others, where the seed of the gospel lias
taken root, and brought forth abundantly,
especially in the henrt of a respectuble
planter, who has not only received the
trath in tho love of it, but las bLeen ex-
cecdingly zealous to bring his poor idola-
trous servants tu the knowledge of Jesus,
Since my residence liere, 1 have also been
joined by two native brethiren, to nssist
mo in preaching the word of life; and a
few months since, Mr. Willinns, who
married Miss Marshmon, removed bis re-
sidence, and is scttled witlin thirty miles
of me. Inevery way my fears have been
groundless ; for in the first yeor T neither
expected to meet with friends, with on
English congregation, nor with success
among the natives.. But God has been
pleased to give we friends, to give me
favour in the sight of men, to pive me a
large attentive English congregation, and
to enable mo both to study the native
language at home, and to go out almost
daily jutu the warkets and streets to pro-
claim the unsearchable riches of Chirist.
I think, too, that the success with which
the Lord- has been pleased (o crown my
labours, should call forth our solermm gru-
titude at a throne of grace. During the
last twelve months I have baptized: two
Mussulmen, four Hindoos, seven descen-
dants of Earopeans, two English fe-
males, and seven of our own countryinen;
making in the wholo twenty-two persons,
who, I trast, will he my crowa of re-
joicing at the last day. I think we are
as .carelul as possible in adnitting mem-
bers, and watch carefully over thew after-
wards. Almost every month we have
boptizing, T baptized five persons last
Sabbath, and (hree more have given in
their cxperience, and will be baplized
next month, nmong whom are the wifcand
the adopted daughter of one of the ollicers
io the regiment. We bave upwards of
fifty communicants at the Lord’s Supper,
when they are all assembled. T generully
preach three times in English on the
Lord's-day, twice in our place of worship,
and once in the hospital ; and every other
day I have worship twice among the
patives in Bengalee, morning apd even-
ing, when any may attend. The re-
mainder of the dayis devoted to the study
of the Bengalee and Hindosthanee lau-
guages, and going out among the natives
to preach. I generally devoto the morn-
ing to study, and the alternvon to inter-
course wilh the nalives; but somctimes I
take a journoy for o day or two. Tor in-
stance, I intend leaving home to-murrow,
1o nttend a lurge lair, nbout forty miles
distant, wheie [ shall be enabled fo, dis-

tribute many tracts and copies of the
scriptures.  In my present circumstances
Leun take journcys with ease, for { have
1o oue o teel my absenge, or o welcome
my roturn, which is & melancholy com-
fort, and [ have reason to believe it will
remain so. My dear boy is still with the
best of mothers, Mrs, Ward. 1 have only
seen him three times since his birth, nor
do 1 axpect to see him for many months.

P.S. 1 preached on Sunday week for
the Religious Tract Suciety, at the parti-
cilar request of our brethren in the 59th
Regiment, and we collected on that oc-
casion 80 rupees, or £10, which will be
remitied the first opportunity to the So-
ciety in London.

Txtract of a Letter from Mrs, Rowe to Brs.
Lawion, dated

, Digah, Feb. 23, 1820.
By peam Srsrer Lawson,

It will pleare you to hear that the pre-
judices with yegard to native female im-
provement sre rclaxing in these parts.
Mrs. G. basa boys' school,in which there
are three native girls, *ne of whorm reads
in the Testament, DMrs, W. hns a buys’
school, the lala of which tenches Mrs.
Grant’s and her own women servants to
read. She says it is pleasing to sec tkeir
diligence at leisure intervals. Weintend
supporting a native fcnale school at Be-
nares when DMrs. Smith returns ; and zlso
another at Allahabad, if sister Mackintosh
will -engage in it, which I belicve she
will, At both these pfnces, native girls
may be had to form a school. The school
at Dinapore, which I superintended for
the Fernale Society, was opened for native
girls only. At first five attended, but
their parents grew suspicious, and pleaded
their necd of them al home, but sent their
Luys instead, Not long since, two of
their sisters accompanied thom to school
for o few days, but the distance was too
geat for a constant attendance.

RANGOON.

It appears that at length the
Missionaries at this station have
been called to appear before the
Emperor for their Master’s sake,
The perusal of the following ex~
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tracts of correspondence, with
which we have been kindly fa-
voured by Mr. Lawson, wll
awaken a f;vely concern to know
the result of this important step.

Mr. Judson to Mr. Lawson, dated
Rangoon, Dec. 13, 1819

My pear Broruzr Lawsoy,

We are at present full of business, pre-
paring for the long anticipated expedition
to Ava. We deposit the female part of
the concern in a brick castle, proof
against fire and robbers; and brother
Coleman and myself expect to leave Ran-
goon within a weck. The Mission has
nnw come 10 & solemn crisis. We have
had the happiness of haptizing three Bur-
mans, the first fruits ot the cmpire; but
Satan began lo excile persecution, and
we foond it necessary to lay our mission-
ary inlentions beforc the throne, und so-
licit loleration for the Christian religion.
If the new Emperor is favourably dis-
posed towards the introduction of Chris-
tianlty, we shall be able to prosecute our
work ; but it nut, we must inevitably leave
his dominjons. We commend ourselves
and the Mission into his hands, who is
iovested with all power in heaven and
earth, and will, "'we are assured, do all
things well. O tHat he may be pleased
to'open o wide and effectual duor for the
promulgation of divine truth in this great
empire !

What shall I say more? My soul is
absorbed in the great work before me. O
pray that the presence of Jesus may go
with us—that we may have a simple de-
pendence on him, and a single eye to his
glory—and that we may appear before
the monarch in the spint of apostles and
martyrs: aud who can tell? Perbaps
the Eord buay wmercy in store for ihw
Burmans.

About three weeks after their
departure, Mrs. Judson writes
thus to Mrs, Lawson,

Rangoon, Jan. 14, 1820.
My pear Mrs. Lawsonw,

Mr. Judson wrote Mr. Lawson o day or
two beforo his departore fur Ava. Itis
now twenty-one days since he left, but we
have not yet beard u word from him or
brother Coleman, The Mission is now in
 very critical situation: a few duys more
will decide whether we shall continue here
and labour under the most fuvournble cirs
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cumstances, or quit the country for evor.
Our bowels yearn over the poer Burmans,
and we cannot but hope our heavenly
Father will hear our prayers, and incline
the monarch of this country not only to
grant us permission to conlinue here and
teach the new velipion, but will canse him
to cxamine it himmsclf, aud become s
nursivg father to the church in his domi-
nions. We bave been greatly oncouraged
the year past, and have strong hopes that
God's time has come, firmly to cstablish
the gospel in this country. Mrs. Coleman
and myself are very lonely in the ab-
gence of our husbands, bul we arc very
happy in each other. We have left the
Bission House,-and live in town, in the
wpper rooms of a great brick louse, where
we are secluded from all the world. We
nevel govout, except now and then to the
Mission House, as we wish to kecp as
{rec from observation as possible. I shonld
have accompanied Mr. Judson to Ava,
but could not thiuk of leaving Mrs. Cole-
20 alone in such a place as this.

IT was intimated in our last
Number that we had received
the melancholy itlelligence of
the death of Mrs. Chater, late_of
Columbo, on her voyage ‘Lome,
which she had undertaken, by
advice of the physicians, for the
bepefit of her health, The fol-
lowing account is given -of this
affecting event, in a letter to the
Rev. John Dyer, from tli¢ Rev, B.
J. Vernon, junior chaplain at St.°
Helena.

St. Helen, June 8, 1820,

My pean Siw,
When I had last the pleasure of writing
to you, I could not foresee the melanchol
occurrence which would render a conti-
nuance of vur correspontience necessar
—T mean the death of Mrs, Chater, wito
of the Rev. Jamek Chater, onc of yobue
Missionuries at Columnbo. She arrivked
here in the Forbes, I think on the 12t of
May, and { consider it _a most merciful
imerposition of Divine Providence which
determined her to proceed no farther 1wt
after her delivery,  The Forbrs sailed on
Sunday, the 14th of May, and poor Mrs,
Chater was teken ill on the Tuesday fol-

lowing, and after a todious and . difficult
labour gave birth to twins—pirls. For
a week ar ten days she was considered by
the medical may to be in grent dunger;
however, it pleased God Lo recover her, as
it were, from the eftects of her necouche-
ment, whon an opportunity occurring of
writing to Columlin, she was anxions that
T should send an intimation of her safety
to her afllicted husband.  This I did, ens
deavouring to give a faithfui relation of
ber state at tl;nt time. I regret exceed-
ingly that i€ should have been such asto
alford every prospoct of a speedy reco-
vory. That God whom sho surved, iu liia
wisxdom and mercy saw fit to remove her
from this scene of trial and sufferlug; and
I cannot doubt that she is translated jnto
the kingdom of the Redeemcr in Heaven,
Symptoms of diseased lungs appesred,
together wilth a constant diarrha:a, by
which the spark of natural life was specd-
ily extinguished.” 8ha died on Monday
last, June 5th, leaviug behind her fonr
helpless clildren, viz. the twins, and two

| others who landed with her from the

Forbes, The two elder ones, Mrs, Vernon
and myself removedinstantly to our-house,
where ‘they shall share with our own.
The wifo of a respeclable shopkeeper
kindly offers to nurse the twins until we
shall be able to provide o femule for the
purposc; in which case they also shall be
placed under Mrs. V.’s own care, Solong
as it is necessary for the children (o re-
main here, they will Gnd no want of fathar
or mothor, so far as it is possible for
strangers to supply’ the place of such eli-
dearing relations. - I hope to bove matters
more arranged in a short time, when you
may depend on my giving you every par-
ticalar. Ia all T do, tely upon i, the
comfort of the children, and the interest of
your Secioty; shall be particularly at-
tended to,

Extract of a Letter from Mr, Bruckner ta
Dr, Ryland, dated

Sumarang, January 24, 1820.

By this time 1 hope poor brother Phil-
lips has arrived in Englaud; if so, he
will be ablo to give you a bLetter account
of tho state of things hiere, than I shull be
able to commit to paper. It was indecd
grievous to me 1o seu that good brother
departy who was, in uany respects, u
great comflort to me, and who wns s0
much respected aufongst Iris countrymen
here, and ‘might have becoma usuful to
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soveral of them. But so mysterious are
the ways of the Lord, that thereis no
searching out them,  Mr, Trowt, wlo
secmed so cminently qualified for a
Missionary, 1 wus 1o witness Lis removal
Ly death; and Mr. P. who scemed no
less qualified for the work, in connexion
wilb bis amlable disposition, 1 was obliged
to sec him depart. Thus I am a second
time left uloae, without a brother, or o
frlend, wham the conversion of the inha-
hitants of bis couniry lay so necar at
heart. I hope Lhe voynge bns been pro-
fitable for the restoralion of his health,
aud that wy life may be spared to sce
Lim out again: I sbould wish to spend
my life with him. Even the Gosernor-
General, I am inlormed, regretted his de-
purture sincerely ; but there was no ap-
pearance of his recovery by staying here
in the Island.

You would undoubtedly wish to-know,
how 1 do, aud bow I employ myself. My
state of biealth, thoogh weak, has beon
pretty well Litherto 3 Ihave much reason
to be thankful, when I see so many re-
rooved by death, and others sick. Though
it séems that a sedentary life will not
very well agree with me, "yet I must con-
tinue ip ft untl the sphere fn which [
Lave been placed affords a larger circle of
fuofion for ae. DMy intercourse with the
natjves has hitherto not been so much as
I'hope it will bein thefuture. An entire
knowledge of their linguage is necessary,
before I, or any other who undertakes to
Le o Missionury in this country, can enter
6r a wore enlarged scenc of action
amongst the natives ; and thatknowledge
is not z0 easy acquired us some wight
imagine. I am daily striving afterit, by
reading, conversing, and translating, and
there is 8till much wanted till 1 can
say, I have (hie language in my poier,

) §huve endeavoured to translate some-
fhing of the New Teslament, both for my
duily exercise in the lunguage, and lor the
usc in the future; and I have been enabled
to go on with the translation into the Ja-
van tongue from the Gospel of Matihew
to the end of the Epistlé to the Romans,
and hope 10 be farther ennbled to go
through with it to the end of the whole
New Testuent; by which time T shall
Lave acquired so much of the language,
as tobe able to correct and refine the for-
mer work, Some of the antives, whoare
"able to judge, say, that itis intelligible,
though it is not exactly their idiom ; now
that lutter incorrdctness will be overcome
by time aund diligence. 101 now lave
finished the translution of the New Testa-
ment, I shull’ have something to go out
and read to the natives, and take an op-
pectunity o converse aboyt it to thew.
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Though those who are the most learned
among them, do oot seem desirous to
know any thing of the Gospel; because
they know that book by its name from the
Coran, and readily tell me that they do
nol need it, as the Coran includes all;
Mabiomet having made an extract of all
the former holy hooks by the reyclation
from God.® '{here is cestainly not much
hope for success, on account of the preju-
dices against Christisnity under which
they labour, originating both from Ma-
hometisro, as from the unbecoming con-
duct of the thus-called Christians, who
have settled here; they also being very
indifferent of their natnral disposition,
thinking and caring nothing for the fu-
ture, is perhaps another reason that we
cannot expect much success. However,
we know (and this alone can make us
hope for success,) that our Saviour is
mighty to do wonderfal thiogsin the day
of his power, and that the Gospel is the
puwer of God unto salvation to alf whe
believe.

On Board the Landon, off St. Helena,
April 11, 1820.
My very bran Siw,
We have left the shore this evening,
and returned to our place in the ship,
expecting to sall from hence to-morrow

® W¢ cannot ‘forbear observing,. how
forcibly this fuct illustrates a remark in a
recent valuable publication from the pen

for England, yet T cannot quit the place
withhout leaving a tew lines in the post-
office, 0 dbe forwarded by the first pac-
Let. Before this reaches you, no doubt
vou will have received that which U sent
Uy the Essex about a fortnight ago, in-
forming you of our affairs up to that time.
Some account of our subsequent engage-
ments, ard the conclusion of our provi-
dential wisii 1o the island will nol, 1 bope,
be wholly uninteresting.

With regard to préaching in the school-
roam, it was contivued till last evening
with increasing attention and interest,
and, 1 hope, bencficial effect.  In short,
we have every reason to believe, through
mercy, that this lias been cminently the
casc.  Our most sanguine expectations
rould not have predicted the reception
wc have met, and the kindness we bave
experienced from the people of this place,
Last evening the roown would not contain
the numbers who came to bear oar part-
ing ulddress, ond the sorrow they ex-
presscd at our leaving was truly affecting.
The poor black man who came to light
us up:to the meeling, said, in-a very
expressive manner, “ I very sorry you
goiug away—1 wish one of the masts of
your ship would break down to-morrow,
if it would not hurt any body.” Many
parted from us with tears.. Their libe-
rality (owards us bas equally astonished
and gratified us, A few days ago Mrs,
M‘Kritche, the wife of a respectable
tradesman, at whose shop we had made
one or two insignificant purcbases, sent
our wives a large box containing arlicles
sbe thought would be necessary and ac-
ccptalle on the voyage; the contents of
whicb, together with two articles of dress,

resented ty Mr. E. and self by Mr.
1‘K. could not have Dbeen purchased
here for less than £5 or £6. After
preaching last evening 1 took bread and
cbieese with them, and Mr, M'K. usked
me for the address of our society, adding,
that he should scud them a donatiop., [,
with pleasure, gave bim yours. A na.
tive of the island, whosc lusbaud las
mended some clothes for us gratis, scnt
our dear companions this morning u nice
Jarge cake. Brothier E. and self called
this morping upon DIr. Solomnen, two of
whose rooms we have ocoupied during
onr stay, to sctie with him. The re-
spectable Jew told us, that in considera-
ton of the cause in which we are en-
goged, he should certalnly accept of no
pay whatever: nor would he, though
we pressed bim to do so. Even the
woman who bhad cleamed our sleeping
yuoms, &c. at first objected to any re-
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muneration. And what terms shall we
cmploy in sl'!cukh_lg of Mr. Vernon's
kindness ¢ We have bdarded with him
all the time wo have heen here, yel he
will accept nothing whatever for it ' Such
are the mercies—snch is the conduct we
have cxperienced. May we fecl such
gratitude to a graclous and watehful Pro-
vidence which is thus highly distinguish-
ing us, oy ITis goodness demands, Litle
did wo supposo, when first we came in
sight of this barren and unpromising rock,
that any part of it could be so fruitfal in
‘“ works of fuith, und labours of love.””
Little did we think that we shonld have
left it with sucli feelings as now pervade
our breasts. . '

JAMAICA.

Extracts of a Letter from Mr. Coultaret te
- Dr. Ryland, dated

Kingston, Jamaica, March 11, 1820,
My pear Sir,

The circumstances under which I
was placed, by the death of Mr. Kitcbing,
prevented me {rom writing to yoo by the
carlicst packet. You have, no doubt,
heard, through the medium of Mr.Saffery,
of our safe arrival. 1 hope the season of
excessive mortality in Kingston has given
place to onc more pleasing. We are still
in excellent health through divine merey,
and lope that Mrs. R, and family are
better than they were when we left.

Our congregation is becoming larger, and
I think more respectable, thaugh 1 know
not how the more respectable hearers can
endure the intense heal, and the offensive
smell. I bave had tbe curiosity to try
the temperature of Lhefulpir, when we
ore all collected on the Lord’s day : it is
on an averave, though it stands between
two pretty largo windows wilhout glass,
120° of Fahrenheit's! Is it uny wonder
that your Missionaries die, when you add
lo this the dreadful cfluvia from the
blacks, and tlat the doors and windows
are as full as if the people were packed
into them. Wkat can I do, my dear Sir ?
I cannot arder them away ; for hundreds
go away that cannot hear my voice, ond
will not come again, as there is no pros-
pect of accommodation. Your heart
would rejoice if you could once see tho
poor sinners dduking in, with intense en-
gerness, the news of a kind und all-suf~
ficient Savionr. O Sir, I feel whilst
preaching to these poor beings, as if my
whaole soul were poured forth in every
sentence. I would indecd lift up my
voice like a trumpet ; yes, O could I, it
sbould be loud nnd powerlul as that which
will avako the dun([:
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, Our prospects in Kingston are rather
plcasing thon otherwise, I hope the peo-
ple improve considerably, both in kaow-
ledge and purity,  Situated 83 we are
here, it iy necessary to he very cautious
/s to what we say as well as what we do.
Through the first period of my stay here,
L did nothing compared with whul somo
would have done. I thought it better tu

study the dispositlons of ull parties fiesr, |

and know what pluns would be ost pro-
ductive of poud before [ adopted any.
Before my return to England [ drew out
a rough set of rdley for the consideration
of the leaders and people, thinking if God
spared me to occupy my staliou again, it
would be well to sce their-effects, and
Jjudge of their influence if stricly attend-
ed to, befors they were proposed to the
church as permanent rules for its disci-
pline. These rules have heen strictly
cuforced, notwithstanding the great uvp-
position made to them by tle leaders;
and their good effects are, through the
blessiug of God, very visible. - Each
wember has a ticket, which he or she
renews quartarly; and as each person'
must come for a (icket, we get a partial
acquuintunce with thewn all, and find out
the evils which bavo tuo long been kept
sceret.

Within the last three weeks I have
distributed 48 score of tickets, and had
An opportunity of speukingto that num-
ber; very mauy of their replies have been
good and approprinte. I asked one
woman from the Mandingo couutry, what
god she worshipped there? ‘¢ Hey,
massa ! God lef (leave) dat country,~ God
EO away, no vne say tome back again—
dem people wake gods and play tricks
wid em,” Do you love God? T try
to love him wid de beart in trut®  Well,
then you obey himn? ¢ Yes, massa, you
love me, you glad for do what me bid
yov, so you love God so you do.” On
blonday night last I preached at a geo-
teman's pen to windward, to a very in-
teresting nudicnce, aod exceedingly at-
tentive. I left Mus. C. there for u little
chunge of air while our house indergoes
some repuirs.  On Thursday night I rode
nine miles, and preached again to a lasge
npinber of black aud brown persons. [
would often répeat my visit if I could;
but my spare hours are few, I assure you,
at prescute  On Mundn{ aguin, God
willing, we Intend vjsiting Happy Valley,
there to prcnch 1o a number ot negroes
who Lave promlied to come and hew.
Our leaders’ meeting is every weck, wheu
we henr all complaints, and dismiss those
who are improper persons, and ndmit
such ns offer and are approved, into the
various classes, in which they remain
wpoen probatien o lubger or shurter time.
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Our building fund is attenrded (o the last
Thursday in every month, or oftener, us
riecessity mny reqoire, beside our cou-
tingent fund, all of which the Missiou-
ary must superintend.

In Port Royal there is a pleasing
prospect of uscfulness, A person con-
ducting himsel{ properly, would be re-
ceived gladly, as the people there have
preacling only about ouce a month.
[tis my intention, as soon as time will
poroir, to take a jonrney 1o Manchincel,
from wlich quarter 1 had an invitation
last night. At the sbove place, and at
Morant Bay, DMissionaries arc wonted
exceedingiy. Dy next packet I hupe to
be better able to give you infurmatiun
respecting these places.

From Mr. Godden 10 Dr. Ryland, dated
Spanish Toun, June 9, 1820.
REVEREND AND DEAR SrR,

Through the mercy and forbearance of
our heavenly Father, I am «till in the
land ot the living, still under the influence
of hope, and labouring towards the rest
that remaineth for the people of God.
like a ship towards her port, through 2
tempesiuous ocean.  God has  beea
pleased, in a measure, to grant the de-
sices of my soul,’@s it respects the Re-
deemer’s cause at Spanish Town. I told
you, in a formerletter, I baptized trenty-
one persons in Rio Cgbre, 1n March last;
and I am exceedingly happy to add the
following extracts from my Journal.

Lord’s-day moruing, May 7.—Baptized
tweuty-two persons in the river, before
seven o’clock. Returned home, and
preached to a full house. Gave the right
hand of fellowship to the newly baptized,
accompanicd with a short address to cach.
In the evening, admioistered the Lord's-
Suppet to about two hundred persons,
forty-threc of wbom I have had the
pleasure of baptizing. Our place was
literally crowded ; we had not balf reom
enough. Collected £5 7s. for the poor.
Thaoks be to God, the charch is formed
and likely to prosper.

Lord’s-day, June 4—Iu the morning,
preached from Rom. vii. 24, The cou-
gregatiou large and attentive, and miuch
affected. At mid-day, leaders' meeting.
In the evening, administered the Lord’s-
Supper to about’sixty ; the rest, {rom va-
rious circuistances, unable w atteud,
especially from (he late heavy tains. Wo
had about 300 spectators, nnd collected
three pounds for the poor.

Monday, June 53.—At two p.oar held
our Missiouary prayer-meuting, ax usual,
(tu correspund with the hour at which Ic
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is held in Britain,) and it is very pleasing
to believc that, at.the momcnl we are
praying for Zion’s prosperity, many thou-
sands in Britain are praying for us.

Oa the 7th was the fast<lay, in com.
memoration of the great earthquake in
1692. Preached to a large party of feel-
ing people, from Luke xtii. 1—5.  Tntro-
duced the sarvice, by reading Dr. Coke’s
account of the drecadfol calamity which
occasioned the anniversary fast. Briefly
¢xplained the circumstances connecled
with the text, and observed (1) that weare
apt erronconsly to conclude those to have
been the worst of smners, who have been
driven out of time by means so awful and
sudden. However true such conclusions
may be in some cases, they are sometimes
untrue; as in the text. (2). If wc
escape such terrible judgments, we are
prone to think ourselres less siufy), and
morc deserving. Qur text refutes the
pround conclusion. (38). However proud
we may be of our moral attainments,
there is only one way by which we may
escape a more dread{ul punishment than
earthquakes can inflict ; * Except yao re-
pent,” &c.—language which implies that

our fightecousness is not the ;medium of

our security, or escape cven frotn tempo-
ral calamities—tbat we equally deserve
the same kind of punishment, (referring
to Port Royal,)—and that we may and
ought to expect worse, exccpt we truly
reform and repent.

My dear Sir, 1 beg an interest in your

sopplications, We¥are ubited jn the
bond of peace ; may it never be broken.
I have becn raised from despondency re-
lative to the couse. I could bardly keep
the soul in the body, so to speak, when
we attended to tle Lord’s Supper the
Afirst ime.  Overjoyed, I beheld nearly,
or quite, two hundred members, al] de-
ceutly clad; and the smile of serene satis-
faction sitting on-thelr, faces gave » ('lu%e
to the scene my weak sonl could scarcely
support. Notwithstanding the cxcessive
fatigoes of the day, the almost unbeara-
ble lieat of the weather, and the soffocat-
ing lieat of the meeting, jt was a joyful
season indeed !

some recent communications, wliich, in
adverting to the letter we had published,
serve, in ‘a considerablo degree, to qua-
lify the statement it contnined. [t ap-
pears that our Presbyterian friend had
assumed that a collegiate education is es.
sc_nl}nl to the ¢ competency’ of a gospet
minister ; and that, on this basis, he
computed the number of such ninisters
In the United Statcs at only two thoosand
five hundred. Happily, however, for
the church and for the world, there are
many cases in which individuals have
occupied, with great advantege, import-
ant stalions in the chureh of God, who have
not heen favoured with a colleglate educa-
tion. Tustances of this kiud will readily occur
to the thoughts of a}l who huve any ae-
quaintance with the state of religion in
ourown country ; and they are frequent, in
perhaps a yet larger proportion, amung
the Trimsatlantic Churcbes.  © By adopt-
ing this étandard,” it is remarked, in the
aninradversions ulinded to, * the writet
has rejected from his calculations, thous
sands of the faithful servants of 1the Lord
Josus, who are Jahouring with greal suc-
cess in the United States. At the time
when the letter was written, there were,
in the regular associated Baplist Churches,
o less than 1,953 ministers of the gospel,
who, to usc ihe language of v much re-
vered friend, ¢ in nuwearied ldbours for
the advancement of the Redecmer’s cause;
and in ardentlove tn immortal souls, are not
a whit behind their most zealous congrega-
tional brethren.” At the sdwe period,
the lncal preachers in the Methodist con-
nection amounted to at least 8000, and
their travelling preachers to 695. At the
date of this letter, the ministers of these
two dencminations alone amounted to
abont 6000.” )

which conld nof but excite deep concern
in Uic minds of #ll who lave the souls of
men; end take the same opportunity of
assuring oar Americun friends, that we
shall insert, witli great pleasnre, soch brief
statements of the progress of religion
among them, as may be lorwarder us from
accredited sources.
