Tre Committee of the Baptist Missionary Society feel themselves
compelled, however reluctantly, to make another pressing appeal to

.the liberality of the religious public. In the month of October the

Treasurer laid a statement before the Committee, by which it ap-

peared that he was then in advance - - - -  £475 9 8
Had to pay for goods shipped for Serampore - - 288 1 O
and was under acceptance for - - - - -1012 12 O

A small sum in bills was then in hand but upwards of £2000 re-
mained to be provided for. A bill, to the large amount of nearly
£3000, is also daily expected, drawn by the Society's agents in
Calcutta. lv “this exhausted state of the funds, ubnsual expenses
have beea incurred. The Committee have not, indeed, to present
the afflicting details of a fire so extensive and calamitous as that
which formerly interrupted for a time the labours of their brethren
at Serampore; that devouring ¢lement has, however, been per-
mitted again to destroy, aod by the hand of an incendiary, the chapel
and residence of one of the Missionaries at Spanish Towa in Jamaica,
and nearly all the small property belonging to him, have been con-
sumed. And, although not so immediately pressing on the funds of the
Society, a similar ca]amity has happened at Calcutta, where the
first pf)';ce of worship built by the brethren stationed there, and_also
a house, about thirty feet long, erected by them for the accommo-
dation of inquirers, have been lately destroyed by fire. Tlie unex-
pected and extraordinary measure of Mrs. Chater’s leaving Ceylon
with her large family, her subsequent decease at St. Helena, and the
arrival of the children in Englaud, have occasioned very considerable
expense to the Socicty, notwilhstanding the geoerous and truly
christian coonduct of the Rev. J. Vernon, junior Chaplam at St.
Helcna, and the liberality of his friends at that place. Under fhese
ciroumstances it has been thought necessary to pass the following
resolution.

« ResoLvep,—That in the present exhausted state of the funds, an npphcauon bo
made to all our churches in London, and its vicinity, caruestly entseuting them to
make a-collection In ald of the Mission, in bopes thut.the example will be tollowed
by wore distant churches, and that, by an extruordinery effort,. (hu Sociuly mity be
relieved from Lhe pressuro which so matatlally cramps its exertions.

To cairy this plan into eﬂ'eci deputations are appointed to wait
on the respective ministers and churches, and it is earnestly hoped
they will generally .concur in the proposal. But these efforts will,
undoubtedly, prove very inadequate, without the more general aid
of the Christian public,
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‘The Cowmittee cherish a lively and grateful recollection of that
expression of truly christian sympathy throughout the country, and
among all religious denominations, which so greatly alleviated the
sorrow occasioned by the disastrous conflagration at gemmpore, and
led them humbly to adove Him who brings good out of evil ; and the
¢xperience of past, extraordinary, and unwearied generosity, en-
courages the hope that this represeutation will not prove ineffectual,

Estract of a Letter from Mr. Godden,
dated
Sﬁam':h Toren, September 1, 1820,

By the last packet [ informed Dr.
Ryland, as well as my health would ad-
oit, of alate dreadful calamity by fire;
(this may remiud you of the East.) And
to cxpress my own feelings, it secms as if
all my details to the Society were to con-
Hue them to 1he painful necessity of lis-
fening only to circumstances of woe.
Perhaps nothing previously known at
Spanish Tuwn cun equul in atrocity the
malignant deed that has been perpetrated,
especially if all its circumstances could be
fully developed. The following are ex
tracts from my Journal. .

_Lord'l—day Emiﬂg, July 16th.—En-
‘deavoured to improve the anniversary of
opening out mceting, from Job viii. 7,
being tbe nearest convenient Lord's-day
to July 11th. The eongregation was large
and respectable. Several whitcs, many
persons of colaur, some Jews, and, T nay
sy, s multitude of blacks, were present,

July 17th—A prayer-meeting, as usual.
On the evening of which I relired com-
fortably to rest, hoping 10 witn..: greater
things m the church in future. Bur,
alas! in the dead of the night, my ser-
vant alarmed me with the ery of “ Fia,
Mazsa! Fiu,Massa!”’ Flames alread s blazerl
froma negro house, aloiost as ligh as the
branches of a neighbouring tamarind
tree. Turning my eye down the strect,
in a soutberly dircction, to my unspeak-
able astonishment, [ saw the shingles of
my front-piuzza on fire; the flames not
more than three feet high, In a mo-
ment 1 flew to the frontdoor, calling for
water as I ran; which, with a saucepan,
I threw up, and ncarly extinguished the
fire. Bul one wretched shingle refused to
yield to my exertions: it would still
burn ; and, in 2 moment, commanicated
what could not be overcome. The house
was therefore burnt to the ground. Con-
vinced I could do no more, to the bed-

room 1 ran, slipped on some articles of
dross, scized the drawers sent hither by
AMrs. Ryland, containing some of DDs.
Gudden’s clothes, and £250 belonging to
the church ; and dragged them out of the
room.  When abont two yurds from the
hed-room duor, with my load, part of the
roofand ceiling of the hall fell in a blaze,
and with a dreadful erash, near my shoul-
der, and effectually cut off farther com-’
munication with the bed-roam. This
part of the catastrophic could employ no
more than  two minutes, The bed-room
and ill its contents were of course aban.
doned ; and I then assisted In dragging
from another room, Lhu book-cases, sofa,
and safe, amidst the falling of shingles
and cellinay, and colurmns of melted lead,
Once tlie lead fell within a [ew inches of
oy head. I certainly escaped that night
wilh pgreater danger and lcss waming
than Lot fron Sadom. In five minutes .
from the first alarm, 1 was in tlhe street,
with all T could save. Had I slept three
minutes longcr, another must have said to
you, ““Godden has been burntinhis bed.”
Had the breeze not timely subsided,
as it did, Spanish Town, on the next
momivg, would have presented perhaps
one scene .of desvlation. The negro-
house was fited by its tenant, & negro of
roust horrid character, and known by the
name of Old Tem. This fellow (a slave)
fired his master’s preraises some yenrs ago,
for which he bad been long confined in
the workhouse, to which he also set fire
not long since, and escaped with impu-
nity. Somehow bie got out of his confne-
ment, lived with a woman whose frecedom
he purchased ; and it scers, having gained
his liberty, he had an opportunity uf do-
ing ns he pleased. The woman, feeling
her conscquence, threutened to abandon
him, and get married, and join the Bap-
tists, because she considered hcrsel(llop
tis
cvident, however, she never meanut to
join us; of course, her langnage had only
been to irritate: end it hus been a woful
irritation to me indeed. The two fires
were so situnted, that the direction the
wind took at the time precluded the pos-
sibility of particles from the one commn-
nicating with the otlier ; and it bas there-
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fore been justly concluded, from this
and niber circumstances, that he design-
edly sct fire to both. e was met by
some of the first persons who, trom (he
alarm, were called to the spot, with two
chairs, and oller furniture, apparently
onconcerned abuut the fire, and from that
time was not seen or heard of till the Su-
turday following, when he was found ly-
mg deod, at g pen about four or five milrs
from town, mangled most horndly b
bogs, dogs, and crows: the latter, it
seoms, had plocked ont his eyes. A bot-
tle, and some rum, with a mug, suppos-d
0 have contained poison, together witls
.hlS clothes, and two knives, (which were
identified,) were fourd near, and upon
him, A Coroner's Inquest was conse-
quently held upon Lim, who, upon the
inspection of the whole, passed a verdict,
‘' that in a (it of despair he had poisoned
biwsclg”
By this letter the Society is
also informed, that the agitation
,occasioned by Lhe fire, and a se-
vere cold, taken in consequence of
preaching subsequently ina place
through the roof of which the
rain penelrated, bad reduced
Mr. Godden to a very debilitated
state, from which he was slowly
recovering. This distressing oc-
currence bas also involved the
Society in the pecessary expense
of a new purchase; to meet
which, and other extraordiuary
charges, they depend, under God,
on that well known liberality of a
Clristian public, which has often
demanded our grateful acknow-
ledgments.

Extract of a Letter from Mr., Coultart to
Dr. Ryland, dated
Kingston, dugust 29, 1820.
* Wz cannot make any slterations, or do
any thing with the premises we have
bought, except oceupy the house, until the
full money is pald. The premises are
remarkably chenp, and the situation as
good as any now in Kingston. If we' cau
but raise a sum sufficicnt to it up the
resent house lor our accommodation, or
uild a new chapelon the odjoining land,
wa shall be thankful. We hope to do
the latter, though it will require time to
collect the sum. But when 1 consider
that, by my own feeble exertion, one
‘tbousand pounds have been collected in
two roonths, among poor slaves or ne
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groes in onr own small church, I hnpe,
allowing a litUe time for the rest, that we
shall, it God should spare life, and blcss
succeeding efforts, oblain oor iishes.
Would it not be a sin to discourage a
people so forward in every good work?
What church in Eagland would have done
ns mach in the time, notwithstanding
their superior circumstances ! Would yoa
notl, under such circumstances, allow me
one year’s salary, or £200, toward
building a new chapel, if we agree to do
all hesides?  Surely you will, if you can,
do something to ease the Sociery of the
expense of my support. whilst the poor
beings are doing so much, and for your
juint benefit 1co. Do try, dear Sir, wbat
yuu can do, as the case will recommend
iselt, [ have no personal interest in the
request, tor I look upon myself as by the
day for God : there is probability enough
ot being dismissed from this employment
ina litle time. Wben 1 see my poor
black children comfortably sitnated, as it
respects a place of worsbip, | think I
should calml§ resign myself to the dust;
but I feel as if 1 could not die comfort-
ubly sooner. Did I indulge the hope of
being more worthy of the purchased rest
then, than now, you migh: jusdy pity
mc ; but T feelit a paintul truth, dear
Sir, that the more protracted my life is,
the more absolute will be the necessity
for this poor suul to accept of mercy on
God’s own terms. Oh'! it would be plea-
sure to forsuke the leprous hunse now, if
it were God’s will to put 1ne into that not
made with hands: yet I hope be will
permit me to stay with these cbildren,
until they are provided for.

Mrs. Coultart is very unwell, and has
heen so for some time; the fever and the
climate have werokened her much, and
the want of appetite prevents her gaining
strength. 1 bope God will sanctify my
few trials, and make them very profitable
to me.

1 bave plenasure too, Sir, that the Lord
is blessing our endcavours for the ade
vancement of his kingdom.

Lust Lurd’s-day morulng was very
fine; no clouds to intercept the mys of
the moon, which shone uponr us, amidst
the stillness of the moniing, whilst we
sang a hymn, sud belore an immense
crowd uf spectators, baptized seventy-four
persons.  Lhe sun just smiled upou us as
we closed the service, a few minutes be-
fore six, Next Lord's-duy merning,
should God spare we, there are fitty more,
to whom it will give me cqual pleasure to
administer that ordinance. We bavo
been profitably uccupied two uights in the
week, for six weeks, iu examining the per-
sons about to be admitted. Ve have
put back forty, ox more, for a time;
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though T hope most of them will soon
give us satistaction. I would not willing-
ly discourage any who belong to God;
but my only aim and carnest prager is,
to admit nonc unless they give satisfac-
tory cvideoce of a heart rencwed by
grace. No, Sir, I would not, on eny ac-
count, admit onre into the church betow,
unless to the best of my knowledge, fit for
that ahove. IHad T been inclined to re-
ceive without distinction all who come, 1
might have baptized two hundred, instead
of one. TItis a painful thought that sanie
mhy have deceived me; bot in this in-
slance there will be nu guilty consclous-
ness of having been too lax or forward.
In my Journal you will find some rem-
nants of the experience of several of those
that we have received. Nearly oue hun-
dred persons have sent me a petition to go
into the conntry, to administer the ordi-
nance to them: it is a good way off, but
T most try 10 visit them.  Among those T
haptized, were Mrs. T. and a Scotch mer-
chant, whom [ mentioned in my last. He
appears a truly humble good man. When
he came to the water, el asked him, be-
fore all the spectators, ¢ Mr. — do you
fecl afraid, or ashamed 2”7 e answered,
“ On my own account I feel both; bat
God calls, and it is safe 1o follow.” Misy
C. also, at whose pen we have so long had
a comfortable lodging.—I hope God wili
keep ber : she has much to try her.

Lectter from Mr. Rowe (o Mr.
Saffery, dated
Digah, April 3, 1820.

Tux public attention in Indla is evi-
deolly drawing towards the subject of
the morzal improvement of native lemales,
Brother Lawson has lately publislied part
of a poem, which is directed to this'ob-
ject; and T sincerely hope it will be pro-
ductive of much d. Swoveral persons
are doing what they can to promote na-
tive female education, and in many in-
stances we have seen the native prejudices
on this subject give way. I trust the
1ime is not far distant when the abomina-
bLle practice of burning females shall be
utterly nbolished, and when this de-
graded class of beings shall be raised to
that state of moral dignity, 1o which they
are cvidently destined by that God who
has declared that Lis Son shall have the
heathen for his inberitance. The public
feeling, on this subjecr, is now inuch
stronger then it ever was before. Itis
suid, the Countess of Loudon has granted
o pension to several nadve females, who
Liave Leen cast out by their friends, for

Sister Chrcy, of Cutwa, inforiw us,
that she has cominenced a ustive feivale
school there, and Wt it iy going vn well,
When she wrote, which is now about two
months ago, she had fourtecn girls in her
school, and hiad reason to think she should
soon get more. ller prospects then ap-
peared bright, nnd ‘her heart was mucl
engaged in Lhe object, Great numbers pf
females seembd- to be very desirous of
learning to rend. Thore were several
young women, belonging to very respect<
able families, who were desirous of bei“fi
taught; ard as they were not permitte
to appenr in public, the school-mistres§
was allowed, according to their request,
to go to their houses, after schonl lfours,
to teach them to read. Sisters Webberly
and Wright, of Agra, are actively ‘en-
gaged in promuting this object.  The
former writes thus to Mrs, Rowe: “Stuce
my return I have succeeded in collecting
a few boys, at a place which is about twé
wiles from my house. 1 went to visit
this school on the last day of Jaunnary,
and found fifteen boys in it. X hope the
number of scholars will incresse by de-
grees; tut the people up here are very
superstitious and fearful, so that great
patience is required in dealing with them,
The school in the city gets on as before.
There aro three little girls in it, one of
whom can read the New Testament ijy
Hindoostanee, The other two are alsb
getting on well.  We have plso three wo-
men who are gettiig on well in readiog.
One of thom is my servant, and the other
two are seryants to Drs. Wright. Yoy
would be pleased to see them with thelr
Looks and slntes, “‘wheneser they Lave
laisure, aftei (bey have been with the
native school-master.” Tbe aative school-
master, who has churge of ‘the school at
Diaapore, which is superintended by Mrs.
Rowe, and which continues in a very
prosperous state, takes a grual imercst_l_n
native {emale education. ~Afler much in-
quiry he bos found e nalive woman, in
Dinapore, who can rend and wrlte, and
who is desirous of conducting a female
schiool. She has engaged this womnh, who
opened her scboul about three weeks ago.
She lias nlrendy obtained twelve glrls and
four women. Que of the women is
widow, who used frequéntly to go to tli:
schobl!master t& learn 1o redd ; the other
Uiree are related to the school:niistress.

There are other ddult females who wlsh
her to come to their houses, betwveen
achool hours, to (eacl tem to read. This
native female has Hitherto been dccos-
tomed to the Kaithee charddler, but i3
now Jearning the Nagtee, The school-
master and two'bf the boys go lo the fes
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nsle school dally to teach them fo read
and write this charncter, As svon as
the mistress can read the New I'estament
fluently 1n the Nagree, a commodious
schuol room, we hope, will ho erected for
her, in a yard at the back of ovr house.
When this is effected, I trust her schoo!
will be greatly Increased  Mrs. Rowe
has been to visit this school sevetal Llinmes,
and is much pleased with it. When
there #lte conversed with several who live
in the nelghbourhood on the advantages
of such a schéol. Tley seemed to ac.
quiesce o what was said, and applanded
the plan. It must bo an intetesting ob-
Ject to sec u number of native femalcs
busily employed in rendidg and writing
this, however, is an object that I am as
yet denied the privilege of seeing. IfI
were to ventare to peep in upon them, it
would probably spoil the whole. When
we have got a sapply of school biooks, &c.
(lor we have not yet obtained these im-
portant articles,) the school will, 1 bave
no douht, attract mure general attention.
Brollyer Pearce is printing Mrs. Rowe'’s
Hindoostunee spelling bouk, oh account
of the Calcutta School Book Society, tnd
1'hbpe we shall get it soon. Slhe is now
busily employed in complling a-Hindoos-
tanée grammar for our native schools.
When it is finished, which T hope will ke
in the course of anather month, I intend
sending it to the Calcutta School Baok
Soclety for examination. A young lady,
who loards at brother Moore’s, kindly
asaists lier in her school, while she is en-
geged in this performance. T wish she
wera freed from her school sltogether,
and had the whole of her time to devote to
DMissionary work among the native fe-
males. She is becoming more qualified
for such an employment every day, and
T hope something wiil turn up to free her
from her present engagements in the
school, rnil to enable her to devote her-
self entirely to Missionary work, This is
the specific object for which she came to
Indin, and this is the work in which she
wishes both to'live'and to dis, Iam oot

without liope that we shall ere long set-

up o femalu school in a populous village,
nbout n mile below my bungnlow. The
boys’ school T superintend there, on nc-
count of E. Scoth’Vnriug. Esq. is going
on very well; and the school-master up.
pears to be favourably disposed towarids
femnlo ecdocation, 1 seldom visit the
school wilbput being surrounded by o
seore or moro of femule children.  Be-
twaon two and three years ago, a mative
of the name of Ramduss came hither, ns
an luquirer. e lad a duughler, about
nine years of age, of the name of Piarree,
whom he requested Mrs, Rowe to admit
bnto ieg little femnla native school. Fhis
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was readily gradted, and she proved to
be u diligent interesting girl. By her
needle she soon earned cloth enough to
make her a suit of clothes, which she
made up herself. She also marde consi-
derable ‘progress in reading; but when
thus advancing in her education, her fa-
ther removed (0 Benares, and she soornt
aftet died. Aboat this time Ramdass
was baptized by brother Smith of Be-
ntres; and a few days ago he came to
Digah on a visit. He weeps, and is
rauch affected when he speaks of the
death of Piarree. Hn says she was sud=
denly taken ill with the potrid fever, and
when the doctor come to see her he im-
mediatély assured him that her disease
was mortal. When Ramdass beard this,
Ire requested Piarree-to call on the name
of the Lord for resloration, if it might
please himi. She seid, the Lord's name
rested in her heart. The father said,
You may dic; what have you to say,
baving ‘heard and read the holy word of
Gud ? - The child replied, I recoliect the
scriptures; 1 am going to leave the world,
end I shall go to Jesus Christ.  She also
said, ‘There i nothing in 1his world—I
have vio pain. Tu this frame she expired.

‘T hope (he trip to the Saudlhends has
heen of some service to brother Stewart;
but his bealth iy still in a very precarions
state. Fe is now spitting blaod, and I
fear his health will never be restored.
He reads Hindoostanee with me daily,
and is making considerable progress.
Should he be spared, I hope he will be~
come a blessing to the caunse of Christ in
Hindoostan. The last time T heard from
brother Chamberlain, his heulth appeared
to be improving. In a letter lately re-
ceived from him, he says, *“ I am happy
to tell you, that there are more favourable
symptums vélative to my Liéalth than there
bave becn at any period since the com-
mencement of wmy illness. T have been
taking mercurial pills as an alterative for
the last three wmonths, which have been
very beneficial.””  Sister Chamberlain
says in a letter to Mrs. Rowe, « My dear
husband continues better. He has been
out twice in the bazaar, and spoke for g
considerable time; and I am Lappy tg
say, he does not appear the wurse for it
It is now about nincteen yrars since bro-
ther Chamberlain and 1 comwenced vur
Missionury career in the strects of Bristol
—1lie parson, and 1 clerk, He is u real
Missiouury, und 1 Lope his valuable life
will be spared for muny yeurs to come,
I am wshamed when [ consider the sinall
propoction there is between his labours
and mine awouy the natives. Muy the
latter end of our Missionary course buar
a nearer proportion hun the comaeuce
went of it, 1 most siocerely hope my
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hands may not always be tied in the way
they hitherty have been.

About a month ago, 1 baptized three
men belonging to the Honourable Come
pany's Luropean regiment, now lying at
Dinapore.  One of them is a very pro-
mising young man: he has had a liberal
education, end I hope will become a
great blessing 1o the cliurch in this regi-
ment. His experience, as related at a
church meeting previous to his baptism,
was very affecting.  He has been {avoun
ed with rmaany privileges of a spiritual na-
#urc; o pious mother, u plous preceptor,
and a pious family, with which he served
Lis apprenticeship. When he had served
bis time, he married and cutered into bu-
siness on his own account.  His concern
prospered, and he forgot God, and gave
himself np to worldly pursuits and plea-
sures. At length, through the villany of
a man with whom he had large dealings,
e became embarrassed : to extricate
himself, he disposed of his property, and
paid off his debts, after which he had
two or three hundred pounds left.  This
circumsiance preyed moch upm the mind
of his wile: soon after shc died in child-
bed. Instend of seeking consolation from
the only true source, he gave himself up
to the bottle, and thus continued till he
bad spent the whole of his remaining pro-
perty. After this, withoul acquamting
his friends with his design, he enlisted
iuto the Hopourable Company's Service.
Ou lus way ont, reflection revived his
former instructions and convictions ; and,
I trust, led bim to Jesas in the true spirit
of ihe publican of old, when he smote
Lis breast and cried, God be mercilul to
e 8 sinper.

raan;) the other is oue wbom the Lord
has been pleased 1o raise up out of the
regiment, who did not attend the means
while we were with you in Calcutta. But
the Lord has bestowed on him an excel-
lent gift. For such mercics our thanks
are duc to him who is the Author of all
goodoess.  Some o{ our brethren, who’
cannot assemble at the clinpel, on account
of the distance, meet at brother Tresham's
louse, where they pray and read (be holy
word of God, evinturting each other, and
rejoicing in Him who heareth  prayer.
We arc in all twenty-four in communion,
and there is ouc candidute for buptism,
and a number of serious licarers, Two
have been baptized since my arrival at
Cawnpare, and one backslider bus beem
restoied, and anuther is returning.

We thank God on behalf of our bre-
thren at Baligunge, for their welfare in
the things that pertain to their eternal
bappiness. We beg you will remember
us all to them in love, {or the sake of their
faith in Cbrist. I intend to request our
beethren hiere to establlsh an experience
meeting, according 1o your mode. Wé
have consiituted a Branch Socicty, for
the purpose of coutributlng our mite to.
wards promoting the Redcemer's cause
amongst the heathen, agreeably to wie
rales loid down in your Annual Report,”

Thinking
it our bounden duty, as partukers of the
hervenly gift, to make known to the
Committee of the Baptist Missionary So-
ciety, through yon, their Secrelary, the
deplorable and destilute stule of this sta-
tiun, for want of one to hold forth the
word of ife to perishing souls, we tuke
the liberty of stating 1he prospect of use-
fulness which secms at thistime to present
jtsclf 10 onr view, for the information of
our brethiren.  1n bis Majesty's 11th Re-
giment of Light Dragoons there secems
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evidently a call “ to come over and help
us.’’ Muy it meet the same attention,
and may the same happy consequence
cosue as on a former occasion | * Say not
there arc three months, and then cometh
harvest ; for behold the fields are already
white.,”  Contiguous to the barracks of
this regiment is a commodious place of
worship, which has been made over to
tho Society by bis Majesty’s 21st Light
Dreagoons ; in this a number of the
regiment meet deily for prayer and
reading of the scriptures; bot in a weak
state, having nonc of any standing
amongst them. Brother M‘Intosh, who
came up for the purpose from Allahabad,
has boptized two of them, and three
others, who ore residents on the stalion;
but, alns! we are as sheep without a
shepherd; like David in the cave Adul-
lam, crying,  Ah! that one would give
us to drink of the wells of salvation !” the
. refreshing atreams of which run throogh
the sanctuary. May He, of whom the
law and the prophets do spenk, send one of
his mighty men amongst us, who will not
fear to po fortl with boldness to preach
the glad tidiogs of salvation and peace.
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And in respect to the natives, the
prospect is equally encouraging; which
Brother M'Intoshh has witnessed in the
attention given to him whilst deliver.
ing the great truths of the gospel. He
almost regrets the necessity thet is lnid
vpon him to leave them; and we have
further to say, that there is every reason
to think, that a Missionary at this station
would be able to defray the expenses,
from the great number of families who
are constantly rexident here, and whe
woold be glad to have so favourable an
opportunity afforded for the instruction of
their children.

We would therefore bope, that this
which we think should he evidently consi-
dered ns a call to work in this part of the
Lord’s vineyard, may be laid before the
great Head of the Church by prayer;
and we dooht not baot the decision will
be favourable. However, we would be
resigned to his will in all things, “ to
whom the glory and honour and power,
be now and forever. Amen.”
