which the representation on the first page is taken was made by a friend from

England, who lately visited the spot.

THE church now assembling at this place

nsed to meet at Crooked Spring, about two
miles distant from Salter’s Hill. Tt was for
some years under the care of Mr. Moses
Baker, a person of colour, who was called to en-
dure much persecution, in consequence of his
efforts to instruct the slavesin the things belong-
ing to the kingdom of God.
_ In the year 1822, Mr, Baker, from agc and
infirmity, was unable to continue his labours.
Mr. Vaughan, the proprietor of Crooked Spring
and Flamstead, anxious to carry on what had
been commenced, applied to the Baptist Mis-
sionary Society for a person to reside on his
estates, who could instruct the negrocs, and also
engage jn some secular émployment. A spit-
sble individual was found, in the person of Mr.
Henry Tripp, a carpenter, who was connected
with the church in East Quecn-street, Kingston,
and proceeded, under the sanction of the So-
clety, to this station, where he laboured success-
fully till the death of Mus. Tripp; which in-
duced him, on account of his family, to return
to England.

Mr. Burchell was ordained as a missionary in
1823, landed at Montego Bay in January, 1824,
and in the same month met the church ahd con-
gregatiop, and commenced his labonrs by
preaching from Luke ii. 10, “ Behold, I bring
you good tidings of great joy.” Mr. Buichell
commenced preaching also at Montego By,
where he soon formed a church. In 1826,
through ill health, he was obliged to take a
voyage to England. In the mean time the So-
ciety scnt out Mr. James Mann, who supplied
his place during his absence, and co-cperated
with him after his return in introducing the
Gospel to other places, and supplying the many
who were hungering and thirsting after the
eans of grace.

In consequence of the many calls for further
assistance, Mr., Cantlow arrived in tbe island
in December, 1829. He took charge of the
Crooked Spring church, and labourcd with

much acceptance, until he was obliged to leave | m

the island in 1831, in consequence of ill health,
During bis ministry at Crooked Spring, the
foundation-stones of Salter’s Hill chapel and
dwelling-house were laid. Tho cbapel was
opencd on the 27th day of December, 1831, by
the Rev. Mcssrs, Knibb, Whitehorne, Gardner,
and Ablott, A large copgregation assembled,

and Mr, Gardner preached a sermon appropriate
to thé occasion from the words, “And there
they preached the Gospel.” This is the only
sermon thet ever was preached in that chapel,
Disturbances breaking out among the negro po-
pulation, served as a pretext to the enemies of
religion to persecute the missionaries, and de.
stroy their places of worship. This new chapel
was destroyed by fire in the early part of Janu.
ary, 1832, by a party of the St. James's militia,
under the command of the captain stationed at
Latium.

1n consequence of the return to England of
Mr. Cantlow, as already mentioned, in 1831,
the church was lefs destitute of a pastor, and
the Committee sent Mr. Dendy to £ll up the
vacancy. He embarked from England in No-
vember, 1831, with Mr. Burchell and family,
who were then returning to Jamaica, On their
arrival the district was found in a state of alarm
and confusion, and the station to which Mr. D.
was appointed deprived of both a chapel and
dwelling-house. A continued series of persecu-
tions, as well as time consumed in endeavour-
ing to obtain redress for loss sustained in the
destruction of Mission property, and the de-
fenceless state of the missionaries, rendered it
utterly impossible to commence missionary la-
bour at this place until the early part of the
year 1835. Mr. Dendy, thercfore, in the in-
terval, was engaged in preaching in various parts
of the island, namely, Port Royal, Annatto
Bay, and Buff Bay, in St. George's ; afterwards
at Falmouth, Rio Bueno, and Stewart Town, in
Trelawney ; assisting, also, at Montego Bay and
Lucea. ’

The arrival of Messrs. Dexter and Hutchius,
as well as the rcturn of Messrs. Burchell and

' Knibb, who took charge of their respective

churches, left Mr, Dendy at liberty to supply
those to whom he was originally sent. -«

The church, during the absenco of the ménns
of grace among thcmselves, attended, as far as
they could, at Montego Bay, a distance of eight
iles, or met in the open air, under the shado
of trees, at Grecnwich Hill, & distanco of six
miles, at which place Divine service wis occa-
sionally held,

On the 315t day of January, 1835, a meeting
of the church having previously been held, Mr.
Dendy was unanimously chosen pastor ; and, ot
the 20th day of February the ordinance of the
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T.ord’s supper was administered to as many of
the chnrch as could conveniently ho present at
Montego Bay.

Tho station was still beset with great difficul-
lics. There wars no place mear tho destroyed
chapel in which the people could meet for wor-
ship, or any place in which they could obtain
shelter from rain, Towards the re-crection of
the Mission premises only 1000/ currency
(GOOL storling) was in hand ; however, a service
was hcld, preparatory to the commencement of
puilding the premiscs, on the 4th day of April;
n rough-boarded temporary place was made for
tbc minister to elecp in; and a shed made, of
the branches of trees, for the congregation when
meeting for Divine worship.

The roof, windows, and doors of the chapel
being complete, on the lst of April, 1826, it
was opencd for service, Mr. Burchell preaching
within tho walls, and Mr, Knibb without, the
congregations amounting to about 5000 per-
sons.

The importance of a dwelling-houso for the
minister, aud a school-raom for the instruction
of the young, induced the church and congrega-
tion to resolve to erect a comfortable residence,
and to build a spacious school-room. The
foundation-stone of the latter-place, to measure
58 by 29 feet, was laid on the 8th day of Octo-
ber, 1836 ; and it was completed, and publicly
opened on the 11th day of May, 1838.

Notwithstanding the formidable expenses in-
curred in these erections, the congregation con-
tinued so much to increase, that, although a
considerable number of members were dismissed
in the early. part of Mr. Dendy’s ministry, to
form a new church and station, now known by
the name of Bethtephil, it was determined to
crect galleries, that should hold about 500 peo-
plc and 400 children. This determination was
met with cheerfulness by the congregation, who
contributed liberelly, at the commencement of
the undertaking, and gave further proofs of the
hearty co-opcration in this work at the time the
galleries were opened by Mr. Oughton, in the
month of January of the present year (1839.)

In consequence of the numerous engagements
of their minister, the church was anxious to se-
cure the assistance of a person as schoolmaster,
who would also be willing to undertake Sab-
bath-dny services, as he might bo required, at
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Salter’s Fill, Bethitephil, Maldon, or St. Eliza-
beth’s ; accordingly an application was made ta
England, and a suitable person was found in
Mr, T, B. Pickton, of Hastings, Sustex, who,
with his wife, arrived in the island in the early
part of 1838. Being acceptable to the people,
e was publicly recognised as a regular ordained
minister, in the month of January, 1839, when
the Rev. J, Tingson gave the charge ; the Rev. W,
Knibb took the introductory service, and asked
the usual questions; and the Rev. T. Burchel:
prayed the ordination prayer. The Rev. Messrs.
Abbott, Hutchins, €lark, Dexter, and Ward,
also assisted on this interesting occasion.

The example of this Christian church is
worthy the imitation of churches in Great Bri-
tain, If the magnitude of their undertakings
be compared with the smallness of their means,
it must be acknowledged that they have done
nobly. They have now erected a chapel with
galleries, capable of seating 2000 persons, in-

.| eluding children ; a school-room, for a day and

Sunday-school, which will accommodate from
350 to 400 Sunday-school children ; a dwelling-
house, 40 by 26 feet, for the minister; and are
now erecting a house for the residence of the
assistant minister and schoolmaster. The only
assistance for these objects received from home
is the 1000/ currency mentioned in the former
part of this statement,

The assistant minister and schoolmaster is
entirely supported by the congregation, except~
ing such assistance as has been given by the
Jamaica Education Society, and a few other do-
nations from other sources, towards tbe support
of the school department.

If it be asked, How is all this accomplished ?
the reply is, that every member and inquirer,
who is able, contributes towards the object; and
although much is not given at a time, the fre-
quency of their subscriptions, together with occa-~
sional donations for special objects, amounts to a
considerable sum. If members of all Christian
churches in Great Britain contributed in the
same proportion, ten times the efforts made at
present for the extension of the Gospel might be
effected.

It perhaps may be considered interesting to
state the progress of the church sinece 1835, the
period when the present minister took charge of
the station : it is a3 under:—

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SAVANNA-LA-MAR.
DESTRUCTION OF THE CHAPEL BY FIRE.

WE have just received a letter from our friend Mr. Burchell, written a
Savanna-la-Mar, which conveys the intelligence of a calamity which has plunged
Mr. Hutchins and his affectionate flock in the greatest distress, On the night
of Nov. 23rd, a store, or warchouse, in the same strcet as our chapel, but at
the distance of 200 yards from it, took fire; and, owing to the combustible
nature of the buildings, and a high wind at the time, the conflagration extended,
till the chapel, newly built at the cost of nearly 4000/ currency, was tolally
destroyed, together with other property to a large amount. From subsequent
mnformation, we learn that this destruction was the work of an individual, who
cet fire to his own premises with a fraudulent design. He has since been
taken into custody.

We insert the letter of Mr. Burchell, persuaded it will not fail to excite the
liveliest sympathy of our readers on behalf of our afflicted friends. We trust,
also, that many will be disposed to assist, by contributions, towards rebuilding
the house of God. The funds of the Society are so much more than exhausted,
that no aid can possibly be rendered from that quarter ; but donations from any
Christian friends who ight feel it in their hearts to present them, will be very

gratefully received.
Mr. Burchell writes thus :—

My dear Sir,—You will, I have no doubt, be
surprised to receive a letter from me from this
place; but our poor brother Hutchins is again
involved in the greatest distress. Twelve
months ago this very week, I came hither to
commit to the grave the remains of his dearest
carthly friend,~-a scason of mourning and sorrow
which is now vividly before my mind. Little
did I expect to be called to spend the first anni-
versary of that mournful cvent with him and
bis poor people, in sympathy, under another
wial, of a most painful and distressing natnre,
The house of God which he and his people had
crected, under many, very many difficulties,
and which was just paid for, by their united and
strenuous efforts, in August last, is now a ruin—
a mclancholy ruin: nothing but the walls are
left; and they, probubly, will have to be taken
down in part, if not to the foundation. You
may imagine their deep distress. * They are
fed with the bread of tears, and they have tears
given them to drink in great measure.” Their
harps are again hung upon the willow, and they
are called to mourn at the reinembrance of their
much-loved Zion—** it is burnt with fire ;” the
tcene is desolation, and what rewains is a
ruin.

On the evening of Saturday last, betwcen
nine and ten o'clock (brother Hutchins way at
I"ullers’ Iield, ) a fire broke out in e store, 200
ymrds frow the chapel premises.  The wind, at
the tiwme, was blowing a heavy gale from the
nortl, thus endangering the whole of the lower
purt of the town.  The fire, it appears, had been

burning for a considerablo time within the store,
so that, in the course of a few minutes after it
broke out, the whole house was enveloped in
flames. Througl the violence of the wind, the
flames were so ungovernable that no one could
get near, so as to subdue their fury by pouring
in water by buckets, and there was no fire-en-
gine to be had: the consequence was, the ad-
joining house was kindled, and, in teu minutes,
cqually wrapped in flames. House after house
took fire, and the scene is described as awfully
terrific.  Nothing could be done to obstruct the
progress of the destructive element. The eon-
tinued violence of the gale, and the awful
ascendancy the flames had acquired, appeared to
bid defiance to human effort, whilst they raged
with tarifie fury, spreading abroad desolation
and ruin,

As most of the houscs are framed with tim-
ber, and boarded, and as all the roofs are shin-
gled, all the inhabitants expected that the whole
street, extending about half a mile, would bo-
come a prey to the desolating olements. Al
length, in about two hours from the breaking
out of the fire, a shingle was blown upon the
chapel roof, the shingles of which caught, and
in a few minutes presented an awful blaze, The
anxiety and terror of the inhahitants wero now
beyond description, as the chapel, being built of
brick, appearcd the only defence to the whole
town; and when the roof fell in, I understand
that there was one general fecling and expres:
sion of thanksgiving to God, The flames were
pent up within its walls, the power of the gale
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upon them was conscquently restricted, and
hopo was inspirod : por was this hopo (hs_ap-
wintod ; and the preservation o'f the most im-
portant part of the town is nttributable to this
Iilding, together with the cfforts of lhcp.eoplr.
We do rejoice that the house of God, whilst it
Jg proved 2 blessing to many immortal souls,
Jas been n blessing to the community in this re-
speet, prcvcming such extensive and ruinous
desolation.

Tho loss occasioned by the firc is estinated at
full 50,000L., and all in the space of four hours,
A subscription is sct on foot for the sufferers in
the town and parish, which amount will be di-
vided in proportion to the respcctive losses ; so
that should onc or two thousand pounds be
raised, the church would scarcely reccive 100/,

I have stated that the church had, by united
and strenuous efforts, just paid off their debt.
They were contemplating building a school: in-
deed, they were making preparatious for the
same; and were anticipating, at the coming
Christmas, much enjoywment in the cercmony of
laying the coroer-stono ; however, their hopes
arc all blasted, and their joy is turned into
mourning. :

Brother Hutchins and his poor pcople are
thus left perfectly destituto. A more devoted and
laborious missionary than Dbrother Hutchins
there is not among us, nor one upon whose la-
bours and ministry God has put higher honour.
Ho has been signally favoured of the Lord, and
I am confident he will not now bo forsaken of
Him., Iaw persuaded, also, that the Commit-
tec and the Christian public will not leave him
to sink in his embarrassments : surcly an appeal
to the Christian public cannot be in vain.” I
trast that in this country all his brethren will
come forward to his help; but what will this
be? so many of them are still involved in build-
ing chapels and schools, or in debt for thosc
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they have built. His own poople will do what
they can ; hut he wants immediate assistance, in
order to commence immediate operations, He
muast rebuild, and must hegin forthwith, if e
can horrow but 500L to help him, till he can
obtain assistance from home. [ sec his embac-
rassments and the affliction of his people: let
me, thercfore, my dear sir, urge you to bhring
the subject, without delay, hefore the Commit-
tec; and 1 do sincerely trust that they and you
will address the most carnest appeal to the
Cliistian public for liberal and immediate as-
sistance,

Perhaps it is proper to add, that the people
raised among themsclves about 30004 currency
towards the chapel, though they were a small
number when brother Hutchins came among
them, and even now they are not numerous,
though increasing, so as to render it necessary
to build a larger chapel than the one now in
ruins, The accommodation it afforded liad le-
come very inadequate to the increasing attend-
ance. The chapel was very substantial and
very plain : there was not a shilling spent upon
it that could be avoided: indeed, brother Hut-
chins would not go to the expense of having a
pulpit until the debt was paid ; and as they were
contemplating an cnlargement, nothing was
donc in this respect.

In conscquence of the destruction of the cha-
pel, the tuilding of the scliool-room cannot be
proceeded with, uuless assistance can be obtained
for this purpose. Therc arc many friends in
England who hesilate to subscribe for rebuild-
ing a chapel, who would not towards the crec-
tion of a school-room ; and assistancc for this
object will be most important for the people.

Unper date of the 1st of Nevember our young brother, Mr. Francies, writes
as follows from this station ; which, as our readers will remember, became va-
cant by the removal of Mr. Oughton to Kingston. The manner in which the
word has been reccived at Lucea and Green Island is highly encouraging ; and
lone can wonder that Mr. Francies should follow up the account he has given
by & most earnest appeal to the Committee for aid in building a chapel. Want
Of.room prevents our transferring this appeal to our own pages; and we are
Pained to add, that absolute want of means will prevent any grant to this most
desllrable object from the Mission funds: should, however, any friends feel it in
their hearts to help this interesting case, their contributions for that purpcese will
be gladly and thankfully received.

For some time after our rcaching this place, § secmed as though they could never believe au-

‘:c -lmd but little of encouragement : the people [ other minister would remain steady with thew.
ere broken-hea ted with disappointiment, and | They have been sadly neglected, and it was
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hard work {or them to placc much confidence ;
however, we were enabled, by the grace of God,
to persevere, and we are now enjoying the fiuit
of onr perseverance.  We have now much joy
and delight in our work, insomuch that we
would not change our post on any account,
Last Sabbath-day was a glorious day at Lu-
cca. By moon-light, in the morning, not less
than 2000 persons assembled at the sea-shoro, to

witness the baptism of 214 persons, many of

whom are promising young people; and, on tbe

approaching Sabbath I shall (p.v.) baptize about

100. * This is the Lord’s doing, and it is mar-
vellous in our eyes.”

To attempt a description of last Sabbath
would be impossible for, whatever languago I
might make use of, it would fail to convcy any
just idea of it.  After the baptizing we returned
to ourhouse. At six we held a prayer-mecting,

in which tbe Spirit of the Lord secmed poured\
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expedient to put up & temporary shed, for
accommodation of tho increasing congregalig,
whichwill hold 300 or 400 persome.  "Fhig
however, was no sooner up than it was crowde
to excess ; and now not a Sabbath passes by
hundreds aro found returning cfying, becayg
they cannot get near heaving room : and T lgy,
them following me along tho side of the lioug,
as I go to the pulpit, with thoir tears Tunning
down their checks, begging and praying, some.
times in tho most powerful manner, to give
them a place to hear about Jesus. Many of
these have ncver heard tho Gospel moro thyy
once. There aro numbers now coming froy
the estates, who have, as it respects their souls,
heen living like brutes; hut, having Leen onge
fed, they are hungry and thirsty, and they
come crying for food : is it not hard that we
should have the food, and not have room enough
to contain the guests? We feel that they must
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out above measure ; and the services throughout| not be left to perish ; and, in order to Lelp them,

the whole day were of the most interesting cha-
racter; but upon this I must forbear.

You are aware that at Lucea we have no
chapel to meet in, the bottom part of our

dwelling-house, which is only 35 feet by 42,
being the only place appropriated to this purposc.
It has long been far too small for the congrega-
tion, and the people have long been promised a
chapel. Of this T did not think much when I
first came, but now I am compelled not only to
think but to act,

A few weeks ago it was found

I visit the estates, and hold evening services on
them ; and no sooner is it noised that I am
at the large housc om an estate, than numbers
are flocking,—yea, on large estates, hundreds
are assembled in a few minutes

Our classes are all increasing: our church,
also, is rapidly advancing. I suppose I have now
not less than 150 persons waiting for examina-
tion, and who will, most probably, be baptized
at Christmas.

LETTERS FROM THE REV. MESSRS. W. H. PEARCE AND J. WENGER,

WITH ACCOUNT

OF THE VOYAGE.

Since our last we have been favoured with letters from our brethren, who
sailed in the Plantagenet, and whose arrival was mentioned in our last

HeraLp,
Under date of the 11th of October
Secretary :—

My dear Friend and Brother,—In expectation
of meeting, in the course of our voyage, with
one or more vessels proceeding to Europe, and
of being able, by their means, to send letters to
our English friends, I had prepared for you a
long communication, containing particularsof our
pleasant and rapid passage on board the Plantage-
zet.  No opportunity of the kind occurring, how-
ever, and all further details on this subject being
rendered unnccessary by the accompanying let-
ter, prepared, at our request, by dcar brother
Wenger, I hasten to refer to some other parti-
culars which appear to demand attention.

Before proceeding further, however, I would
mention, that, in consequence of our hurried
departuro frorg England, I was quite unable to
answer many letters which arxived at he time

of our embarkation; I should otherwise cer-
tainly have written to acknowledge the nume-
rous expressions of Christian affeetion, and ge-
nerous concern for our uscfulness, which they
contained or accompanied, Will you kindly
permit this apology to appcar in the HERALD
that the friends referred to may pereeive fhat
we are not insensible to their kindness, which
we have hitherto failed to acknowledge ? In 8
few weeks I shall hope to address them indir
~vidually.

Will you also have the kindncss, through
your monthly publication, to inform the bent
volent ladies at Aberdcen, Alcester, Buttersch
-Biggleswade, Birmingham, Bramley in York-
shire, Bradford in Wiltshire, Brighton, Com
berwell, Cambridge, Cheltenham, Crayford,
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Dunstable, Fenny Stratford, Girent Driffield,
1litchin, 1fooknorton, Kettering, Leeds, Har-
vey-lane, Loicester ; Devonshiro-square, Salter’s
Hall, and Spencer-place, London; Oxford,
Portsea, and Portsmouth ; Ripon, Shortwood,
Tewkesbury, nnd Trowbridge, that their respec-
tivo contributions of useful and fancy articles
wero duly recoived ; and, with tho cxception of
two or thrce packages, which will follow us by
tho first vessol, havo accompanicd us on board
the Plantagenct. As soon as they are disposcd
of in India, the generous donors may depend on
receiving further particulars of tho receipts from
their contributions, and of the progress of na-
tive femalo education, which thoy are designed
to promote ; meanwhilo, they will kindly ac-
copt our hest thanks for their gemerous and
most welcome aid.

We aro also greatly indebted to the Rev, Mr.
Smith, of Astwood, for his acceptable present of
needles; to the little girl with one hand only,”
for the pretty piece of work which, even under
such circumstances, her pemsevering benevolence
had enabled her to complete; and to some
other friends, whose names I have not now the
opportunity of recording.

You will imagine the eager anxiely with
which, before entoring the Hughly, we wel-
comed the pilot on board, and with what plea-
sure I heard from him that, to the best of his
knowledge, no missionary or minister had died
since Mr. Penney, whom he knew. Great was
our delight to find this intelligence confirmed
by welcome letlers from brethren Yates and
Thomas, which reached us at the mouth of the
river; and by verbal communications with
brethren Ellis and Parsons, who kindly met us
before we reached Calcutta. We rejoiced ta
find that the lives of all the European mission-
aries in the city, whether of our own or of other
Societies, had been merecifully spared ; and that,
with the exception of my amiahle young friend,
Ram Krishna, who died triumphantly in Jesus
a few months ago, our native labourers were also
all preserved in life, and appeared increasingly
promising, as it regarded their future labours.
Permitted, at the close of a most harmonious
and prosperous voyage, to see all our dear asso-
ciates land on missionary ground in good health,
and to hear of the preservation in lifo of so
many we left behind ; informed of the extended
usefulness of our beloved brethren and friends
of all denominations, and heartily welcomed by

Skip Plantagenet, off Saugor Island,
Sept. 24, 1839,

Dear Sir, ~— Through the kindness of our
heavenly Father, our voyago is alrcady draw-
Ing to a close, although threo months have
hardly elapsed sinco we took tho last glimpso of
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them to a sharo in their labours and success,
my dear wife and myself felt that the day of oup
second landing in Calcutta was one long to be
rememhercd by us with gratitude and joy.

A fow days after our arrival a meeting of the
brethren was held, in order to assign to cach,
with reference to his peculiar qualification and
views of duty, some particular sphere of useful
labour. The meeting was a very pleasant one,
distinguished alike by pious and friendly feel-
ing. T would gladly send you the result; but
some of the arrangements are contingent on
doubtful circumstances, and it will therefore be
better to await the next despatch. I may add,
however, that after authorising brother Parsons
to proceed to Monghyr, as originally proposed
by the Committee, to occupy the place of bro-
ther Leslie, who has at last agreed to try the
cffect of a voyage to Europe, we felt ourselves
quitc unahle, with reference to the extended
and promising spheres of labour in and around
this vast city, to spare any other than bro-
ther Phillips for the Upper Provinces. What
station in that part of India, among tbe many
which solicit our attention, shall he finally
occupied, will be determined as soon as we
know the views of our brethren in Hindoostan.

This circumstance will tend, I doubt not, to
satisfy the Committee that more missionaries
are needed, and will lead them to send out,
with as little delay as the procuring of suitable
agents will permit, the other brethren whom
they are pledged, in consequence of the gene-
rous contributions of our friends, to supply for
this vast country.

I am thankful to inform you, that from all T
have yct had an opportunity of noticing since
my return, [ am led to conclude that, in almost
every department of labour, there has been a
very perceptible advance; much to evidence,
not only that the agents of the Society have
heen active and persevering in their efforts, but
that the blessing of God has evidently at-
tended them, May the same blessing accom-
pany the exertions of those who are now gra-
ciously permitted to unite in their exertions !

We rejoice to find, by your last letter over-
land, which reached us two days ago, that the
American and Foreign Bible Society have again
sent you a noble donation in aid of translations.
The amount is urgently required, and will, I
am persuaded, he usefully expended.

both that our progress has been so rapid, and
that we are all in tolerably good health.

1. Wo experienced more contrary wind in
the Channel than we had to contend with ever
after. Wo were not fairly out of land till
June 26th. It was tentalizing to those of us
who had friends at Plymouth, to discern Eddy-

the British coust. You will bo pleased to hear

stone light-house for a whole day together, and
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vet to be sepavated from those whom they loved
just as effectually as if a distance of a thousand
miles had intervened.  But, from the day just
mentioned till past the Cape Verd Tslands we
had a constant succession of favourable breezes
and fine weather.  Then we were detained four
or five days by ealms and contrary winds, but
we finally crossed the line on the 25th of July.
Amusing accounts of the ludicrous ceremony
which took place on that day will probably be
written by some of us to their private friends,
but it would be absolute waste of time to make
an attempt at describing it heve.

A few days afterwards (July 29th) wo were
admonished of the frailty of human life by the
sudden death of onc of the soldiers, who, whilst
ascending from the stecrage, fell off the ladder
into the hold, which had been opened for the
sake of getting provisions, and expired two or
three minutes afterwards, having broken his
neck in the fall,

We crossed the line again on the 15th of
September, having scarcely had an honr’s foul
wind, and only two days’ calm. Since then
our progress has been somewbat less rapid.
Early on the 22nd wo once more saw land, a
pleasure which we had not enjoved since wo
had paseed Madeira, The pagoda of Jnggernaut
was the first object which presented itself to our
view. To see this gigantic temple of the cruel
idol as soon as we could discern the shore of
India, and to see it on the morning of the
Lord’s day, could not fail to produce powerful
and solemn cmotions in our hearts, and to
strengthen the desire that we might arrive in
India in the fulness of the blessing of the Gos-
pel of Christ.

2. Our voyage could hardly bave been so ra-
pid, had we not generally bad boisterous wea-
ther. Indeed, after the beginning of Angust, we
had a heavy gale regularly once a week, which
would begin at three or four in the morning,
and continne all day, We experience that
they “ that go down to the sea in ships, that do
business in great waters, these sec¢ the works of
the Lord, and his wonders in the decp.” The
tempestuous weather was as the solemn voice of
the Lord, calling upon us to watch and be ready;
but at the same time it reminded us that, to
the Christian, death ought always to appear as
the gate through which le enters heaven, and
obtains admittance to the mansions which Christ
has gone before to prepare for him.

The physical effect of the most violent onc
of these gales upon 1he delicate frame of Mrs,
Phillips was very painful : she was obliged to
keep her bed for three weeks; but since the end
of August she has gradually been recovering her
strength, and will probably enjoy her usual good
Lealth when the excessive Lieat abates, and when
sho finds herself onco more on dry land.

Mie. Morgan suffered much from the rough
weather in the British Chaonel : indecd, during
the first cight or tea days shc was d mngerously
il], but the subser u nt gales she bore pretty well,
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It is havdly nceeseary to add, that whencvor
the weather was rough, ov cold, or wet, the f-
feets of it wero more or less felt by all. My,
Pearce’s health seems to have been considerably
improved by the voyage, especially sinco we
cmerged from the cold regions to the south of
the Cape.

3. The violence of the winds was not so
favourable to our occupations as it was to our
progress : we had laid down plans of study and
uscfulness, but we could do much less than we
anticipated.  We all, however, pursued tbe
study of the Hindoostance or the Bengaleo lan-
guage with a certain degreo of regularity and
suceess.  One of our fellow-passengers, G. Mor-
ris, csq., of the Company's eivil service, very
materially assisted some of us in the acquisition
of tho former, while the rest gave their attention
to Bengalce; but many were the mornings on
which the one or the other of us felt Liardly able
to read an English book, much less to study nn
Indian language.

By a mutual agreement between Mr, Inncs,
of the Church Missionary Society, and our-
selves, it was scttled that he should take charge
of the soldiers,—at least of those ameng them
who were professedly Protestants, for there were
ahout forty Roman Catholics,—hilst we would
endeavour to do something for the sailors; we
found them, however, so constantly employed,
and ourselves so sadly affected by the motion
and the weather, that, after rcpeated attempts
had been made to carry into execution a plan
which had becn laid down for instrueting them,
wo were compelled to give up the idea of at-
tending to them regulatly : they were, however,
constantly supplied with a numbher of hooks,
which many of them scemed to value, and to
read with attention.

One man, the captain’s cook, was taken ill in
the sccond or third weck. e lingcred on till
the end of August, and was regularly visited;
hut the result of the instructions and exhorta-
tions which he received will only be known to
us on tho day when all secrets shall bo made
manifest.

4. Our comforts were as nnmerous 28 they
well -could be on board a ship. Regularity, or-
der, and discipline uniformly prevailed; harmony
and good fecling reigned among the passengers;
and our intercourse with the officers of the ship
was rendeyd very pleasant by their courtesy and
kindness, Capt. Domett evidently was anxious
to make us as happy as he could. With our
brethren of the Church Missionary Society we
felt united by the hond of brotherly love, whilst
among oursclves mutual esteem and affection
scemed to increase day by day. DBut the regu-
lar resurrence of devotional excrcises was by us
all considered as ono of the very greatest privi-
leges we cnjoyed.  After breakfast, and after
tea, all those of us who were well cnough as-
sembled in Mr. Pearce's cabin for worship. Qur
friends of tho Church Missionary Society con-
stant'y joincd us. M. Innes took his turn in
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conducting fimily worship, as wo nsed to call
it; ond the two German brethren were only
preventod from doing the seme hy their reluc-
tanco lo pray in a language which they ecould
not uso so readily as seemed desirable.

On tho Lord’s-day morning Mr. Innes always
read the church service, after which he preached
one Sunday, and two of us on tho two succecd-
ing Sundays. The ovening service was left ¢n-
tiroly to our direction. Only four times the
weather allowed the servico to take place on the
qu:nrtcr—deck, where the soldiers and eailors
could attend: every other time we assemhled
in the cuddy [tho dining-room.] A lecture was
delivered cvery Wednesday evening in  Mr,
Pearce’s cabin; and Monday evening, when the
weather permitted a protracted service, was de-
voted to a praycr-mnceting.  Mr. Morris and his
daughter attended quite regularly on all these
various occasions. Mr. Morris likewise took
tho Lord's supper with us. In Mrs. Tilley, the
wilc of one of the sergeants, we found a sister,
she being a member of the church at Agra.
Occasionally two or threc of the other passen-
gers attended our daily devotional exereises, hut
none of them so regularly as we eould have
wished.

Such, dear sir, is a sketch of our voyage.
Those numerous friends who commended ns to
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the protecting kindness of onr heavenly Father,
will rejoice to find that their intercession wag
so graciously answered by him, and feel cneou-
raged to perscvere in praying for the coming of
the kingdom of Christ.

The thought that we arc so near the scene of
our future labours fills our hearts with mingled
feelings of expectation and humiliation ; for
“ who is sufficient for these things?” But we
trust in him whose grace is sufficient for us; and
we pray that we may be more and more filled
with that Spirit, who taught the apostle to say,
“ Nonc of thesc things move me; neitber count
I my life dear unto myself, so that I might
finish my course with joy, and the ministry
which T have received of the Lord Jesus, to
testify the Gospel of the grace of God.”

All the brethren and sisters unite with me in
presenting their kind regards to yourself and
Mr. Evans, and many other estecrned friends,
for whose names there is not sufficient room
here. Please to remember me kindly to Mrs.
Dyer, and the friends at Camberwell ; and be-

ACCOUNT OF THE LIFE AND DEATH OI' THE REV. JAMES PENNEY.
(Concluded from p. 117.)

In his character as a Christian were displaycd
sincerity and love, zeal and consistency. He
had a deep-rooted aversion to all hypoerisy, and
a perfect hatred of it in matters of religion.
This iinpression was so strong that it saved him
from many of those unhappy feclings which he
would otherwise have experienced from the
knowledge he had of the depravity of human
Nature. His heart did not eondemn him, and
therefore ho had confidenco toward God. He
was a lover of all good men, and one wha. de-
lighted in the triumphs of redeeming grace, by
whomsoever they might be obtained. He was
forward in overy good word and work to the
cextent of his power; and the good he did in one
place was not marred by the evil he did in an-
other. He was not the saint abroad, and a
tyrnflt at home; hut a regular, steady light, re-
flocting, as a star of the first magnitudc, the Jus-
tre of Divine truth on all around him.

His efforts as a preacher of the Gospel werce
only oceasional, till he lately took the charge of
the Bethel, In all his disconrses simplicity and
0\‘1_101' were observable.  Therc was often inuch
Pointin his observations, which told romarkably
\vclil on tho honest character of the sailor, and
which Invariably sccured tho attention. Ho was
“1\\:3)'8 an aceeptable preacher ; and had his edu-
cation nl_lrl practico been mado to bear direstly
"tpon this work, there is no doubt he would havo

been onc of the first order. But it was as a
“teacher of youth that ho was most distinguished :
in this capacity he was admired and laved by all
who came under his instructions. He formed
a high estimate of the importance of his work,
and this is always essential to inspire the mind
with ardour and perseverance in a difficult un-
dertaking. The light in wbich he viewed it
may be scen in the following extract made from
one of his scrmons :—

“ Another legitimate part of the work of tho
Lord is the instruction of children. We will
not call it, as some do, a secondary considera-
tion, but 2 primary one, because the work of
the Lord eannot prosper without it, any morc
than a fire can be kept up without fuel. FEdu-
cating the rising generation, training them in
the fear of the Lord, guiding themiu the paths
of virtue and picty, is indeed the work of the
Lord. Nothing bids fairer for the future wel-
fare of the churely, than the attempt every where
made to impart to children moral and religious
instruction, It will not ouly better the moral
condition, but promiscs to perpotuate to future
ages the namo of our adorable Redccmer. 1t
will prove a blessing to millions unborn when
our bones ave mouldering in the grave, and
when our spirits aro with God. David says, in
tho languago of prophecy, ¢ Thou shalt avise,
and have merey on Zion, for tho time, yeu, the
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sl timo to favour her is come ; for thy servants
take pleasure in her stones, nud favour the dust
thercof.!  Children are these stones, and his
servants take pleasure in them when they adopt
means to instruct them in the way of the Lord.
This is the fivst process by which they aro shaped
and prepared for a place in that building, which
shall be to the praiso and honour of our Redecmor,
who js the chief corner-stone. By these means
we shall erect a superstructure more magnifi-
cent and beneficial than the temple of Solomon,
No part of the work of the Lord is more inte-
resting and encouraging, for we have seldom to
say, * Unto whom is the arm of the Lord re-
vealed?” The toils and labours of this depart-
mont meet with a rich reward : the tender
plants under ouv fostering care grow up under
our eye; they bud, they take root, they blos-
som, and bear fruit. What has proved more
beneficial than Sunday-schools? How many
plants have they introduced to the church, to
the ministry, and to the missionary field! One
of the most useful and zealous missionaries now
in the ficld with us once related the following
circumstance in his lifc :—¢ When a youth, as
T was wandering about the city in which I lived
on a Lord's day, heedless and careless, in pass-
ing down one of the strcets, I was arrested by
the sound of singing. I went to the door to
listen, and, while riveted to the place with at-
teation, one of the teachers entering, laid hold
of me, and thrust me into the room. I was
soon noticed by the other teachers, and placed
in a class. It pleased the Lord to bless the in-
struction: I joined the cburch; the church
called me to the ministry; and when in the
ministry my soul yearned for the salvation of the
beathen. The simple circumstance of thrusting
me into the school was the turning point in my
life ; and although I could never after recognize
the person, yet, whocver he was, he was to me
an angel of light.’
¢ This is not a solitary instance ; many more
are on record. The Methodists, a numerous
and useful bedy of Christians, bave acknow-
ledged that nothing bas proved more beneficial
to their denomination than their schools for tho
gons of ministers : it has furnished them with
efficient members, faithful ministers, and zealous
missionaries.
¢ Our brethren at Ceylon have seen the good-
pess of the Lord in this department of labour.
One of the most useful men in this country,
though but little known, except to our respected
East Indian friends, was a Mr. Burney. To
say that he was the means of the conversion of
2 hundred persons would be saying too little.
If the Christian churches in this country ex-
pect to vie with those in Europe and America,
more must be done in training up our youth,
and instructing them in the truths of the Gos-
pel, that the inan of God may be * throughly
furnished for every good work, that there may
be a seed, a generation to serve the Lord, and
ihat the work of the Lord may appear unto his
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sorvants, and his glory unto their childron, Al
thenl who are engaged in proaching tho Guspo],
and Instrueting tho rising goneration, are onj
gaged in the work of the Lord,”

The sceret of our friend's success in teaching
appears to havo lain in tho raro union ho oxhi.
bited of authorvity and kindnoss. ITo lot hig
pupils kuow that ho was their mastor, and hg
made them to kuow oqually woll that ho wag
their friend. By his authority they wero led
to try to do right; and by his kindness they
were mado afraid to do wrong, It is nothing
but the eombination of these qualitics, with
competent knowledge, that can make a snceess.
ful teacher. All theso our friend possessed, and
hence the Ligh esteem ho justly secured among
all his pupils, and the satisfactory proof they
have given of it sincc his removal,

Beside his missionary brethren, and the im-
mediato circle of his friends, the following in-
stitutions or bodies will severely feel his Joss:
—-The Benevolent Institution, of which he was
50 many yoars the teachor; the Bethel, which he
had undertaken to supply on the Sabbath; the
Baptist Auxiliary Missionary Society, of which
he was the active secretary; the ehurch in Cir-
cular Road, of which' Le was a worthy deacon;
tho Ladics’ Society for Female Education, of
which he was the president; and the Juvenile
Society, of which he was always the zealous
friend.

For a man that was living to Chuist in so
many ways to be removed, though it may be to
his eternal gain, and to the happiness of the
church above, is a great affliction to the church
on earth. 'When he preached in this place on
the first day of the new year, little did we ima-
gine that the light which waa burning and shin-
ing in the midst of us, was so soon to be extin-
guished. But the decd is done; and since He
who has done it loves his own cause better than
we do, and is able to raise up other instruments
to accomplish his purposes, wobow with submis-
sion to his holy will, and to the inscrutable
dealings of his all-wise providence, and say, * The
Lord gave and tho Lord hath taken away, and
blessed be the name of the Lord.”

The removal of our friend was very sudden.
The diseaso by which he was removed was the
spasmodic cholera, which is very rapid and pain-
ful in its progress. Elijah, conveyed to glory
in a chariot of fire, scarcely disappcared more
suddenly, or entered more quickly into his rest.
The day in which the cold hand of death was
laid upon him was his birth-day; and it was o
very singular coincidence of cvents, that his
birth, his arrival in India, and his death ghould
all have taken place on the same month, and on
the same day of the month, On that day I was
invited to dine with him. I met him a little
after four in thoafternoon, in good spirits appa
rently, though I afterwards learncd he was suf-
fering at the time, and vainly wished him meay
happy returns of the day,—never for & moment
thinking that was to be the last birth-day he
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would Teeep, and much less fancying that it was
to bo tho last day of his life,

Whilo sitting at tho table I observed he par-
tnok of no food, and asked the cause. Ile re-
plied he did not fcel well, and shortly after-
wards retired from tho tablo. Mrs, Penncy first
wont to sco what was tho matter, and came and
asked me to sco him.  I'rom tho coldness of his
hands and head ho appeared to me like one
death-struck. Medical aid was immediately
called in, and cvery means used to check the
diseaso, nnd produco a re-action in the system,
but all without the desired effect. The sickness
and somo other symptoms of the diseaso were
arvested, but tbe cause still continucd to work
internally ; and under it our fricnd wes in great
puin, and exceedingly restless through the nigbt,
and at eight o’clock in the morning expired.

The first remark that he mado to me, after
he lay down on the couch, was, ¢ I shall not
go down any more.” This alarmed me at first,
though I afterwards found, by his repeating it,
that he meant only to say, he felt too prostrate
to go out again that nigbt. Being in great pain
he could speak only at intervals. While under
paroxysms of pain, he eaid several times, “ It’s
hard work.” Once he said, * Well, there is a
country where there is no pain, for there will be
no sin there.” As the disorder increased, I
asked him if he thought he was going. He re-
plied, ¢ Yes, I suppose I am ; it is rather uncx-
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pected, but it is of ne consequence, for I sup-
pose death always comes uncxpected at last.”
I asked him atanother timc how he felt in the
prospcct, He avswered, “I am not afraid to
die ; I have no elevated joys in the prospect, but
I bave a firm hold on Him who is able to
save ;” evidently alluding to the passage, «“ I
know in whom I have bolioved,” &c. [ in-
quired of him again, whether he found the pro-
mige true, and the grace of Christ sufficient.
He said, “ Yes, sufficient to prevent all mur-
muring. Sinner as I am, what bave I but that
grace to trust to? By that Y am what I am.”

To the doctor, early in the morning, he ob-
served, as he had done to me, that he was not
afraid of death. To one who came to see him
he said, “So you lLave come to see how I be-
have myself at last.” To another he said, « All
is well—all is well.”

Percciving tbat life was drawing rapidly to a
clogse, I asked him once more if he had any
thing he wished to communicate before he left
us. He replied, « Take care of my wife and
children : T commit them to God. Let brother
Ellis take charge of my papers in the tin box.
To Lucy [his wife] I leave what I have. That
is all; and so my affairs are soon settled.” Af-
ter this he continued gradually to sink away,
till at length he expired in peace, without a sigh
or tear, or groan. * Blessoed are the dead who
dic in the Lord.”

DEPUTATION TO SIR LIONEL SMITH.

On TFriday, December 20th, a Deputation from the Committee waited, by
appointment, on his Excellency, Sir Lionel Smith, G.C.B., the late Governor
of Jamaica, at his residence in Eaton-place, Belgrave-square. The Deputation
was received by Sir Lionel with the utmost courtesy ; and the high testimony
borne, in conversation, to the valuable services rendered to the colony by our
missionaries, and to the exemplary conduct of the negroes under their instrue-

tion, was very gratifying.

We subjoin a copy of the Address read by the Secretary of the Society, and
of the Reply received from Sir Lionel a few days after the interview.

TO SIR LIONEL SMITH, G.C.B., &c. &c. &c, LATE GOVERNOR OF
JAMAICA.

WE wait upon you, this morning, Sir Lionel,
33 2 Deputation from the Committeo of the
Baptist Missionary Society. We are gratified
with an opportunity of personally offering our
respectful congratulations on the rcturn of your
Excellency to your native land, and our warm
and grateful acknowledgments of tho firm and
efficient protection you lave uniformly ex-
tended toward our missionaries in Jamaica,

The post which your Excellency was chosen
to fill was, from the circumstances of the period,
peculiarly arduous, Under your government a
very itnportant and momentous change in the
social condition of the labouring class, in the
principal slave colony of Great Britain, had to
be conducted to a successful issue. }\Iuny se-
rious difficulties stood in the way, arising, how-
over, not from the character and dispositions of
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the many, but the supposed interests of the few.
Much depended on the wisdom, firmness, and
moderation of tho individual who, at such a
crisis, acled as the representative of our gracious
Sovereign 1 and, as friends of the negro, we ve-
joice, and beg to felicitate your Excellency that
a Governor was found cqual to the occasion,
That a small class in the island, chiefly, we ap-
prehend, among those least intevested in its
permancnt  prosperity, should have opposed,
thwarted, and misrepresented your measures,
was no more than might have been expocted.
An amplc compensation has, however, been
awarded to your Exceclleney in the warm and
lively gratitude of an cmancipated peasantry,
who have proved thomsclves every way worthy
of the Doon conferred upon them. By them,
and Ly their posterity, the name of Sir Lioncl
Smith will be repeated, with affectionate venera-
tion, for many, many years to come,

We cordially thank your Exccllency for the
promptitude you have ever shown to afford pro-
tection to our faithful and devoted missionarics,
than whom, we arc convineed, Jamaica contains
no men more decidedly the friends of peacc, in-
dustry, and good order; and for the countc-
nance given to their attempts to shicld the la-
bouring class from oppression, and to train them
up as virtuous and cnlightened citizens. To
the uncxecptionable conduct of our brethren,

and the ntter falsehood of tlhe calumnies which :
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have been so industriously cirenlated against
them, we fecl assured your Excellency, on all
proper occasions, will bo ready to hear testi.
moeny. And wo trust that, in the honourablo
gentleman who has sueceeded your Excellency
in the responsible offico from which you have
retired, will be found a Governor possessing, liko
your Excellency, tho sagacity to discern merit,
even though covered with reproach and ca-
lumny, and the resolution firmly, calmly, and
impartially to sustain it.

We learn that tho just favour of our gracious
Sovercign has confided to your Excellency tho
care of another colony in the distant East, cir-
cumstanced, in some respects, like that from
which you have lately retired. Permit us to
assurc you, Siv Lionel, that our earnest and de-
vout wishes will attend you to that new sphere
of honourable service. May Divine Providence
favour you with health, and peace, and length of
days, and make you the instrument of confer-
ring henefits as important to the labourers in
the Mauritius as bave alrcady been communi-
cated to that class in Jamaica, And may the
Suprcme Ruler, who assigns to all mortals their
stations in this transitory life, and to whom
cach one of us must shortly render our account,
crown every inferior mercy by bestowing on
your Exccllency, through the merits of his Son,
that favour which is the sure and blessed pledge
and carnest of glory cverlasting in his presence!,

Gentlemen,~—1I thank youn very cordially for
your kind address of congratulation on my re-
turn to England.

The ministers of your Socicty in Jamaica have
not only deserved well of the oppressed negroes,
but have been of the strongest support to her
Majesty’s government in that colony, by giving
cffect to those measures of amelioration which
nltimately terininated in frcedom.

It was my dnty there to scc tbat great mea-
sure, so dearly purchased, completed in all its
objeccts ; but it was the constant cndeavour of
the planters, notwithstanding compensation, to
preserve to thcmselves the advantages of sla-
very.

The calumnies so industriously circulated by

the planters against the ministers of your church
have been proportioned to the good they have
done in cxposing oppression, and guiding the
negroes in their moral and religious improve-
ment.

The abuse of such men is quite harmless, and
will never, I hope, deter the friends of the nc-
groes in this country from watching over their
intcrests.

I thank you, Gentlemen, very sincerely, for
the cxpression of all your good wishes; and I
would beg to assure you, I shall always enter-
tain a grateful sensc of the benefits I witnessed
from the labours of your Mission in Jamaica.

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A VILLAGE CONTRIBUTION.

Awmong the Contributions reported this month, is a sum of 52 11s. 9. from

Milford, an obscure village, in the southern part of Hampshire,

The following

modest recital, by the worthy pastor, accompanied the remittance of this sum.
We trust its insertion may be benefical, not to the cause of the Mission only,
but to many other churches through the kingdom, whose circumstances may be
gimilar to those of our friends at Milford.

I THINK there is something encouraging in
the fact that nothing has ever been lost to the
Christians who liave contributed to the cause of
God, when it has been done with a single cye
to the glory of God, and with a view to spread
Jis Gospel throughout the world. This fact has
been clearly elucidated in our own case : I have
now been three years at Milford ; our people are
exceedingly poor; nearly the whole of them agri-
cultural labourers, most of them with large fa-
milies. The first year I was with them we did
nothing for the missionary cause, nor for any
other society : at the close of the year we found
we were behind in our incidental expenses, and
also in the amount promised for the support of
the minister. The next yearI endeavoured to
lay it upon the hearts of the people that we
should try to do a little for the Missionary So-
ciety and other institutions. Many of our peo-
ple wero fearful that if this were done the mi-
nister would still be worse off; but I thonght
otherwise, and still pressed tho subject on their
minds,  After much prayer on the subject, and
a visit from the Rev. Eustace Carey, we raised

20, 15s.  We also assisted scveral other causcs
in a small way ; and at the close of the year we
were no worse off, but of the two rather better
than the ycar before.

This year we have raised the inclosed sum
and paid all our incidental expenses, and the
amount for the support of the minister has in-
creased more than was promised ; and thisis the
more encouraging, when you are informed that
this year we have had an expense of near 10/, in
repairs, alterations, and new chandelier and
branches, which were requisite.

When I first came to Milford, very many of
our poor people, living at a great distance from
the chapel, used to go home at the close of the
afternoon service, so that about from forty to
fifty were the whole of our evening congrega-
tion, but now we have an increased attendance
in the evenings of between 300 and 400, which
compcelled us to increase our lights.

Ovur readers will observe, in the List of Contributions given this month, an
amount of 9/, 9s. 5d. from some Christian friends, who have emnigrated from

their native land, and settled in southern Russia.

This contribution was for-

warded by our much-esteemed friend and Lrother C. C. Tauchnitz, of Leipsic,
who writes thus, under date Dec. 7, 1839.

You are aware that tho German Mennonites
]mve' formed several colonics in the south of
Russia, Tho largest of them, near the river
Molotschna and the sea of Asof, now consists of
{orty-thrcc villages, and is constantly increasing.
The ]flst of theso villages was built by a con-
Bregation who emigrated from Prussia six ycars
go.  They ecalled the place “ Gradenfeld,”
[fjleld of grace.] I was personally ncquainted
Wwith them, and know sovernl of their members
to be men of evangelical piety. They always
felt much interest for the Mission, and conti-
nued to do 8o in Russia, where they maintained
Monthly Prayer-meotings for the purpose. They
1ow send me sixty-fivo Prussian thalevs, as the
Produce of their collections, and desirc me to

forward this money to you; because, as they

’,

state, among all missionary undertakings they
know of, they feel most attached to your Soci-
ety. They wish to have a receipt from you,
which I beg you to forward me on a separate
lenf ; and as these dearfiiends are not acquainted
with Ecglish money, I desire you particularly to
state in your receipt that the amount of the in-
closcd bill of 92, 9s. 5d. is the just equivalent of
sixty-five thalers, Prussian curreucy.

This little donation may be considered as a
first-froit from this congregation since they have
been in that part of the world ; and I am con-
vinced that many good wishes, tears, and prayers
of simple piety, mounted up to the throne of
grace when it was collected. May a blessing
remain upon it!
