I was much interested with my attend-
anee on the wecting of the friends whe

support the Mary-le-bone and Lake-lane
Sunday-schools, at your public tea party
on Tuesday last. The detail of your An-

 nual Reports was particularly pleasing,
-both on account of the numbers instructed,

and the assiduity of the teachers, repaid
by verious instances of divine mercy.—

" With the motion put intowy hand, ¢ That

the meeting highly approved of the institu-
tion of Missionary Societies in these schools,
and recommended their adoption wherever

“practicable,” 1 felt appropriate pleasure,

suited as it was to the work.in which 1
was engaged of collecting for our.Mission,
and affording me an opportunity of advo-
cating that important cause.

During the speeches of those who pre-
ceded me, I made some hasty calculations,
to show, that while you were laudably en-
gaged in procusiug from the pupils £135
per annum, to support a Native School of-
forty children in India, much more thao
this might be accompiished. I now for-
ward to you and Mr. Ralfs, Treasurers of
the schools, a copy of these calculations,

{ hoping that your united influence will

give them permsnent effect. It was ob-
served that one halfpenny per week from
the 1523 children would amount to
£143 65, 6d. per annum—a snm which
would support nine Native Schools, and
leave a surplus of £8{6s. 6d. Or, if all these
children were to give, upon an average,
but one farthing per week, £71 13s. 34,

E
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per annum would be produced ; a provi-
sion nore than equal to the expense of
Sowr Native Schaols, leaving a suvplus of
£11 13s. 3d. Taking the first sum, it
appears that these two  Sunday-schools
might daily educate 382 Hindoo chil~
dren !

You have in your two schools 134
teache:s.  Now, if each of these were to
collect ene halfpenny per week from ten
persons uncounected with the schools, for
the general purposes of the Mission, which
more especially require assistance, the
amount would be £145 3. 4d. which,
added to the foregoing sum, would make
a total of £288 9s. 10d. exclusive of an-
nual subscriptions and collections. Thus
in Portsca alone, hetween _£300 and
£400 a year might be raised for the
Mission.

Some, perhaps, may think this an Uto-
pian, or an impracticable measure. It is
neither.  You have it already in opera-
tion to a certain limit; extend that opera-
tion to its utmost houndary. Consider
the infinitude and blessedness of the ob-
Jject; labour to have your own minds im-
pressed with it, and convey, if possible,
the same animating irpression to the
minds of your superintendents and teach-
ers, by such addresses and comrunica-
tions as are calculated to keep alive the
mterest, and the work will be done.

It is the opinion of some, and in that
opinion I fully coincide, that not half the
money which might be raised among us,
bas yet been collected. Not a few of our
churches do nothing for the Mission ; others
do little ; and_ I fear that when the above
calcolations are considered, not one of
them all could deserve the emcomium
given of Mary, «She hath done what she
could.”

The Mission is in great pecuniary diffi-
culties, and it will be a reproach to the
denomination if it be suffered to continue
so. Very generally at least, the rich—
the poer—the young—might do more—
much more. From the exertions of the
latter, a great deal is to be hoped for.
Let us enlist all their energies, supply
materials for their glowing zeal, and ani-
mate their enthusiasm in the good cause,
This, probably, will arouse others to
exertion, and the embarrassment we com-
plaiu of will vanish.

From the Rev. John Singleton, Tiserton, to
Mr. Dyer.
Tiverton, Dec. 8, 1820.
Diar Stn,

The irportance of Missionary exertions
has long been acknowledged by most of
the churches in this neighbourhood; but,
through some unknown cause, there has
not been that co-operation which is so es-
sential to render effective the benevolent
designs of the well-disposed. Anxiously
desirous, especially in the present state of
your finances, to call forth our respective.
resources in aid of the Foreign Mission,
a meeting was held at Taunton on No-
vember 15, “ to take into consideration
the state of the Mission, and the pro-
priety of forming an Auxiliary Society in
aid of its funds.” The necessity of the
object was unanimously acknowledged,
and resolutions passed recommending the
immediate formation of a Society auxilia-
ry to the Mission; which was accordingly
carried into execution. Twelve or thirteen
churches have already united with us,
amongst which are Exeter, Wellington,
Taunton, Tiverton, Collumpton, &c. &c.
The Society has been denominated, ¢ The
Auxiliary ~ Baptist Mission Society, for
part of the Western District.”

In order to give publicity to our design,.
as well as to engage the attention of our
churches, we should be hapRy to be fur-
nished by you willr the ¢ necessary pa-
pers” specified in your circular, in order to
their distribution, previous to the first
meeting of the Society, which is appoint-
ed to be heldin Taunton ahout May.

Eatract of a Note from Mr. Pearce to
M. Lawson.
June 20, 1819,
Dean Brorrer Lawson,

You wished to be made acquainted with
interesting circumstances relative to the
Mission, If you think the following wor-
thy of notice, you may make use of it.

Last night I went to visit one of the na-
tive sisters, who is very ill, and to whom
our brother Johns has shown much kind
attention, in administering to her relief.
I asked the poor woman, * Well, how is
your mind? I see your body is weak.”
She replied, ¢ All iswell. [ have no fear
of death. Jesus Christ bas suffered for
me. All my trust is in bim.” Thinking
she was thirsty, I asked herif she wanted
water. She said, I have living water
within, which my Saviour has given me;
the same that was given to the woman of
Samaria. You know you read the chap-
ter to us the other day.” After this she
went to sleep. I bave not heard howshe
islo-duy.‘ Yours, &c.

From Mr. Sutton, Moorshedabad, to Mr-

Adam.
June 29, 1819,

My heart has been peculiarly delighted
during the last week with the appearances
of things around me. I know appearances
arc often very deceptive, and the native
character diflicult to he understood ; but
T have now thice, who, I think, are siu-
cerely secking after Zion. ‘I'wo of them
have been brought, through a Testament
1 guve away, and some conversation 1 had
with them hwmediately atter my arrival §
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and from that time they have been read-
ing it in secret, and are now unxions
aboat farther inquiries. I am very happy
in the station, and hope the work of the
Lord will prosper in my hand. There is
one of the inquirers 1 think peculiarly
conscientious, and his heart is deeply af-
fected with the love of Christ,
Yours, &c.

From Mr. Robinson, Batavia, to Mr.
Lauwson.

Weltevreden, June 4, 1819,
My pxar BroTHER,

I have been busying myself these last
two years in trying to compose a few Ma-
lay hymns, and have at last, after much
painful study, brought my little work to a
conclusion, and prepared a fair copy for
the press. The parcel 1 send you contains
these hymns, which I wish to get printed
as soon as possible, hoping that when they
are put into circulation, they will, through
a divine blessing, be the means of some
goor. We have no native converts to
make hymns for us here, as you have in
Bengal ; and, judging from appearances,
we shall not bave any for many years to
come. To tbis day the greater part of
the people sing the Dutch psalms, when T
preach in Malay ; for there are very few of
them capable of enderstanding the version
in Malay, the stgle being too high for
them. From heuce you can judge thata
few hymaos, conveying gospel ideas in a
familiar style, are very desirable. We
always sing these hymns at our Monday
evening prayer-meeting, and ou the Sab-
bath morning; and those who possess ma-
nuscript copies, sing them in their houses.
I have introduced English tunes, and I
find the people like them as well as the
Dutch tunes, if not better ; and many of
the children are masters of several Enge
lish tunes, so as to be able to sing them
without any assistance. So far allis well;

‘but if youask how many souls have been

saved by my means, I bave but a p-or
account tu give. I cultivate a barren scil,
which producesonly here and there a half-
grown shrub. Plants of luxuriant growth
are not to be found here. I often feel much
distressed, but the Lord enables me to go
on, though 1 often feel as if I could preach
no more. 1 fear that I shall have but
very few at last to be my joy and crown of
rejoicing: but pray for me, that I may yet
he useful. I do not forget you, and my
other brethren, and am always happy to
hear of your success.

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Tur fullowing paragraph (writes Mr.,
Lawson,) is from the Calcutta Joumnal of
last onth. 1 insert it here, as it may be
interesting to English friends 10 read such
an esident proot that very considerable
revolutions are taking place in the minds
of the Hindoos.

Carcurra. The Monotheistical doc-
trine of religion so readily reconciles itself
to every mind capable of reflection, and
the puerility of the contrary system is so
apparent to those who have the courage
and independence to think for themselves,
that the number of Hindoos who openly
profess the Vedantic doctrines, increases in
a very rapid progression, amongst that
class especially whom birth, education,
and station in life, as well us intellectual
cndowments, entitle to the term, respect-
able. With the slavish system of idolatty,
such a host of prejudices, inimical to the
best interests of soctety, at once vauish,
that the philanthropist cannot but partake
of the pleasure with which we note the
occurrences which indicate its approaching
overthrow.  Amongst these, the most ob-
vious, perhaps, is the frequency with
which the professors of the purer doctrine
meet together, with the view of promoting
free discussion—as the readiest means of
strengthening themselves in - the majute-
nance of what they have come to consider
as troth.  We have heard of anuther of
these meetings, held at Kidderpore, on
Sunday the 30th ultimo, at the house of
Motu Chundru, a near relation of the
Raja of Burdwan, and a Divan in the
Sait department. This gentleman having
closely studied the Vedaatic system, and
investigated thbe arguments advanced
against it, bas warmly embraced its doc-
tries ; and to manifest the sincerity of
his opinions, invited a number of his
friends to a meeting, similar to thuse we
have already had occasion to describe,
but from the rank and character of the
convoker, more numerously attended than
usual, by Hindoos of the first respectabi-
lity and learning. Tbe following transla-
tion may serve as d specimen both of the
poetry composed for this occasion, and of
the opinions professed by the audience.

« See Time’s destroying hand efface
Each form that vision’s power can trace :
Think you then human sight extends
To Him on whom e’en Time depends?
'That soul if no one can pourtray,
Which animates our mortal clay ;

Say, how can human eye embrace

The Mind that fills al} pature’s space

Tut following is an extract from a sol-
dier at Cuttack, to one of our brethren at
Bale Gunge, and is copied here that our
friends in England may kuow with what
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real pleasure and gratitnde religiovs tracts
arc received.  The account, in the Baptist
Magazine, of Temperance Pascoe, was
printed in the form vf a tract by our Avz-
iliary Socicty, and sent to our brethren in
different regimente. .

Drar Brotnuen, July 21, 1819.

With many thanks we fecelved the
books by the bearer of this. I never met
with any thing more enlivening to our
!’ailh thau the Counyession of Timme, This
is another addition to our belief, that we
are not in any respect justified by our own
works of righteousness, hut by divine
mercy, which is oyerflowing and immen~
surable; for we find where sin bath
abounded like a flood, divine mercy
abounds like an ocean. The grace of
God is immensely rich; it accomplishes
all its hlessed ends. Who can declare the
noble acts of our blessed Lord, or show
fosth balf his praise? but as long as we
are permitted to lisp his holy name, may
it be the delight of all our hearts, 1t givey
us great joy to hear that you are all well,
and tbat the good work of our Master is
flourishing among you, What can Isay?
Why, may the Lotd bless your eudeavours,
and grant you a still greater measure of
the out.pourings of his Holy Spirit. May
you see still more of the light of his glo-
rious gospel, and enter into Lhe unsearch»
able riches of Christ, and continue to hold
on to the end, true disciples of our Re-
decmer, and ornaments unto his church
and people ! '

Estract of a Letier from Mr. Chamber
lain to Mr. Yates, dated .
July 31, 1819,

« For tbe last fortnight I bave been gaine
ing strength gradually, but slowly, and
have been enabled to do a little at my
work. During the two or three last days
I have been in better spirits than usual ;
and I have been better every way bodily.
1 feel grateful, but not to that degree 1
ought, certainly, I am anxious to finish
this letter for fear another attack should
commence hefore it is finished. I am
disenuraged in my work. Had T any une
in prospect to take what 1 bave accom-
plished, 1 should feel easier. However,
on this head I feel more at rest than [
have done.” )

« We are almost in statu quo here. The
native brethren are very active. We have
two schools, which, according to report,
contain 40 boys; and one shop iu a bazar
where many people bLear the word read 3
but as yet, neither amongst Europeans of
natives, do uuy appear to be converted.
Let us hope, however, that things are
approximating towards the manifestationy
of the glory of divine grace.” '
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MOORSHEDABAD.

WE have lately received from
Mr. Sutton, our Missionary at
this important station, a copy of
his Journals for December and
January last. We shall select a
few extracts, which will suffici-
ently prove that he is diligently
employed in the service of his

Divine Master.

Dec. 5, 1819. At Berhampore. Early
this morning I baptized seven persons.
Preached in the afternoon from 1 Cor. xi.
24, This do in remembrance of me, and
administered .the Lord’s Supper to 46 per-
sons, In the evening preacled aguin,
from Rom. viii. 6. To bespiritually minded
is life and peace. To-day has been one
ju which I have had much epiritual en-
largement and joy ; and I think those who
have heard the word have found the Spirit
of God with them, solemnizing and pre-
paring their hearts for. the reception ol his
trutbs, N

Dec. 7. Rode home this morning in
the midst of the heat of the sun, and was
afterwards fearful of the consequences;
but the Lord has protected me hitherto
from the sun by day, as well as from ene-
mics by night.  No adequate idea can be
formed in Britain of the exceeding great
heat of the sun in tropical climates. On
my return home found my native Brother
Kureem very ill. May the Giver of life
restore bim. 1o the evening had worship
in Bengalee.

" Dec. 8. : There has been for -some
months much illbess near me. Have ad-
winistered medicine several times this
morning, and with it spoke of the neces.
sity of seeking for that medicine which
can heal the diseases of the soul. Grati-
tude is but little exercised among Chris-
tians, but among heathens it is scarcely
discoverable, When medicine is given
they scldom return the second time for it,
f'it does not completely succeed at first ;
aud if it does succeed In bealing them, it
Is an_extraordinary thing for a native to
return and acknowledge his obligation, In
looking at the state of human nature
among the heathen, we may justly say,
How are the mighty fallen! How differ-
ent from man in s primeval state! and
there is nothing that can in any way re-
store him busthat gospel which has brought
light and fimortality into the world. 1
believe some of ihe Jiﬂndoo books have en-
deavoured 'to inculcate a principle of wo-
Tality ; some of their writers have been as
Breat asany of (he philusophers of Greece
ot Rome. "But what has ever philosophy
done for the renovdtion of the huigan
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mind? Tt has not had a groater effect
than a drop of pure water would in being
thrown into a sea full of filth,

Dec. 9. Spent the morning with my
Hindl oostaneePundit ; and afterwards read
the history of oue of the Hindoo gods, In
the eveping spoke to several of the natives
concerning him who came to be a ligt to
the Gentiles,

Dec.11. To-day Sister Marshman gave
me a call. T received a visit also from a
native, who had before heard the gospel,
and wished to embrace it. When 1 saw
him about two months since, I did not
approve of his disposition; but he now
appears more humble, spiritual, and holy,
From a letter also received from Mr. H—,
whom 1 lately baptized, it appears he is
exerting himself te make known to his
servanis and neighbours that truth which
has brought holiness and peace to his soul,

Dec. 12. Went early to Berhampore,
Preaclied from Jobn v. 39, Search the
seriptures.  In the afternoon visited the ~
hospital, and preached to several of the
patients. Inthe afternoon preached again
to a veryattentive audience from 1 Kings
xeiil. 21; How lomg hkalt ye between
two opinions. After- worship conversed
with the brethren conceming the proper
weans to promote the spirituality and
peace of the church,

Dec. 14. Went with the Brethren
Kureern and Kangalee to Kaitra marker,
where many heard with attention ; after-
wards retired to the shade of a large tree,
where many assembled and heard. To-
wards the conclusion several of the poor
natives came, and requested I' would sc-
quaint the magistrate with the exceeding
dearness of provisions. I answered,
Though T much pitied their circumstances,
yet I had not power to interfere ; 1 could
only give them the bread of lite, whick
was free to all, and would last for ever.

Dec. 17. Have been moch distressed
lately at not seeing more fruit from my
labours among the natives; but the labour
is mine, and the blessing belongs to the
Lord of the harvest. He knows well when
to cause his sun to shine, and his rain
todescend; and no doubt in due time, if
I faint npot, an abundant barvest will be
reaped. But the hearts of the Hindoos
appear greatly steeled against spiritual ob-
Jjects. In other conntries a Felix will often
tremble- under the sound of the gospel,
thongh his mind may not be changed; but
here Satan has so managed bis devices,
that tbe arrows of God appear to fiy off
without entering. Death, eternity, and
judgment, are words of no svlervn meaning
to them. Kangalee left this morning for
Cutwa: he has been out preaching conti-
nually since lie has been with me, and the
word of lifc bas beeg widely sounded forth.
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Dec. 19. Preached this moming at
Berhampore, from Malachi iii. 16, They
that feared the Lord spoke often. Preached’
again in the evening to an attentive con-
gregation. I find these Sabbath-day sea-
sons with my brethren and friends at Beh-
ramporc peculiatly endearing to  my
soul.  After labouring during the week
with my studies in the Hindoostanee lan-
guage, and in preaching to the natives, it
appearslike a day of rest to stand up
amongst my countrymen, and divide the
bread of lite to their hungry souls,

Dec. 20. Was at a prayer-meeting this
morning at Berhampore,with some soldiers.
After breakfast visited two Native Schools
at Kalkepore and Kayra. One was in a
good state, but the other not, Afterwards
cstablished another in a good situation.
In the cvening, »n my way home, con-
versed with several pilgrims going to Jug-
gernaut, and informed them that holiness
was only to be found in the heart, and not
from the pieces of ground which they
called holy places.

Dec. 22. Thereis one great evil among
the heathen, namely, the idea of fate.
Satan cannot destroy that principle which
is called conscience, but he appears greatly
to bave injured it, by inculcating the idea
that fate 1s the author of all things; and
nothing is more common, when speaking
to the Hindoos about the necessity of holi-
ness of life and heart, than this answer,
o What can we do? that which will be,
will be;” and therefore they rest satisfied
without either thinking or acting.

Dec. 23. Was engaged to-day in con-
versing with two of my inquirers, The
answersof one were very pleasing. In
his figurative way he told me, Christ was
a good pilot, and would steer in the great-
est storms; that Satan’s garden was plea-
sant to behold at a distance, but within
every evil weed ; that a liouse unguarded
wouid be entered by thieves; and the
mind without watchfulness would be filled
with evil.

Dec. 29. Went again to-day by the
side of the river, when the majority heard
willingly, but several, like the Pharisees of
old, were only anxious to cavil at things
of lite importance, while they would be-
lieve those of the greatest absurdity. 1
endeavoured to argue against one error in
particular, namely, fute, and told them, by®
attributing every thing to fate they made
God the author of sin. But this is an
argument which has litle effect with hea-
thens ; for it is well known nearly all their
gods are guilty of the worst crimes. While
speaking, many told me they were igno-
rant, and what could they do but tread
the road their fathers had before them.

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DELHI.

AccouNT of a journey, by
Mr. Thompson, from Delhi, to
Loodiana, (or Ludheeana,) a town
about 210 miles to the north-west,
on the borders of the Punjab,

December 8, 1819. At two p. m. left
home, with a thousand books and tracts in
various languages. In half an hour passed
out from Delhi at the Laliosee-gate, in a
N. w. direction. The country was weil
stocked with fruit; pardens are very nu-
inerous and extensive. The first piece of
water was one of no great depth, yet afford-
ing alarge reservoir of clear and sweet water
throughout the year; this spot is made
a halting-place.” Beyond Badlee there
are no more ruins, but one extensive
plain, with here and there a mound of
earth, a solitary tree, or an isolated vil-
lage. The fields on all sides seem very
partially cultivated. On reaching the vil-
lage of Nerila, I found, that on account of
a dispute between the Nabob of Lucknow
and the widow of a Mahratta chiéf re-
specting the right of possession, a vast
tract of land remains uncultivated.

NERILA; twenty-four miles from Delhi.

Nerila is a populous though a strapgling:
kind of village : it sends great quantities
of dried cow dung for fuel to Dejhi. After
alittle inquiry, 1 found a few well-disposed
Hindoos, and among them the pundit of
the village : they expressed great pleasure
on hearing me address them respecting
the way of salvation. The poor men
seemed to hear with all their souls, aud
promised themselves much pleasure from
the perasal of the books given them. One
brahmun, who at first laughed at every
‘thing serious, and declared himself satisfied
with this world, afterwards made many
inquiries, The poor man said, that now
I had made him my disciple, he would
count the days till my return. The pun-
dit, whose house is frequented by Vidy-
art’hees,” readily took a few tracts for dis-
tribution : others took sonie for themselves.

Soonrur ; forty miles from Delki.

Excepting the ruins of two large and
puckah built inns, there is nothing but
extensive plains all the way to Soonput, a
large village, with the ruins of a fortifica.
tion; on which account it is still called a
city. It boasts of great antiquity. Here
I bad a good opportunity of distributing
the word ot God in Persian and Hindee.
These parts have never been visited with
the word of God, and the people are eagee

* «VidyarUhees," men who profess ta,
search for knowledge. :
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to read it : some proposed to me to come
and spend a few days occasionally with
them, that they might oblain more in-
struction : wthers offered to become Chris-
tians if they were rewarded for losing
cast ; but the generality believed that the
religion of Jesus would prevail, and said
it only required to be known, Great
eagerness was manifested for books, and
from mid-day till near midnight, I was
variously engaged with the people; but I
was obliged to send multitudes away with
tracts only. A poor drunken Sikh on
being reproved, fell at my feet, and touch-
ing my thighs, promited for cver to re-
nounce liquor and intoxicating drugs, and
give himself wholly to the reading of the
scriptures, which hearing me read in his®
own language, he asked for. He wasa
respectable man and well attended; he
could read; one of his attendants said he
had squandered thousunds of rupees since
his taking to liguor. Some sipahees were
among my hearers, and were particularly
desirous of the only two copies of the
scripture selections I bad ; when I told
them books would encumber them on their
march, and tracts were more convenient,
they repeated, that tracts would be
crumpled, but a well-stitched book would -
be safer in their knapsack. A young
Moosulman soldier, who applied for the
scriptures, mentioned the parts he wanted,
saying, that since his brother had, some
years ago, given bim an account of their
contents, he had been desirous of perusing
them. This is pleasing, and shows that the
scriptares are talked of among the natives.

In the evening I heard one of the na-
tive soldiers repgat a stanza in praise of
certain virtues. I called the man in, and
giving bim some tracts, recommended the
gospel to him: after some conversation he
offered to resign his situation, and attend
me for further instruction. I told him,
that his gooroo Busunt-Misr had taken a
New Testament, and reconmended to
him to peruse it attentively.

Between two and three this afternoon
an immense flight of locusts darkened the
air for a considerable time, and awakened
the fears of the poor husbandmen, who
ran out into their fields, and waved their

Eztract of « Letier from o Christian
Friend, who lately went to the Settlement
of Honduras.

Honduras, Belize, July 18, 1820.

Berize is not a regular built town ; the
houses are from twenty to a hundred fect
apart, for the benefit of air, as the win.
dows, or jalousies, are on every side.
Some houses have glass in part: jalou.
sies are like Venetian blinds, only much
larger. The houses are built onlarge ma-
hoguny blocks, three to six feet long.
"The house consists of a cellar for provi-
sions ; over that the store, or what we
should cail theshop; and overthat are thae
apartments in which they live. In the
evening, we use large glass shades to
protect the candles. Mattresses are used
instead of feather beds, and a pavilion to
keep off the flies. It is not an vncommon
thing to have scorpions in our bed-rooms :
I have killed three in mine.

As it respects religion, I am at a loss
what to say. I fear the principal part of
the people think nothing of it. Of the
negroes, perhaps not one in fifty can
read. On Sabbath-days they work for
themselves, making bowls, paddles, &c.
and attend to their plantations, the pro-
duce of which they sell to their masteis.
About the end of June, I had accasien
to survey some mahogany on the Rio
Grande. I had a cutter prepared for me,
to take me to the mouth of the river,
where I tovk a doray, (a kind of small
boat cut out of a tree,) and went forty
miles up. " As I was passing along, about
five o’clock on a Sabbath-day, I saw a
nummber of little sheds. All the negroes
were at work, making large bowls of 3 fuet
diameter, used for washing, dorays, pad-
dles, &c, I addressed wmyself to one,
but I soon had a dozen. I pointed out
the evil of working on the Sabbath, but
they said, ¢ My massa no give me mo-
ney, so me work to get money to buy
tings.”” At half-past six, Isuppose there
were near thirty ; but after I closed, they
went to their usual amusements, beating
the drum, singing, dancing, aud firing
guns, Gillone in the morning.

ANNIVERSARY
OF THE

Bristol and Bath Auziliary Society.

Tuk services connected with the Anni-
versary of the Bristol and Bath Auxiliary
Baptist Missionary Society, commenced
in the former city, en Tuesday evening,
144h of November, 1820; when the Rev,
Wm. Jay of Bath delivered an excellent
discourse from Luke xix. 40, And he
answercd and said unto them, I tell you
that, if these should hold their peace, the
stones would immediately cry out, at the
Meeting-house in Counterslip. The ser-
vice was opened hy the Rev. S. Lowell
with reading and prayer; and concluded
by the Rev. Mr. Sheerman.

‘On Wednesday morning, the 15th, at
Broadmead, the Rev. Mr.Woed of Dublin
prayed ; after which, the Rev. R. Hall
preached from Job ii. 4, Skin for skin, yea,
all that & man hath will he give for his
life. Inthe evening of the same day, at
Kiog-street, the Rev. Mr. Reed prayed,
and the Rev. Christmas Evans of Angle-
sea preached from 1 Chron. xiv. 15, And
it shall be, when thou shalt hear a sound of
going in the tops of the mulberry trees, that
then thou shalt go out to battle : for God is
gone forth before thee to smite the host of
the Philistines. The Rev. Wm. Thorp
concluded with prayer.

On Thursday morning, the 16th, the

Public meeting, which was most numer- "

ously and respectably attended, was held
at-the Assembly-room in Prince’s-street,
R‘Qlwl’d Ash, Esq. in the Chair, when the
Yarious resolutions connected with the
business of the Society, were moved und
seconded by' Dr, Okeley and Mr. Everett;
the Rev. Samuel Lowell and the Rev.
Richard Reece; C. C. Bompass, Esq. and
the Rev. W. Thorpe ; the Rev, T, §. Crisp
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and the Rev. Christmas Evans; the Rev.
Dr. Ryland and the Rev, John Holloway ;
and Mr, Whittuck and Captain Carpenter,
R.N. The second of these resolutions
noticed, with just approbation, the union
which has been effected, in the course of
the last year, between the two Aaxiliary
Societies at Bristol and at Bath, and re-
commended its extension to the surround-
ing Districts,

On Sabbath morning, the 19th, the Rev.
Robert Hall again advocated the cause of
the Society, by delivering a most imprese
sive sermon, from Isaiah hii. 6; Al we
like sheep have gone astray; we have
turned every one to his own way ; and the
Lord hath laid on him the iniquity of us
all. ‘The Rev. C. Evans preached in the
- morning at Counterslip, from Jobn xix.
50, When Jesus therefore had received the
vinegar, he said, It is finished ; and he
bowed his head, and gave up the ghost ;
in thé afternoon (in Welsh) at King-street,
from Matthew xxviii. 6, He is not here ;
for ke is risen, as he suid. Come, see the
place where the Lord lay; and in the
evening, at the Welsh chapel, from Dan.
ii. 35, Then was the irom, the clay, the
brass, the silver, and the gold, broken to
pieces together, and became like the chaff
of the summer threshingfloors; and the
wind carried them away, that no place was
found for them: and the stone that smote
the image became a great mountuin, and
Silled the whole earth.

On Tuesday, the 21st, the Public
Meeting was held for the City of Bath at
the Baptist Meeting-house, Somerset~
street, Edward Phillips, Esq. of Melksham,
in the Chair. On this occasion, also, the
usual resolutions were passed. The meet-
ing was most respectably attended, not
only by the friends of Missions in_Bath,
but by various individuals from Bristol,
Frome, and other adjacent places.

On Weduesday, the 22d, the Rev. R.
‘Hall delivered an excellent sermon, in the
place of worship where the public meet-
ing was beld, from 1 Tim. ii. 1, I echor?
therefore, that, first of all, supplications,
prayers, intercessions, and giving of thanks

1
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bemade for all men ; in the evening of the
same day, the Rev. C. Evans preached
from Luke xxiv. 47, And that repertance
and remission of sins should be preached in
his name among all nations, beginning at
Jerusalem.

The collections made on these several
occasions amounted to £430; which is
about ,£100 more than was received last
year. A still greater increase had taken
place inthe amount of receipts for the ycar,
which, including a sum of #3821 7s. Gd.
subscribed towards the College at Seram-
pore, were no less than ene thousand two
hundred and seventy-one pounds, We con-
gratalate our active and zealous fiiends in
this important district, on the distinguished
success which has attended their exertions
on behalf of the Mission, so that it may
truly be said, in reference to their Society,
Their last works are more than their first,
We understand that, under the Divine
blessing, it has been principally owing to
a judicious perseverance in the plan of
persanal application to the friends of reli-
gion in general; and we are persnaded
that if similar steps were taken in other
places, the result would be very gratify-
ing, and much would be done towards re-
moving the embarrassments under which
the Society labours.

CHITTAGONG.

Extracts from letters addressed
by Mr. Peacock to the brethren
at Serampore,

Chittagmg, March 7, 1819,

T mave just been to lnok at our Ben-
galee school, which has now been estab-
lished about four months : there are about
twenty-eight children who attend. Do
pray, let me . entreat you to find some
means of sending books both for the Eng-
lish and Bengalee schools. Mr. W. is
very zealous for the schools, especially for
the Bengalee. He has desired mé to
establish another at some distance from
the one already established, and he wili
bear the expenses thereof. I have done
as be desired, hired 2 pundit and a school-
house, aud. there are sbout fourteen chil-
dren beginning to attend. They seem
here more afraid than at any other sta-
tion, thut we wish to take their cast away ;
however I hope that idea will wear away
pradually, and that by and by we shall
be enabled to establivh large schools of
hative children. But T wish you would
send us Bengalee . Lancasterian reading
tables, and also some Bengalee school
hooks of‘ short lessons, for those children
who begin to make progress in reading.

June3.—I am much. in want of slates
and pencils, aud Testaments for the school.
Wo have now seventy-four scholars belong-
Ing to the school. I received the three sets
of Lancasterian  (ables which you
Were s good as to send us, and I
ﬂ'l.‘-mk you for them. We are troubled
‘:llh' vermin that eat the paper off the
’:N“.lng buards.as they hang up, in con-
. ::ln:‘nc;‘ of which I am obliged to order
. l’LbU sh_elves to be made, which will

o3t about eigliteen or {wenty rupees mak-
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ing, for the school, to put the books, &c.
in, after school hours,

My school is my congregation also ;
for 1 have only my scholars to read the
word of God to on Sabbath days, and
sometimes an old woman or two, besides
some one of their relatives. But T must
say, that it is a congregation I am well
satisfied wilh, from the attention they
seem to pay to what is read to them, and
some of them are at the age of under-
standing, being thirteen, fourteen, fifieen,
sixteen, and seventeen years of age, very
puor and hunible hoys, As soon as you
send me some Watts's Catechisms and
Hymns, and a few Testaments and Bibles,
I intend to open a Sanday school also,
for I see no good end in giving them a
holiday on_the Sabbath days: they only
spend it in idly roving about, and sutne in
wickedness. We evidently see that the
Lord has abundantly blessed Sunday
schools for the poor in Eungland. If it
please God therefore to establish me in
this good work, niy Sabbaths will in fu-
ture be spent in teaching and preaching to
my young congregation. May the Lord
liave mercy upon us all, and deliver as trom
evil, and cause his face to shine upon us!

June 19.—Tue Chittagong school is stiil
upon theincrease. 1 was at first almost in-
clined to repine under an ideathat the Hin-
doost’hanee which I had laboured so hard to
acquire while at Agra, would now be en-
tirely useless at Chittagong; but I find it
to the contrary : I should have been quite
at a loss without it. I and my poor scho-
lars would have found very great difficul-
ty to understand each other, bat now
we can talk and converse and go on with
the lessons, with as much ease and fami-
liarity as though we had been brought
ap under the same roof together. Sowe
of my ‘scholars are of the age of fifteen,
sixteen, seventeen, and eighteen years;
and you' knuw that it is in general rather
a tedious and difficult task to have to be-
gin letters with such grown-up lads as
these. However, seeing these poor fel-
lows attend so constantly, labour so hard,
and seem so desirous of instructivon, I find
much pleasure with them, weariness and
difticulties being done away. My scho-
lars are also my Sabbath day’s congrega-
tion; and I do assare you nv despicable
congregation neither; many of them being
at an age capable of understanding ; they
afford me much encouragement by the
attention they seem to pay at worship as
well as at school. Some might be apt 1o
despise the idea of having only a congre-
gation of boys to preach to: but really I
am quite bappy and pleased with sucha
congregation.© Only let the Lord bless,
and they are welcorie to despise that will,
1 have got just the kind of congregation
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which suits me. And we know who they
were that sung Hosannas to Christ in the
temple,—not the learned and the wisc,
but poor children. Throughout the week
we generally assemble for school at eight
o’clock, when we commence with worship
in Hindoosthanee, and I am in great
hopes that the reading of the scriptures,
regularly and daily to the scholars, will
not bhe in vain.  We know who hath said,
‘‘ my word shall not return untorue void,
but it shall prosper in the thing whereunto
I sent it,”

Journal of Mr. Thomas, for March and
: April, 1819.

Ox Tuesday, the 2d of March, bre-
thren Huri-Dasa, Didhera, and I, went
out and spoke to eleven brabmuns, shoo-
dras, and Musulmans. On Wednesday,
the 3d, had a very pleasing conversation
with a brahmun, who gladly received a
scripture tract. On Lord’s-day, the 7th,
went to Chougacha and performed the
morning service, and in the evening we
held a church-meeting, Sristece-Dhura,
Nirmul, and Sovonahlee were proposed to
the church.  After this twenty-one of us
sat down at tbe Lord’s-table. On Mon-
day, the 8th, spoke to a brahmun, a
shoodra, and six Musulmans at Bagdanga,
and sfierwards returned to Saheb-gunj.
On Tuesday, the 9th, two Portuguese
from Husunabad came to Jessore to ask
charity ; they came'to my house and con-
tinued several hours conversing about the
Christian religion ; a Musulman and two
Hindoos were present and beard the word
with great attention,
15th, spoke to three viragees, a woman,
and two Musulmans in the street of Khou-
tolla, and on my way home conversed
with three men. On Lord’s-day, the 14th,
my servants and two Muosulmans attended
putlic worship.

On tbe 3d of April, preached to about
three or four hundred people at the Saheb.
gunj market; and in the evening we beld
a church-meeting, when a Hindoo weaver,
of the name of Sristce-Dhura, gave an
account of his conversion, and was re-
ceived for baptism, Nirmul and Soonah-
lee, who were proposed last month for
baptism, were postponed for the present.
On Lord’s.day, the 4th, we went to the
river side to baptize Sristee-Dhura, where
a great concourse of Hindous and Musul-
mans were assembled. 1 spoke to them
for some time.  1n the evening seventeen
of us partook of the Lord’s.cupper. On
the morning ef the 5th, we held a church-

On Saturday, the

-
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meeting, and enquired into the state of
the brethren and sisters ; and in the even.
ing had our usual prayer-meeting- for the
spread of the gospel.  On Lords-day
morning, the 11th, my gardener, a chowa
kedar, and the Daroga of Saheh-gunj
t'hana, attended public worship; after
which I had some religious conversation
with the Daroga. He said, that the Mu.
sulmans do not worship Mahowet, nor
any other prophet or peer as a God, but
only pay their respects to them as their
master ; for through them they learnt the
way -of salvation. On the 14th, went to
the Mooralee Bazar and met some men
who were buying rice. I began a conver-
sation with them, when several others
surrounded me; all of whom heard the
word with great pleasure; on my return
home talked to a brahmun and two shoo-
dras.  On the 15th, two respectable Mu-
sulmans called on me, and I had some
talk with them ; they scemed to be some-

what acquainted with the scriptures, and .

received a copy of the three gospels and a
pamphlet in Persian. In the afiernoon
two Hindoos called; I read to them part
of the 3th chapter of Matthew, and had
some pleasing conversation with them; I
gave them also some pampllets. On the
21st, Shakur-mahumud and ome of his
friends called on me for refigious conver-
sation ; they also attended the morning
worship.  Shakur-mahumud joined with
us in singing the hymn, and stood up nt
the time of prayer. On Lord’s-day morn-
ing, the 25th, I went to Bakuspola te
the house of brother Prankrishna’s rela-
Hons, and found them all well. I had
some very serious talk with a number of
the villagers : after this preached to eight
brethren and sisters,and two of the vil-
lagers. who attended the weeting,

March 1, 1819. This moming a re.

spectable Musulman invited me to his,

house: I went and found a good number
of persons sitting togetber. The Musul-
man received me very kindly, and asked
me the reason of distributing the scrip-
tures. I told him, that it was the com-
mand of our Lord Jesus to preach the
Gospel to all nations, ¢ But this com-
mand was given before Mahumet,” said
the Mnsulman, ] told him, ¢ Heaven
and earth shall pass away, but my words
shall not pass away, saith the Lord Jesus.*
After some more conversation on the Gos-
pel, the Musulman appeared much pleased,

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and prnmised to call at my house to.
moreow norning.  2nd. This morning the
Musubman called agreeably to his pro.
mise, with all his attendants, and spent a
good while reading the scripture, and
conversing o the Gospel, He afterwards
expressed o great wish for an Arabic Tes-
tament, which I gave him, with a Scrip-
ture Selection in Persian, which he thank-
fally accepted. 4th. Three persons called
for the scriptures, to whom 1 gave a copy
of Mark’s Gospel in Hindoost’hanee, and
two copies of the Scripture Selection in
Persian: afterwards went out among ilie
Hindoos with Rem-.dasa, and spoke to a
number of persons at Trilochun-ghat. At
Nursing-ghat a. brahmun was sitting and
moving his beads, and many persons
around him. I spoke to bim respecting
the love of Christ towards sinners, with
which he appeared much affected, and
said, ¢ O sir, do take me with you, und
fustruct me more in the way of salvation ;
for I have not seen any way of salvation
in the Hindoo religion.” told him, If
vou wish to follow me you may. Imme-
diately the brahmun got up with his things,
and followed me. The persons who sur-
rounded him wondered, and said he was
mad. 5th, Conversed with a brahmun in
the presence of a crowd of peuple at Tri-
lochun. .From thence went to Prulad-
ghat and spoke o many brabmuns.  6th.
Several hrabmuns called, to whom I read
and expounded the seriptures, and gave
them a copy of the Scripture Selection.
7th. Lord’s-day. Preached atthe Bengalee
school. 8th, 'Addressed the word of life
to a numher of persons at Choukhumma,
who appeared very attentive, and several
persons promised to call. From the 9th
to the 12th, at the Hoolee festival, the
inhabitants were throwing red stuff on
each other, in consequence of which I
was not able to go.out. 13th. Collected
a large congregation at Trilochun, who
liskened to the Gospel with much atten-
Uon, 20th, Spoke 10 a few people at Nur-
sing-ghat. From thence went to Chouk.
humma and spoke to many. 21st. Lord's
day. Preachied twice at the Bengaleo
schiool, On my return home two brahe
muns called on me, and spent a good
while counversing on religious subjects.
22nd. Spoke to many persons at Prulad-
ghat; from thence went to Nursing-ghat ;
where a good number of persons assembled
and heard the Gospel attentively, 27th.
A brqhmun called, who, after some con-
versation, promised o call again. 28th.
Lord's-day, Preached at the Bengalee
schaol.  From thence walked about the
town and addressed the word of life in
several places to crowds of people, who
listened without the Jeast interruption.
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April 1, 1819. Went to the fair in com-
pany with hrother Ram-dasa, and M.
Bowley, where we continued all day, con-
versing and giving books. Many persons
heard the Gospel with much atteution,
and received the scriptures very thank.
fully, but some disputed. At eleven o'clock
in the evening left Chunar and arrived at
Benares by water on the 2d instant, and
spoke 10 a few people by the river side.
3rd. Mr. and Mrs. R. (the scbool-master
of Jayanarayuna’s school,) called and
spent the day with us, and a brahmaun,
with whom we had mueh conversation on
religious subjects.  5th. Conversed with a
good number of persons at Trilochun-ghat.
6th. Mr. A. favoared me with a horse to
enable me to go to the fair at Chunar,
which will take place on the 8th instane.
7th, Very early this morning left Benares,
and reached Cbunar at eleven o’clock.
In the evening went oat with Mr. B. and
spoke to many people, who listened with
much attention. 8th. This morning preach-
ed at Mr. B.’s. After worship went to
the fair with brother Ram-dasa and Mesars,
A.and B. As soon as we reached the
fair, the Rev. Messrs. G. and H. joined
us; we preakhed alternately to crowds of
people, and gave away thirteen copies of
Matthew’s Gospel in Hindee, fourteen or
fifteen copies of Hindee tracts, five copies
of David’s Psalms, seven copies of Hin-
doos’hanee Gospels, twelve copies of
Persian Gospels, eight copies of Hin-
doost’hanee parables, eight copies of Per-
sian selections, one copy of the Persian
Testament, two copies of the Hindoost-
hanee Testaments, and one copy of the
Arabic Testament. We were much pleas-
ed to see the people listen to the Gospel
without the least interruption. 9th. To-
day left Chuuar and reached Julal-poora ;
here I sat ander the shade of a tree, and
read and expounded a partion of Mat-
thew's Gospel to about forty persons, who
listened with much attention, and ac-
cepted a copy of Matthew’s Gospel in
Hindee with two Hindee tracts. From
thence went to Bughauhe and spoke to 3
number of attentive Hindoos, and on leav-
ing them a tract, proceeded to another
V!ﬂage named Mon-poora, where a crowd
soon assembled and heard the word of life
with much attention, and gladly accepted
a cupy of Matthew’s Gospel 1n Hindee,
with some tracts. From thence we went
to Tekurree : in this village I found the
two brabmmns who bad given up their
gods to me some mouths ago ; they ap-
peared very sorry at having left me, and
prowised to call again, 11th. Lord’s-day.
Preached at Mr. R.’s; after worship Mr.
R. expressed a great wish to join the
church by baptisu, 12th, Two brabmung
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called and spent a good while hearing the
Scriptures, at length they accepicd a copy
of Mutthew’s Gospel in Hindee. 14th.
Two Musulmans called, who, after hear.
ing the Scriptures, reccived a copy of the
Persian Gospel.  15th. Went out with
brother Ram-dasa and sat on the banks of
the river at Trilochun-ghat : while reading
the Scriptures, gradually a crowd of per-
sons assembled and heard with wuch at-
tention, and also reccived some Hindee
tracts with pleasure, From thence went
to Gow-ghat: here, on reading a Hindee
tract, a number of persons surrounded
me, and appeared very attemtive; after
giving them some Hindee tracts returned
home. A pundit called, with whom I
had much conversation respecting the
Gospel : 1 afterwards gave him a copy of
Matthew’s Gospel in Hindee. 20th. Went
out aud sat on the banks of the river ; here
a rich Musulman ook the Scriptures from
me, and read a portion, with which he
appeared much pleased, and promised to
call to-morrow morning. 21st, This morn-
ing the rich Musulan called and spent a
good while conversing on the Gospel : he
afterwsrds asked me for a copy ofthe Per
sian Testament, which I gave him ; after
receiving it he promised to call again.

Latter from Mr. Mackintosh to Dr.
Marshman.

Allahabad, April 10, 1819.
Deanr sROTHER MARsHNMAN,

1 am happy to say that our meetings in
the fort are much enlivened and increased
by some brethren coming here from Dina-
pore belonging to rhe Artillery : they as-
semble in tbe fort now daily for prayer,
and have a room devoted to the purpose.
1 carry on the meetings there, and preach
occasionally in it in Hindoost'hanee to
some patives, who regularly attend. I
lately bad a large audience of sipabees in
it with two of tbeir native officers, who
heard attentively : the meeting room be-
ing near the prison guard, our singing
draws these people into it. Seeta-ram re-
turned with his wife after visiting his
country and stopping a short time et Agra.
1 have employed him in distributing the

reports of the Native Schools, and be has-

accompanied me about tbe neighbourhoud
10 make known the riches of Christ to his
countrymen; he appears to be well-dis-
posed. I think he is growing In grace,
and in the knowledge of the saving truths
of the Gospel; be takes bis turn with me
10 preach at the sipabee lines, and goes
daily to the fort to teuch some women,
who are desirous of- leaming to read the
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Hindee Testament, as also to teach hro-
ther C. of (he artillery company. Indeed
1 way apprehensive ot entirely losing him ;
I hope the Lord has bronght him back for
his work lere. I find it is necessary to
have a native brother to assist us, espe-
cially on account of entertaininy inquirers,
for we could not accommodate them in the
manner a native brother can; our living
and mode are so foreign to theirs, that at
first they do not feel themselves so happy
with us as with a native brother.

Since Seeta-ram s returned, I had for a
few days three who stopped and attended
worship with us; but one of them being a
timid viragee, made herself uneasy, and
drew the other two away with berself.
Brother S. has persuaded his mother to
follow him from his country : she eats with
her son and daughter-in-law, but she is
not as yet well reconciled to our ways.
During the month of March I distributed
certain tracts at the fair, and two or three
gospels at home. The native pilgrim I
mentioned some time ago, who used to
attend worship and had thrown off his
idolatrous hadges, bas put them on again ;
but he reads a Gospel which 1 have given
him at an idolatrows place where a num-
ber of Hindoos resort to temples devoted
to the Hindoo gods. On the 18th of
March I was sent for by onc Pereira, who

_was just departing this life, but before I

could reach him he died. Doctor 8. bad
noticed and afforded bim both food and
medicine, and had removed him to the
sipahee lines near himself, about three
miles from me. I bad visited the de-
ceased at different times during his illness:
he at times acknowledged that his sins
were known to- God, and begged of me
to visit-him and read to him, which I ac-
corlingly did. As to any marks of true
conversion I cannot be sure, for answers
from him arose ouly from my questions :
it is more encouraging to see people speak
their own sentiments than to extort an-
swers ; he had expressed his thanks to me
at times for putting books into his hauds,
and said that this was the only means of
enlightening his mind.

Remember us kindly with Christian love
to the brethren and sisters, and -also at
the throne of grace in your applications.

Mr. Sutton’s Journal.

(Concluded fromPage 42.)
Dec. 30. To-day went acruss the river
to Ely Gunge. Tirst met a viragee, or 18-
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ligious mendicant, sitting-down in a shop,
1 inguired of him how he expected to find
salvation ? e replierd, his Gooroo or teacher
fnew ; it was not ncecesyary for him to
know. While conversing, many collected,
with whom we had mach conversation
coucerning the true way which leads to
eternal life. Aflerwards proceeded farther
in the village, when a shopman offered me
aseat ; upon which [ again sat down, and

conversed about him who came to be the

light of the Gentiles. They would uot
take any tracts or copies of the scrip-
tures.

January 4. A native family threw
away cast, and voluntarily came out from
their friends, and made a profession of the
‘gospel. I expected this some time since,
but did not press it, lest they should
prove stumbling blocks to others.

Jan, 7. To-day another native came
and wished to join us, professing to be-
lieve in Christ: I do not yet know his
direct motives. In the evening was in-
formed of another, who has assured the
brethren he will come and inquire more
particularly to-morrow. Things are at
present very encouraging.

Jan.8. DMy thoughts have heen much
on the obstacles which subsist against the
spread of Christianity. They appear to
.be chiefly these: 1st. The great apathy
of the people. 2d. Their want of Sab-
baths: And, 3d, the difficulty of pro-
curing a subsistence, and the derision they
are exposed to after breaking their cast.

Jan.11. The mother of one who lately
"threw off cast, came this morning, and wept
bitterly, declaring that her son had ba-
nished all her kindred to hell, through
breaking cast. The son did all that a son
could do to comfort her, but wounld not re-
linquish his viewsof Christ. In theafter-
noon.went near Lall Bang Market, and
distributed some books. o

Jan. 12. Engaged with my Hindoos-
tanee Pundit, In tbe evening worshipped
as usual in the Bengalee Tanguage.

Jan. 25. Left home early this morning
for Daudpore. Arrived Qi the evening,
and found all the friends well; had a
pleasant prayer meeting on the occasion
of my arrival.

Jan. 26. Conversed with several ser-
vanisof Brother H. whom I have seen
belore, and who wish to be baptized. 1n-
quired also of Brother H. concerning their
walk and conversation. He speaks highly
of them : their kuowledge is but small, but
Brother. H. has paid much attention to
their insttuctjon, and will continue to de-
vole the Sabbath to that object. They
tirew off their cast eight months since.

Jan. ¢7. Baptized this morning 1he
persous 1 conversed with yesterday.
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Their names are Luckmen, Lucksman,
Bollu, and a Mrs. Rose. [ have never
seen a more humble penitent than the
latter. It is with difficulty she can speak
of herself, or of the goodness of the Sa-
viour, on account of her tears. After bap-
tizing, I adwinistered the Lord’s-supper
to Brother and Sister Wympass, Brother
H. and the rest of our brethren and sisters.
It was a refreshing season,

Account of a Journey by Mr. Thompson
from Delhi to Loodiana.

( Continued from Page 43.)

Sumnavrra;about sixty miles from Delhi.

A few miles from Soonput we saw abont
fifty deer crossing the plains; shortly af-
terwards we entered a jungle (not very
thick) of Dhak trees, the leaves of which
serve the Hindoos instead of Queen’s-
ware, china, and plate.

At Nerila we entered the Huriana dis-
trict.  This province is not peculiar either
for its inhabitants, its language, or its pro-
ductions, cattle excepted, which perhaps
owe their superiority to the rich and abun-
dant pasturage. ’

The inhabitants are Hindoos and Moo-
sulmans, with Jat zuueendars:*® indeed
most, if not all the husbandmen are Jats,
and some of them Moosulmans; who,
however, are scarcely recognized by the
more pharisaical sort, for solemnizing
their marriages by brahmuns, and for other
compliances with Hindoo rites and cere-
monies.

The Hindoos are the labouring.and the
most useful part of the population, and use
the: Kythee and Nagree characters ; their
language is plain Hindee. The Moosul-
mans possess lands, and excepting the
poorer sort, are not ingenious and indus-
trious like their Hindoo neighbours. "Their
reading is confined to the Koran in Arabic,
and idle and loose romances in Persian;
and their languageis the Hindoost’hance,
with a great mixture of Persian and Ara-
bic ; but this may probably be atfected
upon occasions, for they understand the
most unalloyed Hindee of the villagers.

The whole of this day has been very
rainy, aud we had to travel during a heavy
shower. Shortly after the rain ceased we
reached the litde village of Sumbalka,
where the superintendent of police came
to pay his respects, and teceive orders tur
accommodatious, necessaries, \.c.

* « Zumeendars ;” land holders,
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Paxtrot; nearly eighty miles from Delki.

After passing about fourtcen wmiles of
jungle and waste Jands, without seeing a
single viilage on the road, we came to Pa-
niput, a very large and ancient city, partly
in mins, but very populous: it has not, as
far as I could see, one straw or tiled hut,
but all the buildings are of brick, and the
streets paved with the same,

When 1 had presented the two princi-
pal pundits with Sungskrita scriptures, and
Hindee tracts, and the Cutwal with the
same in Persian, they sent such a rumour-
abroad, that multitades of all ranks and
casts flocked to my lodging, and finding
me disposed to give books, importined me
to distribute by hundreds ; but this I could
not do on account of my scanty stock. |
I'had notthe anost distant idea of the in.
terior of the country being so full of let-
tered men, and so desirous of the scrip-
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tures. T'o make up in some degree for the
want of books I preached three times, and
obtained the most satisfactory hearing.
On my concluding, many Hindoos: said,
they desired to know more of the Saviour,
desired 10 be saved by, him, and to possess
our scriptures, I could supply them but
partially ; they crowded about me. When
the discourse was over, slthough night ad-
vanced, the listening muliitudes seemed
not in the least degree tired, but desired
to hear more. I concluded by saying,
This then is the Saviour, pray to him and
take refuge in him: your nine incama-
tions having failed to accomplish your sal-
vation, you look for the tenth : if salva-’
tion be what you seek, if the pardom of
sin, sanctification of heart, and hope of
heaven be your desire, mark the many
proofs of Christ’s divinity,

We hope they will excuse us for
adding, that if they should be
acted upon by all who peruse our
pages, the pecuniary difficulties
of the Mission would instantly
vanish,
. ‘ Tcannot look at India without pecn-
Har delight : there we see the god of this
wf)rlc:‘i havir‘]g entrenched bimsell as it were
}vnlun a line of circumvallation, having
ma.rked the territory as his peculiar do-
main, ha.w'mg drawn around him fences
and barriers against the admission of lea-
venly light ; and thus sarrounded and in-
h"euched, he secemed to bid defiance almost
to the Gob of Lave himself—t inmphing
}nlh over }he understandings and the
*earts of his wretched victims, gnining a
Yictory even over the instincts of onr com-
uon nature—for there, Sir, children were
:een,not to supp rt their aged parents,
q‘ut to destroy them ; there, cven the mo-
;"';'S were seen to sacrifice their darling
Hants by willingly exposing shem to an
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untimely grave, threwing them to be de-
voured by sharks and alfigators.  There,
these things were going on; and guing
on, too, without exciling even a seatiment
of disapprobation, ur any feeling of revolt.
But what a change do we 20w begin to
witness even in that region which the god
of this world secmed to have approp.iated
to himself! That cliosen region has become
as it were the arena of a grand and deci-
sive conflict : there we Now find the gleams
of light beginning to penetrate in what
was a wiklerness, (nay, a million times
worse than a wilderness;) symptoms of
vegetation now begin to appear; and ihe
desert begins 1o bloom and blossom like
the rose, and exhibits every where fresh-
ness, ferility, and heauty.

* [t happens here, ulso, that in the
means used in cifecting this great work,
we see the marks of the Divine Hand, 1t
would have becn natural for ns to expect
that it would have been achievedin a
very differént way, by the united efforts
of many religious Sucicties ; but, in fact,
we fin these great effects to have been
priucipally owing, hitherto,to the exers
tions of one, and that, in its origin at least,
not the most rich or powerful ; and one of
its brightest and most useful ornaments s
poor ignorant mechanic (I altude to Dr.
Carry.) We see him, rising from that
paverty and that ignarance to a degree
of knowledge, and then to a degree of
uscfulness, which was scarcely ever be-
fore attained amongst the sons of men.
When T see this, T seem to sce a se-
cond time the god of this world foiled by
the weapons of the Spirit; I scem to see
«an exemplification of that teat, that ¢ the
weakness of Gob is stronger than men,
and e foolishness of Gopis wiser than
men [ see this giant Goliath vanquished
by a peasant child witha slir)g '.md_a stone,
secing, as T do, Dr. Carey, trpm his know-
ledge and skill in the Asiatic languages,
affurding the greatest and most valuable
assistance to the cause of Chiistianity, and
rendered an instruent of ditfusing per-
laps nitimately more happiness than any
of the sons of men who have been most
distinguished as the benefactors of our
species,

o
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“There is one consideration on this
subject which 1 would beg to propose. I
think mankind, in their way of viewing it
are apt to consider the support of Missions
as if'they had an oprrow in thecase. Now
I must frank]y state, that, not to do to the
very utmost of our power, both insubstance
and tnfluence, and in every possible way to
assist this cause, is to be wanting in our
pUTY. And it appears to me, that if we
could see before our eyes, the cruel prac-
tices which sill prevail in India (if I say
less about Africa, it will not be thought
that I think less,) I am persvaded that it
would overcome the reluctance of an
person who is unwilling to allow that it is
our duty to do the best we can for the
conversion of the Heathen. I am per-
suaded that this reluctance can only arise
from these things heing removed {rom our
perceprion, It is because we do not wit-
ness these things, that we are slow in be-
Tieving them. I said it was the duty of every
one to do his very utmost in this cause;
and I said this the rather, because we may
urge that principle which is sanctioned b
Divine Wisdom and Goodness, that it 1s
not the amount of what is given, but the
motive in every thing that is regarded by
Almighty God, That thirty shillings, Sir
William, which was given by that poor
blind girl, of whom my friend told us,
is a donation which I deubt not will ac-
cupy a principal place in the treasury of
God. By Him, things arc valved ac.
cording to their true worth. By Him,

T doubt not, that poor girl’s contribution.

will be equally rewarded (might I not say
more) than the princely donations of the
vichest benefactor. Oh Sir!
look étill farther—when we look forward
to those scenes when all the distinctions
which prévail here shall be done away;
“when things shall assume their true colour
and proper size; thenonly shall we esti-
mate them according to their real worth.
“Why Sir, to me it is a delight, that the poor
are not excluded from contributing to these
great and gaod objects ; that the Almighty
Jas given them the means of benefiting
their fellow.creatures: and 1 confess
know nothing that has ever struck my
roind as more base and narrow, than, un-
der the pretence of sparing them their lit.
tle subscriptivns, to depriw: them of this
privilege, and thus, under the plea of kind-
Dess, to degrade them below that level
which the common Parent of us all meant
that they should occupy — to defraud
them of the power of doing good to
their fellow-creatores: on the contrary,
Sir, when they give according to their
means, they assume e troe Qignlly of
their vature.  Let all our exestions then
be worthy of the cause in which we are

when we.
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engaged, And in (euth, Sir, both you
and 1 feel, it is with the more peculiar
pleasure that we attend on occasions of
thiskingd, because we can engnge in them
with such unmixed confidence and de-
light.. Ittoo oflgn happeus that even the
path of duty is painful and dubious, and
calls forth conflictiug feelings; but, bless.
ed be God, the path in which we now
tread, is one in which we can go furward
with freedom ; (ind in it present peace and
Jjuy, with the assurance that it will con.
duct to happiness and glory, Thus we
always find that Clristianity scatters
blessings on every side of her, in her pro.
gress from this world to another. In pro-
woting such a cause, shall we be slothful
or lukewarm in our efforts? Oh Sir! in
that world te wbich I have just alluded,
how languid will our warmest zeal appear,
how unworthy our most strenuous exer-
tions! Let us then go forward with in.
creased earnestness, humbly assured that
that same gracious Being who has hitherto
so remarkably blessed us, will give «till
greater and better blessings, till -at lepgth
all the poor wretched heathen shall be
cheered with the knowledge of salvation,
and we all, as the children of one common
Parent, shall rejoice together.”

The clergyman, surprised. that -
shie should offer him so Jarge a sum, soid
fo her, ';Xou are a poor blind girl, you
cannot afford 1o give thirty shillings to the
Bociety.” *“ I am indeed, Sis,”. said she,
# a3 you may see, a blind girl ; but not .
so poor, perhaps, as you may suppose me
to be; and I think I can prove to you,
that I can better afford to give these
thirty shillings, than those girls can who
have eyes.” The clergylan was, of
course, very much struck with her answer,
and said, « I shall be glad to know how
you make that out.”” ¢ Sir,” she answer-
ed, *I am a basket-maker; aud being
blind, I can make baskets as well in the
dark as in the light. Now I am sure, Sir,
in the last dark winter, it must have cost
those. girls that have eyes more than
thirty shillings to buy candles to_see lo
make baskets; and so 1 think I have
proved that I can afford this money, and
now 1 hope that you will take it all for the
Missionaries.”

Erxiract of a Letter from Dr. Carey to
Dr. Ryland, dated

) Calcutta, April 25, 1820,

I vuink the cause of our Redeemer is
evidently on the increase ; we are seldom
a month in Calcutta without additions,
and the next month I expect to baptize
three persons, one of whom was a devotee
ut Kalee-ghaut, where be actually kept a
vow of silence for four years. A pamphlet,
1 think sent out by Mr. Townley, affected
his beart and opened his mouth, When
he first came to me he made the most
singular appearance imaginahle, being co-
vered with charms and amulets; he wore
a necklace made of snakes’ bones ; and so
far were the Hindoos of Calcutta from
thinking of his conversion, that when he
first walked along the street with John
Peter, several of the chief natives came
out of their houses and prostrated them-
selves at his feet.  One of the others is a
Telinga Brahman, and the otber a Dane,
the fust of that nation we have yet bap-
tized, In a week or ten days more I ex-
pect to baptize three soldiers in the Fore,
At Beerbhoom a good number has Leen
hap.lized the last gear ; at Moorshedabad,
ur its neighbourhood, brother Sutton has
baptized several, and has much encou-
fagement. A greater number has been
bapnz'ed at Dinagepore and its vicinity
than in any ether place. Brother Smith
has baptized several at Benares; and a
letter from him received to day informs
Tue that three otbers are sqon fo be added
% the church there. At Dacca there
have been additions; and at Chittagong
the Mug Cliristians have now kept toge-
ther, have majutained the worship of God,
al}d edified one auother for three years,
without a pastor to reside among them.
Brother Peagock lately went te them, and
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his account of them is highly encouraging;
so much was he enceuraged, that he
seems now determined to visit them fre-
quently, and do his utmost to help for-
ward their spiritaal concerns.  Brother
Chamberlain has been very ill, but is
considerably better. The printing of his
translatinn, which has been, with several
otbers, delayed through want of paper, is
now guing forward. Our steam engine
is now in operation, and fully answers its
purpose, so that we have plenty ef paper.
In short, accovnts from every part of
India are encouraging. The printing ot
the Mahratta Bible is almost finished ; the
last proof sheet I read finished. Mical
within a verse or two, and all is printed
except the remainder of the minor pro-
phets. The historica! books in Punjabee
are almost finished ; the last proof sheet
reached to the seventh chapter of Nelie-
miab. InTelinga, Pushtoo, and Kunkuna,
we are nearly through Leviticas. The
New Testament wilt, withimr a few months,
be finished at press in Goojurattee, Bika-
neer, Kashmeer, and Kumnata; and se-
veral others are advanced as far as Luke
or John.

Through mercy I enjoy tolerably good
health; which is the cuse with us all ex-
cept my wife, whose weakness is great.
Eustace’s wife is just reeovering from a
dangerous illoess; Jast Friday her life
was despaired of, but she is now recover-
ing. The American Missionaries have
heen ordered to quit the Burman do-
minions; and Mr, and Mrs. Coleman bave
arrived in Calcotta, Three persons had
received the word at Rangoon, and were
baptized ; this stirred up opposition, and
they resolred upon going to Ava, to re-
quest leave of the king to propagate the
gospel in his dominions. It could scarcely
be expected that a heathen king should
give that liberty, and he of course re-
fused it, and ordered them out of the
country, saying, that though the Burman
laws allow allto worship as they choose,
yet they aliuw of no proselyting. Ou theic
return to Rangoon, some who bad occa.
sivnally atteuded before, came forward
and proposed themselves for baptism.
This induced Brother Judson to resolre
upon staying as long as be could.

Brother Robinsen has baptized a Chi-
nese. I received a letter from Brother
Bruckner a few days ago; he feels dis-
couraged at want of success. Brother
Chater labours much. A son of Christian
David, who is now with me, says, that
Brother Chater preaches often in Cinge-
lese, and is well atiended ; and Brother
Siers the same in Portugnese. I enclose a
letter from my soun Jabez, which 1 re-
ccived 10.day. Heis far from any one te
help biw, but tbe Lord bas kept him b=
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therto; and [ trust bis settlement at Aji-
mere will be an ultimate blessing to these
parts.  Accept my thanks for Hurrion's
sermons; and pray give iy best thauks to
dear Mr. Scott, for his translation of the
History, &c. of the Synod of Dort. I
would write to him if ¥ could command
time ; if there be any thing of the work
of God in my soul, I owe much of it to
his preaching, when I first set out in the
ways of the Lord.

Serampore, June 2, 1820.

Ox the 19th, brother Carey baptized
three soldiers in Calcutta, and fast Lord’s
day 1 baptized three persons there, two of
‘them brahmins. One of them received his
first impressions from reading in Calcutta
brother Carey’s translation of the New
Testament in the Telinga language; the
other was an ascetic, who lived years in the
Sunderbunds, among the wild beasts,
wearing a mala, (a necklace) made of the
vertebre of serpents. We have four per-
sons before the church at Serampore;
three of them to be baptized on’ Lord’s.
day. Blessed be God, all the charches
around seem to be flourishing.

Eatrart of a Letter from Dr. Carey to Mr.
Burls, dated
Serampore, July 7, 1820.

Last Tuesday evening, an Auxiliary
Missionary Society was formed in the
Church meeting at the Lal Bazar Chapel.
Five young men offered themselves as
Missionaries to the population around their
dwellings. These act gratuitously. I do
hope the funds will enable us to do more
at a distance from Calcutta.

The numbers bajptized last year in all
the churches in India -is highly encou-
mging; and a goodly number are now
inquiring the way to Zion, with their
faces thitherward.

AJIMERE.

Letter from Mr. Jabez Carey to Dr.
Ryland, dated
Ajimere, April 7, 1820.
My pear Sin,

f have the pleasure to acknowledge 1he
receipt of your very Lind and encouraging
letter, dated the 1st of July, 1818, which
I received ashort time-ago ; and can hard-
ty forgive myself that I did not answer it
immediately on its receipt.  You have no
doubt heard ere this that [ have changed
Amboyna for Ajimere ; butthe exchiange,
I am sorry to say, is pot snuch in my fa-
wour, While at Amboyna, ihe Duteh
povernmoent behared to me in the most
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friendly manner imaginable ; and I shonld
have returned there with the greatese
pleasure again, (as the Dutch governmeng
kindly gave me their permission so to do,)
bad not Ajimere been thought of as a
place of more consequence, and where
more good might be done in time than av
Amboyna. My atiachment, to Amboyna,.
however, k hope will never cease, The:
respect and esteem of the inhabitants
there, I flatler myself, ! had in some mea-
sure secured, and it gave me the greatest'
satisfaction to see so many wet eyes when
I parted from them ; byt who thought
then that the separation .would have been
for solong a period as it now appesrs to
me it will be? Ajimere i3 a fine place,
and will soon, I have no doubt, be in a
very flourishing state. There is a tank
about 7 miles from hence, to which Hindous

“come from all parts of {he world to wash

away their sins, and the pundits. here
affirm that it’s water has more efficacy
for that purpose than that of the Ganges,
and that it had its existence before the
Ganges. The Mussulmen have also in this-
city a monument raised to one of their:
saints, to which they come from all parts:

. of the world. They believe this saint has:

power to do every thing, and therefore
make their application to him the same as-
#f he were a God. Both Hindoos and Mus-
sulmen join in paying the highest respect,
and even worship to this saint, and I believe
this is the first object that I have ever
heard of or known, where both join.

- Both Hindoos and Mussulmen swear by

lis name, which Is Khwaja Saheb, Yhey
have also a number of other tombs bere,
which belong to other inferior saints. I
have, after much difliculty, been able to
obtain a house, which, with some repairs,
will soon be fit to live in. When any
good will be donehere, I cannot say ; may
Gnd grant that it may not be very long.
I have succeeded at last in forming one
school, but not here. 1tis at Poker, the
place where the tank is, where about
thirty children attend in the temple of an
idol.” I am going to make another triak
here, to see what can be done. My first,
[ am sorry to say, failed.- 1 hope success’
will attend my endeavours this time.. I
feel a good deal of difficulty to get on, as
I have no assistance from any one in
power here, which you well know I'had in
Amboyna. DMr. Martin will, [ hope, al-
ways be remembered by me with grati-
tude. My dear and ever valued father, [
really think looks older than heis, aad 1 do
not know how muclh fonger ke will be able
ta hold out. 1 necd your prayers, m
dcar Sir,as I um yourfg and inexperi¢nced,
and who knows with what tcwptations
Satan may assabltmé; therefore pray for
me, and beg every Christian fiiend you
sce to do 50 alsos
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SUMATRA.

We have at length received
intelligence of the arrival of our
friends,Messrs.Burton and Evans,
at this new station. They landed
at Fort Marlborough on the 9th
of June last; but we regret to
add, that soon after, Mr, Burton
was taken -so ill that his life was
despairved of ; and what rendered
the affliction more distressing
was, that this occurred at the
time of Mrs. Burtou’s coufine-
ment. He had, however, so far
recovered, when the last accounts
came away, as to be ‘on the eve
of proceeding to the northern part
of the island, with a view of fixing
himself there.

Four hundred familics
of brahmuns subsist upon the gaius ; these
men are well-versed in Sungskrita, but
live solely upon their unlawful gains, The
Sikhs are very opulent and numerous
liere, as might have been expected ; and
well acquaiuted with the few Looks they
have, 1In the deportment of this people,
there is a depree of forwardness, perhaps

‘not unbecoming their independent cha-

racter: yet quite free from the insolence
and pride-that mark the Mussahnen,

On my reaching the towu, an upper-
roomed house was allotted to me, bat an
it wanted a coukroom, the thanadar con-
ducted me to the fort, (an old Mussulman
bailding,) and gave me my choice of its:
apartments ; placing my baggage in one,

"I went up to the Mookurba, now a Sikh

temple, where I saw Baba Nanuk's
Granth, an immense folio, which was
read or chaunted by a young Sikh, but
little attended to by the muliitude, whe
thronged about me, and were intent upon
questioning and conversing with me. [
therefore read out nf the ‘ Gospel Mes-
senger”’ or (as it is in tle Punjabee)

T« Messenger of the Eccellent Book,™ and
s -I praceeded, it led to a great deal-of
‘T tonversation illustrative of the tract.

While thus engaged, a lame hoy (turne
ed Mussahman) eame in sight, and an old.
Sikh remarked of him, that -he had pro«
bably broken the legs of anather during a
former birth,® The similarity of this rea
mark to that made by the Apustle, « Mas.
ter, who did siu, this man or his parenty
that he was born blind?”* made me wrn
to the 9th chapter of John’s Gospel in
the Puonjabee Testarcent, and read the
account of the blind man’s being restnred
to sight.  The 3d chapter of Acts I ulso
read, containing the account of the lame
man restored by a miracle, with Peter’s-
sermon on the oceasion ; giving all glory.
to God, and shewing ‘wherefore Christ
came intn the world.

The Sikbs were pleased to hear me read.
in their own language and their favourite
character, the Gooroo-Monkhee* I had

—

* « Goorao-Mockhee,” a modification
of the Deva.Naguree alphabet, highly
estéemed amony the Sikbs, from itsdeing
that in which the writings of Nanuk, their
founder, are written. In this character
the Breyluen at Scrampore bhave cast &
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a great call here for the Punjabee Scrip-
tures, and enjoyed great satisfaction in
reading and distributing the word of God
in a new language and amongst a strange
people.

1 may be too credulous, bt T certainly
think the Sikhs beard and recelved the
word, and talked of the things of God
with uncommon interext. Al this feeiing
may dic away with tlic occasion} but my

fount of types, with which they have
printed the New Testament, the Penta.
teuch, and ncarly the whole of the Histo-
rical Books, with many tracts in the Sikh
or Panjabee languuges
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hope fs, that as they have.the wrilten
word with them, it will not lie dormant,
but prove sufficlent to awaken and save
some, before it Le consigned to the dunt.
This fs my hope, and I pray that I may
both live and labour to renlize it. The
Sikh Muhunt, an old man, very readily
accepted the Punjahee Testament, and:
promised to teach it to the young Sikhs
who attend his school within the temple.
The brahmun and pundits of Kuorooe .
kshetra came in great numbers even for a
single tract. 1left a volume of the Sangs.
krita Scripture here with two principal
pundits.

WE mentioned, in our Number
for February, that our friends in
this county had kindly resolved
to make a general collection
through all their churches, in
order to assist the Mission in its
present difficulties. In announc-
ing their design, we ventured to
express our pleasing confidence,
that what had been so promptly
and liberally devised by our dear
brethren, composing the Com-
mittee of the Auxiliary Society
for the county, would be met
with equal cordiality and kindness
by the friends at large. To say
that the event has justified our
expectations is saying too little;
It has far exceeded them. Al-
though Kent has suffered peculi-
arly by the failure of the hop
plantations in the last season, the
produce of this kind and vigor-
Ous measure has been more than
three hundred and seventy pounds.
We feel that our humble acknow-
ledgments are due, in the first
Instance, to Him who instructs
the liberal to devise liberal things;
and then to our brethren who
formed the respective deputa-

From the Rev. George Atkinson to
Mr. Dyer.
Murgate, March 3, 1821.

My pear Broruen,

I am sure you will rejoice with me in
the success which has attended our hum-
ble, but well meant, attempt to promote
the Redeemer’s cause, by serving the
Mission in its present embarrassed state.
Brother Giles returned home on Tharsday.
As nearly as he was able to calculate, the
proceeds of their tour through East Keat
would be about £150. T am bappy to
add, that in the western division of the
county, the sum of £214 18s. 1d. has
been raised on this interesting occasion.
Itis a gratifying circamstance, that, where-
ever we went, such was the synipathy ma-
nifested by Christians of all denomina-
tions, and such the almost universal kind-
ness of our Padohaptist ministering bre-
thren, that the work, instead of being a
source of vexation and disappointment,
afforded us real pleasure. I liope the bu-
siness will be taken up throughout the
country, and then it will be seen how
many friends there are who are ready to
help the Society in its distress. There
bas been much in our experience to cuge
courage others.

From the Rev. William Giles to the same.
Chatham, March, 1821,

WE feel, T believe, unfeignedly thank-
ful to a gracious God, who lath merei-
fully preserved us, given us favour in the
eyes of all denominations, and prospered
the work of our hands. The fruit of all
our labour will be, I believe, a present
lift 10 the Society of mot less than £350.
We were, and so were all that have heard
of our success, astonished, when we con-
sider the pressure of the times, and the
comparatively little interest that has yet
been excited in some parts of this county

L
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to Missionary objects. We consider this,
however, the least of the advantages that
will be derived from our tour, We were,
I think, unusually assisted in preaching
Christ to the people; and wmost of our
sermons were directed to the naturc and
glory of his kingdom, iu its counexion
with Missionary exertions. Our labour
has been great, but our health and strength
have been mercifully preserved. We
were received at every place with much
real christian hospitality ; and we could
not but admire, that Christians of all de-
nonmiinations secrued to consider the Bap-
tist Mission as a work that God had much
owned, and ah object in which they had
all a joint interest. Some congregations,
however, had scarcely known any thing
about it, and all our information appeared
to them as strange news. We are fully
convinced, that should the same steps we
have taken, be followed up by our bre-
thren in all the counties in England, we
shall not only at once be delivered from
our embarrassment, but our resources will
be so much furthered as to enable us to
extend our efforts. We would advise all
that may be disposed to embark in this
good work, to have printed circulars sent
to all the congregations ia the county, al.
Jowing themselves sufficient time in each
town, so as to be able to make personal
applications to individuals, and after such
applications to preach aud, if they can,
obtain collections. Personal applications
will prove the most produclive, and will
afford an opportunity of conveyinginform-
ation to many individuals who are not in
tbe habit of artending our places of wor-
ship, where information is generally com-
municated.

We trust that the zeal of these
worthy brethren will provoke very
many, and that the privilege
awaits us of recording many such
gistances of affectionate and suc-
cessful zeal on behalf of the So-
ciety.

WALLINGFORD, BERKS.

O~ Sunday, October 15, 1821, the
Seventh Annual Meeting of the Walling-
ford Auxiliary Baptist Missionary So-
ciety, was held at Wallingford.

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BATAVIA.

FroM this station—important,
not merely on account of its nue
merous resident population, but
as maintaining commercial inter.
course with the whole of Eastern
Asia—we have lately received
letters, dated in July last. 1In re-
ference to the scene of labour in
which he has now been engaged
upwards of seven years, Mr. Ro-
binson observes :

“The time is come, when I much need
a fellow-labourer: my work increascs,
and my strength diminishes, I do not
say, that there is a great door op.n, hut it
is high time for us to attempt something
on a larger scale, and to make, if possible,
a regular and well-directed attack on Mu-
hammedanism. We must, if you will as.
sist us, make a strenuous effort to establish
schools ; we must go all round the coun-
try, where the Malay language is spoken,
and preach and disperse religious tracts,
Other tracts must be written; schook
books, and books containing the first prin-
ciples of useful knowledge, must be pre.
pared and circulated ; and, in short, every
effort must be made to enlighten 1le
public mind, and to prepare the way of
the Lord. Mubammedanism is, I believe,
Satan’s strongest fort; and our post seeins
to be on the most impregnable side of
that fort. We must not expect an easy
victory ; the siege will be long, and suc-
cess will long appear doubtful ; some of
us shall most likely die in the attempt,
but others will live to hear the shout of
victory.”

In describing the manner in
which he has lately been occu-
pied, he modestly remarks :

¢ What I have done during the Jast
three months will not appear much,
though I have been constantly employed.

T commenced writing a short dissertation
on Malay orthograpliy, but as the subject

: was an exceedingly difficult one, I could

proceed but slowly; however, I hava
collected a few rough materials, and I
must, after a time, think of shaping and
arranging them. Something of this kind
is very necessary, in order to elucidate, to
our Missionary brethiren, the principles of
this very difficult orthégraphy : for it is te
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be regretted, that there is no work extant,
whicli is sufficiently full on the subjeet.
Wlhile writing remarks for this disserta-
tion, I discovered many errors in oy
Spelling Book, though thad really be.
stowed much Jabour upon it, so that I
have been obliged to revise and correct
the whole, and huve it re-copied. I have
also made = rough, and rather free, trans-
lation, of the Muhammedan History of
Abroham, from Malay into English. This
1 intend to revise and forward to the So-
ciety. Itis a childish story, but it may
perhaps be of some little service in the
hands of the Socicty, A few extracls from
the Muhammedan History of David, also
translated from the Malay, finish the pro-
ductions of my pen for the last quarter.
These extracts I shall inclose in the pre-
sent letter, leaving it to the discretion of
the Society to dispose of them as they
think proper,

“ 1 apprebend that extracts from Malay
Books may be useful, and therefore intend
to turn my atteution a little to that sub.
Ject,

“ I bave continued to preach as usual,
without any interruption from sickness,
though I cannot boast of good health, On
the subject of success I can say but litile:
one or two incidents, however, may be
worth mentioning. A young man of
hopeful piety has joined our praying
friends. About a year ago, he lived
without any serious thouglits of religion,
and did not even attend worship. We
bave now seven persons, besides myself,
who engage in prayer at our prayer-
meetings, in regular turn. The China.
man mentioned in my letter to Dr. Ry-
land, of April last, who burnt the appen-
dages of his paper god, now lies very ill,
and is not likely to recover. Previously to
ll}s illness, lie had for sometime absented
himself from worship; but one Sabbath-
day, being taken suddenly ill, Le hecame
quite alarmed, and sent for The’an to visit
kim, The’in and Mr. Diering went the
same day, and I called on him the day
following, and have continued to visit him
once, twice, or three timesa week ever
9ince. T am in douhtas to the state of
his soul, but am not destitute of hope. I
Pray with him every time I visit him, and
he seems desirous of obtaining merey, and
believing on Christ. He says, and I really
believe him, that he has not the least
confidence in any of the Chinese idols.
He tellg me that he prays, and I have no
doubt (hat he attempts it; but still his
mind appears very dark, and I fear he has
Tocorrect ideas of the deceitfulness of his
Ownheart; itis however affecting; and a
iUle encouraging, to hear a poor idolater,
While lying on a sick bed, in prospect of
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death, say, ‘I know that none hut Jesus
can save me; I pray to him, and I will
die under his feet.’

“ Anold Portaguese woman died Iately
in Batavia, of whose conversion I have
bat little doubt. She lived till old age in
sin and ignorance, but began, something
less than a year ago, to attend Malay
worship, when, there is reason to bope,
the Lord opened her eyes, and taught her
to flee from the wrath to come. From the
time of her first attending she was a con-
stant hearer, till she was confined at home
by her last illness. Asking her one day
whether she was afraid to die, ghe re.
plied, “ I have heen a great sinner, and
when I think of my sins, I am afraid ; but
when I think of the ceath of Jesus, I have
hope.” An old man, who has been my
host at Tugooh, dusing the six years that [
have becnin the habit of visiting that
village, now lics ill, and prohably will soon
go the way of all living, I visited him
yesterday; he talks like a Christian, and
I hope that he does depend on Jesus
Chyrist alone for salvation. Anold China-
woman has lately expressed a wish for in-
struction; and as she is ill, and not able
to attend worship constantly, I have ap-
pointed every Friday evening to go and
instruct ber at her own house. She seems
to have no faith in the Chinese gods; and
to tell the truth, I fear she has no serious
concern about ber soul; but I intend to
visit her a lictle longer, in hopes of doing
her good.”

The following summary view is
given of the visible effects which
bave resulted from bis labours
during his residence at Batavia.
Our readers will feel the force of
the interrogation with which it
concludes.

“ We lave now, at Batavia, four meme"
bers, who have been baptized in Java;
and we bave besides them, five men of
hopeful piety, who pray in turn at our
prayer-meetings. There are also a few
women, who seem to be pious; and two
persons, if no more, appear to have died
in the Lord; to say nothing of a poor
Chinaman, who says he will die under the
feet of Jesus. Add these together, and
you will find them more than ten, the nume
ber for which Sodom might have been
saved; and shall Java then be rejected

The following extract from the
Mahommedan history of David,
mentioned by Mr, Robinson, will
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give our readers some idea of this
curious Oriental production.

One day the children of Isracl came
to David, to request him to show them
how the judgment will be conducted on
the day of resurrection. David, said,
¢ Very good! come to me at some festi-
val, and T will show you.” About this
time a very difficult cause was brought
before David. A woman was accused of
stealing an ox, and killing it for food. The
woman pleaded, that she was ready to
die with hunger, and that the ox came to
lier of bis own aceord, and satd,** Kill me,
and cat me, for I shall make excellent
food for you” David seemed satisfied
with this apology ; but the owner of the
ox was not ; and he strenuously demanded
Justice. At this time Gabriel appeared
to David, and said: “ Cowmand all the
children of Isracl to assemble to-morrow
on the plain, that they may see a speci-
men of lhe judgment, which will take
place at the day of resurrection.” Ac-
cordingly the people assembled on the
next day, when David ascended a pulpir,
and the woman, with the owner of the
ox, were broughtbefore him. In the first
place David read a verse from onc of his
Psalms, wbich produced universal si-
lence ; all listening to his voice. He then
addressed the owner of the ox, saying,
“ Do you remember, that on the day you
left ®*Sham tor + Mesir, you entered mto
the service of a chief, who was travelling
with five hundred loaded camels, and that
you drove the camels into a plain, where
you murdered their owner, and buried bim
in the sand ; and that you proceeded into
Mesir with the camels and merchandize,
where you remained forty days, and after-
wards returned to Sham, and t.ld the
children of Israel, that the property which
you bronght with you was all your own ?
Thus you made yourself a great man in
tbe earth; and your riches have continued
to increase umil thisday. Now 1he man
whom you murdered was the husband of
this woman, and the father of her two
children.” When the owner of the ox
heard this speech, he denied the charge,
saying, “ I never murdered a manin my
whole life, nordid I ever take any one’s
property.” His hands immediately cried
cat, ¥ O prophet of God! on that day
we cut the man’s throat;” and his feet
said, “ O prophet of God! we buried
him in the sand.” Thus his limbs bare
testimony against him, and his mouth
could say nothing more in his defence.
In this manner will God judge men io the
day of resurrection, when their mouths
will be shuat, and their hands and their
fect testify concerning their deeds. David

THis station, which affords
much greater facilities thau Bata-
via for intercourse with the ori-
ginal inhabitants of Java, has ac-
quired a mournful interest in the
history of our Society, as being
the spot oo which one faithful
Missionary resigued his Jife in the.
service of his Lord and Master;
and another became so enfeebled
by sickness, as to be compelled to
relinquish the work in which his
hear1 delighted, and return to die
in his native land. Mr. Bruckner,
our surviving Missionary there,
has deeply felt these bereaving
Providences, but steadily perse-
veres int his efforts to make known
to these poor benighted heathen
and bigoted Musselmen, the way
of salvation. Besides the trans-
lation of the New "estament,
which, it appears, has advanced
to the end of Colossians, he is
constantly engaged in visiting the
surrounding villages, 10 converse
with the inhabitants, We have
lately recetved his Journals for
June,July, and August last, which
furnish some interesting particu-
lars respecting these labours. Our
readers will kindly make allow-
ance for Mr, Bruckner’s want of
thorough acquaintance with our
English idioms.

July 4.—The other day I went to the
town of the Chinese, among whom I liad
formerly distrihuted 2 number ot bqoksi
such as NewTestament Tracts, Catechisms,
&c. I went into several houses, to have
conversation with them on religion. I
came to some place where I heard dread-
ful groanings, like a person under the
heaviest burden of affliction; hut those
who were near to it, were not at all con-
cerned about it. 1 asked them what it was;
and was informed that there wasa d?“
person in the house, who was bew_'alle‘l
by those groans. Iembraced the opport®:
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pity to remind them of their own death;
but ag this matter did not seem worth their
attention, I began to speak about the re-
surrection of the dead, This was matter of
laughter for such wise people as they ima-
gined themselves to be. Iasked them whe-
ther they thought it impossible for such a
mighty ¢God, who had made heaven and
eorth, and all in it, to raise the bodies of
the dead. By this they were quite si-
Jenced, I spoke farther on the Gospel
truths to them, and thiey seemed to listen
with attention.  Shortly after, I went into
some Javanese village. The head man
of it appeared soon 1o bid me welcome. I
svon began to turn the conversation on
religion, especially as I observed his fast-
ing. 1 soon came with him on Jesus
Cbrist; and the redemption by him. I
asked bim wlether he and his people
would like to know and hear something
more of the Gospel. He told me, thatold
and steady people did not like to hear of
Jesus; yet I did not hesitate to tell him
who Jesus was, and that salvativn was to
be had inno other than alone in him; yet
he took all I mentioned to bim in good
humour.

A sbort time ago I went up the country,
about three miles distant. Eutering a
small village, I met several persons. I
began immnuediately to address them on the
subject of religion; this scemed rather
strange to them, that a European shonld
have such a discourse to them. They lis-
tened ‘with s much attention, as if they
would swallow my words. 1 told them,
that God thus loved the woild, that he
had given his only begotten Son, &c. &c.
By and by arrived & Chinaman, who
lived in the same village, who by his al-
ways living among the Javans, had some
clear notions about the anly and true God ;
neither did he secem to be guilty of idola-
try. I spoke cspecially to him of the
way of salvation by Jesus Christ: all was
new and strange to him, and- matter of as-
tonishment.  He asked me several ques-
tions in the presence of the others, which
T answered and resolved to him with the
greater pleasure, as [ saw their attention.
Night drawing near, T was obliged to bid
them tarewell for the present ; they thank-
cd me very heartily for the conversation
with them.

Further: I wentinto another village in
the neighbourhood of Samarang; after
conversing with a man who seemed to be
very rigid in bis religiouns tenets, I went
fartler on to sone other house, There 1
found a man, who listened very attentive
to that I told hiin of God’s way of saving
sinners who believe in Jesus,  Ashe was a
Mnsselman, he had certainly heard of
Jesus’s name; but that remission of sin
and God’s grace were obtained by faith in
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him, was strange matter (o Dhin. He ex-
pressed himself, that he felt the teuth in
his heart of that I had told hini, that he
was Willing to follow my words, and very
anxious to know more about it. Knowing
these castern deceitful assertions, I re-
minded him of God's omniscience, who
penetrated, with his all-seeing eye into
our hearts, and that the sincerity of our
hearts was very pleasing 1o him. He
asked me several things about his religi-
ous ceremonies, such as fasting, (which he
Jjust kept,) &c. which I answcered with the
utmost caution, not to give any offence or
raise prejndice, told him merely, 1hat it
bardly could be called fasting to abstain
from focd and sleep at day,lime, and to
indulge at night as much as they liked. I
visited him shortly after a second tiwe,
thdugh he did not appear so anzious to
me as the first lime about the way of sal-
vation ; yet he maintained that he was
very willing to listen, approving at the
same time ail I said to him.

Another day I went to some village,
where I intended to converse with the in-
habitants on the Gospel. After they had
related to me a number of things respect-
ing their Jands and houses, &c. [ told them
that it was not merely necessary to care
for the body, but especially for the soul ;
and in order to bring it inore home upon
them, and to introduce the Gospel to
them, Iasked what they thought would
become of their souls hereafter.; They re-
plied, this question was too deep {or thein,
4s they never had troubled their minds
with such things. I expressed that I pi-
tied them very much. Inthe mean time
some had gone to call tha priest ot the

| village, who saon arrived : he was an.old

venerable lovking man. I asked him
whether lie could read and write? He re-
plied, he could read a little, but write he-
could not. Ientered in a conversation
with him an religion, in the presence of
the people. who were staring at ws, as if
they heard something quite new. I spent
a very pleasant hour with them. Ihope to
visit them as often 1 can. I must observe
that the people higher up the country are
far less acquainted with the particular te-
nets of the Mahometan relizion, though
they are called Musselmans, than the peos
ple along the sea-shore, and are theretore
the fittest subjects for the Gospel, as theic
prejudices are Jess. ‘Thus I mght enter=
tain you with a number of things of that
kind : butl fear [ have been already tve
prolix.

On Sundays I have regular preaching in
Malay to a few poor people, who protess
themselves Christians.  Though 1T see that
the nuwber of hearers does ot increase,
T will not give it up as long as there are
two or threc.  An old man amongst thew,
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who had regularly attended, was sick,
that he could not come ; 1 visited him in
this house, reminding himn that of which 1
had spoken repeatedly to them, namely.
of our salvation in Jesus Christ, as we
were all miserable and lost siuners without
him. He replicd to me with tears in his
eyes, that he was no sinner, Yon may
suppoec that 1 would rather have heard
such a language with tears without that
mo. Though T suppose he had lived all
his life-time in whoredom, he was still so
sclf-righteous, I asked him whether he
was not called a Christian.  Yes, he said.
Now, I said, if you, being called a
Christian, have not loved Jesus Christ
with all your hesrt, and expressed this
Jove by living according to his precepts,
then you ere a great sinner, though you,
perhzps, have not committed murder and
theft. This put him to silence. After
recommending him to think about these
things I had spoken to him abont, and to
pray to God for light and assistance, I
left him this time.

With my attempt of translating (he
New Testament into Javanese, I am come
to the end of Paul's Epistle to the Colos-
sians, I have also begun the revision of
the Gospel of Matthew, to adapt it more
for the use of the natives. 1 wish some
part of it could be printed for the distri-
bution among the Javans; but before this
can be done some time will elapse, as the
types not yet have been cut. T had lately
a short visit by Mr, Ward from Bencoolen,
and he has taken several copies of the Ja-
canese character with him in order to cut
them there in case the Society at liome
lhave not yet done any thing in it. T sup-
pose that work could be done in Bencoo-
Jew as well and even as cheap as at home,
provided Mr. Ward is supplied with ma-
terials for it; these I think he bhas re-
guested from the Society. I hope his
sequest may be granted, that we might
gt afount of Javanese types; though it
is doubtful whether a printing-press will
here be permitted, as my request to go-
vernment for it has not yet heen answered.

SUMATRA.

THE expectation expressed in
our Jast Number, has been re-
alized, and we have now the
pleasure of laying before our read-
ers a connected statement of the
proceedings of our friends on this
ssland, from the period of their
leaving St. Helena, till the month
of October last.
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A joint Letter from Messrs. Fvans and
Burton, to the Committee, dated Ben-
coolen, June 24, gives the following
Account ¢f their arvival,

You are, no doubt, acquainted with
every thing necessary to be communicated
relative to our voyage as far as St. Helenag,
through the inedinm ol lctters addressed
by us to Dr. Ryleud and Mr. Dyer. It
now remains for us to inform you, that
we sailed from that port the 12th of April,
after having expericuced great kindness
from several of the inhabitants, especially
Mr. and Mrs. Vernon, Our passage from
St, Helena to Bencoolen lias heen very
pleasant, though somewhat longer than
we expected: but in taking a retrospect
of the manner in which we spent tlhe
time, we hope it was not altogether lost,
Through the tender mercy of our heavenly
Father the health of our dear wives was
much better than during the former part
of our voyage, so that we had more time
at our disposal. This was principally
employed in going emong the sailors—
talking to them respecting their eternal
interests, and distributing tracts—and
teaching in_ our cabins those who could
not read. There were not, we believe, more
than three or four unable to read that did
not come to be instructed, and two of these
were foreigners, who could read the Word.
of God in their own language, but bad it
not. We have the satisfaciion to state,
that the progress made by these men was
pleasing and rapid ; and we bave the au-
thority of some of the officers to say, that
there was an evident alteration in theic
deportment ; and from our own ohserva.
tion we can assert, that reading the Bible
and religious books was much more fre-
quent, and swearing much less common
throughout the ship’s company. ‘We wish
it were in our power (o say more than
this, bnt it is not, though of some we
would fain hope well. The respect and
kindness of the captain and officers wcre
uniform through the voyage; and from
two gentlemen in the civil department of
the company’s service, who were passen-
gers from St. Helena, we received much
friendly attention,

We came to an anchor in Bencoolen,
roads the 9th inst. and hy a boat which
came on shore the same afternoon, sent
onr letters of iutroduction to the Gover-
nor and the Rev. Mr. Winter (the Chap-,
lain), but were disappointed in_ hearing
that Mr. Ward was not here. The next:
morning we received an intimation from
Sir T. S. Raflles, that he would be glad
to sce us on shore as early as convenient,
assuring us that preparation was made for
our imediate accowmnodation. Shortly.
after, Mr. Winter came on board to see
us apd invite us to his house, until we
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conld comfortably remove to a permanent
residence. Ie informed wus that Mr.
Ward had left for Batavia several months
ago, with the intention of returning very

soom, but that nothing had been heard of

him since ; that he had purchased a large
house before bis departure with a view to
a Mission establishment; that the press
was there, and that the Governor had
given directions for the hiouse to be pre-
wared for our reception.

We all left the ship with Mr. Winter as
soon as our baggage could be got ready,
and landed about four o’clock, when we
proceeded to his house, where we met
with the truest hospitality, and received
the. kindest and most cbristian attentions
from himself and Mrs. W.

On the morning of DMonday, the 12th
inst, we accompanied Mr. Winter to Go-
vernment House, when he introduced uos
to Sir T. S, Raffles, with whom we had a
short, but pleasant, interview. . He re-
ceived us in the most friendly manner ;
welcomed us to the settlement, and told
us our exertions were much needed ; that
there was a wide field of usefulness open
before us, and that he would facilitate
our endeavours as much ay possible,

We have seen Sir Stamford twice since
we first waited upon him; and understand-
ing that Mr, Ward bad written to Eng-
land by his request, respecting Mission-
aries for this place, and being informed
that he said one would be sufficient, we
ventured to ask the opinion of his Excel-
lency, under an apprehension that we
might receive instructions to separate.
We were induced to do this to prevent
incurring any unnecessary expence in our
establishment. He was pleased to ex-
press a hope that neither of us would re-
move, and said he had written to Dr.
Ryland, requesting him to send as many
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a8 he could; adding, that there should
not be less thary two or three at any place
to render their labours effective, much
less at Sumatra, where there are no fewer
than three millions of souls perishing in
the vortex of ignorance and misery, while
none of them are srronely prejudiced in
favour of their false religion, and by far
the greater part of them entirely dewitute
of all ideas respecting any. He informed
ns, that the inhabitants of a smalt idand
near the coast, called Pulo Nias, to the
number of a hundred thousand, bad very
recently sent to him to inquire of what reli-
gion they should be. He referred us to the
Native Scliool already established here,
in which eighty children are instrucied in
reading and writiug the Malayan language,
and said he wished them to be universal
in the island. In fact, Gentlemen, the
prospect he opened before us, and the
work which he laid out for us to do, were
such as gladdened onr heaits, and would,
we lope, those of any Missivnaries of
Jesus Christ.

With 1espect to the climate, it is cer-
tainly as healthy as any in India; and
though Fort Marlbro’ lies low and near the
sea, it is continually refreshed by the sea
and land breezes, which render the heat
very tolerable in the house during the
day, and out of doors it is quite pleasant
in the morning and evening.

QOur brethren then proceed to
express their concern at finding
that every article of provision and
wearing apparel is exorbitanty
dear, and to suggest that the ex-
pense might be considerably les-
sended, by occasional supplies
being sent out from this couniry,

BEDFORDSHIRE.

—_—

Accorpi¥g to the notice which ap-
peared in our Number far March, a meet-
ing was held at the Old Meeting-house,
Bedford, on Wednesday, the 21st of
March, to form an Auxiliary Missionary
Society for tbe County.

In the morning of that day, after prayer
by the Rev. Jobn Dyer, Secretary of the
Baptist Missionary Socicty, an excellent
discourse was preached by the Rev. Ro-
bert Hall of Leicester, from Joha i. 35,
36, Again the mext day after John stood,
and two of his disciples ; and looking upon
Jesus as he walked, he saith, Behold the
Lamb of God! Mr. Hall also closed the
service in prayer.

Met again in the afternoon, when the
Society was formed, not exclusively in

" aid of any one denomination, but on the

eatholic principle which has, for many
Years, been adopted by our brethren in
this county, in promoting itinerant la-
bours in their own neighbourhood, To
secure, however, to cvery contributor, the
most entire freedooi of choice as to the
appropriation of his contribution, it is ju-
dicivusly enficted, by one of the rules,
that, on the payment of each subscription
and collection, it shall be distinctly spe-
cified to which of the various Missionary
Institutions the same shall be applied. At
this meeting the chair was ably filled by
John Foster, Esq. of Biggleswade; and
the various resvlutions were moved and
feconded hy the following ministers : the
Rev. W. Anderson of Dunstable, Hillyard
of Bedford, Morell of St. Neots, Siin-
monds of Olney, Bull of Newport Pag-

nel, Knight of Great Staughton, Dyer of
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Battersea, Hobson of Maldon, Cuttelss of
Ridgmount, Seckerson (Wesleyan) of
Bedford, Manning of Gamlingay, Hindes
of ‘Shambrook, Hemming of Kimbolton,
West of Harrold, Daniel of Luton, An-
thony of Bedford, and Middieditch of
Biggleswade.

The worthy Chairman was requested to
accept the oﬂl;ce of Treasurer to the So-
ciety, and Messrs. Hillyard and Middle-
ditch were appointed- Secretaries.

The evening service was commenced in
prayer by the Rev. A. B. Seckerson, of
the Wesleyan denomination, after which
a very appropriate sermon was delivered
by the Rev. S. Hillyard, minister of the
place, from Psalm xcvi. 10—13, Say
among the heathen that the Lord reigneth ;
the world also shall be established that it
shall not be moved ; he shall judge thé
people righteously. Let the heavens re-
joice, and let the earth be glad; let the
sea roar, and the fulness thereof. Let
the field be joyful, and all that is therein ;
then shall all the trees of the wood rejoice
before the Lord; for he cometh, for ke
cometh to judge the earth; he shall judge
the world with righteousness, and the peo-
ple with his truth. Rev. I, Daniel con.
cluded in prayer.

We belicve that we express the general
sentiment when we say that the whole of
these services were, in a high degree,
pleasing and edifying; and calculated,
under a divine blessing, to diffuse a lively
interest in the sacred cause they were de-
signed to promote.. Several of the minis-
tering bretbren, with a trankness which
did them honour, acknowledged that they
had not been sufficiently attentive to the
claims of the heathen world, and avowed
their determination to aid the Society to
the utmost of their power.

SERAMPORE.

FroM his early years the we-
merable Pr. Carey has been
strongly attaekhed to the cultiva-
tion of a garden, and, since bis
residence in India, is well known
to have acquired comsiderable ce-
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lebrity as a botanist, By the fol.
lowing extract from a recent
communication to Dr, Rylaud,
(23d of October last,) it will be
seen that his fondness for this
pleasing branch of seicuce has
led to results, which will proba.
bly promeote, in no small degree,
the future welfare of the inla-
bitants of India.

¢ I bless God, I am as healthy asE
ever remewber to bave been, [ have fur

some time back had much at heart the
formation of an Agricultural Sociely in

 India, Some months ago I had a eon-

versation with Lady Hastings on the sub-
Ject, who encouraged. me to make an at.
tempt ; in consequence of which I pub.
lished a prospectus, and circulated it
throughout India. The result is,that on the

' 14th of September, anAgricultural and Hor-

ticultural Society was formed, which con-
sists already of about fifty members. - By
desire of the Society T wrote to Lord Hast-
ings, requesting him to become its Patron,
to which he acceded. Several of the most
opulent natives bave joined it ; and I hope
it will ultimately be of great benefit to the
country, and contribute to prepare its in-
habitants for the time when ¢ they shalt
beat theie swords into-plowshares, and theie
spears into pruninghooks.’ ?

TaeE following interesting ac-
gount of the progress of the Col-
lege at Serampore is extracted
from a Letter, lately received
from Dr, Marshman, by a Gen-
tlemap in Liverpool,

« The College s in an advancing state,
and we have strong reason to hope it will
prove an extensive blessing to the cause
of God in India. The buildings appear
to us B most important part, as wiu!out
them a single step cannot he taken ina
place where there are none to be hired
Yor the purpose as in England ;. and when
these are completed I have little doubt
that the CoHege will be fully supported.
We have been hitherto exceedingly fa-
voured . of Providence in the steps we have
taken herein. We have ‘been enabled,
by purchesing five or six parcels of ground,
to obtain cenfessedly the best situation
for the -Qolicge in the Presideucy of Fort
William, and perhaps in India, when
the retired situation of Serampore, and yet
its vieinity to the capital, are considered.
It is a fine open spot on the bankg of the
river, and precisely opposite the country
residence of the Goveruor General of 1o~
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dia, from which the river parts it, which
is there about 600 yards wide. But what
renders it of the greatest value to us is,
that it is contiguous to the premises on
which we live, so that the thorongh and
perpetual superinteudence of the College
js thereby secured, it heing improbable
that an institution, in which we so much
delight, should not be watchfully super-
intended when it is next door to us. On
this spot it appeared desirable to erect a
building sufficiently spacious to contain
the natives, who will naturally assemble
there from all parts of the country, when
the examinalions and disputations are held
in their own language, a measure which
will carry the savour of the truths dis-
cussed there from year to year thronghout
the country. On this, therefore, we have
nearly completed a building which con-
tains a library and museum below, a hall
for examination, &c. above, and a suite
of rooms above and below on each side,
amounting to twelve, six on each side,
The hall, above which is the chiel room,
will be 66 feet wide, and 95 long, termi.
nating in a bow of a semicircular form,
51 feet in diameter, and having seven
windows to throw light through the hali.
These windows terminate in 2 semioircle,
and are 15 feet in height, The hall will
he supported by two rows of pillars of the
Tonic order. The extent of the front is
181 feet, the plinth is 4 feet, the library
20 in height, and the hall will be 24.
The whole height will be nearly 6O feet.
The entrance will contain a veranda, sup.
ported by six pillars of the Doric order,
S feet at the hase. The numter of doors
and windows in the whole building will.
be 132 ; they are in general 12 feet by 5.
The cxpense of this huilding, and suites of
rooms scparate from it fer four professors,
we intend to meet ourselves, unless pre-
vented by the liberality of the public.
We at first interded to devote thereto
20,000 rupces, but on carefully weighing
the case, and the vast importance of the
object to the enlightening of India, we
determined, jf it appeared necessary, to
meet the whole, though it should be
80,000 or _£10,000, which we expect
will cover the whole of the buildings.
After this, we trust the Lord will stir up
the publio to- support it, and if not, bless
and enable vs to mect all deficiencies.
The unoctupied rooms can be occupied
by students till we ean obtain four able
protessors,  The whole of the College
premises will, I think, include eight aeres,
Wlllc!] leaves abundant room for the
erection of rooms for the students, nume-
Tous as they may be, and the principal
buildings being finished, tho.cost of these
™l be a trifle.”
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“ Our College will be apen to all ; and
no Pedobaptist, or Episcopalian, or Cal-
vinist, or Arminian, or even Roman Catho-
lic will ever be constrained to attend »
lecture which would offend his conscience.
We humbly trust that it will be made @
blessing to the cause ; every pious yuuth,
who can make knewn the truth in English,
may here receive what instruction he
needs ; every pious Native youth, whose
heart js toward the service of the sanc-
tuary, will, we trust, be thoroughly fur-
nished ; every Native youth of talents,
Christian by mere profession, may here
receive that Indian classical education,
which will raise him in literature above the
generality of the Brahmans, while he is
also instructed in the scriptures, and
enahle him to defend and do honour to
Christianity, whether he serve society in
a legal, medical, or literary capacity, or
he engaged in commerce: and from ail
these we may reasonably bope, that &
body of Native Translators will be formed,
which will improve the Transtations in
their own languages, far beyond what any
foreigner will soon be ahle to do; and,
finally, every ingenuous heathen youth,
who loves knowledge, and is able to sup-
port hiself, may attend the lecturesin the
College, and live out of it, according to
his own ideas of cast, as long as he com-
plies with its rules in point of morality
and diligent attendance. Itishis business
to guard his mind against that light which
will shine around him on every side.”

SUMATRA.

(Continved from Page 183.)

MEessrs. Evans and Burton, in
a postscript to their letter, dated
the 28th of June, add :

¢ The above is a copy of a letter which
we forwarded hy the Honourable Com
pany’s ship London, which sailed on the
morning of the 25th. The evening of the
same day brought us the agreeable intel-
ligence of the arrival of Mr. Ward,in &
ship from Batavia. Since he has been on
shore, we have been much occupied in
consulting upon the best means of further-
ing our grand object. From a deliberate
consideration of all the circumstances
with which we are at present acquainted,
it appears that the most probable means
of prowoting the Saviour's cause among
the benighted inhabitants of this island, is
the establishment of another station, at a
liule distance, upon the same side of the
coast. This the Qoversor thinks very
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desirable, and recommends Tapinuli or
Natal, where there is immediate access to
the Battas, a numerous set of people, and
but lirtle known; though from what -n-
formation has been collected, their total
ignorance, and abject condition, call loudly
upon the benevolence of those who love
the Redeener.  Brother Burton has ex-
pressed  his willingness to attempt the
arduous undertaking, should further in.
quiries encourage it, and we think the
first expense will not be increased, while
the plan of operations will be much en-
larped ; and we trust that the blessing of
God upon our separate cxertions, will ren-
der them, in the greatest possible degree,
instrumental in ucquainting the wretched
Sumatrans with the blessed Jesus, who
came into the world to save sinners,. We
most earnestly entreat vour prayers to the
Father of mercies, and God of all grace,
that he will pour out upon us the in-
fluences of his Holy Spirit, that our Learts
may be filled with love to him, and to the
Saviour, and to immortal souls—that he
will guide us in all our ways—that he
will strengthen us in all our difficulties
and in all our efforts, and that he will keep
us from all evil?”

In a letter from Mr. N, Ward to
Mr. Dyer, dated June 28, he spe-
cifies a variety of employment for
the printing press, which he has
in prospect, not merely for Suma-
tra, but for our Missionaries in
Java also. The request with which
he closes this communication is
one in which, we believe, every
pious Missionary will unite:—

“ And now, my dear Sir, pray for us.
We are placed in a land where all around
tends to frecze the affections, to destroy
spirituality, to deceive the mind, to sepa-
rate us from our God. May the Spirit of
the Lord move vpon the face of the great
chaotic deep in these parts, and breathe
into it the breathe of eternal life !”

The Committee have further
been gratified by a communica-
tion from his Excel'ency Sir T. S.
Ratlles, dated July 17, 1820, the
sentiments of which are so ho-
nourable, both to the distin-
guished writer, and to the Mis-
sionaries, that we cannot forbear
inserting an extract.

« Jt affords me moch gratification to
find, that the Society has directed its at-
teution to this bitherto untredden field, and
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selected Missionaries, whose habits, wman.
ners, and educatioh, peculiarly qualif;

them to dv credit to the cause, and to fulfil
the expectations of those who sclccted
thern. They are the first Missionaries
wha have trod oh Sumatran ground ; and
if they do not do much themsclves, they
will doubtless pave the way for others,
The Society must not expect immediate
results : the general standard of society on
this island istoo low to admit of rupid ad-
vancement ; but they will be able to give
you much valnable and highly-interesting
information, and to train up the rising
generalion in habits of humility and dis.
cipline.

“ Mr. and Mrs. Evans, with the assist-
ance of Mr. Ward, propose the establish.
ment of a seminary at Marlborough ; and
Ihave been happy to aid the undertaking,
by transferring to them the children of our
free school. On this point they will doubt-
less be able to inform you more fully them-
selves, Mr, Ward proposes to retain the
press, in the hope that it may eventually
contribute to assist the funds of the Mission,

-« Mr. Burton purposes proceeding to
the Northward, and establishing himself
in the Batta Country, where an entirely
new and peculiarly interesting prospect
will lie before him. I do not estimate the
population of these people at much less
than a million, Pulo Nias, an island
containing a very extensive pupulation,
and lying off the west guast of Swwatra,
will also attract his attention. None of
these people lave yet embraced Maho-
metanism, neither are they Hindoos ; and
it is doubtful if they have any religion
at all.

T hope the Soclety wlil not think of
withdrawing either of these useful men
from Sumatra ; the field is sufficiently ex.’
tensive for many more. and though their
progress may be slow at first, it :may be
expected ‘to increase in an accelerated
ratio as they proceed. If they do notdo
mugch, it will be owing to the want of fure
ther aid, and not the want of subjects ta
work upon.

« T heg the Society will be assured, that
1 shall be most happy to extend to these
gentlemen, and to the views of the Society *
in general, the full measure of my patron-
age and support : convinced of the high
importance of the cauge in which they
are engaged, and of the benefits of their
labours in promoting civilization, and ex-
tending the sphere of useful knowledge.”

We bave been favoured with
the perusal of another letter {rom
Governor Raffles to a friend in
England, written on the same

day, which contains some fusther
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intelligence respecting the people
among whom Mr. Burton pro-
poses to reside. After mentioning
Mr. Burton’s intention, he pro-
ceeds: o

« The ficld for his exertions is new and
interesting, and I hope he will have energy
and courage-enough to explore it. The
world knows so little of these people, and
their habits and customs are so peculiar,
that all the information he collects will be
useful.  You are of course aware that they
are Cannibals. The population of the
Batta country does not fall short of a mil-
Jion, and throughout the country it is the
invariable luw, not only that prisoners taken
in war should be eatem, but that capital
punishment should also be inflicted for the
five great crimes, by eating the prisoner
Ar1vE. Yon may rely upon the fact, that
ealing glive is ‘as common with them as
hanging in England. I have lately passed
some part of my time .in this part of (he
country, and can vouch for the correctness
of what T state.”

Are not “‘the dark places of the
eartk full of the habitations of
cruelty ?”

On the 27th of the same month
(July,) Mr. Evans writes Dr. Ry-
land ; and, after adverting to the
proposal of establishing a new
station in the northern part of the
island, he mentions that, with a
view of lightening the expenses of
the Mission, he and Mr. Ward
had acceded to a plan, kindly
suggested by the Governor, to
establish a seminary at Ben-
coolen ; and that the pupils of an
Orphan School, previously estab-
lished, were to be transferred to
their care.  He adds, that they
intended to procure a young man
from Bengal as an assistant, in
order that this new engagement

may not interfere with the time|

sacred to cmployment more di-
rectly of a missionary nature.

Mv. Burton’s letter to Mr. Dyer,
after they had resolved on the
important step of 4 removal, pre-
sents an interesting specimen of
a Missionary taking up his cross
to follow the Redeemer.

“ When Sir Thomas mentioned that
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there was no medical man at cither of the
stations, it yeemed at once to put a total
negalive upon the removal of either bro-
ther Evans or myself, and of course bro-
ther (Nathaniel) Ward could not leave
the press. But, after thinking the subject
over last evening, my dear Mary and [
came to the resolation to offer ourselves
as Missionarics to the poor Battas, if the
other brethren approved of our going.
We proposed it to them this morning, and
all are of opinion that it appears the most
effectual measure that can be adopted for
the furtherance of the great object of our
Mission. We have therefore determined,
in the strength of our Divine Master, to
devote ourselves to it. We shall certainly
have some difficulties to encounter, and
much self-denial to practise, in a country
where the inhabitants are Cannibals, and
where our intercourse with European so-
ciety will most probably be limited o one
or two individuals; but we trust that Hr
whe has hitherto made ¢ darkness light
before us, crooked things straight, aud
rough places smooth,” will not fail us in
attempting to give the words of eterual
life to those who are perishing for lack of
knowledge ; but, on the contrary, while
humbly dependent on bis aid, ¢ will sup-
ply all our need according to bis riches in
glory by Christ Jesus.’

-« Did our friends know how much hu-
mility, zeal, knowledge, love, wisdom, and
devotedness of heart, are essential to form
a good Missionary of Jesas Christ, they
would ever bear us on their hearts with
great affection at a thrune of grace.”

Of the interruption which took
place, subsequently, in conse-
quence of Mr. Burton’s dangerous
illness, our readers have already
been informed. He had, however,
so far recovered, as to be able, on
the 29th of September, to sail for
Tappanooli and Natal, with a
view to discover which would be

‘the more eligible station of the
.two.

We shall look for further
information with much anxiety.

KINGSTON.

THE Herald for December
last contained some accounts of
the large additions made to the
church in this place. 1In answer
to some inquiries respecting the
statements that are given by these

couverts, when applying foy the
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privileges of Christian commu-
nion, Mr. Coultart says:

# Their words are few in general; their
looks and gestures, which give great effect,
without art or design, must be wanthug in
any relation given you: and if their own
expressive Janguage be conveycd to you,
you might try to make the Chinese un-
derstood with as much cffect.

T asked a female negro whether she
felt any sin, now her heart was changed.
Her reply was, * It trouble me too much—
it tick to me, Massa, as close as de clothes
to me back.’ To another poor woman,
who.was complaining much of the dis-
eouragements she meets with, I said,
* Well, how do you think to get through
them all to heaven? You say, you are
weak.” ¢ Yes, me weak for true, Massa—
but me hang on him arm—Jesus cen
belp— an, Massa, him promise.’

In a letter, dated 10th of Octo-
ber, Mr. Coultart gives the fol-
lowing account of a visit he had
recently paid, in consequence of
a pressing invitation, to a friend
in the parish of Marichineel.

« Manchineel is sixty-three long miles
from Kingston.
rough, and in many parts interestingly
dangerous to a good and well mounted
rider. The passes in Jamaica must be
nuch like those in Scotland, which Sir
Walter Scott so interestingly describes.
The way I travelled eommands, at irregn-
lar distances, an extensive view of the
sea, with a variety of bays and ports,
which contain but few English vessels at
this season of the year. The estates are
numerous, and the cane fields rich in their
appearance, as the time of harvest is near.
I had for miles of my way, nof more than
a few inches to spare between me and a
precipice of five hundred feet! Towards
the interior the view s, in general, very
Yimnited, though at intervals the most va-
ried and delightful prospects start npon
vou. T should think that the aspect in
eneral of this country, is the most origi-
nz} and striking of any in the world.

« Set out on Friday from Yallahs, twenty
miles from Kingston, which I rode on the
Thursday evening. Reached Morant Bay
on the same morning, abont six, and re-
mained there during the heat of the day.
This place is pleasantly situated, and has
a small fort, with guns of very heavy ca-
Jibre. Port Morant is the uext place of
any conseguence; has but few houses
compared with the latter, and no chapel
or church near, that 1 could hear of.
Bath is the next stage; but though auveat

The road is remarkably |
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and elegant litdle village, has no place for’
the accommodation of travellers. I could
not beg hor buy food for my horses, (for I
was obliged to horrow a horse in addition
to my own, for the heavy journey.) Had
no time 1o look at the springs which have
piven such celebrity to this village. The
cotton trees about thls place scemed de.
corated with ten thousand living lamps,
perpetually shifting their position, and
now and then dancing, in fuiry-like confu.
sion, among the thick green foliage. A
stranger, brought from your side of the
Atlantic, not having heard of these earthly
lominaries, might have deemed himself
travelling among the stats. The way to
catch as many as you please, is to take &
fiery stick, and blow upon it, making a
kind of intermitting light, like that which:
the flies themselves keep up. By the time

' I had reached the top of a very bigh moun«

tain, at the most easterly part of the island,

f the sun was just rising, amidst the inex-

pressible grandeur of a Western sky, and!

ilinminating with his first rays the unbro-

ken bosom of the sea. Whilst waiting

' beneath a tree, to shelter myself a little

from a heavy shower, I saw, to my great
astonishment, a company of those beetles

 called Hercules, rolling some ponderous

balls of goats’ dung hefore them up tlie
hill. The rapidity of their march is
amazing, considering tbe large size of the
ball they rolled on before them, and the
clay too it had accumulated in passing
over the wet ground. I arrived at Miss'
C.’s to breakfast, the termination of my
journey, and truly a fatiguing one. You
will, perhaps, think a journey of that dis-
tance may be undertaken often, until I
inform you that it took me nearly three
days, and cost me for tea, with bad bread
aud butter, and bed, £1 2s. 1d.; for
breakfast next morning for mysclf and
boy, 13s. 4d ; grass and corn for horses,’
10s. They charge at the rate of a penny
per pound for green wet grass, and-10¢.
per quart for corn. Dinner for myself
and boy, £1 13s. 4d.; and for horses,
11s. 8d. &c. ; butthe poor people I went
to visit, were so gencrious, as tu make the
lady of the house in-which I stopped, slip
sufficient to puy my expences into the
portianteau.”

SPANISH TOWN.

WE have had several letters
from our friend Mr. Godden, and
are concerned to state that his
eyes continue still in a very weak
state. He has been kindly in-
vited to spend a little time at the
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residence of a friend, who lives in
the country, about sixteen miles
from Spanish-town, and ke pur-
poses to accept it. He mentions
one anecdote, which affords an
affecting proof of the strong at-
tachment felt by the negro Chris-
tians towards their instructors.

* In the night of the fire, a poor young

woman, a slave, whom I had previously
baptized, exerted herself much in carrying
water from the river, &c. and when nearly
exhansted, slie inquired of the by.stand.
ers, * Where my minista” A peson
answered, ‘ He is burnt in his bed,” The
poor thing inquiring, fell down, and ex-
pired immediately, without uttering anc-
ther word. She was a good woman; [
rejoice in tha hope of meeting ber in
bliss,”

Eatract of a Letter from Dr. Carey to
William Hope, Esq. of Liverpool, dated
Serampore, Oct. 30, 1820,

T REJOTCE to say, that the cause of onr
Lord is still ‘'on the increase, and that not
only in our connexions, but among all de-
nominations of Christians in India, 2
divine blessing attends the means used.
It is twenty-seven years the 12th of No-
vember next, sirice T landed in India;
when I compare present things with that
time, I am comstrained to say, ¢ What
hath God wrought?’ Tlren all wasirfide-
lity, profaneness, and profligacy. To
introduce religion at any one’s table was
deemed an §nsult ; -and among the natives
2ll was pitchy darkness. Now, it is true, |
the millions are on the side of idolatry
and sin; and the few, the very few, on
the side of Christ: yet there are a few,
There is indeed a good number of preach-
ers, and these not despicable ones, among
the natives themselves, The School-book
Society brings them nearer to Europeans
—a very desirable thing. They also unite
with us in the Schodl Society, and much
is done to favour education. The Chief
Justice, in a public speech, a week or two
ago, observed, that even a whisper about
improving the moral condition of the na-
tives, was considered a ‘crime when he
first came here, (about seven years ago,)
but now the Governor General patronizes,
and all the chief officers of Government
wnite to promote this object.

Eutract of o Letter from Dr. Marshman
to Mr. Burls,
Dee. 2,1820.
Turoven mercy we are all well. Dr.
Carey says he is better than he has been
any winter for years. In other respects,
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too, we have alimdant reasom fur gravi.
tude. We have, T think, taplized iwelve
at Serampore alone in ihe vonrse of this
jear, and two more are before the charch
there. The number added to our church
at Calentta and Serampore in these last
two years, amounts to nearly fifty; a
greater nomber by far than was added in
the former three years.  The last baptized
at Sorampore was a Mug pundit, or
priest, whose simple experience quite de.
lighted Dr. Carey.

Death of M. Peacock.

Meanwlile God bas, in his mysterious
providence, removed our dear brother
Peacock, by a fever of eight days eonti-
nuance. Hedied in Calcutta, while wait-
ing te pruceed to his charge at Chittagong.
Sinee his death, however, though only six
days ago, a steady, pious young man, with
his wife, members of the church in Cal-
cutta, has declared his determination to
go immediately and supply his place
among the Mug brethren, live among
them, and learn their language. Thisis
onr young brother Johannes, who was
brought up in our school at Calcutta,
under brethren Leonard, Pencock, and
Penney, successively, He is already on
his way to Chittagong, to take charge of
the schools there. Thus the Lord appears
in the midst of distress; and we verily

trust that he will appear and never fail er
forsake us, .

A VARIETY of information
from other quarters has compel-
led us to suspend, for some time,
the publication of intelligence
from this metropolis of the East.
We now extract a few articles
from the journals which have
lately arrived.

On the 2d of July Mr. Penney
writes :

« Five natives, Hindoos, came to-dsy
te our house, to make inquiries respecting
the way of salvation : they came from the
district of Jessore, and profess to be farm-
ers. They had obtained a copy of the
Gospel of St. Mattbew, and the Life of
Futtick, a meincir of a native Christian.
In our inquiries as to their motives in
coming thus far to understand the way of
salvation, instead of goini\o the Mission.
ary (brother Thomas,) whe is in the dis-
trict, we could obtainno better reply, than
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that it had been impressed npon the mind
of onr of them in a dream, that they
must eome to Caleotta. They were appa.
rently very fgnorant, but gave no satisfac-
tory evidence of being in earnest about
their cteronl welfare.  We invited them
to come evcry afternoon for instruction.
In leaving the house, they asked our na-
tive brother if they had any thing to pay:
he told them, ¢ in becoming Christians
they would have neither to giveany thing,
nor to receive any thing.! They had taken
great care of the copy of the Gospel, and
the tiact they had preserved with the ut-
most care.”

Singular anomaly in the existing code of
Indian law.

* While T was with Bahoo Ram Mohun
Roy to-day, in his own house, une of his
followers, a respectable-looking man, came
in. Tt appeared that he had a suit pend-
Ingin the supreme court, and that in the
coursc of the proceedings he ‘was called
upon to give his oath, The usuul practice
I the courts of judicature in this country
is, that a Christian swear hy the Bible, a
Mussulman hy the Koran, and a Hindoo
by the waters of the Ganges. The person
referred to, altheugh not a Christian, has
renounced idolatry : and as a consistent
reformer, felt it his duty to decline taking
an oath which implied that any regard
was duoe to the watery goddess; but as a
believer in the Vedas, offered to swear by
them, or by that one God who is revealed
in themn. His oath, however, was not taken.
The number of persons of this description
is very rapidly increasing, principally,
I believe; among the middling classes of
Hindoos ; but what an anomaly in the his-
tory of law, that the relinguishment of
error should form a disqualification for
giving evidence ! In the present state of
things, if a Hindoo or Mussulman become
a Christian, independently of other dis-
advantages, he is disqualified, however
exemplary his eonduct s a subject may
be, from giving evidence in a court of
justice, even on the most trivial occasions,
If oaths are either necessary or usetul,
how desirable to substitute, for the present
forms, those which shall embrace all kinds
of belief, by laging held of those broad
features of religinus opinion which are al-
most oniversally recognized, that there is
one great Being who knows cvery thing,
and to whom all others are subordinate.”

Pleasing instance of gratitude in a
Hindoo boy.!

# Gratitude is so uncommon in the Hin-
doo character, that it is even denied they
Liave a word in their language to express

it. A very pleasing instance occurred
yesterday at the Benevolent Tnstitation,
A native youth, who has atlended with
me for more than cight months, and by g
degree of diligence has acquired a teler-
able knowledge of the Euglish language,
being about to remove to a distance, came
to return the hooks belonging to the Tnsti.
tution, and to return thanks for the atten<
tion he conceived I had paid him1 this
be did with tears.  As it was the first jn.
stance of native gratitude I ever saw in
the school, I was delighted, and overcome
with joy tofind I had succecded in gaining
his affection. It has always becn common
for native children to remain as long as it
suited them, and then depart with all they
bavein their possession, without saying a
word. I gave liim all the books whicl he
came to return, for which he seemed most
thaukful : they consisted of an English
Bible, a Grammar, Rickett’s Irregular
Verbs, and the Digdurshun, (a work in
Bengalee,) and also a New Testament in
Bengalee, which he promised to read.”

Prospects of success in educating Hindoo
females, -

# We entertain great hopes' that our
attempts at the education of Hindoo fe-
males will eventnally succeed. Having at
last secured -a qualified Hindoo woinan as
a teacher, we are now building a small
school-room for an experiment ; and to-
day I find she has twelve Hindoo girls as
scholars. This may appear to our friends
in England but a trifling advance ; unless
they recnllect, that this is the first sehool
for heathen girls established for centuries
io this vast city, and, with two exceptions,
in this extensive country, containing nine
times the population of the British isles;
and take into the account-the determined
prejudice which exists in the minds of the
majority of Hindoos on the subject. A
school-room built, a mistress found, and
twelye scholars collected, who can tell but
the progress of female education may yet
be rapid 7

That these cheering anticipa-
tions were not too sanguine, will
appear by an extract from Mr.
Pearce, in reference to the same
subject, not many days after-
ward, :

“ We have just erected a lititle school
room, for the instruction of Hindop girls,
at the expense of a little Saciety formed
in our Young Ladies’ Seminary ; and have
been so happy as tomeet with a Bengalee
woman, who can read and write, and whep
is willing to act as tcacher.  She has al*
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rendy elghteen regular scholars, besides
nine or ten more, (who attend occasionally
at first, till they can overcome,the shanie
which attends being known to go to
school,) and nearly twenty under the care
of schoolmasters: so that we have slready
nearly filty under instruction | Atlast seve-
ral Hindoo gentlemen do not scruple to
eny, that perhaps girls may be able to learn,
and that instructing them may be a gnod
thing. We anticipate a considerable ex-
tension of our exertions in this department,
during the present and succeeding years,
and shall be very thankful for any dona-
tions or subscriptions with which any of
your benevolent friends may be disposed
10 favour us.”

Progress of Religion in the Army.

¢ On the 21st of July, (says Mr. Law-
gon,) at the request of our brethren com-
posing the church in the 17th regiment, I
attended their church mecting in the Fort.
I staid with them from two o’clock till
near five, and our meeting was indeed a
pleasant one. Four soldiers, candidates
for baptism, gavcin their experience. One
of them appears 10 have received his first
convictions by attending the annuval meet-
ing of ourAuxiliarySociety at Boitakonnah.
Hehad been notoriously given up to wicked-
ness, and was exceeding fond of gambling.
One alternoon, while deeply engaged
-with one of his comrades with his favour-
ite game, one of .the religious soldiers
happened to pass by, and clapping him on
the shoulder, and " calling him by nane,
said, ¢ Come, I think you had better leave
your gambling, and go with us into Cal-
cutta to attend a Missionary Meeting,’
The poor man paused a moment, and then
thought within himself, « Well, I may as
well go.” He went, and was deeply struck
with the novelty of what he saw and
heard: the gospel was new to him. He
could not forget the scene he had witness.
ed, and after struggling two or three days
against the shame and fear of persecution
and ridieule among his ungodly compan-
ions, he was seen amongst those who resort
to the cook-room at night for private
prayer, and has attended the means of
grace ever since. His wicked eourses and
eompanions were at once given up, and
the brethren bear testimony to his in-
ereasing earnestness in the ways of God.
Tam told, that from two o’clock in the
morning till day-break, or gun fire, he is
mow always to be found on his knees.
Another, that gave in his expericnce, ap-
pears to have been a Methodist once on
the coast, but fell into sin, and so remain-
ed (ill he heard a funeral sermon preached
ghout a year ago, occasioned by ‘the deatl
ol a pioug soldicr, Another of them dated
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hi« convictions of sin from the same tine.
These bretliren will, itis expected, be bap-
tized next month, I have engaged to at-
tend this monthly church meeting re-
galarly.”

Elucidation of Mark iv. 20.

*In the preparaiion of the harmony of
the four gospels, I came to thet parahle,
(Mark iv, 20,) where Christ describes the
influence of his gospel upon the hearts of
men, by the simile of seed cast into the
ground, which sprung and grew up im-
perceptibly. This, I thought, was very
applicable to the state of things with us
in this city ; we, together with our fellow-
labourers, are casting in the seede—we
¢sleep and rise night and day,” but we
perceiveno effects. We call to repentance,
bat none seem Lo obey the call. The na-
tives collect in numbers to hear the word
of God proclaimed ; they listen sometimes
attenlively, sumetimes they nod assent to
what we say, and some appear cordially
to approve. At other times they ridicule
or oppose with virulence ; but the service
concludes, the people disperse again, and
all seems forgotten. This state of things
has now continued lor two or three years,
and no fruits appear. But are we not en-
couraged from this parable, ¢ to hope and
patiently wait for the salvation of God
May there not be in the minds of many of
the natives, though quite unknown to us,
degrees of lightand conviction, struggling
with doubt and error, which- may finally
lead to saving consequences, though the
progress may be imperceptible, and the
result tedionsly delayed 2?

Philosophy, falsely so called.

« After the close of the service this
morning, a talkative Brahuwun, who bad
sttempted to interrupt the bretbren in
their addresses, was requested to state hig
inquiries. His design was 1o prove that
there is neither wice nor virtue, sin not
holiness, heaven nor hell : and that therca
fore siuners have nothing to fear : that as
it regards the body, it will be dissolved ag
death, and therefore cannot suffer punisha
ment—and as it respects the sodl, itisa
part of God, and therefore God takes the
responsibility of ull the exil it may com-
mit. Thus do these plilosophers, (falsely
so called,) commit without remnrse every
species of vice, and then lay the blame on
him, who is of purer eyes than to behold
iniquity, and in whose presence the wicked
cannot stand.  Who can wonder that by
such the Gospel of Christ is rejected,
since it requires a puiity of heart alike
apposed to their babits of reasoning, and
theis corrupt propeasities and practices.”
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$he truth of the Gospel asserted, from its
sanct¥ying effcecy.

¢ The service at Mullunga to-day has
ﬁ(‘cn interesting.  After singing, Mr,
Trawin, a brother missionary of the Inde-
pendent denomination, read a portion of
stripture, and prayed.  John Peters then
addressed, at considerable length, a
pretty Yarge congregation, which had been
eollected. In his discoursc he gave an
aécomnt of the ¢hange which bad been
wrooght on his own charucter and con-.
duct, by acordial reception of the gospel;
gnd which he affirmed was a true and
palpable evidente of the powet of Christ
o sarc from the wrath to come.  Thie re-
fiewal of the heart, and rcformation of
the life, as effects of religious principle,
and as evidences of the divine authority of
the principles which produce such effects,
are all, however, to them actually new
ideas. Their own feligion furnishies them
with natbing of the kind. The perform-
wnce of neglect of the dally ceremonics of
their religion, malkes a man a good or a
bad Hindoo. But the most Zealous and
yicid attention to them is perfectly con-
sistent with the most flagitious conduct.
Thie only evidence of religion which they
will receive are miracles, and these per-
forrued in their own presencés They want
to sce a man raised from the dead, or
astend to heaven. A man with whom I
entered into a long conversation, demand-
«d evidence of this kind. On such occa-
sions our areat sbject is to shew the con-
hexion that religion bas with morals. I
feel that I have a bias to evil, but T can-
fiot by my own pleasure substitute a bias
for good; mnor can 1 cliange the tind
pitherof a friend or an enemy, nor can he
change mine : it is God alone that turn-
eth the minds of men whitliersoever he
willeth. Now, wherever Christianity is
cordially teceived, it thanges the beert

and life, and thus receives the stamp-of |

his approbation, in whom we live, and
thove, and bave our being. This i3 an
effect which no other religion produces—
an evidence tv which no other religion
fays claim.

Ponowa.

Wotwithstanding the distance of Po-
howe, the dome of the Thaneswur-Mook-
urba can be seen from a four-storied

house, L
‘I'his is another resort for pilgrims, on
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acconnt of the river Suruswulcd, whicl;
passes nedr the village, coming sixty or
eighty kross from the northern hilla. The
grand fair is in the month of Aptil, and o
less crowded one in the month of October ;
the gains of which, a hundred and fifty, .
or two hundred, familics of brahmuns,
share and subsist upon, having no profes.
sion or occupation except that of maticr-
ing their silly formularies. Some pundits,
and several others, sat with me till night;
hearing the words of salvation, theugh I
had but little to give them. Scarcely a
Sikh was to be scen here, but at Bhori, in
the mid-way from the last stage, I had the
pleasure of presenting  Golab-singhs, the
Sikh sirdar, with a Punjah¢e New Testar
ment and a ** Gospel Messenger,” and his
attendants with skiigle gospels sud tracts,
Koonnax.

Koorham is a grand looking town, butin
ruins, and almost without inhabitants. We
reached it after & very tedious day’s tra.
velling, through paths lying in junglesand
beds of rivers, rivulets and . swamps.
There is a large and costly Musjid here,
which suffered about ten years ago from
an earthquake: 1 imagine the same that
proved so fatal to the Musjids, Mookurbas,
and Durgas, of Lucknow. B

The poor villagers surrounding me,1
read to them from Matthew’s gospe!, and
afterwards gave a copy ofthe four gospels
to a kayust’ha, who is respected by he
people, and bias promised to read to them
evefy day. An old gasaee visited me with
a few graims of rite in his hand, and wish-
ed 1 might have a long life and happiness,
as durable as the sun and the stresin of
the Yumuna, We had a great doal of
convetsation together about true religion
and idle ceremonies: after which, as be
conld reed, I-gave him a Punjabee Testa.
ment,and some tracts. ’

Pariavas

A large und populous town, in which
the raja Korim-singha resides, It is full
of Siklis. * The shops and markets are not
deficient ; but the town, within and with-
out, is very dirty, and in some places
there are the most unpleasant exbalations.
1 went about the town, and many Sikhs
came o me and gladly took the gospels
in their language. One man pronised to
follow me shortly for further instruction.
A vakeel of the 1aja’s appearing well dis-
posed, I gave him a Testament, Here I
suw for the first time a lion and a lioness
of immense size, and thongh confined for
years in a cage, they were very fierce.
The ligness was asleep, but the lion, in a
separate cage, made violent springs; and
roared louder than the elcphant, Chained
on the outside were 1ygers, leopards, apd
other animals.

Alitde mud village, bat syrrounded by
awall. I gotanumber of the villagers
togethier, and began to read to them, but
<oon found it better to converse with them;
it seemed to strike themn more, and to be
‘the readiest way to their hearts, I had
not many Sikhs, as the villagers are Jats ;
but all use the Punjabec language; they
understeod my reading and convessation,
though I could not well understand
them.

In oge place I met five Sikhs, who were
placed as a guard in the jungle; my con-
wersation and reading seemed to enliven
them in their lonely situation. Hasing no
copy of the gospel, I left a tract with ane
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with plensing expectations. A little after
I quitted them, T heard the Sikh read

[ 2loud to bis countrymen the “ Gospel

Messenger” in his own language : I can-
not describe how I felt; the strange
sounds rvached my cars all at once, ang
ﬁllt_:d me with new and defightful sen-
sations,

ANNUAL MEETINGS.

~ Our readers will expect that we should give some account, in
this number, of the Annual Meetings, which have just been held
in. connection with the Mission; and we feel much pleasure in
gratifying that expectation, as far as the very limited time allowed
for the publication will admit. We believe the season has been
found peculiarly interesting by many, and that our friends in
general, who favour us with their attendance on these occasions,
are increasingly convinced of the great utility of such Meetings in
diffusing more widely Missionary intelligence, and exciting more

warmly a Missionary spirit.

—————

Tue public services connected with
the Annual Meeting of the Baptist Mis-
sionary Society, were commenced by a
sermon at Great Queen-street Chapel, on
Wednesday morning, Jume 20, by the
Rev. T. S. Crisp, one of the Tutors of the
Bristol Academy. Prayer was offered
before the sermon by the Rev. Dr. New-
man of Stepney; and at the close by the
Rev. George Burder, Secretary to the
London Missionary Society. Mr. Crisp’s
discourse was founded on Zech. iv. 6, 7.
“ Not by might, nor by power, but by my
spirit, saith the Lord of hosts. Who art
thou, O great mountain ? before Zerubbabel
thou shalt become a plain.” From which
passage he deduced the following genecral
observations : I, That the conversion of
the heathen world is a vast and difficult
undertaking. IL That it can never be
accomplished by human might or power,
III. That it peculiarly belongs to the
Holy Spirit of Gud. ~This very appro-
priate discourse was heard throughout
with profound attention by the numerous
auditory ; and, since the meeting, Mr.
Crisp has been earnestly solicited to allow
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its publication; a request with which we
trust he will see it his duty to comply.

At Sion Chapel, in the evening, a nu-
merous congregation assembled at the usual
hour. The Rev. John Saffery, of Salis-
bury, read the scriptures and prayed;
after which the Rev. Joseph Ivimey de-
livered an animated discourse on Christian
gratitude, from Colossians i. 12, 14.
¢ Giving thanks unto the Father, which
hath made us meet to be partakers of the
inheritance of the saints in light. In
whom we have redemption through his
blood, even the forgiseness of sins.”
Prayer was offered at the close by the
Rev. James Upton of London.

At nine, on Thursday morning, a cene
siderable number of friends to the Mis-
sion assembled at Eagle-street Meeting,
for the purpose of uniting in prayer on its
bebalf. The devotional exercises were
conducted by Messts. Puutis of Battle,
Tyso of Walliogford, and Miall of Portsea ;
and an impressive address, founded ou
the petition, ¢ Thy kingdom coge,’ was
delivered by the Rev. J. Thomas ef
Oxford.

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An wmexpected  circumstance having
prevented our Wesleyan friends from
granting the usc of the Chapel in Great
Qucen-streel fot the Annuaal M&ting, it
was held at Spa-ficlds Chape), i which a
very large and respectable auditory as-
sembled, soon afer the prayer-meeting
had closed. After the Rev. William
Gray of Chipping Norton had engaged in
prayer, Joseph Gutteridge, Esq. was re-
quested to take the chair. He did so
accordingly, and after a few prefatory
vemarks, in which he feelingly alluded to
the fact that some valuable friends, who
were present at the last Anniversary, were
no longer resident on earth, called oa the
Sccretary to read the Report.

As much interesting intelligence, par
ticularly in reference to the progress of the
translations, had recently arrived, it was
found necessary to abbreviate the Report
considerably, in order that the meeting
may not be protracted to an inconvenient
fength. The parts which were read, oc-
cupred neardy an hour ju the delivery, and
were received with great attention. We

understand that arrangements have been |

A statenrent of accoonts was afterwards

printing and circulating the Report—T
tean the ahsolute necessity of the in~
fluenceof the Holy Spirit—that while we
should be thankful for what has becn.
done, we should long to see more and
more of the outpouring of thie Holy Spirit ;
and while animated by feelings which the
past excites, we should be anxious thae
the future may open to our view a scene
much more verdant and froitful. We
onght ¢0 derive gratitude to God from
the appearances of our own Society, and
ofother Societies, whose exertions call on
us for still greater zeal. But is this gra.
titode—is this zeal eaough? No, we
would say, we desire to obtain more of
that of which we ean never have enough,
We look beyend the citcle of Missionary
labours, and we 'see extensive regions
over which the darkness of moral death
is yet brooding, and through which Satan
is yet exerting all bis baneful inflvence,
[ and stretching over it bis iron sceptre,
| What are we then to bepe for, to give
suecess to our labours, but a more abund.
ant effusion of that Spirit, whose quicken-
ing influence gives vitnlity to our exer-
tions, and Mmust give vitality o tlivse souls
for whuse welfare we ure labouring ; and
if nothing else should arise from our meet-
ing; if it should be seen in our minds,
and through our Seeieties in general, that
there 'is & more sttoag ‘and grewing cot-
victibn that we stand in need of Divine
| influefice to prosper our best endeavitirs,
and that 4l that Spirit which first moved
ovér the ‘watersis seen to go abroad, and
produee ‘spiritual life in the cheos of the
motal world, our exertions will ‘be vaiu,
onr meeting will prove a ‘blessing to our-
selves and the wotld. The Chridtian
world 'will never present ‘a mote interest-
ing -feature, and never have a greater
pledge -of suecess, than when ‘this ardent
desire for Divine influence ftom above is
seen in the greatest farce. We are
thankfel thut God has promised to give
success o the measures we make-oseof :
bnt we are to use onr éffotts. To say we.
are to do nothing, would be practical An-
tinomianism. Insteud of drawing from
thre gracious promisesof God an argument
for indolence, we would draw ‘a motive
for ditigence ; for how great is -the plea-
sure to reflect, that' we are workers toge-
ther with bim, and become fellow-Jabourers
with God!

The motion was scconded by the Rev.
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3. Fivonze, of Battersea, who spoke to
the following effect s

If 1 have evinged nny reluctange to
speak on this preasion, mest assuredly
that reluctance has not been produced by
indispasition 1o appraciate our holy and
excellent cause. If I am not mistaken,
the state of feeling which such a Report,
os we have now heard, either finds or
produces, furnishes at Joast & partial test
of character. To Jisten to such a Report
with aversion, is to batray the infidel—to
listen to it without distinct and deep emo-
tions, aud those for the most part of the
most delightful kind, is to show that the
tgmperatore of our pisty approaches at
icast to the state of ancient Christianity in
Lsodicea :—hut to receive such a Report
with the sentiments of this motign in my
hang, is to receive it with some good evi-
denge thet we ourselves have thrown our
hearts into the vital cause of Christianity.
1 believe 1 should offer no wrong to our
blessed Baviour, whom we profess to serve,
if T pronounce him 1he Prince of Mission-
aries ; & Missionary, who camse down te
this carth of ours, 10 eirculare those glad
tidings which, whereyer the heart receives
them, become its salyation and its beaven;
~~a Missionary, whose siews of charity
were so large,that they are neeer to be
confined by any limits upom earth ; and
1he purposes of his Mission so extensive,
that they will never be completed till Jew
and Gentile, Barbarian and Seythian,
bond and free, shall be broyght to the
knowledge of the Lord. What was each
Apostle but a Missionary, sent forth by
the high authority of Immanuel, who
commanded them to go forth inte all the
world, and preach his gospsl to every
crcature ? Aud ‘surely if that agtichristian
state of corruption had uot succeeded the
glory of the primitive age, we should
have found, as Mr. Ward has expressed
4t,in his own pious and striking manner, in
every church the seeds and elements of a
'Mi!sionuy Sediety. Nothingcan be more
<expansive than divine grace; it never
enters the heart of eun individyal, but it
inspires that man with the poblest senti-
-ments for the salvation of his fellow-
creaturesin the East and West, and North
and South ; it breathes the divipest seati-
ments of Christian charity, accompanied
with the most anxious measures that the
gloriousand spiritual kingdom of our Lard
may comprehend every individual, every
-family, every people of every nation un-
dor heaven. In later days it should seem
Abat that Spirit, for whese continved and
auvgniented influence we ate dircoted to
Ppray by this motian, has been poured
out : the lethargy of good men has heen
aliaken off, aud where can yop now find a
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Qhris!inn of warm feekings, who does not
aim to cxtend, hath in our own couutry,
and to the remotest parts of the carth, e
knowledgo of the iruth as it is in Jesus?
The Church of England led the way, hy
lier Societies for preaching the gospel ip
foreign parts, and for promoting Christian
knowledge. In following ycars this ho-
nour has been participated by the Mora-
vians gnd Wesdeyan Methodists ;—bat
later still,a more general sentiment has been
excited ; and whether the various Insti-
tutions bear a more particular or a3 more
general name, one canpot but sec that
there is a disposition to renounce all ani-
mosity, all ungenerous rivalry, and to look
on each other as one body, associated for
one great caase. .This Soeiety, in parti-
cular, has received so much encourage-
ment from Christians of every denomina-
tion, thatif we stood chargeable with any
vekindpess to our fellow Christians be-
fore, I wrust that at length the Dbealing
bajm has been applied, and we shall now
press into the foremost ranks of those whe
say * Graee be with all those who love
the Lord Jesus Christ in singerity.” As
far as translations of the scriptures are con-
cerned, [ cannot but allude to the kindness
with which they are noticed by the Bri-
tish and Foreign School Society. Your
Beport has mentioned that we have rc-
ceived from them in the last year, or ra-
ther in the last few months, the sum of
£2000; and T must say, that it was
voted with a cordial unanimity, on the
part of the Commiitee of that Saociety,
which convigced me that they live, and
move, and bave their being in an almo-
sphere of Christian catholicism. I hope [
shall not be considered as taking too great
a liberty in stating, that at two separate
interviews which 1 have had with the
Bishop of Durbam, he has expressed in
the miost decided manner, the admiration
with which he views the proceedings of
this Society. I mention this 18 an addi-
tiona! motive, it an additional motive
were wanted, fur extending ouar Chris-
tan cbarity throegh the whole nation.

After expressing his astonishment at
what bad been accomplished in the work
ot translations, Mr, H. proceeded ; only
think what was the state of this Empire
twenty-five or thirty years ago, whe{\ it
was first thought necessary to send pious
Missionaries from hence, to the natives of
that country, who were bowing before
the Dbloody idols of superstition. They
were obliged to gu from heuce to some
other power tu abtain a passage to that
couptry ; but now, how changed is the
scene!  No longer have we to go to some
northern power to beg them to supply a
vessel by which these excellent men may
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be tranwmitted: every facility which
prudence dictates is likely to be afforded
to them, by which they may be conveyed
to that land to proclaim the knowledge of
the Redeemer and promote the salvation
of the human race.

Allow me also to express my decided
approbation of that part of the motion
which carries our hearts from earth up to
keaven. It is our happiness to live under
a dispensation of the Holy Spirit; and
what should we do without such a sancti-
fier, enlightener, and comforter in the
absence of the bodily presence of our Re-
deemer? What should we do without the
guide of the ancient church? But, blessed
be God that though the beavens have
received the Saviour, the earth has receiv-
ed the Holy Spirit, which is, in my view,
the most cheering augury of the success of
any work to which we put our hands and
hearts. It appears to me that the spirit
of these meetings is improved : we have
said in effect by our conduct, Away with
empty compliments ; the colour and com-
plesion of them is gone, and they are
withered flowers not worth gathering up.
T am glad to see in this and other So-
cieties the friends are now endeavouring
to go straight forward without encumber-
ing themselves with any alloy of public
vanity ; and the language already suggest-
ed seems fo be our moito. Notunto us O
Lord, not unto us, bul to thy name give
glory!

Rev. Jonx Cawmressrr of Kingsland
moved the zecond Resolution, expressing
respect for Mr. Ward, and gratitude for
the restoration of his health. « T loak,
Sir, upon this good man as the means of
effecting under God, tagether with his
cotempoararies, a new erain the East Indies,
Previous to these brethren going to India
you might linve advertised for twenly years
for ten christians residing m India, and
without success; bat now I suppose there
is uot in any part of the world, so great a
proportion of ‘the rich population liviog
and acting and contributing so much to
the glory of God, and for the benefit of
the souls of men. I look upon all this as
arising from these Missionaries ; you are
the John the Baptist to Iodia, and this
is acknowledged Ly all there. It has
been thecustom {or inany years for gentle-
yoen in India to come to the Cape of Good
Hope for the purpoese of bracing their
nerves, 1o be uble to bear years fonger of
residence in India. Almost the whole
who come are wen of the highest rank in
India; and I am happy to say they are
all frieniily to religion, and many of them
feel anxious to attend where the gospel of
Jesus Christ is preached, and to contri-
bute to many excellent institutions 'in
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Sonthern Africa for doing good. I was
pleased to hear from your report of the
kind treatment shown 1o yout Missionary
at St. Helena, especially by that excellent
clergyman and his lady whem 1 visited,
I must also mention, that the ship, on
board of which I was, came from India,
and had touched at St. Helena for water
and provisions. We had service on board
morning and evening, and there was not
a person on board from India but had a
Bible; not a servant but had a Bihle;
nay, there was not even a sailor on board
but brought his Testament or Bible to the
deck during puobfic worship. " I own, in
one sense, it is dangerons when religion
becomes fashionable j but it is a proof of
the value of it when it becomes so gene-
rally esteemed. Perhaps you will think
it strange for me to notice the apostle’s
admonition respecting provoking one an-
other to love and to good works ; batin
this sense I do think that your Society is
a very provoking Society. While I have
been sitting here I have felt quite provok-
ed ; but it was fo love you, because God
has given you so much ‘zeal and so much
success, and that you act as a spur to
drive on others in the same cause. I re-
collect with great pleasure that I hada
considerable hand in assisting our dear
brethren Mr. Fuller and Mr. Suteliffe, in
their visit to Edinburgh some years ago.
I believe I was never away {rom them,
and they got 900 pounds in a few days;
and on many other occasions this Soctety
and others have experienced the liberality
of my countrymen in the North. Mr
Camipbell concluded hy referring to the
statement, from which it appeared that a

large sum was owing hy the Society.

Rev. Dr, CorLYER, on seconding the
motion, observed, that he was glad of the
opportunity of testifying the very sincere
regard he had always borne to this deno-
mination, independently of those exer-
tions -which they had made in this cause.
If, he continued, the Missionary spirit had
done nothing in the foreign world, the
good that it has done at home is incalcu-
lable; for in bringing togcther Christians
of various denominations to look one an-
other in the face, they bave learned to
look into each others learts, and they
have found notbing there, amidst all the
diversity of external forms and different
opinions, bnt (he principle of love to vur
Lord Jesus Christ producing corresponding
love to the souls of men. Infidelity has
said, You send out a few Missionaries (0
evangelize the world, but how inadequate
is such a'means to the purpose; for sup-
posing your principles to be good, how
can you expect to accomplish your design
without other agency? Now the fact ise
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we have other agency; we do not expect
to do it ourselves, and this agency has
been recognized, and I trast shall be more
and more recognized in the proceedings
of this day. You are not to calcalate
upon physical strength; you ate not to
calculate upon human agency to surmount
the difficulties which may arise ; because
all these are yielding before the: Omnipo-
tent Power, which promises that every
mountain shall be made low, and every
valley shall be exalted, This is the motto
we will write on the banners of all our
Missionary Societies, and it is in vain for
the kings of the earth and the rulers to
sct themselves against it ; for if they were
as ill disposed as many of them are
friendly to this cause, it would be in vain
for them to'say, Let us break their bands
and cast away their cords from us, for he
that sittetb in the heavens shall laugh
them to scorn. These are the principles
on which you are proceeding, and heaven
has set its own broad seal of success npon
them. Your Missionaries bave gone forth
to turn men from darkness to light, and
from the power of Satan to God; they
have gone for this purpose, and God has
crowned their labours with such success
that they. may defy all opposition. In
seconding the motion 1 beg leave to say,
that my whole heart goes with every
word and syllable of it.

Rev. Joux Birt.~I have enjoyed
an expressible pleasure in having been
preceded in seconding the - motion by the
gentleman you have just heard; but as
my attention had been directed to this
subject, I will express my cordial concur-
rence in what has been delivered, and my
gratitnde to those gentlemen who, though
of different denominations, made this mo-
tion. I think there was much propricty
in putting tbis motion into the hand of the
Rev, J. Campbell, because he is, perhaps
more than any other individual here pre-
sent, acquainted with the daoger and
difficuliies of Missionary lahours.  While
our friend wasg speaking of Mr. Ward, [
could not but Ee impressed with the
thought, tbat probahly at the very mo-
ment in which we were speaking of hin,
he is thinking of us ; and though far distant
in bodily presence, is present with us in
heart. IHe knows that on this day we
are to meet together, and at the very
moment his name is passing my lips,
and reaching your ears, he may he think-
ing that we nre engaged in these exercises,
Indeed we must be struck with the union
which exists between the Societies at home
audthe Missionaries abroad in this respect ;
tlicy know of the very day ard hour (ac-
zording to the difference of tume in those
distant places,) on which we assemble ;
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their spirits are with us, and they are as.
sured that at this very moment there are
friends in England devising plans for
their support, for the increase of their
numbers, and above all, imploring on their
behalf those influences, without which all
their labours must be in vain, Tt is de-
lightful to see our brethren of different
denominations thus brought together ; and
I cannot but allude to that Society, under
whose auspiees Mr. Campbell has twice
visited the shores of Africa. I am not
going to offer praise to that Society, but
I am only giving vent to my feelings at
geeing the Secretaries of that Society
both present here, and I conceive that
this and similar instances prave, that
after all there is no sucb thing as schism
in the body of Christ; there may he a
difference of extemnal form and appear-
ance, but not that schism which wonld rend
asunder the bond of Christian charity, by
which the Church of Christ is held “toge-
ther, T rejoice that at every anniversary
of this Society, as well as of otbers, there

is alwaysenough to lead us to thank God,

and to take courage. My friend Mo,
Crisp has said, that we ought not to
be satisfied with the progress we have
hitherto made ; but we ought (0 be thank-
ful for what we see. There iy a spirit of
inquiry for places where new stations may
be formed; and this spirit has not bheen
disappuinted. This very day we have
heard of a people, of whom very few
of us knew any thing beforc: a people,
the depth of whose degrad.tion is shown
by the manoer in which they treat those
who have fallen into their hands. We
shudder at such depravity, but let us re-
collect that in our own country prac-
tices nearly similar once existed. ~ At the
same time the spirit of harmony increases :
the spirit of zeal and cordial co-operation
is growing ; and, ahove all, a dcvout re-
ference to the influence of the [loly Spirit
is every day more and more felt; and I
think this augurs better than any other
circumstance of the present day. 1t is
not our cause, itis the cansc of God. The
plan is going into operation ; such means
and implements and agency are employed,
that the mountain of the Lords house
shall be established in the top of the
mountains ; and the time surely is not far
distant, when cvery heart shall bow to
the authority of the Saviour, and every
tongue shall speak his praise.

The resolution of thanks to the Trea-
surers, William Burtls and Thomas King,
Esqrs. and requesting Benjumin Shaw,
Isq. to undertake this office, on the re-
signation of these Gentlemen, was moved
by the Rev. J. Ivimey, who, after ob.
serving that the motioh was completely in
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unison with the best feelings of bis heart,
proceeded as follows :

* The custom of proposing votes of thanks
at these rcl'lgious mectings, has led to a
great deal ot conversation, and I belivve
two much fastidiousness has been felt, I
was going to say, from my soul I loathe
all atlectation, and every thing that would
indicate it, and perhaps there have been
instances when votes of thanks have been
voted to those who have not deserved
them. But the motion now in my hand
iy expressed in the words ot truth and so-
beriess ; indecd, had it been expressed
more strongly than itis, T do not think it
could bave been considered as fulsome
adulation on this occasion, 1 apprebend
[ am acting in the striclest accordance
with the spirit of the Christian religion in
what I now say, {oris it not said, Honour
to whom honour is due? s it not cun-
randed to be courteous? Did not Luke
the beloved physician say, Most excellent
Theophilus 2 Does uot the beloved John
talk about the well-beloved Gaius? and
Paul tells us, that He that has used the
oibce of a deacon well is worthy of double
houour: bat how can that be conferred
on any one according to the constitution
of the church of Christ, except by votes
like this in my hand? 1 trust L shall
not be susprcied of using the language
of adulation, when I say of both these
gendemen, that they have in every respect
proved themselves the humble servants of
Jesus Christ, and of this institation,
whose concerns they bLave so much
promoted. I am not so much ac-
quainted with Mr. Kiong as [ am with
Mr. Burls. He has now served the So-
ciety upwards of twenty years.,

they would have had some signal mark ol
distinction ; and shall not we, now he is
about 1o getire from office—net because
Lie does not love the Society, or is not
willing to do all in his power for it—but
au account of bis health, and other cir-
cumstances which call for bis attention,
express our esteem for him in the most
decided manner. I hope Ms. Burls will
feel, what I am sure be ought, that not
with flesbly wisdom, but with simplicity
asd godly sincerity, be has bad his cou-
versation amoag us.—-With respect to the
gentleman who is to succeed him, 1 con-
ceive it a very gratifying thing indeed,
that Mr. Shaw 15 willing to undertake
such a service, and if you should live to
this day twelvemonth, I am sure some
person with as much honesty, and with
a great deal wore ability, will tell you,
that Mr. Shaw is well entitled 40 your
respect and confidence.”

If such |
servioes had been performed for his king,
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Treasurers of the Wosleyan Missionary
Society,) observed, that he dorived com-
fort from the statcment laid before the
meoting, on aceount of the similarity of
circumstances hotween the Baptist Mis-
sionary Society, and that with which he
was inere intimately connected. We
have (said he) not ouly expended all our
wmoney, hut lave been forced to borrow
very large sums.  Still we have hoped,
and we have gone on paying und borrow-
ing—paying and borrowing till we are
now between four and five thousand
pounds in arrears, [ bave sometimes
thought we have done wrong; but I am
glad 1o find this dny that we have. the
example of your excellent $ociety to sup-
port us. I rejoice not only in this, but in
the success that God has given to this
Society. Sometimes when travellers are
going along a spacious and comfortable
road, they forget the men by whom this
road has been prepared; but I hope we
shall never forget the Baptist Missionaries.
When our Missionaries are travelling
along the high road prepared for them by
the circulation of the scriptures, we shall
not forget Carey, Ward, and others, who,
at the expense of much toil and labour,
and some of them of Jile itseif, have cast
up this high way for future Missionasies,
After expressing his satisfaction at the
reference which had been made to the
necessity of Divipe influence, Mr. M.
proceeded.—There is one feauture not yet
touched upon; I mean, the very remark-
able fact, that God seems to have ingliged
the heathen world 10 come and mest the
help offered to them in this kingdom,
Pernons from different parts of the hea-
then world have actuslly visited Great
Britain, to obtain information and religion.
Notlong ago, a Prince from Tartary came
for Christian instruction; a little after,
two priests came frorn Ceylon ; last year,
Shungbee, a chief of New Zealand came,
partly, I allow, for commercial purposes,
but partly to request that Christian Mis-
sionsries might go tothat partofthe world ;
wnd at the late meeting of the London
Missianary Sociely, it was highly. gratify-
ing to see a Prmce from Madagascar
coming for two objects, perhaps the two
best in the world,—tbe une to apply to
our King to stop the horrors of sluvery,
and the other to zequest that Christian
Missionarips may be sent to that island.
We rejoice to see the Spirit of God thus
going forth, and moving all parts of the
world. God would never have called
forth these excellent men to disappoint
their hopes !

Rev. Jonnw Arunoer (Home Secre-
gary of the London Missionary Society,)
would have heen happy to continue a
silent hearer of the interesting details
brought before this assembly, but his at-
tachment 1o the Missionary causc at large
would not permit him, « I feel gratiticd
in every opportunity of showing my at-
tachment to your Socicty—your Society,
didLsay ? I call back the expression ; it
s not morc yours than ours. We may
indeed enter the field at different times,
and blessed are they who are first in the
kingdom of God ;—we may occapy dif-
ferent parts of the field—may wear differ-
ent uniforms—but we are all amenable to
the same Master, engaged in the same
cause, and contemplate the same result:
and therefore I would say to your Society,
and all similar Societies, We bless you in
the name of the Lord, and bail you as our
fellow-workers in the trath,  When Ilook
at that spirit of brotherly love which is in
operation, as it is on tbis platform, and at
the prevailing , recogpition in various So-
cieties of that Jimportant doctrine—the
necessity of divine influence to second
our operations—when I listen to the
prayers at Missionary meetings for the
sutpouring of the Spirit, I am constrained
to hope that God s about to make bare
his holy arm, and to display his salvation.
However various our operations are, Lhere
is need of them all, Qur exertions are
not bounded by the Russian empire, or
the Burman empire, or any other empire :
the field is the world, and the salvatjon of
every spul xnder heaven is the fond hope
of our Societies. Go forward, therefore,
in your Jlabours with joy, and the moun-
tains and the hills shall break forth before
you into singing, and all the trees of the
field shall clap their hands; instead of the

thorn shall come up the fir-tree, and in-

stead of the brier shall come up the myr-
tle-tree, and it shall be to the Lord for a
name, and for an everlasting sign that
shall not be cut off.”

gI‘hc Rev. Mr. Cox, in moving thanks
to the Auxiljary Socicties, &c. observed,
that. on occasions like the present, there
was great danger lest we should blend the
spirit of self-sufficiency with those pure
emotions which are otherwise rising in our
hearts, “Jf we regard iniquity in our
heurts, the Lord will not hear us;” and if
feelings of this description are combined
with those sentiments we express for suf-
fering humanity in the world at large, we
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may expect, however strenuous our efforts
may be, that they will fail of success. It
is a pleasing featare in the present times,
that so many young persons and children
are combining together in Societirs for
promoting the Missionary cause, and ad-
vancing the kingdom of our Lord Jesus
Christ; and while we expross our feelings
in this motion to Societies of 1his nature,
let others be stimulated to exertions of a
similar kind, to accomplish the objects of
this Tnstitntion. I hope this Society will
soon have to rejoice in a large family of
children uniting in her cause, One can-
not but notice the expanding influence of
the disposition which Christianity inspires.
Under (he Jewish dispensation, their pre-
Judices and feelings seem not to Lave tra-
velled beyond their own nation ; but now
Christianity comprehends iu its charitable
feelings every indisidual on the surface
of the globe; and Christian Societies,
feeling that the field is the world, are
aiming to advance the period when there
shall not be a single cottage on the earth
but shall be possessed of the Bible, and
not a heart but shall feel #s influence.

The motion was seconded by the Rev.
Thomas Blundell of Northampton.

The time being now far advanced, the
two next resolutions were praposed toge-
ther by the Rev. Jenriny Tuoyas of
Oxford, wbo felt inclined to add a lew
words, expressive of bis hearty concur-
rence in tbe sentiments wbich had been
brought before the meeting; for he
thought that the recital of such statements
had a tendency to confirm -our belief in
the general utility and beneficial effects of
that Institution which aims to convey a rich
donative of light, and purity and happi-
ness on those who are involred in dark-
ness, degraded hy vice, and exposed to
all the direful consequences of sin.  There
is, (said Mr. T.) a strongand an active
curiosity in the human mind to investigate
the rise, and ascertain the progress of
whatever has acquired a sufficient degree
of ‘importance to excite the astonishment
and commaund the admiration of succeed-
ing ages—and if the tiuth of this remark
in general be admitted, how pre-eminent-
ly interesting must it be to trace the ori-
ginand mark the progressive operations of
that religion which has seen empires rise
and fall, which has survived all the oppo-
sitions that have attempted to impede its
course, and which is yet destined to irra-
diate a dark and hless a dying world!
We are now assembled to celcbrate the
twenty-ninth anniversary of a Society,
first formed by men whose ardour was not
kindled by the breath of (ame, and whose
fidelity required no recompense ol human
glory ; and dangerous as it mgay be in
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some cases to infer the goodness of a
cause from the extent of its operations,
and the success with which it is attended,
we may yeot be permitted to observe,
that when we behold an effect produced,
between which and its apparent cause no
penetration can lrace any probable pro-
portion, it becomes necessary to acknow-
ledge, that in the hand of God we find
the only adcquate and the only efficient
causc. It has heen {requently observed,
that cur setdements in India occupy a far
greater extent than the whole of the Bri-
tish Empire in Europe, and the relation of
a evnnected government, like that of a
common country, is a tie which nature
lias formed, and which should never be
violated or forgotten ; and letit be remem-
bered, thatitis a refined species of mock-
ery to hold forth the blessings of a free,
mild, and equitable government, to those
who are too ignorant o understand them,
too languid to enjoy them, and too de-
praved to improve them. Itis troe, that
some rays of light have been scattered
over the dark and pestilential gloomn—
that some partial triumphs have been
achicved—that some atteinpts have been
made to bless them with that gospel
which accords with all their moral wants,
and with all their anticipations of ever-
lasting existence ; but still millions of the
inhabitants wander in darkness and in
error ; some deluded by the Mahomedan
imposture, and others bigotted to the
more ancient superstition of Brama, and
entertaining opinions fostered by igno-
rance, and others influenced by preju-
dices grown inveterate by time; but the
rod of Jehovah's strength shall break the
magic spell, and the gospel of peace shall
prove the instcument of their spiritual
emancipaticn. Do we want molives to
stimulate our compassion, and to bring it
into the play of rich and vigorons action?
Let the eye of henevolence take a view
of the moral condition of mankind, for
the world at large presentsto our obser-
vation a scene of moral disordcr, which
no man of a serious and reflective mind
can contemplate without distinct emotions
of profound and pensive melancholy. Do
we need encouragements to proceed in our
carcer of beneficence? Let uslook at the
aposties, the first Missionaries, who, like
angels of mercy, went forth in all direc-
tions, to scatter the blessings of salvatian
to the ruined race of man. Esery thing
around them woie an agpect dangerous to
their persons, repugnant to their cause,
hostile to their designs. They had tp
encounter the deep rooted prejudices and
the formidable vices of a corrupted age;
and though instructed by no art but that
of heavenly wisdom, and though support-
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ed by no power but that of an invisible
hand, they triumphed over the tyran
of the magistrate, and the subtlety.of the
philosopher; the prejudices of the Jews
and the bigntry of the Gentiles. Judgiug
by the events that have already occurred,
and from the present aspect of the world,
the attentive observer is led to believe,
that the great predictive intimations of
the Bible are approaching their (ulfilment ;
for which all things are in motion here
below ; the stream of divine knowledge s
advancing with a deep and noiseless fow,
prodacing, wherever it touches iu its pro-
gress, the fruit and the beauty of moral
vegetation. )

The Rev. James Upton seconded the
motion, which was put, and carried una-
nimously. '

Thanks to the Chairman were-moved by
the Rev. Joun SarrERY of Salisbury, wha
expressed his earnest hope that all the
ministers present would gexert thewselves
in their respective stations, for the benefit
of the Society, and recommended them to
call on the Secretary, at the Sociely’s
rooms, for a supply of the various papera
provided for their agsistance. .

REV. WILLIAM WARD.

Our Missionary brother Mr.
Ward, Mrs. Marshman apd hey
daughter, and Mr. and Mrs,
Mack, together with Miss Caake,
sent out with a view to promote
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Female Education in India, by
the British and Foreign School
Society, and two Missionafies
and their wives from the Society
lately formed among our General
Baptist friends, embarked on
board the Abberton, off Graves-
end, on Monday, May 28, and
dropped down the river at mid-
night on the 291h.

In the interval which elapsed
previous to their last farewell of
the English shores, several brief
notes were received from Mr,
Ward by Mr. Burls and Mr.
Dyer, both of whom ¢ accompa-
nied him to the ship,” extracts
‘from which we doubt not will
gratify our readers,

« May 31.—Twenty miles below Graves-
end.—We proceeded very litle indeed
yesterday, and lay to all night. The wind
is still conttary.  We have worship, sing-
ing, reading, and prayer, morning and
evening. Last night I preached my first
permon 1o my brethren and sisters, from
Actsxx. 24: all seem wery happy; and I
trust God will be in the midst of s, and
bless vs. Don't forget us in your
prayers.”

“ Off Margate, June 1, 1821, — All
ip well. My brethren and sisters -appear
content and cheerful. They have ac-
quired the Bengalee letters, and on Mon-
day I hope they will beginto read Ben-
galee words.

““ We bave worship, and the language
supplies employment ; and thus we go,
agisted by your prayers. May we have
much of Christ in ns, and much of Christ
with us; then we shall not go iu vain”’

“June 8, off the Lizard.—We have
bad no wind, or 3 contrary one to this
time, and hence we are still hovering over
Old England.” )

“ We are npon the whole very com-
fortable ; our meetings are truly refresh-
ing opes, and we have them twice a day,
and gome of the passengers join us. The
£aptain is quite kind ; and this ship rings
with the ptaises of the Redecmer more
than twice a day. Mr. Mack and Mr.
Bampton have begun to read the Benga-
lee Testament.”

Heathen Youth instructed in the Scriptures.

Thursday, 26. Went to the boys’
school at Intalee, and was highly grati-
fied. The first class, consisiing of two
Mussulmen and three Hindoo boys, re-
peated by beart several passages of scrip-
tare they had learnt about the future
judgment, the design of Christ to seek
and save that which was losr, &c. Teach-
ing the scriptures in our schuols renders

them doubly interesting, and to a Mis-

sionary’s mind gives a satisfaction in their
superintendence which is inexpressible.

Deaths of Missionaries.

Heard to-day that brother Schroeter, 2
Missionary of the Church Society, is
dead. He had been long labouring at
Titilya, on the borders of Thibet, to ac-
quire the language of that country in order
to translate the scriptures into it, and just
as he was becoming competent to the task,
he is removed. How mysterious are the
ways of God! Ten days since we heard
of the death of brother Pritchett, Mis-
siontary of the London Society, just as he
had completed the New Tesiament ia
Teloogoo, and was going on with the Old.
To them we may add brother Donaldson
at Bombay, brother Wheelock of Ran-
goon, and brother Randal at Serampore,
rcmoved to another world out of the
little band of Missionaries in this country,
since we were united together at Calcutta.
What repeated calls to diligence and zeal [
May we be enabled to obey them !

Testimony to the late pleasing Events in
Otaheite.

Friday 27. A gentleman called upon
us to-day, with whom the cunversation
turned on the wonderiul and pleasing
events which have lately taken place at
Otaheite. He told us shut he was laely
in company with a gentlcman, who had
called at that islaud a tew months ago in
the ship Tord Lynedoch. He said, that
when he visied it, a few years ugo, the
natives were all thieves—Dbut that new
they went through all the cabins, where
there wero many things they might huve
stolen, but that no one beloiging to the
ship nissed a single ariicle ;—hat their
behaviour was modest, and their minds
evidently serious and devout, su that they
were quite a pauern in the whole of their
conduct for all prolessing . ristians. O
that God may stilt continue his yooduess
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to the brethren there, and refresh us also
hy causing ns to sec the manifestation of
his glory here,

Obstinacy and Blindness of she Brakmans

19. Amoung those who attended to-day
was a Brahmun, who was very anxious
for some time to interrupt, but was not
able except by putting in a word now and
then. When we asked him what he had
to say, he replied, that ¢ he would sooner
cut his throat than believe in Christ;”
and went away.

28. Met with one man, a Brahmun,
to-day, of uncommon hardness of heart,
who affirmed that the paper in his hand
was God, and that there was no other,
becanse it was by paper that every thing
about rcligion, was known; and firmly
maintained, that there was no other state
of reward or punishment besides the pre-
sent world. Fain would 1 remove from
ihe minds of this people this gross dark-
ness ;

*« But feeble my compassion proves,
And can but weep where most it loves.”

May He pity them who has power to
save !

Anniversary of the Bible and Missionary
Society.

Last week was held in one of the bar-
racks, the Anniversary of the Bible and
Missionary Society, which is formed
amongst the soldiers, Between 5 and 400
soldiers attended. Lieut. Peevor was
chairman. Mr. Adam, independent Mis-
simary, commenced with prayer; the
chairman read a report; Rev. Mr. Corrie
(church minister) delivered an interesting
address; this was followed by addresses
from J. Lawson, Mr, Edmonds, Mr. E.
Carey, Mr. Harle, and Mr. Keith, Mr.
Corrie then concluded with extempore
prayer.

New Chapel.

The chapel is coming on well. Our
expectations respecting the ‘situation se-
Jected, are abundantly realized. A com-
mittee for the improvement of Calcntta
have purchased 250 bigahs of land imme-
diately in the neighbourhood of the new
chapel. Itisto be occupied with houses
for Europeans, apd in a few years time
1his neighbourhood will be thronged with
the Europcan population.

Eatract of a Letter from Mr. Suttan to
Mr. Dyer, dated

Moershedabad, October 18, 1820,

My werk for the Jast three rsonths has

not been so much as usual on account of

its being the rainy season, and the watep
frequently pouring down in torreuts for
days together, and to this I muy adq
that du.riug the month of September f
took nJourncf' to Calcutta and Serampore
to sce my child, with Mrs. Ward and the
brethren and friends at these places; and
L am happy to say in general, they are
welly and all engaged as far as in them
lies, for the promotion of the eause of
God. The new Baptist chapel at Cal.
cutta will be a very handsome small cha.
pel, and on account of its situation I have
little doubt a congregation will be collect-
ed without its interfering with the congre.
gation at the old chapel. The native
places of worship also appear well attend.
cd at Calcutta, and the gospel must have
been widely preached in that Jarge city.
I cannot speak of the success which las
attended it, but I know in the whole
eastern world we feel more and more the
necessity of divine influence to water and
fertilize the parched plains around us, and
to make them blossom and bud like the
rose. We hope we sce now and then
something of the power of the Holy Spirit
in convincing and converting the natives to
a kmowledge of the gospel; yet the line-
aments of the christian character are nnt
impressed in that strong manner in which
we see them in Brainerd's converts, nei-
ther is there by any means a general spi-
rit of inquiry among the Hindoos, ~ We
see 5o much of the marks of idolatry on
their foreheads, in their houses, in' their
sireets, in their work, in their songs, in
their conversations, ad in every act and
circumstance of life, as well as in their
books and temples, and this thousand-
headed monster meeting us continually, at
times almost destroys our faith in the
divine promises; and to this it may be
added, that there is such a lightness re-
specting every thing serious in the cha.
racter of the Hindoo, such a departure
from truth and principle, and such an
opposition to spirituality of soul and to
the pure gospel of Christ, that we are
ready to cry out, The time to huild the
Lord’s house is not yet come. But this is
a feeling of impatience and unbelief, and
must never he encouraged ; we must la-
our in good repurt and evil report, know-
ing that it is a causc which must finally
triomph over every idol and false religion
on the fage of the earth: butir the mean
time Ict us all pray more constantly and
fervently for the influences of the Holy
Spirit, and when these arrive, our words
will carry conviction to the soul, and the
gospel will have free course, run, and be
glorified. Since I last wrote to gyou I
have baptized five more soldiers, who
appear humble followers of the Lamb, and
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have restored four backsliders, so that the
church at Berhanipore is lurge and flou-
rishing, and the members give me much
pleasure by their walk and conversation,
I bave not now to report the addition
of any more natives to the church, but I
hope I'shall in my next. The cold season
is fust approaching when I can proceed
out at all times of the day, and 1 intend
to ake some extensive excursions to the
adjacent parts; for souls are perishing,
missionaries dying, and time hurrying
every thing dowu to the vast ocean of
eternity; consequently what we do we
must do quickly, and work while it is day,
for the night cometh when no man can
work. My schools are in nearly the same
state they were when I last wrote. I
have about 220 children; Lut several of
the subscribers to them are removed, and
I am rather straitened for money to
support them. I am in the babit of re-
ceiving supplies of tracts from Seranipore
and Calcutta, so that all Iy wants in this
respect are supplied. I have lately form-
ed among the females at Berhampore 2
small society for the support of native fe-
male schools; and I hope this will not
only be a blessing to the native females,
but will lead the subscribers to think of
the blessings which the gospel has hestow-
ed apon them., I do not know that I
shall be enabled to establish a school ot
this description on acconut of being alone,
but { shall -see, and if not, the proceeds
<an be remitted to schools that are esta-
blished,

Account of a Journey by Mr. Thompson
JSrom Delki to Loodiana.

(Concluded from Page 275 )
BoANEE.

The road not bad, though in some places
we had water, and in others mire. This
too is a small mud village with few inha-
bitants. To a gosaee who teaches twenty
children, I gave a Testament, and to some
others a few gospels and tracts.  An aged
Mahometan was thankful for the Psalms in
Persian ; others desired the same, but I
had none to spare.

This village I left early on the 24th of
December, and reached Loodiana in the
afternoon, alter a journey of sixteen days,
where I found the most friendly receps
tion from the gentlemen to whom I had
been introduced.

Loodiana is a small town, situated five
miles south of the river Sutle), and two
huidred and ten N. W. of Delhi, contain-
ing ebout 5000 inhabitants, chiefly Hin-
doos of the kshatree tribe,  The town was
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founded by the Lodi.patans, whence the
name. It afterwards fell into the hands
of the Billochces. Revolutions in aftes
yearsinclnded it in the possession of Ray-
kullén, a2 Moosolman Rajpoot, whose re-
lative, Ray-Elias, is particularly mention-
ed in Franklin's Life of George Thomas.
Georpe Thomas relieved the small fort of
Loodiana from the thraldom of Bedee-
sahib-singha, and delivered it to Ray-
Elias, who was then a boy, his mother
acting as Regent, Ray-Elias was killed
by a fall from bis horse when in pursuit
of a deer: his sword cut a large artery in
his thigh, and before assistance could be
procured, he bled to death. After tle
return of Lord Lake and Holkar to Hin-
doost'han from the Ponjab, in 1806,
Ranjeet-singha crossed the river Sutlej,
and wrested the whole of the deccased
Ray’s possessions from his family, leaving
them one small place called Ray-kote,
west of Loodiana, in which the Ray’s
afflicted widow now dwells. The Ray’s
country, Runjeet-singha divided betwixt
Futteh-singba Allovaleea, « powerful
chieftain, whose residence is at Kupoor-
tula, in the Punjab ; Gooroodut-singha, of
Ladwa, whose son, a boy thirteen years
old, enjoys the patrimony of his deccased
parent, and resides at the small town of
Ladwa, forty miles north-east of Kurnal,
and Raja Bagh-singha, of Jeendh, to
whom Loodiana fell, and in whose pos-
session it now remains.

I have visited the native part of the towsy,
and have had people to visit me; they
always listened attentively to the exposi-
tion of the word in Hindee, and under-
stood the reading of it in Punjabee per-
fectly, As there were not many that
could read, a few copies only of the
gospels were distribated, but they were
received with joy and thankfulness. On
going to the house of the Muhunt of the
Sikhs, I found him sitting with his disci-
ples, about to read and expound Baba Na-
nuka’s Gruntha. A chair was ordered,
and I obtained a goud hearing; the old
man was thankful for a set of the gos-
pels. I regretted for his sake, and for
others, that I had no Testament left.
Sikbs und gosaces of the neighbouring vil-
lages visited me for the scriptures, and for
religious conversation.

Before T commenced my present tour
among the Sikhs, [ made myself acquaint-
ed with the Gooroo-Mookhee characigr,
and began to read the Punjabee.Testa-
ment, and as I found it not difficult to
acquire the language, I thought of trea-
suring up the words I gained in my daily
reading uf the Testament, and accordingly
formed a small Vocabulary before T lett
home of six or sevep huundred words.

Ix a letter lately received by
Mr, Dyer from Mr. Yates, dated
December 6, 1820, aftet tention-
ing with deep régret, the ravages
which had been lately made by
death in the removal of Mr.
Hampson, a Missiobary from the
Lordon Socviety; Mr. Ellerton of
Malda, who, though not a Mis-
sionary, liad rendered much ser-
vice to the cause of the Redeenier
in [ndida; Mr. Peacock and Mrs.
Johns, who were immediately in
connexion with themselves—he
proceeds :

“This week we have kad our Mission-
ary Association; we have had two ser-
mons in English, twu in Bengalee, and two
Conference Meetings, one public and the
oiher private.  Our congregations, both
Native and European, were tolerably
good : I trust that the Divine presence
was in the midst of us, and that these
meetings will be blessed to the goed of
many, Railiet mare than a month ago,
brother Pearce and myself went up the
river as far us Berhampore, where we bad
ihe pleasure of sceing our hrother Sutton;
we preached at the villages on our way
up, and were heard with great attention
né) sevefal places by a considerable num-
bér of people. Brother Pearce is now
Jiving with us at Boitakhaneh, while their
bouse on the Circular road is repairing,
and a place fitting up for a printing-
office.

% We have Jately invited Mr. Statham
to join usin our Missionary work, subject
{0 such regulations as you have before
sent us out, and you nmay expect sgon
after this to receive frum us an official let-
ter on tlie subject. He has since had an
inviiation from the people at Howrah on
the opposité side of the river, to preach
to them regularly, and this will enable us
to do what will be equivalent to forming
another station.”

The letter referred to, in ‘the
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above extract, has not yet ar-
tived; but another, from Mr.
Statham himself, has come to
hand, containing a full account of
his previous histoty, extracts from
which, we doubt not, will be gra-
tifying to our readers,

“ I was born at Amersham, in the
county of Bucks, on the 14th ot March,
1791, al which place my parents (if
spared,) now reside ; my dear mother is
a member of the Baptist church under
the pastoral care of the Rev. J. Cooper.
In passing over the days of my infancy, [
must declare that I have abundant reason
to bless the Father of all mercies, that [
was placed at a seminary, the conductor
of which feared God, aud endeavoured to
train up the youth committed to his care,
not only so as to fit them for the social
dufics of this life, but also to lead their
tender minds to a knowledge of things
pertaining to salvation. Beneath his pa.
temmal solicitude I rcceived such impres-
sions of mind as never could be eradicated
or shaken off during my aftercourse of
sin and folly. Often have I been re-
strained from rushing into sin, by the re-
collection of some salutary lesson I there
learned. After I left school, I was ap.
prenticéd to a pious tradesman, to learn
the business of a linen draper and wool
merchant; .here also I enjoyed the privi-
lege of attending the preaching of the
Gospel, and have reasou grate(ully to ac-
knowlédge the kind concern my respected
master ever manifested for my eternal
welfare. When out of my tirue I went to
——, to resid€ as assistant to a linen-draper
there, and during that time forned an at-
tachméiit to my present beloved wife.
Soon afler this, at the commencenent of
the year 1814, I cntered into business at
as linen-draper, lace and wool
merebant, and shortly after married. 1
carried on an extensive concern there for
some time, bat in consequence of some
severe losses I experienced, and the sud-
den depression in value of both lace and
wool, of which articles I had a large stock
on band, I was obliged to relinquish bu-
siness and come up to Loudon, where I
again started, as auctioneer, appraiser,
and house-agent.  For a Jength of time
preceding this, I had engaged in the par-
suit of worldly pleasures, and euticely
neglected the means of grace. [ was
hastening with rapid strides down the
broad road that leads to destruction;
having formed an intimacy with several
youny men of dissipated habits, und relin-
quishing the society of my beloved wite,
to spend my time with them in evory
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vain and foolish amusement, Often did
my dear wife remonstrate with me on
the impropriety of my condact, in the
most tender and affectionatc manner, and
as often did I resolve to amend my course
of life—but alas, vain resolve ! ‘again I
retarned to my old associalcs, and forgot
all resolutions, reproofs, and every thing
else of a moral nature. Yet I could ne-
ver enter into sin with that avidity and
delight my companions did. Full oft did
tke precepts of my tender mother, and
affectionate tutor, rush across my tind,
and vibrate in my ears: dreadful were
my feelings, and in order to drown themw
and hush the cries of conscience, T sinned
the more. In consequence of thus neg-
lecting business, and my disrcgard of all
economy, I again hecamc embarrassed ;
80 that after I had satisied the claims
made upon me, I had little left. Tt was
at this juncture my dear wife went down
to to spend a week or two with
her relatives.  In the interim, my mind
baving become irritated at the delay oc-
casioned in the settlement of the affairs of
mwy wife’s father deceased, and by the
base ingratitude of those whom before I
had considered my friends, and also
touched with a feeling of remorse at the
way in which I treated my beloved wife,
and the trouble I had brought on my
dear parents, I came to the strange reso-
Jution of banishing myself from my native
land. Actuated by the impulse of the
moment, I hurried down to Chatham, and
enlisted into the service of the Honourable
East India Company. A detachment of
recruits was about to sail for Rengal;
with a great deal of trouble and expense
I prevailed on one whose name was en-
tered on the embarkation list, (with the
permission of the commanding-officer,) to
exchange situations with me. Thus with-
out any time afforded for reflection, I
embarked the next day on board the ship
Fame, Capt. Remmington, and sailed for
Ceicutta. 1 wrote to my wife, and told
ber I bad obtained a sitwation to go a
voyage, witbout disclosing the real situa-
tion I was placed in, and led ber to con-
clude our separation would be of short
duration. 1 svon became disgusted with
the horrid caths and imprecations of my
companions, most of them being of the
Jowest and vilest description: and having
now no means of drowning reflection, my
past lite, with all its sins and follies, came
before me in dreadful array. 1 tiied very
hard to persuade mysclf 1hat all would be
right at last, and that if | cominuedr to
abstain {rom those open sing [ had before
indalged i, T should eventuully be
happy ;—but T cried peace, when there
was no peace—all within was confusion,
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horror, aud dismay. Tt was now that I
was to experience those convictions of sin
which were as the dividing asunder of
soul and spirit. Sccluding myselt from
my companions, who were so disgusling to
me, I employed wmy time when off dut

in rcading, The Bible, 0 long neglected,
was again perused. One Sabbath morn-
ing, whilst reading the. 10th chapter of
Hebrews, the 31st verse was applicd with
such force to my mind that { could not
proceed ; ¢ Itis a fearful thing 10 fall into
the hands of the living God,” echoed in
my heart. I latd by the Bible, and took
a Magazine, butell in vain; still in every
page 1 read the same words, I became
dreadfully alarmed, and for nights toge-
ther, when off duty, in my hanmock,
passed the night in tears and prayer, The
Bible became my’ constant study, yet I
could find no peace of conscicnce; I
viewed myself as one who bad becn highly
favoured with the instruction of pious
Iriends and tutors, and the preaching of
the glorivus gospel of Jesus, and yet had
despised themall. Surely, thought I, a
wretch like me can never find mercy !—
Ihad no person on hoard to whom I
could communicate my.feelings, and thus
became almost plunged in total despain
In this state of mind I landed at Fort
William, and iminediately wmade inquiry
for those who loved and scrved (he Lord
their Gad, that 1 might converse with
them. Several of the brethren in the
21st Regiment of Light Dragoons were
quartered in the same barrack with me;
I went with them to hear our brother
Lawson, who statedly laboured amongst
themin the Fort. Beneath his ministry I
felt the power of divine grace, and was
enabled to behold the Lamb of God who
taketh away the sins of the world, and by
faith to lay hold of the hope set before me
in the gospel. Shortly after this, T pro-
ceeded up the country, to Di_lmpore, close
to Digah, the station occupied by brethren
Moore and Rowe. Here 1 made a pub-
lic professionof my faith in, and lave to
Christ, and was baptized by brother
Rowe, and admiitied into Cluch-fellow.
ship, Were I to ennmerate all the kind-
ness shown to me by these brethren, ‘T
must write a volume: suflice it to say,
that being often in their company, 1 eu-
joyed -all 1he pleasures of religion. In
‘process of time, I was called to excreise
my talents by preaching, and shortly
atter, by the unanimous voice of the
church in the Hon. Cowpany’s European
Regiment, called to the pastoral office, in
conjunction with brather J. Smith. We
now, by proper application to the com-
manding-officer, &e. introduced preaching
into the hospital, and this proved the
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most interesting part of our duty. Just
after wa had obtained this privilege, T was
summoned down to Calcutia, to sign cer-
tain docuoments relative to the estute of
my deceased father-in-law. In my jour-
ney down the river, it was my happiness
to receive much christian love and affec
tinh from the different brethren, on whom
I culled. At Berhampore 1 preached
three times, and on my arrival at Calcutta
1 was also engaged in the delightful work,
in the prosecution of which it was my
felicity to become acquainted with the
brethren of the Mission, and after having
received various and affectionate proofs of
their kind regard, I experienced a still
greater in-the invitation -to join them in
Missionary labours.”

Extract of a Letter from Mr. Rowe to
Mr. Saffery, dated
Digah, Jan. 4, 1821.

Avas! your kind wishes respecting
brother Stewart will never be realized.
¢ He shall return no more to his bouse,
neither shall his place know him any
more.” He died at Buxar on the 28th
of October last.  When he left us I did
not expect to see him agdin in the flesh;
and 1 should have objected to his leaving
home, bad he not been exceedingly
anxious to accept a kind invitation from
brother Edwards, of Buzar, hoping a
chiange of air would be beneficial to his
health. I have not yet heard many par-
ticulars relative to his death. Brother
Edwards writes me as follows: *¢ Since he
has lived with me his whole conversation
has been heavenward. In the evenjng
before he died we read a chapter in'the
Hindoostanee together. His conversation
ran mnch on the joy we should expe-
rience in hcaven, and when thus talking
his eyes shone with delight, so as 1o at-
tract, our particular attention. At the
time we did not think him so near enter-
ing into glory. The next morning he
spoke to me when I was going out, and
on my arrival at home, which was in
about halt an hour, I found him speech-
less, which continued 1till be left us to
join the spivits of the just made perfect,
‘of whom we had been talking over night.”
Brother Smith, pastor of tlie church in
the Honourable Company’s European re-
giment, who was at Buxar a few days
after his death, wriltes thus on the sub-
ject: ¢ Brother Stewars death appears
to have bren rather sudden, without a
struggle or a groan. DBrother and sister
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Edwards say, they shall never forget his
example, his patience, his resignation, and
his love’ to the cause of Clrist. They
scem to be much affected; they say,
more than ever they were affected be-
fore.” He had made considerable pro-
gress in the Hindoostanee language,
and evidently had his heart set upon do-
ing good to the natives around. We
had formed some Missionury plans, which
were to have heen executed during
the present vacation, but the wise Dis-
poser of all events has seen fit to frus-
urate our designs, I feel the loss, but T
am persuaded my loss is his gain.

Please to present our warmest thanks
to the kind friends at Lyme, who have so
generously snpplied us with pee.niary
means to enable DMrs. Rowe more effici-
ently to prosecute the object of native
female education. They will, no donbt,
follow tliese means with their earnest
prayers, and I hope time will prove tiat
they bave not bestowed their silver and
their gold in vain. Tt appears to be the
wish of some of those friends that we
should have a girly school, denorainated
“ Lyme Schoot.” Tt is our desire to meet
their wishes in every possible way, and
we should long ago have done this, could
we have established a girls’ schools suffi-
ciently large and settied, Lut this has
not been the case. The ohject is new,
and consequently creates many suspicions,
besides that of its having to combal with
so many deep-rooted prejudices. [ hope,
however, perseverance, under the divine
blessing, will conquer these, and that we
shall ere long see things in a more en-
couraging state. I am persuaded my
preseut communications will k-ad you to
form the same opinian. The gicls’ school,
under the care of a native school mistress,
respecting which I wrote you in my last,
has been broken up. I believe the prin-
cipal causes of this were, Charlntte’s not
being able lo give so much time to it as
was necessary, in consequence of which
the mistress became negligent; aund a
number of foolish reports having been cir.
cutated, hy some evil disposed perscns,
relative to her motives.  According to
their account of the business, as svon as
the girls had recvived a compelent edu-
cation, they were to be kidnapped, tied
up in baps, and shipped for England!
The girls fled as it' a bagh {u tiger) had
been pursuing them. Atter this disasier,
Charlotie’s resource was that of encou-
raging the master of her boys’ sch ol to
instruct girls as well as boys. By this
means a great deal of the novelty attach-
ed to a native schuol inistress was taken
away, and we fud this method of pure
suing the object 10 answer much better
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than the former. We are adopting the
same plan in several other schools, and
thiuk it will succeed beyond our expecia.
tions. We have thought the establish-
ment of a school on this plan would meet
the approbation of our Lyme friends, and
in October last we put our native school
at Daoodpore, 'a populous village on the
banks of the Gangss, alout two miles
above Digah, on this foundation, and
have given it the name of “ Lyme School.”
This school now coutains about forty bogs
and four girls. The man of whom we
rent the school-room is building a sepa-
rate apartment for the girls, for which he
is to receive exira rtent, He and the
school-master confidently  affirm, that
when this apartinent is ready, many more
feomales will come for instraction.  Char-
lotte is writing to Lyme, T shall not there-
fore enlarge on this subject, We have, of
course, adapted this plan conditionally.
Should it meet the approbation of our
friends, we shall contisue it; but if not,
we shall discontinue it, and follow any
other they may direct. We shall feel
omuch pleasure in sending a regular ac-
count of the progress of the school.
In a former letter I think I mentioned
o lala (native school-master), who was
clever in his profession, but violently op-
posed to native female education. When
brother Richards, of Benares, was here,
on his way to Serampore, we went to visit
this man's school.  On our arrival a num-
ber of natives flocked around us, and
after asking a few complimentary ques.
tions respecting their occupations, health,
places of abode, &c. &c. we desired them
to sit down. The school-master brought
out his charpoy (the cot on which he
sleeps) and we seated ourselves in the
midst of thems We then commenced a
conversation on the advantages of learn-
jng. In tliis group there were four natives
who teok an active part in the subject of
conversation. I do not know tbe names
of all of them, but for distinction sake we
will call them, going from left to right,
2amhurry (a bindoo), Lal Mahomet (a
mussulman), Seeb Nurion (a hindoo, and
ewner of 1he school-room), and Lala (the
school-master). We asked Lal Mahomet
if it were not the Mubarram, to which he
replied, « Yes.” ¢ Do you know who
Hasen and Husain were?” said brother
Richards. Lal Mahomet: ‘1 have never
resd any account of them myself, and
therefore I cannot answer you.”” Richards:
“ Do sou not know 1hat it is a great sin
to muke these taziya,” (a representation
of the tomb of Hasan and Husain, which
is carried about in procession al the Mu-
harrum,) “ and to sing hymns respecting
them 7 Lal Mahomet; ¢ Yes” HRich-
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ards: * Why do you followt them ™ Lo}
Mahomet : * Becduse othets do i, Therg
is a learned Mussulman in this neigh.
houchood who thinks it wrong to visit
these processions, and to avoid them
keeps himselt at lome dul‘ing the ten
days, and from bim I have licard tha¢
what you say is right.” Here the con.
versation was interrupted by the coming
of Seed Narion. 1 asked him to sit down
and take a port in our conversativn, He
then seated himsell between the mussul.
nman and school-musters 1 then asked
him if he had thought any more respect-
ing the female school 1 wished him to
commence in bis village. He said, he
hiad wot succeeded,: Richerds, to Seeb
Narion: “ What is the reason you have
such an aversion (o teaching girls?” Seeb
Narion: ¢ In this part of the country
such a thing has never been done.”
Richards, 1o thé Mussulman: * Don't
you kunow that up the country the women
in the Zunana’ (female apartments) “read,
wrile, and perform their wofship, as well-
as the men do in the Muirdana” (male
apartments)? To which he replicd, “Yes,
the females up the country are leared ;
they even give instructions to their male
relatives.”  Richards, to Seeb Narion:

"« Well, I hope you are now convinced of

the trath of what I said reiative to the
learning of females up the conntry? If
you were to educatc your daughiers there.
wounld not be so much sin commilled
among them asthere is nows Ltis through
their ignorance that so much murder is..
commiited among them, both with respect
to themselves and their offspring.” Here
Ramhurry interrupted, by exclaiming in -
an elevated tone: * Indeed, thisis very
true ; they are oftes creating disputés
among the men, and smong themselves.”
Then, addressing himself to Seeb Narion :
“ Why do you not exert yourself to set
up a school for girls? By it you would
be doing much good. What Sahib has
been saying iy very true.” Seeb Narion.
replied: “ What you and Sahib say is
very right, but tlcre is a report that all
girls that are educated will be sent to
Eogland.” Richards observed : « If it
were the wish of government to do any
thing of this kind, they could do it by
force, and youn could not prevent it; but
you know they have no such iniention,
and we can do nothing without their per-
mission.”  All exclaimed, ¢ True, true.
words.” T then said to Seeb Narion : « If
you will erect a school.room for girls in a
private place, behind that for boys, L
will rent it of you fot that purpose.”” Seeb
Navrion replied : “ Let us first succeed in
getting a fcw girls, and then we can soon
erect o schiool-soom.”  Hamhutrry, ad-
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dressing me, s2id: ¢ Pegple are con-
vinced that learning is good for females,
but no one will agree to send his davgh-
ters, because it is contrary to the custom
of this country. You may try to geta
few, and insiruct them for three or foar
months  When people see that no evil
ariges from it, they will beinduced to send
others”  Richards replied: ¢ Three or
four of you make up your minds at once,
and in defiance of others, send your
daughters to be edacated. Many will
speak against it, but since it is a good
thing, you should shut your ears. 1f you
set the .oxample, others will follow it.”
Seeh Narion, jogging Lala with his el-
bow, said: * Spegk, and answer what
has been said.” To this Lala replied :
* What can I say? See you to it’*
Ramhurry then called out : ¢ The Sahib
says, very good. Why do you not do
it?"” Seeb Narion answered: “1 am
willing if others will do iL”  Rich-
ards: “ If you are willing, set the
example.” Seeb Narion, turning to tbe
Mussalman : «“ What can you say now "
adding, “ we will get some neighbouvs
Sogether and talk about it, and give Sahib
an answer,” We then took leave, bat
some of them followed us a little way in
conversation.

The above-mentioned Lala has at last
condescended to instruct females. He
and his son have charge of two of eur
native schaols, and they have about forty
byys in each of them, In ane of these
schools, which is established at great Di-
gah, he has eight girls. Charlotte is this
moment returne¢d from a visit to this
school, and I will take down her account
of the visit for you. ** Most of the pirls
in- this schopl had never been o near a
Beebee Sahib before, and were much ter-
nfied. One little girl was so much so,
thatit required all the solaces of ber grand-
mother to pacify her. I gave her a wrifle
to. get sume sweetmeats, which being sent
for, made her easy agiin. The girls sat
in the sun-shine, parted from the boys hy
a mat partition. The grandmothers, mn-
thers, aunts, &c. &c. of the girls flocked
together on the other side of a low mud
wall. The Lala provided me with a seat,
and one of my bearers held a large umbrella
over ine. I then heard them, one hy one,
repeat the letters of the alphabet,which were
written before each of them, with chalk,
upon the ground, made smooth and hard
for the purpose. T had to give much praise
to the girls, especially to those who had
come from a village a mile from that in
which th: 2 school is kept, to be instructed.
The Lala then brought a boy to wme, to
read-in the New Testament,  Finding he
wet with some difficulty in pronouncing
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snime long names, T gave him the Hindee
Spelling-book to read im, which being
easy, and containing juvenile siorics
adapted to this country, pleased all parties.
I promised to supply them with thess
books when they arrive from Calculra.
The day growing warm, madé me think of
teturning, Having seated myself in the
Tonjon to depart, I noticed among the
boys two young men, who appeared to be
learning the Nagree alphabet, I inquired
if they were learning to read. The Lala
replied in the affirmative. To prevent
their feeling ashamed, 1 observed, that in
my country, old people come to schiool ta
learn to read, who had not had the oppor-
tunity of learning when young, The Lala
then informed me that one of them wasa
Christian. T asked, ¢ What sort ofa Cliris-
tian?" A third person urged the young
man to define his belief. He said he waa
a Reman Catholic. The Lala said, he
was like a Hindeo. ¢ Why, said I,
* beeause he worshipg the image and pic-
ture of Jesus, and the Virgin Mary »*
¢ Yes,’ replied the Lala. ¢ T told him the
Holy Book did not teach that.’ ¢ But)
said the young man, ¢ my Padree does
%0, aud teaches me to do so.” ¢ If your
Padree would read the Holy Book to you,
(said 1,) you would see that both he and
you were wrong,’ * He reads in the Latin
language,’ said the young man, “and Ido
not understand him.’ ¢ Then’ said I,
¢ you vught to read the Bible, and judge
for yourself. Yau would then see thas
God has forbidden us to worship him in
auy visible form. No man can approach
Gud but by Jesus Christ; he is the only
medium of ageass.” 1 told him the Virgin
Mary was a sinner, and stood in necd of
that salvation which ber Son Jasus came
Lo bestow upon 2 guilty world. [ endear
voured ta cquvince them that Fesus was
God, though clothed iu flesh, by being
born of a woman, The Lala observed,
that ¢ sced sown in the eartly, springs up
inits own kind again, and men eat it, buat
they do not eat the easth -’ meaning, that
Mary was not to be worshipped because
she gave hirth to the Son of God.”

There are eight girls in another of our
boys' schools, and the zemindar of the
village lias promised to send his daughters,
as soon as a proper plase is provided for
the reception of girls. He gives 1he
school-room rent free, and has offered a
piece of ground for an apartment for
gitls, In all our schools, we have now
about 280 boys, and 27 girls, and one
woman, under instruction. We shall need
pecuniary aid.

“YORK AND LANCASTER.

Ox Wednesday, August 1, 1821, was
held et Bradford, the Annual Meeting of
the York and Lancaster Assistant Baptist
Missionary Seciety. Sermons were preach-
ed by the Rev. John Birt, Secretafy to the
Assistant Society, the Rev. Jenkin Thomas
of Oxford, and the Rev, W, Gray of Chip-
ping Norton. The Meeting for husiness,
at which G. Rawson, Esq. of Leeds pre-
sided, was very numerously attended, and
the resolutions moved and seconded by
different ministers and gentlemen, passed
unanimously. Liberal collections in aid
of the Parent Society were made after the
services. We are extremely sorry to find
that William Hope, Esq. of Liverpool,
who has been the Treasurer of the Assist-
ant Society from its commencement, is
constrained by bodily illness to withdraw
from his official situation. We have great
Ppleasure in recording the following reseju-
tion of the Annual Meeting on this occa-
sion, viz.

“ That this Meeting receives with great
pain the resignation on the part of William
Hope, Esq. of his office as Treasurer tothe
York and Lancester Assistant Baptist Mis-
sionary Sociely: and deeply lamenting
that bodily illiess which occasions his re-
tirement, presents its grateful acknowledg-

ents for the invalnable services rendered

y him to this Sociery.”

M. Thackray, Esq. of Leeds was elected
Treasurer, in the room of Mr. Hope. Ow-
ing principally to the vast extent of coun-

try occupied by this Society, it has not yet:

been found practicable to form with con-
venience a Committee to represent the ge-
neral body, and to conduct its affairs in the
“intervals of the Annunal Meetings. The
usefulness and propriety of forming an

YOL, XI11.

Assistant Society for each of these large
counties bave consequently been suggests
ed, and this step will probably be found
necessary.

The commnnication officially made by
the Secretary to the Meeting, related
principally to Female Associations, which
had been introduced among the churches
connected with that Society during the
past year. It appeared that the plan bad
encountered the difficulties usually pre-
sented to those things which are new;
but that the experiment had been tried
in three of the churches. At first it was
conceived that the scheme was almost oe
entirely hopeless, because it was appre.
hei-ded that few could be prevailed on to
contribute, and if they were, that sube
scriptions at the low rate of one penny
per week would produce very little. Tha
success of the experiment, however, has
been such as to produce among them a
very different feeling, and to stimulate
others by their example. It is true, the
sams raised in the first year are not large,
nor could this be expected ; but the prace
ticability and productiveness of the plan
are now beyond doubt. Thus a greas
point is gained, and auspicious indications
are presented of the future.  Other
churches in this Society are preparing to
adopt the same plan, and it may be hoped
that it will become general in the denomia
nation. Wherever it is tried it will ba
found simple, easy of practice, light in its
operation, calculated for permanency, and
far more productive than could be come
monly anticipated.

CALCUTTA.

WE select a few of the most
striking particulars contained in
the Journal, kept by our brethren
at this station, during the month
of August last. o

Under date of the 8th of that
montli, one of them writes as
follows : ’

Conversed to.day at one of the places
of worship with an old man, who mourn-
fully discovered the strength of early pre-
judices, and -the pernicious tendency of
the Hindoo system. What is sin? A
trifle. A single enunciation of the name
of Ram will take away ‘bg¢ sin of a whole
life spent in the service of the devil, and
leave the pardoned offender as much in
love with sin as before. How opposed to
the holy character of the Divine Being is
this mode of obtaiuing the pardon of sin!
and how consistent with that character is
the plan of redemption revealed in the
gospel, by which hatred against sin is
excited, while its pardon is secured. Yet
this is an argument of which a Hindoo,
persuaded of the truth of his own system,
cannot perceive the force, since it is a pri-
mary article of his creed, that God is des-
titute of al] qualities whatever. His cha-
racter is a simple negation of all attributes,
whether good or bad. Indeed, nothing
surprises me more than to find low ex~
tremely limited are the points of agree-
ment betweea a believer in the Hindoo,
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nd a believer in the Christinn system—
how extremely few of the articles, even of
natural religion, can be adduced without
contradiction.

12th.—A few days ago, Sarah Robin.
son, one of the daughters uf brother Ro-
binson, died of a typhus fever at Seram-
pure,  Dr. Murshman calling on us the
ensuing Sabbath-day, related some pleas-
ing partlculars respecting her preparation
for death-and eternity,

13th, Sabbath day.—S3pent this day at
Doorgapore with brother Yates. At Ba-
ranagore we had a very altenlive au-
dience during the whole of the time. Our
native brother Panchoo addressed the con-
gregation at some length, by contrasting
the gospel with Hinduoism. He observed,
that we all had one thing to tell them—
that we preached one gospel, recommend-
ed one shaster, one cast, &c. On the
-other hand, their system was full of con-
fusion, with many shasters, totally disa-
greeing with each other—casts many, and
gods many. A few received books with
seeming indifference.

An ¢ld man, who listéned the whole of
tle time, came home with Panchoo, to
hear more of this way, as he called it. He
said tre was deliglited- with what he heard
at- Baranagore, and that it was quite a
new and strange sound to his ears. He
said he would willingly embrace Christian-
ity, if it was more ancient, ‘or bad more
followers. Panchoo told him it was not
anew religi.n, and that the followers of
LChrist were ecattered all over the world,

Affecting interview with a dying Infidel.

A genlleman of my acquaintance in- -
formed me, that he had been kept up the
preceding night, in drawing out the will
of - 2 person who was considered ju ex-
treme, danger, through a biliary fever,
The disease had been induced through
anxiety Iespecting a law-suit in which
he had endeavoured to tusist a dfraud
that had been practised on him to a con-
siderable amount. I called uponhim twice,
and found him able to -understand what
was said—willing to hear, and to make
many concessions respecting the wicked-
ness and carelessness of his past conduct,
but hitherto wholly ignorant of the power
of religion, and even but litUe acquainted
with the leading -facts of revelation. He is
captain of a ship, und [ have been in-
formed, has been a noted duellist, having
shot three men in his time. His circum-
stances are very affecting, and yutheis
only oue of many who suffer from in-
Jjustice, tyranny, and lraud—o;lly.olle of
mauny, who, groaning under the stings of
conscience, and the disappointments of
life, do not have recourse to the balm of
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Gilead, the cure for every wound—the
solace of every grief.

14th.—This evening brother and I
called upon Captain , but were re-
ceived in & very different manner from
what my former conversation with him
had given mc reason to expect. We
were et at the door by a youug man,
whom I had seen there before, and wito
assured us that Captain was at
present quite insensible, and, consequent-
Iy unable to understand any thing we
might say to him. We, howerver, eutered,
and found bim very ill, bat not worse than
he had heen the day hefore, After a
short pause, gasping for breath, and
scarcely able to articulate his words, he
assured us that he was determined not 1o
change his religious views, and begyed us
to say nothing to him respecting religion,
observing, that if lhe listeued to us, we
should harry Lim to the grave ; and that
our religion was not sufficiently mild for
him. We asked, what religion could he
more mild than that which held ont to
view a2 Saviour full of compassion and
love, who had given his life for his ¢ne-
mies, and was willing to receive them
into his favour, even after a life spent in
opposition to his will. He said it was of
no use to talk. We asked, if he weuld
permit us to pray with him—be declined
it ; orto call again—he thought we had
better not. Unhappy man! my heart
bleeds over him. We were both much
affected at this unexpected reception, and
felt deeply grieved that an immortal be-
ing should, ‘to all appearance, be so near
eternity, and yet so unprepared for the
change. (He died two days after.)

Native Female Educution.

19th.—As we were going t» Doorga-
pure this evening, Mrs. and myselt
called at the newly-crected school for Ben-
galee givls. As our visit was entirely un-
expected, we were the more gratified with
finding fifteen scholars diligently employ-
ed in writing the alphabet,figures, com-
pound letters, &c. None of them ap-
peared alarmed, as we had anticipated, by
a European entering the school, hut on
the conurary, seemed highly gratified by
the atteution paid to them.

Missionary Prayer Meeting.

At our social Monthly Mlissionary
Prayer Mecting, our brethren trom the
Church Missionary Suciety, who arrived
trom Europe yesterday, assembled with
us, Brethren Hampson, Judson, aud
Townley engaged in prayer. Fourteen
Missionaries, eithet residing in the city,
or passing through it to their destinativng
rade up the party.

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Mahommedan Objections to the Gospel.

21st,—Went this aflernoon 1o the
chapel for the natives in Bow Bazar, and
collected a tolerably large congregation.
The attention was very encouraging; but
at the close, » Mussulman eucountercd
me with considerable confidence and
asperity.  What seemed most to offend
him, was the divinity and atoucmeunt of
Christ.  Be would hear me expose 1he
wickedness of idolatry, and the entire in-
efficiency of ceramonies, without disco-
vering any uneasiness whatever; but
when the nanie of Christ came up, then
his displeasure kindled in a moment. He
affinned that Christ was no more than a
pr phet, and that his being divine and dy-
ing could never be reconciled. T at-
templed 1o show in what sense Christ
died, and the end 10 be answered by it.
He objected that such a course was alto-
gether unnecessary, fur an almighty being
coulil torgive sin, and put an end to it in
amoment. I told him that I admitted
God could do it. hutit becamne him to do
what was wise and just, as well as merci-
ful ; but neither Mussulmans nor Hindoos
lLave any knpwledge of the moral cha-
racter of God, I closed in prayer, but
before I had concluded my adversary left
1n¢. ’

Death of Mrs. Jokns.

93d —This eveaing our highly valued
friend Mrs. Johns, after a fortnight’s ill-
pess, departed 1o a betier world. Several
of our family had the mournful satisfac
tion of secing her breathe her last. The
following was amougst the last connected
expressions which she uttered :

« The dying thief rejoiced to see
That fountain in his day;

O may 1 there, though vile as he,
Wash all my sins away.””

And thep she added, “ Lord, manifest thy-
self uuto me.”

May God supoort the deeply afflicted
beart of our dear brother Johns, now left
a disconsolate widower, with three chil-
dren. On Saturday last, another Chris-
tian friend of Mr. Thomason's congregation
was alsp removed, so that, of the few
Christian friends we have in this country,
two have been removed within a few
days of each other. How should these
events excite to renewed prayer and dili-
gence, that we may be found ready, and
ackunowledped faithful, when our great
Master shall call ns to give up our account,

Eatracts from the Diary of Mr. Sutton,
towards the close of 1820. =~

Oct. 21, 1820. To-day had a very
narrow escape from death wlhen on my
way to Berhampore to preach. The vee
hicle in which I was riding was overturn.
ed, and I was dragged under it for sonie
distance ; but through the great kindness
of God [ escaped with only a bruised leg.
I felt @xceedingly thankful for this won.
derful deliverance, and hope it will he
treasured up amongst the many mercies of
my existeuce in my memory. Ob, bless
the Lord, who delivereth me in every
difficulty, and will yet deliver.

26. The cholera still rages, I have
been informed that nearly 100 have died
to-day, What a passing from time to
eternity! But the population is so great
that theit loss is not observed. ‘I'wo ycars
since the cholera was so dreadful, that in
some families out of seventeen persons
sixteen died ; as fast as one was carried
out another eapired. And this is a re-
mark which may be made here. Instead
of any great national calamity driving
Hindoos 1p the worship of the true God,
it makes them mare earnest in the adora-
tion of their idols, and l'requenll‘_y gives
rise to new idols: they think this parti-
cular calamity to be a god, and from this
crude notion they give it a form, and en-
deavour tp appease its anger by prostra-
tions aud offerings. '

28, ln reading Hindoostance to-day
with my Moonshee, when we had arrived
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at the third chlﬁter of John, thirty-sixth
werse, he remarked, if this passage was
true the Mahomedah system must be false :
this brought on a farther eonversation, in
which my Moonshee told me, that five
months since a messenger came from Mec-
«a wilh an gccount that one of the priests
in the temple there had a revelation from
heaven, in which God complained that all
the true Mussulmen were forsaking the
faith; and my Moonshee added, he had
no doubt the time for the trinmph of
Christianity was approaching.

Nop, 13. Spent a part of the day
with the Rev. Mr. Morrice, who is going
to Benares on acconnt of the Church Mis-
sionary Society. He appears a holy man
of Gad, and I was much pleascd with my
interview with bim. . Ou my return from
Mr. Mogrice, being in a small boat, at
about half-past eight o’clock iu the even-
ing, I saw at a distance a large fire, which
1 at first supposed to be a house in flames,
but on a nearer approach I plainly saw

they were burning a widow with the |

corpse of ber busband, T wish those who
speak of the innocency and mildness of
the Hindoos could have witnessed this
sight, and they would hold their peace’;
or, I wish that both the friends and ene-
mies of Missionary exertions could have
beheld it, agd [ think it would have
caused the enmity of the one to cease,
and the exertions of the other to increase
tenfold. The darkness of the niyht, the
clamour of voices, the raging of the flames,
and the lovks of the people, appeared all
in unison ; namely, as it they were per-
forming 8 deed which originated in hell.
The deed was done, thé niurder was com-
pleted belore T arrived, cunsequentily the
noise was too great to speak with any suc-
gess; but yet I conversed wilh sonie on
the heinousness of the crime; the only
answer they made wag, it was through
her own desire, and no doubt there was
great merit attached to such a deed.

24, This morning tovk an excursion
near the mountains of Rajmul; thisisa
rangc of mountains which constitutes the
boundary of Beugal. The sight af these
hills caused pcculiar pleasure in my mind,
for they are the first I have scen since my
arrival in India, and strongly reminded
me of deparied scenes in Britain.  These
hills arc inhabited by a people very dis-
tinct from thouse of the plains, and they
are much behind them in civilization.
They arc also different in langnage and in
objects vt worship, and have no euste.

* When viewing their eultivated spots and
villages upon the hills throngh a tele-
scope, I almost wished to go and speud
my life among them rather than in the
Plains of Bengal; for it is probuble that
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as they are destitute of caste, and as their
religion is not fornied into such a compact
system as the other Hindoos, that they
would be more likely to receive the true
word of God. I also visited a place pe-
culiarly revered by the Hindoos situated
in a jungle. Upon my arrival at it, I
only found a few stones with an aperture
between, and upon inquiry why this
place was esteemed above others, 1 was
informed it was impossible to fill this aper-
ture with water, and on this account it
was honoured as peculiarly holy.  In the
evening visited the village of Serasing,
when many of the people collected, made
their objections to the gospel, and heard
the answers to their ohjections, and the
reasons snd evidences of the truth of the
word of God.

DIGAH.

IN a late Commuaication from
Mr. Rowe, he transcribes an ac-
count which he had received, a
little before, from Nainsook, one
of the Native Itinerants, of a visit
he had lately paid to Burtpore, a
large City and Fort helonging to
a Native Rajah;

“ Waen I endeavoured to enter Burt-
pore, (says this Hindvo couvert,) [ was
challenzed by a sentinel.” Sentinel:
“ From whence did you come?” Nainsook:
“ From Vrmdabund.” Sentinel: % \Whi-
ther are you going?”’  Nainsok: * To
Burtpore.” Seutinet: (observing a man
with him, loaded with somethiug,)  What
have you got with you? Naiwseok: « I
have about four bundred bocks with me.”
Sentinel: « What kind of books?” Nain-
sook : ¢ These bouks are about the Son of
God, who came into the world to save
sinners.”” " Sentinel : ¢ Where was he
born 7® Nainsook : « At Jerusalem.,” I
then opened the gospel by Matthew, and
commenced reading the 5th chapter to
the sentinel.  Whilst thus engaged, we
were interrupted by a Mussulman who
was passing that way, Mussuiman : “ This
is a chrislian, do not hear his wonds.™
‘Then addressing me, he said, “ Hence, be-
gone After which, turning to the seuti-
nel, he said, * It is not right that this man
should be admitted into the city. 1t the
Rajuh hears of him, he will have him put
to death,” Nainsook: ¢ Heur, brother!
Examine what is written in this book.”
Mussu/man: * Have you thrown away
your caste for gain?”  Nainsook : * No,
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not for worldly gain, bat for salvation.
X know but ol Lwo castes, the rightcons
and wicked.” By this iime aboul twenty
¥ersons had collected aronnd me, and in-

venced by the Mussulman, all antted in
exclaiming * Jow! Jow ! (begone! begone!)
yon shall not pass this way.””  Nainsook
then r<turned, and passed through a jun-
gle ull he came to another gate, which
was about a mile from the former. Near
this gate hc met with the house of a
Byragee, and went up to it.  This Byra-
gee had scen Nainsook somewhere betore,
and had taken somc tracts from him. By-
ragee:  You shall have no lodging here.
Be off from this. There is a village two
tiles off, go to that, yon shall not enter
the tity® Nainsook: ¢ You give your
buffulocs and bullocks lodgings, but will
hot give me, a man, any. . This is very
hard I”  Byragee: * You have eorrupted
Four ewn mind, ahd you want to corrupt
the minds of others. Wherever you stand
Fou pollute seven cebits of ground around
you”  Naimsook: * Brother! look at
your heatt, that is polluted, and not the
ground on which T stand.”” The Byragee
then vented a great deal of abuse, 2nd
Nainsook went on a little farther, where
he found a native inn.  Here he met with
#bout twenty-five persons, and had wor-
ship befure them. Al of them took bovks
from him, Early in the morning he also
performed worship before them, and then
went on 1o the gate of the city.- Here he
met with the portér. Porter: *“ Who are
you?  Nainsook : * What do you see ?”
Porier: * A pative merchant.””  Nain-
sook: I am a great merchant.,” Porter :
& Come hither und take a seat.” About
¢ hundred and fifty persons then collected
sround him. He pointed ont to them the
way of lile, and distributed about forty
books amang thém. The porter then
pave him something to eat and driuk.
After tefreshing himself, be entered the
¢ity, where he remained three days, al-
inost constantly employed in making known
the pospel. Rany heard bim attentively,
and took some of his books. He met
with 4 man who had received a book of
him at Vrindabund. This mwan showed
much kinduess towards him. A nuwmber
of Pundits invited him to come and tell
them what be had to say. He went, and
they heard him with attention, but wonld
not then receive any of his hooks, He
¥isited them apain the next day, when
they accepted sume books.  Some of these
Pundits had access to the Rajah, from
which we may hope the gospel message
veached the royal ecars thirough them.
Nainsook seers greatly pleased with the
pesult of Lhis visit.
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In October last, (continues Mr. Rowd;)
I visited a populous village on the other
side the Ganges, accompanied by brothee
Richards of Benares. On our arrival at
the Ghaut, we set off for the house of g
Zemindar, whom I had visited scveral
times before. Hcre we fouud the Ze-
mindar, and a number of natives, sitting
in his veranda, busily employed in making
bargaius with some cloth merchants, AL
ter saluting each other, we commenced a
tonversation on ordinary concerns, and
then made a transition to things spiritual,
This transition was effected by the Ze-
mindar, whyp stifly maintained that we
were gods. Brother Richards, who bas
an admirable Hindoost’hanee tongue, une
dertook the task of proving that we were
ne gods. The Zemindar first grounded
his argument on the circumstance of the
Euglish being in possession of this coun.
try. Brother Richards admitted they
were in possession of the country, but.
denied that this constituted them gods,
The Zemindar then grounded an argument
on the learning and other superior gualifi-
cations of Europeans, and imsisted that
none but gods possessed such qualifica-
tions, Brother Richards replied, « We
receive all our learning from God, how
then can we be gods?. Like you, we are
mmade of dust;—like you, we must die ;—
and like you, we miust give an account to.
God: how then can we be gods? You
can never call a thief an honest man?”?
“ No,” said the Zemindar. « How then,”
said Richards, ¢ can you call us, who are
sinners, gods?” The old Zemindar
bawled out, looking around him, * Speak,
brothers! what answer can you give?*
Richards: * God has made you different
from the brutes, he bas given you know-
ledge, and yet instead of worshipping the
true God, you worship other objects.”
To this the Zemindar replied, * Two sa-
hibs were just now at our Ghaut; and
they were using force with (he people ;
are not they of the same country as
yourselves ? -How can you say we possess
knowledge from God, when they had
none?” By this reply he meant to exo-
nerate himself from accountability to God.
Brother Richards told them, they were
indeed destitute of that knowledge which
would make them wise unto salvation;
adding, “ we are come to impart_ this
knewledge 10 you. Suppose you wanted
to go to Calcutta,” said Ricliards, « and
you were to mistake your road and go to-
wards Nepaul ; then, en your right there
may bc a well, on your left a quagmire,
and before you a tigers now, if I saw you
in such a situation, it would be my duty to
warn you of your danger.”  An oniversal
exclamation then prevailed : « Who cam
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answerthis I*  The old Zemindar, who in
his ordinary conversation spoke as it we
had been all deaf, vociferated, * Silence !
silence! silence!  When he had com-
manded silence, he said, that if a certain
pundit were present,-he would be able to
answer the sahib, Another of the party
replied, if he were here, he would be s0
puzzled that he would not know what to
say. Silence then prevailed fur a short
time. Brother Richards then commence:l
a discourse on the incarnation, miracles,
death, &c. of our Lord. When he had
finished, the old man gave no reply, I
then introduced the subject of setting up
a school in the village, which isan ohject
T have long endeavoured to effect to no
purpose. I mentioned the places in
which we have schools, on the other side
the river., They said they had heard of
several of them. As usual, they then
agreed to consult about it, and let vs know
the result of their deliberations.

At Digah school, I one day met with
three Bralimins, who were on their way
from Tirhoot to Benares. On saluting
them, ene of them told me they were Pa-
drees. 1 told him I also was a Padree,
and Ishould like to have some conversa-
tion witl them on the subject of salvation.
I begged them in the first place to tell me
how I could obtain the forgiveness of
my sins. One of them, fixing his eyes
upon me,said, “ God will do good for
you, but it will bein another birth.  Your
#o)) will hereafter iphabit the body of a
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dog, or gome other anim:l; after which
you will obtalu salvation.” T asked him
if he could prodnce any evidence to cons
vince me of the truth of what he said,
“ The body,” I observed, “is nothing hut
dust; and thesoul is evidently the source
of all our moral actions. [ have seen
many dogs, in diffcrent party of the
worlid, but never met with one that ap-
peared to be influenced by the soul of
a man” T asked him if he had ever
secn one that acted under such an influy
ence, or whether he really believed such
a thingto be possible. He replicd, No,
but so it is written in our buoks. I then
asked him how he could propagate such
falsehioods, to deceive the ignorant 2 To
this he was silent, One of thcm then
said be had watered the toolsce-tree eleven
years, to obtain salvation. What fryit
have you received? I have hud three
children since 1 began. But these are
temporal things, I am asking you about
spiritnal blessings, Has there been any
change in your moral conduct? Have
you left off your evil practices? Or are
you no better, in a moral point of view,
than you were when you commenced ?
He said he was the same in these respects,
I told him. that withoat holingss no man
can see the Lord, and hence it was evis
dent, that he was not preparing for the
kingdom of heaven. He acknowledged
bis ignorance of the way of salvation, and
said [ was the man of wisdom. 1theg
endeavoured to point out to him the goss
Pel method.

EXETER.

Tae friends of the Baptist Dencimina-
tion at Exeter formed themselves into an
Auxiliary Society in the year 1812; but

children was very manifest, and those pre-
pared threw in their halfpence, and
these unprovided honourably brought
their free-will offerings the next morning.
A desire was here expressed to cstablish a
school among the Hindoos ; and this norn-
ing congregation, connected with a Daily
School ni Industry of more than uinety
girls, held in the same place, instantly en-
tered their names, as weekly subscribers
of one halfpenny. A cry was heard,
# the Jrish, the Trish, we ust have a
school for the Irish also.” This was second-
ed by the children and yonng friends in
South-street Chapel, and we doubt not but
our Irish neighbours will have a blessing,
as well as the children of the East. At
eleven o’clock, the Rev. T.S. Crisp of
Bristol preached an admirable Missionary
Sermon in the. Chapel, South-street,
nearly a mile distant from the Chapelin
St. Sidwell's : collections were made at
the doors. In the evening at six o’clock,
a more public and general meeting was
held in the Egyptian Hall, Congdon’s
Hotel, which, in alittle time, was filed
to the stairs. The Rev. Thomas Roberts
of Bristol having been requested to give
an account of the origin and progress of
the Snciety, occupied a large portion of
the time with his usual animation and abi-
lity. Several ministers of different deno-
minations addressed the meeting, and
many were prevented from delivering
their sentiments by the lateness of the
hour. A goodly number of the brethren
belonging to the district were present, as
were also most of the Dissenting Ministers
of the city; and this Missionary lreat
passed over, exhibiting tbe true spirit of
union and benevolence.®

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CALCUTTA.

WE have lately received a con-
tinuation of the Journals at this
station, from which we shall, in
future numbers, present extracts
for the information of our readers,
We insert, for this month, an ac-
count of an itinerating excursion,
by our brethren Yates and Pearce,
as far as Moorshedabad, under-
taken in QOetober last,

Lzavine home on Wednesday morn.
ing, October 11, and attending an interest-
ing Anniversary of the Calcatta School-
book Society, we proceeded to our hoat,
kindly lent us for the uip by a friend;
and having called in our way at Doorga-
pore for.ouy native brother Paunchoo, who
was engaged to accompany us, we went
with the tide to Serampere, where we ar-
rived in the evening. Here we called on
the brethren, and heard an excellent ser-
mon from Dr. Carey; and late at night
started for Chinsurah.

Thursday, Oct. 12.—We arrived at

Lhinsurah about seven, and immediately

proceeded 1o brother Pearson’s to break-
fast. Here we met with brethren Townley,
Trawin, aud Mundy, and we all united in
social prayer for the Divine blessing on
our Missionary engagements. As soon as
the tide favoured us, we proceeded on
our journey,and arrived in the evening at
Trivinee, where there is a celebrated
Mussulman mausoleums, formerly a Hin-
doo temple. ' We collected a few Mussul-
mans, to whom one of us spoke a few
words about the way of salvation, in Hin-
doostance. o

On Friday morning we reached Sook-
saugur, (where ourlate brother Petumber
Singh laboured several years ago,) and af-
ter breakfast went into a public part of
the town, where we soon collected a good
congregation. We found, however, that
there was a considerable difference be-
tween Calcutta and the country, as
scarcely one of our hearers, although
they appeared abave the common sort,
was able to make outa tract ; while in Cal-
cutta, amongst a congregation equally nu-
metous, many would have been found
able to read with fluency any thing we
might have given them. The capacity of
deriwing instruction from printed books,
possessed by so many of the inhabitants
of the metropolis, appears to give it a de-
cided advantage as a Missionary station
ever every other part of the country. Iu-

508

dependent of the more general knowledye
of reading and writing we might expect
to find in a large city, this improvement
mag be attributed to the intraduction of
printed books into almost all the native
schools in Calcutta, through the exertions
of the School Society, and to the extensive
distribution of tracts by our [ndependent
brethiren and aurselves, at our places of
worship, during the last two years. Hear-
ing there was a celebrated pundit in the
town, we walked nearly a mile in the sun
to see him. He was very respectful and
pleased till we told him our message, but
this scemed to awake all his prejudice ; we,
however, prevailed on him to take a Sun-
scrit tract, which we saw he could un-
derstand, and then took ourleave. Having
reached our boat, we preceeded on our
voyage till the evening, when we landed,
with the hope of getting a congregation,
but were disappointed.

Saturday, 14th.—We reached Santi-
pore, a large town, this morning to breake
fast, and having proceeded to the market-
place, collected a larger congregation than
yesterday ; they were very alientive, and
many by their nods and smiles expressed
their approbation of what we said. Many
were very eager to obtain our books, but
very fewahle to read them. We pursued
our voyage till eveming, when we anchor-
ed at a distance from any towo.

On Sabhsath morning, at breakfast time,
we reached a small village, where we
went ashore. Here, under a large tree,
we found a poor woman, about fifty years
old, brought to die by the side of Gunga.
She complained of no pai, but seemed la-
bouring under great weakness. Having
unfortunately no medicine, we gave hera
little brandy and water, and dispatched
ler relations into the village, to make her
some gruel. At this time was brought te
the same spot, an interesting young wo-
man, about twenty years old; and on the
other side we found lying oa the yground,
deserted by lLer friends, a third, about
twenty-five. All these could speak with-
out difficulty, were free from pain, and
would probably in a short time have per-
fectly recovered if properly attended ; but
yet we fear are doomed to perish, through
the neglect and superstitious cruelty of
their relatives. We got a promise of nu-
tritious food for them all from their rela-
tives, and having no mediciue with us,
after giving the two latter likewise a little
brandy and water, (which they wouald
take, although given by us, as medicine,)
left them with a heavy heart. Well may
it be said, that the dark places of the
earth are full of the habitations ot cruelty!
Continuiug our voyage, we reached Sve-
junpore, the residence of our friend Mr.
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Johnson, about eleven o’clock, but finding
him at his brother’s, we followed him thi-
ther, and returned with him to worship in
the evening.

On Thwsday we went with Mr. John-
son to a market held in the village, from
whose inhabitants brother Lawson pro-
cured the original of his Bruhma,* which,
with his two companions, we saw laid at
the foot of a large tree. We had here a
good congregation, and instead of giving a |
tract onlyy to such as could read, (whichis
our usnal practice,) we gave one to each
grown up person in the assembly. We
did so, as they came from many surround-
ing villages, and promised that they would
get them rcad to them by some person in
their neighbourhoods.

On Wednesday we left the hospitable
abode of our friend Mr. Johnson, and pro-
ceeded on our jourhey, spendingthe whole
of Thursday with Mr. R. while our boat
was getting round an immense bend of
the river.

Friday, 20th, in the afternoon we reach-
ed Cutwa, and immediately proceeded to
brother W. Carey’s, where we found all
well. We then accompanied him to the
town, where, at one end of the bazar, we
found a very neat Bengalee place of
worship, built of brick, with pillars, at the
ex pense of the Calcutta Baptist Missionary
Society. Brother Carey himself preached
from the parable of the money hid in the
field, to a large congregation, who were
very atlentive, On our return to his
house, we passed through the bazar, in
tbe heart of which we bad the pleasure of
seeing another place of worship. In the
evening we returned to our bout.

Saturday.—This morning early we left
Cutwa, and at breakfast time arrived at
a small village, where we recommended
to a few people the way of life. About
noon we landed again, to go to a larger
village ; but finding scarcely any body in
the bazar, it not being market-day, we
did not attempt to collect a congregation,
but dispatched a Sunscrit tract each to
five celebrated pundits residing in the
village.

Lord's-dey, 22d.—This morning about
ten we arrived at a large village, called
Kobileeshur, and understanding it was
market-day, immediately proceeded some
distance to the place where it was held.
We found, however, that the penple
would not assemble till one, and there-
fore returned to our boat 1till that time;
we then visited the bazar again, and ob-
tained a good congregation, whom we
addressed, and amongst whom we distri-

buted many books, which they appeared
anxious to receive. After travelling all
day on Monday, on Tuesday morning at
breakfast time we yveached Moorshedabad,
and proceeded to brother Sutton’s. He
soon reached home from Berhampore,
where he had spent the preceding day, in
addition to the Sabbath, as several "Eu.
ropean soldicrs of the church in the 59th
regiment were going home as invalidy,
We went with him through the principal
streets of Moorshedabad, the late capital
of Bengal. Having reached the limit of
our journey, and being coufined as to
time, we were obliged to make arrange-
ments for our return, and brother Sutton
agreed to accompany us as far as Ber-
hampore. Here we were kindly received
by Quarter-master Franklin, ot' his Ma-
jesty’s 59th regiment, with whom we spent
the evening, and at night returned to our
boat.

Wednesday, 25th October.—Lel(t Ber-
hampore [ate last night, and passing Cutwa
arrived in the evening at Dewangunj. a
large town. We went into the market-
place, and procured a gond congregation,
who, received us very readily.

Thursday, October 26th.—Left Dewan-
gunj this .morning early, and arrived at
Nuddeah in the afternoon about four.
This is the great seat of native literature
in Bengal; and to give the learned men
an opportunity of becoming acquainted
with the gospel, by means of the Sunscrit
language, (which they well understand,
and to which they are very much attach-
ed,) was one great object of our journey.
We had, for this reason, just befure our
leaving home, printed a Sunscrit transla.
tion of the first part of the True Durshun,
containing spme remarks on the import
ance of divine knowledge, the necessity of
a revelation from God to acquirc it, and
some peneral recommendations of the
scriptures as suited to supply (his need.
This litlle work, with one we had previ-
ously published, being mare direct proofs
of the truth of Christianity, are, we be-
lieve, -almost the first attempts made to
communicate a knowledge of Christianity
by means of tracts in Sunscrit. In grder
to distribute them with effect, we wished
to address a packet, containing these two
tracts, to each of the principal pundits of
the place; and, therefore, un our arrival
sent a persun into the town to ascertain
their names. We were, however, in a
short time agreeably surprised by secing
twelve or thirteen pundits, who came ta
see what we had to dispose of. We con-
versed with (hem for some time, shewed
them our tracts, and were highly gratified
at the ease with which they read and ua-
derstood them ; evidencing an gequaint-
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ence with Sanscrit very supetior to that
of any whom we had met with except in
Calcutta. They appeared much pleased
with our visiting them, and all of them
well disposed to receive and read our pub-
licatinns: but being very near the bed of
the river, through a superstitiousidea incul-
cated in the shasters, requested they might
have them given them at a little greater
distance ; with this we complied, and sent
a person to a prescribed distance, who
very readily distributed all be had. We
would hope and pray that this introduc-
tion of the gospel into the only university
of Bengal by means of publications in the
Latin bf the East, may be productive of
lasting and beneficial effects.

Leaving Nuddeah we made the best of
our way to the residence of our friend Mr.
Johnson, where we arrived at a late
bour in the evening, and the next morn-
ing proceeded to Calcutta, in order to
arrive there before the Sabbath, which
ebject we were just able to accomplish.

THE following iriteresting nar-
rative, given by one of the native
itinerants at this station, is ex-
tracted from a communication
recently received from Mr. Rowe.

When one day deploring the litle suc-
gess attending our labours among the
heathen, Roopdas quoted the words ot
our Lord: ¢ For judgment I am come
into this world ; that they which see not
might see, and that they which see might
be made blind.’”” I asked him how his
eyes came to be opened. To this he re-
‘plied, by giving me the following ac-
count of his past experience. “ My-pa-
rents,” said he, ¢ were worshippers of
idols, and for this purposc always kept
them in one corner of the house. When
I was a boy, and without wisdom, I used
to imitate others in the external acts of
idol-worship, sueh as bowing o the idul,
gaying this is my god, &c.; but my keart
had nothing to do with these things. My
parents would frequently say, ¢ Yoo must
bow to the god,” and I followed their ad-
vice; but the whole of mny worship then
amounted to nothing more than repeating
what I heard others say in their addressey
to the idol.  When 1 was about finleen
yeats of age,’1 felt a strong desire to
know what was right, my mind became
more enlightened, and I rejected idol
worship. I also threw away every thing
that was connected with the worship of
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duced by reading attentively some of the
Hindoo shasters, in which the worship.
ping images madé of wood and stone was
forbidden. Tn these shasters it was also
said, that God had sent his Son into the
world to teach men the way of righteous-
ness. The way exhibited was an entire
system of good works, and tliere was not
a word respecting Ch-ist or his atone-
ment. 1 resolved apon adopting this yys-
tem in the moust rigid manner, ani to live,
what was poin'ed out in the shasters 1o be,
a life of lioliness. I abstained from flesh,
liquors, and all sensual indulgences ; adher-
ed totruth in all I said ; ana was particular-
Iy cautious not to inflict pain of any descrip-
tion upon any living being. I sent my
wife to her relations, left my f{ather’s
house, and becanie a Fakeer. I travel-
led a great deal, in hape of gaining more
knowledge respecting God, and the way
of salvation. I was then in the habit of
regularly praying to God, two or three
times a day. As a preliminary to this
exercise, I used to tain my face to the
north, take off my turban, and place it
on the ground by rhy side, spread my
upper garment on the ground before me,
and bow three times. The suhstance of
my prayer was: ‘ Great God! I am a
sinner! I am helpless! I repent of my
sins. Give me fuod. Give me raiment.
Keep me from evil. Keep me in bealth.
Forgive my sins. Deliver me from sin.
Take me to heaven. For about twelve
years I was tolerably satisfied with this
system of good works, At this pesiod I
was led to think more on what 1 was
about to obtain salvation, and I had many
misgivings of mind on the subject; and
the more I thought, the more my mind
hecame unsettled.  While in this state of
mind, I had the following dream. I
thought I saw a person come to me clothed
in white, and saying : ¢ Go to some of the
English people, and inquire of them re-
specting tbe way of salvation.” The per-
son then disappeared. When I awoke I
relaled this dream to some of my friends,
and said I would certainly go. They ri-
diculed me much, and told me L was
gone mad.  After this 1 took a journey to
Calcutta, to visit some of my friends, and
returned in about a year. 1 then repeat.
ed my determination to go to some sahib
to inquire respecting the way of salva-
tion. My friends treated me as before,
with the exceplion of one (Seebdas, who
was afterwards baptized,) who agreed to
accompany me.  With this object in view,
we proceeded to Dinapore, without know-
ing any thing about the Missionaries at
Dieah. When we arrived opposite the
Mission premises, I walked backwards
and forvards i the public rond, thinking

ing this over in my mind, the native

s-hooimaster, seeing I was a Fakeer, |

came to me, rorde his salam, and asked
me (o go into his school. After asking
me from whence I came, whither 1 was
poing, &c. he told me to sit down. Soon
uiler, Seebidas took vp the Hindoostanee
New Testament, and read part of our
Lord’s sermon on the Mount. I then
asked, * What kind of a book is this?
The schoolmaster veplied, ¢ This is the
word of Goll, for every one to hear.' [
told him this was the very thing 1 came
to inquire about. Brethren Brindabund
and Kureem, who had been out publish-
ing the gospel, now returned and entered
iuto conversation with me. The next day
was Lord’s-day, and I attended Hindoos-
tanee worship, What T heard and read
came home to my heart. I renounced
ny cast, eal and drank with the brethren,
and resolved to become a disciple of the
Lord Jesas Christ. Seebdas also did the
samme. When all this reached the ears of
wy f{riends, many of them came to me,
prostrated themselves at my feet, and
intreated me with tears to Tetum to them,
They promised to obtain my cast again,
However, I was derermined to become a

disciple of Christ, and resisted all their

attempts to divert my attention from this
object. When they found nothing would
induce we 10 return, they gave me a great
deal of abuse, and left me.” Since
Roopdas made an open profession, which
is new several years ago, we have had to
mourn over some things in his conduct,
but I still bope his beart is right witb

One of the fodr bLas been a
kind of teacher to the people, and when
any one comes now to inguire of him, in-
stead of instructing them as be once used
i do, he reads to them a portion of scripe
cure ont of the New Testamenr. He says
they have many inquirers at Bacha.

Nriput Singha, the native iti.
nerant at this station, expresses
himself as follows, when writing
the brethren at Serampote—

I am still labouring in the work of the
Lord, endeavouring to scatter the seed of
life in this dark corner; but no fruit has
appeared yet. Some would like to eat of
the loaves, hut are not willing to bear the .
cross; hut the Lord will give the increase
in his own good time, so we have only to
strive with full purpose of heart in pre.
senting our petitions to him.

THE following extracts from
Mr. Chater’s letters will show the
progress making in his various
Missionary labours.

You will, no doubt, wish to know how
far we have advanced with eur Singhaleso
translation of the Old Testament. You
are aware that the book of Psalms and
the Proverbs are completed. The former
is printed, and the latter is now going
through the press, and the Pentateuch is
translated to about the middle of Leviti-
cus. We lope, therefore, to have (hrew
of the five books of Moses through our
hands before our next anniversary. No-
thing affords me more solid satisfaction
than the prospect we have-of giving the
whole of the sacred volume to the natives
of this island. My prospects-of doing
good by preaching are, I thiuk, as fa-
vourable as they have been for a long
time. All my places of worship are bet-
ter attended than they bave been for
some time past, that is, when I preach in
Portuguese and Singhalese. For I have
but very few hearers in English at pre-
sent. On a. few occasions the number
was so small that we turned our public
worship into a prayer-meeting. But on
one of these occasions a serjeant of the
16th regiment came in to join us who has
occasionally heard Mr. Dunlop in lre-
land, and he has heen the means of bring-
ing eight or ten more, Major A—and
Dr. F— of the 16th, (who, with their
ladies, were hearers of Mr. Dunlop,) have
been twice to our English worship, and I
am on very friendly terms with thefn;
and as often as I can, spend an evening
at one ot the other of their houges, in the
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excrcises of religion. Family worship in
the houses of gentlemen of their line of
life in Celombo, is quite a new thing, O
that it may prove a blessing, not only to
the familics where it is conducted, but o
mpany others !

y regular engagements for preaching
are still six in the week. In the Fort on
Sabbath-day, in Portuguese, at nine,
A. M. In English at half-past six in the
evening ; and immediately after that in
Portuguese in the Pettab. On Wedney-
day evening again in Pertuguese in the
Perah. Thursday evening in English in
the Fort. Friday in Singhalese at the
Grand.pass. I have it in contemplation
to add 10 these one miore stated service.
I have some time ago mentioned Cotta,
one of the villages at which we hare a
school, as a place to which T wus very
desirous of paying pasticular attention ;
and I have last month got access to an-
other neighhouring village, in which there
seems, by going in a regular and stated
manner, a probability of collecting a
small congregation. These two places 1
am very anxious to visit if' possible, each
quce a fortnight on a Sabbath-day.

‘Some weeks after he mentions
a visit to Hangwell, aud the form-
ation of a little christian church
in that village..

This day week 1 went to Hangwell,
where I staid till Wednesday morning
last. Brother Siers came and preach-
ed to my congregations on Subbath-
day. My object in going to Hangwell
was to have some conversation with seve.
ral who have for some time past wished
to unite with brother Siers as church mem-
bers. We saw so much reason to be sa-
tisfied with the knowledge, experience,
and character of Mrs. Siers and two more,
that I did not hesitate to admit them to
the solemn ordinance of baptism. Tt
was quite a primitive baptism, A fine
river rolls itself so near to our pluce at
Hangwell that we can walk from its banks
to brother Siers’ house in the clothes with
which we have gone down into the water
very conveniently.

After baptism this little society formed
themselves into a ehurch, choosing brother
Siers for their pastor, and Don Carolus, the
eldest of the two young men who wure
baptized, as their deacon. They are two
brothers ; the other’s name is Cornelius.
In the afiernoon brother Siers admiuister-
ed the Lord’s-supper to them, in which 1
joined then. I hope this is the source of
a little stream that may in lime become a
river,

. Mr. Evans proceed to the northward.
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We have lately received some interests
ing intelligence from this new station,
letiers having arrived, dated in March
and April last, both from Mr, Burton and
Mr. Evans. Itappears that the latter found
his strength unequal to the combined exer-
tion of conducting the School, and acs
qniring the native language, and therefore
it was arranged, on Mr. Burton’s return
from Natal, that he should remain at
Benconlen, at least for the present, and
As,
however, the settlement at Padang is
under the Datch jurisdietion, it wag
deemed advisable that Mr. Evans should
go first alope to »equest permission to
settle there, before removing his wife and
child. He sailed consequently from Ben-
coolen on Decerber 21, 1820 arrived at
Padang on ihe 25th, where he was hos-

 pitably received by a Mr. K. a Scotch

gentleman residing there, and found the
Dutch resident, a Mr. Dupuy, fully "dis=
posed to accede to his wishes. Thuy en-
couraged, Mr. Evans engaged a louse,
which he conld not procure for less than
25 dollars per mensem, and after various
disappointments in procuring an opportu-
nity of returning, embarked at Jength with
a medical gentleman, in the suite of Sir
Stamford Raffles, and reached Bencoolen
on the'16th of Janvary. On the 28th of
the same month he re.embarked for Pa-
dang with Mrs. E. and their infant, and,
after s tedious passage, reached thisnew
station on the 12th of February. Saon
after his arrival, he was requested by soare
British and American geotlemen, visiting
Padang for commercial purposes, to com-
mence divine worship on the Sabbath ;
permission for which was readily ohtained
from the resident, and the attendance was
more numervus thao conld have been ex-
pected. Mr. Evans Lad also explained to
the resident his wish to attempt the for-
mation of Schools among the nutives, to
which he had expressed himself friendly ;
and Mrs. E. had begun to receive a few
children forinstruction. From various par~
ticulars mentioned in Mr. Evans’s letter
this appears to be a station of much pro-
mise. In our next we hope toinsert copi-
ous extracts from Mr. Burton’s account of
his visit there and suhsequent return to
Bencoolen.

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SUMATRA.

Agreeably to the intimation in
our last Number, we present our
readers with a ¢opious extract
from a letter addressed by Mr.
Burton to Mr. Dyer, dated

Fort Marlborough, April 12, 1821.
My very dear Sir,

By a letrer addresscd to my dear pas-
tor Mr. Ivimey, you will have learnt the
pariiculars of my recent illness and partial
recovery, as well as my intention of leav-
ing Beucoolen for a few weeks, at the
recommendation of our excellent Go-
vernor, 1o visit some of the northem ports
on this side the island ; particularly Pa-
dang, Nattal, Tapanooly, and the small
jsland of Nias, with a view of ascertain-
ing the most cligible place for the forma-
tion of another Missionary station, The
apparent necessity of extending our ex-
ertions beyond this place, I stated to you
in my last, and the local information we
soon after obtained, rendered it quitc
obvious.

[ sailed a few days after I wrote Mr.
Ivimey, in a hoat of Mr. Prince, which
happened to be here at the time, and
through the kinduess of that genleman
obtained a free passage to Nattal—a very
happy circumstance, as coasting is gene-
rally very espensive in these parts.

In our way to Nattal we touched at
Padang, which we made in five days.
This place was taken by the English dur-
ing the war, hut was given up again to
the Dutch by the late treaty, The interior
from bence is much superior to any other
part of the island, in point of cultivation,
population, and traffic. It is the grand
entrance to the Menga.mcabow country,
formerly the seat of the universal govern-
ment of the island, where the Malayan
language is supposed to be spoken by
nearly a million of people, and presents,
1 should suppose, a much more extensive
and interesting field for a Malayan Mis-
sion than any other part of the Archipe-
lago.

The European population of Padang
arc principally English, and Dutch per-
sons educated in England. The resident,
and most of the civil servauts, were under
Sir S. Raffles in Java, and shew that they
have not attended such a master in vain.
There is here a Dutch minister, but as he
can only preach in his own language,
whichr few of the people understand, he
canpot be very extensively useful. I at-
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tended church on the Sabbath, and shonld
have preached after the Duteh service,
had we not expected at the time T was
asked, to sail early oun that morning, I
prowised to do g0 on wmy return, should I
be there on a Sunday.

We staid at Padang six days, during
which 1 was morc than hospitahly enter-
tained at the house of Captain Kemp, a
Scotch gentleman, and Madras merchant.
I left the place, hoping that a field so ap-
parently *¢ white unte harvest” would not
long want an arduous and godly labourer,
T eudeavoured 1o obtain the average price
of most necessary articles of consumption,
and am of opinion that a Missienary might
live for half the sum at Padang that he
would require at Marlborough.

After leaviug Padang, three days de-
lightful sailing brought us to Nattal, the
quiet and retiréd residence of Jobn
Prince, Esq. a man whose uprightness,
benevolence, misfortunes, and hospitality,
have gained him the sympathy and ad-
miration of the East. Here is a small
fort similar to those of the other English
residences of the coast, in the midst of
which stands Mr. Prince’s house. Near
bim are a few Europcauns, and descend-
ants of Europeans, whom he has taken
under his protection, who, with all the
natives in the vicinity, look up to him as
their father and best friend. He is now
forty-five years of age, and has lived in
this seclusion since the age of fifteen, yet,
be is so much the gentleman in his man-
ners that good judges have said, the first
society in Europe could not improve him.
T think T mentioned to you hefore his
having translated our Lord’s sermon on
the Mount, with explamatory notes and
some prayers, into the Malayan language.
It is cerlain that his admirable conduct
towards the natives, both in his dealings
with them as & merchant, and his treat-
ment of those immediately in his service,
has been attended with such happy ef.
fects, that the Malays of Nattal are much
superior to any others. His influence
among the chiefs Is so great, that when
they have disagrced among themselves
and declared war, he has often, by bring-
ing them together and mere persuasion,
completely reconciled them and left them
friends. How important that a Mission«
ary’s conduct before the heathen be
blumeless and kind ! These bappy results
of the upright deportment of a single in-
dividual bave reminded me forcibly of a
remark niade by my dear friend Mr. Win-
terbotham, in one of the first sermons I
heard him preach, It was to this effect
—o T will engage (hat six private persons,
whose lives are fully regulated by the
precepts of Christ, will do wore towards
converting & heathen nation than fifty
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preachers, who proclaim them without
wholly submitting themselves to their in-
fluence.”

You will not wonder that from sach a
man a Missionary should reccive a cordial
welcome. He entcrtained me in the
kindest manner, and expressed his wish
to afford me whatever assistance he could
in the formation and prosecution of my
plans. 1 was happy, I trust grateful, in
the assurance of the friendship of one so
experienced and capable of affording
such efficient aid to the Mission.

In a foriner communication I mentioned
to you, that Sir Stamford Raffles recoms
meuded us to direct our attention parti-
calarly to the Batta people; and Mr.
Prince agreed with him and many others,
in thinking that they afford a most pro-
mising field for Missionary exertions.
He thioks them in number about five
hundred thousand; and it is certainly
a very curious circamstance, and to a
Missivnary among them a most encou-
raging fact, that of a people who are
fully proved to be ‘cannibals, more than
one half should be able to read and write /
With such a door already open, what
might not be effected amongst them? At
liow many quarters, in how many ways,
do the strong holds of Satan lay here ex-
posed tn our attack! Their  alphabet is
the most simple I have seen, and will be
particularly easy to print.

We were not long in coming to the
conclusion, that our future labours must
be for the welfare of the Battas ; and to
fix upon the most suitable place fur our
residence was the next thing to be thought
of. Mr., Prince was of opinion at first
that *Nattal possesscd the greatest ad-
vautages ; but upon further inquiry, we
determined to settle at Tapanooly. This
is a small island, ahout eighty miles north
of Nattal, situated just in the mouth
of Tapanooly bay, in which it is said all
the fleets in the world might ride secure
inany weather, and scarcely even be seen
from the main land at its entrance. On
this island there is a native Bazar, and a
house belonging to Mr. Prince, which is
now occupied by onc of his assistants and
this person’s sister. Five or six of the
Batta rivers flowing from the heart of the
country fall into the bay, which are na-
vigable for scveral miles up, and have
many tewuns and villages situated on their
bauks, so you wmay readily conceive the
advantages of this place as a Mission
station.

Having concluded upoun the situation I
was unwilling to lose the time that would
be required in going to sce it, thinking it
best to return and bring my dear wife and
babe as early as possible. But as Dl
Prince was intending to visit Tapanouly
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at that time, and kindly offered to take
me with him in his boat and introdyce
me at once to the native chiefs, I thought
it hest to comply. This arrangement,
however,Providence did not favour. Otlier
plans were laid out for me, whilst I wag
thus contriving my own movements. When
our trunks were on hoard, and we were
all ready to sail, hoping to complete our
voyage in two days, a violent gale of wind
sprang up, called on this coast a Sumatran,
or north wester, which lasted for several
days, and rendered it impossible for us to
move ; and even when the winds did
abate, still continuing in the same quar-
ter, it was not improbable but that our
voyage might have occupied a month,
though the distance was, as I have before
mentioned, but eighty miles.

In this uncertainty, Mr. Prince thought
it best for me to take the course of the
winds, and return to BMarlborough by a
native boat, which was to sail ina few
days, engaging at the same time to make
every arrangement for us in his power at
Tapanooly. It was necessary the native
chiefs should be made acquainted with our
object, and their permission obtained for
our settlement among them; also that
materials should be preparing for the erec-
tion of a wooden house ; such as the felling
of trees, making planks, &c. &c. These
Mr. Prince kindly offered to manage for
me in consideration of our speedy return.
Bat the chief inducement for my being at
Marlborough as early as possible was,
that I might get every thing packed and
arranged to leave with a brig, which he
was intending to send down in about a
month, and so accomplish our removal
without expense to the Society. The
native boat not sailing as early as we ex-
pected, he sent me down in one of kis
own to Padang, not fearing but that I
should readily get a passage from that
place. I heard afterwards that the boat
in whieh I should have sailed was lost
near Bencoolen. O the watchful care of
our Heavenly Father! This was not the
only instance in which I had distincly
to mark, aud with gratitude to record,
his immediate interposition on my behalf
during my absence from hume.

After waiting six days at Padang, im-
patient to return to iy dear wile and
babe, and having no prospect of a con-
veyance, [ prevailed upon Captain Kewp
to sell me a good sized jolly-boat for 100
dollars, in which I deterwined (certaiuly
very rashly and ignerautly ) if possible, to
make Marlbro’, a distance ot nearly 300
miles, I accordingly procured 3 scamen,
plenty of rice and water, a goat and two
kids, and put to sea, with no other cover-
ing thau ourattoped shade over the place
where T sat at the helm. It bappeacd
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that an Amevican vescel was leaving just

at the time, to which [ was permitted to*

attach my boat as (ar as our course was
the same. From the hospitable and home-
ly men who formed this ship’s company, I
received the greatest possible attention
and kinduess. They took me into their
vesscl, and treated me with the best it af.
forded, and on parting wished me to say,
whatever they had on buard which'I
thought wonld make me more comfortable,
and I should have it.  One of them gave
me a volume of the Christian Observer,
Atter sailing with them a day and a half,
they put meinto my boat about four in the
afternoon, and we parted with mutual re.
gret, and not without many fears on their
part, T am persuaded, for the fate of my
poor bavk, There was certainly good
reason for apprehension, for we were torty
miles from land—raining—the wind had
blown strong from the n.w. all the day,
and 1he beavens gathered blackness as the
night came on—there wasneartly as heavy
a sea, I think, as we had in any part of
our voyage from England—so heavy in-
deed that it was with the utmost difficulty,
afier taking in most of the sail, they
could bring my boat alongside their vessel.
As every thing depended upon the stabi-
lity of my own mind in these circum-
stances, 1 can ascribe it to nothing short of
an intcrposition of a kind Providence, that
my courage still held ovut—but it did,
even on being informed, immediately we
had eft the vessel, that we had no fire in
the boat, nor the means of procuring a
light for the night. I had not been in the
boat many minutes, when I became ex-
ceedingly sick, and vomited much, for the
first time at sea, [ however took my seat
at the helm, and steered the whole night ;
in the morning we saw land, and found
that our course had been perfectly correct.
The following day pleasant sailing—winds
light—but the next nigbt was very alarm-
ing. Think of us in anopen boat, 18 feet
long, close iu to a reefy, and consequently
a most dangerous shore, carried rapidly
along by fearful w.w. squalls, accompanied
with heavy ruin—our compass broken with
the tossing at the beginning of the night,
nor any light (o0 see it had it becn in er-
der, so dark indeed that we could not see
five yards before us, and you will not won-
der that all courage failed. You may
form, perhaps, a faint idea of such a situa-
tiow, but to enter fully into the feelings
we possessed when the storm was hushed
and the mdrning broke, discovering to us
the footsteps of Himin the deep, who had
guided us safely through the borrors of the
night, almostin a direct course towards
our desired haven, is as impossibie as for
me to describe them, Through meccy I arri-
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ved in peace at Marlbarough, on the fourth
day (rom Padang, not a lﬁtle gratified to
find all friends, particularly my dear wifo
and babe, in good hiealth.

* The new arrangements we found it ne-
cessury to make on my retury, you will
have heard of, both from Mr, Evany and
Mr. Ward, long before you receive this ;
it is therefore unnccessary for me now to
enter upon a detall of the cause. In about
a week afler this event, Mr. Ward lelt
Marlborough for Calcutta, putting me in
charge of the press. A few days after
his departute, DIc. Evans went to Padang,
where, as you have most likely heard, he
has formed another station,

Since our friends left us, my dear Mary
and myself have been fully ewployed,
The first object that claimed our attention
was the Native School established here
before our arrival from England. This
School, for want of proper superintend-
encé, was fast going to decay; we had it
therefore removed to cur veranda, (which
measures abqut 36 feet by 24,) where we
could have it under our own eye, and in»
deed introduce it to the immediate atten
tion of the whole settlement, who in calle
ing to see us, are obliged to puss through
the school to enter the houses I am
happy to add, it has since very much re.
vived.

Having set this school in order we he-
gan to direct our attention to the surround-
ing villages, and soon discovered the way
was open before us.

The head village in the neighbourhood,
situated on the borders of a beautiful
lake, and distant from Marlborough about
five miles, is called Dusum-bazar, or the
greatvillage. This was the first we visited
for the purpose of proposing a school, We
were received in the kindest manner by
the head imum, or priest, who offered us
the Balli, or Town-ball, a very spacious
room, for a school-room, and gave us the
most encouraging promises, which-be has
since more than fulfilled. He shewed us
a Testament that had heen given him by
a gentleman at Marlborougl, which had
evidently been very much used. When
we questioned him of its contents, he said
he liked all be understood of it. Ihavea
full conviction (and it is a most encourag-
ing one, whilst engaged in the establish«
ment of schools,) that, when the capacity
of reading is given to the Malays, the
printed gospel will tot want persons to
peruse it: nor do I think the preached
gospel will want hearers, It is surprising
how few, even of the priests themselves,
know any thing more than the alphabet.

The necessury tables, sand forms, &c,
being prepared on the 22d of January,
the Dusum-bazar School wasopened, 8¢
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veral gentlemen from Marlburough, and
the neighbouring plantations, counte-
nanced our proceedings with their pre-
sence. At half-past seven in the morning
all the males of the Dusum were assem-
bled in the Balli, and we proceeded to bn-
siness, Mr. Hewitson, the superintend-
ent of the Marlborough School, arranged
the boys into classes, and put down their
names in an appropriale book ; after which
I suggested to the gentlemen present a
plan for the future conduct of the school,
which met their unanimous approbation.
We first thought of selecting the most
able of the Imums, and making him the
superintendent ; but as they proposed that
the three persons of that order inthe Du-
sum should take the superintendence of the
school in turns, we agreed. 1 helieve I
muay say, allenjoyed the business of the
day, and were pleased with the prospect
presented of one day ameliorating the
spiritval condition of these quiet and hos-
pitable villagers. It would have been
strange indeed if my own feelings had
not been at a high tone: I will not at-
tempt to descibe them—1I can only say,
I was happy. We have since formed three
more schools uponthe same plan, and find
it succeed beyond our expectations. One
of these is distant from Marlborough
¢hrce miles, another four, and one six
miles, at the opening of each of which we
have not only been honoured with the
presence of several gentlemen of the
place, but many of the ladies also. It bas
been a great privation to my dear
Mary, that the English Schools have pre-
vented our ever both leaving home at the
‘same time.

Tt is impossible to speak too highly of
the kind attentions of all about us.  From
tiie highest to the lowest of the European
population lere, we have received con-
stant and warm support in all our plans.
They all shew us the greatest friendliness.
I endeavour to visit each of the schools
‘twice in the month, and some of them
much oftener; on which occasions 1 am
often driven out by Mr, W , Dr. .
or some other gentleman, in his buggy.
€Captain W , the Commandant
here, told me only a few days ago, that
whenever 1 wanted a horse for the coun-
try, his were at my service. I often think
how different are our circumstances from
those of Dr. Carey on his arrival in
Indiat

These visits to the country schools are
generally very interesting, and will be
still more so ere long, wben I trust to be
able to tell among these villagers the won-
ders of a Saviour’s love. They always
reccive us with great eordiality, and are
wery ready to enter into conversation, at
abich they are great masters. An elo-
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quent speaker is much respeeted amongst
them, and the more sophistry he intro-
duces into his disconrse, the more it is ad-
mired. The Dupatty, or head man of a
village, is chosen from the best speakers.
We ean now understand most that js sstd
in common conversation, but are not yet
adequate to the communication of religi-
ous truth. When we can mix more with
the natives, their language will be easily
enough obtained. Every child learns it,
and why should not we ? But the difficulty
on a religious subject arises from the
paucity of their ideas upon it.

We have never seen any thing like in-
delicacy in either the males or females.
They are very polite—no Malay would
think of seating himself in the presence of
his superior till the latter had previously
sat down, The state of society, religion
excepted, quite accords with what we
imagine the Patriarchal to have been.
The history of Isaac and Rebecca, the
whole story of Joseph and his brethren,
are recalled vividly to wind oy the actual
Society here exhibited. Their dress much
resembles that of the highlander. The
Malay cloth is just the highlander’s kilt,
and put on in the same way. As the
highlander woald despise the plaid of
a neighbouring clan, so a Malay of Marl-
borough could not be prevailed on to
wear the stripe which is common at the
northern parts of this island. The Malay
too, taking a long walk, always wears his
plaid over his shoulder, the same as the
other. But to return to schools. -

In Marlborough and its immediate
neighbourhood there are six large bazars,
or a kind of market streets, numerously
inhabited, from which the Europeans are
supplied with fruits, &c. and the people of
the interior with clothes, &c. In the mid-
dle of each of these, by the Governor’s
order, the people are now erecting a spa-
cious school-room, which is to be finished
and opened before the 1st of next month,
when Sir Stamford proposes visiting them
all in person. We are now more than a
little busy in making the pecessary prepa-
rations.  As the children in our veranda
are drawn from these several bazars, the
establishment of the new schools will ne-
cessarily supersede the old  one—the
*« hum” of which we shall be sarry to lose.
Mrs. Burton will try to supply its place by
a girls’ school, but I fear will Lot succeed,
as the people are averse to (he instruction
of their girls. The reason they give is a
little ludicrous : they say, “ It we teach
our girls to write, they will do uothing
but write letters to their lovers.”

We are honoured with frequent visits
from the native Chiefs and Limums. Two
days ago seven of them were at our house
at once, consulting about the new schools
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in the bazars, The head of the Nias
people of this place, a vencrable old man,
reminded me much of the revered Fuller,
1 was so strack with the resemblance that
I brought out Dr. Ryland's « Life,” to
compare the portrait there given, and on
shewing it to the chiefs they were much
amused —the old man particularly so, teo
see something which he was sure very
much resembled himself. One of the
Imums of Dusum-bazar has just bronght
my dear Mary a present of four doves.

We are mow beginning to expect Mr.
Ward by the first vessel (rom Calcuta,
and shall be very glad of bis arrival 5 for
with all the schools, and the press tuily
occupied, we begin to find our time sufli-
ciently engaged.  Nothing, however, is so
conducive to health in this country as
cxercise, as long as the sun is avoided ;
and, through mercy, we are both quite as
adcquate to that as when we left England.
We shall be particnlarly pleased if Mr.
Ward succceds in  procuring us assistance
in the English Schools, that we may be
able more fully to devote oursclves to the
natives. We are much in want too of the
Malayan types.

Surrounded as we are at Nlarlborough
with kind friends, whose opinion of us
we fear is much better than we deserve,
and honoured with the co-operation of
persons of the first distinction and respect-
ability, you may suppose that my dear
Mary and self have fized upon this as our
permanent residence, and that we now
look to the country round Bencoolen as
the ultimate field of our future exertions.
But this is not the case. Whilst we trust
we are not ungrateful for the innumerable
favours which our heavenly Father has
seattered around our path in this strange
Jand, por ignorant of the importance of
Bencoolen as a Missionary station, we
vet bave our preference for the mnorthern
Larls of the island, where we can be al-
most entirely excluded from European so-
ciety, and immediately connected with
ihe heathen. We bad this preference
when we agreed to remain here for a
time, and we hope to be heard when we
earnesily request you to supply our place,
and to pevmit us to proceed, according to
our first plan.

In telling Mr. Princeof the alteration in
oor arrangements, I expressed a hope that
1 siiould stil] see bim in twelve or eigh-
teen months, and wished bim to proceed
with the house as far as possible, before
our arrival. I have heard from him seve-
ral times since, and from one or two of bis

Jetters, which I inclose, you will find-

what be has done and expended, as well
as his sentiments respecting the small is-
land of Nias, which he has visited since
I saw Lim,
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We are now of opinion with Mr. Pritrce,
that the peoplc of this island vught to huve
the preference of the Battas. There are
fewer ubstacles in the way of their conver
sion, and not the same ground of appre-
hension, in trusting oursclves wholly o
them. Both, however, arc highly iutcrests
ing statons. I informed you before of
the application which the Nias people had
made to Sir Stamford, to know of what
religion he would wish them to be; and
when two hundred and thirty thousaud
persons say, “ Come over and help us,”’
shall they not be heard? What sort of
Missionarics should we be, did we not
long to live and die, pointing them to
“the Lamb of God 2’

JAMAICA.,

THE accounts received from
our friend Mr, Coultart present
many gratifying proofs that the
gospel is known and felt in its
sanctifying power and influence
among the degraded population
to whom it is his principalemploy -
to declare it. Some striking in-
stances of this kind will be found
in the Report. We subjoin two
or three others of a similar des-
cription,

Under date of 16th April, Mr. C
writes :—* If God should spare me until
next Lord’s-day, T expect to baptize 80
persons.  Of these we have good reason
to hope well, though some after the strict-
est examination deceive vs. I think I do
not exaggerate when 1 say, these have
been selected from twice that number,
who have, even with tears and prayers,
intreated us to teceive them. Loften feel
it painful indeed to refuse them immediate
admission ; but we wish to obtain the con-
sent of their owners, and to havc as exten-
sive a knowledge of their characters as
possible, before we reccive them. Some of
them weep when they are told to stop a
little longer, and say, ¢ Masse, suppose
dead take me, how me die, when me
know dis my duty, anmenodo it!’ I
can only say, I wish (o know that it is
their duty, and then I shall not object.””

Again, June 18.— A poor female ne-
gro called upon me u few days ago from a
distance of filty or sixty miles. Here she
is, dressed in a clean little jacket, as they
are called in Scotland, and such as servant
girls wear there, without stockings or shoes,
though in the last stage of pregnancy,
« She has come to hear some word about
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Jesus,” she says ¢ for she has seenno ser-
vant of God for eight Jong years.” She
looked at the chapel that was building,
she looked at me, and then wept till she
had no more power to weep. When she
recovered, she told me that slic and her
husband and small family were sold eight
years ago to the person who owns her
now, and her residence fixed on the same
estate, where ¢ nothing but hadness is to
be seen—dere me hear no good .word—
me see no good work.—Q massa, me poor
soul quite perish, him quite siek for de
word.” When she went first to the estate,
her owner asked her if she prayed? Yes,
was ber reply. * O that is bad,’ he said,
¢ you will spoil all my negroes. Your re-
ligion is a nasty thing—you must not

spread it here!” ‘O massa,’ she replicd,
‘ religion no a bad ting—if your negro
love God in him heart, him find someting
else to do than tief (steal) your fowl, and
your sugar ; religion a good ting when ne-
ger hab plenty of it »

In August, brother Coultart
mentions, that an unnusual mor-
tality had occurred among his
flock—rio less than nine: of his
members having been removed
by death in seven or eight days:
—an interesting account of one
of whom will be given in our next
Herald.
