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FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE.

CALCUTTA.

TiE following extract of a letter
from Mr. Yates, to Mr. Eustace
Carey, dated, Calcutta, May 19th,
is encouraging.

The death of Mr. Lawson has been a se-
vere, an inexpressibly severe affliction, but
I am happy to say it has been a sanctified
ooe; it has been greatly sanctified to the
Church and congregation in the Circalar

Road. This yoa will understand when I’

tell you that we had the pleasure of reseiv-
ing fifteen persons into the Cherch in less
than six months afler brother Lawson’s
deatly, and I thiok it is not too much to say,
that we have ten more desirous of coming
forward to join us, Several of those who
have been received were well known to yon.
At Howrah, brother Statham is labouring as
usual ; bis school is now very large, and he
has Mr. Brunsdon as ap assistant ; his native
schools promise to be uscful. He has lately
begnn a prayer meeting which is wellattend-
ed; at ounr next Church meeting we are to
give him and some others a letter of dismis-
sion to form a Church at Howrah, There are
two inquirers there now, and we hope this
will be the means of bringing otbers forward.
A few weeks since I attended the Aonual
Mecting of the Auxiliary Society at Howrah;
it was well attended, and I think prowmises
fairer to be useful this year than it has done
on former occasions.

Brother Trawin has lately met with great
success in his missionary lahours; three or
four respectable natives lLave lately cast out
their idols, and have pulled down the temple
iu which they were, and are now huilding a
place of worship with the materials. The
Depatation of the London Missiouary Society
have been here two or three weeks now,

and the accounts they have given ps of the
South Sea Isles, together with the success
of brother Trawin, convince as of the ne-
cessity of perseverance: ‘* in due time we
sball reap if we faint not.” [ trost the So-
ciety will listen to our request abont sending
us some assistance. Messrs. Wade and
Boardman, the American Missionaries, have
assisted ns by preaching once a fortnight,
or once aweek alteynately, leaving me two
services in the week ; but they are expect-
ing to depart, now the Barmah war is
finished.

BURMAH.

AFTER our last number was in
the printer’s hands, we received a
copy of Mrs. Judsou’s letter therein
mentioned ; the gentleman to whom
it belongs having been induced to
give it, through the medium of the
press, that publicity it so justly de-
serves. Its length being such as
to render it impossible to comprise
it within the limits of one Herald,
we had thought, on- that account,
of abridging it ; but the narrative is
altogether so full of interest, that
we are persuaded our readers will
be better pleased at having. the
whole. It will be divided, there-
fore, betwecn this and the follow-
ing number.

The letter was addressed to the
late Joseph Butterworth, Esq. and
dated on board the Irrawaddy gun-
boat, sixty miles above Prome, 12th

March last.

« I will oot attempt to describe the joyful
| sensations produced, by finding myself once
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more in a sitvation to write to you, after an
interval of two years, Yes, two yeats of
soffering and privation ; the very recollection
of which often chills our feelings, and sickens
our hearts. Though wunbelief has often
prompted us to say, that our afllictions were
greater than we could bear or deserved ; yet
our better feelings have triumphed in the
soveveign government of God, assured that
He would do all things well; and, if his
pleasure, could casily lessen our sufferings.
Nor bave we been disappointed in our hopes;
for, in His own time and way, we have been
extricated from allf our difficulties, and are
now safe and happy uoder British protec-
tion.

Kuowing your iaterest in the BurmanMis-
sion, and assured of personal sympathy and
regard, I will endeavour, in my usual way,
to give you a general relation of events for
the Jast two years.

In my last to you, [ mentioned that every
thing had a warlike appearance. The Bur-
man Government, however, had no idea
that the Englisb were in earnest iu their
communications; consequently,tbey beard the
report that Ranguon was taken with surprise
and amazement. No preparations had been
made at that port for the reception of
strangers, and even the Viceroy was absent.
An army was immedialely raised, and
ordered to march, under the command of
Kyeewoongyee, (Kee-woongee), who was
to be joined on his way down by Sekayab-
woon-zyee, having been recently appointed
Viceroy of Rangoon. The ouly fear and
anxiety which the King and Government
then manifested or expressed was, that the
Englisb at Rangoon should hear of their ap-
proach, and, precipitately leaving the
country, deprive the Burmese grandees of
the pleasure of employing in their service as
slaves, a few of the ¢ white strangers.”
¢« Send to me,” said one of the ladies of a
Woon-gyee, ‘‘four kalapyoos, (iwhite
strangers, ) to manage the aff2irs of my house-
Liold, ag } hear they are trustworthy.” ¢ And
to me,” said a gay young sprig of the palace,
¢« gix stout men to row my boat.”” The
army, in tlbeir gayest aftire, danced and sung
down the river, but few, ifany, ever danced
Lack again; apd the Kyee-woon-gyee found
other commissions to execute than those just
given bim.

As soon as the first force was despatched,
the Government had leisure to look around,
and inquire iuto the cause of Rangoon’s
being taken, and the probahle instruments
of the arrival of those strangers. It was at
once concluded that spies were in the
country, who bad communicated the state of
things, and invited the foreigners over : and
who so likely to bé spies, as the three Evg-
lishmen, Rogers, Gougér, and Laird, who,
nnder the garb of merchants, had plotted so
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much evil ? They were all three aocordingly
arrested, and put iu confirement. We now
began, more than ever, to tremble for our-
selves, and lived in the hourly expectation
of some dreadful scene. In examiving the
accounts of Mr. Gouger, it was found tbat
Mr. Judson and Dr. Price had taken money
of him, which ciroumstance, to the unin-
formed mind of & Burman, was sufficient
evidence that they were also spies, and in the
employ of the English Government, as they
reccived their supplies from an Englishman.
The King had before been advised to put the
Missionaries in confinement, but his reply
bad been, ‘“they are true men, let them re-
main.””  He was now, however, informed of
the ahove-mentioned circumstance, a:d, in
an augry toue, issued an order for the imnme-
diate arrest of Dr. Price and Mr. Judson ;
and now commenced a series of oppressive
acts, which we should before have thought
Lumanp nature incapable of committing.

On the 8th of June, a city writer, at the
Lead of a dozea savages, with ope, whose
marked face denoted hiin au executioner,
rushed into the Loose, and demanded Mr.
Judson, ¢ Youn are called by the King,”
said the writer, (a mode of expression, when
about to exccute the King’s orders,) and in-
stantly the small cord was produced by the
man with the spotted face, who reughly
seized Mr. J., tbrew him on the floor, and
tied his arms behind . Lim. The scene was
now dreadful. The little children were
screaming with fear ; the Burmans in our
employ runving here and there, endeavouring
to escape from the hands of those unfeeling
wretches; and the Bengal servants, muote
with amazement and lLorror at the situation
io which they saw their master. I offered
money to the executioner, and entreated him
to untie Mr. J., butin vain were my tears or
ertreaties : they led him away, I knew not
where ; and I was left guarded by ten men,
who had received strict orders to confine me
close, and let no one go in or cut. T retired
to my rootn, and attempted to pour out my
soual to Him, who, for our sakes, was bound
and led away for execution ; and, even in
that dreadful moment, I experienced a de-
gree of consolation hardly to be expected.
But this employment was of short duration.
The Magistrate of thatpart of Ava in which
we lived, was in the verandah, continually
calling me to come out, and submit to his
examination, Supposing that all our letters
and writings would be examined, and feeling
conscions of having noted down every occur-
rence since my arrival at Ava, I iostantly
destroyed every thing of the kind, having
no time to make a selection ; and then weut
out to receive the oflicer.  This writer was
ordered to write down my name, age, and
country, the names of my four little Burman
girls,ud these of the two Bengalee servants ;
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then proriounced us all as slaves of the King,
and again ordered the guard fo watch me
olosely, and departed. It was now near
evenivg, With what anxiety I waited the
retarn of our faithful Moung Ing, who had
followed Mr. Judson at a short distance, to
see what became of bim ! I bad then no doubt
bat I conld procure the release of Mr.J.,
(if he bad not been execnted,) by getting a
petition presented to the Queen. But I was
also a prisoner, and could not move out of
the house. After dark, Moung Ing retarned
with the intelligence, that hesaw Mr.J. con-
ducted to the court house, thence to the death
prison, the gates of which were closed,
and be saw no more. Whbat a night was
pow before me! The uncertainty of Mr.
Judson’s fate, by owb unprotected situation,
and the savage conduct of the ten Burnans,
al) conspired to make it the most] dreadful
night L bad ever passed. I barred the doors,
and retired with the four Burmau children
into the inner room. The gaard were con-
stantly ordering me to unbar the doors, and
come out, as they could not be assured of
my salety, if Iremained within. They next
threatened to go and inform the magistrate
that I had secreted myself, and that they
mustnot he blamed if I made my escape.
Finding themselves unsuccessful in their
demands, they took the twn servants, and
made their feet fast in the stocks, AsI
apparcntly took no mnotice of this, they
ordered the stocks to be raised, which makes
the situation of the person confioed extremely
painfal, This I could not bear to see, and
promised them all a present in the morning,
if they would release the servants.

The next morning I sent Moung Ing with
a piece of silver, in order to gain admittance
to the prison, to ascertain the rea! sitaation of
Mr. Judson. He soon returned with the
information, that Mr. J., Dr. P., and the
three Englishmen, were all confined in the
inner prison, each with three pair of iron
fetters, and fastened to a long pole. My only
concern now was, how to get to the Governor
of the city, who has the entire direction of
prison affairs, in order to obtain, at least, a
mitigation of the sufferings of the Mis-
sionaries. I sent a request to the Governor
to allow me to visit him witha present. The
next day Ireceived ag order, which was
most readily obeyed, to visit him. My pre-
sent gained me a favourable reception, and
after listening attentively to iny relation of
the bratal manner of Mr.J.’s arrest, and bis
present borrid situation, he manifested con-
siderable feeling, severely reprimanded the
writer, who allowed such treatment, and
then assured inc he would make the situation
of the teachers more comfortable. He tuld
me, however, that T must consalt with his
head writer respecting the means, and im-
mediately called, and intradaced him to e,
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I shuddered to look at the creature, for a
more forbiddiog countenaace was never be-
fore seen. All the evil passions of human
natire secmed to have united in forming his
face, and each seemed to be striving to gain
the ascendancy. I found, to my sorrow,
tbat, under the Govervor,he had much to do
with the prison, and bad power to make us
saffer much. He took me aside, told me,
if I wished to make the sitnation of the Mis-
sionaries more tolerable, I must bring him
two hundred tickals, and two pieces of fine
cloth, on the reception of whicb, he would
release Dr. Price and Mr. Judson from the
pole, and put them in another building,
where I should be allowed to send them
pillows and mats to sleep on, and their daily
food. At the same time, I obtained an
order from the Governor for an interview
with Mr.J., and, for the first time in my
life, looked into the interior of a Buarman
prison. The wretched aad ghastly appear-
ance of the Missionaries produced feelings
indescribable, and forbad a moment’s hesi-
tation in producing the saum demanded for
temporary relief. Mr. J. was allowed to
hobble to the door of the prison, and after
five minutes’ conversation, I was ordered to
depart, hy a voice and manner to which I
had beeu unaccustomed, and which convinced
me, that those underlings felt that we
were entirely in their power. Our house
was two miles from the prison ; and knowing
that nothing could he done without mouey,
I bad provided myself with a considerable
sum in the morning, which enabled me to
pay the two hundred tickals without delay,
and tbe same evening I had the consolation of
hearing that Mr. J. and Dr. P. were in a bet-
ter prison than I had found them. My next
object was toget a petition presented to the
Queen, the brother of whom is by far the
most powerfal mau in the empire. Oar
situation as prisovers rendered a personal
interview with the Queen impossible : I was
obliged, therefore, to address her through
the mediura of her brother’s wife, who, as
are all the relations of the Queen, is of low
origin, and oonsequently proud, haughty,
and ambitious. . I bad visited her in better
days, aud received distinguished marks of
ber favour, But now the scene was changed,
Mr. J. was in irons, and 1 in distress, which
were reasons suflicient for a frigid reception.
I took with me a valuable present, cousisting
of a gold-wrought mantle, and other little
trappings. Her ladyship was lollingin state,
and hardly deigoed to raise her eyes, on my
entrance into lier splendid hall. I took my
seat, not at a respectlul distance, uor at ber
bidding, but asnear as I could wellapproach,
that she might not lose a syllable of what
I had to communicate. Twaited not for the
question usually asked, ¢ whatdo yon want?”’
grietmade me Lold—1 al once began a ve-
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lation of our wrongs. I stated to her that
Dr. Price and Mr. Judson were Americans,
that they were ministers of religion, that
they had nothing to do with war ot
politics, and that she well knew that even
their residence in Ava was in consequence
of the King’s command. In vain I strove
to work on herhardened feelings, hy request-
ing her to imagine herself in my situation, a
stranger in a foreign land, and deprived of
the protection of an only friend, who, with-
out any alleged erime, was thrown into
prison and fetters. She nnfolded the present,
and coolly said, ¢’ your case is not singular,
the other white prisoners suffer equally with
your husband ; I will,however, present your
petition to her Majesty, the Queen: come
agaio to-morrow.” I went from her with a
little bope, and faint as it was, I endeavoured
to communicate the same to Mr. J., but my
admittance was strictly forbidden by the
writer to whom I had given the two bhandred
tickals, andto whom we, in future, gave the
name of shark, The next morniog I saw
three of the King’s officers pass, and was in-
formed they had gone to take possession of
Mr. Gouger’s property, and thzt on the mor-
row our houses would be searched. I spent
the day, therefore, in making preparations
to receive them, arranging and secreting as
many articles as possible, knowing tbat -we
should be in a state of starvation anless some
of our property could be preserved. [again
endeavonred to gain admittance to Mr. Jud-
son, but was refused. The three oflicers
who had taken possession, the day hefore, of
Mr. Googer’s property, now came to take
an account of ours. Among the three was
onenamedKoung-tong-myoo- tsa, who seemed
to take an interestin my forlorn situation, and
who prevented the others-from taking many
articles, which were afterwards, duringour
long trial, of the greatest use. They first
demanded my silver, gold, and jewels. I
replied, ¢ that gold I had none, jewels I had
pever worn since my residence in their
coantry, but here was the key of a trunk
which contained the silver ; open and look
for themselves.”” They seemed pleased with
my offering them the key, requested I would
open the trunk, and that only one person
should be altowed (o enter my inner-room to
take an account of the pyoperty. And here
justice obliges me to say, that the conduct of
theseBurman officers in this transaction, was
more humaue aod eivilized than any other we
witnessed while in Ava. The silver was
weighed and laid aside. * Have you no
more ?” said ooe of them. ¢ Search for
yourselves,” replied I, ¢* the house isat your
disposal.—¢ Have youo not deposited money
and jewels in the hands of others ?"’— I
have no friends in this country : with whoin
should I deposit treasure;”— Where is
your watch?” I produced an old oncof Mr.
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J.’s, which had been out of usé for a long
time, but which answered their purpose just.
as well, and was the means of preserving a
good one Ihad then about me. ** Where
are your goods, your pieces of muslin,
handkerchiefs, &c,”—¢ Mr. Judson is no
merchunt, neither buys nor sells, bat
subsists on the free ollerings of the disciples
of Christ, who collected the money you
have just taken to-build a chureh for the
preaching of the Gospel. Is it suitable to
take the property of a Poogyee?” (priest).
¢« It iscontrary to our wishes,” said Koung-
tong, ‘“ but we aot in obedience to the King's
command.” Oar tranks of wearing apparel
were then examined. 1begged they woald
not take them, as they could he of no use to
theKing,but to usthey were invaluable, They
said, a list ouly should be taken, and pre-
sented to his Majesty, when, if he gave no
further order, they should remain. They
did the same with regard to the books,
medicine, and most of the furnitare, and oo
presenting the list to the King, he gavean
order that these articles sbould not be taken
at present. These gentlemen, however,
took every thing new or curious, and what-
ever to them seemed valuable. TWhen they
had:finished, I gave them tea, and begged
the royal treasurer to intercede for tbe re-
lease of Mr.Judson.  Aftertheir departure,
I had an opportunity of going again to the
Queen’s sister-in-law, who informed me, that
she had presented my petition to the Queen,
and that her reply was, ‘“he is net to be
executed, let him remain where he is.”—
felt now ready to sink down in despair, as
there was then no hope of Mr. J.’s release
from any other quarter ; hut a recollectien of
the Judge in the parable, who, though he
feared not God, nor regarded man, was
moved hy the importunities of a widow, in-
duced me to resolve to continue my visits,
until the object was ohtained. But here, also,
1 was disappointed ; for after my entreat-
ing her many times to use her influence in
obtaining the release of the Missionaries, she
hecame so irritated at my perseverance, that
she refused to answer my questions, and
told me by her looks and motions, that it
wounld he dangerous to make any further
effort.

JAMAICA.,

By referring to the list of Contributions.
at'the close of our present number, it will be
seen that the amount which was solicited
towards the expence of filting up the pre-
mises at Montego Bay, so as to render them
convenient for public worship, has heen sub
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suribed,  Indeed, the prompt and liberal
generosity of our Christian Friends, has
gone somewhat beyond the som we ventared
to nsk ; and this trifling excess will of conrse,
by so much, lessen the amount to be raised
by the negro oongregation, for whem it will
be a very severe exertion to farnish the
remainder.

The Committee feel themselves bonnd, on
this gratifying occasion, to renew the ten-
der of their cordial and respectful thauks to
those numerous individuals, both in and out
of their immediate connexion, who have
taken part in this good work. May tbis
freewill offering (for such it has eminently
been) be gracionsly accepted by our common
Lord, and in its results, greatly promote
his glory!

In the course ol correspondence on this
subject, some generous fellow-labourers,
remarking the peculiar interest felt in many
quarters for the West India branch of our
mission, have suggested the propriety of
opening a fund specifically for that object.
Other Jamaica stations, it has heen justly

said, peed places of worship, nearly, if
not quite as much as Montego Bay;
and several most promising scenes of

labour are now hefore the Committee,
where missionaries have long been most ur-
gently solicited, bat hitherto in vain. The
Committee are fully sensible of the force of
these observations, and bave felt much con-
cera that prior, and very important claims
in the Eastern world have rendered it impos-
sible for them to follow up, more closely, the
footsteps of Providence in regard to the
West. Whatever, from the fund for general
purposes, they could do, they have always
nost cheerfolly done: but this is very ina-
dequate to the wants of Jamaica, and there-
fore they annonnce most readily their com-
pliance with the suggestions with which they
have been favoared, and their willingness to
receive any contribations which donors may
feel inolined to make specifically for the
““West Tudia Fund.”

Thoy do this, in the full persuasion that
their friends will not allow such a notice to
interfere with Contributions to the General
Fund, already pledged to an extent equal to,
if not beyond its amoant, The « West India
Fund” will be considered applicable, iu the
first instance, to the purpoae of aiding in the
-reotion of Chapels, which in several places
are most urgently necded ; and then, gene-
rally, to the increase of our stations in that
quarter. .

Exchequer bills to the amount of £900
have already been purchased on acoount of
Montego Bay ; and a quantity of bricks are
now in coarse of shipment, fqr which freight
has been securcd on very advantageous
terms; an arrangement which will effect a
naterial diminution of expense.

calling upon them to exert themselves as
fellow labourers with him who came to seek
aod to s¥ve that which was lost, aud who
finally died that we might live.

On Thorsday Morning, December the 2nd,
the Rev. Robert Hall, preached at the Rev.
Mr. Cowan’s Chapel, Great George Street,
from Isaiahii. 18, < The idols heshall utterly
abolish.” The principal scope of this master
ly discourse was to exhibit the foal enormity
of idol worship, both as an offence against
the majesty of Heaven, and as inflicting the
most dreadful injuries on mankind; and we
think it may safely be affirmed that no indi-
vidual who listeued to the preacher woald
refuse to acknowledge that, familiar as the
subject may be thought, he never had so
vivid a conception before of the natare and
extent of this giant evil, and of the conse-
qoent felicity which will emnsue when the
prediotion shall be fully verified.

More thon three years ago (in Oct.
1823) we gave in our Quarterly Paper,
No. 8, a drawing of the Chapel occu-
pied by Mr. Coultart’s congregation in
Fast Queen Strcet, Kingston. Since
then the Society have been kindly pre-
sented by Mr, Coultart with paintings
of the whole premises there, of which
an exact representation is given on the
preceding page. On the leftis the Mis-
sionary dwelling-house, surrounded
by a garden, from which there is a
communication, not visible in the pic-
ture, with the chapel-yard, At the
upper end of this yard stands the school-
house, where upwards of 200 children
receive daily instruction on the British
system. It is conducted by Mr. and
Mrs. Knibb, and the expense, whichis
considerable, is defrayed by the church
and congregation under the care of Mr.
Coultart,

The larger building, more in front,
is the chapcl, which is capable of
holding 2000 persons, or more, ard
which was erected, in great part, by
contributions raiced on the spot. The
whole of the premises are regularly
vested in trustees, for the uses to which
they are now devoted; and we trust
they will long continune to be eminently
beneficial to the numerous population
of the city in which they stand.

The following communication from a
minister, in relation to a female negro,
belonging to this congregation, provi-
dentially thrown in his way, will be
considered a pleasing proof that in-
structions given there have not been in
vain.

« Some few years since I was
preaching at Plymouth, when a request
was sent to the pulpit to this effect :—
¢ The thanksgivings of this congregation
are desired to Almighty God, by the
captain, passengers, and crew of the
, West Indiaman, for their mer-
ciful escape from shipwreck during
the late awful tempest.’

¢ The following day 1 went on board
the vessel, accompanied by some pious
friends from the shore, and, in conver-
sation with the passengers, a lady thus
expressed herself:—¢ Oh, Sir, what an
invaluable blessing must personal re-
ligion be !—never did I see it more ex-
emplified than in my poor negress,
Ellen, during the dreadful storm.
When we were tossed to the heavens,
and sunk again to the depths, and ex-
pecting every succeeding wave would

break over the vessol pud entomb us
all, my mind was in a horfible sta

I was afraid to die—1I could not think
of appearing before God but in dread
dismay—LEllen would come to me and
say, with all possible composure,
* Never mine, Missee, look to Jesu
Christ—he gave——he rule de sea—be
prepared to die.’

‘¢ And when, Sir, woe neared the
shore, and were at a loss to know on
what part of the coast we were got,
fearing every minute to be dashed to
atoms on the rocks, my mind still in &
most distracted state—I feared to die
—1I knew nothing of religion,—poor
Ellen, with the same composure =as
before, came to me and said, ¢ Don’t be
fear, Missee, look to Jesu Christ—he
de rock—no shipwreck on dat rock—
he save to the utmost—don't be fear,
Missee, look to Jesa Christ” I deter-
mined, I hope in Divine strength, that
if ever we rcached the shore in safety,
I would seek to possess that religion
which so supported the heart of a poor
negro in the midst of such dreadful
circumstances.’

“ Of course {continued the minister)
I wished to see this poor, yet rich,
African, She was called to the cabin,
but as I wished our conversation to be
heard by the sailors, I desired her to ~
go on deck, which she did, and we fol-
lowed,

“ Minister—Well, Ellen, I am glad
to find that you know something of
Jesus Christ,

¢ Ellen—¢ Jesu Christ, Massa—oh,
he be very good to my soul:—Jesu
Christ—oh, he very dear to me.!

% Minister—EHow long is it, Ellen,
since you first knew the Saviour, who
is so precious to you?

¢ Ellen—* Why, Massa, some time
ago me hear Massa Kitching® preach
about de blessed Jesu. He say to we
black people, de blessed Jesu come
down from de good world; he pity we
poor sinpers. We die or he die—he
die dat we no die—he suffer on de cross
—he spill precious blood for we poor
ginners. Me feel me sinner—me cry—
me pray to Jesu, and he save me by
precious blood. Oh 1 Jesu Christ very
good, be save me.

“ Minister—And when did you see
Mr. Kitching last, Ellen?

¢ Ellen—* Missee Kitching, Sir, de
fever take him—he lie bed—he call we
black peoples his children—he say,
come round de bed, my children ;—he

 Mr, Christopber Kitching, who diedjat Kingston, D, 18, 1819.
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n say, my.children, I go to God,
den o hefors my God—I o to God
meet me beforemy God,and den he fa](
asleep.

« Minister—QOh then, Ellen, Mr,
Kitching ia dead, is he?

« Ellen—* Dead, 8ir; oh no, Massa
Kitching no die ; he fell asleep, and he
sleep till de trumpet of ‘the archangel
wake himn,and den he go to God, Yes,
de trampet of the archanpgel wake
him, and den he go up to God—Massa
Kitching no die, he fall agleep.’

« Epviable Christianity | which en-
ables a poor African to regard death as
a slecp, from which the archangel’s
trump will awake, and summon to the
eternal society and enjoyment of that
precious Redeemer, whom, having not
seen, I hope we love!”

—,

In our last number, we mentioned
that intelligerice might soon be ex-
pected from Mr, and Mrs. Judson and
their Missionary companions, in the
Burman empire, That anticipation
has been fulfilled; a very interesting
letter has come to hand from Mrs. J.,
occupied with a relation of the suffer-
ings they had endured for the two
years in which the Burmese govern-
ment and our own were at war, The
whole letter is much teo long for inser-
tion, but we give an extract or two,
which will serve {o shew what dangers
our Missionary friends are exposed to,
in their endeavours to introduce the
gospel into such a country, and to
awaken sentiments of gratitude to-
wards Him who so remarkably pre-
served them, '

Soon after the war commenced, all
the Europeans in Ava were arrested,
and put into close confinement. Mrs.
Judson gives the following account of
the seizure of her excellent husband.

“ On the Bth of June, a city writer,
at the head of a dozen savages, with
one, whose marked face denoted him
an executioner, rushed into the house,
and demanded Mr. Judson. ¢ You
are called by the King,’ said the
writer, (a mode of expression, when
ahout to execute the King’s orders,)
and instantly the small cord was pro-
duced by the man with the spotted
face, who roughly seized Mr. J., threw
him on the floor, and ticd his arms be-
hind him. The scenc was now dread-
ful. The little children were screaming
with fear; the Burmans in our em-
PIO)'_running here and there, endea-
vouring to escape from the hands of

those unfeeling wretches ; and the
Bengal servanfs, mute with amaze-
ment and horror at the situation in
which they saw their master. I of-
fered money to the executioner, and
entreated him to untie Mr. J., but in
vain were my tears or entreaties: they
led him away, [ knew not where ; and
I was left guarded by ten men, who
had received strict orders to confine
me close, and let no one go in or out.
I retired to my room, and attempted to
pour out my soul to Him, who, for our
sakes, was bound and led away for
execution ; and, even in that dreadful
moment, I experienced a degree of
consolation hardly to be expected.
But this employment was of short du-
ration. The magistrate of that part
of Avain which we lived, was in the
verandah, continually calling me to
come out, and submit to his examina-
tion. Supposing that all our letters
and writings would be examined, and
feeling conscious of having noted
down every occurrence since my
arrival in Ava, Iinstantly destroyed
every thing of the kind, having no
time to make a selection; and then
went out to receive the officer. This
writer was ordered to write down my
name, age, and country, the names of
my four little Burman girls, and those
of the two Bengalee servants, then
pronounced us «ll as slaves of the
King, and again ordered the guard to
watch me closely, and departed. It
was now near evening. With what
anxiety I waited the return of our
faithful Moung Ing, who had followed
Mr. Judson at a short distance, to see
what became of him. I had then no
doubt but I could procure the release
of Mr, J., (if he had not been execu-
ted), by getting a petition presented to
the Queen. But I was also a prisoner,
and could not move out of the house,
After dark, Moung Ing returned with
the intelligence, that he saw Mr. J.
conducted to the court house, thence to
the death prison, the gates of which
were closed, and he saw no more.”

In the inner part of this horrid
ahode, Mrs. Judson discovered the
next morning that her husband, Dr.
Price, and three English gentlemen
were confined, each with three pair of
iron fetters, and fastened with a long
pole. By means of a present of moncy
and fine cloth, their situation was reu-
deved somewhat more comfortable, but
all her cfforts to procure their libera-
tion, by personal entreaties with ladies
at court, who had formerly shewed her
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much favour, wera complétely fihavails
ing. The nextday, three of the King’s
officers came to the Mission House to
take an account of their property.
“They first demanded my silver,
gold, and jewels. Ireplied, ¢ that gold
I had none, jewels I had never worn
since my residence in their country,
but here was a key of a trunk which
contained the silver, open and look for
themselves.”” They secmed pleased
with my offering them the key, re-
quested I would open the trunk, and
that only one person should be allowed
to enter my inner-room to take an ac-
count of the property. And here
Justice obliges me to say, that the con-
duct of these Burman officers in this
transaction, was more humane and
civilized than any other we witnessed
whilein Ava, The silver was weighed
and laid aside. ¢ Have you no more !’
said one of them. ¢Search for your-
selves,’ replied I, ¢ the house is at your
disposal’ Have you not deposited
money and jewels in the hands of
others ?—¢1 have no friend in this
country: with whom should I deposit
treasure ’—¢ Where is your watch?
I produced an old one of Mr. J.s,
which had been out of use for a long
time, but which answered their pur-
pose just as well, and was the means
of preserving a good one I had then
about me. ¢Where are your goods,
your pieces of muslin, handkerchiefs,
&c.”—*¢ Mr, Judson is no merchant, he
neither buys nor sells, but suhsists on
the free offerings of the disciples of
Christ, who collected the money you
have just taken to build a church for
the preaching of the Gospel. Is it
suitable to take the property of a
Pongyee ?’ gpriest). ¢ It is contrary to
our wishes,” said Kong-tong, ¢ but we
act in obedience to our king’s com-
mand.” Onur trunks of wearing apparel
were then examined. I begged they
would not take them, as they could be
of no use to the king, but to us they
were invaluable. They said, a list
only should be taken, and presented
to bis majesty, when, if he gave no
furtber order, they should remain.

They M the samg With regard to the
books, medicthe and moat of the furni-
ture s and on presenting the list to the
king,he gavean order thatthese articles
should not be taken at present. These
gentlemen, however, took every thing
new or curious, and whatever to themn
seemed valuable, When thecy had
finished, I gave them tea, and begged
tho royal treasurer to intercede for the
release of Mr. Judson. After their
departure, I bhad an opportunity of
going to the queen’s sister-in-law, who
informed me, that she had presented
my petition to the queen, and that her
reply was, ¢ he is not to be execuled, let
kim remain where he is.””

Such a reply as this was almost
enough to induce despair. Still Mrs.
Judson persevered in making applica-
tion to the various members of govern-
ment-—among others, to the celebrated
Bundoolah, the chief general of the
Burmese army, but all in vain. The
hot season had now commenced, which
in that country is dreadfully severe,
and the white prisoners were all put
inside of the common prison, in five
pair of irons each, amidst such a
crowd of native thieves and robbers,
that they had not room enough to lie
down. Near a hundred prisoners
were confined in one room without a
window or hole for the admittance of
air, and the door kept closed. No
one will wonder that the poor sufferers
lost all appetite, and looked more like
corpses than living men. Mr. Judson
was taken in a high fever, and it
seemed too probable that death would
soon terminate his sufferings.

We had marked another extract for
insertion, but our limits will notallow
We can merely say, that after a dreary
period of suffering, painful to con-
template, deliverance was at length
afforded at the peremptory requisition
of the brave and generous Sir Archi-
bald Campbell. ¢ May God reward
him an hundred fold,” exclaims Mrs.
Judson, in the grateful warmth of her
feelings, ““and prepare him for the
future enjoyment of beaven.”

EXTRACT of a letter from Mr.
Burton to the Secretary, dated

Digak, May 3d#1826.

My VERY DeaR Sig, -

THE second day after dear Mary’s depar-
tare, T was attacked with a severe bilions
fever, which soon gave alarm to those around
me, and Mrs. Rowe fearing the resalt,
wrote to brother Leslie to come up to her
assistance without delay. On the day we
expected him, a letter from Mrs. Chamber-
lain informed us of the death of his beloved
Eliza! The particulars of this sad eveunt
will reach you before this sheet. It is
our greatest consolation under these heavy
trials, that those who have left us have
finished their course with joy, and on the ar-
vival of their Lord were * fonnd so doing,”
excriing every nerve for the glory of his
name, and the prosperity of his causc!

It was twelve months yesterday, since the
Lord tovk to himself. my little Pheebe, a
stroke to her dear mother which she never
fully recovered, and at the recollection of
which my beart yet bleeds. On the 1st of
October, the day before we left Serampore,
our dear little Richard softly expireq in the
arms of his mother, whilst we were in a boat
on the Ganges, returning from consulting a
medical man at Barrackpore.  $he hid him
uhder her cloak, as if he were still banging
%n ber breast, with an eye almost tearless,
lest the boatman should discover what had
happened ! Again I am smitten—thrice so
smitten in one short year, But be still, my
soul ; the Lord has done it, and blessed be

his name! Ho does not willingly afflict.

He saw that every stroke was needed, much
needed, before lie lifted his hand. The blow
was attended too with the consoling assu-

rance, “my grace is sofficient for thee, my
strength is made perfect in weakness.” If by
any means I may be made ¢“a partaker of his
holiness,” I shall have abandant cause for gra-
titude. May this be the blesscd resalt of my
present trials! I have many mercies in re-
serve,and inpossession. I cannot be sufficient-
ly tbankfal that thislast heavy aflliction did not
befail me whilst alone at Sibolga,—without
medical aid,—withoat a friesd to console.
I bave to be grateful for my own restoration
to comparative strength ; and in the health
of my two dear children it becomea me tore-
joice. Mylittle girl attained lier fourth year
on the first of last month, the day on which
her motber “ fell asleep,” and my little boy
will he three on the first of July next.
They are a great comfort to me in my lone-
liness. I will not at present attempt to say
much of my doings or prospecls here. I
wait with some anxiety to hear what the
Committee have thoaght of my removal teo
this place. I trust it will appear that it
was ‘“ of the Lord.”

Our twonative brethren preach regularly
at fonr places on the Sabbath, and itinerate
during tbe week. They. distribute also a
great nomber of Tracts and Testaments.
I have much pleasure in them upon the
whole, and I trost their labours are blessed,
Baut they do not do to be left alone, they are
so defective in judgment. DMrs. Rowe has
fall employment in saperintending six boys’
Schools, and one or two for girls. The
girls give much trouhle. They are diflicult
to collect, and difficult to keep together,
even with bandsome rewards. We have one
candidate for baptism, who has been with us
some months (a Hindoo.) His couduct has
hitherto been quite to our satisfaction, and
as he has thrown off' cast, may soon join us.
T have an attentive little congregation at the
Chapel at Dinapore, all poor people, to whom
I preach on Sabbath Evenings.

JESSORE.

Mr. Fenwick, of Chinsurah, of
wlhiom mention was made in our
last Report, p. 13, has lately vi-
sited Jessore on an itinerating ex-
cursion, His journal contains
some interesting passages. The
following are extracts.

Dec. 11.—Weot to Christianpoor, whicl
is at the distance of 16 miles from Saheb-
gunj. There are about 20 baptised persons
Irete in church communion. They are atten-
tive and bLospitable to visitors. Most of
them live together in one place, and are in a
manner formed into a separate hamlet. I
was invited to preach to them, both morning
and evening, in the hamlet place of worship ;
which is a separate building.

13¢h.—This evening I preached at Sabeb-
gunj Bazar, to a dense multitude of Hindoos
and Moosulmans. They were rather turbu-
Jent. They put questions, but had not pa-
tience to wait for answers, At the very on-
set I was asked, What evidence I had to
produce in confirmation of the efficacy of the
Clristian religion? Ans. < Can you tell me

whether I have eaten food to-day?” Hin-
doo. ““ No.” Pre«cher. ¢ Will you be-
lieve me if Itell you that ¥ have?” Ans.

« No.” Preacher. ©* Whether you believe
me or no, the truth is, thatI have. If you
doult as to-day, I caonot prove it; yet,
upon the coopsideration that none can live
that do not eat, you must believe that I am
in the habit of eating. I eat; therefore I
live. I have eaten, therefore I now live. If
you will admit tbe truth of this, I will tell
yoa, tbat the efficacy-of the religion I bring
you is to be ascertained by examining the
conduct of true Christians, who Jive after the
cominandment of God, and have put away
all sin,”” &ec. Question. ¢ Do you never
commit sin?” Preacher. ¢ Will you be-
lieve me if I say T do not?” Hindoo. * No,
I will pot.””  Preacher. <« Why then ask me
to tell you a tbing which you are determined
not to give credit to?  You patit outof my
power to convince you of any thing. But
you can examine for yourself. Here is the
Gospel ; prove its merits; find out its de-
fects, and then say whetber it is worthy of
acceptance, or fit to be rejected. Can yon
tell me whether your shastras have made
any provision for satisfying the just God by
a suitable atonement for sins?” Hindoo,
« 17 I take the name of God, and abound in
charitable deeds, mny sins will be forgiven.”
The impossibility of this was satisfactorily
illustrated to him, and he held lis peace.
Anuothier Hindoo said : < This is a new way,
why should we follow it? our old economy
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is better.”  Preacher, « Well, that is what
I wish you to ascertain properly. Cowmpare
Christianity with Hindooism, and (ollow (hat
which is most excellent. Let me nsk you,
whether these large and commodions roads
which have been made since the country be-
longed to the English, are not much better
than those which were belore? Hindoo.
‘¢ They are much better.” Preacher. ‘* And
do you make any objection to walk in them?”
Hindoo. ** No.” Preacher. * You see then
that new ways are not always the worst.
Your objectious against the Christian reli-
gion, merely because it is new, is of no im-
portauce. And your adherence to your old
system is a contradiction. You have not
only now no objection to travel through these
new roads, but yoa always give them the
preference, because you find by experience
that they are hetter. Precisely thus will it
be in reference to Christianity : you at pre-
sent are ignorant of its goodness; but were
you once to examine it withont prejudice,
you would surely give it the decided pre-
ference,” &c. Much more was said on both.
sides ; and I had the satisfaction to perceive,
that nearly the whole of my auditory went
away satisfied with the explanations given.
It is comfort to reflect that we speak the
word of salvation to beings possessed of un-
derstanding nnd a conscience, which in a
happy moment the Lord can cause them (o
use, to the salvation of their soals. Their
judgment and conscience, doubtless, at
times, must receive truth as truth, though
deep-rooted prejudice, and the old fetters of
babit, render them for a time indisposed to
embrace it. But eventually it must prosper.

15th,—Preached at Kutooa Bazar this
evening. The. sermon was heard in silence,
bat moch centroversy ensued, The impro-
priety of rejecting an offered thing without
previous examination having beeu insisted
upon, I was asked : ¢ If there are five roads
to come to 2 house, shall we not reach it il we
2o by any of them?”’  Answer. * We should
most certainly ; hat if there was only one
road, could auy person get to the house un-
less they went by that?” Hindoo. ¢ Bat
God has made several castes, else how could
the world go on?”  Answer. < Very easily,
even as easily as the people of Europe,
China, and Burmah, conduct the affairs of
the world, without there being any diversity
of caste among them. Permit me to ask
you, in return,whether, if theve were nothing
but Harees (the lowest caste) in India, lﬁ
all situations, andwould not—could not the
affairs of the world bo conducted as pow 2"
Hindoo. ** They would doubtless, But God
has nevertheless given each of us dillerent
Shastras, which it is our duty to aot ac-
cording to.”  Preacher. ¢ T think T could
preve to you that God could not have given
two such contradictory laws as arc to he
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met with in your Shastras aod the Gospel.
Now, God peremptorily bids ua to abhor
jdolatry, whereas your Shastras recommend
it. Which of us are to go to heaven? ocan
you by any means tell me? remembering
that if I commit idolatry I must fall under
the condemnation of God ; and if you do not
commit it, you must full into the same pre-
dicament.”” This difliculty none coald solve,
and after a few more desaltory questions and
answers, I left them.

18¢h,—Paid a visit to the native Chris-
tians at Bakuspal, at tbe distance of 12
miles.  There are five families at this
place, of whom Ramsoondor is the elder.
He appears to be an unexceptionable man,
and bas a very perspicuous idea of Christi-

anity. There is a degree of simplicity abont
him, to be compared with nothing but that

of the primitive Christians. Slow to speak,

and still more slow to speak ill,—diffident of
himself, and possessed of a great portion of

equanimity of temper. There are two or
three others of the same family, brothers,
nearly of the same stamp. The people
about them do certainly entertain a favour-
ahle opinion of tbe Christian religion, which

1 attribute to the consistent conversation of
these disciples of the Lord Jesos Christ. At

otber places this may be wanting., I spent
the day in a very gratifying manper. I ate
and drank with them, aod was cowfort-
ably lodged two nights in one of their houses.
‘We had morning and evening worship toge-
ther, and the best part of the day was passed
in religious discourse. Thongh ecircum-

stances are forbidding, yet as it is, the

Lord's name seemws to be gloriied. May
God overrule all for the best, and remove
every obstacle to the promotion of his good
cause in these parts. Ob for a spirit of self-
denial, zeal, and love to the perishing Hea-

then, in the preachers of the tidings of

peace !

22d.—1I addressed to-day a large congre-
gation of Moosulmans. The subjeot was,
the inefficacy of the performance of guod
works, in order to the salvation of sinful
men. Spitable arguments were adduced,
and the conduct of mankind investigated, to
shew tbat « all are included uuder sin,”
and ¢ that there is none righteous, %o, not
one.” Upon which a respectable-looking

Moosulman desired to know the natare of

Christ’s commands. I here detailed the
decalogue. He asked again : “ These are
uot opposed to those contnined in the Ko-
yun; why need we then to abjure it 2 Ans.
! As to obedience to these cominandments I
must tell you, and you must he pware, that it
13 1ot possihle, considering the universal de
pravity of man, for auy person to do it; and
1t is upon this consideration we are induced
10 believe in the Lord Jesus Christ, who has
tulilled the commandments of God,and estab-
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lished a righteousness, whioh by faith in hiny
we become heirs to.”” 1 next related the
history of the fall of man, and its deplor-
able conseqaences. This interesting and
affecting relation rivetted their attention for
tn while; but it did not endure long, and
they soon commenced putting fresh quee-
tions. In conclosion I mentioned, that Mo-
hummud could not save himself from deatb ;
it would therefore be ahsard to hope he
could save others, My opponent waived
the perplexing application ; but two others
reboked him for prevarication, and bid him
remember, that what I had said was of vital
importance, and required a satisfactory re-
ply. This, however, he conld not give, and
beld his peace. The living Jesus was then
finally recommended to his serions notice,
and the discourse was closed. I was grati-
fied to find, that npon my leaving the stand,
the people continned to speak of what I had
suggested.

27th.—Went to the gaol to see a poor
map, who has been sentenced to death for~
killing his wife. Upon entering the cell,
in which he was kept a solitary prisoner, I
saw bim seated ou a blunket that had been
spread on the ground. As soou as he saw
me, he hegan exclaimiag, ‘“ Ullah ho Rau-
sool,” (O God, and thou his messenger!)
until I'pat a gnestion or two to him. Hav-
ing gently reminded him of the state he was
in, 20d explained to him the clraracter of that
God, hefore whose judgment seat he woald
soon appear, with all bis sins about bim, bat
especially the ‘one for which he is aboat to
pay the forfeit of his life, I said, ‘ Let me
seriously ask you to tell me, whether you
experience any comfort or hope of salvation
from, uttering the name of Rusool?” Ans.
« None at all, Sir! I have no hope.” » Vi
sitor. ¢“ Ah! then what a deplorable state
must yours be! Kuoow yoa not that yoa
have, ere twenty-foar hours, to appear be-
fore your Creator, whom yon have offended
all the days of your life? How will yoo,
what will you, reply to the demands of his
justice? Tell me again, does your uttering
the name of Rusool aftord youn any hope, that
upon appearing before God yoa will escape
eternal wrath?”’  Ans. ¢ Alas! alas! Sir,
I receive nn manner of comfort or hope by
uttering bis name!” Visitor, Then let me
speak to you of Jesas Christ, the ouly infal-
lible Saviour of the world.” Prisoner. * Do,
Sir, speak, and I will attend.”” I spakeof the
Redeemer’s righteousness, power, and love,
at some considerable length., How the love
of God was manitested in his yielding up
the blessed Jesus for our redemption — the
just for the unjust —the innacent for the
gailty— the holy Son of God for the pollated
sons of iniquity, &c. After which T asked
bim, whether such a Saviour as 1 had de-
scribed to him was not capable of imparting
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comfort 1o his despairing soul. Awns. It
does not clearly appear so to me. Idow do
vou prove the truth of what yousay ¢” Vi-

sitor. ¢ Your doubts are reasonable, aud
your question no less so. I will therefore
proceed to shew you why and in what re-
specis Jesus Christ is the only Saviour of
the world. Attend, my friend, seriously to
my words. You say you have no liope ; re-
flect on the character of the person T will
farther speak to yon of. If you but repent
sincerely, and hold lim fast as your Media-
tor, your soul must needs be saved.” Hav-
ing laid before him a variety of (he evidences
which incontestably establish the truth of the
Gospel, and consequently of the saperlative
excellence of the atonement of the Lamb of
God, T was obliged torest a moment, upon
which the wretched man exclaimed, ** Speak
ou, - Sir, speak on, of the things you have
mentioned—a gleam of hope dawas upon
my mind ; T wish to hear more of the per-
son you speak of.” He was now tanght to
prononnce the name of Eesaw (Jesas,) and
recommended to pray to God sincerely
through him ; to remember his charactér —
what be came forinto this world—bhis death—
his resnrrection — his intercession — his all-
sufficiency, &e. It was with difficulty he
could pronounce the vame of Jesus; and
upon my preparing to quit the place, he asked
me how he should pray. Visitor.  Prayto
God to save you throogh the Lord Jesns
Clrist, and for bis sake. If you canoot
pray, ask God to cnable you to pray—tell
him that you wish salvation, but don’t know
how to obtaiu it, and mention the love and
righteousness of Christ. Do this as one
ready to perish, and the merciful God will
not cast yoa away.”

28th.— On repeating my visit to the poor
man this afterncon, I found bhim again re-
peating < Ullah ho Rusool,” as before, in a
state of perfect desperation. I asked him
whether Le was satisfied that he would be
saved throngh Mohummud — whether he felt
the comfort of bis sins having been forgiveu
bim? Anms, “I have no manner of hope
whatsoever. I am lost and undone. I
have jeoparded hoth my temporal aud eter-
nal state. [Earth is lost, and heaven is
lost!” I scarcely knew how to speak to the
miserable man. He seemed to be put be-
side himself through the fear of eternity.
« There is no peace for the ungodly.” All
the affectionate things I attempted to say, in
order to impart a knowledge of Jesus to him
seemed to be lost. His feelings appeared
benumnbed. The mention of things never so
Jovely and excellent could not mové them.
The langunage of pily seemed not to reach
them, Despair, and dread of eternal punish-
mest, left no room for other things. It seems
to me that the current opinion, that ¢ with-
out Lope none can live,” is perfectly correct.
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A hopeless mas must perish of himsel( natu-
rally ; hie will kill bimasell, or loschis senses.
The poor prisoner borders on the latter. I
cannot belp contrasting the state of the poor
woman who lately sacrificed herself with the
corpse of her husband, with the case of the
prisoner, The one has been condemued in
consequence of imbruing his hands in the
blood of his wife :-—the other was con-
demned to die by those who ouglt to have
saved lier. The onecommitted murder, the
other was murdered. The one, -the victim
of the laws of his country, and the law of
God ; the other, the victim of superstition
and barbarity. While the man, in a fit of
anger, slew his wile ; the woman, ina fit of
despair, consumed lerself on the pile. of Ler
hushpnd. The former has no hope of cter-
nal peace, but despair rather fills his soul : —
the other could not give a reason for wishing
to die; it was settled that she should die;
necessity was Ler death, In the ope case
we veneratc justice; and in the other we
behold cruelty, which we.abominate and de~

precate. C.A.F.

( Conclusion of Mrs. Judson’s Letter, Srom

our lust Number.)

I find, my dear Sir, in being thus partica-
lar, my letter will be stretched to an immo-
derate length, and must therefore he more
general, Suflice it to say, that for the pext
seven months, hardly a day passed in which
I did not visit some one member of Govern-
ment, in order to interest their feelings on
our behalf. TheKing’s mother, sisters, and
brother, each in their turn, exerted their ju-
fluence in our favour, but so great was their
fear of the Queen, that neither of them ven-
tared to make a direct application to ‘his
Majesty. Aund although my various efforts
were uscless as to their grand object, yet
the bopes tliey excited kept our minds from
sinking, and enabled us to endare our long
imprisonment better than we otherwise could
have done. The Jast person to whom I ap-
plied was the celebrated Bundoolab, just
previous to bis departure for Rangoon. He
had #ained some advantage over the native
soldiers, at Arracan, two lhundred of whom
he had sent as prisoners to Ava; this, to-
gether with the circumstance of his baving
obtained two or threc thousand English
muskets, gained him a most favourable re-
ception at court, and every honour, in the
power of the King to bestow, was . heaped
upon him. He daily presided at the Lhoot-
dag, had the cntire management of aflairs,
and, in fact, was the real king of the couutry.
‘With fear and trembling I presented to him
a written petition for the liberation ef Dr.
Price and Mr., Judson. He listened to tho
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petition attontively, made some inquiries re-
Jative to our coming to Ava, and then said he
would reflect on the subject.  Come again
to-morrow.” My hopes were now more
sanguine than ever, but the morrow dashed
them all, when the proud Bandoolah attered
« I shall soon return from Rangoon, when I
will release the teachers, with all the other
prisoners.” The war was now prosecuted
with all the energy of which the Burmans
are capable ; their expectations of complete
victory were bigh, for their general was in-
vincible, and the glory of (heir king would
accompany their armies, The government
talked loudly of taking Bengal, when they
had driven the presumptuous creatures from
their own territories, and of destroying from
the earth every white-faced stranger. So
great was their ‘hatred to the very appear-
ance of a foreigner, tbatI frequently trembled
when walking the streets ; and that I might
not immediately be recognized as a stranger,
and sometimes gain admittance into Mr.J.’s
prison, I adopted the Burman dress alto-
gether. Extortion and oppression had now
become so familiar to us, that we daily ex-
pected their appearance in some new garb or
other. Sometimes, for ten days togetler, I
was not allowed to see Mr. J., and even then
could gain admittance only after dark, when
I was obliged to retarn to our house, two
miles, withoat an attendant. Buot the means
we invented for commiunication, were such
a8 necessity alone conld have suggested. At
first I wrote to him on a flat cake, baked for
the purpose, and baried itin a bowl of rice ;
and in retorn, he cormnunicated his situation
on a pieee of tile, on which, when wet with
water, the writing became invisible, bnt,
when dried, perfeotly legible.~ But after
some months’ experience in the art of decep-
tion, we found the most convenient, as well
as safest mode of writing, was to roll ap a
sheet of paper, and put it in the long nose of
a coffee-pot, in which I sent his tea. These
circomstances may appear trivial, bat they
also serve to show to what straits and shifts
we were, driven. It wounld have been a
erime of the highest nature, to be found
making comnunioations (o a prisoner, how-
ever nearly related. Bundoolah departed
from Ava, in all the pomp and splendour
imaginable, commanding an army of hetween
forly and fifty thousand men, and was to join
the Prince Thar-yar-wa-dee, who had march-
ed some months before, at the bead of an
equal namber, The two or three first re-
ports of the invincible general, were of the
most (lattering nnture, and were joyfully re-
ceived by the firing of cannon. Now * Ran-
goon was surrounded by the Burman troops,”
then « the fort on the pagoda wWas taken,”
and ¢ guns and ammunition sufficient for the
Barman army, should the war continne ever
30 long :” and next, ‘ his Majesty might
expeet to lear, that mot a white face re-
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meined in Rangoon.” But no such report
ever came, the cannons ceased to fire on the
arrival of a hoat, and soon it was whispered
about, that the Burmans were defeated,
thousands of them killed, among whom were
mapy officers ; and that Bundoolah and the
few that remained had fled to Danooboo! O
with what anxiety did we listen for the re-
port that ¢ the English are advancing ;" for
in the arrival of the foreign troops consisted
our only hope of deliverasce from the hands
of these savages. The war now legged on
beavily on the part of the Burmans; and
though the king and government continued
to supply Bundoolah with what he required,
yet their confidence in him way shaken, and
their hopes far from sanguine. The news at
length came that the English army was ad-
vancing, and that it was within twenty miles
of Danooboo. The town was all confusion,
and the Qneen began to send away to a
more secure place, her immense treasare of
gold, silver, &c. It was now the first of
March, the commencement of the hot season,
which in Ava is pecoliarly severe. The
white prisoners were all put inside of the
common prison, in five pair of irons each,
and where they were so crowded with Bur-
man thieves acd rohbers, that they had not
sofficient room tolie down. There were at
the time near a hundred prisoners all in ene
room, without a window or hole for the ad-
mittance of air, and the door kept closed.
I again applied to the Governor of the city
ta allow the Missionaries to be removed to
their former place, or at least to let them
remain outside of the door doring the day.
I offered him money, and promised to reward
bim bandsomely when in 18y power, but all
in vain. The old man shed tears at my dis-
tress, said it was not in his power to coraply
with my request, for his orders were {from a
high qoarter; that he had even been com-
manded to execate all the white prisoners in
private, and to keep them in close confine-
ment was as little as ke could do. He or-
dered, hiowever, that they should be allowed
to go outside of the door to eat their rice,
and when inside, to be placed as near the
door as possihle. I was afterwards inform-
ed from good authority, that the Quecen's
brother, Men-tha-gyee, had ordered the Go-
vernor to destroy the kalars; bat that the

-Governor, fearing they might be required by

the King, dared not obey the command.
The situation of the white prisoners was now
wretched in the extreme. The heat during
the day was dreadful indeed; the confined
air deprived them of an inclination for food,
and their whole appearance exhibited tore
the apjfearance of the dead than the living.
I daily visited the Governor, and coutinued
to entreat him to pity the foreigners. Some-

 times he appeared to feel for us, and seemed

half iuclined to listen to my request. Bat
the fear of Men-tha-gyee doubtless prevent-
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ed. It was now reported thot the forcign
troops had reached Danooboo, and whisper-
ed about that Bundoslah was dead! No one
at first ventured to say it openly, but the re-
port was soon oonveyed oflicially to his Ma-
Jesty, wha was mate with disappointment,
while the Queen smote her breast and ex-
claimed, ¢ Ama, ama!” What was to be
done now ? Where could another general be
foand ? and [rom what quarter conld troaps
be vaised? The Prince and Woon-gyees at
the Burmese camp had intimated the neces-
sity of making péace; but tbis was too
humiliating to be thought of for a moment :
«« What,” seid one of the Woon-gyees at
court, ‘“shall we allow it to be recorded in
a future bistory of the country, that our glo-
rious King made peace with strangers, and
gave them part of his territory? No, we
will all die first.” The Pagan Woon-gyee,
who had been in disgrace for some time, and
had even been in prison in three pair of fet-
ters, now thought it a good opportunity to
retrieve his character and regain his influ-
ence. He petitioned his Majesty to allow
him to go at the head of a new ormy, and
positively assored the king, that he could
conquer the English and drive them from
Burmab, He was immediately raised to the
bighest rank, and all power committed to
him. His first object was to manifest his
inveterate hatred to every foreigoer; and
those who had for eleven moaths escaped
confinciment now fell into Lis merciless hands,
and were tbrown into prison. Among the
number was Mr. Lonsago, a Spanish gentle-
man, who had for twenty years been bigh iu
the King’s favoar, and had done all in bis
power to alleviate the snfferings of the fo-
reign prisoners; bat lie was now among
them. Mr. Judson had now been in close
confinement, and in five pair of fetters, for a
month, and with anguish indescribable I saw
him sinkiog onder tbe weight of suffering.
He was taken with a high fever. My dis-
tress aud entrcalies now prevailed with the
Governor of the city to give a written order,
to remove Mr, J. from the common prison
into a little bamboo room, six feet long and
four wide. I also obtained an order for li-
berty to give him medicine and visit him
whenever I wished. I bad removed iunto
the Guvernor’s compouand, and was living in
a bamboo house, where the thermometer
daily rose to 10G; but thought myself hap-
pily situated to be near the prison, and al-
lowed to visit Mr. J., who begap uow to hope
he sbould recover from the fever, as his sito-
ation was so much better than before.

But new and dreadfol trials were yet he-
fore us. I had gone in one morning to give
Mr. J. Lis breakfast, and intended spending
a few hoars as usual, when the Governor in
great haste sent for me. I was agreeably
disappointed, on appearing bhefore bim, to
4ind be had vothing iu particular to commu-

nicate, and that he was uncommonty kind and
obliging. He had detained me a long time,
when a servant came in hastily and whisper-
ed, that the foreign prisoners had all been
taken out, and be knew not where they were
carried. Without speaking 10 the Gover-
vor, I ran down the stairs into the street,
hoping to catch a sight of them, bat they
were beyond the reach of my eye. I en-
quired of all I met, which way the white pri-
soners were gone, but vo one knew. I re-
turned again to the Governor, who declared
e was perfeclly ignorant of their fate, and
that be did not know of their being taken
out of prison till a few moments before.
This was all false, as he Lad evidently been
detaining me to prevent my witnessing the
scene that was to tollow. He also said, with
a meaning countenance, ‘ You can do no
more for your hushand —take cure of yoar-
selt.”” This wus a-day never to be forgotten.
I retired to my little bamhoo Loase, and en-
deavoured to obtain comfort from the only
true source ; hut my mind was in sach a
distracted state, that I could not steadily
reflect on any thing. This one thought oc-
cupied my mind to the exclusion of every
other, that I had seen Mr. Judson for the
last time, and that he was probably now in
a state of extreme suffering. In the eveu-
ing I heard the prisoners were sent to Ume-
rapooral, but what was to be their fate was
not yet known. The next day I obtained a
pass frow government to follow Mr. Judson
witb my little Maria, who was then only
three months old, and; with one Bengalee
servant, set out on my journey, We reach-
ed tbe govermment house at Umerapoorab,
and were informed, the prisoners bad been
sent. off two hours before to Oung-pen-lay
(a place similar to Botauy Bay), whither I
immediately followed. I found Mr.J.ina
most wretched state. He had been dragged
out of his little room the day before, bis
shoes,hat,and clothes, excepting shirtand pan-
taloous, had been taken from him, and in bis
feeble state of health, and in the hottest part
of the day, been literally driven ten miles
with a rope tied round his waist. His feet
were torn in such a -mahner, that for six
weeks he was unable to stand, He was
pearly exhausted with pain and fatigue, when
a servant of Mr. G.’s, who bad followed his
master, took from his head his turban, and
gave part of it to Mr. J., who hastily wrap-
ped it ahout Lis feet, which enabled him to
proceed witbout sinking. He and Dr. Price
were pow chained together, and, with the
other prisoners, put inside of a small wood
prison almost goue to decay. We after-
wards were informed that the Pugan Woon
had sent the foreigners to this place with a
design to sacrifice them, in order to ensure
suocess in lis contemplated expedition. But
the King, suspecting him of treasonable in-
tentions, caused him to be excouted before
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ne had timo to accomplish his desiyns. I
obtained a little room from one of the jailers,
where T passed six months of constant and
severe suffering, without any mitigation.
Mr. J. was much more comfortably situated
than when in the city prison, as he had only
onc pair of fetters, and, when recovered from
fijs fever and wounds, was allowed to walk in
the prison enclosure. But I was deprived
of every single convenience, my health,
which had epabled me to bear severe trials
hitherto, now began to fail me. I was taken
with one of the country disorders, and for
{wo months unable to go to Mr. J.’s prison.
Our little Maria, who had jost recovered
from the small-pox, was mear starviog to
death, as I could neitber obtain a narse or a
drop of milk in the village. Butour merci-
fal Father preserved us all tbrough these
drendfal scenes, and at the expiration of six
months an order arrived for the release of
Mr. J., and T was allowed to return to onr
house in town. The King was much in want
of au interpreter, and from selfish motives
had given orders for the release of Mr. Jud-
son, who was immediately conducted to the
Burmese camp, then at Ma-lown, where he
remained six weeks, translating for his Ma-
jesty. He was then sent back to Ava, and,
as a reward for his servioes, ordered back
to the Onng-pen-la prison, Bat before the
order could be executed, I sent Mouug Iung
(being mysell unable to move, having been
ill with the typhus fever in Mr. J.’s absence,
in which I lost my reason, and was seuse-
less several days) to Koung-tong, who\was
now high in oflice, and had for a long time
manifested a disposition to help us, and beg-
ged he would iutercede for Mr. J., and pre-
vent his being sent again to prison. Koung-
tong complied with my request, offered to
hecome security for Mr.J.,and took him to his
héuse, where he was kept a prisoner at large
vearly two months longer. The British troops
were now so rapidly advancing, that the King
and Government felt the nccessity of taking
some measures to prevent their arrival at the
capital. They had before several times re-
fused to listen to the terms which Sir Archi-
bald Camiphell had offered, but they now
saw there was no other Liope for the preser-
vation of their golden city. Mr, J. was
daily called to the palace, his opinion re-
quested in all their proceedings, and the Go-
vernmnent finally entreated him to go as their
Awbassador to the English camp. This be
entirely declined, but advised their sending
Dr. Price, who had no abjection to going.
Dr. P. being unsucoessful in bis mission, on
his retorn Mr. J. was taken by force nnd
sent with him again, Sir Archibald had,
Lefore this, demanded us, together with the
other foreign prisoners, but the King had
refused, saying, < They are my people —let
them remain’ We did not then venture to
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express a wish to leave the country, fearing
we shoald be immediately sent to prison, Mr.
J. commanicated our rea) situation to the Ge-
neral, who, with all the feelings of a British
officer, now demanded us in a way that his
Majesty dared not refase ; and on the 21st
of February, after an imprisonment of nearly
two years, we took our leave of the golden
city and all its magnificence, and tarned our
faces towards the British camp, then within
forty miles of Ava. No one can couceive
our joy when we had safely passed the Bur-
man camp, for then we felt indeed that we
were ouce more free, and out of the power
of those ¢ whose tender mercics are cruel.”
The British General received ns with all
that kiodness and hospitality for which your
countrymen are so far famed, provided uns
with every comfort during a fortnight’s resi-
dence at the camp, and kindly sent us on to
Rangoon in his gan-boat. We deeply feel
the kindness of Sir Archibald Campbell, for,
under the direction of Providence, he has
been the means of delivering as from the
iron grasp of the Burmans. May God re-
ward him an handred fold, and prepare him
for the fature enjoyment of Heaven!”

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FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE.

DIGAH.

Fium the following extract of a
letter from Mrs. Rowe to the Se-
cretary, it will be seen that the
cause of Native Female E‘d}’)ca’tio’n
is still proceeding at that station ;
where, if we mistake not, the first
effort for female children was
made : —

Digak, March 16, 1826,

You wifl perhaps conjecture that Native
Female Education at this station has been
at a low ehb, on accoant of iy having drawn
so sparingly upon that fund. Tt has been so,
but it is so uow no longer. The old Lyme
School is revived on a better plan than be-
fore, laving a mistress and young male as-
sistant, and is in & new brick house, bailt
for the purpose at Daoodpore, by subscrip-
tion. A School for Boys is under the seme
roof, and the master of it superintends the

Girls. They were all bere yesterday to be]

examined and get their wages, Out of 16

Girls, 6 came, and repeated the first para-'
graph of the Ten Commaudments ; many of,
the Boys say the whole, and Watts’ Cate-

chism. My rule is, that, amongst any nom-
ber of boys, if 20 do not read in print, the
master does not get full wages. Girls we
must coax ; they are learning to write, sew,
and knit also. I have two Schools in like
case within our gate. The old Liverpool
School is to be set up again in a short time
with flying colours. The foundation of a
house 36 by 25 feet islaid, and well forward
4. brick-work, which I hope to finish by
subsoriptions gained here. Girts and Boys

are waiting to get into it. I have been to
two Schools of Boys to-day, and shall visit
a third (not mentioned) this afternoon ; in all,
vine, I hope by the time you get this. I
went ot in a tonjon, which is a chair borne
oo men’s shoulders, who change two and
two, or four and four, by turns. The wind
was 50 cold when I went oat that I was a
little pinched under a warm shawl; when I
retarned at 11 o’'clock, the son burnt me
under an umbrella. To provide against <his
inconvenience, and that of such a train of
mea servants, I have ordered a small foar-
wheeled carriage, just large enough to adumrit
me and a lady, to be made, to serve my
school-visiting purposes, to creep through
narrow lanes and under hut eaves, through
the villages. The expence will be little
more than that of keeping bearers, whom I
shall be most glad to get rid of, The sale
of my palankeen (a hearse carried by men),
will pay ove-half of the purchase; and this
will serve all my school-going purposes, and
not expose my health, nor keep me so loog
on the way. At this season we have such
tornadoes of dast and hot wind, that an ex-
posure to it in an open vehicle is dangerous.

I have to thank you sincerely for the
favour shewu to the caase of Native Female
Tuition through me ; and assure you, that
it is my joy sod my pride to be mude the
instrument, in tbe hands of the English
Ladies, of promoting their amiable designs.
Please to present all soch as look to me for
the disposal of their alms my best christian
regards.

CEYLON.

The following Narrative, lately
teceived from our Missionary
brother, Mr. Chater, will, we are
persuaded, be very gratifying to

our readers. We cannot but hope
L
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that, althoughnanchi fruithas not yet
been gathered from the exertions
which have been made in the sta-
tions in this island, the pleasing
events here narrated may be looked
on as tokens for good.

Colombo, July 27th, 1827.

Concerning Colombo, I have no increase
of members to mention, but there is evi-
dently an increased desire of hearing. My
Pettah congregation, which formerly did not
amount 10 more than 40 or 50, is now often,
on Sabbath evenings, more than a hundred.
It is to be recollected also, that worsbip is
held at the same hour at two more places
within half a mile of ours; i. . in the Wes-
leyan chapel in English, and at Mr, Armour’s
charch in Portoguese; at hoth of whioh
there is an equal proportion of increase.
‘When therefore we recollect, that ¢ faith
cometh by bearing,” we ought to rejoice in
this change for the better, in such a place as
Colombo. Our purnbers at Singalese worship
are still distressingly small, excepting at
some of the villages, where sometimes, by
means of our Singalese reader, I have from
100 to 200 bearers. Bat these T canmot
possibly visit so often as is desirable; and
that the word has reached the bearts of any
of them does not yet appear. My two last
visits to Hanwell have been very pleasant
ones. In the first of them I stopped at a
village called Mallirieyarie, seven or eight
miles from Colombo, where I had heard of
a respectable Singalese female, who, I was
informed, paid particalar attention to the
things of religion. Having been apprized of
my coming, she bad collected in her house a
congregation of nearly forty persons, who
attentively heard the word of life. The
person berself, who is the widow of a re-
spectable Singalese headman, though her
advantages for acquiring a knowledge of
religion bave been very circumscribed, ap-
pears to me to have a good understanding of
the grand essentials of the Christian religion.
Her beart seems to be wholly set on the
things which are not seen and eternal. Fall
of humility and meekness, all her hope and
trust appear to rest on the sure foundation
jaid in Zion; and she manifests much con-
cern for the salvatioun of sinners around her.
I feel a strong and pleasing persuasion that
she is ove of the Lord’s hidden ones. On
the Sabbath, at the usual hour, I preached
at Haowell to a guod oongregation. On
this occasion i prayer, in commenting o
little oo the chapter I read, and in preaching,
1 enjoyed such enlargement of ideas and
liberty of expression, as I never before felt
in speaking ju Singalese, and hut seldom
even in English. Jt seemed, indeed, as if
for once I was handling the people with
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hands, and not with stamps.® And the
liearers, at least for the time, felt the effeots,
Sowme of them told me they never henrd such
a sermon &s that before, And our friend,
the Modeliar, wrote to me many weeks after,
that the eflects it produced continued visible
in many respects. O that they may end in
the oonversion of some of those more than
hall heathen sinners ! On Monday eveuing
we held a prayer-meeting ; many are valled
upon to take the lead at these meetings, and
the Modeliar and some others do it with
agrecable proprietly My day’slabour, cou-
sisted, on Tuesday, in visiting the village
where Dionysius resides and keeps a school,
It is distant from Hanwell full seven miles,
The road to it is somewhat romantic, lying
through thick jungle, and the whole bounded
ou either side by hills almost sufliciently
lofty to be termed mountains. In my
way to and from this village, the name of
which is Ooggalla, the thought strack me
how pleasing it would be to the members of
our society, could they see for themselves,
how, by the instrumentality of their humble
agents, they are causing the cheering rays of
the gospel to penetrate the deep jungles of
Ceylon. The modeliar accompanied me,
and Dionysius and his father had collected,
besides more thau forty boys that attend the
school, between sixty aud seventy adults, to
hear preaching. Again I felt as thougb my
Lord and Master was with me, though not to
the same degree as at Hanwell on the Sab-
bath day. After preaching, the mother of
Dionysius came before the Modeliar and 1ue,
and with sireaming eyes told us tbat berself,
lier husband and whole family were deter-
mined on renouncing the Romwan Catholic
superstitions, and joining our society; aud
the only thing that made them hesitate, was
that ill-natared people might say it was
in consequence of their son’s receiving a
small salary that they took such a step. The
Modelijar took ou himself the business of re-
plying, by telliog her that whatever they were
convinced was their duty they should attend
to, pot regarding what ill-natured persons
might say, with some other things equally
appropriate. In the hoase we bad much
conversation with the Mohandiram, Diony-
sius’ father, who said he had diligently
searched the Scriptures, and could find no
command there for a great many things they
had been taught to praotise. He is one of
the most intelligent persons I have found
among the Singalese, and I felt persuaded
that the light that was vow breaking in upon
his mind would not shine upon him in vain.
This was the first timo that a Buropean face
bad ever been seen at Ooggalla, In faot, it

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js not many years since the place was a soli-
tary jungle; the Mohandiram is both the
head and founder of it. The day following,
accompanied by the Modeliar, I visited
Dedigama, another village in the jungle.
We came about a mile along the road to
Colombo, and then pepetrated about four
miles into the jangle. Here we had a con-
gregation of nearly a hundred, a good pro-
portion of them females. Most of them
seemed to hear with fixed attention, but did
pot seem to feel as did the hearers at Oog-
galla. In the evening I preached again to
a deoent congregation at Hanwell, and early
next moruing set off on my return home. [
had bat a very few tracts with me on this
journpey, but all I bad were received with
eagerness. Last month I paid another visit{
to Hanwell. .

Our Colombo Auxiliary Religions Tract
Society having printed two tracts; No. 1, A
Conversation between a Boodhist and his
Christian Friend ; and No. 2, The Advan-
tages of Druukenness; I carried a small
bundle of each with me. I took fewer than
I should have done, because I had hefore
sent many in that direction, and sopposed
there would be but few demands for them.
But by the time I reached Hanwell, my
stock was nearly gone. A few, howerver,
remained ; and immediately on entering the
house of Mr. De Livera, (or our friend the
Modeliar) I gave him a copy of No. 2. After
reading a little of it, be said you bave brought
me just such a tract as I wanted. I have
just been severely reprimanding a petty
head-man for intemperance. He ordered a
good reader to go immediately and read it
over distinctly to that man and a pumber of
others who were present. "They all were
mnok pleased with it, and the poor drunkard
sent many thanks to the Modeliar for the
little book, and said he would never again
drink any thing but water, Nuombhers, by
reading or hearing this tract have made si-
milar resolutions; but if made in their own
sirength, we know too well what to think of
them,

At the usaal hour, on Sabbatb.day, a con-
gregation of nearly 100 assembled for wor-
ship, ft was a good season, though I did
not enjoy all that sense of the divine presence
and assistance I did during my last visit.
Before my going to Hanwell on this oceasion,
the Ooggalla Mohandiram had intimated to
me that he bad something of importance to
communicate to me when I apain visited
them, After publio worship he came to the
Modeliar’s house, where I was staying, and
told me that if we judged him a proper
person for the ordinance of baptism he was
ready, as also his wife and eldest son, to be
bgptized whenever I should appoint, and he
wished it to take place before I loft Ilan-
well.  He was far from being ignorant of the
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terms on which we admit tnembers, and after
much conversation it appeared to me proper
to eppoint a charch-meeting for all three of
them to declare what God had done for their
souls. Wednesday therefore was appointed
as the day for holding a charch-meeting, and
if they were approved of by the charch, for
tbeir receiving baptism.

Sabbath evening I preached at Patgama,
a village in which brother Siers has begun
to hold worsbip since my last visit to Han-
well. Wehad about thirty attentive hearers.
The owner of the house at which we held
the meeting, whose vame is Looses Nayde,
professes to be earnestly seeking salvation;
and would immediately join the church if be
could be accepted, Monday I visited the
Hanwell school, and in the evening we beld
a prayer-moeeting, at which more tban fifty
persons were present, and I gave them quite
ap extemporaneous exhortation in Singalese.

On Taesday, according to appoiutment,
I paid my second visit to Ooggalla. From
the time I entered the Mobandiram’s house,
till I'leftit, scarcely a word was heard on any
snbject but religion. The poor young man,
Dionysias’ elder brother, fearing that though
his fatber and mother might be received, he
wonld not, was almost broken-hearted at the
thought of being left behind. On entering
into close conversation, such evident signs
of true penitence appeared in him, that it
seemed to me improper to prevent himn from
comiong before the church. In Dionysins’
school bungalow, we had a good and atten-
tive congregation. My sabject was « the
attractions of (be cross;” which I trustin
somne measure were feit by many en that oc-
casion. While at the Mohandiram's I felt
a kind of sacred pleasure, sach as I bave not
during my twenty years’ residence in Iudia,
before. Sarely, I could not help saying,
while sorrounded by the uoummnerous and
deeply aflected farmily — ¢« (his day is salva-
tioit come to this house.”” At the appointed
hour on Wednesday the church-meeting was
Leld; aod father, mother, and son were
added to the little society at Hanwell. I
buwbly trust they are of the Lord’s adding,
and such as shall be eternally saved. The
father, when asked what bad been instru-
mental in prodacing the great change that
Liad taken place in his view and feelings, re-
plied, ¢ reading the word of Gad for my-
sell.”” The mother, when asked a similar
guestion, answered, ¢ 1t is the couversation
of this, my son (pointing to Dionysius) that
has been the priucipal cause of the change
that I bave vodergone.”” Immediately after
the churoh-meeting, pablic worship com-
menced ; and I preached for the first time at
Hanwell on the subject of baptism. There
was not time to give notice that the baptizing
would take place on that accasion; but a
congregation of 150 assembled. I wentfrom
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the pulpit to the river side, followed by the
three candidates and the whole congregation.
‘When all was composed to silence, the Mo-
bandiram said, “ If it be not improper, I
wish now toaddress a few words to the people.
He began by asking, To whom must a ser-
vant be obedient, if not to his own Lord and
Master? I read in Acts xxii, 16, these
words, ¢ And now why tarriest thou ? arise,
sud be haptized,” &c. ¢ Some may mur-
mur,” he added, © at our forsakiog our old
€aith and adopting a new one.’ But I read
in Jeremiah v. 6. ¢ Flee out of the midst
of Babylon, and deliver every man his soul;
be not cat off in bher iniquity” Rev,
xviii. 4. ' Come out of her my people,
that ye be not partakers of her sins, &o.”
¥sa. xlii. 8. *I am the Lord; thatis my
vame: and my glory I will not give unto
auother, neither my praise to graven
images.”” What my dear brother, do you
supposs were my feelings, on bearing the
mau who some time ago was the strength
and stay, the great leader of Romish saper-
stitions, in Hanwell and the neigbbouring
villages, thus standing up among 150 of the
inhabitauts of those villages, and thas appro-
priating these striking passages? It appears
to me that if no good were effected in this
island, but that wbich has been ’nd probably
will be at Ooggalla, our society woald have
po canose to regret having expended a part
of their funds on Ceylon. The main prop of
Roman Catholicism is struck away ; and I
think T may add, is cenverted iuto a piece of
artillery tbat will in foture play briskly upon
its little remaining strength. Ooggalla and
some other villages uear, which were not
long since divided between Bondhoo and the
Pope, are now in a fair way to become truly
Christian villages. I bave made Dionysius
a reader to them, and he and his father are
often employed in going from bouse to house
to make known to the inhabitants, in tbeir
own tongae, the wonderfa} works of God.
Daring this visit, I lodged at the Mode-
liar’s ; and there, religion was almost the sole
topic of cooversation, We bad some very
serious conversation with the person who is
the osnly re g sopport of R ism in
those parts. Io argument he was (princi-
pally by the Modeliar) completely foiled;
but what effects may be produced, time alone
can shew. The change to be observed at
ihe Modeliar’s bonse oppears, in two parti-
eolars, great and pleasing. For several
years after I became a visitor at his house,
all I could get him to collect for family
worship, was himself, his wife, and one ser-
vant, sometimes one or two of his children.
Now, from twenty to thirty collect every
eveuing, and seem to look for it just as they
do for their supper. The other particolar
relates to the sabbath, Tbis sacred day (as
is almost universally the case in this island)
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oould soarcely be distingnished from the
other six. Now it is observed, much ag at
the house of a pious farmer in England. I
had Braiverd's Life with me at Haowell,
and the Modeliar kept it to read. But he
says I must lend him the Life of Obookish to
read ngain, as he has got real good, he says,
from that book. At seven on Thursday
morning, I was at Nawagoma, a village
about eight miles from Haawell on the road
to Colomnbo, where an old government school-
master had promised to colleot in an old
charch a congregation ; butnot an individual,
not even the school-master, was there.
About 10 ¥ came to the house of the re-
spectable female before mentioned, where a
breakfast was prepared for me, und a small
congregation assembled (several of them
Catholics), who heard, not only with atten-
tion, but epparently with deep interest.
Thus ended this interesting journey; and
with a grateful beart I retarned to.my owu
habitation.

PADANG.

SiNCE our last publication, our
friend Mr. Evans, who has for se-
veral years occupied this station,
has, with his family, arrived in his
native Jand-— availing himself of
an opportunity, unexpectedly pre-
sented by the singular kindness of
a worthy Captain, regularly trad-
ing between that port and Europe,
so to do, in order to recruit his
health, which urgently required
such a relaxation from his usual
labours,  Further particulars on
this subjeet, and in reference to
the station generally, will be found
in the following letter to the Se-
cretary, dated :

Rock Island (Ireland), Jan. 26, 1827.

MY VERY DEAR SIR,

1 had the pleasure last July of writing you
a few lines via Batavia, and at the close of
my letter mentioned the probability of Mrs.
Evaos availing herself of Capt. Rogers’s
kind offer of a passage to England, for the
recovery of her health and that of our little
Charles. Capt. R. was then on a voyage to
the northern ports of Sumatra, and the des-
tination of the ship quite uncertain ; but on
his retorn to Padang, it was settled that she
should proceed as early as possible to Earope-
This at first seemed to {rustrate onr hopes,
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bat whon we oonsidered the great advantage
to be reaped, and the probability of the
ghip’s arrival in England before Mrs. E.’s
confinement, we resolved not to lose an op-
portunity, which perbaps might never again
oocur, and therefore engaged a woman to
accompany her, in case her assistance shonld
be required. Under these circumstances I
was anticipating a, twelvemeonth’s widow-
lood, when Providence opened the way for
an event, of which I had not previously en-
tertained the most distant idea,

Mr. Ward had for some time heen speak-
ing of a removal to Padang, and I bad been
urging it by every argument ip my power.
About this, tipe he resolved upon it, and we
were eagerly. expecting his. arrival. When
my friends in Padang heard of this, they
began to urge me to accampany Myss. E, and,
seek by the voyage the rgstoratipn of my
health, which bad been so long declining.
As I was not then saffering much, T thought
sach a step qpite uppecessary, until the Doc-
tor and Mr. T. tald me, if. I did not, take if,
a year or less, in their gpinion, was thg ut-
most upon which I could caleslate. Allmy
friends united ip representing it as an impe-
rative daty to avail myself of, the excellent
opportunity which presented ifself; and, as,
you may. suppese, I was not a littla inflo-
enced by the. persuasions of Capt. Rog-rs,
who had most geoveronsly affered us all a
free passage, The resulutiop, to leave Pa-
dang, even for, a season, was the most paip-
fal that, L baye ever been called upon teo
make ; yet when I thonght of the frequent
suspension, of my lahours, the.great debility,
I thean felt, apd. the prohable agd almpst cer-
tain conseqmences of. persevering, tagether
with the fact, that a twelvemonth’s absencq
would, by Mr. Ward's comjug, be scarcely
felt.in. Padang, and.the little. expence which
waald he ippurred by the voyage, I con-
ceived it my igcumbent dugy tp submit to
the trial, severely as I felt i,

You will prabably he, surprised that I
sbould have falt sp agutely, in. leaving my
station ; hat things bave lately, taken spgh a
tarn as to promise. the happiest, resalt, Pre-
vions to my leaving Padang, the beads of
offices had manpifested a most favouraple
disposition towards the objects of the Mis-
siom, and the prejodices ol the uatives had
n some measure died away. So far, io-
deed, bad all difficolties vanished, that se-
veral private meetings bad been conveaned
.by the Resident, for the purpose of concert-
ing measpres to establish a Native School
Institation, apon the most liberal plan, In
these, the rules and regulations of the So-
olety were agreed mpan, the committee no-
minated, and the day fixed for calling &
Renera| ineeting of- the inhabitants. The
circular had even goue round, bt the even:
ing before the meeting was to assemble, a
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vessel arrived. from Java with despatches
from the Supreme Government, respecting
the unhappy war in that Island, which so
occupied the public attention, that every
other description of bnusiness was necessa-
rily superseded. Another most favourable
circumstance was Mr. Ward’s removal with
the press, to which every one was looking
forward with pleasare. Nor must I omit to
mention, that only a few weeks before we
left, I received a letter from tbe Bible So-
ciety in Holland, with a large box of Bibles
and Testaments from the Society in Batavia.
’My friend, Mr. V., Secretary to the Govern-
ment, likewise received by the same vessel
a letter from the Vice-President of the lat-
ter, reqnesting him to unite with me in
forming an Anxiliary Bible Society in Pa-
-dang, Sucb_happy days we had not seen
befare ; butforther particglars I must leave.
for a persopal interview, which I hope to
enjoy with yon ip a few days.

We mach regrefted that Mr. Ward had
not arrived previons to oor departare, The
Jast. letter I had from him signified his en-
tire approbation of my, visit to Europe, and
bis intention of being in Padang by the first
vessel. We. left Padany the 201b Septem-
ber ; bave had a raogh passage; pat. into
the Maaritius, Cape, and St. Helena; yet
it has not been unasnally long, nor have apy,
on hoard sustained. the least injury, A gra-
civas Providence bas watched over us in
every extremjty, and yesterday morning
broaght us safe intp Crook Haven, Muaster.
The easterly, winda which have jpst set in
compelled Capt. Rogers tq,make this part,
where the.ship may. prabably be detaived 12
or 14 days. To-morrow we proceed for
Cork, thence to Bristol, aud Weymouth,
ljoping.to reach the latter place in about six
days, from whicb I bope to be in London in
less thap a week.

Of the great kindness of Capt, Rogers it
is not possible to say enough. Every thiog
tbat brotherly affection could dictate has
beea ;adopted by him far oor comfort and
‘couvenience ; and his generosity has been
gratified by the most decided improvemert
in our health. - From the first week we bad
been at sea iy strength gradnally increased,
nor have any symptoms of my old disor-
der retarned, except for a few days after
we left the Mauoritius, which was the con-
sequence of my imprudently walking too
muoh in the heat of the snn while we were
on shore. At present I feel as well, if not
better, than when I left England. Mrs. E.
is likewise much better, nor has she suffered
much at sea. On the 29th November she
presented me with another danghter. This
évent took place much soonmer than we ex-
peoted, blit, through mercy, all was well;
and all the dear little ones are now enjoying
perfect health. Thus, through the abound~
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img gooduess of the Almighty, the ohjeot of
the voyage has been accomplished. Oh,
that our gratitade might bear soms propor-
tion to the favours we have received!

the Hon. East India Company. In
the city of York a public meeting
has been held on the subject, in
consequence of a requisition, sign-
ed by upwards of sixty of the most
respectable inhabitants. At this
meeting the Lord Mayor presided,
and a number of resolutions were
passed on the subject, the sub-
stance of which is embodied. in
the following Petition, which is to
be presented by the Members for
the City. Another to the same im-
port, addressed to the Upper House,
will be presented by his Grace the
Archbishop of York,

To the Hononrable the Commons of the
the Upited Kingdom of Great Britain
and Ireland, in Parliament assembled.

The bhumble Petition of the Inhahitants of

the City of York aud its vicinity,

Sheweth,

That your petitioners coutemplate with
extreme regret the practice existiog in Bri-
tish India of burning widows ob the faneral
piles of their busbands, inasmuch as it is
a gross violation of the law of God and the
feelings of humanity, and, in its tendency,
highly demoralizing.

Tbat, from the last official returns now
before the paoblic, it appears that the num-
ber of widows so immolated in the Presi-
dency of Bengal aloue, from the year 1819
to the year 1823 inclusive, amounted to up-
wards of three thousand.

That your petitioners reeur, with much
satisfaction, to the resolution whioh the Ho-
nourable the House of Commons was pleased
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to pass in the year 1797, viz. ¢ That itis
¢¢ the pecaliar and bounden duty of the Bri-
¢ tish Legislature to promote, by all just
‘“ and prudent means, the interest and bap-
‘ piness of the inhabitants of the British
“ dominions in India; and that, for these
¢ ends, sach measures ought to be adopted
‘“ as may gradoally tend to their advance-
““ ment in usefal knowledge, and to their re-
“ ligious and moral improvement.”

That your petitioners, while they grate-
fully acknowledge the steps that bave already
been taken for the moral and religions im-
provement of the immense population of
India, earnestly implore your Houourable
House to adopt such measares, in the spirit
of the above resolation, as it may in its wis-
dom deem most expedient for abrogating a
practice so highly injurious to that character
of huomanity and veneration for the Diviue
law, which we trust will ever distingnish the
governmeut and people of this bappy country.

Aud your petitioners will ever pray, &c.

MR. Daniel Schlatter, who has
been for several years residing
among the Nogay Tartars, with a
view to impart to them the Gospel
of Christ, and of whose zeal and
self-denial we have had occasion
to speak on several former occa-
sions, has arrived in London, for
the purpose of conferring with the
Committee on some Important
points connected with his Mission.
We shall probably have further
particulars to communicate, ere
long, in reference to this estimable
man.

FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE.

P

CALCUTTA.

THoUGH a part of the information
contained in the following letter
from Mr. Yates to his parents has
already appeared, we readily com-
ply with the request for its in-
sertion.

Calcutta, May 15, 1826.

My DEAR PARENTS,

I Hore my delay in writing will not have
led you to conclude either that I am unable
or onwilling to write ; for, I think I told
you hefore, that the death of Mr, Lawson,
and the absence of Mr. Carey, have thrown
8 great deal of additional work on me, so
that till some one comes out from England
to our assistance, I muost necessarily be a
bad correspondent. This argument I must
urge on all my friends, and trust it will be
satisfaotory.

Before giving you the mews which this
country affords, I shall attempt to answer
the questions contained in your letter. I
am at this time so far well, as to be able to
altend to oll the duties of my station; but
the lieat here is now intense, and the weather
very oppressive. The salary which I re-
ceive as Sacretary of the School Book So-
eiety, is devoled in sommon with all we get

from other sources, to the mission, i.e. it
sapports us, and the surplas goes towards
promoting the objects of tbe Baptist Mis-
sionary Society.

In the church bere we are going on hap-
pily and prosperoasly. I bave bad the plea-
sure of baptizing fwelve since Mr. Lawson’s
death, and there are nearly twelve others,
who, I trast, will soon come forward. I
know not any thing that bas given me more
pleasare, since I have been in this land of
darkoess, than I bave received from bap-
tizing three young men, the sons of Mission-
aries, whose fathers are now in glory, toge-
ther with the second son of Captain Kemp,
with whom I sailed from England, and who,
I bope, is now in heaven.

Another son of the same family received
hopeful impressions at the time of his
brother’s baptism.

It is a pleasing thing for me, to he em-
ployed in guiding over the ocean of life, the
children of the dear captaio who conducted
me across the dangerous deep.

‘We are now engaged in building mis-
sionary premises : we have purchased groand
on behalf of the Society in England, for
ahoat £2000, for which we have paid ; the
building will eost upwards of £3000; we
have propused to the Socicty to pay one-
balf, and for them to pay the other, and since
the premises will belony entirely to them, we
fully auticipate that tbey will approve of
our proposal. They will, I thivk, now have
the best Missionary Station in Calcutta, and
Lthis is no small pleasure to us, ns they bhad
"no regular station here when I mrrived. In
ireviewing the past in all jts parts, T foel
perfectly satisfied in liaving comc out to this
country, though I have experienced much
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sickness, aod many disappointments in Mis-
siopary work. Several Natives near Cal-
cutta have lately destroyed tbeir idols, and
pulled down one of their idol temples, and
there is reason to hope have become true
Christians,  Konowledge is mnow rapidly
spreading among the Natives, and we hope
the time is coming, when the Gospel will
spread as rapidly. Itis at present opposed
by most, but it must and will prevail. Dr.
Carey is not dead, as you heard, but is re-
markably well for bis nge. He was very
lively in bis conversation about Missions,
when be breakfasted with us at our last
monthly meeting ; he quoted Psalm cii.14,15.
and argued that the heathen would soon fear
the name of the Lord, because the saints
had begun to take pleasure in the stones of
Zion, and to favour her dust.

P.S. I thik I told you in my last, that
I iotended to go a long journey up the
country ; but I bave been obliged to relin-
quish my design through the death of Mr.
Lawson.

Mr. Sutton, from Cauttack, is now lodging
with us for a few weeks; be is ahout to
marry Mrs. Colman, the American lady, who
has had the superintendauce of our Native
Female Schools.

FoRr the substance of the fol-
lowing account of the Annual
Meeting of the Calcutta Auxiliary
Baptist Missionary Society, we are
indebted to the Friend of India for
August last.

The eighth anniversary of this Society
was held on tbe 8th of Auguast, when Dr.
Carey took the chair, and the Rev. D, Schmid,
Assistant Secretary of the Calcutta Charch
Missionary Society, offered up the intro-
ductory prayer. After the Report bad been
read, the meetimg was addressed by Messrs.
Statham, Wade, Penney, Boardman, and
Yates, and also by the Chairman. ’

From the Report we shall select the
principal passages.— ¢ The death of Mr.
Lawson having deprived the church meet-
ing in this place of a pastor, Mr. Yates was
induced, as a temporary arrangement, to
undertake the duties of the oflice; in per-
forming which, he has heen most kindly
assisted by Messrs. Wade and Boardman,
who bave been for some time residing in
Calcatta, waiting for a favourable oppor-
tunity of joising their mi ry brethren,
whose lives have been so wonderfully pre-
served in Burmah, Mr. Yates being thus
engaged in English labour, the furopecan
strength devoted to missionary exertious
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amongst the Natives in this oity and neigh-
bourhood, has been still farther reduoced
than at the date of tho last Report, aud
additionalhelp from England is most urgently
required. The Committee are happy to add,
tbat the latest sdvices from the Parent
Society lead them to autioipate a speedy
arrival of missionaries from home ; as well
as to hope, that the bealth of their esteemed
friends, Mr, and Mrs. Carey, wiil be in time
safficiently restored to allow them again 10
return to India, They have also to ac.
knowledge the affectionate and zealous ser-
vices of Mr. Carapiet C. Aratoon, whe
during the last six mouths bas in every way
contributed his valuable assistance in the
native department.

‘¢ During the past year, there bave been
admitted into the church three members : —
oue by restoration, a second by dismission
from the cburch at Dinagepore, aud a third
by baptism. Besides these, a fourth was
proposed, bat was shortly after removed by
death. During a few months of bis resi-
dence in Calcatta, during which bis conduct
could he observed, it was very becoming
bis Christian profession, and afforded satis-
factory evidence, that he was prepared for
the change that awaited him.

¢ The person baptized was the oue re-
ferred to in the last Report as a serious
enquirer. The service took place on Lord’s
day morning the 9th ult.; and the candidate,
at his own request, was baptized in the tank
immediately adjoining his dwelling. This
he wished, first, to express in the sight of
bis veighbours his love to Christ, and wil-
lingness to give up all for bim ; and secondly,
to remove the erroneous idea prevalent
among them, that the eating of cows’ flesh
and drinking of spirits were necessary parts
of initiation into the Christian religion. The
morning being rainy, the number of attend-
ants was not so numerous as it would
otherwise have been, —sufficient, it is boped,
bowever, eutirely to remove the false pre-
judioes above referred to,

 In the Report read this time two years,
the number of natives in conueotion with
the charch amounted to ten, since which five
have been admitted by baptism, one by re-
storation to communion, and one by admis-
sion from another church. Amongst these,
however, tle two mentioned in the last
Report remain excluded, making fifteen in
conueoction with the ohurch at the present
time.”

« Doorgapore.— This Station, your Com-
mittee are sorry to state, is still without any
resident European Missionary ; and thn.ugh
it has heen regularly visited, and services
conducted on the Sabbath by Mr, Penney,
Mr, Carapiet, and the Secretary, it hss
suffered mech for want of one, Your Com-
mittee, however, indulge the hope, that on the
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arrivel of the missionaries shortly expected
{roin home, ove of them may be induced to
occupy this interesting field of lgboar; and
with this impression, have resolved on re-
pailding the Bungalow there, formerly oo-
cupied by Mr. _nnd Mrs'. Carey.

« The pleasing services on Monday and
Fridoy evenings, mentioned in the last Re-
port, as having been commenced here at the
reqaest of several Heathen and Massulman
neigbbours, have been regularly oontinued,
during the year. During this period, some
pave declined paying their small subscrip-
tions towards the expense of lighting the
place of worship ; but the majority still
contribute with cheerfulness.

« The frequent services for the Heathen
at Doorgapore and Burahnggur have been
continued tbroughout the year. These have
been attended by from 3040 150 hearers,
and frequently conducted hy Paunchoo, the
Native preacher, alone, At such times, at
these and other places, he has been generally
lieard witl great aitention aud respect.”

Some information islikewise given respect-
ing mostof the stations in India immediately
connected with the Parent Society in Eng-
Jand. Of Catwa, it is said, * from a com-
munjcation received from Mr. W. Carey, a
short time ago, it appears that he had bad
oo additions to the charch for a considerable
time. He remarks, however, thata person,
formerly a Brahmin, had come from Burd-
wan, and expressed his desire for religious
instruction ; and that there are at Cutwa
two or three others who have expressed a
wish to join the cburch, though Mr. Carey
is Dot yet quite satisfied as to their piety.”

Of Monghyr, the Report says, ¢ Yoar
Committee are bappy to find, by recent com-
munications from Mr. Leslie, that the work
of God is still advancing at this station,
None bad fallen away, nor had any been re-
moved by death, with the exception of Mrs.
Leslie, during the year; while Mr. Leslie
had bad the pleasure, during the early part
of last maonth, to admit four persons into
the chureh by baptism. The cburch now
consists of thirty-five members, of whom
twenty belong to the native branch. The
Native aml English congregations are also
well attended, and appearunces in general
are very pleasing. Eight native schools
bave been established i the town and peigh-
bourboud, and are in a prosperous state.
Amongst the schiolars 30 cau read the Serip-
tures well, and many more can resd tracts
&nd‘ easy books, and repeat considerable
portions of Wetts's Catecbism in Hindooee.”

Of Digah Mr, Burton writes: — *The
native church bere consists of four members,

eny that were baptized here are now set-
tled at Monglyr. Two of those remaining
are employed as preachers, and have kept up
the worship of God at three or four places
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regularly ever sinoe Mr. Rowe’s deuth, be-
sides itinerating in many of the surrounding
villages, attending the large fairs in the
neighhoarhood, and distributing tracts, &o.
They now preach at six places every Sah-
bath, twice at Patna, once at a village half-
way between that place and Digah, once at
my house, and twice at Dinapore. Tbey are
generally heard with attention, particularly
at Patna, where they have the largest con-
gregations, We have one man who was
called to the knowledge of the truth aboat
five months since, and who has long request-
ed baptism, and I suppose will soon join us,
as his condact has hitherto been good. On
Sabbath evenings, I preach to about 80 or
100 Europeans, mostly soldiers, at Dina-
pore. There are three Baptists in a corps
of artillery, and six Methodists of H. M.'s
31st Regiment, to whom I administer tha
Lord’s supper.”

¢ At this station and i its neighhourhood,
there are also pine native schools, six of
boys and three of girls, which are princi-
pally soperintended by Mrs. Rowe.”

HOWRAH.

Ordination of Mr. Statham.

ABouUT five years ago, Mr. Statham com-
menced preaching in Howrah, It was not
long hefore a considerable congregation re-
gularly assembled to benefit by Lis labours,
and it was foand pecessary to provide
a Chapel for their accommodation. The
means were furnished by public liberality ;
and Mr. Statham having for some years past
fixed his residence in the midst of bis peo-
ple, and devoted Limaself to the promotion
of their welfare, has met with continued
encouragement in bis work. Of late, seve-
ral members of Baptist Charches Laving
been by Divine Providence bronght toge-
ther in this place, with the hearty approba-
tion of the churches to which they helonged,
they united themselves in church-fellowsbip,
and invited Mr. Statham to take the over-
sight of them as their pastor. This invita-
tiou he nccepted ; and on the 13th of July,
a number of lis brethren in tbe iinistry
assembled to ordain him to his solewmn wark,
accordiog to the practice of Disseuting
Churches. The whole service was deeply
impressive ; and the congregations were full
and attentive. The moruing service com-
menced at 10 A. M. Mr. Bourdmnu, (Ame-
rican Missionary) read select portions of
Scriptare, and prayed.  Mr, Mack intro-
duced the proper business of the day, by
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slating the nature of a gospel church — de-
scribing the character of its members, the
functions of its officers, the objects of its
appointment, and the rale of its conduct.
He then received from Mr, Statham a nar-
ration of those events which had led to the
formation of the church, and the choice of
himself as pastor; and likewise such a
statement respecting his religious experi-
ence and doctrinal sentiments as is usual on
similar occasions. The ordination prayer
was then offered up by Mr. Robinson, of
the Lall-Bazar Chapel: after which Dr.
Carey delivered a solemn charge to Mr.
Statham from 1 Thess. ii. 8. ¢ So being af-
fectionately desirous of you, we were willing
to have imparted unto you, not the Gospel
of God only, but also our own souls, because
ye were dear unto us.” The service was
concluded with prayer by M. Wade, Ame-
rican Missionary.

The Congregation agaiu assembled in the
evening, when Mr. James Hill commenced
the service with the readiog of Scripture
and prayer. Mr. Yates then addressed the
church and congregation most suitably, from
the Apostolic exhortation, * Pray for us.”
Mr. Swan concluded with prayer.

DELHI.
Horrible Sacrifice of Women.

TRE following is ap extract fromn a recent
fetter from Mr. Thompson, which we are
sure will deeply affect our readers.

¢« Some strangers from Nahn, in the hills,
were one morning at the jogee’s whither I
had gone to read the gospels and pray.
They consisted of two Vakeelsfrom the Nahn
Raja, with their attendants. Our booksare
not new to these people; Sookha having
been amonyst them, and read and distri-
buted pretty widely., Some who bad not an
opportanity then, now took tracts. Oune of
the Vukeels had taken tracts in 1818, at
Karnal, and was entrusted with the books
(Punjabee Scriptures) which Capt. Bird had
obtained of me for the Nahn Raja, his mas-
ter. These people lend an attentive ear
whenever T have reading at the jogee’s, or
they attend at my house.

‘“These Vukeels and their attendants
gave me a horrible account of the sacrifice
of eight and twenty human lives under the
fallacious name of Suttee, which took place
not two months ago in the hills. The indi-
vidual who died was Isree Sein, the Raja of
Muodee, a town and Raja-ship in the hills ;
and the persons who were thus cruelly barnt
were not all wives or concubines, but some
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of them slave girls. Ono Ranee, being
pregnant, has escaped the flames for the
present ; another, through good interest,
perhaps, was cmboldened to deolare her
determination not to be burnt, and they have
not dared to immolate her. Some thirty
years ago, aRaja having been slaiv iu battle,
twenty-five women were burnt with his
corpse. Tiwelve years ago, the betrothed
wife of a brahmun, only seven years old, was
cruelly barnt with bis corpse. Many more
instances of murders under the cloak of
suttees, were related by them, as having
taken place in the hills, of which they were
either eye-witnesses or received most cer-
taio information,”

KINGSTON, (Jamalca.)

THE following letter from Mr.
Tinson to the Secretary affords
gratifying proof that the cause of
the Redeemer is still on the in-
crease in this very important por-
tion of the field occupied by the
Society. It is dated the 8th of
January last.

My DEAR SIR,

I helieve I promised in my last to give
you some account of our proceedings after
Christmas, which I thtn anticipated would
be of an interesting kind ; nor have my an-
ticipations been disappointed. The year
1827 has commenced with prospects in re-
ference to our Mission in this quarter, cal-
culated to gladden, not only the hearts of
your Missionaries here, but of all who feel
interested in the Savionr’s cause,

The premises we engaged in the city about
three months since, for a place of worship,
heing nearly ready for use, were opened for
divine service on the 24th ult, Mr. Pbil-
lippo preached in the morning from Psalm
1i. 13. —*< And sinners shall be converted
unto thee”” Mr. Flood in the afternoon
from Jobn iv, 21 —23. The introductory
services were conducted by Mr. Knibb.
The congregation was large, and very atten-
tive. The colleetion was not greut, but,
considering the season of the year, and what
our own people had already done, it was
nearly as much as we could have expected :
it amounted to something more than 301 The
alterations, repairs, and fitting-up of the
chapel only, lias cost above 600Z., more than
3001, of which has been collected by one of
our deacons, whose praise is, deservedly, in
all our ohurches here.  Yesterday we formed
the oharch, elected three new deacons, and
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adiministered, for the first time in our new
place, the ordinance of the Lord’s Supper,
and & most delightful season it was, Help
us to pray that the Lord may now send pro-
sparity. Appearances are very encourag-
ing, but we know who mnst give the increase,
and I trust we have as yet gone ont in his
strength, Hitherto the Lord hath blessed
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prospects in the school and in the cburch
over which I am placed, and now I intend
to fulfil the promise made.

On Thaorsday, the 21st of December, the
first public examination of the children in~
structed in the Lancasterian Institution, was
held, and to me it was one of the most de-

us beyond our expectations, aod we can
only say, with feelings of grateful adoration,
« What bath God wronght ! ”’

On the 25th ult. brethren Philippo, Flood,
Knibb, and myself, left Kingston for Annotta
Bay, aod thoagh, having taken a new route,
we lost our way, and were travelling till al-
most midnight in the most tiresome roads,
the interview with the people abnodantly re-
compensed all the fatigoe of the journey.
It is now two or three years since I was at
tbe Bay before ; byt my opivion of the sta-~
tion is by no means altered. I think it a
most ioteresting oue indeed. The morrow
after we arrived Mr. Flood baptized about
twenty persons. - preacbed in the morn-
ing, and Mr, Pbilippo in the afternoon, and
thougb that part of the day was very wet,
we had a fall house. All that is wanted
there to establish a good station is a pions,
prudent, persevering man. *

Yesterday morning (January 7 ) Mr.Kunibb
baptized at Port-Royal, and never did I
wituess a service of the kind with more plea-
sure. There were two or three and twenty
boats on the water, full of people of all
classes, forming a sort of semicircle about
the administrator, and from two to tbree
handred persons oun the beaob. T'he ser-
vice commenced a little before day-break by
singing and prayer ; aod such was the still-
vess which prevailed, that all coald dis-
tinctly hear Mr. K. addressing the candi-
dates while administering the solemnu rite.

The same mail brought a letter
from Mr. Knibb also, who gives a
very pleasing account of the state
of the school under bis direction.
More extended efforts for the be-
nefit of the rising generation of
Jamaica are, on many accounts,

highly desirable. Mr. K. writes
from

Port Royal, Jan. 7.
My Dear Sig,

I'n my last T promised that at an early
period T woald send you an account of my

lightful scenes that I ever have witnessed.
About balf-past nine in the morning, the
children, to the nnmber of 230, assemhled at
my honse, all dressed exceedingly neat,
and at a qoarter past ten they proceeded,
two and two, to the school-room, where
abouat 300 persons were assembled as spee-
tators, some of whom were of the first re-
spectability.  When the children were
seated, I sbewed to the company the
system of edacation that was parsued, ap-
proaching as near as possible to that of
the Borongh Road, London. When this
was concluded, some of the elder children
reada part of the Word of God, and were
questioned thereon; and also some of the
yoanger, who conld read the Testament.
The children then produced their specimens
of writing, ciphbering, and needlework : se-
veral of the ladies and gentlemen expressed
their astonisbment, and said that vndoabt-
edly it was the first school in the istand.
These specimens I intend to send you the
earliest opportanity.

The prizes, consisting of medals, bibles,
testaments, bymo books, &c. were then dis-
tribated to the boys by Dr. B. and to the
girls by alady. Abont 60 were rewarded;
many more deserved rewards, bat I had
them not, as a box I expected from Bristol
bad oot arrived.

Each of the children partook of a feast,
consisting of cakes, biscuits, raisins, oranges,
&c. after which one of the Wesleyan Mis-
sionaries, the Rev. Mr. Barry, gave out the
hymn, ¢ Jesus, that condescending King,”
which the children sung, and prayer being
offered, the meeting was concladed.

I am sure, my dear friend, that it would
rejoice yoor heart could you see the chil-
dren, and bear them read and sing. I often
wish that more schools of this description
were established in tbe island, as T know
the good woald be incalcnlable, 1f friends
in Englaud would strive to forward the in-
stractioh of the youth here ,they would con-
fer a lasting blessing on the poor. I bave
beard that there is a society for the aiding
of the instruction of females: if you think
that they would aid the work, I wish that
you would communicate with them respect-
ing this school, as for 17s. 6d. sterliog a
year they migbt educate a girl, including
every expense. If you think this worth no-
tice, I shoold feel a pleasure in sending
accounts of any cbildren that might be so in-
structed.
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The following is an soconut of the stateof
the sohool from January to December 1826:

Received during the year.,113 94 207
Dismissed to trades, &e. ,. 32 33 65
81 61 142
At present on the books. .. 178 104 274

The total received since the commence-
ment of the institution is 407. I think that
this is correct; but the Report, written by
a slave, will show when it arrives.

Ido not know that you are aware that
many of the children who were educated in
the school are now bers of the church ;
several are also probationers, and I hope
truly pious. This is au encouragement, and
one too of the highest kind.

A day or two after Mr. Coultart sailed,
one of the children, who had left the school,
and was a Sabbath schaol teacher, died snd-
denly. He had very lately taken a ticket as
a follower, and I hope that God had visited
him with his mercy. His name was John
Marshall, and he was one of the best boys
that ever I had. Most of the ohildren fol-
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lowed him to the grave. He was omiried
into the school-room, and an address de-
livered to the children. Many of them wept
exceedingly, I do not know that I ever
saw such a number of persons at a funeral
before, His death was improved on the
next Sabbath ; and may we not hope that
some good may be effeoted by this afflictive
dispensation of Providence ?

At Port Royal we have, I think, reasonto
bless God as a charch, for his abundant
goodness to us. During the last six months,
34 bave been added to us, I trust of such as
shall be everlastingly saved. I have been
as cautious as possible, and if they are de-
ceived they have deceived themselves.

1 bope that the set time to favour Zion is
come, and that our blessed Jesus will take
to himself his great power and reign. More
labourers are needed. Oh ! that God would
put it inthe heart of many holy devoted men
to come to this needy spot. The missionary
has his difficulties, bat he has his joys too,
which cheer the mind, and animate his zeal
in the sérvice of bis Lord, Oh, it is a glo-
rious work, aud it must advance till all pa.
tions shall feel and taste his love!

NOTICE.
Fen Court, March 23, 1827,

SEVERAL years ago * it was officially announced, that, as the
Missionaries at Serampore had been enabled so far to exceed the ex-
pectations of their first supporters, as largely to promote the propaga-
tion of the Gospel, by funds which they had themselves originated, a
material change had resulted in their relation to the Society from
which they sprang; in consequence of which, the brethren at that sta-
tion acted independently in the management of all their concerns.

Subsequent experience has shewn that the continued operation of the
cause alluded to in the preceding statement, has occasioned consider-
able embarrassment in the practical arrangements of the Society and
their brethren at Serampore. The means of obviating this difficulty
have been fully and seriously considered, in a special meeting of the
Committee assembled to confer with Dr. Marshman on the subject,
which has terminated in the full conviction that, under present circum-
stances, it is most expedient that henceforward the Society at home
and the Missionaries at Serampore should be publicly understood to
constitute two distinct and independent Missionary bodies.

Under these circumstances, they wish their mutual friends to under-
stand that they feel united, of course, respecting the general advance-
ment of the Redeemer’s Kingdom, and only desire that their respec-
tive efforts may be so conducted as that the blessing of God may rest
upon them,

In the first of our series of Quarterly
apers we gave you a representation of
a Suttee; that is, of a Hindoo widow

burning Lerself alive on the funeral pile
with the dead body of her husband.
More than five years have past away
since (hat paper “was published ; and it
18 affecting to think how many wretched
emales during that time have heen sacri-
ficed to this infernal rite. At leugth,

however, the subject is beginning to
attract the notice of the benevolent and
the humane in this country, so as to pro-
duce an eflort for its abolition. It is
expected, that, very shortly, attention
will be called to it, both in the British
Parliament, and in the Court of Directors
of the East India Company. We are
persuaded that many of our readers will
rejoice to hear this, and be glad to unite
their efforts, by petitioning and other-
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wise, with those which are intended to
wipe off thig foul blot from the British
naine.

But burning is not the only mode by
which these poor infatuated women put
an end to their existence. The print
now before you represents another, which
may be best described in the words of
our late friend and missionary brother
Mr. Ward :

“ Widows are buried alive. Here the
female takes the dead body upon her
kuees, as she sits in the centre of a deep
grave, aud her children and relations,
who have prepaved the grave, throw in
the earth around her. Two of these
descend into the grave, and trample the
earth with their feet around the body of
the widow. She sits an unremonstrating
spectator of the process, the earth rises
higher and bigher around her, at length
it reaches the head, when the remaining
earth is thrown with haste upon ber, and
these children ‘and relatives mount the

grave, and trample upon the head of the
expiring victim !!”

But it is not widows alone who are
subject to this most dreadful kind of
Geath. Tle following incident fell under
the notice of another of our dear deceased
Missionary brethren—the zealous and in-
defatigable John Chamberlain—and was
related to the writer by a lady whoe had
the account from his own lips. .

A native Princess in tEe North of
India bad among her attendants a young
lady, of great personal attractions, who
was accused to lier mistress of baving
been guilty of some improprieties in her
conduct. Intothe truth of these charges,
it dees not appear that any inquiry was
made: but a day or two after, as her
highness was taking the air with her reti-
nne, this young female iucluded, she gave
directions that a pit shionld be dug, of a
certain_ depth and dimensions. When
ber order bad been complied with, she
turned round to her atlendant, and coolly
commanded her to go down into the pit.
The poor creature, trembling and af
frighted, fell at lier feet, and most pite-
ously implored for mercy: but all in
vain. Into this premature grave she was
compelled to descend, her head as she
stood in it being bearly level with the
surface of the surrounding earth. The
Princess then ordered an' earthen pan,
of the manufacture of the country, shaped
nearly like a bee bive, to be brought,
which was placed on the lLead of the
poor victim, the edges resting upon Ler
sioulders. Immediately the Toose carth

was thrown in on all sides, and in a few
winutes all was smooth and level as be-
fore! To com{:lete_t}le dismal tragedy,
and as if to shew how completely, even
from a female heart, all emotions of hu-
wanity wmay be banished, the princess
sent fur her chair of state, caused it to
be placed on the very spot where the
object of her resentinent was writhing in
the agonies of suffocation, and sitting
down with the utmost composure, smoked
her hookah! - s

Such then is a faint picture of the state
of society where idolatry prevails: and
shall we be languid and remiss in our at-
tempts to pour the light of truth on these
bemghted regions, and to send among
them that glorious gespel which breathes
every where peace on earth, goodwill
towards men? Who can wonder that the
amiablé Missionary whom we first nien-
tioned should exclaim, after’ narratiog
scenes like these:—

“ QO ye British mothers—ye British
widows, to whom shall these desolate
Jbeings look?

We know perfectly well, Christian
females, what answer you would give
to such an appeal as this. We know.
the feeling of horror, indignation
and pity, that will be excited in @

entle -bosom by the recitals we have
had the pain of giving. But do not let-
this be the only effect. Feeling is worth
nothing, unless it issue in corresponding .’
effects. Surely the knowledge that such
atrocities are constantly going on among
our fellow subjects in tge cast, constitutes,
a solemn obligation to exert vuiselves to:
the utmost to prevent and remove them.
Zealous, persevering, effort, then, is ne-
cessary ; and will our female readers
permit us to say, that in the present exi-
-encies of the mission, its conductors
%ook with earnest hope for tieir assis:
tance ! Let none who have been engnge
think of looking back—let thase who
have done a little consider whether they
might not do more—and such as have
hitherto witbheld their aid, seriously usk
themselves whether such omissions w1
uppenr{usﬁﬁab]e in_he day when all of
us—male and female—must give an ¢
count of ourselves uato God!
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DurwosN three aad four years ago,

the Commitiee of the Bociety were’

informed hy their highly esteemed friend
the Rev. W. H. Angas, then on the Con-
tinent, of an interesting young man of
the name of Daniel Schlatter, a native
of Switzerland, who had gone alone and
unaided, a8 a Missionary among the
Nogay Tartars, in the South Eastern

art of the immense Russian Empire.
Such was the zeal and determiration of
gpirit with which he devoted himself to this
arduous work, that, by way of preparation
for enduring the hardships and sustaining
the privations attending it, he had, for
years previous to leaving Switzerland,
never slept in a bed, or drank any thing
stronger than water. To appear among
the Tartars, who are bigotted Maho-
medans, under the professed character of
a Christian teacher, would be (for the
present at least) utterli hopeless. Aware
of this fact, therefore he engaged himself
us a groom and house servant to a Tartar
chief, in order to gain an acquaintance
with their language, and become habi-
tuated to their manners. How repugnant
these are to the feelings of inore civilized
nations may be gathered from the fact
that the ordinary food of which Mr.
Schlater has had to partake during his
residence among them is the flesh of dead
nud diseased horses! With what cheer-
fulness these and similar inconveniences
have been sustained by this worthy man
may be seen in various extracts from his
correspondence inserted in our Heralds
for Dec. 1824, aud Sept. 1825.

At the invitation, and by the assistance
of.the Committee, Mr. Schlatter has latel
visited London, bringing with him high
testimonials from several valuable friends
on the Continent. It was anticipated,
that a personal interview would lead te
the formation of a regular connexion
beiween him and the Society, but this,
present circumstances do not appear to
admit, The Comittee bave, however,
beeu fully impressed with a sense of the
truth and amiablcness of Mr. Schlatter's
character, to the excelleuce of the motives
by which he is actuated: and consider
1t highly probable that the method he has
taken of introducing the gospel among
the Tartars, is most appropriate fo the
Labits and modes of Fife of that sin-
gular people. A proof of the high
estimation in which he is held among
them, will be found in the following letter
addressed to him, by his Nogayan wmas-
terv. Tt is without date, the Tartars
l‘ﬂV}Hg, as yet, no accurate mode of com-
Puting tiwe.

Dear Daniel,

1 have received thy letter
written in our dialect. O what pleasure
I enjoyed as our Topal Mulla (lame
Priest) read it to me. I thank God that
he has led thee over the Black Sea into
our capital Istambol (Constantinople),
and 1 pray him, that he may bring thee
back in safety. We all were filled with
joy at thy letter. T, my wife, and my
children, had nothing in our mouths but
Daniel. The children particularly cried
alwayy, Daniel akam (Daniel our friend),
will he come again? and especially my
little Cutlakan, whe now calls on every
stranger that may happen to come to us,
Daniel kelde (Daniel is come). We all
are in good health ; the Lord be blessed!
We think now more of thee, than at the
time when thou wast with us. Our last
interview at the Mesarlick (burying

lace), where thom tookest leave of my
rate child, Daulaskan, will never be for-
gotten. Yea, T cannot think of that
scene without shedding tears. I see
thou art a man sympathizing, not onl
with the living, but also with the dead.
All our Nogayans told me, God has
sent to us this man as it were from hea-
ven ; they also speak much of thee, and
remember this, and the other, of thy dis-
courses. Thon art not forgotten, and ¥
shall remember thee in eternity, O,

Daniel, my brother, my son; Why do I

thus cleave to thee? What is this ? T do
not understand it. God knows all things.’
He, too, knows what my heart feels. As
a Mussulman, [ have been tanght from my
very youth to esteem the Christian as
little as possible, as if there could be na
good thing whatever in or about him;
yet, notwithstanding this, [ feel myself
connected with thee a Christian. T see
there is no such distinction with God as
there is amoug men. I have been fa-
voured with a little child, my wife having
brought forth a girl ten days before the
Kurban Bairam (Feast of Offerings). The
priest (Mulla), guve her out of the book
(Koran), the name Nasepgan (happiness).
Mother and child both are strong, and
in good health. My domestic affairs
have undergone a very great change. At
the aunual market of Tackman (a Rus-
sian village) I have sold the greatest
part of wy cattle. [ kept back merely
two cows and two oxen. Thy care lor
getting a plough and some seed from the
German Colonies, (which are in the
neighbourhood), has proved to us in every
respect a great blessing. I have reaped
240 mirke (a bushel) of wheat, 170mivke
of barley, 500 mirke of willet, of which
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{ have given to the labourers 165 mirke
instead of wages. 1 have gotten 480
kopitzes (beaps, four of which ll a
waggon,) of hay, of which f have sold
290 kopitzes. Now, the Lord be praised,
we have much bread. We want onl
one thing, our Daniel, who faithfully too
care of every thing in the house, so that
nothing was lost or spoiled. Yes, yes,
we have a strong, a great desire after
thee. Mention my thousand salutations
to thy mother ; though I do not know
Ler, still I reckon her my mother. 1T en-
treat her, therefore, to pray for usin this
world, as mothers are accustowed to
Eray for their children. I would not

esitate to go 500 or 1000 versts (a verst
is about three-quarters of an English
mile), for the expectation of seeing her,
because I feel persuaded that she must
be a good mother.*

To day when I told my wife that I
would make a short journey to a German
inn-keeper, in order to cause him to write
a letter to Daniel, she gavé me her band,
saying, “ Here is my hand, let it be as if
I myself had written the letter.” Ab-
dolla and Caslukan—their hands are
also with me. Think, therefore, that

® Indeed she is a good mother ; would to God that all Christi h

these German words are my words and
the words of my family, written in Nogai
tilli (Nogay dialect.) 1 sit at the side of
the inn-keeper, and he writes every word
according to my sense, and interprets
every thing as I wish it. And now, m
brotﬂer and son, my Ged, the only God,
send his melack (angel), ns the companion
of thy journey, anf then thou wilt come
again without danger except thou
shouldest die by the way. Certainly we
will make no impediment to thy joining
us again in this world, and we believe
thatﬁere 18 no misunderstanding between
thee and us, so that if any one of us
should die, nothing could be able to dis-
turh our eternal joy in the union with
Qe in Paradise.

Now I salute thee a thousand times in
thy country, and in the house of thy mo-
ther. We never shall forget thee, and
we hear from thy letter, that thou wilt
never forget us. Let this be Amen! My
hand goes with this letter ; my own name
with which I underline it, is the sign of
my salutation. The Lord be with thee,
and his peace rest upon thee.

BAPTIST MISSION.

FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE.

CALCUTTA.
INTELLIGENCE has been received
of the safe arrival of our Mission-
ary brethren, Messrs. Thomas and
Pearce, at this city, on the 22d
October last, but no communica-
tions have as yet reached us from
our friends themselves.

Some letters have lately been
ublished, addressed to an intimate
riend in this country, by the late
lamented Bishop of Calcutta. In
one of them he expresses his views
of idolatry as existing among the
Hindoos —of the moral state of
the Mussulmans, the second great
class into which the inhabitants of
India are divided—and of the efforts
made to introduce among them
both the knowledge and belief of
the gospel, in a manner so just and
so lucid, that we are persuaded it
will gratify our readers to peruse
the extract for themselves.

‘It is necessary to see idolatry, to be
fally sensible of its mischievoas effects on
the human mind. But of all idolatries which
I have ever read or heard of, the religion of
the Hindoos, in which I have taken some
pains to inform myself, really appears to me
the worst, both in the degrading notions
which it gives of the Deity; in the endless
roand of its barthensome ceremonies, which
occopy the time and distract the thoaghts,
withoat either instructing or interesting its
votaries ; in the filthy acts of uncleanness
and craelty not only permitted bat enjoined,
and inseparably interwoven with those cere-
monies ; in the system of castes, a system
which tends, more than any thing else the
devil has invented, to destroy the feelings of
general benevolence, and to make nine-
tenths of mankind the hopeless slaves of the
remainder; aud in the total absence of any
popular system of morals, or any single les-
son, which the people at large ever hear, to
live virtuously and do good to each other.
I do not say, indeed, that tbere are pot
some scattered lessons of this kind to be
found ia their anoient books ; but those
books are neither accessible to the people at
large, nor are these last permitted to read
them ; and, in general, all the sius which a
Sadra is taught to fear, are, killing a cow,
offending & Brabmin, or neglecting one of
the nany frivolous rites by which their
pdeities are supposed to he conciliated. Ac~
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cordingly, though the eral sobriety of
the Hindoos (a virtne which they possess in
common with most inhabitants of warm cli-
mates) affords a very great facility to the
muintenance of public order and decorum, I
really never have met with a race of men
whose standard of morality is so low, who
feel so little apparent shame in being de-
tected in a falsebood, or so little interest in
the sufferings of a neighbonr not being of
their own caste or family ; whose ordinary
and familiar conversation is so licentious ;
or, in the wilder and more lawless distriots,
who shed blood with so little repugnance.
The good qualities which there are among
them (and, tbank God! there is a great deal
of good among them still) are, in no instance
that T am aware of, connected with, or aris-
ing ont of, their religion, since it is in po
instance to good deeds or virtnous habits of
life that the fature rewards in which they
believe are promised. Their bravery, their
fidelity to their employers, their temperance,
and (wherever these are found) their ho-
manity and gentleness of disposition, appear
to arise exclusively from a natural bappy
temperament ; from an honourable pride in
their own renown, and the remown of their
ancestors ; and from the goodness of God,
who seems unwilling that his image should
be entirely defaced even in the midst of the
grossest error. The Mussulmans bave a far
better creed ; and though they seldom either
like the English, or are liked by them, I am
inclined to think, are, on the whole, a better
people. Yet, even with them, the forms of
their worship bave a nataral tendency to
make men hypocrites ; and the overweening
contempt with which they are inspired for
all the world beside, the degradation of
their women by the system of polygamy,
and the detestable crimes, which, owing to
this degradation, are almost universal, are
sach as, even if I bad no ulterior hope,
would make me anxious to attract them to a
better or more barmless system. In this
work, thank God, in those parts of India
which I have visited, a beginning has been
wade, and a degree of success obtained, at
leest commensurate to tbe few years doring
which our missionaries have labouared; and
it is still going on, in the best and safest way,
as the work of private persons alone, and al-
though not forbidden, in no degree encouraged
by government.’’

BEERBHOOM.

A LETTER from our Missionary
friend Mr. Williamson has latel
come to hand, dated Sewry, 6t
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of June, 1826, which glVes 8 brief
account of the state of the church
under his care.

“ I am unocertain whether in my former
letter I gave you any particular ncoount of
our Beerbhoom church ; it consists of 18
male and 19 feranle members : of this num-
ber 3 males and 2 femnles only have heen
eduoated in Christian habits ; all the othery
are converts from heathenism. Besides the
5 descendants of Christians just mentioned
as belonging to the church, we have among
us 29 male and 15 female unbaptized chil-
dren. With the exception of 2 or 3, who
are students at the Serampore College, near-
ly all of them are residing at Sewry, receiv-
ing both common and religions instruction
under my immediate eye. Qur boys’ school
is designed as a nursery for the Serampore
College, whither it is intended to send as
many hopefal youths as we oan, for it is not
an easy matter eitber to prevail on the boys
themselves to go, or their parents to send
them to any distance, One reason for this
is, that the puarents are not anxious about
baviog their children well educated; and,
another, that they consider Serampore as an
unbealthy situation, wbich last ohjection
is the only one they usually make, being
ashamed to adduce the other. With only
one exception, none of our female members
are able to read. Tbose of them who are
residiog bere, for the last few months, have
beea reading to Mrs. W., under whase tui-
tion, I am happy to say, they have already
made counsiderable progress. Those living
at 2 distance are reading to their bashands,
It has been my endeavour to get as mauy of
them as possible to reside bere, that they
may be contiunally nnder my eye, and that
they may receive daily instrnction. With
the exception of 4 itinerants, 2 of whom are
stationed at Dubragpoor, a very considera-
ble village, about 6 coss distant; and 2 at
Bbooru, another village, less considerable,
about 12 coss distant, almost all of them
are now residing here. For several reasons
I bave been thinking it would he a good
plan to have our native preachers here, also,
in rotation, for a longer or shorter period,
a3 might seem necessary. By this metbod
they and their wives would not only have an
opportunity of gaining a more perfect 20+
quaintance with the gospel, but wonld also,
in some measure, I conceive, be prevented
from contracting those habits of indolence,
which seem, at least in some degree, t0
result from long residence in one place,
and would also serve to prevent their con-
necting themselves with occupations foreig®
to the great work in which they are engaged-
This plan, if adopted, would also, in mY
opinion, be attended with another advantage.
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Novelly betng universally pleasing, they
might be listened to with greater attention,
and they themsclves preach with greater
hope of success, and therefore animation.
It is rather disoouraging work to preach
long in one place without any apparent sac-
cess, but when the scene is shifted occa-
sionally, it is at the same time somewhat
enliveoed. Add to all this, that it wouald
evable me to gain a more intimate aoqunaint-
anoe with them than could possibly be ob-
tained by occasional visits only.”

COLOMBO.

A LETTER has been received from
Mr. Chater, dated November 8,
from which we give the following
extract.

« In my last I bad the pleasure to com-
manicate some pleasing accounts concerning
Hanwell : since then brother Siers has bap-
tized four more ; two sisters of Dionysius,
a femsle servant in the family of Carolis,
aud his own servant boy. I never witnessed
a more striking change than appeara in the
latter, Not long ago his aversion to religion
was sufficiently manifest; now it is all bis
study, and all his delight; and the assar-
ance of hope he enjoys is to me astonishing.
O that he may, as he has received Christ,
8o he enabled to walk in him ! This, how-
ever, is, no doubt, one of tbose cases in
in which, though we ought to rejoice, it is
proper to rejoice with trembling. In con-
nexion with this pleasing information, I am
sorry to say, I bave to send you some of a
very different description. The congrega-
tions at Hanwell, by some means (what they
are I find it difficult to ascertain), bave, for
a long time, been disposed to neglect bro-
ther Siers’ preaching and instractions, so
that T have thought right to remove bim to
Colombo, where there is a full portion of
la!mur for both him and myself. One thing
thing that seems mueb in brother Siers’ fa-
vour is, that none of the members are among
those who feel so unfriendly towards him.
How it might be were I to reside among
them for a long time, I cannot say, but at
Present their feelings towards me seem to
be universally the opposite to what tbey are
towards Mr, Siers. Carolis has long since
been received again into the cburcb, and,
on my last visit to Hanwell, T saw it proper
to appoint him again as a native assistant to
the Mission, Witk bis assistance, and by
fmy visiting it as often as possible, I bope
that station will not suffer mach loss, aud
this, I trust, will be much benefited by the
obange. Y should be happy to go eud oc-
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cupy the Haawell station myself, but my
fabours in Colombo, and especially the share
I have to take in the new version of the Bi-
ble into Singhalese, render that impractica-
ble. All that I have written, however, to
indace you to send me a colleagne should
have double weight in consequence of the
present state of Hanwell. We bave had no
additions by baptism this year in Colombo,
nor is there at present any prospect of any.
Samuel, one of the members that was ex-
cluded, was received into the church again
this month. At the commencement ot the
year, now near at hand, I bope to have to
send you more pleasing acconats of the na-
tive schools than I have hitberto bad to com-
municate,”

JAVA.

AT Samarang our worthy brother
Bruckuer, amidst much confusion,
arising from the unsettled state of
the island, has been prosecuting
his work with his usual diligence.
The following account from his
pen is dated Samarang, 13th of
May last, and addressed to the
Secretary.

« T bave been favoared with yoars of the
19th of July last. From the place at which
this is dated, you see that I am still at
Samarang, on accoant of the insarrection of
the southern parts of the country being far
from being quelled ; yea, it is just as great
and dangerons at this very mnoment as it was
six montbs ago, after thousands of men have
fallen sacrifices to it; and wbat the event
may be tke Lord alone knoweth. You will
easily conceive, that this is a severe panish-
ment ou that all-prevailing pride and pro-
fanity. May it become a saving chastise-
ment for oar good, and not end in oar entire
extirpation from this country! In the mean
time, wbhile others bave been warring with
tbe arm of flesh, I have endeavoured to
fight the battles of oar Almighty Saviour
acoording to my feeble strength. It is true,
pow and then I bave met with a few natives
who seemed to have open ears for the truth,
and would just speak in favour of it, and
praise it; but, oo account of their love ef
ease, or rather laziness of mind, the good
seed has been stifled in them. I bave seve-
ral times tried to get a stated congregation,
at least of a few, but this seems to be an
objeot not as yet to be obtuined, I met
lately a beadinau of a small village, who re-
marked, while I was speaking of Jesus to
some before their prayer-houss, « Yes, it is
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trne, Jesus is the trne Son of God, in whom
we all onght to trust.” T urged this confes-
sion back on him, by saying, if he knew
this e ought to throw ofl" all refuges of lies,
and cven all who were present. They an-
swered, ** It is our custom tu adhere to our
religion.” I answered, ** There is no cus-
tom with God ; his command alone is our
rule; and he commands every one who hears
the gospel to believe in bis Sun Jesus,” &o.
They seemed to feel something of this rea-
soning, as they agreed that I :bonld come
every Sunday to their village, and that they
would be instrncted. I went the next San-
day again at the appointed bour, in the ex-
pectation that they would meet together, but
there was no thooght of this in their mind, X
then went round into a few houses, where I
found people, arnd intruded myself upon them.
Lately I went with an Arab Bible among the
Arabs, of whom are a good nnmber here.
I saw five of them together, and approached
them, showing them the book. ¢ O,” said
one, “ I have such a book ; but much has
been altered in it by the learned.” I endea-
voured to coutradict this as sofily as possi-
ble; and soon came to speak on the matter
of Jesus being the Son of God; because
Jesus says so himself, and proves this by
his miracolous power, &c. But the man
eried out so violently against me, that he
would not listen to farther reasoning. I
went then to another compauy, who seemed
to be glad of such & book, which opened
a way to distribute a few Malay tracts foo.
I have not kept a regalar journal since I
bhave been bere, bat my proceedings are
mostly the same us usual, except that I go
generally twice every Lord’s day out among
the natives also, hesides some afternoon in
the week. I cannot come in contact with
the natives; I must always be in search
after them, because they will not seek for
me, althongh they many times promise to
do so. 1In the house I am engeged in trans-
lating the Scriptures, and I bhave of late
finished thke Bouk of Genesis. I do this
becanse I think I cannot be better employed
thao to transcribe tbe oracles of truth sgainst
a prevailing system of lies. It is true there
is no prospect just now of getting them
printed and circulated, but I hope the time
will come when there will be.

JAMAICA.

We learn, by recent arrivals from
Jamaica, that a Consolidated Slave
Law passed the House of Assem-
bly on the 22d of December last,
in which several clauses are in-
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serted having a very injurious bean
ing on the Missionary cause in thag
istand. It is provided, for instance,
that “¢ slaves, found guilty of
preaching and teaching as anabap.
tists, or olherwise, without a per-
mission from their owner and the
quarter Sessions for the parish,
shall be punished by whipping, or
imprisenment in the workhouse to
hard labour;”—that no sectarian
minister, or other teacher of reli-
gion, is to keep open his place of
meeting between sun-set and sun-
rise; and that ¢ religious teachers
taking money from slaves are to pa
a penalty of twenty pounds for eacz
offence, and, in default of pay-
ment, to be committed to the com
mon jail for a month.”

Our readers know with what
honourable liberality the negroes
have seconded the efforts made by
this, and other Societies, for im-
parting to them the gospel, and
will immediately perceive what a
fatal eflect on such exertions will
be produced by the last quoted re-
gulation in particular. The law
was to go into operation on the Lst
of May next, and will take effect
till notification reaches the island
that his Majesty in Council has
been pleased to disallow it. Ap-
plication has been made to Go-
vernment on the subject, and we
earnestly hope that the same libe-
ral attention will be paid to our
representations, as has been shewn
on former occasions. Our trust
is that He, by whom kings reign,
and princes decree justice, will
graciously interpose to defend his
cause iu this important island from
the danger which threatens it.

KINGSTON.

OUR readers are aware, that Mr.
Flood, in connection with Mes§rs-
Tinson and Knibb, is exerting him-
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self to supply, as far as possible,
the place of Mr. Coultart during
his stay in this country. The fol-
lowing letter from Mr. T. to the Se-
eretary, dated February 12, con-
tains some pleasing intelligence.

¢« My last of the 17th Novemher apprised
you of my removal (pro tempore) from Mount
Charles to this city. I now propose to give
you some acconnt of my proceedings from
that date to the present.

My first intention was (in connexion with
my engagements here,) to have preached
every alternate Sabbath at Moant Charles,
suspending my labours at Annatto Bay, till
either Mr. Coultart should retarn, or some
more labourers should be sent out, as hinpes
were entertained that that would soon be
the case.

Finding however, that ‘the people at the
latter place were exceedingly desirous of
baving at least some share of my attention
directed to them, I was induced to alter my
mind, and determined to divide so much of,
my labours, as my engagements in Kingston
allowed me to devote to the country, between
tbe two stations. Accordingly, in the course
of four Sabbaths, I have spent two at King-
ston, one at Mount Charles, and ope at An-
natto Bay. These engagements, with the
travelling necessary to fulfil them, (one of
tle stations being near twenty, and the other
fall thirty miles from Kingston,) together
with lectares, church meetings, &e. ou the
week evenings, you will easily conceive, far-
nish abundont employment both for my time
and strength,

My bealth has suffered some partial inter-
ruptions, but I have great reason for thank-
falness, that hitherto I have not at any time
been 8o ill as to be laid aside from my work.
1 baptized seventy persons here on Christ-
mas day, and on Wednesday of the same
week we bad a most delightfully interesting
day at Anvatto Bay. At day-break, I bap-
tized twenty-three persons in & river ebouta
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mile from the placa of warablp ; at half-past
ten A, M. we met in the chapel ; Mr. Knibh
commenced the service by reading the Scrip-
tores and prayer, and Mr. Tinson preached ;
in the afternoon Mr, Philippo preachad, and
I administered the Ordinance of the Supper,
and received the newly baptized persons iuto
oommunion with the church.

The congregations were large and atten-
tive, and though on aocount of the ansettled
slate of the weather, and the badness of the
roads, the journey was attended with consi-
derable fatigue and difficulty, yet tbe Bre-
thren who had kindly accompanied me, and
taken partia the Services as described ahove,
declared they were more than compensated
for their trouble by the affection and grati-
tade of the poor people for whose benefit
they had laboured.

MONTEGO BAY.

INTELLIGENCE has been received of the safe
arrival of Mr. and Mrs, Barchell at Montego
Bay, after a fair, but rather tedious passage
of forty-fonr days from Plymouth. The
early part of the voyage Mrs. B. was affected
with such violent sickuess, that fears were
entertained for her life ; bat afterwards she
grew better, thongh on landing, she was still
in a state of mach weakness.

Mr. and Mrs. Barchel werereceived with
much kindoess by Mr. Mann and the friends
at the Bay, and rejoiced to hear that the
charches there and at Crooked Spring were
in peace, and enjoying much prosperity. It
was intended to apply immediately for a
license for the neighbouring town and parish
of Falmouth, where not less than 1,000 per-
sous were waiting to receive instruction from
tbeir lips; but the mew regulations, men-
tioned in a preceding article, had excited
much alarm, and our Missionary brethren
wait in anxieus suspense, to see what the
result of measares taken at home will he.
¢ Our help standeth in the name of the Lord,
who made heaven and earth,”

HOME PROCEEDINGS.

LEWES.

On Wednesday evening, March
21, a public meeting in aid of the
Society was held at the Baptist
Chapel, in Lewes, Thomas Dicker,

Esq. in the Chair.
The meoting was addressed by the Rev.

Messrs. Gonlty, Carter, Drury, Haydon,
Packer, Davies and Denham ; as also by the
Rev. Eustace Carey, from Calentta. It is
hoped that the impression made by this ser-
vice, and especially by the information given
by our valaable Missionary, Mr. Carey, will
not soon be lost, but that the fruit may be
seen after many days.
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WILTS aNDp EAST SOMERSET.

The second Annnal Meeting of
the Auxiliary Society for Wilts and
East Somersetwas held on Tuesday
evening, April 3, at the Baptist
Meeting House in Badcox-lane,
Frome ; it having been found ne-
cessary to assemble in that spa-
cious place of worship, in conse-
quence of the numbers wishing to
attend being far greater than the
other chapel, occupied by the Rev,
Mr. Murch and lus congregation,
could contain.

Our much-respected friend, John Shep-
pard, Esq. kindly presided ; and a statement
of the receipts of the Auxiliary, which far
excecded those of the preceding year, was
given by the Rev. W. H. Murch, one of the
Secretaries of the Auxiliary.

The usual Resolutions were proposed and
supported by the Rev. J. S. Bunce of De-
vizes, and Rev. James Coultart, from King-
ston; Rev. W. Waltoa, of Trowbridge, and
the Secretary of the Parent Society; Rev.
Eastace Carey, from Calcutta ; and Rev. C.
Evaos, from Padang ; Rev. Tidman, of
Frome ; and Rev. P.J. Saffery of Salisbury;
Rev. James Viney of Beckington and Rev.
T. Gough, of Westbury. Prayer was offered
at the commencement by Rev. Davies,
of Bath, and at the conclusion by the Rew.
Mr. Byron, of the Wesleyan conoection.

Several congregations, mnot previously
united, have contribated towards the funds
of the Aunxiliary doring the last year; and
though, ia some of the manafacturing towns
in the district, there is a considerable de-
pression arising from the present state of
trade, there is every reasoito expect that
the cause of Missions will continue to re-
ceive cordial and efficient support from our
noamerous friends ip this quarter.

CHURCH MISSIONARY SO-
CIETY.

The following account of the
manner in which several thousand
Hindoos have been induced openly
to renounce idolatry at one of the
stations maintained by this Society
in the South of India, is very en-
couraging. Such instances should
animate our hopes, and inspire us
with the humble confidence that in

‘their heathen neighbours.
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due season all who are engaging,
in a proper spirit, in the service of
God among the heathen, skall reap
if they faint not.

At and near Palamoottah, in the District
of Tinnevelly, the Rev. C. Rhienius and the
Rev. Bernhard Schmid have laboured for
some years : the blessing of God had rested
on tbeir endeavours to train up Heathen
Youths in the knowledge of Christ : manyof
these have given good evidence of true con-
version to God ; and some of them are now
acting as Christian Teachers of their coun-
trymen, among whom a great work of God is
now begun. From Mr. Rhenius’s comma.
nicatinns we collect the following account of
the commencement and progress of this work
of grace:-—

“In August, 1823, eight persons were
baptized io a village, 20 miles south-east of
us: they had for several years heen im-
pressed with the trath of the Gospel, had
forsaken idolatry, been instructed in Christi-.
anity, and had suffered mavy cruelties from
Io October of
the same year, people came from another
village in that quarter, begging to he in-
structed in Christianity, as they found mo
satisfaction in heathenisin: a few days after,
I went to see them, and instructed them in
the nature of Christianity: this is nowa
Christian village, wbich we have called
Arooloor, or “ Village of Grace.” In De-
cember, one of our native assistants weat to
a fair in a village called Satangkoolam, 27
miles south of us, and preached and read
tracts, when a numher followed him, and
came to us with the resolution of embracing
Christianity. In January 1824, some of our
Assistants were sent to thisvillage to in-
struct the candidates for Christianity : they
found 21 families decided to embrace it: at
the end of tbe same month, I and Mr. Schinid
visited the place ; and were rejoiced to see
a very large congregation waiting for as to
hear the word of God. In the beginning of
February, our people in Arooloor had to

| saffer much, being beaten and robbed, but

they remaived stedfast ; and, notwithstand-
ing these troubles, several families in other
villages renounced idolatry, and requested
Clristian instruction. In September 1824,
ten families of Secadivally, 10 miles south
of Satangkoolam, destroyed their idols, and
joined themselves to the Christian Church.
About that time, hy means of ope of the ne¥
converts, the people of another village, nd
several families of two more in its neigh-
bourliood, renounced idolatry: in Febraary
18%5 I visited them, when I found the'sh'mo
idol cast oat of the Temple, and that building
repared to be a place of Christian worship ;
he next day they barnt, inmy presence, the
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other rellos of idolatry. The attention
which, in justice, was paid to the griev-
ances of the Christians by the Magistrate,
hecome known, of course, all over this part
of the District, and was, probably, one of
{he causes which exciled many more vil-
lages to listen to Christian instraction, snd
to renounce idolatry; so that, in May 1825,
we numbered thirty.five villages in which we
had congregations. We were thus obliged
to select some pions young men o go agd
teach them the word of God. Seven were
gent for this purpose: they found a ready
reception, and great willingness to bear and
leasn the word of God, among all, particalar-
)y tbe women. These young men, with
otbers of our seminarists, baving been stirred
up to make known the way of salyntion to
their countrymen, bad visited, in different
directions, the most famons places of idola-
try, doring the time of the heathen feasts—
discoursing, and reading and distribating
tracts and gospels, to vast crowds, who nsed
to come together, on such occasions, from
all quarters. In about three montbs from
the time when our young men were first sent
out thus, the villages, in which new congre-
gations had arisen, were no less thau ninely ;
and they have now (in September 1825)
increased to One Hundred and Twenty-five ;
in these villages, more than a thousand fami-
lies are under Cbristian instruction.”

The Missionaries add some remarks,
which shbew that they well understand the
state and dangers of the people —

“How far they bave advanced in true
self-knowledge, in jostifying faith in the
Redeemer, and in the sanctifying grace of
the Spirit, we cannot say: bat, from what
we ourselves Lave seen, we cannot but con-
fess, that, in all the Congregations, thereare
ut least some who have beguu to experience
this work of God. 'We have many instances
of their tractableness, of their acknowledg-
ing their faults, of their speaking the trath,
of their endeavouring to suppress their evil
passions, of their desire to pray, of their
wishing well to their enemies, and of their
keeping the Sabbath Day holy. There are,
iudeed, still many sbades in them, but we
oannot wonder at it, when we oousider from
what gross darkuess they aro emerging, and
what a mass of wicked and superstitions
habits they have to unlearn.

‘“ These people bave eudured beatings,
spoliation, and wanton imprisonments, with
8 stedfastness which oannot but be aseribed
to a reality in (heir Christian profession.

. ‘“Thus have we arrived at a very interest-
Ing perind, 'We wounld lean on'the Holy
Spirit tn Lelp us, and to give us understand-
g and wisdom, that{ we may advise and
glide and instract these Congregations
aright and with power, so that their affeo-
lions may he drawn closer toward their Re-
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deeraer end Heaven, where He sitteth at the
right hand of the Father; whereby they
may be enabled to overcome all the tempta-
tions and troubles of this life, and more
especially their own inpate corruptions.

¢ That the Teachers, whom we have
placed amoung them, are all, we have reason
to helieve, troly desiroms of serving the
Lord and doing good to their fellow-coun-
trymen, is a matter of no small congratala-
tion, and of much gratitude to God: we
desire they may be particalarly remembered
in the prayers of all our Clristian friends.

SUTTEES.

We have much pleasure in ae-
quainting our readers that an
important step has been taken to-
wards the abrogation of the burn-
ing of widows, and other similar
practices, in India. The subject
was brought forward in the Court
of Directors on March 21, and by
adjournment. on the 28th, in a long
and able speech of four hours and
a half, by John Poynder, Esq. who
concluded by moving —

‘* That this Court, taking into considera-
tion the continoance of human sacrifices in
India, is of opinion tbat, in the case of all
rites or ceremosies involving the destruction
of life, it is the duty of a paternal govern-
ment to interpose for their prevention; and
therefore recormmends to the Honourable
Court of Directors to transmit such in-
stractions to India as that Court may decm
most expedient for accomplishing this ob-
ject, consistent with all practicable attention
to the feeljnge of the natives.”

The motion was seconded by Sir Charles
Forbes. Tbe Chairman, however (Sir G.
A. Rohinson), conceiving the motion was
unnecessary, proposed an ameodment, ex-
pressing the entire confidence of the Court
in the solicitude of the Directors to follow
up so desirable an object, and to abolish the
practices alluded to, maintaining a doe re-
gard to the feelings and prejudices of the
natives of India. Tbis amendment was
afterwards withdrawa (a most unusual
conrse), under an understanding that the
original motion did not imply that force
should be employed in abolishing the Sut-
tees ; and Mr.Poynder’s resolation was car-
ried, in a numerous Conrt, with only four or
five dissentient voices. .

We shall he anxious to learn what practi~
cal effects will result from the adoption of
this wise aud humane resolution, and doulgt
not the gentlemen who have made this
auspicious commencement will coutinue to
keep the subject steadily in view.

FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE.

CALCUTTA.
THE following interesting epitome
of the operations of our brethren
at this important post; has arrived
since the publication of our last
number.

Calcutta, Nov. 11, 1626.
VERY DEAR BRETHREN,

IT is with no ordinary feelings that we have
agaiu ihe pleasure of addressing you con-
cerning our work and prospects. You are
not unacquainted that our trials bave been
various and repeated ; that we bave been
called to lament over the graves of some
who once took an active part in our engage-
luents, and with whom we took sweet counsel;
but we sorrow not for them as withont hope.
*“ They sleep in Jesus.”

‘“ The labours of their mortal life
End in a large reward.”

We have had our feara frequently excited
b.y the severe sickness of some of our sur-
viving brethren; but God has been better
10 us than our fears. He has graciously
restored the afflicted, and granted them ve-
newed health and strength, When we reflect

on all the goodness of God to the afilicted
and deceased, we desire to be still, and know
that he is God, and that he will provide,
if we make him our trust. We not only
feel it our daty to trust God, bat to praise
him ; for he hath made ns glad hy the light
of his conntenance. He hath done great
things for us, whereof we are glad. Wa
have seen his goings in the sanctaary. We
have felt the powerfal influence of bis Spirit,
in confirming the weak, restoring back-
sliders, rousing the thoughtless, reclaiming
the prodigal, and granting to those who mi-
nister in holy things an uuction which has
frequently prodaced such mcltings ol heart
as to prevent utterance, and caused their
doctriue to distil as the dew, and as rain
upou the tender herb. For this we desire
to feel grateful to the Father of Spirits, and
to ift up our hearts in praise to him, who is
the giver of every good and perfect gift.
We would earnestly implore that the Spirit
of all trutb would for ever abide with us,
working all the good pleasure of his will,
and fulfilling the glorious promises of the
divine word. We know that it is not by
might, nor by power, but by the Spirit of
God, that this valley of dry bonss is ta be
filled with spiritual worshippers. The Lord
hasten it in his time.

‘We have reason to feel thankful thatin vure
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weak siate we have been favoured with the
kind assistance of our American brethren,
Wade and Boardman, whose services have
been owned and blcssed by God.

The recent arrival of our brethiren Pearce
and Thomas, with their partaers, is another
great source of gratitade and encourage-
ment.  We would feel grateful to our hea-
venly Father for his kind eare to our friends
while crossing the mighty deep, for giving
the winds and waves charge respecting
them,

While we feel apimated and thankful for
this seasonable increase of strength, you
will bear with us, while we press on your
attention the vast importance of maintaining
our ground in this populous city. The more
we are engaged in the work, and the longer
we coutinue in it, the more do we be-
come convinced of the inefficiency of the
means now used to cultivate so extensive
a desert, The fields are already white unto
harvest, but the labourers are few. We
cannnt therefore cease to intrcat both the
Lord of the harvest and yourselves to send
forth more labourers, The scenes around
are affecting in the bighest degree. Here
we beliold oue of the most interesting na-
tions in the world, robbed and spoiled by
the great adversary of souls. Our spirits
are not stirred within us at witncssing
merely a single city given up to idolatry,
bnt a whole nation with one consent entirely
devoted to its degraded customs, and ruined
by its baneful influence. It is not overa
scanty population of barbarians and canni-
bals that Satan here triumpbs, bnt over
teeming millions of the most civilized and
interesting portion of the human family.
‘With respect to the wretched state of the
heathen, many strange things lhave been
brought to your ears; but could we place
these strange things before your eyes, we
are persnaded, brethren, that greater exer-
tions would Le made to carry oo the Re-
deemer’s cause, as it would not fail to excite
a greater degree of pity, and produce a
greater degree of anxiety for their elernal
welfare.

‘We are led to make these remarks, not
only when we contemplate the deplorable
condition of the heatben, but when we con-
template onr own inefliciency. We expect
this seuson to be deprived of the labours of
two of our esteemed brethren, who for the
purpose of recroiting their impaired consti-
tutions, are about to visit their native land.
What with constant interruptions tbrough
sickness, the removal of some to tbeir bea-
venly rest, and of otbers to their native
land, we are led to say, * What are we
among 50 many ? Who is snflicient for
these things 7’ We do not plead with you
for a field that bas yielded no fruit, or that
promises no reward to the fuithful mis.
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sionary. The enemies of the cross of Clirigf
may say, ““ Where is their God, and where
is the sign of his coming?” yet we are egy-
fident, and doubt not that you are 80 oo,
that through the blessing of God, labour ligg
not heen in vain, nor sirength spent for
nought; and when we call {o mind whe
hath  snid, « Ask of me, and I will yive
thee the heathen for thine inheritance, aud
the utterinost parts of the carth for thy pos-
session,” we are encouraged to go forward,
assured that we are occupied in n cause
which will ere long fill the whole earth — for
the mouth of the Lord hath spoken it.
Respecting the church in the Circular
Road, we are happy to state that since the
death of brother Lawson, we have expe-
rienced a gracious revival. Tle Spirit of
God has evidently been poured out on the
congregation. We have reason to believe
that it commenced with the dying breath of
our beloved brother. His solemnly affec-
tionate admonitions to some of the young
people proved effectual to their couversion,
The firmness aud happy frame of mind with
which he encountered the last ememy, were
greatly sanctified in reviving the drooping
graces of several of his friends. He died
as the patriarchs, leaving a blessing hehind
bim. His funeral sermon, preached by bro-
ther Yates, was also blessed to several, so
that daring the past year, thirty have been
added to the church, most of whom are
young people from the age of 13 to 20.
Several of these are Portaguese young men,
who speak the Bengalee language, and wlo
perform, to a certain extent, the work of
missionaries among the beathen, both by
their example and faithfal addresses. The
addition of thirty to a chbarch in one year,
will pot appear so mnch to many in Eng-
land, who are in the habit of receiving much
greater accessions in that space of timej
but it appears different to us, who have had
to labour year after year, and sometimes not
to see the conversion of more than one or
two individuals. Nor do we estimate the
success with which it has pleased God to
bless us, by the nambers merely, but also
becaunse many of the persons brought out
of darkness into light, stand in so close a
connexion with the natives. We are heoce
led to hope that throagh their instru-
mentality the circle will be widened, and
that the English church in this city ‘jll“
prove one of the most extensive and lasting
blessings to the palive population here, ﬂfl(‘
be the means of spreading the word of life
to more distant parts. The members of it
are a light shining in a dark place, the epis-
tles of Clrist read and known of all men.
When in addition to this you consider the
contributions they make towards missionary
oljects, and the means they possess o
spreading  the gokpel in this idolatrons
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cauniry, we trust you will not object to one
of your missionaries giving the chief part of
bis time to so important a field of labour.
What the chureh of Antioch was in the days
of the apostles, that we hope the charch
here will prove to the present race of
henihbens.

Respecting the native chnrch: the last
report of the Calcutta Missionary Society
oontains an nccount of its present state,
and of Jabours among the heathen. Under
the former head, wo have little to add, ex-
cept to express the joy and satisfaction we
feel at the arrival of our dear missionary
brethren, as it will allow one European
brother to reside at Doorgapore, which still
appears to us all a mest promising station,
and which wehave been grieved to be able to
visit, excepl ocoasionally, only on the sabbath.
We may mention also that we have lately
bad the pleasure of again receiving Bagchbee
(the brabmin who, you will recollect, left us
eighteen months ago) into the commaunion
of the church, He appears to have left us
chiefly because he could not bear the dis-
grace which his conduct bad brought upon
him. Since his departare he has travelled
a great distance beyond the Company’s ter-
ritories ; but seems never to have denied
Christ among the heathen ; and indeed was
led to retarn by the persuasion of a young
friend at Cattack, who recognized bim while
recommending Christ to bis countrymen.
Satisfied as we feel of his being a sincere
disciple of Christ, we bave again admitted
him to communion ; but have deemed it
prodent at present to employ him in the
superintendence of pative schools, rather
than as a native preacher.

Respecting preaching to the heathen.
Occapied as most of us bave been during
the year with the daties of the English or
native church, the Bencvolent Institotion,
the printing-office, the management of the
female schools, or some other part of the
society’s operations, the chief burden of
Dative services among the heathen has fallen
d'{l‘mg the year on bretbren Carapiet and
K_lrkpatrick. By their exertions, however,
with those of brother Fenwick at Howrah,
and brother Paunchoo at Doorgapoore, the
Ratives bave heen very frequently addressed,
and a very great number in the course of
the year have heard the word of life. On
an average, we estimale that during the
YEAr no less thas twenty native services
bave heen held every week in one or other
of the Bungulow cbapels conneoted with oor
soclety ; nud frequently the whole day bas
be_en. speut in these places of worship. The
Missionary Las attended twice or thrice
during the day, conducting publio worship,
and et the intervals conversing familiarly
With oue or two who have remained after
the Preceding service for that purpose.
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We feel increasingly persuaded that hy
means of this public proclamation of the
gospel by the missionaries of our society,
and by our esteemed and zealons brethren
of other denominations in this city, aided by
the circulation of tracts, and the Christian
education now imparted in all the mission-
ary schools in the neighbourhood, Christ-
ianity is becoming the subject of frequent
conversation among the natives of Calcatta,
a knowledge of its doctrines is very widely
diffased ; and a conviction that it is the
‘“Irue way” generally prevails. We are
prepared yet to wait a long period for the
realization of our hopes; but we fally be-
lieve that the precious leaven is at work in
this vast mass of population ; and that,
shonld our lives be spared to the lengthened
period of three score years and ten, we shall
bave reason to rejoice in the delightful evi-
dence we shall then ke privileged to receive,
that a great part has been leavened. The
vast extent of the population here, while it
necessarily requires, according to the usoal
procedure of the God of salvation, more
vigorons and longer continued exertions,
will, when the stream is turned, and its mul-
titudes become the monuments of saving
mercy, abundantly repay it.

Dear brethren, we faint not under the
trials of our patience ; and we trust that
you will assist us by your prayers, cheer us
by your exhortations, and animate us by
sending to our assistance still more labour-
ers, that in our exertions in your service
we may be stedfast, immoveable, and al-
ways abouoding in the work of the Lord,
assared by his infallible word, that our la-
hour shall not be in vain.

Mr. Kirkpatrick has made very pleasing
advances in his theological and classical
studies since he has been under the care of
brother Yates: and we have lately, with
great pleasure, admitted him as your mis-
sionary, agreeably to the instructions of Mr.
Dyer. Mr. Fenwick being ahout to leave
Howrah for Sylhet, where he has procured
an appointment under government, it is
probable that Mr. Kirkpatrick will supply
his place as a missionary to the heathen.
We are happy to add, that we bave wow
nnder instruction another yoong man who
bids fair to be a most nseful missionary.
Brother Statham, being led by various con-
siderations to believe that it is his duty to
visit England for a season, the English ser-
vices he has bitherto conducted will be
chiefly maintained by hrother George Pearce,
who will reside at Doorgapore, and whose
place there will be supplied on the sabbath
by oue of the brethren from Calcutta. Bro-
ther Thomas proposes to live in Calcutta,
where a large mussulman population existy,
with no missionary expressly d_evf)led to
their good. All of the other missicoarics
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here have first acquired the Bengalee lan-
guage and of course are principally engaged
in laborus amongst the Hindoos. Brother
Thomns, haviog given his attention to the
Hindostanee, will find abundant employ-
ment among the mussulmans in the city,
who amount 1o 10,000 at least. He will
also give his assistance to English preach-
ing in the Circular Road.

Anvother department of labour to which
we would now advert, is that of the
Benevolent Institution, under the oare of
brotber and sister Penpey ; the object of
which is to train up gratuitously poor chil-
dren of every elass in religious and useful
knowlcdge through the medium of the Eng-
lish and Bengalee languages. The pumber
of children at present receiving instruction
is 258 ; viz, 164 boys and 94 girls. Among
thbis number there are to be found Euro-
peans, Hindoos, Mussnlmans, Portaguese,
Indo-Britons, Chinese, Africans, Armenians,
and Jews. —— Since tbe establishment of the
institution, there have been fostered Leneath
its benevolent wing upwards of a thousand
children, whose destitnte circumstances
would otherwise, in all probability, bave
doomed them to a life of ignorance, wretch-
edness, and vice. Instead of this, the seeds
of religion and of scieuce have been sown
in their minds, which have fitted and intro-
duced a considerable number into comfort-
able and respectable stations m life, that are
filled with advantage and honour to them-
selves, and satisfaction o their employers.
The different branches of knowledge in
which the children are educated, are read-
ing, writing, arithmetic, grammar, history,
geography, astronomy, &c. The girls are
also taught needle-work and knitting. In
these several branches many of the scholars
have made a troly gratifying progress, es-
pecially when it iz considered that they
have Lad first to acquire the English lan-
goage. It is also pecaliarly pleasing to
learn, that during the past year some of the
Hindoo lads have greatly dislingnished
themselves by their diligence, and by taking
the lead in almost all the classes ; and two
or three of them have attained snch a know-
ledge of grammnar, geography, astronomy,
&ec. as would not be unworthy of a British
youth,

From these attainments, we augur the
most pleasing consequences, in undermining
aud overturning the influence of the Brah-
wins, who with the chains of ignorance have
bound, and now keep in subjection a whole
nation beneath their sway. But astill more
delightful revolution, tbere is reason 1o hope,
bas taken place io the minds of two of these
native youths,who have been enlightened, and
their hearts imbuned, with the priuciples and
spirit of Christianity, their conduct being
such as to gladden tlie heart ol their futor,
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and those Christian friends who have oon.
versed with them,

Nor is this the only instance of religious
instruction being attended with the effectual
blessing of God. The superintendant hag
been recently called to attend the death-bed
of two amiable brothers that had left the ju-
stitution but a short time, where he wits
nessed the most pleasing proofs that his Ja-
bours had not been in vain in the Lord.
They acknowledged the- justice of Geod in
their sufferings, testified their faith in the
Son of God, and died praying for their rela-
tives, teacher, and the whole world. Seve-
ral of the youths who have been educated,
and of those who are now in the institation,
bave evinced their great desire for Christian
instruction by forming themselves into a so-
ciety, which is denominated~ the Juvenile
Society, and have invited the missionaries to
instruct them in the word of life. The
pleasing effects of these measures have been
visible in the numerous additions from these
youug persons made to the church during
the past year — additions which exhihit, in
a striking manner, the power of divine grace
in the conversion of individuals who were
formerly scarcely & remove from heathen-
ism, nay, some of them were indeed actual
idolaters, It is with great pleasure also
that we mention the zealous efforts of this
society to spread the name of Jesns amongst
nominal Christians in this city, by preaching
and condacling prayer-meetings from house
to house, by distribating tracts, and hy es-
tablishing sahbath schools. The success
which has hitherto attended their humble
efforts has been a source of consolation to
the missionaries. As their numbers and ac-
tivity are increasing, we entertain the pleas-
ing hope, that they will not only be useful
as a little united hand, but that they will,
from year to year, supply individuals who,
after having passed through some prepara-
tory studies, will become useful coadjutors
in the field of missionary lahour.

Before we close our account of the Bene-
volent Institution, we must not omit to
mention, that although in the case of many
who have left it, and gone to situations,
there is no decided evidence of their con-
version to God, yet very pleasing testimonies
have been received from some of their em-
ployers, of their industry, honesty, and
punctuality in business.

The value of the Institation is evidently
appreciated by the public and the govern-
ment. For several years past a highly re-
spectable Jady has bestowed upon each gifl
a garment upon condition of her making it
herself. The government have also come
forward with a donation of 13,000 rupees,
in order to liquidate the deb(s and repair
the school-roam of the institution, From
the preceding brict view of this department
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of your missionaries’ operations, we trust
you will derive eucouragement and satisfac-
tion, since the labour hestowed upon the
wretched inhabitaots of India is not withont
the favourable wotice and blessing of Gnd.

The printing-office, condacted hy brotber
Pearce, is gradually assuming importance,
both as a meens of spreading intellectaal,
moral, end religious truth by means of its
publications, and as a source of pecuniary
advantage to the mission fund. Since the
Jast account publisbed, there bave heen
printed at it upwards of 70,000 tracts, or
other small puablications of a religions pa-
ture, in the Bengalce, Hindawee, Sanscrit,
or Hindostauee languages ; with 71,000
school books, many of them of considerable
size, in Eunglish, Arabic, Persian, and the
langnages mentioned above. Besides these,
doring this period, we have printed a Com-
mentary on the Rowmans ip Bengalee, by
brother Eustace Carey ; a work on Geogra-
phy, with other small publications in Ben-
galee by brother Pearce ; with a Harmony
of the Gospels in Hindostanee ; a new
Translation of the Psalms, and an Epitome
of Natural History in Bengalee, with va-
rious other works by brother Yates. To
these may be added, a large number of lite-
rary and other works of a miscellaneons
nature, and generally of a large size; the
execution of which bas heen the source of
some pecuniary advantage.

The printing-office now contains founts of
types, of various sizes, in tbe Arabic, Per-
sian, Nagree, Bengalee, Ooriya, and Burman
characters ; and has attached to it a foundry,
in which are not only cast supplies for our own
use, hnt which farnishes our missionary bre-
thren in different parts of India with founts
ju their respective characters. As type-
catters, or casters, compositors or press-
men, book-binders, or other servauts, the
office now employs seventy persous. Among
them are several native Christians, who are
thus cowfortably sapported by their owa
labour. A service is held for the benefit of
a]ltghe office servants twice orthrice a week,
which has now heen continmed twelve
months, and at which about one third have
regularly aud voluntarily attended. Their
employment will thos, we douht not,
be the means of leading many of our
Servants to a pretty correct acquaintance
with the trath of the gospel. O may it lead
some to a saving acquaintance with its power !

And now, dear brethren, assuring you of
our affectionate interest in all your exertions,
and soliciting an interest in your daily
prayers,

MEs. Charlotte H. Rowe, widow
of our late Missionary who la-
boured so long at this station, has
been obliged to leave India for the
benefit of her own health, and that
of her three young children, whom
she has brought with her. The
following is a copy of the letter,
addressed to the Committee, as is
usual in such cases, by two of
the resident Missionaries. It was
written by the venerable individual
whose signature is first attached
to it.

VERY DEAR BRETHREN ;

Our beloved sister Rowe, finding her
bealth so mach impaired by the heat of the
climate as in a great measure to anfit her
for the labours which she has so long en-
gaged in, iy now going to Earope to recruit
her streagth. Her labours are well known to
you, and we merely write this to say that
we believe there was a pressing necessity
for her taking this step, and to express our
Lope tbat she will meet with that recepfion
among you to which her laboars entitle

her. ‘We are, Dear Brethren,
Very affectionately yours,
‘W. CareY, D.D.

It isbutjustice to Mrs. Rowe to add
that her voyage was delayed till
she bad made arrangements for ac-
complishing it without incurring
any expence to the Society.

PADANG.
IN our number for March last we
announced the return of Mr. Evans
and his family from this station.
It was then expected that they
would return by the vessel which
brought them to Europe, and by
which a gratuitous passage was
most kindly promised. But, on
consulting several eminent medical
gentlemen, as to the propriety of
this step, thelr unanimous opinion
was unfavourable, as they appre-
hended it was almost certain that
the liver complaint, under which
Mr. Evans formerly laboured,
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would return with increased vio-
lence, in the event of his revisiting
a tropical clime.

Under these circumstances the
Committee could not, of course,
urge Mr. Evans to resume his sta-
tion, and he has felt it his duty to
remain at home. The following
minute, in reference to this cvent,
1s extracted from the proceedings
of the Committee.

RESOLVED — That this Comnittee, sym-
pathising with Mr. Evaos underthe dispensa-
tion of Divine Providence which has thus
dissolved the connexion hitherto subsisting
between himself and the Society, assure
him of their unfeigned regard and earnest
desire that he may be directed to some sta-
tion in lis native country, which he may oc-
capy with comfort to bimself, and much
spiritual advantage to others.

Instructions have been forward-
ed to Mr. Bruckner to proceed to
Padang, and occupy the station
there in conjunction with Mr.
Ward. It is believed that he can
prosecute his important labours in
the way of translation there as ef-
fectually as he could on the island
of Java, while there will be more
scope for personal exertions among
the natives, than has lately been
found in Java.

BURMESE MISSION,
Death of Mrs. Judson.

It is with much concern we com-
municate to our readers the melan-
choly intelligence of the death of
Mrs. A. H. Judson, which occurred
at Amherst Town, near Martaban,
Oct. 24th, in the 37th year of her
age.

She, with Mr. Judson, was among the
first Missionarics, sent out in the year 1812
from America to India, under the patronage
and support of the American Board of Com-
missioners for Foreign Missions, of the In-
dependent deuoimination.  Soon after their
arrival in Beogal, Mr. and Mrs. Jndson,
with Mr. Rice, separated from (hat Board,
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and were baptised in the Lol Baray Chapat
Calcutta. There being no Baptist ["orcigu
Mission Society at that time in the Uniteq
States, Mr. Rice returned to Anerica,
with a view to excite the Baptist denomixa-
tion in that country, to contributions and
exertions in behalf of foreigu missions ;
while Mr. and Mrs. Judson proceeded (o
Rangoon, and in July 1813 joined that mis-
sion, which had been in existenoe aboul sjx
years, and occapied priucipally by My,
Chater who is now at Columbo, and by the
late Mr. . Carey. Shortly after this event
Mr. Carey relinquisbed the station, as Mr.
Chater had done some time before, and Mr,
and Mrs. Judsou were put in possession of
all the advantages which bad been accuma.
lated toa considerable extent by their pre-
decessors. These advantages consisted of
a manuscript Burmese and English diction-
ary by Mr. F. Carey, translations of parts of
the Old and New Testament, by Messrs,
Chater and Carey, and an excellent Bur-
mese grammar hy Mr. F. Carey, printed
and published at the Serampore press, and
many valuable Burmese books. Mrs. Jud-
son desiroas of rendering herself useful to
the Burmese of her own sex, commeuced
the study of the language, and with the
means and advantages which she enjoyed,
in a few years became such an able profi-
cient in it, particularly in its colloquial use,
as to converse fluently and iatelligibly, with
the native females oo the subject of Chris-
tianity. In 1821, her health became. im-
paired, she returned to the United States,
by the way of England. While at home
she publisbed a compilation of letters and
jouruals relating to the American Baptist
Mission in the Burmese Empire. She re-
turned in December 1823, and proceeded
with Mr. Judsou, who had, during her ab-
sence, been making preparations for that
purpose to Ava, Iu the May following, the
war broke out hetween the Bengal and Bur-
mese governments ; and during the greater
part of its continuance Mr. Judson was con-
fined in prison and chaios, at and in the vi-
cidity of Ava; she, however, remained at
liberty, and was permitted, though under
difficult circumstances, to minister in some
degree, to the wants of her suffering hus-
band. At the close of the war she returned
with him to Rangoon ; from whence, in the
latter part of June last, with a view to tho
formation of a new Missionary station, they
proceeded to Amherst Town, a place which
had been selected for the site of a new town,
but at that time a wilderness with the ex-
ception of a few bamboo huts, erectefl for
the accommaodation of a part of a regiment
of sepoys, and a few natives. Having left
her in this place, as comfortable as the na-
ture of the circumstances would permit, Mr.
Judson returned to Rangoou, and l)roccedetl
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with the envoy to Ava, as interpreter, Mrs.
Judson, as soon as the number of the new
settlers would admit, commenced 2 native
school whicb, at the time of her illness, con-
sisted of about ten popils. Of the state of
her mind at the time of her death, we have
not heard any particulars. We are assared,
powever, that every attention in the power
of an experienced physician, and a few kind
acquaintances, was hestowed with anxions
diligence and care. Her disease was an
intermittent fever, of nearly a month’s con-
tinuancé. DBy the latest account from Ran-
goon, the envoy had not returned, and Mr.
Judson, therefore, had still to learn the af-
Dicting intelligence of his bereavement.

KINGSTON.

A letter has very recently come
to hand from Mr. Knibb, dated
7th April. We have much plea-
sure in giving publicity to his
grateful feelings, on behalf of the
kindness shewn to his School. It
was nobly done of the scholars at
Kettering, to send their own re-
ward books to the little negroes in
Jamaica !

It will, I doubt not, efford you unfeigned
pleasure to he informed, that the School
uoder my care is in a very prosperous state.
“When I took it, I had bat eighty scholars ;
now I have 280, and this, though pnblic
schools have been established. I frequently
have more than 240 children in attendance,
which in this climate ere quite enough for
one to instruct. I hope that there are some
appearances of piety in a few of the children;
four have taken tickets as probationers for
the Charch this year. O, that I may bave
the unspeakable happiness of meeting them
in heaven !

The sabbath school contipues much as it
was when I wrote last; last sabbath was
*“ Reward day,” and about 150 children
Wwere present. I would just remark that I
bave received several valuable donations of
b?oks and small articles of rewards, from
kind individuals in England. Oue of books
for the adults aud children, from the Bristol
Sabbath School Union, which was very
acceptable ; rewards of pincushious, hooks,

c. from some kind ladies at Liverpool,
30d a grant of tracts from their Tract So-
clety, and some from Kettering, from whence
the children in the sabbath schoo! sent their
oWn reward books to the poor children

here. I have often wished that the kind
donors could have witnessed the joy which
their present produced among the children.
I think they would have thought themselves
amply repaid, and perhaps others would
have heen indnced to go and do likewise.
I should be obliged if you would pnblicly
express our thanks for these valnable pre-
sents.

I expect to baptize about sixty on Easter
Sabbath. Many of their simple narratives
have evinced that the Holy Spirit has com-
municated to them his life-giving power.
Orne incident I think worth mentioning.
Two of the candidates, young men, dated
their first serious impressions from hearing
a fellow-servant read the word of God to
them in the evenings, and I am truly happy
to add, that they make the number six,
who bave joined the Church, and who attri-
buate their conversion to the same means,
The young man purchased the Bibde of me,
and reads it in the evenings to his fellow
servants, And God has thus blessed it to
the conversion of six of those in the same
yard. He is now an honourable member
of the Charch ; he was formerly a slave,
but has obtained his freedom,

MONTEGO BAY.

Extract of a letter from Mr.
Burchell to the Secretary, dated
April 6, 1827.

THE churches at Montego Bay and Crooked
Spring are in a very pleasing and prosper-
ous state ; all our meetings are delightfully
attended, and peace and brotherly love are
enjoyed among us. On Sunday March 15th,
I baplized seventy-five persons, who had
previously given the most satisfactory evi-
dence of their true conversion to God ; the
experience of some was exceedingly gra-
tifying, and greatly encouraged and rejoiced
our bearts. The members and friends of
the Church were much animated by this
addition to ouar numbers, aad op the follow-
ing Sabbath when the baptized werereceived
inte the Clhurch the most pleasing spirit
was manifested. It was a day of unusual
interest and solemnity ; there appeared to
be a great- shaking among the dry bones ;
many were inoved to tears., Some en-
quired ‘ What shall we do,” and others who
had been before seeking, were anxious to
be received into communion with us, and to
unite in commemorating the love of Christ.
‘We have every reasou to hope there was
joy in Heaven that day by the angels of
God over the conversion of poor sinuers,
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Contributions veccived on account of the Baptist Missionary
Society, from April 20 to May 20, 1827, not including indi-

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ANNUAL MEETING OF THE BAPTIST MISSIONARY SOCIETY.

AT the close of another of those interesting occasions which annually draw together
such numbers of our Christian friends from varioas parts of the country, we shall
attempt to supply a hasty narrative of the proceedings. This account, we are
aware, will be expected by our readers with more than usual interest; and itis with
grateful joy we state generally, that in the concurrent opinion of many who were
present, the various meetings wcre peculiarly distinguished by the spirit of harmony
and devotion. :

As it was anticipated that a larger number of ministers than usual wonld be
present, the open meeting of the general committee was held on Taesday morning,
June 19, at the place of worship in Devonshire-square, instead of the Missionary
House, About three hours were spent in communicating information on the affairs
of the Society, especially in reference to the questions lately discussed between the
Commiittee and Dr. Marshman. This information, which had been anxiously desired
by many, but which could not, of course, have heen given with propriety till the
discussions were closed, was received with unequivocal marks of approbation.

On Wednesday morning; an immense congregation assembled at Great Queen-
street chapel, when the Rev. Robert Hall, A.M. of Bristol, preached from 1 Pet. ii.
21. “ Leaving us an example, that we should follow his steps.” The necessity of imi-
tating the example of Christ was enforced by the eloguent preacher by a variety of
arguments, stated with all the clearness, and urged with all the fervent pathos, by
which he is distinguished. At the commencement of this service the Scriptures
were read by the Rev. Dr. Cox, of Hackney ; prayer was offered, before sermon,
by the Rev. C. E. Birt, A.M. of Portsea; and at its close, by the Rev. Dr. Heunder-
son, President of the Missionary College, Hoxton. As many more flocked to the
chapel than could find admission, another sermon was preached at the same time at
Little Wild-street chapel, by the Rev. John Statham, lately arrived from Calcutta.
His text was 1 Cor. xiii. 8. < Charity never faileth.”

In the evening, the friends of the Society met at Surrey Chapel. The Rev.
Isaac Mann, A.M. of Maze Pound, Southwark, read a portion of Scripture and
engaged in prayer; after which a very able and impressive discourse was delivered
by the Rev. Joseph Fletcher, A.M. of Stepney, founded on 1 John v. 19. “ And we
know that we are of God, and the whole world lieth in wickedness” —language which
was considered, 1st. as implying a conviction of the truth and divinity of the Gospel;
and 2dly, as exhibiting an affecting view of the condition of the world. After
illustrating each of these particulars at considerable length, the preacher, in
conclusion, enforced the necessity of Missionary operations, and the imperative
obligations devolving on the Christian public to support them; reminding his
hearers, at the same time, of the duty of each individual to examiune his heart as to

IS own interest in the blessings of salvation. This admirable discourse was closed
with a fervent exhortation to humility, zeal, and prayer, in the prosecution of Mis-
Slonary labours, connected with a brilliant exhibition of the promises and encourage-
ments by which success is rendered certain and triumphaunt. The Rev. Thomas
Finch, of Harlow, closed the service in prayer. .

On Thursday morning, at Eagle-street meeting, Messrs, Edwards of Watford,
Nicholson of Plymouth, and Welsh of Newbury, engaged in prayer; aud the
address was delivered by the Rev. Moses Fisher of Liverpool.

At cleven, the Annnal Meeting, for receiving the Report of the committee and
t"ﬂnsacting the business of the Society, was leld at the chapel in Great Queen-
Street, wlien there was a very numerous and respectable attendance. The 117th
Psalm, S. M. by Dr. Watts, was sung, and prayer for the divine blessing was offered
by thg Rev. James Acworth, M.A. of Lecds. Sir Thomas Baring, Bart. M.P. who

THE REPORT.

Refore vour connmittee proceed to harrate
as nsnal, the foreign operations of the So-|
ciety, they deem it proper to refer to certain [
occarrences at home, in which the friends of
the mission Lave felt a lively interest, and on |
which they may justly claim full and explicit
information.

A notice has already been published, stat-
ing that thenceforward the Society at home
and the missionaries at Serampore would
constitute two distinct and independent bo-
dies. In a measure so mmuch at varianee
with the hopes and inclinations of the com-
mittec, they did not hastily concur ; nor have
they failed to usc all such means to avoid it,
as in their deliberate judgment appeared
consistent with their dnty to those for whom
they acted. In the new and difficult circum-
stances in which they have been placed, they
have earnestly desired to maintain a con-
seience void of offence both towards God
and man ; and in appealing, as they now do,
to the body by whom they were appointed,
they feel it incumbent upon them to state
the circumstances which gave led to the re-
sult alluded to.

It is well known that soon after Dr. Carey
was joined, in the year 1799, by the brethren
Marshman and Ward, a way was opencd
in Providence for such an employment of
their respective talents, as without materi-
slly interfering with missionary labours,

roved a source of considerable and increas-
ing emolument. To obviate the danger of a
seculurizing spirit, they mutually stipulated
that no individual among them should ap-
propriate any part of the proceeds of his
labours to his own privaie use, but that all
should constffute a common fund, conse
crated, after supplying their own necessary
demands, to the service of God and the pro-
paﬂation of the gospel around them*

the course of years the missionary pre-
mises at Serampore were purchased, and
other property acquired at that station.
What degree of information was possessed
by the conductors of the miesion at liome,
respecting the property thus accumulated is
uncertain ; but there appears reason to be-
lieve that it was purchased with the joint
funds of the ruissionaries at Serampore and
the Society, aod it was fully understood,
upon the most convincing evidence, that it
belonged clearly and unequivocally to the
Society, and was held by the resident mis-
sionaries in trust for the Society, of which
they formed a part.

n the lamented dccease of Mr. Fuller
(which oocurred in May 1815) the affairs
of the mission devolved upon those who
were but very partially acquainted with the
details of its history, or the circumstances
in which it stood, It became therefore ob-
viously needful to make inquiries on these
subjects. Thougb it was understood gene-
rally that the Society had considerable pos-
sessions in India, not an individual knew
the tenure by which they were leld, or the
mannper in which they were secured. Such
information it was ﬂ-;ft desirable to obtain ;
aud a letter which arrived soon afterwards
from Serampore brought the subject dis-
tinctly and forcibly before the committee.

This letter, dated March 1816, was ad-
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. dressed by the late Mr. Ward to Mr. Bupls.

Though bearing the signature of Mr, Warg
only, it was written avowedly in the names
of the three Serampore brethren. It stated
that these brethren, ‘‘ aware of the uncer-
tainty of life, and at the same time of the
great importance and necessity of providing
for the futurc carrying onof the mission
station at Serampore,” and sccuring *¢ the
immense property” in land and moveables
there, had agreed upon certain ““ principles
of the last importance to the preservation
of the cause.” ~ Among these principles the
proprietorship of the Society was expressly
recognized ; but as the plan had not beep
finally digested, it was to be again revised,
and sent to the Society ¢ for their opinion,
and if approved, for their ratification.”

This nnportant doeument was considered
at a meeting of the commmittee held at Bir-
mingham in Oct. 1816: and about two months
afterwards, by the sub-committee then as-
sembled at Oxford. At the last of these
mectings, the committee felt disposed to
adopt the sugéestion of a professional gen-
tleman from Calcutta, at that time in Lon-
dou, who had recommended that the So-
ciety’s property in India should be vested
in trustees, some resident there, and others
in England. The names of eight gentlemen
were then mentioned, who might be request-
ed to act as trustces, subject to the approval
of the general committee, who were to be
surnmoned finally to adjust the points, when-
ever the revised plan should arrive from Se-
rampore. '

Till June 1818, a period of a year and a
half, no further steps were taken by the
committee, because t?xis expected document
had not reached them from Serampore. But
at that time a letter of great length was re-
ceived from the missionaries there, the con-
tents of which filled the committee with sur-
prise and concern, .

It appeared that the proposal to_invest the
premises at Serampore in the hands of Trus-
tees appointed by the Society, (a proposal
which, ‘though suggested, had never been
actually adopted) was regarded as unjustifi-
able in itself, and as indicating a_distrustful
and unfriendly spirit. It was affirmed that
the property in question, though devoted
to the cause of God, had never been given
to the Society; and to guard themselves
against any inconvenience which might fol-
low a claim of this nature on the part of the
Society, they executed a legal instrument
formally excluding from any * title to the
property or administration ot the premises,
all persons belonging to the DBaptist 1\1lSj
sionary Society, unlcss clected as trustees
by the Serampore Missionaries themselves.

To this unexpected communication & reply
was sent, dated June 26, 1818, In it the
brethren were implored to consider the na-
ture and consequences of the step which
they had taken. They were assured thal,
s0 far from regarding them with suspicron
or distrust, the committee felt such confi-
dence in their wisdom and faithfulness, 88
to be willing, as far as they were persona l)’
concerned, to resign every thing to their s0'¢
manageinent ; but that, in the measures thef;
adopted, they could not acquiesce without
surrendering the interests confided o their
care.
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[n 2 more numerous neeting of the com-
inittee, held at Birmingham in the following
August, the sulject was again considered,
and severil rcsolutions were passed, record-
ing the conviction of the committec, that
they were responsible to the public for the
due application of the Serampore premises,
and earnestly recommending the missiona-
ries there, so to secure them as to meet the
nppr(;bntion of the Christian public in Bri-
tain.

When our late friend Mr. Ward arrived
in England, in May 1819, it soon appeared
that he felt as mueh anxiety as ever respect-
ing the settlement of the property at Scram-
pore, and was wholly dissatisfied with the
arrangements then existing. Anxious to
bring the matter to a final termination, the
committee conversed repeatedly with Mr.
Ward, and embodied their own viewsin a
series of resolutions, dated Dee. 31, 1819.
These re-asserted the sentiments previously
adopted at Birmingham, in more full and
explicit language ; and having been commu-
nicated to Mr. Ward, he, without pledging
his brethren at Serampore to similar views,
declared his own concurrence in them.

Soon after these resolutions rcached Se-
rampore, the brethren then at that station
answered them by others, dated July 14,
1820, expressing their regret that it should
have been supposed that they entertained
any wish to alienate the property from the
Society, and their willingness to make, if it
were practicable, such alterations in the
deeds as might render them unexceptionable.
Had measures been taken to effect this ob-
lect, the discussion would, of course, have

een brought to an immediate and agrecable
termination. Subsequent letters, however,
did not fulfil such an expectation ; but, on
the contrary, indicated unabated dissatis-
faction with the proceedings of the com-
mittee. With a view to dissipate this im-
pression, and set the whole question at rest,
a full explanatory letter was drawn up in
April IBZY, in which the assurance was re-
peated, that the committee had been actua-
ted by no design towards their Serampore
brethren but that of protecting their repu-
tation, while, at the same time, they had
been constrained to fulfil their own duty to
the public. It was added, that having done
all that appeared practicable, they must close
the correspondence by again declaring that
the mode in which the property was still
settled, was not satisfactory.

In August, 1822, Mr. John Marshman ar-
rived, and soon after held repeated confer-
ences with the committee on this point. A
memorandumn was afterwards prepared, sti-
p}llathg, on the part of the Serampore 1nis-
8onaries, that t].ney should yet frame their
Plan ““for securing the establishment there
o the great objects for which it was insti-
tuted, 50 as to avail themselves of the aid,
€o-operation, and iterference of the Society
at home, if necessary’’—an arrangement in
which the committee were induced to acqui-
e€sce, rather than prolong discussions which
Promised no benef{cial result.

.* See an account of this meeting, and a
Circular issued from it in the pariogicnl ac-
counts, vol. vi. p. 340,
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Singe the date of that memorandum, no
information has heen received on the sub-
ject ; nor has it heen formally resumed,
though the committec have subsequently
deemed it right to intimatc that their opi-
nion on the case has undergone no altera-
tion.

While these discusions were in progress,
another subject was brought forward, which
eventually affected, in an equal degree, the
connexion between the Socicty and the mis-
sionaries at Serampore. This was the es-
tablishment of the Serampore College, in
1818. Upon this undertaking the advice of
the committee was not solicited, nor was it
cver considercd as connected with the So-
ciety ; but the expense thus incurred ab-
sorbed the funds which had been previously
devoted by the Serampore brethren to mis-
sionary cfforts, and it became necessary for
them to solicit British aid even for the main-
tenance of the college itself. Application
being made to the committece for this object,
although they could not consider the funds
entrusted to them as generally available for
such a purpose, yet in order to ‘meet the
wishes of their brethren, as far as they could
with propriety, they engaged to relieve them
from the expenses attending the preparation
of pious natives for the Christian ministry.

S}i)x months afterwards, Mr. John Marsh-
man applied for pecuniary aid towurds the
missionary stations also, the support of which
the Serampore brethren had tormerly taken
upon themselves, and which they now re-
garded as their own, cxclusive of the So-
ciety, but which, for the reason already
stated, they were no longer able to maintain.
Upon this occasion it was resolved, * That
on being furnished with a statement of the
stations and missionaries, for whom support
was needed, the committee would take snch
part of the same on themselves as rheir
resources would allow.”” Without waiting,
however, for a formal reply, a grant of 10002,
was voted, and two other douations, each
of an equal amount, have since been made.

In addition to this, at the request of their
Serampore brethren, Mr. Robinson, still
supported by the Society, was permitted to
occupy the station at the Lall Bazar chapel
in Calcutta. Mr. Williamson, also, another
European labourer, was, on a similar appli-
cation, taken on its funds. By these two
arrangements an expenditure of nearly 6002.
per annum was transferred from the Seram-
pore missionaries to the Society.

On the arrival of Dr. Marshnian, the sub-
ject of pecuniary contribution was again
urged on the committee, with a view to ren-
der the arrangement as permanent as the
nature of the Socicty would admit. 1t was
felt objectionable, indeed, that the stations
had been, and all their contemplated mis-
sionary efforts were to remain, identified
with the college; but waiving this, it was
agreed, at the proposal of Dr. Marshman,
that one tenth of the general receipts of the
Society should be remitted to Sersmpore—
it being stipulated at the same time, on the
part of the committee, that regular infor-
mation should be given of the mode in
which the money so voted was expended.

In less than three months, Dr. Marshman
informed the committee that the expenses of
the Serampore statiousohnd materially in-
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ereasad, and reguested that a specisl meeting
might be convened, to consider of allowing
to Serampore asixth part of the Society's in-
come ; intimating also thal even a larger sum
might herecafter be solicited. A few days be-
fore the committee met to consider this ques-
tion, which was delayved, to suit Dr. Marsh-
man’s convenience, till the 15th of March last,
a paper, intitled a Confidential Statcwent,
was forwarded by him to cvery member of
the commiltee. Tt contained a new proposal.
On the ground that 24001, per anawon was in-
dispensably necessary for the missionary
cfforts either made or contemplated at Se-
rampore, Dr. Marshman relinquished his in-
tention of asking for any definite proportion
of the Society’s funds, and wished to learn
what sum the committce wonld' engage to
remit annually, that he migbt supply any
deficiency by bringing before the public a
distinct claim for the remainder.

On the day already mentioncd, a very no-
merous attendance of the committec took
Flnce, when Dr. Marshman laid this docnment
betore them. It was followed by the intro-
duction of a letter, which had just arrived
from Dr. Carey and Mr. J. Marshiman,stating
thatin conscquence of the inadequacy of their
resources, they had placed upon the funds of
the Society four of the stations, for which aid
had been required, the cost of which would

2 riearly 600¢. per annum.

As this measure precisely coincided with
the arrangement proposed so long before by
the committee, and as it appeared likely to
restore unity in our missionary operations,
the committee readily agreed to it, and pro-
posed to Dr. Marshman to extend the same
principle, so as to include the remaining sta-
tions, on account of which expense was in-
curred by thbeir Serampore brethren. To
provide for their management, it was sug-
gested that the whole of the Missionary

rethren in Bengal might form a correspond-
ing committee, under the presidency of Dr.
Carey ; and, as the latter part of this ar-
rangement appeared objectionable to Dr.
Marshman, it was subsequently proposed to
leave the superintendance of the stations to
Drs. Carey and Marshinan during their lives,
reserving to the Society only the nomination
of their successors.

The consideration of this proposal, and of
the general subject, occupied several days of
most anxious deliberation, and repeated ef-
forts ivere made to prevent tbe painful issue
to which the discussions were apparently
tending. But as every proposal made by the
committee was declined by Dr. Marshman,
upon grounds which he declared to be im-
perative, they were constraiped to yicld to a
separation, which their presené communica-
tions with Dr. M. convinced them had actu-
ally been made, and which it was manifestly
determined 10 maintain.

In admitting the conviction that it had be-
come expedient for the Society and the Se-
rampore brethren henceforthto act altogetber
separately, the committee were fully aware
of the unfavourable impression which might
be produced, and decply sympathized in the
painful feelings which the event might occa-
sion ; but they also felt that they could not
consistently continue to vote the funds with
which they were entrusted, to a body assert-
ing entire independence — who would still
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appeal 1o the pablic by a a'seperate ageney—
whose demands were continually rising —
and for the support of stations which were
to be governed Ly the irrespousible counci] of
a college.

While the committee are conscious of hay-
ing fulfilled the trust reposed in them witl,
the utmost tenderness towards their brethren
at Scrampore, they entertain no doubt that
their constituents will feel the force of the
reasons under which they have acted. May
it plcase God to overrule this event, however
undesirable in itself, to the furtherance of the
Gospel of his Son!

Full particulars respecting the Serampore
stations have lately reached us, which we
shall insert without abridgment in the Ap-

endix, as they would occupy too much room
in the body of the Report. We shall now
proceed to notice the principal events in
conpexion with the various stations more
immediately united with the Society.

At Calcutta, the congregation in Lall Bazar
Chapel, under the care of Mr. Robinson, has
been gradually increasing, and nine persons
have been added to the church, five of whom
are natives. Chodron and Gorachund, the
native itinerants, continue to labour as usual,
nor are their endeavours without effect.

““ Respecting the charch in the Circular
Road,” say our junior brethren, in a letter
lately received, *“ we are happy to state that
since the death of brother Lawson, we have
have experienced a gracious revival. The
Spirit of God has evidently been poured out
on the congregation. e have reason to
believe that it commenced with the dying
breath of our beloved brother. His solemn-
ly affectionate admonitions to some of the
young people proved effectual to their con-
version. e firmness and happy frame of
mind with which he encountered the last
enemy, were greatly sanctified in réviviog
the drooping graces of several of his friends.
He died as the patriarchs, leaving a blessing
behind him. I-Es funeral sermon, preached
by brother Yates, was also blessed to several,
$0 that during the last year, thirty have been
added to the church, most of whom are
young people from the age of thirteen to
twenty. everal of these are Portuguese
young men, who speak the Bengalee lan-
guage, and who perform, to a certain extent,
the work of Missionaries among the heathen,
both by their example and faithful addresses.
We are hence led to hope that through their
instrumentality the circle will be widened,
and that the English church in this city ‘}’lll

rove one of the most extensive and lasting
Elessings to the native population here, and
be the means of spreading the word of life to
more distant parts. The members of it are 8
light shining in a dark place, the epistles 0
Christ read and known of all men, Whenin
addition to this you consider the coatribu-
tions they make towards missionary objects,
and the means they possess of spreading the
Gospel in this idolatrous country, we trust
you will not object to one of your Mission-
aries giving the clief part of his time to Sﬂ
important a field of labour. What the churc
of Antioch was in the days of the apostles,
that we hope the church here will prove to
the present race of the heathens.”

From the Annunal Report of the Calcutis
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Auxilinr Ih;ttist Missionary Society, which
was held in August last, when our venerable
friend, Dr. Carcy, filled the chair, we learn
that there are four native places of worship
occupied Ly the Society, situated in the most
public places in the city, and generally at-
tended by many hearers. Mr. Kirkpatrick
and Mr. Carapiet are principally engaged in
this service, which not only affords them an
opportunity of preaching the gospel to thou-
sands, but also of distributing great nutnbers
of tracts, gos‘gels, and other portions of the
scriptures. On an average, it is estimated
that not Jess than twenty native services arc
held every week in these Bungalow chapels,
and frequently the whole day is spent in
thein, either in conducting pnblic worship,
or conversing familiarly, during the intervals,
with those that rewmain for that purpose.
Three members had been admitted into the
pative church; a fourth was proposed for
baptism, but was soon afterwards removed
Ly death. The present number in connexion
with this native society is fifteen. Our
brethren in this great city have been much
cheered by the arcival of the additional Mis-
sionaries sent out last year. Their aid had
become the more necessary, since the Amer-
ican brethren, Wade and Boardman, who
had for some time uscfully and acceptably
co-operated with them in the work of God,
were about to proceed to Burmal ; in addi-
tion to which, our respected friends, Mr.
Yates and Mr. Statham,gave been compelled
to intermit their labours for a time, and scek,
by revisiting their native land, for a renewal
of that vigour which long continued exer-
tions had materially impaired. During the
absence of Mr. Statham, the services he has
hitherto conducted will be cbiefly maintained
by Mr. George Pearce, who will reside at
Doorgapore. Mr. James Thomas will ren-
der assistance at the English chapel, while
his principal attention will be devoted to the
Mussulman popalation of Calcutta, who are
computed at 10,000 souls, without any Mis-
snonarf; expressly engaged for their benefit.
Mr. Thomas was prepared for this branch of
service by his acquaintance with the Hindos-
thanee, acquired before he left this country.
Mr. Pearce had also made considerable pro-
ficiency in the Bengalee; and tbe superior
advanfage thus possessed by these brethren,
who last entered on the missionary field, has
been so evident and considerable, as to en-
title the Language Institution, formed with
the express design of thus qualifying Mis-
Sionaries to enter much more speedily on
their important work, to the patronage and
S“JI)‘I;:)” of the Christian public.

e Bencvolent Institution, conducted by
Mr. and Mrs. Penney, continucs to be a
souree of much benefit to the indigent youth
of Calcutta. The present numher of pnpils is
258, among whoin are to be found Europeans,
”lpdoos, Mussulinans, Pertuguese, Indo-
Britons, Chinese, Africans, Armenians and
dJews, Since the establishment of this insti-
tution, upwards of 1000 children have heen
fostered under its henevolent wing, who
Wwould otherwise, in all probability, luve
heen doowned to a life of ignorance, wretch-
cedness, and vice. lnstemFof this, many of
them are now filling respectable stations in
life, with honour to t hemselves, and satisfac-
tion 1o their employers ; while in some there
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is reason to hope that effects far more pleas-
ing have been produced. Two brothers, who
had been cducated in the institution,  died
lately, testifying their faith in the Son of
God. and praying for their relations, teacher,
and the whole world. Nor must it be for-
gotten that the Calcutta Juvenile Society,
who are zealously engaged in conducting
prayer mectings from house to house, dis-
tributing tracts, and establishing Sabbath
schools, is composed of young men who have
been educated here. 1t'is gratifying to arld,
that the value of this institation is evidently
appreciated by tbe public and the govern-
ment. For several years past a highly re-
spectable lady has presented each girl with a
garment, on condition of her making it her-
self. The government have also made a
generous donation of 13,000 rupecs durirg
the last year, in order to liquidate the debts,
and repair the schocl-room of the institution.

The printing office, conducted by Mr.
Pearce, 1s becoming more and more iinport-
ant as a means of diffusing intellectnal,
moral, and religicus truth. ~Beside inany
thousand tracts and schaol books, in varicus
languages, and other miscclianeous works of
a larger size, there have issucd from it a
Commentary on the Romans in Bengalee,
by brother Eustace Carey ; a work on Geo-
graphy, with other small publications in the
same language, by brother Pearce; with a
Harmony of the Gospels, in Hindosthanee,
a new Translation of the Psalms, and an
Epitogne of Natural History, with various
other works in Bengalee, by brother Yates.
About seventy persons are employed, in
various capacities in the office, among whemn
are several native Christians, thus comfort-
ably supported by tbeir own labour. A ser-
vice is ﬁ)eld for the benefit of all the office
servants, twice or thrice a week, which, it is
hoped, may lead many of them to an ac-
quaintance with the truth of the Goepel; and
eventually, under the divine blessing, to an
experience of its power.

t may not be improper to add, that the
expense to the Society of the various inis-
sionary operations at Calcutta which have
now been described, is, compared with their
extent and importance, extremcly moderate ;
and that our brethren there have lately been
engaged in erecting premises for the Society,
which, when comptietcd, will relieve the sta-
tion from the heavy burden of louse rent.
The estimated cost of these buildings is 5000..
of which sum the Missionaries themselves
hope to furnish a moiety.

A letter, lately reccived from Mr. George
Pearce, will furnish an appropriate close to
our accourt of this station. ¢ It lias struck
me, from what 1 have observed, during the
short time 1 have been in this country that
much more is doinig here than the generality
of people in England are aware of. 1 have
heard some of them use a kind of despond-
ing language in reference to ludia, as though
what bad already been accomplished was not
a sufficient return for the money and labour
bestowed. But could sueh persons see what
is now visible in India— the removal of Lu-
ropean prejudice —the numuber of Luropean
Christians— the readiness with which this
part of the comiunnity aid the cause of chris-
tian benevolence in every form — could they
sce the natives crowding to hear the word of
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life, and iuviting the preachers to visit them
again — prejudice fleeing before the truth —
schools filled with children, male and female
— the press pouring forth the Scriptures and
religions tracts in many languages, and to all
parts of this extensive country —and, finally,
were they privileged to surround the table of
the Lord with numbers of native Christians,
by whose conversion, if they knew them, they
could have no doubt, they would then sec in
all this the finger of God, as cvidently as
Rc]]:;llliu,zar saw the hand writing upon the
wall !’

At Cutwa, Mr. William Carey is called to
excreise patience, while scattering around
him the precious seed of the kingdom. No
additions have lately been made to the church
under his care. He states, however, that a
};}crson, formerly a Brahmin, had come from

urdwan, desiring to receive religious in-
striction ; and that there are at Cutwa two
or thrce other persons who have expressed a
wish to join the church, though he is not yet
quite satisfied of their piety. Mr. William-
son, who has taken charge of that part of
the Cutwa church, situate in the district of
Beerbhoom, has entered on his work with as-
siduity and zeal. He resides at a place called
Sewry, and is assisted in his efforts by four
native itinerants, who are stationed in vil-
lages at some distance from him. The church
consisted, at the date of his last letter, of 37
members ; nearly all of whom are converts
from heathenism. 1In his endeavours to in-
struct the female part of his flock, only one
of whom was found able to read, Mrs, Wil-
liamson takes an active part; and the pro-
gress already made is highly encouraging.

It was mentioned in our last Report that
Mr. Burton had fixed at Digah, which had
till bLis arrival been without a pastor, from
the period of Mr. Rowe’s death. Here he
was soon called to drink of the cup of afflic-
ticn; his excellent partner being removed
after a short illness, on the 1st of April in
last year. Mrs. Burton was, in the true
scnse of the word, a female Missionary.
From ler lips many of the poor Batak wo-
men bad heard the gospel; and her last
strength was spent in teaching a day-school
of children of goth sexes, belonging to inva-
lided European troops, She expired in the
full possession of that hope and peace which
the gospel only can impart. Sevcral mem-
bers of the native church having left this
neizkbourhood, its number is reduced to
four. This includes the two itinerants here,
who are constantly engaged among their
countrymen at fairs, and other places of pub-
lic resort, besides regularly preaching at six

laces, includiug the city of Patna, every

abbhath day. Mr, Burton, while acquirin

the language, is not without more congenial
employment ; preaching at Dinapore, to a
nuinber of Furopeans, chiefly soldiers, and
supcrintending the schools, which were un-
der the direction of Mrs. Rowe, who has
latelv found it necessary, on account of her
fatherless children, and the state of her own
Lealtl, to return to this country.

At Monghyr the work of God appears
steadily to advance. Several persons have
heen, during the last year, added to the
church, which now consists of 35 members ;
and in scme instances the power of divine
zrace in subduing prejudice and removing the
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hardness of the heart, lias been delightfully
conspicuous. The worship of God is well at-
tended, and the schools for native children
are in a prosperous state. Among the scho-
lars, 30 can rcad the Scriptures well, and
many more can read tracts and easy books,
and repeat considerable portions of Watts’
Catcchism in Hinduwee. But while the heart
of our Missionary brother, Mr. Leslie, has
been cheered by these indications of a bless-
ing attending ilis faithful labours, he, too,
has been called to sustain a painful and un-
expected bereavement by the death of Mrs.
Leslie, who expired after only one day’sill-
ness, on the 9:?1 of April, 1826. Her career,
though short, was such as to inspire the
pleasing hope that, had her life been spared,
she would have been an eminent blessing to
the natives.

No intelligence has lately reached us re-
ecting Mr. Jabez Carey at Agimere, nor
ias it yet been found practicable to send a
Missionary to occupy the premises belonging
to the Society at Moorshedabad.

At Colomho, in the island of Ceylon, the
congregation supplicd by Mr. Chater has con-
siderab%-y increased in number ; and the mode
he has lately adopted, of employing native
Singhalese to recad the Scriptures to their
countrywmen, has proved the means of excit-
ing much attention in the surrounding vil-
lages. At one of these, called Ooggalla, &

very pleasing circumstance has lately occur-
red. The l\fohandiram, a native headman of
the place, one of whose sons had previousl{
been united to the little church at Hanwell,
was baptized, with his wife and other son;
publicly assigning, on the occasion, intelli-
gent and scriptural reasons for renouncin
the errors in which he had been educated.
The subsequent conduct of this family has
well accorded with their profession, and the
case has excited considerable attention and
enquiry in the neighbourhood. Mr. Chater
has found it expedient to request the assis-
tance of Mr. Siers at Colombo. Scveral ad-
ditions have been made to the church at Han-
well ; anative youth, called Carolis, has been
appointed assistant there, and Mr. Chater will
himself visit this station as often as he can.

During the last year the fertile island of
Java has continued to be the scene of intes-
tine commotion. Hence the exertions of Mr.
Bruckner have been almost wholly confined
o preparations for the press ; but even the

rinting of the New Testament has been de-
ayed, in consequence of apprchensions enter-
tained by the lacal authoritics that the result
of circulating the Scripturcs may_he politi-
cally unfavoarable. The aspect of affairs 1o
Java being thus unpromising, Mr. B. has been
instructed to remove to the adf'oming island
of Sumatra, where his knowledge of the Ma-
Jay will be of immediate servicc, and where
Li¢ can also carry forward the work of trans-
lation for the benefit of the Javanese, for
whose best interests Le appears very deeply
concerned. .

The removal of Mr. Burton fromn his la-
zardons abode among the Bataks, in theé
north of Sumatra, was noticed in our last
Report, in which it was also stated that Mr.
Evans had been directed to procced to Ben-

al ; as the difficulties thrown in Lis way ot
f’udang were such as to preclnde much hope
of success in his work as a Christian Mis-
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sionary. Before theseinstructions could reach
Mr. Evans, he had, with his family, embarked
for this country, at the earnest recommenda-
tion of his medical friends at the settlement,
and encouraged by the liberal offer of a gen-
tleman, who undertook to convey them to
England and back again to Padang, free of
expense. The health of Mr. Evans was much
improved by the voyage, but as the combined
and decisive opinion of the faculty here op-
posed his return, the Committee could not
urge him to take that step. As the prospect,
however, appeared somewhat more cheering
when he left Padang, and Mr. Ward had al-
ready removed there, with his printing press,
it has been determined to make the experi-
ment a little longer, and to associate Mr.
Bruckner with Mr. Ward in the duties and
labours of the station.

WEST INDIES.

IN reviewing the history of our Mission in
Jamaica since our last Annual Meeting. we
perceive abundant reason for gratitude and
joy. In every direction the work of God has
been happily advancing ; while his protect-
ing care llx)as been extended towards our Mis-
sionary friends, so that we have not had, as
on several former occasions, to mourn the
breaches of death amongst them.

The increase of membhersin the first church
at Kingston, so long under the faithful su-
perintendence of Mr. Coultart, has heen con-
siderable ; and though he has been constrained
on account of Mrs. C.’s continued indisposi-
tion, to leave his important charge for a sea-
son, the worship of God has been regularly
maintained among them hy the united efforts
of Mr. Tinson, Mr. Knibb, and Mr. Flood,
the last of whom left England, shortly be-
fore the last Anniversary, with Messrs.
Mann and Baylis. The school conducted by
Mr. Knibb, appears to be of growing utility.
A g)ublic examination of the pupils was held
in December last, when many persons of re-
sgectabilily attended, and expressed much
bleasure and surprise at the progress of the
pupils. It is highly encouraging toadd, that
many who were educated in this school, have
become meinbers of the church; and others
are candidates for the same privilege.

The chapel hitherto occupied by Mr. Tin-
son’s congregation having been found, in
point of situation, and otherwise, inconve-
nient, premises better adapted for their use
have been engaged in the city. They were
opened for divine worship, after the neces-
Sary repairs and alterations had been com-
Pleted, on the 24th of December. *“ Appeur-
ances,’” says Mr.T'. “ are very encouraging;

ut we know who must give the increase, and

trust we have gone out in his strength.
Hltherto_ the Lord hath helped us beyond our
€Xpectations, and we can only say, with feel-
ings of grateful adoration, ¢ what hath God
Wl;Ought Voo

The exertions which have for several years
been made at Port Royal, the ancient capital
of the island, haye issued in the formation of
a church there, of which Mr. Knibb has taken
the charge. About 150 members belonging
:-? ingston have been united toit; and at

1e date of the last accounts, the number of
converts had considerably mcreasad.
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¢ At Spanish Town,” Mr. Phillippo writes,
““ our prospects are indeed cheering. The
number of our stated congregation nearly
doubles what it was last year. Not less than
400 young persons have been added to it
within the last two or three months, almost
all of whom seem earnestly enquiring the
way to Zion with their faces thitherward.”
Mr. Philippo has been laboriously engaged,
for several months past, in superintending
the erection of a new chapel — nccessary, not
merely on account of the size of the congre-
gation, but because the other was danger-
ously out of repair — and such is the interest
taken by the people in this service, that many
free persons of colour, both in the church and
in the congregation, submit to the greatest
drudgery, solely that they mav present the
fruits of their labour as an offering to the
house of God.

At Old Harbour, Passage Fort, and several

other places in the neighbourhood which are
supplied by the joint exertions of Mr. Phi-
lippo and Mr. Baylis, the prospects areequally
anlmating ; and scarcely a week passes but
deputations are sent down to Spanish Town
from the contiguous parishes, reiterating the
Macedonian cry, ¢¢ Come over and help us."”

¢ With facts like these in view, we can-
not wonder that Mr. P. should remark, ¢ Ja-
maica is certainly a very promising field of
missionary labour. My prayers to the great
Lord of the harvest shall be, that he would
animate the friends of Missions afresh to acts
of benevolence, so that the gracious purposes
of Heaven towards these needy sons of Ethi-
opia may not he retarded (if I may so say)
for lack of pecuniary means.”

Although the Committee have not yet been
able to supply the vacancy at Anotta Bay,
occasioned by the death of Mr. Phillipo, the
work of the Mission has not been altogether
at a stand. Mr. Flood has occasionally vi-
sited the station, and had the pleasure to re-
ceive upwards of twenty members into the
church at the close of 1826. The other Mis-
sionaries from Kingston were present, and
took part in the services of the day; and
though on account of the unsettled state of
the weather, and the badness of the roads,
the journey was fatiguing and difficult, our
brethren were more than compensated by the
affectionate gratitude of the poor people for
whose henefit they laboured.

The Stations at Montego Bay and its neigh-
bourhood have been brougbt prominently into
view during the pastyear, in consequence of
Mr. Burchell’s visit to this country, and the
appeal which the Committee felt themselves
constrained to make for aid towards a new
chapel for his congregation. The success
which attended that appeal demards especial
gratitude to the Giver of all good, and to those
christian friends who became, so cheerfully,
the dispensers of his bounty. Nor was the
satisfaction of Mr. Burchell diminished on his
return to the people of his charge, by any

ainful alteration. He found the churches
Eoth at Montego Bay and Crooked Spring in
a xery pleasing and prosperous state ; the
exertions of his ésteemed coadjutor Mr.
Mann, had been unremitting and successtul ;
and on the third Sabbath in ﬁlarc_h 7 rersons
were baptized. The day was fouud to be
unusually interesting and solemr ; aud there
seems good reason to anticipate that the word
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of God will yet grow and prevail. Mr. Bur-
chell has commenced preaching at the town
of Falmonth, where for a long time hundreds
have eagerly desired his visits. Arrange-
ments have also been made for occupying the
Station at Ridgland, in the parish of West-
morcland, mentioned in our last Report.
We regret to add, that the gentleman who
proposed the formation of the last Station,
and who had, from the first establislunent of
the Mission on the Island, been its steady and
liberal friend, has lately been removed Ly
death,

But while we Lave been enabled, through
the divine goodness, to make so encouraging
a statement of the progress of our operations
in Jamaica, it is necessary to state that intel-
ligence has lately been received of a nature to
cxcite serious apprehensions for the future
welfare of the Mission. A consolidated slave
Jaw passed the House of Assembly on the
22nd of December last, in which, among
many other enactments of a widely different
character, scveral clauses are inserted of a
tendency equally injurious andunjust. Among
otlier restrictions, a Missionary, by this law,
is prohibited, under pain of fine and impri-
sonment, from receiving any contributions
fram the negroes who attend his ministry.
1t is well known with what honourable libe-
rality that class of the population have se-
conded the efforts of this and other Societies
for imparting to them the gospel ; and if the
measure of support they have so cheerfull
yielded be withdrawn, much larger sums wi
be required from this country to maintain the
Mission on its present scale —to say nothing
of the carnest and reiterated demands for ex-
tending it. Repeated applications have been
made to government on the subject, and we
carnestly hope our representations will not
be vain.” May He, by whom kings reign and
princes decree justice, graciously interpose
to defend his cause in this important island
from the danger which threatens it !

Accounts from the Bay of Honduras wear
no features of particular interest. Mr.Bonrn
lias been enabled to keep up the accustomed
services at the chapel; and is cheered by
the countenance and occasional assistance of
a pious and intelligent friend, lately gone
out to Belize in a commercial capacity.

Mr. Schlatter, who has been residing for
several years among a Tartar tribe in the
south-eastern part of the Russian dominions,
and of whose zeal and self-denial we have
had former ocecasion to speak, visited Lon-
don in the commencement of the year for
the pur{iose of conferring with the commit-
tee. The interview strengthened all those
feelings of respect and Christian affection
witb which they had previously regarded
this devoted man ; but his present views on
some parts of divine truth are such as to ren-
der inexpedient the closer union between him
and the Society which was once anticipated.

Since the last annual meeting no addi-
tional missionaries have been sent out by the
Society. The scrvices of Mr. Joseph Bur-
ton, late pastor of the church at Canterbury,
liave been accepted by the committee ; hut
liis departure to Jamaica, the chosen scene
of his labours, lias been suspended, till the
decision of govermment is known on the
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subject to which we have already referreq,
Other suitable labourers are ready to engage
in this honourable service, and it will be g
pleasing employment for your future com.
mittee to send them forth into the field pg
rapidly as the means placed at their disposal
will allow,

The cash account now to be submitted to
the meeting will exhibit a considerable in-
crease on the whole receipts of the Society,
compared with the amount reported at your
last anniversary. This has arisen in part
from the generous efforts made in favour
of the cause at Montego Bay ; and partl
from collections made on a journey througK
Scotland by Dr. Marshman and Mr. Ander-
son, the result of which was about 11007,
}I)‘rinci;‘)ally in aid of the translation fund.

‘o this branch of missionary expenditure
our respected friends in the north Eave, for
many years, shewn a zealous and liberal
attachment ; nor can we permit ourselves
to doubt that if the God of missions con-
descends still to employ your Society as an
instrument in his hand to give light to them’
that sit in darkness, and to proclaim liberty
to the captives, the friends of the Saviour
in that part of our native island will con-
tinue, by their kind benefactions, to co-ope-
rate in the work,

In addition to the customary donation of
2007, kindly sentus by the Netherlands Auxi-
liary Society, several other contributions
have been received from Mennonite friends
in various parts of the continent; gifts
which we hall with unfeigned pleasure, asa
pledge that that numerous and opulent body of
our tellow-christians will ere long come for-
ward more generally to claim a share in the
delightful service of evangelizing the hea-
then. Nor would we fail to notice a remit-
tance of 20/ from Grahamstown, in South
Africa, sent by a few pious friends who,
amidst strenuous exertions to maintain the
worship of God among themaelves, have not
forgotten those who are utterly destitute of
such privileges. The New England Society,
also, has continued, by repeated benefac-
tions, made through their agenss in Jamaica,
to assist the mission there. .

Considerable aid has been derived from
legacies durini the past year, among which
the generous bequest of 10004 by Samuel
Broadley, Esq. late of Bradford, Yorkshire,
deserves especial mention. A renewed do-
pation of 50 has been made by Mr. Deakin
of Birmingham, and Thomas Key, Esq. of
Water Fultord, has added 2007 to his many
benefactions, besides contributing 507 to the
Widow’s and Orphan’s Fund, an object
which does not yet appear to have attracted
the notice it deserves.

Your committee would gratefully acknow-
ledge the divine goodness in atfording to
their highly-esteemed brother and ussociate,
Mr. Eustace Carey, such a measurc of health
and strength as has enabled him to render
much valuable aid to the Society in visiting
many parts of the kingdom to preach and
collect on its behalf ; and they trust that he
will he permitted, for the present at least,
to continue these acceptable labours. To
numerous friends, botl in town and couutry,
who have kindly exerted themselves Lo pro-
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mote the same object—including many fe-
male friends who have recently been em-
ployed in aid of native female education—
cordial thanks are respectfully tendered.
May the principles of obedience to God, and
compassion to men, from which such ser-
vices legitimately flow, flourish and increase
more and more tbrou ilou! all our churches,
till the fulness of the éentiles be gathered in,
and all Israel shall be saved !

It is nerely an act of justice to the So-
ciety to remark that its present state con-
stitutes a very forcible appeal to public libe-
rality. It is well known that we have never
accumulated funds in reserve ; but that, on
the contrary, our operations have uniformly
been conducted on a scale fully commensu-
rate with our resources. With such urgent
calls to increased exertion on every side, it
has seemed impossible to do otherwise ; and
yet the natural effect has been to compel the
committee to adopt a strain of importunity
not always agreeable to tbeir feelings. At
this season of the year there has generally
been a considerab{e balance in hand ; in-
stead of which various remiltances and pay-
ments are now due ; and foreign drafts to a
very considerable amount have been accepted
on behalf of the Society. The committee
trust that the statement of these facts will
be sufficient to rouse the zeal and energy of
the friends of the Society on its behalf, and
will not therefore recur to the numerous
and powerful arguments which might be
drawn from the necessity and nature of the
work itself. The experience of each revolv-
ing ?'ear supplies new proof that, however
feeble our exertions, and however defective
the sgxrit may be in which they are carried
on, the blessing of God is not withheld from
them-—and this comsideration, surely, may
well animate us to continue and enlarge
them, ¢ Wherefore, heloved brethren, ge
ye stedfast, unmoveable, always abounding
In the work of the Lord, forasmuch as ye
linﬂl\lv t'.hat your labour is not in vain in tZe

ord.’

After the Report had been read, the varions
resolutions, which will be givenin our next
Imm.ber, were moved, and seconded, and
carried uwoanimously ; and many interesting
addresses were delivered.

The Rev. Joseph Kinghorn said that the
committee bad been looking forward to this

2y with concern and anxiety. Having passed
through q crisis, involving more than common
responsibility, tbey have been particularly
ahxlous that their fidelity to the trust reposed
In them shonld be evidenced to the Society.
They have taken all possible menns to pre-
Serve the nnjon, but in vain. The correspond-

ou will remember the impossibility of quick
f‘fn(;mumoutions with persons in so distant a
) "d. We have Lad to exercise patience. We
¥e made various efforts and offered many
Pragers that those efforts might be successful.
¢ bave done all we could to prevent such

a report as this being read to you to day.
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You also bave been looking forward to this
day with anxiety. Tbe movements of the
committee plaindy indicated t.at somethiog
very particular was under consideratioan ; and
in our reveral connexions and neighbourhoonds
we bave often been asked what was going
forward— and we have been obliged to give
some answers to these inquiries. Now the
matter has been brought to a conolasion, we
present an account of our proceedings, which
we trust will obtain your approbation and
sanction. We regret the separation, but we
were driven 10 the measure. Yet, ttough cast
down, we are not destroyed. We have only
been in the sitmation in which many better
men bave been before us. There has cever
been a good cause without any difficalties.
All voyages are liable to storms. Christianity
itself has bad its difficulties, Though we have
been exercised with a storm, we are not cast
down. Do not you be cast down ; do not, by
frowning upon us, diminish our energies or
our hopes. Those who drew up the Report
which has been read, bave aeted wisely in
stating fully and fairly what has been done.
We found ourselves compelled by a sense of
daty to resist the demands that were made.
‘We were entrusted with the gifts of your libe-
rality, the object of which has been con-
stautly expressed in yonr aanual reports to
be for preaching the Gospel to the heathen.
The sums that have been given, or proposed
to be given, to the brethren at Serampore,
were only to assist in the support of their
Missionary stations; and we requived ac-
counts of the manner in which these monies
should be dispensed, and of the progress made
in the work of the Lord at the respective sta-
tions. Suach accounts we required, not from
any suspicion of our brethren at Serampore,
but to enable usto answer any inquiries that
might he made of us at home. We were
never consulted npon the building of the Col-
lege, and we bave not felt ourselves called
upoa to give any opinion on the propriety or
impropriety of the undertaking, We leave
this to those who have built it. We do not
deny that many advantages may he derived by
the natives of India from the cultivation of lite-
rature. Whether mach good has ever beeu
dope by colleges and universities, in extend-
ing the kingdom of Christ, that kingdom which
is not of this world, may perhaps be ques-
tioned ; but however this may bave beeu, the
establishment of a college formed no part of
your plan, and we could pot, without manifest
injustice to yon, appropriate any part of your
fands to this purpose. We have no objec-
tion to literature, to the extension of litera-
ture, or to the means of doing it. Itis an
instrument of great usefuluess, when properly
dirccted, of which the world kaows not the
value, Many a man has been deemed an idler
when labouring hard in literary stadies ; bat it
has afterwards been evident that he was pre-
paring for the future service of the church

Bai we are your stewards, and stewards
shoald be faithful to the trust reposed in
them.  Qur appealis to you, I you think,
that on the whole we have acted faithtully
in regarding your interests and dispensing
your liberality, you will signify your appro-
bation, and sanction what we have done.
But whatever you may think of the conduct
of your committee, or whether yon may he
pleased to elect one of us again, we trust
you will go on with your exertions in the
cause. Bnt we must entreat you to help us
by your prayers. Think of the important
conseqences deperdent on the deliberations
of a few obscure men composing your com
mittee. An oppressive feeling of this often
rests upon our minds : we are legislating
for millions ; the immortal interests of mil-
lions of our fellow-men, are involved in our
decisions ; according as things appear to us,
we send missionaries to one slation or to
another. We need the best influences ta
direct us. Pray that we may be guided
aright. We beseech you to be anited among
yourselves as you have hitherto heen. And
whenever yon pray for yourselves pray also
for this Saociety, and for all missionary So-
oteties, and for the success of missions in
every part of the world.

The Rev. Samuel Nicholson, of Plymouth,
remarked, that we should calculate on the
service of God being attended with pains as
well as pleasares. Itis only, said he, by
the tremendous alternative of renouncing
this service altogether, that we can ensure
an exemption from the sorrows and afllic-
tions of the church., We must often have
caase to shed tears, but such tears issue in
joy. The statements now laid before you
by the Committee are made, not to crimi-
nate others, or to excolpate themselves, but
in order to give you the information you
must bave desired. But while you are
called by these statements to share in sor-
rows, do not yield to despondency. Though
this Society and the Serampore missionaries
now form two distinct bodies, mataally in-
dependent of each other, we trast they are
both dependiog on our common Lord; the
difference we bope was not about the end to
be aimed at, but about the meaus of attain-
ingit. Disunion is always to be deplored;
but the case is not new. Paul and Barnabas
once exhibited the unlovely sight of two
apostles engaged in sbarp contention ; yet
that event in the issue was not unfavourable
to the cause of the Redeemer. And that
the facts which have been stated to you to-
day, will eventually lead o the furtherance
of the Gospel, no person who confides in
the power and grace of Christ ¢an reason-
ably enteriain a doubt. DBut the report ex-
cites feelings of joy es well as of sorrow.
Missionaries have Leen removed by death ;
but their dying admonitions have done im-
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meuse good, dhid one funeral sermon has been
the means of spiritual life to several immor-
tal souls; and the converts have Vbecome
instroments of further promoting the cause.
This furnishes matter for much gratitude.
Let us also e careful to maintain a corre-
spondence between the characler of {lie
kingdom of Christ, and the spirit in which
we address owrselves to the work of thae
Lord. Auimosity and bickering are not
adapted to extend that kingdom which is
righteousness, and peace, and joy in the
Holy Ghost. There is need of humble,
frequent, fervent prayer, at the tbrone of
grace : this will draw down the hest influ-
ences to advauce the cause, will hold in
check every secular, jealous, and despond-
ing spirit, and call forth the exertions of
that power whioh will at length regenerate
the world.

The Rev. Eustace Carey, from Calcutta,
considered the recent crisis a3 a most trying
one for the Committee. Those, said Mr.C.
who have conducted the business through
this eventful crisis, do indeed deserve your
increasing confidence. Though T bave been
connected with the Society for fifteen years,
that is, ever since I wasa boy, my respect
for the committee is now greater than ever it
was before ; on account of the labours in
which they have engaged to bring matters of
such magnitude to a termination. I sailed
from Bengal to America with a captain in
whom I had unbounded confidence, yet this
confidence was increased after we had passed
the Cape of Good Hope. He enjoyed the
respect and confidence of all the passengers :
in fair weather we never entertaived the
least doubt of his ability ; but when we
witnessed . the anxiety, and care, and judg-
ment he displayed in a violent storm, our
confidence increased, and our respect rose
even to admiration. Such are my present
feelings towards the commiltee. I am now
only afraid that the friends of the Mission
may regard the separation with too deep
regret. The separation is certainly to he
regretted, but there are circumstances which
may reasonably diminish this regret. Though
the committee, cousistently with their trust,
could not concar in the establishment of the
college, yet they hore uo ill will to the
literary part of it; and as far as it contem-
plated strictly religious objects, they were
ready to assist, and engaged that the ex-
pences of those bative students who had
embraced Christianity, and were preparing
themselves to hecome preacbers of the Gos-
pel, should be defrayed from the fun(hl‘nf
the Society. And now that the separation
bas taken place, we feel plessure iu believing
that the labours of the Seramnpore brethren
will he undiminisbed ; their income is con-
siderable, and we wish them success in the
pame of the Lord. The literary pursuits at
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Serampore, and all other Jiterary institu-
tions, will have a favourable aspect nn
missionary exertions. We consider them
ns auxiliary to the cause, and as such, we
regard them with good will. Besides the
Serampore college, there are several other
institutions with kinéred objects. There is
the Calcutta School Book Society, for print-
ing and circulating books of useful instroc-
tion in the native languages; the Calcutta
Schnol Society, for the introdnction, exten-
sion, and jmprovement of the system of
education ; the Bengal college, for the lite-
rary and scientific education of nativesand
Europeans ; and the Diocesan college. All
these we hail, as fraaght with great advan-
tages to the natives of India. Yet with the
committee, the wore simple and spiritoal
their plans and operatious are, the more
success may be expected. We should not
forget that the intelligence of the people of
India may be resuscitated, and they may rest
in infidelity. It is not merely the march of
intellect that we are desirous of seeing, but
the progress of Christ and bis cause in the
East and in the West. Literature has its
pleasures, but Christianity bas higher plea-
sures still. We might bave taught the
Hindoos tv read, and to reason too, withount
introducing the doctrines of revelation, But
we aim at a vobler object. God forbid that
we should glory, except in the cross of our
Lord Jesus Christ! And the unsearchable
riches of Christ are never preached for any
long time with earnestness and zeal, without
considerable success. Some of the natives
bave lived fifteen, others twenty, or twenty-
five-years after their conversion ; their lives
have been exemplary, and they have died
the death of the righteous. This holy liv-
ing and happy dying has been the result of
the labours of this Institation, and I cannot
tut congratulate its friends on having been
instrumental in sustaining such a Dblessed
agency. Those parts of the report which
are painful are more than relieved by the
slatements in other parts. It is too fre-
quently said that little, if any thing, has been
effected ; but this is a mistake. Atameet-
irg held a few months ago at Caleutta, ot
which my dear and venerated uncle, Dr.
Carey, presided, he made the 'following
remark : —*¢You junior brethren are often
lainenting the want of success; but I have
been in this country two or threeand thirty
years, and when I compare the state of
ludia now with what it was then, I find
obundant reason to hless Gud and takc con-
rage.” And if this was his langaage und
tecling in India, surely we have no reason
to despond at hoine, with persevering, spi-
ritual exertion, and humility in pursuing our
labours. God hath said, Mercy shall be
built up for ever. But it may well excite
our wonder and deepest humility, that the
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parposes of Christ’s death should be identi -
fied with haman agency. The most suc-
cessfal instruments employed in this work
will feel something like what the apostle felt
when he called himself less than the least
of all saints. This experience and temper
of mind bas been eminently preserved by
Dr.Carey. Aboat foor or five years ago,
when he was apparently within an hoar or
two of dissolation, he said to Dr. Marshman,
“If you preach a funeral sermon, let it con-
tain no laboured eulogium. Let your text
be—Have mercy upon me, O God, according
to thy loving kindness: according unto the
multitude of thy tender mercies blot out my
transgressions.”  This was his language
after a life of assiduous lahour in the ser-
vice of God. Fuller died in a similar spirit,
expressing bis reliance on the mercy of
God, and the merits of Christ. Let us cher-
ish this spirit ; let us be self-subdued and
self-renoancing; let us gird upthe loins of our
minds; let us angment oar lahours and mal-
tiply our missionaries, ot doabting of the
divine blessing.

The Rev. Jokn Stathom, from Calcutta,
expressed peculiar satisfaction in the pro-
ceedings of this day. When the report and
resolutions of the meeting reach the friends
of the Mission in India, that confidence in
the Society, which has sustained some dimi-
wution, J have no doubt, said Mr. Statham,
will be completely restored. I am just
returned from that country, and can safely
assare you that there bas never been a
better prospect of abundant success than at
this time, for labourers going forth in the
strength of the Lord. Just béfore my de-
parture I attended the baptism of some
natives, and the impression made on the
spectators was evidently great. One who
saw a Mussulman baptized was convinced
and converted: he was a Moonshee, or man
of learning, whose renunciation of caste and
profession of Christianity made a deep and
lasting impression on many of bhis idolatrous
neighbours. The preaching of the gospel
to the natives is continned with great assi-
duity. Many young men have been raised
up to preach salvation to their conntrymen.
These young men frequently meet together
to encourage one another in the work. I
visited them just before I sailed, and was
delighted with -what T heard. Their
prayers for this Society were very fervent.
They often go ioto the streets with the New
Testament in their bhands, which they read
to companies of persous that collect around
them. Ia this way Mr. Kirkpatrick was
raised up, who preaches with great fervour
and eloquence. The prejudices of the na-
tives, wherever Missivnaries are statioved,
are much diminished. Time was when
Christian preaclers could bardly go forth
without personal danger; now the natives

encourage them. Not long ago I was call-
ed to visit a poor old native convert, ' Upon
inguiring what were her expectations for
eternity, and what hope she bad beyond the
grave, she answered, * X have Christ in my
heart, I want no more:” and she desired e
to make her will, bequeathing her house
and ground about it to the Missionary Soci-
ety. Schools are established at every sta-
tion ; and many of the natives, who at first
thought tbere must be some sinister design
in them, and therefore refused to let their
daughters attend, now wish them 1o be ad-
mitted. Bat I muost urge the necessity of
continaed exertion. Oh! could you have seen
and heard, what my dear hrother who spoke
last and myself have seen and heard, your
bearts would he more powerfully drawn
forth to compassionate the poor Hindoos.
Much has heen done, bat more still remains
to be done. Where the Gospel has not
reached, there is the same cruelty and su-
perstition as ever. Oh! send ont more
Missionaries, faith{ful men. There should
be two or three at each station; then more
work would be done, and the iiluess or
death of an individual would not interrupt
it.

The Rev. Dr. Winler. I feel no small
pleasure in attending aud addressing this
meeting. The pleasore, indeed, is alloyed
with some regret; but considering the
whole bearing of the circumstances stated
in the report, I trust the effect will be ad-
vaviageous. When Christians fall ont by
tbe way ou minor points, they Lave a fine op-
portucity for exemplifying the spirit of
Christianity, the temper displayed by the
divine aunthor of our dispensation. Conld
we carry that temper into all our proceed-
ings, we might cherish a confidence that our
labour would not be in vain, Ilave always
been pleased with the calw simplicity which,
from the beginning, bas uniformly charao-
terized this respectable, and now large, so-
cietg. The Cbristian pablic, and the prac-
tical men of other socicties, feel an increas-
ing interest in it. And some time ago,
when I was truvelling in Scotland for ano-
ther society, I observed among many Pa:do-
baptist congregations, a very high degree of
respect prevailing for the pure Christian
principle which has directed the proceed-
ings of this Snciety. 1 rejoice in the pros-
perity cf this and all Missionary institutions.
‘These meetings excite a glowing zeal in the
cause; but it is one thing 1o feel excite-
ment on this occasion, and to rely on the
proises that the day of triumph will come ;
— and apother thing to go away, and feel
and act as individually required to co-
operate in the work. The feeling excited
t0-day will pot do the business, Our chief
dependence must be ov the Spirit of God ;
hut we must add our fervent prayers and
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vigorous excrlions if we would succeed,
In a manascript sermon which I have seen,
by the excellent Philip Henry, on Thy
kingdom come, he has a remark partioularly
applicable to our present subject. ¢ That
which we pray for enrnestly, we shéuld
labour for diligently.” And there was
muoh of the Missionary spirit among the
early non-conformists, but the circumstances
of the times were uufavoureble to such on-
dertakiugs. Let us be thaukful that we
live in happier days. But Missionary soci-
eties are in danger of sinking into inactivity
and decrcpitude, if the exertions of the
Christian public are pot continunlly called
forth, Hence the great utility of Auxiliary
Societies. The Bible Society and all reli-
gious societies are supported in a great
degree by such institations. Exert your-
selves to form them where they do not yet
exist; and where they are already formed,
to quickeu their energies and extend their
eflorts. Societies begun with zeal may de-
clice : let us stimulate ope another to con-
tinued and increased zeal aud exertion, that
the kingdom of Christ may be extended
more aud more till it shall fill the whole
world.

The Rev. Caleb Birt, of Portsea, Meet-
ings like the present exhibit tbe Christian
chureh at its highest point of elevation,
Hence it appears like Mount Zion, where
treasures are laid up for a ruined world.
The proper business of these meetings is to
promote a spirit of labour and patient per-
severance. Qur counfidence is in heaven,
our chief resources are on high; but soc-
cess i6 to be looked for in the exertions of
the churches. The world is promised to
Christ ; but the charch is to couquer that
world for their Lord. Sach being the ob-
ject to be attained, eularged and increased
exertion appears necessary. Missionaries
are the vanguard of the Christian army,
who go forth relying on the assurances of
the divine word, that the faith of Christ
shall at last universully prevail. The war-
fare is against error and misery. Chris-
tianity, and that only, must rectify the dis-
orders in the moral constitution of the
world. A distarbing force has heen intro-
duced by sin; but this disturbing force shall
be destroyed by the power of Christ. In
the early stage of the mission, when all was
hope, but all was untried, it needed the
characters of Fuller and others {o commend
it to the public patronage; but now, after
what has been accomplished, after what we
have beard from Missionaries themselves,
what more can be neccssary to ensure its
continued support? The sid of Auxiliary
Sacieties is invaluable, They form the
very sinews of the Institution itself, and
there ought to be one in every cliurch of the
denomination. The field of labour is large,
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extonsive enough to call forlh the energies
of the whole denomination, which, when
fully exerted may accomplish much.~ Suech
meetings as this are beveficial to London,
and similar benefits will attend the establish-
ment of Auxiliary Socielies every where.
The interests of this Society will be best
promoted by forming auxiliaries. They will
promote and preserve a missionary spirit;
and when this becomes general, we shall be
restored to the spirit of the primitive
church, and shall attain primitive enjoy-
ments. In the meantime all the efforts and
sacrifices that we make will have their own
reward, while we know that we are pouring
consolations into the sorrows, and endea-
vouring to heal the maladies of an afflicted
and guilty world.

The Rev. John Birt, of Manchester.
After so much instruction and pleasare as
we have enjoyed during the services of this
and the prcceding day, the time is now
come to discharge the debt of respect and
gratitode to those persons by whose kind-
ness and liberality we have been furnished
with the means of that enjoyment ; I mean
the trnstees of the clhapels in which we have
been permitted to bold our meetings. The
trustees of the chapel in which we are now
assembled, have, for a series of years, prov-
ed the constancy of their kindness; and
both to thew, and to the trustees of Surrey
Chapel, we are called npon, not only to pre-
sent, but to renew, our grateful acknowledg-
meuts. The terms of the resolation, I am
convinced, are so correspondent with the
sentiments and feelings of all present, that
it would display bad taste on my part, and
be quite soperflucus with respect to the
meeting, were I to ofler any thing by way
of argument or persnasion, to induce them
to adopt it, There is one name, however,
by which the resolution is adorned, to wbich
T must beg for a moment to advert, — the
name of the Rev. Rowland Hill; than
whom there is no man more known, more
esteemed, or more beloved; — a man, who
through a long course of years has heen
distingnished . for henevolence and piety,
cven among the benevolent and pious. Mr.
Hill is one of the few remaining links which
connect the Christiaus of the present gener-
stion with those of a former period ; and it
appears as if he were spared until now in
order to be an example to us of the high
qualifications of those who had been Lis
contemporaries.  And . who that' beholds
him, though at present in the decline of Hfe,
and witnesses the ardour of his mind, tbe
evergy of his delivery, and the intenseuness of
his zeal jn the cause of God and truth, but
must be convineed that ¢ there were giants
1n those days!” Indeed to few, to very few
1s it given, s0 campletely and so strikingly
1o exemplify that heautiful passage of holy
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wril, — The path of the just is as the shin-
ing light, which shineth more and more unto
the perfect day.

The Rev. Thomas Winter, of Bristol.
I do not regret that the question has heen
put to rest. I hope we shall all retire to
day, gratefal to God that the Commitiee
have heen enabled to keep disticntly in view
the object of the Society, the promotion of
that kingdom which is not of this world,
the salvation of immortal souls. We wish
the Serampore Missionaries a large supply
of the apirit of Jesus Christ, and abundant
success in their labours. We know the
cause of Christ must advance ; he must reign.
Let us go on with increasing vigoar of mind;
let us make greater exertions; especially
upite in fervent supplications for the out-
pouring of the Spirit. This God has pro-
mised, and he will not suffer us to laboar
withoat success. While we deplore the
millions still in darkoess, let us not forget
that God has already given a few small
pledges of what he will nitimately do for
the world., I feel pleasnre in thinking of
the efforts of other denominations. The
christian principle is expaassive, and em-
braces all that love onr Lord Jesus Christ
in sincerity. I rejoice in the success of
those whose chapel we are privileged to
occupy to day ; I congratulate them on their
missionary labours among the heathens ; and
esteeming each as a brother in Cbrist, I
say, Grace he with them all.

The Rev. Dr. Townley, one of the Minis-
ters coonected with the chapel, assared the
Meeting that his brethren felt great pleasure
in the accommodation they had beea able
to afford. For more than thirty years, said
Dr. Townley, I have been interested in the
Baptist Missionary Society. I rejoice in the
good it has effected, and is still effeoting.
God has evidently been with its Mission-
aries. Before the invention of the art of
printing, all the versions of the Scriptures
that had ever been made did pot amount to
forty. It is iatter of astomishment and
gratitude to observe the pumber that have
beea made within a few years by the Baptist
Missionaries alone, and some of these into
languages before deemed the most abstruse
and difficalt of attainment, particularly the
Sauscritand Chinese. They have also been
the instruments of wiuning souls to Christ,
and torving many from the power of sin
and satan unto God. They have raised the
character -of Christian Missionaries, who
are now regarded throughout Tadia in a very
different light from wbat tbey were thirty
years ago. Their elforts for the oirculation
of religious knowledge among the ovatives
have been unwearied. The time will come
when the early Baptist Missionaries will be
remembered and revered as the greatest
friends of human kind : their vames are
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already recorded on high. Let them go on
in their work, and we cordially wish them
good luck in the name of the Lord.

The various speeches ware received with
indications of great satisfaction. One sen-
timent appeared to animate the whole as-
sembly.  The other gentlemen wmerely

moved and seconded the different resolu-
tions without any speechos, or with only a
few words, The Chairman briefly acknow.
ledged the vote of thanks to himsel(; and

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CHR1sTIAN Frienps,

The ahove print represents
a curious Taj, or heathen temple in mi-
niature, which has lately been presented
to the Society by the Missionaries at
Calcutta, and is now placed in the Mis-
sion Mouse. It was brought from
Burmah. The lower part is hollow, the
front opens on hinges, and displays a
gilded idol within, exactly resembling
that of which we gave a drawing in our
Quarterly Paper for October last, No. 20.
These temples, though very beavy, ave
carried about in their idola{rous pro-
cessions on mens’ shoulders; and as they
are covered with gilding and small pieces
of glass of various colours, they make a
splendid appearance iu the sun  But, after
all, what “ lying vanities” are these! We
hope that when you look either on such
objecls Ll.emselvcs, or on represen(atinns
of them like that before you, you will not
merely view them as cariosities, or
wonder that people should be so foolish
as to honour such deities, or engage in
such worship. Meditate upon them as
the practigal symbols of the most fearful
evil which has ever visited our hapless
race—as constituting the highest practical
insult ever offered to the infinite Creator
and Lord of all—for such is the genuine
character of idvlatry——and then you will
surely feel a warmer glow of gratitude in
being delivered from such a curse your-
selves, and deeper compassion for the
vast multitudes who are to this day living
and dying under the influence of these
horrid delusions.

One excellent Missionary who laboured
and suffered for several years in this very
country of Burmah, has lately been re-
moved by death: We refer to Mrs.
Judson, of whose afflictions and perils a
brief statement was given in our last
pumber but one. A more detailed ac-
couant of the same afflicting scenes from
her own pen was inserted in the Missi-
onary Herald, for January and February
last. Probably, you could not read that
narrative without tears of sympathy for
her sufferings, and tears of joy for their
happy termmation. But, at that moment,
all tears had been wiped from Aer eyes;
her warfare was ended; and she had
been admitted into the purc and peaceful
region where the wicked cease from
troubling, and the weary are at rest.
May we be followers of them, who
through faith and patience are inheriting
the promises, and count every thing vain
and trifling compared with a scriptoral
bope of finally sttainiug the game unut-
terable bliss!

A CunisTiaN Frieno, who spent many
f'ears in India in the inilitary profession,
has lately sent us the following pleasing
account of & young man, now hving at
Nagpore, a large city, nearly 600 miles
south-west of Calcutta. It is another
interesting proof of the benevolent ten-
dency of genuine religion, and the happy
eflects which, under the divine blessing,
may proceed from disintercsted efforts
to promote the good of our fellow erea-
tures.

“ Soon after my arrival at Nagpore,
in 1806, an old invalid soldier came there
very ill and distressed, whom I often
visited to read to him. Henry Antone,
then a very little boy, was in his family,
and I obtained the soldier’s consent that
be should be educated under my care
with a few others, the children of Euro-
pean Portuguese parents. Henry, in a
time of distress and famine, was bought
of a Mahratta family, (and who also had
purchased him) for one Rupee, or half a
crown, so that he could not tell who his

arents were. While with the Mahraita
tamily he led a wandering life, begging
from door to door. From the time he
came under my roof, I had the daily sa-
tisfaction of witnessing his great atten-
tion to his learning, the delight he took
in the Scriptures, and his very modest
and amizble disposition. He rendered
himself very useful in reading the Mah-
ratta and Hindostanee Testaments and
Tracts to those natives who daily came
to my house to be instructed in them:
he was also of great assistance in my
aative school. There being no place of
worship at Nagpore, Sunday, in the af
ternoon, the parents of the native boys
atteaded for divine worship, when the
Scriptures and parts of the Liturgy,
translated into Hindoostanee, were read,
in which they all felt a pleasing interest.
These means were savingly }ﬁessed, 1
trust, to a poor Hindoo, who, a few days
before his death, felt much deligflt
and spiritual consolation under the word.
The Say before this poor man died he
was brought into my house, where he de-
clared openly bLis hope and faith in
Jesus Christ alone for salvation, as be
was well assured his idols could do him
no good. Then breaking off a necklace,
the badge of his idol worship, he cast it
away from him, thus bearing his testi-
mony to the truth of the gospel of Christ.

“In 1814, I had the pleasure of re-
ceivinﬁ into my family, from Serampore,
vne of their pative Christians, a con-
verted Brahmin, named Ram Mohnun,
whn, when a youth, according to the
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custom of his country, set fire to the fu-
peral pile, which consumed his living
mother with the corpse of her deceased
hushand. Ram Mohun, accompanied by
Henry, preached with pleasing success at
Nagpore, and the surrounding country,
and distributed the Scriptures and tracts
very largely. He had a peculiar gift for
prayer and preaching, and I have often
geen his audience in tears,

“In 18181 left Nagpore with a military
force, to proceed to Chuttarghur, 220
miles to the eastward; and when the
country, which had becn in a state of
open warfare, was ngain settled, I sent for
Ram Mobun and his family ; but Le was
taken very ill soon after lus arrival, and
died at my house. His conversations
with the natives, and the happy and
peaceful way in which he departed, im-
pressed them very deegly. I buried him
in my own garden, and a great many at-
tended, to whom I read a portion of
Scripture, and spoke to them ; and I have
seldom seen more attention apd feeling
than they shewed. It was as if they said,
‘ Let my last end be like his.’

“ Some time hefore I left Nagpore, Mr.
Jenkins, the British resident at that court,
very kindly took Henry into his emplay,
as a writer, a situation he has held ever
since, highly respected for his steady and
upright conduct. Aided by subscriptions
on the spot, he has kept np the school es-
tablishment to the present time, and his
correspondence continues to show his
genuine piety and zeal. A few extracts
may not he unacceptable.

“Jan. 23, 1824.—You will be bappy
to hear that I have formed a native scbool
in a louse within my compound, and I
have now between 30 and 40 native scho-
lars, and six English. Most of these
boys can read the Scriptures very well;
they always carry them home to read to
their parents after school hours. On a
Sabbath day, when I am at Nagpore, I
spend it amongst the hoys, and you caunot
conccive what inward pleasure I feel to
hear them read the Scriptures, repeating
the Lord’s prayer and the ten command-
ments, as weil as many passages from the
Bible, in which they seem to take great
delight. To encourage them, a few pice
(or halfpence) are distributed amongst
them, particularly to such as have been
good boys, and repeat their lessons cor-
rectly. Inthe evening I distribute among
the whole the produce of my garden,
Which isin a very flourishing condition.
The schoolmaster is a Brahmin—a very
civil and good-natured old man, and has
& great regard to the Bible.”

“ Bombay, Jan. 17, 1825.—I have ever
reagon to be thankfnl to God for his gnorf-
ness towards mé. I often feel I have
neglected him in thonsands of instances,
but his mercy and kindness have heen
ever the same, and more than I deserve.
Ol, that he may evermore make me sen-
sible of his love, and his care and protec-
tion in saving me from everlasting death !
In my last letter I mentioned Mr. Hall,
American Missionary at Bombay ; I have
often seen him since my arrival here, and
heard him preach in Mabratta, the best
of Makratta, to the poor perishin
heathen about him, in a most striking ang
impressive manner; and I have tound
mauch benefit in his conversation, which is
that of a true Christian. His translations
of the catechisms, &c. are of great use to
me in my infant school. He sincerely
labours for his heavenly Master. My
school at Nagpore is getting on moderately
—about 30 to 40 attend regularly.”

In October following he states, “ Sah-
bath days, the forenoon is spent in my
own house in reading, and in the after-
noon among the boys. We have our fa-
mily worship twice a day, when three or
four of the family attend. I have often
written to Mr. Lawson for a native
rreacher: I pray the Lord to send more
abourers into this forlorn part of his
vineyard. How happy should I feel to
see the Mahrattas and Brabmins join in
singing the songs of Zion, and with con-
trition of heart kneeling down before Jesus
their only Saviour. You would be de-
lighted to hear some of my boys saying
by heart, on Sundays, Mr. Chamberlain’s
Hindoo hymns; and sing, when I give
out the verse, and lead off the tune. It
is a new thing to them and to me likewise.
Frequently ¥ ask them if they understand
what they sing, and whether the songs
they sing before their Deos (idols) are like
themn. They readily answer that they un-
derstand this, and ‘they are good words,
but their own they do not, as they are in
Sanscrit. The boys pay great attention
when any thing is read to them.”

The last extract, dated from Nagpore,
Oct. 8, 1826, merits peculiar atteution, as
recording a noble act of enlightened li-
berality on the part of the native sovereign
of that district. The provision thus made
for public instruction by this heathen
prince, is equal to £6000 per annum ;.
and it appears highly probable that its
origin may be traced to the generous
philauthropy of Henry and his pious
master.

“The rajah’s attention has been called
on for establishing schools for the educa-

twn of native children, to which his con-
sent has heen confirmed. In each per-
gunnah (district) there is to be one public
school, and in the city five or six, including
one of English, one of Persian, and one
of Sanscrit. The rajah is to pay 5000
rupees monthly, to cover the whole of the
expenses of this establishment. There
are other schools to be established, where
the arts and sciences are to be studied in
all their branches by pundits. Printed
books have been already sent for from
Bombay; and the schools are to be formed
on the Lancasterian system. Mr. L. W.
1s, I understand, to be the superintendent
over all these schools, as he is a very
clever scholar in Sanscrit. My school 1s
also to be reformed on the sane plan;
they will commence the buildings for the
schools next month. We have not had
a chaplain appointed in the room of the
Rev. Mr. Arnold, and no religious so-
ciety ; but blessed be God he has not left
us altogether without some comfort, as 1
am happy to say that on every Lord's

)

day we muke a ‘practice of worshipping
God publicly, in our own house, with our
own family and servants, about ten after
breakfast, as I am always allowed to re-
main at home witbout any public business,
when the whole of the presidency writers
attend on the means ol!.’gr:\ce. We sing
four hymns, read a chapter in the Bible,
and a suitable sermon is read from some
good author, and conclude with singing
and ‘prayer. They have attended regu-
larly for the last two months, and genenﬁly
not less than twelve or thirteen, including
children, four of whom daily come to
learn English at our house. I still keep
up my correspondence with the Mis-
sionanes, Messrs. Pearce and Yates, in
Calcutta” "

How heautifully do such instances ex-
emplify the cheering prediction: Tie
remnant of Jacob shall bein the midst of
many people as a dew from the Lord, as
the showers upon the grass, that tarrieth
not for man, nor waitet. for the sons of
men.

FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE.

MONGHYR.

The following letter from Mr.
Leslie to the Secretary, dated Jan,
15th, 1827, affords gratifying proof
of the continued and salutary at-
tention excited by the Gospel at
that important station. We can-
pot but wish our worthy brother,
whose health is evidently delicate,
Liad accepted the very kind offer
he mentions at the close of his

letter ; though we are quite aware
that scruples of the most honour-
able nature alone led him to de-
cline it :

Monghyr, Jan. 15th, 1827.

MY DEAR S'R,

Since the date of my last communication,
nothing of very great importance has oc-
curred at this station, One or two events,
however, deserve to be mentioned as shew-
ing tbat the work of God continues to go
on. One person las been baptized, a young
woman the wife of one of our members.
About three months ago, & Hindoo family
(amounting to six persons) of the writer
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caste, openly renounced Hindooism, and
declared themselves Christians, Having
reason to suspect the purity of the motives
of the leading member of the family, at whose
instanoe the others appeared to have fol-
lowed, I stood aloof from them, and did
not récognize them in any way as converts
to Christianity. A considerable tamalt,
however, was excited in Monghyr; many
of the children left the schools, and once or
twice the friends of the apostates, snspect-
ing I had had something to do in what had
happened, came to me, beseeching me to
cause them to give up the two yonngest
members of the family who were betrothed
in tbe manner of the Hindoos. The family
having renoonced caste, before ¥ bad had
tbe smallest intimation of #h=ir intention to
do so, and also, though I was acqoainted
with them, without my baving at any time
spoken a word to them on tbe sabject ; and
likewise, as I had not in any way recog-
nized them as converts, T refused to inter-
fere ; and the friends themselves heing sa-
tisfied that the family had, of their owo ac-
cord, renounced caste, tbey seemed to be
satisfied with my conduct. I told the
friends, however, that as the two youngest
members were hetrothed, i. e. married, (as
far as the marriage ceremony having been
performed may be called marriage,) I was
decidedly of opinion they ought to he given
up; and that, if they pleased, they might
say, such was my opinion, Tt so happened,
however, that the friends ceased to he im-
portuoate, and permitting the betrothed
children to remain, abandoned the whole.
Quickly after this the tomult subsided, tbe
cbildren returoed gradoally to the schools,
and all things reverted to their former
state.

Not having any reason to cooclude that
the hearts of these new professors of Chris-
tianity were affected, althongh I knew their
minds were enlightened ; and also, having
as I have already noticed, reason to suspect
the purity of their motives, I continued to
take no notice of them. Time, I thought,
will shew what these people really are. A
few weeks ago the head of the family be-
came serionsly ill. 1 visited him, and he
was incessantly visited by the native mem-
bers of the church; and whatever mixture
there might be in his motives at first, there
d_id appear great sincerity at last. His
sickness was the sickness of death ; and as
he approached his latter end, he evidently
appeared to grow in patience, in resigna-
tion, and in humility. He always spoke of
h_lmselfns a great sinner, and of his convic-
tion that Christ alone cuuld save him ; and
he expressed a humble hope that his spirit,
on its release from the body, would he re-
¢eived by God into the mansions of bliss.
After having told those tlat were then
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standing around him, that he felt God had
approached near, to convey his soul away,
be died within a little more than four-and-
twenty hours. All were filled with hope,
and all cheerfully onited in lifting np his
body and earrying it to the bonse appointed
for all living ; where they Izid it down in
the hope of a blessed resurrection. Amongst
tbe people, some said one thing, and some
another. Some said that he was taken
away in judgmeut, for forsaking the zods of
bis fathers ; but others had the good sense
to say that he died merely because his hour
was come, and which would have come then
had be remained in his former religion.

His wife, also, appears under serious im-
pressions. She was with me a few days
ago, when she expressed a desire to be
received into the chorch. I would hope
she is sincere, but I intend to wait a few
months before she is received for baptism,
as her koowledge is yet very defective.
There is, also, a very clever youth of 14 or
15 years of age, connected with the family.
From his general conduct and apparent se-
riousness, and also from his professing a
congiderable knowledge of the word of God,
I am not without hope respecting him. He
is the very image in coontenance of Audrew
Fuller ; and as he has now lost caste, and
voloatarily called himseif a Christian, I
earnestly hope he may become a Fuller iu-
deed amongst the Hindoos. Anotber family,
consisting of a man and his wife, and one
child, have also lately renounced caste, and
professed Christianity. I do not know that
either of their hearts are impressed, tbough
it is evideat their miods are enlightened.
The appearance and peneral condoct how-
ever, of the man, I like ; and would also
indalge the hope that he will soon be brought
to receive Christ in truth. These are cir-
cumstances which, I suppose, you will not
think devoid of interest.

Daring tbis cold season T bave not gone
any distence from Monghyr; but 1 have
in company with some of the native bre-
thren, been endeavooring to carry the gos-
pel into all the villages, for four, five, and
six miles around ns. 'When we go out we
leave onr residences in the morning, and
retarn in the evening ; and excepting when
we cross the Ganges, a boy briugs out some
dioner for us, about two o’clock, which we
eat in native fashion, sitting on the groond
under some tree. | have oftentimes been
mach tired ; but we have in geuveral, re-
ceived the compensation ofbeing attentively
heard by the people.  Our native preacher
of greatest talent, has beer laid aside for
a number of months through severe sick-
ness, and has been unahle to accompany us
once ; but I have called out into the field
the young man whom T baptized about two
years ago, and he has proved an excellent
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substitute., He does not appear to have
much courage to preach in the town, but
he has exceeded my highest expectations
in the villages. The Lord graut that both
he and our poor sick preacher, as well as
the others who preach, may long be pre-
served for this great work.,

As to myself, I cannot say I am well.
Since the cold season commenced I have
recovered greatly; bat I have had are-
turn of the pain in wy side; and I am oc-
casionally visited with that sickness wilh
which I was sc much troubled at the close
of the rainy season. I happened to call
on the doctor of the station this week, and
he has again taken me, of his own aecord,
into bis hands, and commenced administer-
ing his medicine. He is an exceedingly
clever man, and is very friendly with me.
The late judge at this station, has been ex-
ceedingly importunate with me to accom-
pany him and his lady to the Cape of Good
Hope, wherc they are goiog for a year io
quest of health., He offered me hoard and
lodging with himself, and even my passage
if I conld not pay it; and so earnestly has
he pressed me, that I have been put to
great ahashmentin refusing his offer. Nearly
all the friends here have been advising me
to go, especially as I should have every
care from the judge aud his lady, who are
very pious people; but I have chosen ra-
ther to commit myself to God, and stay at
my post, not being able to endnre the
thought of being 18 or 20 months absent
from Monghyr, entirely idle as it regards
the grand object of my life. However, I
have been somewhat exercised in mind on
the subject ; but I hope it will yet appear
that I have done what was right.

MONTEGO BAY (Jamaica.)

The following very gratifying
intelligence has lately been re-
ceived from our friend Mr. Bur-
chell; and we are sure many will
be excited to praise God for these
continued instances of his good-
ness towards the poor benighted
negroes. The first article was ad-
dressed to our respected friend the
Rev. E. Clarke of Truro, and the
second to a friend in Devonshire.
Our readers will excuse the repe-
tition of a few lines; the experi-
ence of Peter ought not to be
omitted. May all who read these
lines have the same internal evi-
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dence of love to the Saviour as
this poor simple-hearted negro!

Montego Bay, April 10th 1827,

MY DEAR SIR,

When in Cornwall last July, preaching
for the mission, I thivk you requested me
on my return to this island, to send you
some account of our churches, previous to
your anniversary for the present year, As
that period is now approaching, I write to
communicate to you, a brief account of the
interests of Zion among wus, and it is with
the greatest pleasure I am able to inform
you that the great Head of the church,
still continues to smile upon onr feehle ef-
forts. Our members are standing fast and
walking worthy of their profession, so that
daring my absence from them of nine months,
out of 600 members, there has heen occa-
sion to exclude ore only for disorderly con -
duct, and even that ove now affords pleasing
evidence of genuine repentance. Many of
our enquirers afford us the greatest joy; by
their walk and conversation they grow in
grace, and increase in the knowledge of the
Lord Jesus. It is trnly gratifying to wit-
ness the progress they make in the know-
ledge of the Gospel, and often they astonish
we, by their remarks in conversation, aud
their truly excellent prayers. The gospel,
also, is still extending its conquests. Many
poor sinners are torning from darkness to
light ; from satan unto God; and some who
a little while ago were persecuting their
brethren, are now crying ¢ Men and bre-
thren what shall we do?” Our church at
Montego Bay exhibits the most interesting
appearance, so that my heart is daily glad-
dened by the excellent spirit which is
hreathed ; and could our Christian friends
in England witness their harmony, their
brotherly love, tbeir spirit ‘of prayer and
zeal ; and could they but listen to their ex-
pressions of humble dependence apon God,
for every blessing they need, they wouald re-
quire no greater encouragement to go for-
ward in the support of the mission, as they
would then see they do not labour in vain,
nor spend their strength for nought. On
Sunday, 18th of March, I baptized in the
river running near Crooked Spring chapel,
seventy-five persons, from whom I had
previously received the most satisfactory
evidence of their true conversion to God.
Brother Mann, my fellow-labourer, was a
member of a Scotch Baptist Charch, and
they are generally considered mach stricter
in their admission of members, than the
English Baptists ; however, he has fre-
quently expressed his fullest approbation
of the persons received, as also of the steps
I take previous to their admission; and of
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the church he has repeatedly expressed his
astonishment and pleasare. What canse
have we to exclaim ¢ What hath God
wronght!” < Not unto us, not anto us, O
Lord, but unto thy name be all the glory.”

Fualmouth, April 16th. Since the ahove
date, I have been visiting this place for the
purpose of opening a place for worship. [t
is a town of considerable importance, situat-
ed abont twenty-two miles E. of Montego
Bay, and is the principal place of the parish
of Trelawney; containing 2 population of
26,000 slaves. Many of these inhabitants
have been in the Labit of attending our
chapels at Montego Bay and Crooked Spring,
and a goodly nomber are members ; so that
for a long time they have been soliciting us
to come among them and preach the gospel.
It being rumoared that I shoald be at Fal-
mouth last Sanday, great nnmbers crowded
to me to bid me welcome, so that the bonse
I occupied was crowded for several hours
with poor Negroes, who said if they could
but see my face, to see that I was indeed
come at last, they would be satisfied ; and
as they saw me, many of them in the falness
of their joy exclaimed. ‘“Now we heart
too glad ; Massa come at last for trae.” The
people were brought by parties, and intro-
duoced hy the individual who had been in-
strumental in ‘¢ haling” them, as they callied
it, i, e, persuading them to come and bear
the Gospel, and coltivating a concern for
their soals. After talking with several of
these parties, one of onr members, a female,
came to me. * Well, Massa, me very glad
to see you, me too glad; me come to let
massa see me family.,’> 'When she intro-
doced to me above 100 persons, adding,
“ Me have more dan dees behind, me will
bring next Sanday to Massa.” This woman
is a slave, but possessing considerable know-
ledge of the gospel and the way of salva-
tion, and she has thus exerted herself, tra-
velling from place to place, and has been
the means of  picking up,” as she terms
it, above 200 poor sinners. She has been
called to suffer much for her zeal and her
attacbment to Christ, but in the midst of
many threats she has boldly declared, “by
de help of massa Christ, to hale all she can
to de Gospel.”

After referring to the new law, of which
our readers are informed, Mr. B. proceeds.

¢ Brethren, pray for us. I fear a time of
no small trial awaits us. O, that we may
bave wisdom to guide us, grace to sustain
us, and boldvess to declare, without fear, the
whole counsel of God, If trials are per-
mitted to befal us, there is no doubt it will
prove to the purification of the church.

Last Lord’s-day morning, April 15th.
Brother Mann baptized between 60 and 70
persons, so that we have the smiles of God,
though we bave the frowns of men. On
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Sunday 25th March, when the persans bap-
tized on the previous sabbath, were tskea
into the charch, we had a happy day in-
deed ; it was troly a Christian festival ; the
members expressed great joy on receiving
their *“ new brothers and sisters. Iscarcely
remember ever to have enjoyed more sen-
sible tokens of the divine presence. There
was a great shaking among the dry hones.
Nombers were melted into tears, and cried
out ¢ What shall we do?”’ and we have rea-
son to hope that not a few were savingly
wrought npon that day, Several have been
added to our list of enquirers, dating their
impr to that ion. When God
speaks, who can withstand ?

April 11th 1827,
ON my arrival at Moutego Bay, Jan. 30, I
was welcomed in the most affectionate man-
ner by the poor people. Their expressions
of pleasore, accompanied with many tears,
were truly affecting, and greatly cndeared
them to me, Numbers crowded to the
wharf, and many came off to the ship in
boats and canoes, to tell Massa ¢ How
d’ye” and bid him welcome. At onr morn-
ing prayer meeting the following sabbath
(when oar chapel was thoroughly crowded),
the prayers of oor friends were indescriba-
bly affecting. ¢ O Massa Jesns, we tank
de —©O Massa Christ, we soal bless de—de
take we Shepherd home—de give him
strengt—de bring him back —bless de
Lord O we soul. Now, Massa Jesns, bless

| we-Shepherd — help him to peak dy word —

help kil to peak to every sinner in de four
corners of dis Montego Bay, dat dey may
hear and fall down before we Saviour.”
The charches at Montego Bay and Crooked
Spring, Ifouud ina very pleasing state of
peace and prosperity, so that during my
absence of nine moaths, out of six bundred
members, there was only one whose conduct
rendered it necessary to exercise the disci-
pline of the church, and exclude him from
communion : and even he gives pleasing
evidence of a seuse of his guilt and true
penitence. Our congregation (although it
is orop timo, when it is almost impossible
for the conntry Negroes to attend) have
heen overwhelming, so that, as I remarked
ahove, we have scarcely room to receive
those. who crowd to our prayer meeting at
6 o’clock A.M. During our visit in En-
gland, I was not present at a prayer meet-
ing, uot even a mounthly prayer meeting
where such numbers assembled, and
where such a spirit was manifested, and
these poor people walk during the right,
five, ten, fiftcen miles und above.

On Sanday, 18th of March, I baptized
in the river running near Crooked Spring
Chapel, seventy-five individuals, who had
previously given the most satisfactory evi-

dence of their true conversion to God.
The experience which many of them gave,
was of the most gratifying and satisfactory
kind, and was to me exceedingly encourag-
ing ; as I had reason to believe a sabbath
scarcely passed bat the Lord owned and
blessed his word. I asked onenamed Peter,
if he loved Jesus Christ. Peter—¢ Massa,
me love Christ? dat me do, to me very
heart.” Bat how do you know you love
Jesus Christ? Peter—¢how me know? Massa
Christ no de Son of God? him no come
into dis world, and pill his blood for we
poor Neger—how me know me love Christ ?
who me love, me no love him? who worth
love, if him no wort? Me love him, Massa
me feel it, dat bow me know.” And lately
some of onr friends being called to suffer
on account of the gospel, fearing their bre-
thren would be discouraged on account of
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it, sent them the following message, ¢ Tell
we “broders and sisters, they must not feel
for we—dey must no lose heart—we no
cast down, we no runmway, we no teef, we
no murder, we love Jesus Christ, we pray
to bim, and we suffer for him, him no leave
we, no, him make we happy. Tell dem
dey must pray wid de heart, and we will
pray, il we keep in punish for twelve months,
we will pray, and we will come back praying
and praising.’

All the churches in the Islaud are in
prosperity ; many are daily added to them,
and great is the encouragement. Go for-
ward, my friends: support, pray for, and
advoocate the cause of Missions ; the Lord
is listening to you, and blessing your en-
deavours, and may you be abundantly
blessed in your own soul, and respective
charches!

The following lines, in reference to one of these Contributions, forwarded by the
Principals of a respectahle Ladies’ Seminary in the country, contain siatements so just,
that our readers in general will thank us for, and the writers will excuse, their inser-
tion :— .

«It has given us much pleasure to witness the interest that has been excited in the
minds of our dear pupils, while occupied in making a few articles for the use of the
Female Schools in India, which you will receive in a box by coach, on the 31stinst.
‘We are only sorry they are not more worthy of acceptance, bat time will not at present
admit of making them so. How mnoh might Female Schools in England do for
Female Schools in India, if balf the scraps of time and money were collected aad cast
into the treasury, which are speut in the altaioment of frivolous accomplishinents and
nseless ornaments! The occupying the hands of children in the cause of Missions is
admirably calculated to warm their hearts, while it will undoubtedly increase the number
of its efficient friends from among those wbo, when they have left school, would not
have been very likely to bave come within the sphere of its influeuce.”

It will be observed that the Contribations from the Bedfordshire. Auxiliary Society are
given at full length. This new arrangement has been made, in consequence of its being
understood that our respected Friends in that district would rather have the particulars
inserted in the Herald iban in the Report.

FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE.,

CALCUTTA.

Having, just received the Sixth
Annuval  Report of the Female
Schools under the direction of our
Missgyonaries at Calcutta, we pub-
lish it entire, for the information
of that large class of our readers,
who are so deeply interested in this
good work. Should any friends
discover, on examining the list,
that the names of places do not
appear as attached to schools, from
which contributions have been sent
with that view, it is probable that
such schools may be found in the
list of those superintended by the
Missionaries at Serampore, to whom
a moiety of the sums raised for the
object has been sent. It is not
improbable that, owing to the con-
fusion incident on this arrange-
ment, one or more may not yet
have been established, for which
remittances have been made.—
Should this piove to be the case,
a line to the Secretary will be
esteemed ; or the ladies interested
may find a pleasure in writing di-
rect to Mrs. W.H. Pearce, Circular
Road, Calcutia.

In presenting to their kind supporters
and to the public the Sixth Annual Report

of their exeitions in Native Female Educa-
tion, the Caloutta Baptist Missienaries are

privileged to do it with unahated satisfac-
tion ; and while they desire to express their
gratitade to those benevolent friends whose
liberality from year to year replenishes their
fands, ‘they would thankfally acknowledge
the goodoess of that gracious Being, who
has smiled on their continued efforts, and
given them evident tokens of his approba-
tion. They conceive that a brief acconnt
of each school, though necessarily aniform,
will be acceptable to its immediate sup-
porters, and therefore proceed to relate the
progress aud present state of the varions
seminaries under their superintendence.
CALCUTTA.

The Juvenile School, the first established
for the instruction of Native Heathen Fe-
males in Bengal, contains 19 pupils. This
school continues to give very great satisfac-
tion; and though its number has been some-
what reduced during the year, the superin-
tendent remarks, that the improvement of
the children does the schoalmistress great
credit. The elder pupils have hecome well
acquainted with the Gospel of Luke, and
Henry and his Bearer, during the year;
and can read, write, and spell very correct-
ly, and cipher with tolerable ease: a few
also know a little of Geography and plain
sewing. Ouve of the pupils named Comul,
is deserving high commendation. She has
solicited permission to become a school-
mistress, and is well qualified for the em-
ployment: 3s she is yet young, hawever,
and the mistress of the school is becoming
infirm, it has been deemed advisable for
Comul to remain with her at preseut as an
assistant.

During the past year, the Salem Scheol,
situated in Hiotalee, hys varied in number
from 15 to 23. There arc now 19 cun its
list, whose general conduct and improve-
ment give wuch satisfaction. Several bave
rend the Gospel of Luke, and Heory and
bis Bearer, during tlie year ; repeat by heart
two Cutechisms ; bave spelt a considerable
part of Jetter’s Spelling Book, and can sew
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very neatly. Those less advauced, bave
read the Parables and Miracles with a com-
mentary, and can repeat Pearson’s catechism.
As it regards the attendance in this and
other schools, it may be remarked, that
frequently several of the children will come
for a fcw weeks or months, and then absent
themselves for a time; after which they
will often return again, and again cease
their attendance : hence the number of chil-
dren attending each school necessarily fluc-
tuates considerably.

The Birmingham School has experieneed
very great fluctnation since the date of the
last Report. During the former part of the
year, the prospect was very cheering : 31
pupils ranked on its list, the master gave
great satisfaction, and the improvement of
the children was considerable. In July the
regular master was absent, partly through
indisposition, and parly in consequence of
the self-immolation of his sister on the fu-
neral pile of her hasband., By the death of
both, some property was left, which was
claimed by the schoolmaster and another.
‘1his gave rise to a lawsuit, which long de-
tained the former from his duty. As it was
found upon enquiry, however, that he had
not apparently been an encourager of this
horrid rite in the case of his sister, it did
not appear necessary, as it otherwise would
have been, to discharge him from his sitoa-
tion ; and it was hoped, that when he again
took charge of the school, the improvement
of the children would bave been as evident
as before, In this expectation, however,
your missionaries have been disappointed.
When he again earnestly reqnested to be
reinstated in his employment, his desire was
complied with ; but his character and con-
dact are 5o entirely changed by the property
he has acquired, that he has not only ceased
to care for the school bimself, but prevents
any other persou from taking charge of it
in bis stead. The Missionaries, finding this
the case, and knowing by experience that
with their views opposed by the former mas-
ter, no school can prosper under a new one,
bave ‘been reluctantly constrained to aban-
dou tbe attempt of re-establishing the sehool
in its former site. As, however, there are
other schools near, it is boped that the chil-
dren formerly attached to the Birmingham
Scboo! will avail themselves of the means
of insiruction within their reach: and the
missionaries trust, ere the present year re-
volves, to have under their soperintendence,
in some favourable situa‘ion, another flour-
ishing school designated as above.

Ip the Glasgow School, situated at Cossi-
pore, there are twenty pupils, three of them
in tbe first class, and oue in the third, who
give much satisfuction 1o ilie superintendent.
"The rest are learning in the Spelling Book,
and in Mother and Daughter.

There are twenty-four scholars on the list
of the Maze Pond School, which is situated
The imnprovement of the
children, however, the Missionaries Tegret
to state, is not so gratifying as that of the
pupils in some other schools.

The same remark is applicable to the
first Leeds School, situated in Loll Bazar
where the attendance is extremely fluctuat-
ing. Ahout eighteen stand on its list.

The Broadmead School, near Chitpore,
contains thirty pupils, the generality of whom
are making pleasing progress in reading,
spellivg, writing, &c. The master is very
active and attentive, and apparently much
interested in the increase and progress of
his pupils.

The Monmouthshire School has ahout 22
pupils attached to it. The master, thouglh
too infirm to be very active, is steady, and
always at his post, and the regularity of
the children in their attendance is” conse-
quently greater than usual. Many can read,
spell, and repeat the catechisms usually
tanght ; and several sew very neatly.

The Whitchurch Family School, situated
at Cossipore, has 30 pupils ou its list, who
are makiog gradual improvement, under a
master who is active, and generally attentive
to his duties. B

The progress of the pupils in the Nails-
worlh School, 17 in nomber, is very grati-
fying, considering the short time it has been
estahlished, .

The school denomiuvated the Newcastle
and Potteries School has been, during the
year, necessarily, thoogh reluctantly dis-
continned. The attendance of the children
was effectually prevented by the opposition
of a Sircar, who had formerly heen employed
as master, but discharged on account of his
incompetency ; and at present no promising
situation has been found to estahlisb another
heariog this name,

The pupils of the second Leeds School,
sitnated at Shealdah, were children belong-
ing to the most dissipated class of Hindoos ;
and as they proonmred their suhsistence by
hegging, they were always absent on festi-
vals, There were ouly three, indeed, who
gave any satisfaction, andwe felt we were
not justified in incurring the expenoce of a
separate school for their benefit : this there-
fore was relinquished in May.

The number of children in the Cheltenham
School, situated at Hintalee, has been con-
siderably reduced, owiug to constant sick-
ness among the pupils. The sitoation is
low and jungly, and consequently nnhealthy ;
and it is therefore coutemplated soon to
remove the school teoa more healthy and
populons neighbourhood.

Since the last Report, the missionaries
have established two other schools, named
the Philadalphia and the New York Schools.
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The Philadelphia School, sitaated a litile
beyond Duorgapore, was commenced in Joly
last, and contains 30 pupils, all of whom are
making pleasing progress.

The New York School, situated at Coriya,
is ander the care of an attentive master, and
contains 17 children. The residents of this
neighbourhvod, occupying a retired spot,
are more prejadiced than those whose inter-
course with Europeans is more frequeut ;
so much so, that three of the children lately
left the school, in consequence of the name
of Christ being found in the books given
them to read. Itis gratifying to add, tbat
sach difficulties, which ased to be so com-
mon, have been during the past year con-
fined to this instance ; and that notwithstand-
ing them, the children have very greatly
improved. The school was formed only
about ter months ago: yet foar pupils have
learned the whole of Pearson’s Spelling
Book, and most of Mother and Daughter,
and others are advanced in proportion.

The Missionaries desire also to present
to your notice another extension of their
efforts, from which they anticipate pleasing
resalts.

It had leng been a source of regret to
observe, that inall the schools, almost so
soon as any girl was sufficiently advanced to
read and spell readily, she was for somc
canse or other removed from the benefits of
the institation ; and that juost at the period
when sbe excited most interest, and gave
most promise, she was taken o another
part of the conntry, where further instrec-
tion was not generally procarable, and where
she was obliged, for fear of public reproach,
to conceal, aud hence almost certainly to
lose, the knowledge she kad acquired.
These circumstances, together with the con-
sideration of the idolatrons practices and
vicious habits to which the children return
between school-hours, convinced the Mis-
sionaries of the importance of having some
pupils whose instruction they might com-
mand for a longer time, as well as keep
them more constantly under religious instrac-
tion. With this view they have purchased
gronnd, on which they intend ereoting a
Native Female Asylum, desigued for the
sapport, edueation, and clothing of Netive
Christian and Heathen girls. It has been
farther resolved, that, subject to the con-
tronl of the general superintendent, the
institation shall be placed under the care
of a native Christian woman, whose conduct,
together with that of her husband, w!w is
also a professimg Christian, is very consistent
with their profession: and in their house,
until the Asylun is erected, those children
will remain who may be admitted into the
institation.

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is the daughter of Christian parents, and s
about five years old. She is a very interest-
ing child, being active, and very intelligent
for her age. Since her admission, she has
learnt all the simple and compound charac-
ters, is heginning to spell, and is learning
Pearson’s catechism,

We doubt not that many
benevolent individuals will be happy to avail
themselves of an opportanity of thus re-
lieving at ouce the temporal and spiritual
wants of some destitute object of their com-
passion.

On the 16th Jannary, a poblic examina-
tion of the schools was held at the Baptist
Mission Press. It was attended by many
of the most active friends of Native Female
Education, of varions denominations ; and
was condncted by Messrs. W, Carey, Ray,
and W. H. Pearce, with other Missiouaries.
About 80 cbildren, being as many as conld
be conveniently examined in the time allotted
for that purpose, were assembled ; and ar-
ranged in five classes, according to their
proficiency, fromn those acquainted only with
the alphabet and its combinations, to those
who could read, and readily explain the
meaning of any book preseated to them. In
the coarse of the examiunation, the lower
classes read in easy books very correctly,
repeated the whole of the conversations be-
tween Mother and Daughter, and Watts’s
or Pearson’s Catechism, and readily an-
swered any questions as to the meaning pro-
posed by the gentlemen who examined them.
The higher classes, in addition to these ex-
ercises, read varions parts, as directed, in
the Gospei of Lake, Heory and Lis Bearer,
and the Parables and Miracles of Christ,
with a commentary, and promptly answered
all enquiries as to the meaning. All were
examiued in one of the Spelling-books used
by the Society ; und those most advanced
exhibited specimens of their writing and
needlework, and readily pointed out any
places mentioned ou the map of the world.

Throughont the whole, the children ac-
quitted themselves in a mananer that excited
the surprize and satisfaction of all assem-
bled ; and the scecne thronghout was well
calculated to produce, in the mind of every
well-wisber to the cause of Native Female
Education, the strongest emotious of plea~
sare sod enconragement.

In giving an account of the Schools, it
1s vecessary to add, that durinyg the past
year we have had to regret the loss of the
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very neatly. Those less advauced, have
read the Pavables and Miracles with a com-
mentary, and can repeat Pearson’s catechism.
As it regards the attendance in this and
other schools, it may be remarked, that
frequently several of the children will come
for a feww weeks or months, and then absent
themselres for a time; after which they
will often return again, and again cease
their attendance: hcnce the number of chil-
dren attending each school necessarily fluc-
tuates considerably.

The Birmingham School bas experienced
very great fluctustion since the date of the
last Report. Durivg the former part of the
year, the prospect was very cheering : 31
pupils ranked on its list, the master gave
great satisfaction, and the improvement of
the cbildren was considerable. In July the
regular master was absent, partly through
indisposition, and parly in corsequence of
the sclf-immolation of his sister on the fu-
neral pile of her hosband, By tbe death of
both, some property was left, which was
claimed by the schoolmaster and another.
‘1 his gave rise to a lawsuit, which long de-
tained the former from his daty. As it was
found upon enquiry, however, that he bad
not apparently been an encourager of this
borrid rite in the case of his sister, it did
not appear necessary, as it otherwise would
have been, to discharge him from his situa-
tion ; und it was hoped, that when he again
took charge of the school, the improvement
of the children would have been as evident
as before, In this expectation, however,
your missionaries have bheen disappointed.
When he again earnestly requested to be
reiustated in his employment, his desire was
complied with ; bat his character and con-
duct are so entirely changed by tbe property
be bas acquired, that he has not only ceased
to care for tbe school himself, but prevents
any other person from tuking charge of it
in his stead. The Missionaries, finding this
the case, and knowing by experience that
with their views opposed by the former mas-
ter, no school can prosper ander a bew one,
bave ‘been reluctautly constrained to aban-
don the attempt of re-estahlishing the school
in its former site. As, however, there are
other schools near, it is hoped that the chil-
dren formerly attached to the Birmingham
School will avail themselves of the means
of insiruction within their reach : and the
missionaries trust, ere the present year re-
volves, to have nnder their superintendence,
ju some favourable sitaa‘ion, another flour-
ishing school designated as abave.

In the Glasgow School, situated at Cossi-
pore, there are twenty pupils, three of thein
in the first class, and oue in the third, who
give much satisfaction 1o ile superintendent.
The rest arc fearning in the Spelling Book,
and in Mother and Daughter.

There are twenty-four scholars on the list
of the Maze Pond School, which is sitnated
at Barnagore. The improvement of the
children, however, the Missionaries regret
to state, is not so gratifying as that of the
pupils in some other schools.

The same remark is applicable to the
first Leeds School, situated in Loll Bazar
where the altendance is extremely fluctuat-
ing. About eighteen stand on its list.

The Broadmead Sohool, near Chitpore,
contains thirty pupils, the generality of whom
are making pleasing progress in reading,
spellivg, writing, &c. 'The master is very
aclive and attentive, and apparently much
interested in the increase and progress of
his pupils.

The Monmouthshire School has about 22
pupils attached to it. The master, though
too infirm to be very active, is steady, and
always at his post, and the regularity of
the children in their attendance is” consc-
quently greater than usual. Many can read,
spell, aud repeat the catechisms usually
tanght ; and several sew very neatly.

The Whitchurch Family School, situated
at Cossipore, has 30 pupils on its list, who
are making gradual improvement, under a
master who is active, and generally atjentive
to his daties. B

The progress of the pupils in the Nails-
worth School, 17 in nomber, is very grati-
fying, considering the short time it has been
established. -

The school denominated the Newcastle
and Potteries School has been, during the
year, necessarily, though relnctantly dis-
continued. The attendance of the children
was effectually prevented by the opposition
of a Sircar, who had formerly heen emplayed
as master, bot discharged on account of his
incompetency ; aud at present no promising
situation has been found to estahlish another
hearing this name,

The pupils of the second Leeds School,
sitaated at Shealdah, were children helong-
ing to the most dissipated class of Hindoos ;
and as they prooured their sobsistence by
begging, they were always absent on festi-
vals. There were only three, indeed, who
gave any satisfaction, andwe felt we were
ot justified in incurring the expence of a
separate school for their benefit : this there-
fore was relinquished in May.

The number of childreu in the Cheltenham
Scliool, situated at Hintalee, has heea con-
siderably reduced, owing to constant sick-
ness among the pupils. The situation is
low and jangly, and consequently unhealthy ;
and it is therefore contemplated soon to
remove the school to a more healthy and
populoas neighbourhood.

Since the last Report, the missionaries
h/ave established two othier schools, named
the Philudalphia and the New Vork Schools.
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The Philadelphia School, sitnated a litile
boyond Duorgapore, was commenced in Juoly
last, and contains 30 pupils, all of whom are
making pleasing progress.

The New York School, sitaated at Coriya,
is under the care of an attentive master, and
contains 17 children. The residents of this
neighbourhood, occapying a retired spot,
are more prejudiced than those whose inter-
course with Europeans is more frequeut ;
50 much so, that three of the children lately
left the school, in consequence of the name
of Christ being found in the books given
them to read. Itis gratifying to add, that
such difficulties, which used to be so com-
mon, have been doring the past year eon-
fined to this instance ; and tbat notwithstand-
ing them, the children have very greatly
improved. The school was formed nnly
about ten mouths ago: yet four popils have
learned the whole of Pearson’s Spelling
Book, and most of Mother and Daughter,
and others are advanced in proportion.

The Missionaries desire also to present
to your notice another extension of their
efforts, from which they anticipate pleasing
resalts.

It had loug been a source of regret to
observe, that in all the schools, almost so
soon as any girl was sofficiently advanced to
read and spell readily, she was for some
cause or other removed from the benefits of
the institation ; and that just- at the period
when she excited most interest, and gave
most promise, she was taken io another
part of the conntry, where further instruc:
tion was not generally procurable, and where
she was obliged, for fear of public reproach,
to conceal, and hence almost certainly to
lose, the knowledge she had acquired.
These circumstances, together with the con-
sideration of the idolatrons practices and
vicious babits to which the children return
between school-hours, convinced the Mis-
sionaries of the importance of having some
pupils whose instrnction they might com-
mand for a longer time, as well as keep
them more constantly onder religious instrac-
tion. With this view they have purchased
ground, on which they intend erecting a
Native Female Asylum, desigued for the
support, cducation, and clothing of Netive
Christian and Heathen girls. Tt has heen
farther resolved, that, subject to the con-
troul of the general superintendent, the
institution shall be placed under the care
of a nalive Christian woman, whose conduct,
together with that of her bhusband, w.ho is
also a professing Christian, is very consistent
with their profession: and in their l_)uuse,
until the Asylom is erected, those children
will remain whu may be admitted into the
institation.

In giving an account of the Schools, it
is nccessary to 2dd, tbat during the past
year we have had to regvel the loss of the
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servioes of our former superintendent (Mrs.
Sulton) whose arrangements bave removed
her to a distant sphere. We eutertain the
highest sense of her past able and unremit-
ted services, and feel assured that her exer-
tions, though lost to Calcutta, will still be
devoted ta the great object of Native Fe-
male Education, Her place has been sap-
plied by Mrs. W. H. Pearce, who with equal
activity and success, has carried on Mrs.
Sutton’s labours since her departure (rom
Calcutta in June.

It will be seen by the above statement,
that, as at the date of the last Report, there
are 13 schools under oor care in Calcutta
and its neighboarhood, When itis consi-
dered tliat the two most distant schools are
eight miles apart from each other, it will
be readily acknowledged that this nomber
furnished a safficiency of employmeut for
one superintendant; and it hardly seemed
adviseable 1o increase the number of schools,
until more saperintending aid could be se-
cured. We are now happy to state, that
this object has been attained, and that Mrs.
Yates * who is eminently qualified, by an
anxious desire to promote the good of the
children, and by an idiomatic knowledge of
the Bengalee language, bas consented to
devote her time aud taleots, in conjunction
with Mrs. Pearce, 1o this ardeous lahour of
love.

It is now proposed considerably to in-
crease the number of Schools under the
care of these Ladies, and to form them into
two divisions, one to the Norlli, including
the schools in the ueighbourhood of Doorga-
pore ; and the other to the East, including
those in Hintalee, and tbe vicinity of thenew
Baptist Missionary premises on the Circular

Road. .

CUTWA.

At this station female education presents
= brighter aspect than it has ever done, and
the bopes of our Snperintendant there are
quite encouraged.

The school she has long had, denominated
the Deakin School, does not much increase
in nomber, but the improvement of the chil-
is in every respect satisfactory. One of
them some time ago was removed to Burd-
wan, where she has been of great use in
assisting to form another female school.

In the coorse of the last year, Mrs. Carey
bas commenced another school, called the
Liverpool School, which is placed under an
aclive attenlive oaster, and bids fair to he
of great hencfit. There are about 30 chil-
dreo op its list, and their improvement is
very satisfuctory.

Graut, oue of the early Missionaries of the
Baptist Society.
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In reviewlug thelr exertions during tbe
past {ear, your Missionaries, while they ac-
knowledge and lament over the numerous
impediments which lie in the way of female
education, are by no means discouraged,
or led to doubt the ultimate suocess of their
labours : ecnough has already appeared to
convince them, that they shall reap if they
faint not; and that every obslacle, il boldly
and patiently met, will eventually vanish.
To them it eppears, that the success which
has alveady attended their labours is be-
yond what could rationally have Leen ex-
pected, when Female Education first com-
menced in this country. 'When it is recol-
lecled, that such a practice is av innovation
upon a system which has been rendered
venerable by antiquity, and to whiclk all seem
enthasiastically attached,—that it is a com-
plete change in the habits of a people, who,
like the laws of the Medes and Persians,
do not alter—and that it has been effected
chieflyamong those whose parents were least
able to jndge of the advantages that would
accrue therefrom, and by no other means
than moral suasion: so far from there being
any occasion of discouragement, your Mis-
sionaries conceive that it is the duty of the
friends of this Society to ‘¢ thank God, and
take courage.”

But perhaps some may be anxious to see
the fruit of their labonrs. All the frujt
that cught to Le expected, is to be seen.
Many of the children can read, write, cy-
pher, and sew : what more is to be expect-
ed of them? Some persons, perhaps, ex-
pect to lhear of counversions to God among
these children; but such expectations are
rather the offspring of an impatient spirit,
than of a mind whose judgment is formed
from a knowledge of the condition of Hindoo
children, and of the religions conduct of
children in Christian countries, How sel-
dom is it that we can pronounce with <onfi-
dence respecting the conversion of children,
who bave had all the advantages of a reli-
gious education !  Much less, then, can we
expect to hear of the conversion of children
who are necessarily so little under the care
of a Christian lady, and belore whose eyes
50 bad an example is constantly exhibited
as a Hindoo family is known to present.
But your Missionaries are happy in being
able to advert to the fact, that the principles
of the Christian religion are implanted in
the minds of the children, hy means of the
Catechisms which they learn, and the Gos-
pels and other books which they read; and
Lence they can safely say, that all these girls
are wiser than many millions of Hindoos of
adult age, who have y¢t to learn the nature
and character of the God who made them.
In this there is a foundation laid in the
mind, that will prove of immense udvantage
to the individual, whose lot it may be to ip-

strool tliem aflerwards, when arrived at the
age of matarity, The importance of this
foundatibn every Missionary feels, who has
had much to do with the depraved inhabit-
ants of this country, Andif after the chil-
dren have left thé school, they should meet
with ri6 living Christian iostructor; yet those
new ithd correct ideas respecting God, being
¢ntirely at variance with the degraded ro-
tions of the maltitode, will frequently lead
them to reflect, and from thence to investi-
gate that holy hook, which throogh the in-
strumentality of your exertions they have
been taught to read. Your Missionaries
therefore, while they do not expect to hear
of general conversions t God among this
people while children, do yect confidently
indulge the hope, that when the time of re-
flection shall come, instances of this will
not be wanting,

As another instance of success beyond
what couold bave been so early expected, the
Missiondries would advert to the case of the
girl Comnl, hefore mentioned, whois already
qualified (age only excepted) to take charge
of a school, and is desirous of doing so.
This we cobnceive to be as the dawsing of
brigbter days on Female Education, since it
is the introduction of a new, and infipitely
more effective set of teachers than those who
are now of necessity employed in the schools.
Through the instrumentality of well-instruct-
ed females, whose numher every successive
year will increase, and the new sentiments,
both with regard to religious, and domestic,
and social habits, which every child edacat-
ed by your bounty, when it becomes a pa-
rent, will instil into the minds of her family,
the Missionaries venture to predict, that if
these efforts be persevered in, thé canse of
Female Eduacation will in a few years be
making rapid advances, of which it is now
impossible to conceive. Witb these senti-
ments your Missionaries wounld close their
remarks, praying, that the blessing of God
may enahle the friends of Hindoo Females
to realize all that their hopes so confidently
anticipate.

HOME PROCEEDINGS.

DESIGNATION
OF A MISSIONARY.

Notwithstanding the present un-
certainty which hangs over our
Mission in Jamaica, the prospects
in that island are so inviting, and
the calls for help so importunate,
that the Committee have felt them-
selves justified, huimbly relying on
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Him whose cause they are engaged
in promoting, in sending out ano-
ther missionary into that extensive

field.

The Rev. Joseph Burtor, late pastor of
the church at Canterbury, was designated
to this important work on Monday evening,
Jane 25. The Scriptares were read, and
prayer was offered at the commencement
of the service, by the Rev. Edmund Clarke
of Traro; after which the Rev. Thomas
Middleditch of Biggleswade, made some
remarks in reference to the desigh of the
service, dud reqaested Mr. Burtdh to assign
the reasons why he preferred devoting him-
self to the service of the fospel abroad, fa-
ther than continuing to exercise the Chris-
tian ministry at home. To this enquiry Mr.
Barton retarned a fall and interesting reply,
at the close of which the Rev. Samuel Ni-
cholson of Plymouth, commended him to
the divine protection by prager. Aii exbor-
tation was then addfessed to Mr. Barton by
the Rev. John Birt of Manchester, fonuded
on Acts xv. 26. Men who have hazurded
their lives for the name of our Lord Jesus
Christ ; and the service was closed in prayer
by the Rev. William Iawkins.

Mr. and Mrs. Burton left London in the
same week for Liverpool, where a free pas-
sage was kindly secured for them in the
William, Capt. Jamieson, a vessel belonging
to onr generous and tried friends, Messrs.
G.F. Angas and Co. His altimite desti-
pation is Port Maria and Apndtta Bay,
though it is not improbahle that circum-
stances may render it desivable for him to
remain at Kingston for a sezson.

CORNWALL.
THE Seventh Anniversary of the
Auxiliary in this county was held
in the mdnth of July, when Dr.
Steadman, of Bradford, and Mr.
Griffin, of London, very kindly
afforded their services, as a depu-
tation from the Parent Society,
and advocated its claims with their
well-known zeal and ability. Pub-
lic meetings of the Associations of
which this Auxiliary is composed
were held at Falmouth on the 16th,
Truro 17th, Redruth, 19th, Pen-
zance 23d, and Helston 24th.—
Nineteen Sermons were preached
on behalf of the Mission ; nine by
Dr. Steadman, at Truro, Gram-
pound, Falmouth, Penryn, (where
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the Independent chapel was again
granted for the occasion,) Redruth,
Chacewater, and Penzance : eight
by Mr. Grithn, at Falmouth, Flush-
ing, Truro, Redruth, St. Day, and
Helston : and two by Mr. Coombs
of Bristol, at Helston and Red-
ruth.

The annual meeting of the County Auxili-
ary Society was held at Helston, on the 24th
July, in connection with that of the branch
Association there established. The Chair
was obligingly nccupied by Joseph Hawkey,
Esq. After the business of the Helston
Association bad been attended to, the Secre-
tary read the seventh Report, which an-
nounced an increase in the receipts of the
Society during the last year, the formation
of a Sunday School Missionary Association
in connection with the Truro hranch, and
the union of the second Baptist charch at
Penzanoe with the Association which has
loog existed in that town. The resolutions
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were moved and sccouded by brethren Clurke
and  Acworth, Steadman and Shoveller,
Webb (Methodist) and Griflin, Dore and
Laune,

The visit of Dr. Steadman aud Mr. Grif-
fin excited great interest. The former, at
the solicitation of the Baptist Missionary
Society, preached throughout the county in
company with Mr. Saflery, in 1796, and
again, in oompany with Mr. Franklin, in
1797 ; the latter was for several years prior
to his removal to London, the pastor of the
cburch at Falinoutlh. The missionary labours
of tbe one, and the stated ministry of the
other, were rememhcred with pleasure by
many, who rejoiced in the opportunity of
seeing and hearing again those from whom
they bad formerly derived much profit and
delight, All the services of this Anniver-
sary have been well attended —the annual
meetings crowded. The collections have
excceded those of the former year, anda
most lively interest has prevailed in favoar
of the great work in which the Society is
engaged, E.C.

FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE.

CALCUTTA.

We insert with much pleasure
the following extract of a letter
from Mr. George Pearce, one of
the last Missionaries who left this
country for the East, to his friend
the Rev. S. Whitewood of An-
dover, who was his companion in
study at the Stepney Academical
Iostitation.

¢ After four months spent amidst the
perils of the ocean, T ficd myself ob the
long-desired shore of India, still under
the constant care of an ever-indulgent God.
We landed here on the 22d of October,
after a voyage, in every way (with the ex-
oeption of sea sickmess) as pleasaut as we
coald possibly have expected, and met with
a most hearty reception from our dear Mis-
sionary brethren, I hasten to tell you, my
dear W. that I feel quite satisfied with the
providence «of God in conducting me to this

-country, and more than this I hope, for I

trast I consider it a privilege, aud am daily
thankful for it. At present I am enjoying
cvery temporal blessing (excepting my he-
loved relatives), and certainly more spiri-
tgal, thau most of my brethren ia England,
for in wbatever direction I turn my eyes,
there I behold the evidence of the fulfilment
of that delightfal promise, ¢ I will give the
heathen for thy inheritance, and the utter-
most parts of the earth for thy possession.’
Conceive yourself in a place that has beeu
for centaries obscured with midnight dark-
ness, where uow at length the sun begins to
dawn upon the wretched beings who dwell
there, and his rays cmergiug from the break-
ing oloud. Think of standing in the midst

of an innamerable multitude of your fellow-
creatures, who are in bondage the most
appalling, bondage to a cruel taskmaster, at
the sight of which your heart is ready to
burst with grief, but to relieve you and
them, at a little distance you discover a
most lavely individual, who has commcaced
the work of emancipation, by laying downa
mighty sum, and going from wretch to
wretch, breaking off the galling fetter, and
bestowing the blessed boon of liberty ; the
ransomed collect together, and shout the
praises of their deliverer. Or imagine
yourself in a large valley that is covered
with the dead bodies of the spoiled and
mangled slain, and while you are surveying
this affecting sight, yon suddenly perceive
one and another rising to life, and an evident
movement through all the host.  Such
scenes as these are presented in India. The
Sun of Righteousness is dispelling the
cloads, the Redeemer is delivering the cap-
tive, the dead are rising to life. O blessed
Gospel, what hast thon done ? Blessed Sa-
viour, what bast thoa done for rebellious,
miserable sinners! O sway thy sceptre all
the world around !

“But, leaving figares, I will come to
facts, and confine my remarks to Calcutta.
Thirty years ago, there was scarcely a Chris-
tian, or any sign of Christianity iu Calcutta,
whether among Europeans or natives. Now,
besides six episcopal charches, there are
five dissenting chapels, and to say ihe least,
two or three hundred pious people. The
Sabhath is also beginning to be reverenced
among the major part of the Europeauns,
although it is a lameutable fact, that Earo-
peaus seem to feel themselves uuder mach
less restraiot in this country thaa iu Europe.
Yet, in consequence of the labours of Mis-
sionaries, many are brought to a semse of
their duty, and I trust there is an impulse
given to the whole of the Euglish popula-~
tion. The churcbes are well attended,
Missionary efforts are in much better repute
than formerly, and wickeduess that would
formerly stalk the strecis with the utmost
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eflrontery, is now, in a manner, obliged to
bide its head.  The number of heathen con-
verts is not so great as among the English ;
vet there are so many, and of that kind, as
greatly to encourage the hearts of Mission-
aries. The wonder, I conceive, onght not
{0 be that so few are converted, as that so
many become Christians, The difficulties
are immense in the way against heathen
converts. My Pundit is a Christian, in
consequence of which, his wife has been
taken from him by his friends, and kept a
close prisoner ; he has been separated from
her now, I suppose, several years. There
is another individoal, who has jast come in
to the Missionaries for protection. Some
few months ago he signified to his relatious,
that he intended to become a Christian ; in
consequence of this he was seized by them,
and has been kept in close confinement till,
a few days ago, he contrived to make his
escape. His friends have found out his
retreat, and have been in a body to the
house of the Missionary, and have besought
the poor man not to injare them so much as
to break their caste: for a Hindoo, in de-
claring himsclf a follower of Christ, not
only loses caste himself, but canses his
family 1o luse caste also. There is reason,
therefore, to wonder that so mavy become
Christians, rather than that so few are con-
verted.,

¢« There is now in Calcutta a great spirit
for hearing the Gospel among the natives ;
in different parts of the city there are no
less than six Bengalee chapels in our own
cobnexion, and many others belonging to
other denominations. The places are fre-
quently well attended, and the congregations
listen with much more attention than for-
merly. 1 have been out with Paunchoo
(who is a most excellent native preacher),
when he has collected a large congregation
in the open air, who have listened with great
apparent attention and interest. Tt was ex-
ceedingly delightful to me to sce the nods of
assent that passed through the assembly, as
the preacher pursued his sabject, and at the
close, to Lear them inviting Lim to visit
them again. The natives consist chiefly of
Hindoos and Mussalmaus : although a Hin-
doo hias many more difficalties to prevent
bis embracing Christ than a Mussulman,
yet, votwithstanding, the number of Hindoo
converts is mach greater. A Mahomedan is
found to bave the most inveterate hatred to
Christ, whicli is seldom overcome. The
Missionaries laboored bere several years
before they received from the Mahomedans
the least frait of their labours; atlength a
Moonshi confessed bimself a Christian, was
baptized, and has proved himself to he a
most ¢uluable character.

“ It gives me the greatest pleasure to
state, that so far as I have been able to
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observe, the Missionaries of all denomina-
tions here seem to Ve zealously devoting
themselves to the advancement of the Re-
deemer’s kingdom; and I think I do not
exaggerate, when I state that they excced
in picty the generality of dissenting minis-
ters in England. This fact, I concecive,
augurs well for the spiritual interest of In-
dia. With regard to my own prospects,
things have heen so far arranged, that T am
to occupy Mr. Eustace Carey’s station in
India as soou as the Bungalow is rebhuilt,
Here I shall be situated, altogether, in the
midst of a native population; my cbief
work will therefore be native. On the
Sunday I shall have to sapply an English
congregation at Howrah, Brother Thomas’s
time will be occupied with the English in
Calcutta, and as much native work as he
can do beside.”

Extract of a letter from Mr.
Robinson to the Secretary, dated
Calcutta, April 9, 1827.

*“Youn will have learned from my former
cornmanications, that things were gradually °
reviving in the Lall Bazar ; apd I am now
happy to state, that down to the present
periad nothing pecaliarly discouraging has
occarred, I have, through mercy, been able
to proceed in my work in a regular manner,
without any material ioterruption from ill-
pess. None of the services meutioned in
my former letters, have been relinguished ;
but T have not been able to undertake any
additional ones ; nor do I feel able to under-
take more. ILnglish preaching, in my case
at least, requires much time and thoaght,
and it is only by dint of lahour, I am ahle,
in such a place as Calcutta, to keep up a
congregation. 'We bave no strength to
spare here ; we bave three chapels, (Lin-
clude Howrah) and three missionaries, It
were to be wished, we liad more help ; for
in a country where illness frequently oc-
curs, it is desirable to have a reserve. I
hope, that generally speaking, things are
going on very well in Beogal ; at least I am
oot acquainted with any thing distressing.
Brother Thomas has, it is true, been very
ill, hut be is now quite recovered, and ahle
to resume the dutics of his station. Burton
has met with great encouragement since his
retarn to his station, and T believe he is
going on very cheerfully, Poor ma'n'. his
loss was severe; he necded something to
console and encouarage him ; and the Lord
bas heen very gracious to bim. A young
man lately seat up to him from the Seram-
pore college, seems likely to hecome a valu-
able fellow-labourer. We have had no addi-
tion to our church this year ; und at present,
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wohavebut one oandidate for baptism. There
has been some fluctuation in the congrega-
tion, partly owing to removals; bat if we
have lost some, we have gained others, so
that we have not decreased. Indeed, I
hope we have reasou still to expect a gra-
dual inorease. O for a blessing on the
word! this is the great desideratum, bat of
this } am constrained to speak in very mea-
sured terms. There iscause to lament over
the want of vital religion amongst profes-
sors, as well as ou account of the pancity
of conversions among sipners. ¢ Lord revive
us,’ is our prayer.  Oar present number of
members is, I believe, nivety-six ; of these
about twenty are placed at a distance in the
country ; the others, to the number of seventy
or upwards, I have the pleasure of meeting
at the Lord’s table every month. Our bre-
thren Gorachuud and Chodron, continue to
labour as hefore. A widow lady has re-
quested Gorachund tn preach at her house
every week : her servants manifest a desire
to hear the gospel. Iu my last, I mention-
ed a man from Sebuk Ram’s village, who
seemed inclined: to join ns, but I have heard
nothing more of him, T fear that although
be may be couvinced of the trmth of
the gospel, he dare not own Christ be-
fore men. The cbain of caste is iudeed
broken, bat it is sufficiently strong to bind
many to their everlasting rain,”

The fondwing article is extract-
ed from the Auxiliary Missionary
Herald, published by our Mis-
sionaries in Calcutta, for the month
of January in the present year.
The account contained in it, affords
another proof that lightis begin-
ning to dawn, in various ways,
on different parts of the immense
continent of India. The letter,
we apprehend, was written from
Orissa, by one of the Missionaries
stationed there, in connexion with
the Gencral Baptist Missionary
Society.

October 10, 1826,

¢« The last three days have been the most
interesting 1 have passed in India. On
Saturday, brother L. sent for me to come
and visit some people, respecting whom we
have for the last eight or nine months been
somewhat interested. It appears, that
some time since they met with a tract
containing the Ten Commandments, which
arrested their attention, and especially the
attention of an old man, who, like many
othors in Iudia, is a Gooroo or spiritual
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gaide to a namber of people, who call him
their Dhurma Pita, or religions father, and
themselves his Dhurma Pootramana, or re-
ligious sons. They came to our station, at
least some of them ; made some interesting
inquiries, and obtained otber tracts, and in
some of their visits a Gospel and Testa-
ment. During brother L.’s visit to Pooree
for three months, they made one or two
calls, and soon after his return, another
wbich excited more interest in them than
bad been before felt, and brother L. and
myself determined on paying them a visit,
to see and converse with the old man, their
gooroo. We had determined on visiting
them on Mobnday the 9th instant; but on
Satarday they came, and brother L, having
sent for me, as mentioned above, we talked
to them, nine in namber, for about three
hours. It appears that they have read the
books with very great attention, aud under-
stand, to a surprising degree, their meaning.
A Dramin in particular is extraordinarily
acquainted with them, and quoted in the
course of our conversation, many very strik-
ing and appropriate passages, such as, * Not
every one that saith anto me Lord, Lord,’
&c. aud the different characters that should
enter heaven, the necessity of a new heart,
and others too uumerous to write in detail ;
but the Ten Commandmeants, to whicb they
are wonderfully attached, and which they
make the standard of their moral conduct,
and refer to incessantly, they all seem to
have at their tongue’s end. One principal
object of their present visit was to ask our
advice in a pleasing and surprising affair.
It appears, that in addition to their keeping
the Sabbath, and assembling ou that day
to read the Dhurma Shastras (which they
learnt from their favourite Dos Agya, or
Teu Commandments,) their Dhurma Pita
thought it their daty to spread the know-
ledge they had obtained throagh other vil-
lages, and accordingly sent some of his
disciples for tbat purpose ; bat the Braniins,
in perfect consistency with what the friends
of religion have always experienced, were
filled with enmity, and assembling and iu-
censing the villagers, loaded the disciples
with ahuse, and beat two of them unmerci-
fully, and they wanted our advice what
course to pursue. We painted out to them,
that such treatmeunt they must certainly ex-
pect, if they loved the Saviour, and chose
the way of life ; and that it was what the
friends of Jesus bad ever met with., We
read to them the 10th and 11th verscs of
the 6th of Matthew, and other similar pas-
sages, and reconnended patient suffering
under their persecations. [In that they
seemed to have anticipated our advice, and
were quite willing to abide by it: but as
we had determived oun visiting them and
their Dhurma Pita ou Monday, we proposed
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n further consideration of the subject at that
time. On the next day, Lord’s day, eleven
of their number came down to my honse
during onr English service ; and after that
was over, we had another long and inferest-
ing conversation of several hours, when it
was agreed that most of them should re-
turn, and one remain and accompany us in
the morning. I accordingly went to brother
L.’s to sleep, to be ready to start early in
the morning ; and just as we were going to
have worship, three of them came in and
joined us, one a messenger from the old
man. It was exceedingly interesting to see
them bow with their faces to the ground,
aod in that position remain and join with os
in the worship of the blessed and glorious
God, fo whom all flesh shall assuredly come.
We seemed transported back to the times
of Abraham, and Isaac, and Jaceb. After
worship two departed, and our messenger
alone remained to be onr guide in the morn-
ing. We were up about four, and between
five and six, after a short prayer for our
Heavenly Father’s blessing and presence,
we set off. The place appeared o be about
six or seven miles off, in a very retired
situation, which we reached about 9 o’clock.
On ovur arrival, we found some coarse cloths
spread on the groand beneath a large tree,
which was the place prepared for our con-
ference. Several of the disciples and vil-
lagers were assembled : the old man soon
made his appearance, and a striking one it
was. He appeared to be about 50 years of
age, rather below the middle statare, inclin-
ing to corpulency. Round his waist he
wore an iron chain, to which was attached
a small piece of cloth, which passing through
the legs, was fastened hehind, being barely
sufficient for the purposes of decency, even
according to a Voishouba’s ideas of that
principle. Over his shoolder was thrown
his maptle. His head was gnite bald. On
Lis approacbing us, be saluted us by pros-
trating himself on the ground, and knocking
the earth with his forehead. We of course
did not let him remain long in that position,
but raising him op, saluted bim in return in
our Earopean style, by a shake of the hand.
He expressed bunself much pleased at our
visitiog bim ; and after some preliminaries,
we seated ourselves tailor fashion on the
cloth. Our conversation, of course, soon
tarned opon religion. Altbough it appeared
thet the old man could not read, yet we
were frequently surprised at the correct
scriptural knowledge Le possessed on many
subjects. The Bramin to whomn I formerly
alluded, it seems has read over attentively
to bim the books we had given to themn ; and
by the help of a strong mind and retentive
memory, the old gentlenan had acquoired
much information. Although we lound (hat
he still was in error ou several important
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points of doctrine, yet the correciness of
his ideas on others, and his peculiar method
of conveying them, often drew forth tears,
and smiles, and wonder, and gratitude, We
spent the day with him, with the exception
of about an hour, when he went to eat, and
brother L. and myself partook of a meal of
rice and milk. We spent the remainder of
the time in talking to the people, who it
seemed would not leave us for a moment.
When the old gentleman rveturned, and we
again seated ourselves on the cloth, and the
disciples around us, the old man’s instruc-
tions, and generally his replies, were deli-
vered in the form of parables or fahles, which
were generally very striking, He often re-
lerred to the Dos Agya, viz. Ten Command-
ments, which were his standard. In refer-
ring to the death of Christ, he illustrated it
by supposing the case of a criminal, cou-
deinned to die, for whom another offers
himself as a substitute. In speaking of the
folly of the distinotions of caste, he pointed
first to some cloths of a hearer in ope place,
which were spread out to dry, in another
place to cloths of another caste, and lastly
to some maitre’s cloths, the lowest caste,
and said they would be defiled if they touch-
ed one another ; but poiuting to the sun,
said that it dried them all. His observa-
tions were generally introduced by Hear
hear, hear children, attend. Not thinking
of returning that night, we did not bid the
old gentleman farewell when .we parted ;
but afterwards, thinking it better to go
home and come again another day, we fol-
lowed him to his little hut, where he found
the old man at prayer. We waited till he
had finished, and then took our opportunity
of looking into his house, but could see no-
thing in the shape of an idol. We then
parted with mautual good wishes ; and after
some trouble in hreeking away from the
people, reached home in safety, aud found
all well. God be praised !

We bave seen some of the disciples seve-
ral times since, and have tried to give them
more correct notions respecting the indivi-
duality of the soul, an idea which seems
almost, if not entirely nnknown in Hindoo-
ism. I was much surprised and delighted
obe evening, on going to a spot where we
are in the habit of preaching, to find it oc-
cupied by brother L, and the Bramin, and
that the latter was talking to a great crowd
of people. He spoke with great fluency
and aflection, and the suditors listened with
astonishment, In the course of the little
time I was with him, he read and illustrated
the Ten Commwandments, recommended the
death of Christ, and boldly maintained the
doctrine of the individuality of the homan
soul, Their error on this subject is a won-
derful obstacle to oar intercourse with them
and a fruitful source of pride{o the Bramins,
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who represent themselves as the special re-
cipients of the divine essence. May the
Lord be with him and ns, and make us the
means of spreading his soul-saving trath
through henighted Orissa. We have since
paid the old gentleman another visit; hnt
it was rather an unfavourable time, as most
of his disciples were absent, some of them
at a distance aboat the forementioned affair.
On the whole we were rather better pleased
with the old gentleman this time than we
were hefore. He wishes us to build a little
bungalow ia the village, and go and live
there occasionally : this will at ]east engage
our consideration.”

SUMATRA.

Our readers were informed, in
our number for June, of the rea-
sons which rendered it inexpedient
for Mr. Evans and his family to
return to this island, as had been
intended. 1t was hoped, notwith-
standing, that Mr. Ward might have
maintained the station at Padang ;
and that Mr. Bruckner might, with
advantage, have been associated
with him there. But later accounts
sufficiently prove that until a de-
cided alteration takes place in the
state of affairs between the natives
and their European masters, there
is no rational ground to expect
that any thing can effectually be
done for the propagation of the
gospel there. It has been resolved,
therefore, to send instructions to
Mr. Waid to remove to Bengal, as
soon as ever suitable arrangements
can be made for the disposal of
the premises at Padang, belonging
to the Society.

Of the nature of the difficulties
to which we have alluded, our
readers will be able to form an
opinion from the following extract
of a letter from Mr. Ward to Mr.
Evans, lately received: —

“Padang has been, and still is in a state
of great alarm. The Colonel lately went
to Menangkabow, intending to retura through
the Tujah Kota district, and scot orders to
olear the roads. Instead of obeying, the
Natives cut down the trees and choked up
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the roads so as to render them impassable,
Hearing of this he sent a party of soldiers
from the interior, and ordered another party
from Priaman to meet them, with orders to
barn the villages. The Natives prepared
to receive them, and the first party after
expending all their ammuvition, retreated
ander oover of their bayonets ; the one from
Priaman were cot to pieces, only one soldier
escaping. Yesterday we learut that the
Colonel’s baggage was captured ; had he
been a day later, he woald himselfhave been
intercepted. Troops were dispatched this
morning in parsoit. Communication with
the interior is now dangerous if practicable,
and I fear the business will not rest here.
‘War has actnally commenced ; it is impos-
sible to say where it will end, and the least
to be expected is the loss of the interior.
All the troops are sent away aad the mili-
tary duties fall upon the inhabitants. All
are obliged to take arms. T got off myself
with much difficulty though I furnish four
men. You will infer from this the pros-
pects of the mission are not improved but
on the contrary the inducements to abandon
become much stronger. I bhave given up
drawing the allowance for the school, in
consequence of the extreme embarrassment
of the Government: the Colonel and others
tried to dissuade me from distribating books,
bat I have paid no regard to them, and bave
heen tolerably successful. They receive
the last Editiou of John, willingly, and I hope
the whole will soon go off : the first time T
went into the bazar, I could have distri-
buted more than a hundred. I am going
on at press with the Scripture history which
will make a volume of a hundred pages
small type.”

It is undoubtedly very painful
to be compelled to suspend our
efforts for the advantage of a nu-
merous body of ignorant heathen,
who appear not unwilling to re-
ceive instruction, and for whom it
is actually prepared. But these
are among the mysteries of His
conduct whose path is in the great
waters, ard whose foolsteps are
not known. There is encourage-
ment after all, in the recollection
that these populous and fertile
islands are included in the grant
made to the Redeemer, and shall
assuredly, in the end, be taken
possession of as his inheritance.
The Lord hasten it in his time;
and let not his people forget to
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pray that an effectual door may
specdily be opened among them
for the enwrance of that Gospel
which is life and peace!

SOUTI1 ATRICA.,

Our Readers will have noticed,
in the Report just pablished, that
mention is made of a contribution
of 20l from a Baptist church at
Graham’s Town, South Africa. A
letter has lately been received
from Mr. Duxbury, the pastor of
that church, containing some in-
teresting particulars respecting its
state and prospects. After ac-
knowledging, in grateful terms, the
receipt of some books for their
Sunday School, he remarks —

¢ Qur Sabbath School, on the whole,
prospers : 1he children, who are all of
English parents, improve in reading and in
singing ; aund, considering the heathenish
state of the Colony, it is pleasing to hear
their infant voices lifted to proclaim the
glories of God and the Lamb, in songs of
praise. I hope the children make progress
in knowledge ; we endeavonr to instil into
their minds the important truths of revealed
religion, and as the seed of divine truth is
sown among them, I hope it will spring up,
in some thirty, iv some sixty, aud in some
an hondred fold. New-year’s day, was held
the anniversary of the School, when the cbil-
dren repeated portions of Scriptare, and
Young’s Night Thoughts. They wereafter-
wards treated with dinner and tea. About
100 children, besides a nomber of friends,
partook with them of the repast, among
whom were two Missionaries of the London
Society, and two of the Wesleyan mission-
aries. One of the latter gave the children
an exhortation. You will doubtless feel
desirous of information respecting the
church here. 'We are not without onr
little triale and discouragemeats, and yet
we are not without proofs of the divine ap-
probation.  Qur chapel is well attended,
and we bave lately had an increase of six,
who had been memhers hefore of Baptist
churches ; part of the six having recently
come from England ; and on Christmas eve
we bad six added to us by Baptism. It
was a pleasing sight, and excited consider-
able interest io the town. T have the plea-
sure to inform you that four others are look-
ing forward to the enjoyment of gespel or-
dinances and church fellowship. I hope
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you received the £20 whioh was directed
to your cara for the use of tho Bapiist Mis«
siorary Society. The sum was but small,
but if you kuew all the difliculties we have
had to grapple with, you would think it very
handsome. Besides this, we have made
two collections for the London Missionary
Society ; one to assist in a mission to the
poorest and most degraded of all the Afri-
can tribes, namely, the Busbmen ; the other
to aid in building a chapel at Algoa bay,
for the use of the Hottentots residing there.
The state of religion here, all things consi-
dered, is as well as might be expected,
The Wesleyans have a large chapel, and
are preity well attended. They have also
three chupels in the country, within about
30 miles of Grabam’s Town, and ano-
ther building at Somerset, ahout 90 or
100 miles from this place. They intend to
erect a chapel at Port Fraucis, hetween 30
and 40 miles off ; they have also three Mis-
sionary stations among the Caffres; one
particularly under the ministry of a Mr.
Shaw in a very flourishing state. Ouor In
dependent friends are endeayouring to raise
a cause in Graham’s Town ; they have a
chapel in part built,and preaching in a schoo
room by one of the inissionaries under the
patronage of the Londou Society, There
is a large church building here also, whicl
is so far finished as 1o be covered in, and
when completed, will I sappose seat from
1500 to 1800, so that the iohabitants will
not bave to complain of the want of means
in this town.

Think, my dear Sir, of our situation, far
removed from British charches, placed alone,
the only church of onr denomination on a
vast continent, surrouuded by numerous
savage beathen tribes, and living amongst
nominal Christians of our own country ; say
my dear friend, if we do not need the notice
and sympathy of our brethren, yet we are
not cast down, we are persuaded that the
Lord has established a oburch here, against
which the gates of hell shall not prevail.”

HOME PROCEEDINGS.

SOUTH DEVON.

THE Friends of the Missiou in this
district have had the pleasure of
receiving at their meetings this
year, as a deputation from the
Parent Society, the Secretary and
Dr. Steadman. The visit of these,
their highly-esteemed brethren,
was rendered additionally interest-
ing to many Christian friends, by
the recollection of intercourse for-
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merly enjoyed with them, during
their stated ministerial labours at
Plymouth and Plymouth Dock
(now Devonport).

Sermons on hehalf of the Mission were
preached on the first and second Sabbaths in
Joly, by Dr. Steadman, at Bovey Tracey,
Devonport, and Plymouth; and by Mr.
Dyer, nt Modbury, Kingsbridge, Plymouth,
und Decvonport ; at each of which towns also
public meetings were beld.

The attendance at 1"lymounth and Devon-
port was less favourable than at the last
year’s meetings, in consequence of an un-
avoidable coincidence with the anniversary
services of the Charch Missionary Society,
and the visit to the Port of the Lord High

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CHRIsTIAN FRIENDS,

It sometimes happens that, amidst the
absurdities and in§ecencies which abound
in the fabulous accounts of heathen gods,
there are traditions which evidently de-
rived their origin, in a far distant age,
from a nobler and purer source. A very
remarkable instance of this kind is pre-
sented to your notice in the engraving on
the first page, which is copied from paint-
ings on the wall of an ancient pagoda or
Hindoo temple.

The picture is said to represent their
god Knshnoo, in one of his various ava-
tars, or incarnations. You perceive that
in the first instance, in the figure on the
left, he appears as a sufferer; his counte-
nance is strongly marked with the ex-
Pression of pain from the venomous bite
of an enormous serpent, which seems to
have bound him fast in its coils. In the
second figure, he is seen, exulting and
joyful, as a crowned Conqueror treading
on the head of the serpent from the
power of which he has been delivered.

It cannot, surely, be doubted, that these
figures must have originally been intended
to preserve the memory of the first gra-
cious promise to fallen man, given in the
form of a curse denounced on the serpent.
I will put enmity between thee and the
woman, and between thy seed and ker
seed : it shall bruise thy head, and thou
shalt bruise his heel. This memorable
declaration may justly be considered as
the corner stone of patriarchal faith. It
was well understood by those ancient
saints, who called upon the name of the
Lord before and after the flood, as point-
ing to a future great Deliverer, in the
faith of whom they might live and die in
a state of reconcibation with God, and in
the assurance of salvation from all the
evils which the serpent and the fall had
brought upon them. Writing was not
then invented—figures or hieroglyphics,
as they are called, were the only methods,
besides personal conversation, of commu-
nicating ideas ; and therefore we may con-
clude that eculpture or painting was used
in order to keep up, from generatiou to
generation, the memory of this inestimable
Promise, and that thus figures of this
kind were first of all hrought into use.

You will not fail to remark, Christian
friends, bow strikingly these traditions of
a distant nation, inhabiting the very
part of the world which was l%rst peopled
by Noah and his immediate posterity,
serve to confirm and enliven our faith in
the Holy Scriptures. And surely, when
we see this interesting kind of evidence
that the remote ancestors of the poor be-
nighted Hindoos, were acquainted with

the same great fundamental truths of the
fall and recovery of mankind which are
now, in these later ages, so clearly set be-
fore us in the (}ospe% of Christ, it should
aniwate our desires and quicken our en-
deavours to make known the glad tidings
of salvation to them.

Our Missionary friend Mr. N. M.
Ward, has lately sent home from Sumatra
a curious document which throws some
light on the nature of practical Mahomme-
danism, as it exists in those countries.
This docmnent counsists of a translation of
various inscriptions on a roll of charms,
worn as a prolection by a native ruffian
who lately attempted to murder the Fiscal
or Dutch Magistrate at Padang.

In introducing the account of this out-
rage, Mr. Ward observes:—* The unity of
God is the rallying point of the Mahom-
medans ; their strong hold, and the wea-
pon with which they romhat all their
enemies, yet we find their system and
that of heathen idelatry in practice sub-
stantially the same. The idolatrous po-
lytheist makes an image of some #naginary
supernatural power, performs bis devo-
tions before it, propitiates it with offerings,
and looks to 1t for deliverance from his
troubles and calamities. The Mahom-
medan unitarian entertains the utmost ab-
horrence of all images, and will not
approach one without discovering his
detestation’ by a visible aign, yet he
makes a representation of a mark on the
body of his prophet, inscribes it with the
sacred name Mahommed, and invests it
with the power of accomplishing all his
desires, of pardoning all his swns, and
of finally conducting him to heaven with-
out account. Kt will be seen from the
present communication that these are not
harmless play-things, mere notions, too
absurd to be seriously credited by thuse
who make the unity of God the basis of
their creed. On the contrary, they have
a perpetual influence over the conduct,
and become the source of numerous ac-
tions equally incompatible with the wel-
fare of society and the personal happi-
ness of their deluded votaries.”

He then proceeds to relate the circum-
stance to which we have already referred:
—** On the 23rd. December last, a Ma-
lay, called Malim Dubalong, was accused
before the Fiscal of having robbed lis
guest, a native of the Madras coast, to
the amount of 1000 rupees. The (imrty
accused could not clear himself, and was
directed to find bail or to be sent to pri-
son. He was, however, suflered to return
home, chiefly to seek a person to bail
him. In the evening the plaintift in-
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formed the Fiscol that the man had ! the evils of time and eternity, and he will

packed up his moveables and was about
to abscond. The Fiscal sent for him, and
told him he must give bail. He named a
man, who, on being applied to, refused,
and no alternstive remained but to send
him to prison. On his way down stairs,
he suddenly attacked the p{ainliﬂ' with a
kris s]or dagger), stabbed him, as he
thought, mortally, and ran up stairs and
attacied the Fiscal. After a severe
strugele in which they rolled down stairs,
locked in each others grasp, the man was
killed by the Fiscal’s servants, and the
Fiscal himself escaped with six or eight
superficial wounds. The assassin, Mafim
Dubalong, was a merchant of Padang,
well known to the Europeans. He had
received the title of Malim for his strict
attention to his devotional exercises. It
appeared on inquiry that he had armed
himself purpose?y er the occasion. He
had covered his naked kris with a hand-
kerchief, and had secreted his kurambi*
under his head-dress. He had been to the
river to wash antl pray and recite his in-
cantations, and had tied his roll of charms
upon his arm. Thus prepared and
equipped he Lad appeared before the
Fiscal, and no doubt fully expected the
deliverance promised by his formulary.”

This ‘ formulary’ consists. of eighteen
different articles, or paragraphs, of which
the following may be taken as specimens.

“ Whoever looks at this impression of
the Panawt of the prophet’s superiority
on Sunday, verily God will preserve him
from the fire of hell and make him honor-
able in the sight of all his creatures;
God Almighty will also release him from
al]l the calamities of the world and of a
future state, but he must read this: |
There is no Lord but God, whose is the
visible truth, who has no resemblance
and who hears and sees all things—O
Lord, whoever thou art.”

“ Whoever looks at this impression of
the Panaw of the prophet’s superiority
on Monday, verily God will preserve him
from the effects of all weapons, even if
numerous as drops of rain, and will pre-
serve him from the fire of hell, but he
must read, There isno Lord but God who
is glorious and omniscient—O thou who
art glorious and great.”

“ Whoever looks at this impression of
the Panaw of the prophet’s superiority on
Thursday, God will release him from all
the calamities of the last day,and from all

live for ever, but he must read, There is
no Lord but God, who made all things
together with his servants. Who are his

servants ? Those who are placed in his
stead over all. O Lord, whoever thou
art.”

“This impression is of the most emi-
nent rank, and possesses numerous vir-
tues. Whoever looks at this impression
on Saturday, God will facilitate to him
the passage of the bridge of trial, and he
will be happy day and night for ever;
but he must read, There is no Lord but
thou ; most holy art thou : let me not he
numbered with the oppressors.

“This is a Panaw of the superiority
of the apostle of God, peace be upon
him. Wﬂoever looks at this Panaw of
bis superiority morning and evening,
verily he will be beloved by all men
both high and low, and will be for ever
happy, and his enemies will rot be suf-
fered to injure him, and God will finally
take him to heaven without account.
God is omniscient.”

In conclusion Mr. Ward remarks:—
Such charms and incantations are ex-
tremely common amongst the natives.
They enter into most of the prescriptions
and medicines of their doctors, and the
priests are in the habit of making them
a lucrative article of sale. Such as the
one from which the above is taken, are
sold for eight to ten dollars. They are,
however, of all prices from one to twenty
dollars. Like the Pope’s indulgences,
they extend to every crime and every ca-
lamity to which human nature is subject,
and they finally transport their votaries
to heaven, in that most agreeable manuer,
without account!

The following account of one of the
female members of the church at Kings-
ton, who died a few years since, has been
kindly communicated by Mrs. Coultart,
to whom she was well known.

“ Among the sable race about Kings-
ton, our friend Mrs. Brooks always ap-
peared to me to stand alome, from the
natural great superiority of her miud.
Her good sense and delicacy of feeling
were most extraordinary for one so un-
cultivated, and the simple and deep piety
united to these, made me feel her quite as
a companion, and that, one of no ordinary
interest. During my visit to her house,
her husband was from home; therefore
she herself engaged in family prayer, and
I shall never forget Ler short petitions.
addressed with so much reverence, and
in the most plaintive tone of supplication.
At a place of worship, her attentive ex-
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pressive countenance was often a reprool
to me; she appeared to be eating the
words as thuy fell from the lips ol her
ninister.  Oue evening, when walking
with her under the shade of some bam.
boos, I requested to hear the history of her
carly life, the substance was as follows :—

“ ‘1 was playing by the sca coast, when
a white man oflered me sugar plums, and
told me to go with him. 1 went with him,
first into a boat, and then to a ship. Every
thing seemed strange to me,and I asked him
to let me go back, but he would not hear
me; and when I went to look for the
place wherc he found me, I could see
nothing of land, and T began to cry.
There I was, for a long time, with a great
many mwore of my own colour, till the
ship came to Kingston, and some black
man came and took me out of the ship
and made me walk with him through the
town. | thought they were going to kill
and eat me, for I saw some mneat hanging
up; and I thoaght to myself, White man,
may be, eat black in this country. But
this man took me to a fine house, and
there 1 saw a white gentleman, who was
to be my master; and he took me to live
with him, and I was quite happy. Then
I had a deor litde haby. But I heard
that a black man (Liele) was preaching,
and 1 went to hear him, and he said that
the great Guod in heaven was angry with
me {or living with my master, and 1 went
home and I cried to myself many days:
then I told! my master, that God was
angry with me and would send me to he]l
fire, and that I could not live with him
any more. Then he was vexed and rough
to me, and told me that 1 should work liie'
another neger then ; so I went out to work ;
but Mr. Brooks (this was the negro who
first brought her from the ship,) did not
like to see me work so hard, after being
mistress of my master’s house; and he
set about working hard and bought him-

self free, and then he bonght me free, and |

married me, but he did not like me to
ray. He was kind about every thing
{;nt that. He beat me for going to
weeting.  One night after I had been out
to a prayer meceting in the bush, my
husband was gome to bed and to sleep ;
1 knelt down to pray the Great DMassa
to change his heart. My heart was quite
full, and I cried to God very earnestly—
presently 1 felt the hed shake, and my
poor hushand trembling got out of bed
and knelt down by my side, telling 1ne to
go on and Eray that God would have
mercy upon him, and save him from hell.
After that, he did not heat me any more
for going to meeting; but went with me,
and the word spoke to his heart; and

now you see God is 80 good that he han
made him a deacon of the church.’
They lived together a delightful pattern
of a Christian pair for many years, They
could neither of them read; and she was
so anxious to learn that she used to come
into town from her honse several miles
distant for we to teach her, and the last
time I heard her she could just manage
to get through one verse: “Bless the
Lord, O my soul, and all that is within me
bless lis holy name.” She clapped her
hands for joy at the uccomplishment of
this long auned at task. As she learnt
a letter or two of the alphabet she wonld
go home and teach her husband, eudea-
vouring that he should keep pace with
herself. Her sweetness of disposition
was a great blessing to her hushand, whose
temper was naturally hasty. She used to
say of him sometimes, ¢Poor ting, him
pirit too hot, much need for praying Ged
to keep it One day that he had spoken
rather improperly to his mijnister, she
came to me weeping with distress. <O me
got preat tmubﬁa; only think that Satan
should tempt him so, to vex my dear
magsa’s heart. Better a millstone hang
ahout him neck, and cast him into the sea,
than offend a servaxt of God.”

“ Speaking to her one day of the mys-
terious-providence which ha({remov_ed the
first Mrs. C.to heaven just at the com-
mencemert of her labours, she said, ¢ You
know the great God have a garden and
when his fruit je ripe he comes and ga-
thers it: this according to 'my weak
thought is the reason.’ This idea, was
certainly in ker original, On finding one
of the missionaries’ wives considerably
dejected, she said, ¢ What vex: you ¥ and
being told in reply that it related to in-
ternal fears and conflicts, she jumped up
and said, ‘ Thank goodness you tell me so;
me glad, because me feel just the sama
myself and me fraid to say me so bad.’
T am very sorry to say that [ was desrived
of the benefit of her experience during
the closing scene of her life. She was
taken very ill at her own house, and from
the superstitioys objections of those
around her to any means bejng tried for
recovery, excepting prayer, her féver soon
increased beyond the “possibility of re-
medy. She was brought to town in a
most dangerous state, and the news of her
indisposition then first reached me. She
sent to request to see me, and being unwell
myself, T deferred going to her till the
evening, when she was spcechless. She
looked at me in the most earnest manner,
laid her hand on her heart, and then point-
ed upwards, looking as if longing to de-
part. She expired that same might.”
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CALCUTTA.

A letter has lately been received
by the Secretary, from Mr. Cara-
peit Aratoon, who has for some
time been employed, by our junior
brethren in Calcutta, in Missionary
work among the natives. The
following extract will probably not
be unacceptable to our readers,
though they must make kind allow-
ance for the defective English of
the writer.

Calcutta, Nov. 30, 1826.

- Since our ever-regretted pastor, brother
Lawson, was taken away from among us,
onr dear brother Yates has succeeded to his
pastoral office, and has the entire charge of
the English cbnrch. On this accoant, I am
obliged to be one of his assistants in the
native church. I am with themwthree times
a week, and besides tbis, I am almost the
whole week among the patives of Calontta,
in onr Hat or Bungalow chapels, preach-
ing the hlessed Gospel of our Lord Jesus
Cbrist to handreds of natives. Formerly,
we had but three Bungalow chapels, but not
long since we built a new one, on the side
of a very publio road, so that now we have
four Bungalow chapels in Calcutta, besides
one at brother Yates’s, where I go regularly
every day, Saturdays excepted, and preach
in Bengalee, and sometimes in Hindostanee;
a hrief avcount of which I send every month
to our dear brother Pearce, which I hope
he sends, or will send, to you.

I am sorry to inform you, that I have
not yet seen a Hindoo or Mnssulman holiday
stopped, or any entire town or village of

British India that has embraced the blessed
Gospel of our Saviour Jesus Christ; nor do
I yet see any puhlic and general regard paid,
in any part of Britishi India, to the sabbath.
On the contrary, I see some of the learned
children of Great Britain endeavouring to
establish schools and colleges, upon which
they not only spend a good deal of time,
hut their money also, in teaching the erro-
neous shasters and other branches of learn-
ing, which are diametrically opposite to that
matchless hook, to which alone your coun-
trymen owe, and with much propriety boast
of, a true and just liberty, which we cannot
see enjoyed any where eclse ; and permit me
to say, that if we look into ancient history,
we find that great philosophers never dream-
ed of that Itherty which is known and prac-
tised in your native land. 'This heavenly
book, or any sort of writing agreeing with
it, is not used in those schools and colleges
already mentioned, while some of the head
teachers themselves are atheists or deists.
Besides what I have already said, when the
natives see that some of your countrymen
are establishing schools, and endeavoaring
with much eagerness to teach Hindoos their
own shasters, and Massnlmen their koran,
they boldly come forward and make repeat-
ed attacks upon as poor Missionaries; and
what is worse, they sometimes point oat, by
their names, the sinful life of some Earope-
ans, and at times men of rank too, telling
us, ‘“you want to make as like them.”” Oh,
my dear Lrother, how lamentable is the
thoaght, that while Christians of different
denominations are spending their money,
time, and strength, to spread the traths of
the Bible, that the conduct of persous born
and educated in a Christian land should
barden the heathen in wickedness! Besides
these, we are surroanded with some other
kinds of difliculties ; but amidst all, we are
going on, { hope, zealonsly, and in the fear
of the Lord, ¢ looking op to the hills from
wheane cometh oar help,” relying eotirely
upon his blessed promises, in which bo has
said that he ¢ will keep us from all evil,
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and will preserve us in our going out and
coming in, (rom this time forth for ever-
more.” With all our diflicaliies, however,
we have much reason to give onr hearty
thanks to the Lord of the harvest, that he
allows us to see the fruits of the Redeemer’s
death in oursclves and in some of the na-
tives ; for still we see the chains of the Hin-
doo world and Satan broken, and some
Brahmins, as well as thelow caste Hindoos,
set free from their bondage, and made to
embrace the blessed Gospel. And what we
never saw before, we now begin to see—
whieli is, that when we preach in our Bun-
galow chapels, all sorts of people flock in,
and sometines take seats, justlike an Eng-
lish congregation, and conduct themselves
well. Some of them remain till the end of
the discourse, which sometimes continues
more than two hours; then, taking either
part of the Scriptures or religious tracts,
and part from bs friendly, promising (o ns
that they will make proper use of them : and
at times some will defend our doctrine
against their countrymen who may inter-
ropt with their vain reasons, and publicly
acknowledge the Bible to be the trne word
of God, and that we preachers are his mes-
sengers ; and that it will sooner or later be
the standard of religioa in India. Thus the
Lord cheers onr broken hearts, and assures
ns that < the heathen shall be given to his
Son for his inheritance, and the uttermost
parts of the world for bis possession.”

The last time I and our dear brother
Pearce were wilh our little native church,
when we sorrounded the Lord’s table, to
commemorate the dying love of a crocified
Redeemer, we comsisted of six diflerent
pations, as follow :—Jew, Bengalee, Mus-
sulman, Portaguese, English, and Armenian,
OL, may our hearts be toucbed with the
blood of the Lamb of God that taketh
away our sins! I heseech yoo, my dear
brother, to pray for us all, especially for
(bis little native church of Christ, that they
all may be of Jesns, and (heir bames be
written in the book of life.

I am extremely happy to iuform you of
the safe arrival of ovur dear brethren, Mr.
and Mrs. Thomas, and Mr. and Mrs. Pearce.
They are preparing themselves for the great
cause for which they are come hither, and
1 lope soon they will begin preaching in
Bengalee and Hindostanee. They are, by
the gracious wili of Providence, enjoying
yood healib. 1 hope you will try to send
back our ever-beloved brother, E. Carey,
if bis bealth should permit him to come.

CEYLON.

Though the progress of our mis-
sion in this quarter, has not been
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rapid, we have much reason for
thankfulness on account of the
good which has been effected by
it—considerable, in proportion to
the very limited agency employed.
The number of children e(Yucated
in the various schools, constitutes
a very hopeful feature. How de-
sirable is it that further help should
be sent to this interesting island,
especially as Mr. Chater, who has
so long been labouring there, be-
gins to feel his health somewhat
impaired by long countinued ser-
vice! This will appear from the
following letter, lately received by
the Secretary, and dated —

Colombo, 19th Feb. 1827.

During thelatter months of the last year, our
Pettah meeting-house was much less crowded
than it had been, almost constantly, for some
time before, nor bave we the pleasure this
year to see the seats all filled. The con-
gregations in the Fort, and at the Grand
Pass and Moderal are all, as formerly, very
small. Since Mr. Siers has come to Colom-
bo, we have held worship in the Fort three
times io the week, Sabbatb morning and
Tharsday evening in Portuguese ; and on
Friday evenivug in English; in the Pettah,
Sabbath evening and Wednesday evening
in Portuguese ; at the Grand Pass, on the
Sabbath fore-noon in Singhalese, in the even-
ing, and on Thbursday evening in Porto-
guese, But for a few weeks, I have changed
the Sabbath cvening worship into a service
in English ; and by this change we have a
prospect of getting more hearers than we
bad in Portuguese. Excepting when I am
at Hanwell, one of us preaches also at Mo~
derab every Sabbath forenoon, and on Tues-
day Mr. Siers goes to one of the villages to
visit the schools and preach; at four of
which we have now decent little congrega-
tions ; which are Mattackooly, Dalloogama,
Talwatte and Kattoopellallewatte, or some
village near it.

The only change in our little church in
Colombo last year, was the restoration of
one memher who hnd been excluded. I
hope we may have some additions this year,
but with regard to more thuo one, I cannot
yet speak with certainty. Of the additions
at Hanwell, I have already informed you.
Our total number of members is now 33 ;
in Colombo 22, and at Hanwell 11. Ol,
that they may all be found written in the
Lamb’s hook of life ? My visits to Han-
well are now frequent. I go on Saturday,
and retuxn tbe following Thursday., On my
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way there, I preach at Cadoowelle, which
is the place for 1esting and taking a little
refreshment.  Ahont 50 adults and as many
children form my congregation. Last month
another congregation, about a mile and a
half further on, had assembled, quite unex-
peoted by me, to hear preaching. 1 stopped
and preached to tbem, but told them in
futare, as they were so near Cadonwelle, it
would be better to come there, which they
promised to do, I long ago informed you,
that if funds were allowed for it, we conld
establish a chain of schools, the whole way
from Colombo to Ianwell. Cadoowelle is
the place for one, and two persons have
already collected a number of children, and
commenced teaching them ; but all the as-
sistance I can afford them, is to fornish
them with a few school hooks. It is not
to be expeeted, however, that they will
exert themselves much, or continue it long,
unless more eucouragement than this be
afforded them. Two or three more schools
on this station, are going on in a similar
way, and one more on the road to Hanwell.
Bat withoat authority from the committee,
I am uowilling to increase the present ex-
penditare. I hope I sball soon hear from
yoa something definite on this subject. Sioce
the school-masters bave been paid accord-
ing to the nomber of scholars, and not a
monthly salary, the number of boys has
mueh iocreased, aud at the same time they
make a mach better progress in their learn-
ing. The total namber on the retorns at
the end of 1826, was ou the Colombo sta-
tion, in eight schools 410, at the Hanwell
station 1n two schools 69, in all 479, 1In
the different schools the attendance is as
follows :

In the schools 'at Hanwell and Qogyalla,
the attendance appears’ to be much as in the
schools on this station, though it canoot be
so exactly ascertained. But both the mas-
ters are persons whom we can trast, having,
as we hope, the fear of God hefore their
eyes. And I examine thie progress made
every time I visit the station. The number
of boys in all the schools who are reading
ia the N.T. is 170, Many of them have
gone through it several times, and a great
proportion of the remaining number, will
soon he preparcd to commence reading it.
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All the boys in the first class of every
achool, are learning to write, and in order
to stimolate the boys, to press on to that
class, each boy belonging to it receives a
quill and half a quire of China paper month-
Iy. Nota few of our first set of scholars,
are now writers in offices, &c. and some of
the Singhalese, are advanced to the runk
of Modeliars, the highest rank of native
head-men. Though we cannot say that any
of them are yet coaverted persons, some of
them, to say the least, are serioaslyinclined,
and promise to be highly respectable, and
we hope nseful too, in their different sta-
tions. With regard to three of oar scholars,
we trust the grand object we have in view,
in teaching them to read, has been attained ;
they have, we trast, been brought to repent-
ance towards God, and faith towards onr
Lord Jesus Christ. Tbey are Isaac Why-
thiavathan, born a Malabar heathen, now
an oruamental member of oar little charch,
and highly asefal as school-master of our
Grand Pass Female native school, and a
reader of the Scriptares and tracts in Mala-
bar and Singhalese. The second is Cor-
nelius, who will be sent to the Serampore
college by the first opportanity that offers,
together with Frederick, another promising
Singbalese youtb, a son of oar friend the
Modeliar at Hagwell. The third is a youth
at Dalloogama, for some months past cm-
ployed as second schoel-master there, aad
now desiroas of palting on Christ by bap-
tism. Itis to him I refer in a former part
of this letter. His manners and condact
have always been amiable and pleasing;
and I have long noticed with what fixed
attention he has heard preaching. He has
also nearly committed to memory the Sing-
balese tract, on repentance, faith, and
holiness ; wbich, ouder a divine influence,
seems to bave been made a great blessing
to him. If, as the fruit of our native
schools, these tbree only, as we cannot but
hope from present appearances is the case,
have been brought to the Saviour, no one
who considers properly the value of ome
sool, will say that oar labours are all lost,
and that the expense incurred in carrying
tbem on is thrown away., DBut we hope and

‘believe, that we shall see greater things

than these, as the fruit of the expense
and labour bestowed on this rising gevera-
tion. May we not expect, that in some
cases the blessed seed, though it lie buried
long in dust, will after all become produc-
tive? To effect this, only one thing is want-
ed —aun outpouring of the Holy Spirit. And
when I think for a momeut, how many of
the children of God are every day wrest~
ling in prayer for this, I cannot give up the
hope that we shall see it extended to this
island. And who can say how important a
preparation for such an eveut, giving to
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hondreds of ohildren and youth the ability
only to read the word of God, muy prove ?

The female schools have filled up beyond
all onr expeotations. The number of girls
in the three schools is 115, and the attend-
ance of nearly the whole nunber very re-
gnlar.  Last year one of the Wesleyan
native preachers married and took away our
Grand Pass schoolmistress, by which we
feared at first the school would be seriously
injured, but it has turned out otherwise.
By appointing our young friend Isazo Whyte
(or, properly, Whythianathan) as master,
and one female as teacher of needle-work,
and another to teach lace making, every
difficulty has been obviated. And though,
28 must be supposed, the expence is increas-
cd by this arrangement, the school has so
much increased, and goes on so much bet-
fer, as to make np well for the increase of
expence. The number of girls who now
attend it is 52. And in addition to teach
ing them all Singhalese, the master teaches
twenty-one of them English. In each of
the schools the first class is reading in the
New Testament, and the second will soon
be prepared to commence in it; and the
progress made in needle-work and lace
making is gnite as good as can be expected
for the ume.

HOME PROCEEDINGS.

Since the Annual Meeting, our
much-esteemed Brother, Mr. Ca-
rey, has been engaged, almost
without intermission, in visiting
Auxiliary Societies and Congrega-
tions in different parts of the king-
dom. We have much reason for
thankfulness that, though still far
from being robust, he has been en-
abled to go through such alength-
ened series of engagements, which
have to many proved highly ac-
ceptable and refreshing.

Mr. Carey was accompanied, in
several instances, by our respected
friend Mr. Statham, Jate of How-
rah. We expected to have been
furnished, for this Number, with a
connected account of these jour-
neys, but as the day in which the
printer must be supplied has ar-
rived, and the promised communi-
cation has not come to hand, we
prefer giving our readers such an
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account, though excecdingly im-
perfect, as our materials will sup-

ply; to postponing it till another
month.

Our friends Carey and Statham spent
Lord’s day, July1, at Coventry, and assist-
cd at the anoual meeting of the Branoh So.
ciety there, on Tuesday evening, the 3d.
The services were very interesting and well
attended, and the colleotions, not including
various small sums from neighbouring vil-
lages, amounted to upwards of £85. From
Coventry they prooeeded to Birmiagham,
where, and at Bromsgrove, Coseley, and
other places in the neighbourhood, sermons
were preached, and meetings held, iu coa-
nexion with the Auxiliary, at which the
contributions exceeded those of the preced-
ing year. In the absence of further parti-
culars respecting these meetings, we are
happy to insert an extract of a letter from
the Secretary of the distriot, which well de-
scribes the general impression produced :—

‘“ The company of our beloved friends,
especially Brethren Carey and Statham, who
have been engaged on the Society’s behalf
in Pagan countries, has been very refresh-
ing and encouraging to us ; and I believe I
may ventare to assert, that the Baptist Mis-
siobary Society was never more deeply seat-
ed in the affections of the good people in
this neighbourhood than it is at the present
time. Itis to this strong and decided at-
tachment that we are to attribute the in-
creased contributions of the apnual meet-
ings, and of the present year, amounting to
8001, and upwards. ¢ Yes,’ our friends have
said, ¢ we are attached to the mission, and
we will give the Parent Committee the most
substantial proof of attachment which we
can give, ly increasing our oontributions,
notwithstanding the depression in trade and
in our ecircumstances; for we cannot but
fervently desire to see the Society prosecut-
ing its pious and benevolent objects on a
scale even more extended than in past years,
while all its energies, both at home and
abroad, are consecrated to ohjects which
may properly be called its own, and pros-
pects of usefulness, the most delightful, are
opening upon its view, and loviting all its
triends to renewed pledges of aflectionate
co-operation.” Under the impression that
our friends in other parts of the kingdom
will be actuated hy similar views, we ven-
tare to look forward to more energetio mea-
sures on the part of the parent Committee
(no longer distracted by f{ruitless negotia-
tions), in sending missionaries to support
those stations which sickness and death have
weakened, and infusing new lifc and vigour
into every department of missiopury opera-
tions.”
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Liverpnol and Manchestor were next vislt-
ed. No statements of the meetings held at
cither place have reachcd us, thoogh we
know generally that they were of a very in-
teresting charaoter. At Manchester the
chair was kindly taken by a gentleman be-
louging to the Rev. Mr. Roby’s cougrega-
tion ; the amount of the collections then,
and on the Sabbath, was 200l. a som far
exoeeding the contribations of any former
year.

In their retarn to town, onr friends spent
a few days at Shrewsbary and some other
places in Shropshire ; and Mr. Carey availed
himself of the opportunity to falfil an en-
gagement at Clipston, where the congrega-
tion under the pastoral care of the Rev.
John Mack proved their continued regard to
the missionary cause.

At the close of August, Messrs, Carey
apd Statham proceeded to the eastern part
of Yorkshire, where they were joined hy
the Rev. Thomas Morgan, of Birmiegham.
The first Sabbath in September was spent at
Scarhorough and Bridlington, aund on Taes-
day evening, Sept. 4, a public meeting was
held in the former town, at which Mr. Mor-
gon presided. The various resolutions were
moved and seconded by the Rev. Robert
Haruess aud Dr. Murray, Rev. J. Statham
and Rev. B. Evans, Rev. Eastace Carey and
James Lomax, Esq., Christopher Hill, Esq.
treasurer to tbe Auxiliary, and Rev. Robert
Harness, The audience was highly grati-
fied, especially with the information given
by our brethren from the East, and thongh
our friends at Scarborough have bad to make
very considerable pecuniary exertions, in
consequence of the erection of their new
chapel, tbe contributions excceded those of
any former year.

After visiting several smaller places in
the week, the deputation reached Haull by
Lord’s day, the 9th. Sermons, as usual, in
refereace to the object, were preached at
several chapels in Hall, Cottingham, Bever-
ley, and Bishop’s Burton ; and the annual
meeting of the Auxiliary was beld on Mon-
day, the 10th, in George-street chapel,
which was crowded 1o overflowing by a most
respectable audience. Mr, W. H. Dikes
took the chair on the ion, and the
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favoured us with the following brief ac-
count :—

‘“Sept. 16, sermons were preached on
hehalf of the Baptist miasion at Sheflield,
Chesterfield, Sutton Ashfield, and Swanwick,
by the Rev. Messrs, E. Carey, and J. Sta-
tham, Missionaries, and the Rev. T. Morgan
and C. Stovel ; and on the 23d at Derhy,
hy Rev. E. Carey and W. Hawkins.

‘ Ou the 17th, 18th, 19th, 20th, 24th,
and 25th, successively, a public meeting was
held at each of these places, together with
Barton-on-Trent, the object of which was,
to form the united charches of Derbyshire,
Sheffield, Nottingham, Sutton, and Barton,
into one Auxiliary to the Baptist Mission.
Ia addition to the Brethren whose names we
have mentioned, the Rev. Mr. Yates, lately
retarned from Calcutta, as well as inany
neighbouring ministers and friends, of dif-
ferent denominations, kindly afforded their
assistance. Hence the meetings were not
only well attended, but also extremely inte-
resting. The kindness of all, bat of our
Missionary Brethren in particalar, was most
thankfully received. The intetest they ex-
cited here, and the geueral expression of
gratitade to God for the partial recovery of
their health, lead us to hope that their la-
bours have been quite as beneficial to oar
churcbes, as to the mission.

‘“ The whole amount of subscriptions and
collections made at the meetings, is 1251.
17s.104.”

From Derby, Mr. Carey went forward to
Oxford, having engaged to assist at the
twelfth annual meeting of the Anxiliary So-
ciety for that county, held there on Wednes-
day, the 26tb, for the following account of
which we are indebted to the esteemed Se-
cretary, the Rev. T. Coles, of Bouorton.

¢ The twelfth annual meeting of the ahove
Society was held at the Rev. W. Copley’s
chapel, New-road, Oxford, on Wednesday,
the 26th of September, when the Rev. T.
‘Waters, of Pershore, preached in the morn-
ing, and the Rev. Euostace Carey in the
evening. The sermons were distinguished
for ability, pathos, and appropriateness to
their important object—the enconragements
aud motives furnished by the design of the
Gospel and the love of the Redeemer to

meeting was addressed in sn by the

missions to the heathen.

Rev. Messrs. Morgan, Statham, Wild, Ca-
rey, Marston, Harness, Berry, and M‘Pher-
son. The public collections iu Hull amount-
ed to 571. and those in Beverley to 161.

In the course of the same week the de-
putation visited the city of Lincoln, and
several otler places in that county, from
whence they proceeded to Sheffield, where
they were employed on the suoceeding Sab-
bath. Of these engagements, and those
which succeeded in the adjoining county of
Derby, a correspondent in that district has

“ The meeting for business was held ia
the chapel in the afternoon, when Joseph
Gautteridge, Esq. of London, was called to
the Chair. The Seoretary of the Anxiliary
then prayed, and read an ahstract of the
Report of the pareut Society, together with
the sums remitted it from the several places
included in the Auxiliary during the past
year, and the total since its formation,
amounting to upwards of three thousand
pounds, The motions were proposed and
seconded by the ministers present, aided by
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Brethren of the Independent and Wesleyan
Connexions. The statements and appeals of
onr highly esteemed Brother, Rustace Ca-
rey, prodoced a deep impression on the
meeting, and were powerfully enforced by
the addresses of the Brethren who followed
him on the interesting occasion. A unani-
mous fecling pervaded the assembly, that
the Baptist Missionary Society claims and
deserves the zealous and persevering support
of the friends of religion, and that the ex-
ertions of this Auxiliary had been such, as
at once to call for gratitude to the God of
missions, and to secure the cordial approba-
tion of all sincerely concerned for the ad-
vancement of the Redeemer’s kingdom.

<< 1t appeared that the formation of Mis-~
sionary Associations in several districts of
this Aaxiliary, bad becn attended with very
pleasing results, and snch Associations were
warmly recommended wherever practicable.
One of these Associations, at Naunton and
other villages in the vicinity of Bourton-on-
the-Water, hasraised, the past year, twenty-
five pounds, for the Baptist Foreign aud
Home Missionary Societies, The collec-
tions of the day were liberal, and a benevo-
lent friend at Oxford, whose contributions
to every good cause are large aud frequent,
presented the Society with a donation of
twenty pounds. As the friends of missions
appeared highly gratified by all the servites
of this anniversary, it is ardently hoped
that they will all be prompted, in their re-
speoiive spheres, to renewed and augmented
exertions in the great and sacred cause.”

The last sabbath in the month was agree-
ably speut at Reading, a town which has
long becn honourably distinguished in the
records of the Mission, for the kind and
liberal support it has yielded to tbe cause.
On the Wednesday following, Mr. Carey
was engaged atKimbolton, in delivering one
of the sermons at the annual meeting of the
Huntingdonshire Society in aid of missions.
Thence, taking St. Neot's in the road, he
proceeded to Hitchin; where, on the 7th of
Octoher, two sermons were delivered for
the mission, one to the congregation so long
under thbe pastoral care of the venerable
Mr. Geard, and the other in the Independent
place of worship, to which our missionary
brotber was kindlyiuvited by the Rev. J. W.
Wayne and friends. His next stage was to
Northamnpton, where he was joined by his
colleague, the Rev. Wm. Yates, from Cal-
cutta, and the Secretary of the parent So-
ciety. Two very interesting services were
held in the spacious place of worship in
College-street, on the 10th ult. which were
pumerously attended, notwithstanding the
weather was very unfuvourable, In the
morping & double lecture wus preached by
Mr. Carey and the Rev. Samuel Hillyard of
Bedford ; and in the cvening the public
meetiog was held, the Rev. Mr. Gill, of the
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Wesleyan Society, in the Chadr. Addresses
were delivered on the occasion by the Rev
Messrs. Hillyard, Yates, Simmons of Qlaey,
Dyer, Carey, Hyatt (lately settled over the
church formerly under the care of the ex-
cellent Doddridge), Knowles, Wake, and
Gray. The collections amounted to upwards
of 341, and there is reason to liope that a
beneficial impression was made on the minds
of many. The next day our missionary
fricuds visited Olncy, a town interesting lo
them both, from the recollections of former
days, as they had spent somec time there
under the instructions of the excellent Mr.
Sateliff.  Mr. Yates oecupied the pnlpit in
the afternoon, and Mr Carey in the evening.
The congregations were numerous, and not-
withstanding the depressed state of trade in
the town, upwards of 221, were collected at
the close of the services.

From Olney, Messrs. Carey and Yales
proceeded to Cambridge, and were engaged
the whole of Lord’s day, the 14th, at the
Baptist meeting there. Another sermon on
belalf of the Mission was delivered on
Tuesday morning, at the same place, by the
Rev. Joseph Kinghorn of Norwich, and a
very numerous congregation assembled ia
the evening, when a meeting was held for
the purpose of reorganizing the Aunxiliary
Society which has long existed at Cam-
bridge, so as to connect with it tbe other
churches in the county. The Chair was
taken by Ricbard Foster, jun. Esq. and
after prayer had been offered by the Rev.
Mr, Cockin, of the Wesleyan Connexion,
the various resolations were proposed and
supported hy the Rev. Joseph Kinghorn and
the Secretary of the parent Society ; Rev.
Samuel Thodey, of Cambridge, and Rev.
E. Carey; Rev. Samuel Green, of Blunti-
sham, and Rev, Mr. Cater, of Newmarket;
Ebenezer Foster, Esq. and the Rev. Jacob
Snelgar ; Rev. W. Yates, and Mr. Tethutt,
of Blautisham ; Rev. Mr. Medway, of Mel-
bourn, and Rev. T. C. Edmonds. The
amount of the several collections was
1051,

That such meetings as bave now been de-
scribed are highly useful in diffusing jnfor-
mation respecting Missions, and excitiog a
lively interest in their favoar, is sufficiently
evident; and the absolute need of employ-
ing every legitimate effort to provide the
requisite supplies for carrying on the work,
might be easily shewn. But it is cheerfully
hoped that these scrvices are becoming more
and more useful, as means of personal edi-
fication, by affording suitable opportunitics
for hrief and powerful appeals on the value

of that Gospel which we are associated m/

convey to the distant parts of the earth,

May this happy result be witnessed to a
much wider extent, and the great end of
every religious service, on all such occa-
sions, be steadily kept in view!

On which occosion a sermon was preach-
ed by the Rev. J. Statham, Missionary from
Howrah, founded upon Psalm Ixxii. 17.
Immediately after the morning service, the
Chair was taken by the Rev. J. Dyer, Se-
cretary to the parent Institation, and various
addresses were offered by the Rev. W.
Kemp of Tarling, J. Carter of Braintree,
J. King and J. Bass of Halstead, J. Good-
ricb of Langham, J. Goldsmith of Earl’s
Coln, G. Francies of Colchester, J. Wil-
kinson of Saffron Walden, J. Statham, and
the Chairman. A collection was made for
the benefit of the Mission, and the contri-
butions of several of the churches connected
with the Auxiliary were paid to the Secretary.
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It is a source of regret, that this was
not the case in every instance, and that the
accounts for the year, whether smaller or
larger, are not regularly made op at the
annaal meeting, according to the first reso-
lation of the Society. It will give us great
pleasure to find, at snhsequent meetings,
that this hint has not been disregarded, and
that the Auxiliary is growing in vigour and
activity as it advances in age, and the op-
portunities of usefulness become fewer and
fewer in the history and experience of its
first promoters.

With the exception of the irregularity
thas alladed to, the engagemeants of the day
were exceedingly pleasaat and encouraging,
and afforded a bappy evidence of the truth
of that delightful promise —* In all places
where I record my name I will come anto
thee, and I will bless thee.”

FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE.

CALCUTTA.

The following brief extract from
a letter written by Mr. W, H.
Pearce, under date of March 12th
last, affords an encouraging indi-
cation that the leaven of divine
truth is diffusing itself with in-
creasing rapidity among the native
population.

+« T rejoice to state that appearances here
indicate a great and extensive change in
the religious state of the country. Near
Chunar and Burdwan, stations long occupied
by the Church Missionary Society, the
spirit of serious eoquiry is spreading won-
derfully from village to village, and many
villages are applying er masse, for schools
and issionaries. At Kidderpore, also,
where our dear Independent friends have
long laboured, village after village assem-
bles its whole population to hear repeatedly
and with apparent interest the word of
life,”

HOWRAH.

Circumstances of a private na-
ture have constrained Mr. Statham
to intimate to the Committee that
he will be unable to return to Ben-
gal. The Commnittee are satisfied
of the propriety of the decision he
has formed, aund trust that Provi-
dence will direct him to some ap-
propriate sphere in which he may

usefully promote at home, the
cause to which, in the Eastern
world, his efforts for the last seven
or eight years have been faithfully
directed.

MONGHYR.

From a letter addressed by Mr.
Leslie to some relatives in Eng-
land, we make the following ex-
tract :—

Monghyr, April Sth, 1827,

“ My cold has so mach decreased, that
I do not feel any way affected by my
preaching this morning. As it regards my
health otherwise, I am much the same as
I have been for wonths past; pever very
well; but never soill as to be prevented
from my ordinary labours. 1 mever can
undertake much, but I am always enabled
to go through every part of the duties of the
station which are iodispensable. Daring
the cold season, I was accustomed to go
out for one and two whole days every week
among the villages for six, eight, and ten
miles around ; but sioce the Lot season
commenced I have bad to give this up. The
last one or two days I was out, 1 got my
head so much affected with the heat, that
the pain continued for one or two weeks,
I now keep going about the town in the
mornings and eveniogs, which are the ouly
periods I can go out with safety.

Little is doing at present in the way of
actual conversion ; but more in the way of
preparation than for a long time past. I deo
not know that I have ever heard of so many
enquiring into the religion of Jesus as there
appear to be at present. Ove man, a va-
keel, (in Euglish, a barrister), appears very
earnest in seekiag after divine truth, Should

it please God savingly to affect his mind,
there is no calculating the eflccts which may
be produced among the population at large,
as the vakeels are a learned and respectable
class of men. He said the other day that
for Jesus to heal the leper, or to walk upoa
the sea was not very wonderful, as it was
very eacy forhim, as God, to do sach things ;
bot that his blood could cleause from sin,
that he should die and rise from the dead
of himself, and that of himself he should
ascend to heaven, these were wonderful
things indeed.

A very old man on Friday last, secing
one of our native Christians, called to him
to come to his door and speak with him:
the Christian went, The old man began,

saying, 1 am very poor, and have no ]

money in my house ; bat I am anxious to
ask you some questions, euly I cannot pay
yon.” The Christian said, * I wish for no
money, please propose your questions.”
The old man then said, “ I have scen with
my own eyes, my son’s sun’s son’s ‘sops,
and they are all dcad. Now I wish to know
whether I.shall see them all again in the
otber world.” The Christian baving an-
swered his questions, the old man further
said, “ Now I wisb to know whether they
will receive as much ponishment for their
sins as I shall, T who have lived longer than
they all.” This question being also ao-
swered, the old man said, ¢J, from my
great age, and from my many sirs, perceive
that T am carrying to the grave a very heavy
burden, and [ know not how to be delivered
from it.” Jesus then being made known
to bim as the bearer of his burden, he was
very mach affected, and if 1 mistake not,
aflceted to weeping. I have told the native
Christians to be sure tbat they return to the
old man. Who can tell bat he may be one
of those in whom God will glorify himself
by calling him at the eleventh hour? ¥ have
had maany conversations of late with Maho-
medans. They are of all men the hardest
to deal with jn this coentry ; but they bave
appeared to me, lately, to bave become
amazingly sofiened, compared with what
they were some time ago. They are ex-
ceedingly averse to allow that Chmst is
saperior 10 Mahomet ; accordingly they hold
the native Christians in much contemnpt.’
But as they generally respect Furopeans,
I get them to converse mildly and properly.
witb me. I ‘meta few weeks ago with five
or six of the greatest among them in a sliop.
A little dog who wae with mo happened to
go near one of ther, and ‘he began to move
out of thie way, I asked him why he was
afraid of touching the dog (which they ¢s-
teem umelean), and so they comienced an
argament with me about toaching clean and !
undlean sniprals. T confended that there.
was na sin in touching any thing. Finding
thut I could donothing witls them in such an
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argument, [ shifted my ground, and begnn
to tell them that whatever their religion
might do in leading them to abstain from
this thing or that thing, it certainly did nn-
thing towards cleansing their hearts, as they
must be aware, that the most notoriously
wicked and abominable things were con-
mitted amongst the Mahomedan population
generally, The charge they knew il was in
vain to deny. 'They, therelore, became
quite astounded, and tbey ceased to argue
by bestowing upon me the epithet * maz-
boot,” i.e. strong ; lnplying that I had a
strong mind. From these same Mussul~
mauns I have rcceived & good deal of re-
speot since.

CEYLON.

( Continued from p. 92, )

“ Both boys and girlsin all the schools are
reqnired to commit to memory the Scripture
catechisin, But in cowmmitting any thing
to memory they as yet make very slow
progress, compared with your little scholars
in Ireland. But to make such a putnber of
the rising race in this benighted island, in
some measure acqaainted with the great
outlines of sacred history, we may regson-
ably hope will not be all lost laboar. Apo-
ther female school has been commenced in
a village very near to us, which is likely to
go on well, could the person who bas begun
it be properly enconraged to go on with it.
But the sum at present allotted by the com-
mittee for female education will not allow
me to go beyond the present expenditure.
In sbort it is impossible to say what might
be done 4n this country by schooels for both
males and females, bad we strength to at-
tempt it, and funds to meet the expence.

To give an account of the schools, I broke
off, rather abruptly, the account of my last
visit to Hanwell. I will now therefore again
resume that subject. My ‘preaching at
Cadoowelle and another village on my way
tl:ere ou Satarday, has been meutioned. On
Sabbath day, at 11 A.M. a congregation of
upwards of a bundred adalts assembled for
worsbip and attentively heard the word. A
proponent or Government native preacher
came just at the same time, otherwise the
number would have been greator. After pub-
lic worship I administered the ordipance of
the Lord's supper to the membera, ip doing
which, I felt a sclemn sacred pleasure,
which was increased hy the consideration
that six of the communicants were persons
who had been brought frpm Romap _Catho-
'tie superstitions to ,cqunmeanrate, i this
-simple manper, A Sayiour’s dying love. Ip
.vonsequence of nearly afl the mewnbers com-
jing from -2 great distance, As woll as many
‘of the hearers, only one pnblic service can
Le beld at Hanwell on the sabbath, but on
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Monday evening & weekly prayer mecting
is beld ; and, considering what n new thing
this is among them, it is gratifying to hear
how acceptably most of them express them-
selves. Early on Tuesday morning I set
off for Onggaf{n Our friend the Mohandi-
ram, since my last visit to his village, has
erected a peat and sabstantial school ban;za-
low, in which they collected a congregation
of hetween forty and fifty persons, besides
the schoo] children. The Mohandiram said
many tnore would have come, but were pre-
vented by its being seed time; and some-
times, it seems, a day Jost when the land is
in a proper state for throwing in the seed,
catses the loss of the season. After preach-
ing, I examined the scbool and found the
progress the boys "had made in reading and
writing bighly satisfactory. The sun be-
ing very hot, I staid till it began to descend
below the mountains, before Ileft the Mo-
bandiram’s shady dwelling. Muach of the
time I staid there he employed in readiag
the Pilgrim’s Progress in Singhalese. Of
the greater part be gave a good interpreta-
tion, but sometimes he evidently peeded
some one to belp him. As to these parts,
bhowever, it was only ncedfal to give him a
clue to enable him to enter well into the
spirit of the anthor. I helieve onr edition
of this interesting book will soon be all in
circalation. But to return to my narrative.
On Wednesday I visited the Hanwell school.
‘We have now a very good school -master in
this school. He is one of those who en-
gage in prager on Monday evenings, and so
far as I can jundge, possesses not only the
gift, bat the spirit of prayer. The man who
was dismissed last year bas done his ut-
most to rain the school, and succeeded in
drawing away a number of the boys. This
school at present, therefore, is rather be-
hind the one at Ooggalla. But it is re-
viving.

1st March. Thus far of this sheet I bad
written on the 26th of February, intending
to finish it on the 27th, But at 2 A.M. of
that day was seized with a dizziness in my
bead, faiuting, and violent vomitiag, which
seemed likcly to bave terminated in such
an attack as that J .experienced in 1813,
which almost deprived me of reason and in
fact of life. By baving bad immediate re-
coarse to copious bleeding aod the use of
medicive, I have heen mercifully relieved,
and though still in a weak state, (which
maust be my apolagy for thas hastily closing
this letter) hope soon to be restored to
my usual health.”

[We are happy to add, that a letter has
since been received from Mr. C. dated the
16th of April, when lie was considerably
better in health. He intrents most urgently
thet assistance may be sept him ; and the
circumstances of his station are suoch as
strongly to enforoe his request,]
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WEST INDIES.

Since onr last publication, we
have received various letters from
our several stations in Jamaica,
from which we hope to insert some
interesting extracts in our Num-
ber for January. Their general
tenour, as far as it relates to the
progress of the Gospel, is ver
encouraging ; but our Friends wi[Yl
be prepared to hear, that the Slave
Act, passed at the close of 1826,
has had the effect of augmenting,
very considerably, the pecuriary
demands on account of this pros-
perons branch of the Mission. —
This circumstance, combined with
others of a similar nature, may
render it necessary for the Com-
mittee to make a new appeal to
the liberality of the Christian pub-
lic; and it would be wrong to
doubt, after the experience they
have already had, whether such
an appeal will be successful.

Mr. and Mrs. Burton, and Mr.
Coultart, have arrived in safety
at Kingston, and our Missionary
friends were all in usual health,
though sickness had been very
prevalent around them.

We rejoice to add, that we have
good reason to believe his Ma-
Jjesty’s Government have resolved
to disallow the Act of the House
of Assembly, to which we have
alluded in the former part of this
article.

UNITED STATES.

Most of our readers are aware,
that for several years past there
have been, in the United States of
America, what are appropriately
styled revivals of religion--sea-
sons of peculiar and gracious im-
pressions of divine truth on the
minds of hearers, issuing in their
hopeful conversion to God, and
visible profession of his name. In
the course of a few months past,
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among many other instances, such
a time of refreshing has visited
Oneida county, in the State of
New York, and more than three
thousand souls are said to have
partaken the blessed effects. From
a narrative of this work, lately
published in America, we extract
the following enumeration of the
means which have been thus won-
derfully owned of God:—-.

1. Seasons of Fasting and Prayer. In
most, if not all, the Societies which have
shared in this work of grace, days have been
set apart for the special object of praying
for the influeuces of the Spirit, to humble
and sanctify the professed disciples of Christ,
and to convert sinners,

2. Cunfession of Sinin Churches. Where-
ever churches have met, and with evident
sincerity of heart, confessed their ¢ faults
one to another,” God has granted them a
sweet sense of his forgiving mercy, given
them free access to bis throne of grace in
praying for others, and great boldness and
zeal in using means for their salvation.

3. Church Discipline. Tbis has tended
to humble cburches, and to alarm the im-
penitent. Discipline, judiciously adminis-
tered, has been fonnd a powerful method
of enforcing some of the truths of the Gos-
pel. Mary are hardened in unbelief by the
irregular lives of professors. When such
are led 1o repent aud confess their sips, or
are excluded from the charch, one of the
objections is removed, with which sioners
often snccessfully ward off the sword of the
Spirit, pointed at their beart.

4. Visiting from House to House. This
lias been done extensively., These visits
bave been strictly religious. Every mem-
ber of the family, capable of receiving in-
struction, has been zddressed ; and such
visits have usoally been closed with prayer,
adapted to the characier and circumstances
of the different members of the family.

5. Preachingthe Gospel, its doctrines and
precepts, its promises and tbreatenings, with
great plainness and earnestness. Churches
bave been reproved in the most pointed
anner for their lukewarmuess, their pride,
and worldliness, and unbelicf. They have
been urged as strongly to repent and bum-
ble themselves before God, as the most re-
bellious sinners. This plain and faithfal
application of divine trutb to the chnorches,
while it bas produced great searchings of
heart, and led some to abandon their hopes,
has, in several cases, excited greater alarm
among sinners than a direct address. The
truths of God’s word have been pressed
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upon sinners withoutl respect of persons.
The sinner bLas been followed into all his
hiding places. Every mask has been torn
off fromn the maralist aud self righteous.

6. Union of Feeling and Effort in churches
has promotled (his revival. Where the
great hody of .the church has come up to
the help of the Lord, the work has been
powerful, And although there have been
in most of the churches, some who have
stood all the day idle ; yet a larger propor-
tion have manifested a deep interest in the
work than in former revivals. The cold-
ness or the opposition of professors, has
been found far more injurions than the op-
position of others.

7. Avoiding Disputes upon Minor Points.’
Care has been taken to guard Christians
against all sectariau feelings. In some in-
stances injury has been done; but we be-
lieve that the churches generally have done
less to grieve the Spirit, by any improper
condnct in this respect, than is common in
revivals. Indeed we may say, that, with
few exceptions, churches of different names’
Lave felt and manifested more solicitude to’
meke converts than proselytes.

8. The Visits of Minsters, professors,
and others, where revivals had commenced,
bave bad a powerful effect in extending the
work. Ministers and private Christians
have thus been refreshed. When they re-
turned home, they have told others, and ex-
horted their brethren to awake. Sinners
bave in many cases retarned, rejoicing in
hope, or deeply convicted.

9. United, agonizing, persevering Prayer.
This has evidently been one of the principal
means which God bias blessed, in originating
and extending this work of grace. The
promises of God made to prayer, bave heen
frequently presented ; and Christians, en-
couraged by these promises, have wrestled
with the God of Jacob in pahlic prayer-
meetings, and in the family, and the closet.
Prayer-meetings have been numerous and
frequent in most of the churches. .

10. The Instructions given in Sabbath
Schools, and Bible Classes, have been emi-
nently blessed. A large number of those
who belong to oar Sabhath schools give sa-
tisfactory evidence of piety. Superintend-
ents and teachers have, in many cases, been
the honoured instruments of thejr conver-
sion. In several instances, most of the
members of Bible classes have become con-
verts, and promise to be among the most
stable and valaable members of our churches.

HOME PROCEEDINGS.

We are happy to record in our
pages this month, a continuation
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of services on behalf of the Mis-
sion, similar to those which were
detailed in our last number.

After remaining in town two or threc
days on his retnrn from Cambridge, Mr.
Carey proceeded on Satnrday, Oct. 20, to
Portsen, where be spent the Sabbath and
nearly all the following week, being joined
by Mr. Yates who had taken Newhury, and
made the annaal collection in that town, on
his way. The anniversary of the Auxiliary
Society for Portsea, Portsmouth and Gos-
port, was held on Thursday evening the
25th, when the large Chapel in Meeting
House Alley was crowded to excess. Ap-
propriate addresses were delivered by the
Rev. Messrs. Birt, Morris, Griffin (Inde-
pendent), M‘Donald (Methodist,) and other
friends of Missions, as well as by the bre-
thren Carey and Yates, and itis earnestly
boped that the impressions made on that
occasion, as well as by the various sermons
delivered in connexionwith the meeting, will
not soon snbside.

From Portsea, Mr. Carey proceeded to
Southampton, where he preached and col-
lected on Lord’s day the 28th, and we are
happy to add that a female missionary asso-
ciation has since been formed there in aid
of our Society. He delivered another ser-
mon at the Baptist Chapel, Romsey, on the
Monday evening, and then went forward 1o
Bristol, where Mr. Yates had arrived be-
fore him, as well as the secretary of the
Parent Society. For an account of the
proceedings at the annnal meeting of this
leading Ausiliary, we are indebted to the
peu of one of its esteemed Secretaries:—

«The nioth auniversary of the Bristol and
Bath Anxiliary, was held at Bristol, on
Tuesday, Oct. 30th and following days.

On Tuesday evening, the Rev. W. Yates,
from Calcuita, preached at Counterslip
meeting-house, from the former part of tbe
11th verse of the 53d chapter of Isaiab:
« He shall see of the travail of his soul, and
shall be satisfied.’

On Wednesday evening, the Rev. John
Maok of Clipston, preached at Kiug Street
meeting-house, from John xv.12. ¢ This
is my commandment, That ye love one ano-
ther, as I have loved you.’

On Thursday evening, the publio meeting
was held at Broadmead, and a more exhila-
rating service was never witnessed. The
place was crowded to excess, and many
hundreds, we regret to add, were unmable
to gain admission. Mr. Dyer opened the
meeting with prayer ; after whiol the chair-
man, Mr.-Addington, of Ashley Court, call-
ed on the Rev. Thomas Winter to read the
Report of the Committee,

The details of the foreign operations of
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the Society, however interesting, are too
well known to the readers of the Missionary
Herald, to justify their repetition. But
the introdactory paragraph of the Report,
relative to the present situation of the Sa-
ciety at home, may not he inappropriately
qaoted: —

< It has heen usual, on these occasions,
to give a snmmary of the proceedings of
the Parent Society. In conforming to this
custom, they will hastily glance at its pre-
sent sitnation and prospects.

“Tn doing this, it is impossible not to
advert to a fact, which must he well known
to this assembly—that a separatiou has taken
place between the Society at home, and the
senjor Missionaries in India.

“The grounds of this separation the
Committee deem it unnecessary lo state ;
nor do they make any comment on documeuts
already before the public. As individuals,
they cabuot pretend to be neatral in this
controversy : bnt as an official body, they
content themselves with making only a brief
allnsion to an event, which, in itself, mast
be considered as a matter of regret. If
this mode of actiog be regarded as indicat-
ing a diminntion of attachment to the Pa-
rent Society, it will be misinterpreted. The
Committee cannot, indeed, but highly valne
the services of the sewmior missionaries, ac-
kuowledge the magnitude of their laboars,
and pray for their extension; at the same
time, the interest which they feel in the
important operations of the Parent Institu-
tion, and their desire for the success of
these efforts, remain npabated.”

The Resolntions were moved and second-
ed by Capt. Pelly, and the Rev. Messrs.
Dyer, Leifchild, Cabitt, Yates, Thorpe,
Carey, Winter, Crisp, Woolridge, and Guy,
most of whom addressed the meeting: and
the Rev. Mr. Whittar, supplying at the
Tabernacle, conclnded with prayer.

As the following Resolution, which will
very shortly, we believe, be carried intn
effect, may excite otber Anxiliaries to «“do
likewise,” its insertion may he desirable :—

«“ It was moved by tbe Rev. Eustace
Carey, seconded by the Rev. Thomas Win-
ter, and resolved nnanimously,

¢« That, while this meeting congratulates
the Parent Society, on the cheeriug intelli-
geuce received from their various missionary
stations, and especially from those in the
West Indies, it deeply regrets that its ope-
rations should be restricted for want of
snfficient peouniary resonrces, and earnestly
recommends a simultaneous and energetic
exertion on the part of its friends in this
city ; suggesting particularly, as a power-
ful means of recruiting its finances, the es-
tablishment of a hranch Society in each of
the congregations with which this Auxiliary
is conueoted.’
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The specolies were exoeedingly animating
and cheering, and we were greatly obliged
by the kind co-operation of our friends of
other denominations, resident in the city ;
nor can we forbear 10 express in this place,
the very high gratification afforded by the
presence, and the interesting services of
our missionary brethren from Calcutta.

One circamstance, and one alone, created
a temporary feeling of disappointment— the
absence of Mr. Hall, who had engaged to
take one of the Resolutions, but who was
nnable 1o gain admission, in consequence of
the immense crowd assembled, As far as
such a disappointment could be repaired,
it is but justice to Mr. Hall, to observe,
that, on the following morning, after Mr
Carey’s sermon at Broadmead, be stated,
in a few words, the purport of what he had
intended to deliver the preceding evening;
expressing his undiminished attachment to
the Society, and, without reflecting on any
individaal, his anhesitating conviction, that
the important steps taken by the Committee
duriog the past year, were unavoidable. He
also expressed his earnest hope and confi-
dence, that the Society would continne to
receive that countepance and pecuniary as-
sistence, which it so greatly needed, and
to which it was so jastly entitled.

Mr. Carey preached from Rom. xiv.17.
**The kingdom of God is—righteousness, and
peace and joy in the Holy Ghost :"” and Mr.
Hall concluded in prayer.

lu the evening, the Rev. Mr. Copley of
Oxford, preached at Mr. Cowan’s chapel,
Great George Street, from Phil. i. 18.
¢ Christ is preached ; and therein I do
rejoice, yea, and will rejoice.”

On the following Sabbath, services were
Leld in Welsh, by the Rev. Mr, Rees of this
city, and the Rev. Mr. Symmonds of Loo-
don : and our {riends Yates and Carey again
advocated the canse of missions at Broad-
mead and Counterslip,

The collections amount to 3171. shout 201
more than last year.”

On Taesday evening, Nov. 6. the mis-
sionary. friends met again at Trowbridge,
and a Missionary Branch Association, in
connexion with the Wilts and East Somer-
set Aoxiliary, was formed in Betbesda cha-
pel, where the Rev. Peter Apstie has lately
been ordained as sc to our i ted
friead Mr. Macfarlane. The secretary of
the Parent Society was requested on this
eccasion, t0 occupy the chair, and the large
and respectable eadience appeared mach
interested in the acoounts given by our
friends in the East, and in the speeches de-
livered by the Rev. Messrs. Walton, Bunce,
Rodway, and other ministers. The sam of
130 1s. was oollected at the close. The
formation of e similar society, in the congre-
gation ovuder the care of Mr. Walton, is
pustponed, we understand, till the spring.
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While in the neighbourhood, Mr, Caroy
availed himself of the opportunity to fulfil
a lony standing engagement with his friends
at Salisbury, whose steady nttachment Lo
the cause of the mission is well known.
Sermons were delivered on the Sabbaily,
and a pobliv meeting held on the neat Tues-
day evening, the 13th, and collections more
liberal than usual, proved the interest which
had been excited.

While this narcative is goiog 1o press,
our esteenied brother is visiling several of
the charches connected with the Oxford-
shire association, from whence ho will pass
into the adjoining county of Northampton,
whero a few engagements were left unful-
filled on his previous visit through want of
time, Should he be mercifully aasisted
through this journey, it will become abso-
lutely uecessary for him to suspend his ex-
ertions for a season, especially as his state
of health renders travelling daring the win--
ter highly improper. Many will unite with
os in gratefully acknowledging the support
and preservaticn which have been already
granted him, and io the carnest hope that
he mmay yet he spared long to occupy that
department of missiouary service, whatever
it may be, in which he may most effectually
promote the sacred oanse.
