We asked if they really wanted to believe ? They 
replied that this was just the message they were wanting 
and had wandered so far to seek. They had intended to 
go hundreds of miles farther to Wutai to try to get the 
craving within satisfied, but now there was no need. 

They now longed to go back to tell the story of how they 
were stopped from going to Wutai by being put into jail, 
and how they found in prison that for which they had been 
seeking. They had lost the dead, gold-enshrined Buddha, 
but had found the living Christ. 

The Mongolian implored the missionary to send someone 
with them who could live amongst them and tell the tribe 
about Jesus, but workers were short in this newly-opened 
district, and there was no one to spare. He and his small 
company of fellow-believers returned alone, therefore, to 
tell the little they knew. 

He said he wouldJreturn the next spring and stay some 
time in the mission-station to hear more about Jesus and 
His :teachings. He would then bring Mongolian horses 
with him in order to take some of us back to his tribe to 
preach to them, and would cover all expenses. We hoped 
that it might be possible for someone to be spared to go 
with him. But when next spring came nobody could 
travel on that side of the river as the Communists had in­
fested the whole area. They even crossed the river to this 
side, and compelled the missionaries to evacuate for a time. 

As we write it is spring-time again. Will the old 
Notable dare to set out once more on a long journey to 
hear more about Jesus and get someone to go to his tribe 
with the Gospel? Or is the old man already in his grave, 
gone home to be with the Lord, thanking Him for the prison 
experience? If he arrives, we have nobody to send.
