Statistics of ‘ Greater’ Germany

Since March, 1938, the number of Roman Catholics under
German rule, has, through various annexations, increased by some
15,000,000. Religious statistics for the whole German empire,
including the ‘ Bohemian-Moravian Protectorate ’ (Czech territory)
are now as follows 1

Protestants .. 43,500,000 50 per cent.
Roman Catholics .. 37,500,000 43.1
Other Christians .. 400,000 I .
